deepest part of Narraganéfett Bay to­
night in a collision with the Savannah 
Line steamer City of Atlanta. At a 
late hour 19 of the crew of 34 of the 
sunken vessel were unaccounted for. 
The Cape Fear sank in three minutes 
about halfway between Castle Hill on 
the Newport shore and Rose Island, 
going- down bow first in 125 fathoms.

The Cape Fear was outward bound
from Piovidence for Norfolk in bal-__
last, and carried only her crew, as did 
the City of Atlanta, which was bofind 
from Savannah for Providence with a« 
cargo of pig iron. Just how the acci­
dent happened was not definitely de­
termined tonight, especially as the 
wcatâier was clear, with only a slight 
cloudiness and a light sea running.

The City of Atlanta’s bow was bad- 
jy damaged, the result of hitting the 
Cape Fear amidships, but altho there 
was a seven-foot hole above the main 
deck, the bulkheads held and she 
anchored in the bay.

Of the fifteen men saved from the 
Cape Fear, five slid down lines to the 
City of Atlanta and the others were 
picked up from the water by ropes or 
by boats that were lowered for them.

Captain Garfield, of the City of At­
lanta, in describing ,the accident, said 
that’ lie picked up the lights of the 
Cape Fear and signalled with one 
whistle, which was answered. He was 
bearing steadily to port, he said, with 
plenty of clearance room, when sud­
denly the Cape Fear swung across his 
bow.

Innumerable matters 
up at the meeting, such as .the proper 
provision for injured cattle in transit, 
the proper crating of chickens, and 
proper accommodation for animals 
in cars while in transit. It had been 
learned that hogs had been penned 
up with sheep and lambs while In 
transit, with the result that the sheep 
had been In some cases killed and 
eaten by the hogs, 
ohickens, as carried out by 
signers, had 
serious attention of the authorities. 
In one case, orates of chickens were 
found crowded togethe# so closely in 
a small non-ventilated room at a 
place on Dundas street that many 
of the fowl and died for lack of 
both care and ventilation.

One of the most interesting reports 
given was that upon the sale of down 
and out horses to ex-service men 
about to try their hand at farming. 
These horses were traded off in the 
city by farmers who found them ab­
solutely useless at any kind of work. 
They sold these for five or ten dol­
lars. The dealers in turn resold 
these nags to the ex-service men, 
who were soon disillusioned either by 
the action of the Toronto Humane 
Society or by the uselessness of the 
horse (itself. The Humane Sbciety 
had such horses taken to the Harris 
Abattoir, where they were killed in 
the most humane manner possible.

Dr. Timmins, in the course of his 
address, reminded those present .that 

veterinarians of today had 
changed their ideals of yesterday 
and invariably treated the animals 
operated- upon with anaesthetics 
local or entire, and had largely dis­
continued the system of vivisection 
so -long carried out by all classes of 
medicos.
