It is declared that if tihe ship was a 
Mexican vessel it had no business within 
the. restricted zone, while as an American 
citizen, Captain Me Learn was violating 
law in pelagic sealing. The Carmencita 
finally returned «to American waters. The 
Mexican government revoked the regrir

So far as can be learned, the sale was 
negotiated largely through W. B. Tennant, 
of Sc. John, and it is believed the direct­
ors have made a very satisfactory arrange­
ment—one that will net «the shareboldehs 
about $350 for each share. Shareholders 
of the People’s Bank will have the option 
of taking stock in Bank of Montreal or of 
taking cash, the People’s Bank shares of 
a par value of $180 being valued at $350. 
Bank of Montreal ehareu at their latest 
sales have realized about $256 on the $100, 
and it is presumed that they will be fixed 
somewhere arotimd that value.

The 'bank has, 
however, been doing a very profitable 
business, earning about 13 per cent, on 
the capital stock during 1905, and 15.96 
in the previous year. Dividends at the 
rate of 8 per cent, have been paid for 
the last twelve years, and at the close of 
the last fiscal year there Was a balance 
of $8,443.26 carried forward to credit of 
profit and loss account. At the same 
time $5,000 was transferred to rest ac­
count, and $3,500 to the sinking fund. The 
rest account is $180,000, equal to the 
amount of capital outstanding. In the 
June government record the total depos­
its of the bank were shown at $511,895. 
Current loans were represented by $763,- 
03. Total liabilities were recorded at 
$693,833, against assets 0/ $1,081,081. The 
par value per dhare is $150. The last 
transfer of stock took place at $300. The 
earnings of the bank would easily justify 
a ten per cent, dividend.

There are three ways in whidh that 
growth is or may be related to them. In 
the first place it is attracting a great 
many of the young men of the east, and 
is also drawing to itself eastern capital.

I In the second place, if the west is to 
! have this wonderful growth in population 
| within a very, few years, the people must 
be supplied with manufactured products. 
There iwill be a great market for all kinds 
of goods, including those which can te pro­
duced here to as good advantage and 
der as favorable conditions in every way 

in Montreal, Toronto, London, Brant­
ford, or other cities in the upper prov­
inces. If the people of the lower prov­
inces do not realize this fact and take 
advantage of it, they will not profit as 
they should from the growth of the west. 
This fact is so obvious that it needs but 
to be stated.
—Than there is another consideration. If 
the west is to grow so rapidly it will soon 
have an almost preponderating influence 
at Ottawa. The influence of tlhe far east 
will certainly be a decreasing quantity. 
There is therefore the more reason that 
the people of the three maritime prov­
inces should get together and work unit­
edly for the special interests of this sec­
tion of Canada.

These considerations should possess a 
vast significance for our people, and 
should give direction to some extent to 
the deliberations of the Maritime Board,

Nehemlah Marks, of 
St. Stephen was the original owner. In 
1848 she was transferred by Mr. Marks to 
Messrs. Garnock, Blbby and Company, of 
Liverpool, England. On the 2End of April, 
1864, she was registered de novo at Liver­
pool, England. David McRoherts, who owns 
the land upon which stood the Brandy Cove 
ship-yard, says he was present and saw the 
launching of the “Birkenhead."

From that day until noon Monday tihe 

fog shut them in a little world by them­
selves. Neither whistle, bell nor any 
other signs of human life could be heard. 
There was no chance for taking observa­
tions and to add to the difficulty the com­
pass had gone wrong.
