SECY. TELLS OF WORK OF
ASSOCIATED CHARITIES

“] am very well satisfied with the win-
ter’s work-and feel: immensely pleased
with the progress the association is mak-
ing,” said Mrs. Hall, secretary of Associ-
ated Charities, when talking with a repre-
sentative s this paper.

Contiv:\?xig Mrs. Hall said that during
the past winter there had, speaking gener-
ally, been considerably less poverty and in
the large majority of cases the unfortun-
ates were people who would willingly have
worked had the opportunity offered. Com-
paratively few were met with who had
brought on poverty by their own ncglig-
ence to procure employment.

Mrs. Hall went on to say that in all
her - experience she had never known a
season when there was so much work for
men. For women, on the other hand,
employment had been fairly scarce, but
plenty of work had been offering of late,
@tid would be until house cleaning and
oving operations were over.

There had been a good deal of illness
during the winter months, and this was
accountable for a very great deal of the
poverty. There had been only one case of
contagious diseasc to deal with, and that
was.a scarlet fever patient.

There had been eight deaths, one of
which had resulted from tuberculosis, and
in nearly every case those taken wers the
heads of families.

The winter had been very severe and
this meant heavier demands upon fuel and

grocery supplies.

“FIGHTING MAC”
LIVES IN CHINA
A Traveﬂer_DeTi&s. That Sir

Hedl. # Macdonald is Dead--
. Dedlares He Is In Nanking.

LONDON, May 4—A singular story ‘that’

| has both astonished and amused England

and Scotland was published in the Man-
chester” Sunday Chronicle. It 'relates to
the late ‘renowned soldier, Major-General
Sir Hector Macdonald. ;

The general; it will be remembered, was
reported to have committed suicide in an

| obscure Paris hotel, March 25, 1803, while

en route from Ceylon, where he had been
in command. He fought with distinction
in Afghanistan, in the Boer War of 1881,
and also in the recent Boer War, in which
he commanded the Highland Brigade, and
he also figured conspi ly in the fight-
tng against. Arabi Pasha in Egypt and
the Mahdi in the Soudan.

The publication in the Manchester pa-
per is to the effect that “Fighting Mac,”,
as Sir Hector 'was known in military and
Scottish circles, is: still wery‘much’ dlive;
and is now organizing a -powerful army for

The most circumstantial story bearing
on Sir Hector’s alleged survival emanates
from Johannesburg from a man recently
arrived there from the Far East. He as-
serts that he saw “Fighting " at Nan-
king, China, last year, putting his aston-
ishing declaration in the following form:—

“I knew Hector Macdonald very well,
both in Egypt and South Africa. I was
in Nanking in December last. I saw a
battalion of Chinese soldiers being drilled
in European style on a space in the centre
of the city, and, feeling curious, I walked
up to where: three officers were standing.
One of them was Sir Hector Macdonald.
He was clean-shaven, but "otherwise he
had altered very little since the occasion
of my .last meeting him in Pretoria.’

“I was almost breathless with astonish-
ment. I was about to speak to him when
his eyes.met mine.” He turned._rapidly
round to one of the other officers and said
sometHing - quickly- in ‘Chinese.

“The officer, almost springing at me,
shouted: ‘Leave this ground at once, or
we will put you where your friends. won'’t
find you in a hurry.”” I left Nanking that
day for Shanghai, and I found-that. the
fact that Sir Hector Macdonald was in
that country was believed by a great
many English people.”

As stréngthening the story, it is point-
ed out that no inquest was held on the
body alleged to be that of Sir Hector Mac-
donald; but in-official and' other quarters
little attention has been. paid to the mat-
ter. The paper’s Johannesburg informant,
officials believe, was mistaken in his man.

NEW YORK, May 3—Music to soothe
the weary occupants of hospital cots, rag-
time melodies and lively topical ditties
are recommended by Professor Baraka-
tullah, of Persia, and Professor E 1
Joshi, of India, for the sufferers from ill-
ness in thig country.

