What they want to know, and what they
hoped Mr. Bennett would tell them last
eyening, is what the government pro-
poses to do to bring about the neces-
sary mobilization of men and resources.

Mr. Bennett apparently resents any-
thing approaching criticism of Sir Rob-
ert Borden or the government, and he
was especially severe on editors who had
any criticism to offer, No doubt Mr.
Bennett was sorely grieved when any-
body in England ventured to criticise
the Asquith government, either before
or after it became national; for appar-
ently, in his view, a government should
mever be criticised but always supported.
They have twice made short work of
that theory in England since  the war
began. It ought to occur to so acute
a mind as that of Mr. Bennett that those
who ask for a national government in
Canada may be offering far more con-
structive criticism than those who shout
for the continuance of the patronage|
committee. The fault the people have
to find with the Bennett programme is
that action should have been taken long
ago to do what is now suggested, and
that the method now adopted does not
give promise of effective results in tinzc[
to be of the necessary service before the
war has neared its end. Nor is any
g@d purpose served by predicting riots
and insurrection. A national govern-
ment at Ottawa could and would grap-
ple boldly with the situation and carry
the country along-with it.

Mr. Bennett is to be credited with de-
scribing the situation and its needs with
great clearness and force. None who

the gravity of the conditions and the
personal responsibility which rests upon
every individual. This, however, is not
new, nor has the subject at any time
Jacked eloquent exponents. It is the
duty of every man who gets a national
service card to fill it out and return it,
and hope that the government’s next
move will be prompt and in accord with
the gravity of the problem to be solved.

Mr. Hazen eloquently told the story
of what Canada has done, and those
who listened could not fail to be im-
pressed by the argument that the sacri-
fices already made render it imperative
to make even greater sacrifices if neces-
sary, in order that what has been done
shall not have been done in vain. Hon.
Mr. Murray’s brief remarks about what
the people of the mother country are
doing emphasised the plea for greater
devotion on the part of Canadians,

But in the end we must come back
to Mr. Bennett’s plea for organization.
That way lies efficiency, and  every
move the government makes in that di-
rection should command approval and
support. Until we have a wmore ag-
gressive and capable government we can-
not in honor do less than heartily sup-
port, even while we criticise, the one we |
have, in every effort made to secure,
greater national efficiency. !

Mayor Hayes, who acted as chairman,
opened the meeting and complimented
the people on turning out as they did and
spoke of the importance of the move-
ment which had just been launched. The
government had found it necessary to
launch such a great movement and it
was evident that the people appreciated
the necessity which brought such dis-
tinguished people of the province to-
gether.

Mayor Hayes read a letter from Hon.
William Pugsley, who expressed  regret
that neuritis prevented him from attend-
ing the meeting with the objects of
which he was in hearty sympathy. As
he understood national service it in-
volved organizing all ok the national en-
ergies for the vigorous prosecution of
the war and the maintenance of the
essential industries at the requisite point
of efficiency and he felt sure that all
patriotic citizens would agree upon the
vitally important character of these aims.

Hon. Mr, Pugsley’s letter was heartily
applauded.

Empire Heart Throbs.

The chairman then introduced Hon. J.
A. Murray. In opening his remarks Mr.
Murray said that he believed the people
of New Brunswick were in sgmpathy
with the national service movement. Re-
garding the message he said that he re-
cently returned from England and there
saw the heart throb of the empire. There
was the grim determination of the
motherland to secure victory and while
Germany is not to be admired that na-
tion was a most efficient one and Ger-
many had national service from the first
day of the war. The speakers present
were ready to tell how everyone in the
dominion may do their part in the na-
tional service scheme.

Hon, Mr. Hazen,

In opening his remarks, Hon. J. D.
Hazen said that he was pleased to be
present and address such a splendid
meeting, but that he was still prouder of
the fact that he was pn the platform
with such a goodly representation of the
sons of New Brunswick who had gone
overseas to defend their loved ones. He
said that owing to business the premier
was not able to be present.

Regarding Mr. Bennett, he said that, &
son of Albert county, he had made a
splendid mark in the public life of Can-
ada.

Canada’s Assistance,

Some of the things that Canada has
done since war broke out he recounted,
not, he said, for the purpose of glorify-
ing the people of Canada, but to show
that there were still great sacrifices to
be made. In Canada we were happily
removed from the scene of battle, while
in the old land the people had a closer
view of the ravages of war, and a con-
sequent suffering. He also referred to
the people of France and Belgium who
were continuing their work in spite of
the obstacles caused by the war. He
paid a tribute to the splendid work of
the British navy.

Regarding the Canadian naval service,
he said that it was the first department
affiected by the war. The calling out of
the militia at the outbreak of the
war was the first step, then followed the
first Canadian expeditionary force. He
spoke of all the brancnes of the service
in which Canada assisted. As to muni-
tions he said that these had become the
chief industrial output of the dominion
of Canada. The Imperial Munitions
Board was doing splendid work at the
present time and conducting the manu-
facture of munitions in Canada, He
then referred to the large number of
men that Canada had already given to
the empire. Over 260,000 officers and
men have been safely transported over
seas and the Canadian army was fifteen
times larger than Wellington’s army at
Waterloo and more than twice as large
as the regular establishment of the im-
perial army before the war, excluding
the Indlan army.

The Last Chance,

I believe that
should we force men into service with-
cut giving them a last great opportunity
it would only lead to riot and insurrection.