The two, last night, delivered interest-
ing addresses at a special meeting of the
National ‘Society of Musical Therapeutics
held at the residence of Mrs. Mary Guern-
sey at No. 180 West Fifty-ninth street.

“Music is essential to the sick room,”
said Professor Barakatullah. “The witch-
ery of, music does much to kill care and
destroy suftering by those who lie upon
hospital beds.

“And the music should not be gloomy,”
he continued. “The fear of death and
the hereafter is ever present at time of
illness. Thercfore music that suggests such
thoughts, no matter how beautifully ren-
dered, is extremely harmful.

TREATMENT OF CRIMINALS

The Modern Treatment of Criminals in
the Dominion will be the subject of the
address of Mr. W. P. Archibald, domin-

ino parole officer, before the Canadian

Club of St. John on Tuesday next.
While Canada is solving great
Jems of material development, she is con-
fronted like other countries by those
grave social questions, the solution of
which has so important a bearing upon
the moral and social life of the people.
Has the parole system lessened crime?
The introduction of the system in Can-
ada caused some misgiving, just as each
movement in the direction of less severe
punishment of criminals has in times past
prompted many fears of increased c;‘imil
nality. The annual report of Mr. Arch-
bald for the year 1906 shows that such
fears in this case are groundless. Since
the act was introduced in 1899-1900, the
total number placed on parole from re-
formatories, - jails and penitentiaries * in
(Canada has been 1360. \.S)f these 848 have
completed their sentence’ on parole, and
only 115 licenses were cancelled—83 for
non-compliance with regulations, and 32
for subsequent conviction for new offen-
ces. “The motive of the parole,” says Mr.
Archibald,” “is to encourage the criminal
to amendment and to become law-abi-

ding.” \

Again he says:—“The peculiar and al-
most universal relationship of indolence
with crime teaches us that if we are to
hope _for the convict ultimate reformation
it is absolutely necessary that we have
suitable employment ready. for the man
on his discharge from custody. Nothing
is so pre-eminently successful in this work
as’ suitable employment and opportunity.
A paroled man is still a prisoner in the
law, and his release is simply a test of
willingness and ability to maintain him-
self as an honest man. In his license he
agrees to be temperate and abstain from
vicious associations, and that he will con-
duct himself in all things as honest and
law abiding. If he is a proper subject to
be released he will accept these condi-
tions. The government on their side as-
sure them that he will have a proper
chance, and that he will be protected
from persecution. The government also
assume the duty of seeing that he
follows the conditions of his license.
Prisoners should not be discharged direct
from a penitentiary without at least some
provision \)eing made for them outside.
The step from actual imprisonment to
absolute liberty is too great for many to1‘
take. Under the parole system his abso-
lute discharge follows on a more or less
protracted period. This is one of the re-
asons of the splendid percentage of men
who have been teleased on parole who
have proven themselves satisfactory cases
and have earned their full liberty. Giv-
ing doles to a discharged prisoner is not
a charitable act, but he should have em-
ployment and opportunity to prove him-
self.” ‘

" One need not go further than the rec-
ords of St. John police . court to prove
the truth of these sayings. Time after
time a prisoner who has just been releas-
ed is re-arrested for drunkenness, simply
because when he regained his liberty he
had nothing to do, and the open door of
the saloon invited him. Mr. Archibald
in his report deals in a very interesting
way with the more righteous way of
handling the inebriate, and the generally
more humane and scientific method of
treating all delinquents. His address to
the Canadian Club will be heard with
very great interest, since the social prob-

.Some time ago The World called atten-
tion to a long and exhaustive report is-
sued by a commission of the Scottish
temperance legislation board, appointed
to enquire into the liquor licensing laws
of Norway. Its chief point’of interest is
the description given of the system of
‘“‘disinterested trading” in spirits under
local control, which has pow been in op-
eration in the towns since 1871, and has
been accompanied by local option since
1894. The results have been remarkable
and entirely in aid of temperance senti-
ment, which, while present in all sec-
tions of the community, is stated to be
most powerful in its earnestness and in-
tensity among the working classes.
The Samlag system gives power te the
municipalities to grant all the retail spir-
it licenses which it deems necessary t® a
company binding itself to carry on the
traffic in the interests of the community,
with a fixed annual return on its paid up
capital. The aims and principles of the
Samlag are thus summarized in the re-
port:

The elimination of private profit, and
lsgcunlig the monopoly value for the pub-
ic.

Eneuring highest quality of liquor sold.
The reduction of the number of licen-
ses.

The easy enforcement of the law.

The destruction of the power of the
spirit trade.

The furtherance of all progressive mea-
sures of reform.

In the application of the profits, the
Norwegians profited by the experience of
Sweden, where they were first applied in
aid of rates, thus giving the towns a sub-
stantial interest in maintaining the traf-
fic. In Norway they are used for non-
rate-aided objects exclusively, and “the
purity of Norwegian municipal life safe-
guarded against one of the most insidi-
ous and deadly lines of attack.” At pres-
ent the allotment gives 65 per cent. of the
profits to the state, and 35 per cent. to
the municipalities, made up in the pro-
portion of 15 per cent in lieu of larger
license duties mow abolished; and 20 per
cent. for objects of public utility not
chargeable on the rates, and operating as

THE NORWEGIAN SYSTEM
OF LIQUOR LICENSE LAW

It Has Caused a Steady Decrease in the Consumption of
Spirits, and Is to Be Applied to Beer As Well.

counter attractions to the public-house
in towns and the surrounding district—
one-half to each. In 1904 the combined
capital of all the Norwegian Samlags
came to $170,000, and has never exceed-
ed $190,000, yet since their establishment
the profits have contributed $7,000,000 for
“objects of public interest.” It is in-
teresting to note that ‘“‘during the last
eight years the proportion aceruing to
the state has been increased and set
apart till 1910 to form the nucleus of an
old-age pension fund, mow amounting to
$2,000,000.”

On the very important point of the ef-
fect of the Samlag system on the con-
sumption of drink, the commission - re-
ported that the question was ‘complicated
by wine and' beer drinking, but on the
whole there has been a steady decrease
in the consumption of spirits, while that
of beer and wine has fluctuated with
trade conditions. The statistics and dia-
grams accompanying the report reveal
“what is perhaps the most remarkable
fact in the history of Norwegian sobriety,
that while the population increased about
60 per cent. during the period 1851-1905,
and the imports per inhabitant by about
300 per cent., and the exports by 200 per
rcent., the consumption of alcohol per in-
habitant decreased by about 45 per cent.”
The decrease is most marked during the
Samlag period, 1871-1905, when the popu-
lation ‘‘increased by about 30.35 per
cent.; imports per inhabitant by 130 per
cent.; exports by 100 per cent., and the
consumption of alcohol decreased by
about 40 per cent.” Comparing the towns
of Norway and those of the United King-
dom, froin personal knowledge, the com-
missioners say ‘“the former are models of
sobriety; the latter are the very reverse.”
In conclusion, and symming up the result
of their enquiry, theéy report that no de-
moralization was caused in the shape of
exciting the cupidity of the community,
that the trafic was not made ‘“respect-
able” thereby and ‘that the .Samlag ac-
tually aided temperance reform. The
significance and value, of this verdict is
supported by the fact that at the request
of the Norwegian temperance party the
Samlag system is to beé applied to beer as
well as spirits.

NEED OF A BETTER
FORESTRY POLICY

Consumption of Wood in U. S.
Three to Four Times the
* Annual Increment.

(New York Journal‘ef Commerce.)

The pamphlet isstd@*By the Forestry
Bureau of the Ag Department,
of ‘which a summary was given in our col-
umps . gesterday, shows..that - the - lavish
way_ in-which our'/férests have been
alaughteted by -lumbermen: in the past is
rap§dly bringing us to the point at which
:‘.h’e available supply of wood and timber
in relation to the demand will be- ex-
hausted.

At the present time the annual con-
sumption of wood in various forms is from
three to four times the increment from
the. growth of forests and that the maxi-
mum yield of ferest products has already
been reached, while the requirements for
the_ir use will continue to increase. This
pla'_mly indicates - that ' these growing re-
quirementd cannot be-met on any such
ecale as we are accustomed to and that
there will be enforced economy in the use
of wood and a higher cost for such as is
used.

This is the result of-a blind policy of
destruction on the part of private lumber-
ing interests, which have regarded nothing
but their own immediate profit. In every
wooded part of the country the spectacle
is familiar of a reckless denuding of forest
lands of their merchantable timber, fol~
lowed by the consumption of the smaller
growth in‘many seétions by pulp mills
and cutters of fire wood, while often the
remnants and undergrowth are destroyed
by fire. This destructive process has been
accelerated by the ‘protective policy” ‘of
putting duties upon foreign lumber along
our borders to stimulate by artificial prices
the domestic slaughter. In addition to
the reckless. using' up of forest resources
there has been the incidental rasult of dry-
ing up water sources and turning the ‘com-
paratively steady flow of streams into al-
ternate floods and shallows, to the detri-
ment of water power and supplies of water
for domestic use.

The profit of this policy or lack of in-
telligent policy has gone to generations of
lumbermen who cared for nothing but
their own gain, and the injury has fallen
upon the whole country which has had
no protection. It is high time a sentiment
for intelligent forestry was cultivated and
encouraged in this country, and states
which still have forest lands worth preserv-
ing should institute some regulation and
supervision in this matter. So far as con-
servation of the supply of wood and tim-
ber is concerned little can be dome by
public preserves, state or national, but an
example can be set of intelligent treatment
of forests. Something can also be done in
the way of disseminating information and
sound ideas. Timber lands can be made a
permanent source of wealth by a judicious
cutting of trees of mature growth and the
preservation of the younger growth under
favorable conditions.

The situation is varied and in-
teresting. There is the Low Church vicar
who settles the matter, to his own satis-
faction by a few sharp questions. “New
nonsense! New deviltry! What was the
use of the Bible if they took Christ out
of it? What was the use of Christianity if
there was no Christ in it? What was the
use of Christianity if they did not recog-
nize a saving Christ? It behooved them all
to be on their guard.” Of course Dr. Em-
il Reich had to leave “Plato for Duchess-
es” and leap to the front to save Christi-
anity; after defending the Bible bhe in-
formed the pnblic. that “they meed mot
wonder at what. was said by a young man,
evet when spesking to-a large congrega-
tion, and even if he had nice white hair
and a fine voice to give oratorical force to
his utterances.” This is, of course, very
amusing and conclusive, and not less o
is the solemn article in which Dr. Rob-
ertson Nicoll hails Mr. Campbell to his
bar, in the British Weekly, and after pat-
ronizing and dissecting him pronounces
solemn condemnation upon him as a dan-
gerous heretic. According to Dr. Nicoll,
one reason why Mr. Campbell has gone
wrong is his lacking of proper theological
training. On the other side Dr. Stanton
Coit, of- the Ethical society, makes this
‘striking stat; t: Tt ed to me that
it would be like a miracle for such teach-
ing to come from a man who had gone
through a four years' saturation in the
supernaturalism, spiritism, animism, or
what you will of theology. Let me say,
therefore, that there was no miracle.
Things more glorious than miracles “are al-
ways happening. ~ Mr. Campbell never
went through a course of theological study
in any divinity school. No young man, i
believe, who had ever gone through that
ordeal, which puts out the very eyes of
reason, could have come to see the truth
as he does. Fortunately Mr. Campbell is
a layman in the pulpit. Let us never for-‘
get that the man Jesus Christ had never‘
studied theology, and that was the reason
he was able to speak as he did.”

The discussion will do good. Very much
dry rot had crept into politics and theolo-
gy in England, and we believe that a new
vivifying breeze is about due. ‘When Dr.
Torrey has fastened evangelical revivalism
to hard dogmatism of the most uncompro-
mising type, when Dr. Denny and Dr. Orr
have shown at length the folly and per-
versity of “the:modern mind”’—after this
and other signs of obscurantism, there
was bound fo be a new and vigorous pro-
test, a vigorous claim to have the ever-
lasting message express itself in the
thought and language of today.

Halifax, N. 8., May 3—The Hamburg-
American line steamship Bluecher, bound
of New York, sent a Marconigram this
evening via Sable Island to the dominion
government marine department at Hali-
fax, that she had passed a three masted
water-logged schooner. The vessel’s three
masts were standing and she had reefed
mainsail and jib etill standing. The
weather has been very thick and the
Bluecher had not seen the sun for 72
hours when she came across the derelict,
having been proceeding under dead reck-
oning. It was not possible therefore to
get a perfect observation, but they made
out the location of the schooner to be
latitude 41.23 north, longitude 58.85 west.

Queens of England

Catharine of Braganza, queen-consort
of Charles II., of Great Brtain, was born
in Portugal, November 25, 1638, and was
named in honor of St. Catharine, having
been born on that saint’s day. When
she was two years old her father, the
Duke of Braganza, became king of Portu-
gal, assuming the title of Juan IV.

When Catharine was but six years old
her father made overtures to Charles I.,
of Great Britain, regarding a mmarriage
betwesn her and the young Prince of
Wales, afterwards Charles IT. But these
negotiations. came to naught, and it was
not till 17 years later that a marriage
between the infanta and the Prince of
Wales was arranged. There was much
opposition in England to the King taking
a Roman Catholic queen, and he had some
difficulty in bringing about a marriage
with: the Portugal Princess and heiress.

But Catharine was the one that called
for pity. Her union with Charles brought
great unhappiness into her life. He was a
monster of infidelity and heaped wrongs,
insults and humility upon her helpless
shoulders. ' She bore her wrongs and gross
neglect with wonderful patience, omly re-
monstrating when the load became no
longer bearable. With wanton prodigal-
ity Charles squandered her dower on his
favorites, pauperizing not only her but
himself. His * extravagance knew, no
bounds till at last it put him so deeply
in debt—and disgrace with the tradesmen
—that he was deuied credit. '

During the 22 years of her queenhood
as wife of Charles II. Catherine knew
not one day of unalloyed happiness. As

THEY WILL G0 AHEAD AT ONCE
WITH CHAMPLAIN MONUMENT

Subscribers Will Decide
Committee Appointed

the Matter of a Site---
to Handle the Fund---Mr.

McCarthy Says He is Ready to go Ahead.

‘A meeting of the subscribers of the
Champfaln monument fund was held in
the mayor’s office yesterday afternoon,and
as the required amount of $10,000 is now
practically complete it was decided to go
on with the work. A committee of eight
was appointed to take over the fund
which will be deposited in a chartered
bank to the credit of three members to be
appointed by the whole body.

This committee, which has power to add
to its number, will arrange all details by
contract -+ ntherwise with Mr. McCarthy
and from e to time pay him such sums
as they shall see fit.

Those. present at the meeting, besides
his worship, were: llamilton McCarthy,
Col. J. R. Armstrong, D. R. Jack, E. B.
LeRoy, 1. H. Hall, Rev. Dr. W. O. Ray-
mond, Dr. W. P. Dole, Hon. R. J. Ritchie
and D. Arnold Fox. The mayor, who was
jn the chair said that he had called the
meeting because John Russeil,Jr.,treasurer
of the fund,wished to be relieved of the re-
sponsibility of its custody. Personally he

would be taken off his' own shoulders. He
sketched the history of the fund, briefly
ghowing how the matter had been handed
over to him by the Iistorical Society and
concluded by pointing out that with the
exception of some $300 or $350 the re-
quisite amount of money had now been
raised. He asked Mr. McCarthy to give
the meeting some information about the
fime that would be necessary to finish the
monument and the time the money would
have to be paid to him. /

Mr. McCarthy said he was ready to go on
with the work. He had come to the city
at this time with the intention of having
the matter settled and he would like to
have it closed as soon as possible. He has
to move his present studio as the land on
which it stands is needed for building. lots
end he is now negotiating for another

property and every day delayed means a
great deal. It is hard he said to promise a
statue under twelve months after it is
started, but it might be completed in eight
or nine months. 1t will take at least five
or six months after the first plaster re-
plica is finished. Then, as there is no
foundry in Canada which does such work,
the statue will have to be cast in New
York and he always gives his personal
superintendence at the last stages of the
casting.

Mr. McCarthy went on to say that in
his opinion it is never safe or wise to
bind down such work to two or three
months. He would use his utmost endeav-
ors to make the Champlain mounment
worthy of London, Paris or any other
European capital, something beautiful to
look at and which would be a source of
pride and gratification for all time to
come. He was sure these results could be
attained if he had a sympathetic commit-
tee to work with and given a fairly free
hand.

Touching the matter of payments Mr.
McCarthy said the rule in England and
the states is to pay an artist something
on account as soon as his 'model is ac-
cepted. ’

In answer to a question, Mr. McCarthy
said his design had been accepted for the
Champlain monument. He thought the
total cost would be covered by the sum
originally fixed on—$10,000.

Mr. Jack said he was pleased to hear
Mr. McCarthy say so as he was under the
impression that the $10,000 would not
cover the cost of a foundation for the
base.

In answer to questions by Mayor Sears
Mr. McCarthy said the cost of the base
would be $2,000 and of the figure $8,000.

Mr. Jack announced that there is a bal-
ance of $37 from the tercenten{}'y celebra-
tion which would be applied to the fund.

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He moved that a committee of seven be
appointed with power to add to their
number.

Col. Armstrong then moved that the
committee named be instructed to take
over the funds which they are to deposit
in a chartered bank to the credit of three
of their number to be named by them-
selves, no money to be drawn out without
the consent of at least two of the three.

A lengthy discussion as to the site of
the monument was precipitated by Dr.
Dole asking if anything definite had been
done in the matter.

Mayor Sears replied in the negative. He
said that some who reside near Queen
Square and, who had subsecribed to the
fund had oéered to double the amount if

nmany were in favor of moving the drink-
ing fountain in King Square and placing it
there while still others wanted it in In-
diantown.

Mr. Le Roy suggested that Market
Square would be a very desirable site. By
moving the fountain nearer the end of
the wharf and placing the monument
there and terracing the surrounding
ground it could, in his opinion, be made
a very beautiful square. Besides that every
one who came into the city either in win-
ter or summer would see it, whereas the
squares are used by visitors only in the
summer.

Rev. Dr. Raymond, while agreeing with
Mr. Le Roy that the Market Square could
be made a most desirable site, said that
as that was the place where the Loyalists
landed the Historical Society had long had
a project of placing there a memorial to
the founders of the city.

It was finally resolved on the motion of
Mr. Jack to leave the question of site to
private subscribers of $1 or over. It was
understood that neither the city council
nor the local or federal govermment will
have a vote, but all private individuals
will be entitled to one vote for each dol-
lar subscribed. The details of the scheme
will be worked out later by the commit-
tee.

Mr. McCarthy’s expenses while on visits
to the city then came in for discussion.
He has already been paid $175 and the
question was whether this was to be con-
sidered part of the $10,000.

D. R. Jack expressed the opinion that
as there had been no competition and as
Mr. McCarthy was getting the price he
asked for his monument he ought to allow
the sum mentioned to go.

Mr. McCarthy said he would be willing
to meet the committez and arrange the
matter satisfactorily.

It was then moved by Rev. Dr. Ray-
mond, seconded by Hon. Mr. Ritchie,that
Mayor Sears.and the daily papers be au-
thorized to rececive subscriptions tempor-
arily. .

Some  one asked Mr. McCarthy for an
expression of opinion on the question of
site. In reply he said there seemed to be
only three available sites, each of which
has strong claims. Market Square he call-
ed the “Charing Cross” of St. John, and
said it° would be very suitable.
strong arguments could be advanced in
favor of both King and Queen Squares.
He had once thought that the cormer of
King and Germain streets would be a very
favorable spot, but he would not under-
take to decide on any.
