Ottawa, Ont., April 18—Union govern-
ment is side-stepping any discussion in
the Commons of the Board of Commerce
and its work, and the ever present prob-
lem of ‘the H. C. of I.. Almost a month
ago a resolution was placed on the order
paper asking for an order of the House
for a copy of all correspondence between
the Board of Commerce or any of its

members and the government respecting
Judge Robson’s resignation of the chair-
manship. Every time the resolution has
been reached it has been allowed to stand
over at Sir George E. Foster's request.
Last night there was further evidence
that shows the government desires to
shelve all debate relating to the Board of
Commerce. There are many enemies of
the board in the House, the question of

its jurisdiction is still before the supreme |

court of Canada, and if the government
has any policy on the subject, either to
make more clear the board’s powers or
to solve the high cost of living, it is ob-
viously determined to maintain a sphinx-
like attitude.

H. DesLauriers, of St. Mary’s, Que,, in-|

troduced a resolution calling for the
abolition of the Board of Commerce, and
the substitution therefore of provincial
boards. Half of dozen members of the
opposition participated
but S. F. Glass, of East Middlesex, was
the only Unionist who contributed to it.
Nor did any of the Farmers’ party mem-
bers have anything to say. Usually a
member of the government makes some
sqrt of reply to the resolutions of pri-
vate members, but not so with Mr.
PesLauriers’ motion. The ministers
merely looked wise and kept silent.

When the resolution was put to a‘vote
it was defeated by the government sup-
porters, although there was net a large
attendance in the House. It was im-
possible to distinguish whether ' the
Farmers’ Party voted or not. If they
did their voices could not be heard above
those of the government and Liberal sup-
porters.

Alphonse = Verville, Liberal - Labor
member for St. Denis, Que., made some
veiled threats of future strikes and labor
unrest if the government did not take
quick action to alleviate the high cost of
living. He informed John H. Burnham
of West Burnham that he would hang all
the profiteers.

Ottawa, April 18—(Canadian Press)—
Yesterday in the House of Commons,
first reading was given to a bill to amend
the civil service act. It provides that
the reclassification shall date from April
1, 1919. A bill to confirm the agreement
for the acquisition of the Grand Trunk
Railway was introduced; also a bill to
amend the dominion lands act, so as
to give soldiers who served in United
States armies homesteading privileges.

Col. J. A. Currie introduced a resolu-
tion to restore pensions privileges to
Grand Trunk employes who were penal-
ized for taking part in strikes. This
resolution was withdrawn.

| The lack of a chairman has occurred
lthrough the expiration of the term of
|G. 0. D. Otty, K£. The original act,
iproviding for the appointment of the
I commission, passed in 1910, contained no
jprovision for limiting the tenure of office
,of the commissioners, but an amend-
ment adopted in the following year con-
tained a new section to the effect that:

“Fach commissioner shall hold office
i during good behaviour, during ten years
Ifrom the date of his appointment, but
muy be removed at any time by the
'lieutenant-governor-in-council for cause.”
l As Mr. Otty was appointed to office
on April 12, 1910, his term expired yes-
!terday, and as the act contains no pro-
!vision for carrying on the affairs of the
commission with less than the full num-
ber of three members it is apparent that
no business will be transacted by the
board until the government has reap-
pointed Mr. Otty or appointed a new
chairman to succeed him.

Mr. Otty is the only survivor of the
original board, appointed in 1910. The
othéer members who took office when
the commission was established were
Colonel D. McLeod Vince, K.C, of
Woodstock, chairman; and O. M. Melan-
son of Shediac. The first change took
place in August, 1912, when Mr. Melan-
son resigned and Felix Michaud of Buc-
touche was appointed in his place. To-
wards the end of that year the second
break occurred throngh the death of
the chairman, and on December 5, 1912,
Mr. Otty was promoted to the office of
chairman and A. B. Connell, K. C. of
Woodstock was appointed as the third
member of the board.

Must Economize on Electrici-
ty and Curtail Crop Plant-
ing to Avoid Disaster.

Impending shortage of water and
power resulting from three successive
dry years will necessitate curtailment in
crop plantings and rigid economy in the
use of electrical energy, it was said at
a recent meeting of engineers of the Cal-
ifornia State Railroad Commission.
“Never before in the history of this
state has such an extreme condition of
drought existed nor have conditions of
the irrigation and power been so critical
as at present,” said C. H. Loveland, chief
hydraulic engineer of the commission.
He continued:—

“Steps must be taken to help irriga-
tionists and other water users through-
out the state in order that disastcr may
be averted. Individual ranchers and
water companies cannot ward off this
disaster. FEach, however, can do his
share. In this extremity all must co-
operate to forestall or mitigate, so far
as possible, the very serious losses and
hardships which will occur because of
the water shortage.”

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THE CIVIC ELECTIONS.

[Ie would be an incorrigible optimist
who would say today that St. John peo-
yle are deeply interested in their affairs
as a community or care very much what
sert of administration they have at
City Hall. Out of 6,789 taxpayers who
would be voters, 6,705 did not think it
worth while to pay their taxes in time
to get the franchise. Out of the 10,084
who did pay and were qualified only
sbout 6,000 voted. That is to say, 16,789
should have voted, 10084 might have
voted, and only 6,000 did so. The candi-
date who secnred the highest number of
votes rcceivéd less than one-eighth of
the total vote that should have been
registered, a little more than one-fifth
of the total vote that might have been
registered, and a little more than one-
third of the number of votes actually
cast. Of course when the finals are held
the winner must get a majority of the
votes cast, but how many will be cast—
more than yesterday's record—or less?

Of course there is one possible ex-
planation of the fact that onmly sixty
per cent. of the qualified voters exercised
their franchise yesterday. It may be
that the ofher forty per cent. felt that
any two of the nine candidates would
suit them perfectly. .

The feature of the primaries was the
defeat of Mr. Fisher, commissioner of
public works, who suffered the same fate
as previous administrators of that  de-
partment. The lesson would seem to be
that if a man does not want a long
term he should take the public works

WORKABLE RENT LAWS.

Reference was made yesterday to a
fair rent committee in Montreal which
(l?es nothing because it has no power.
New York presents quite a different pic-
ture. There they have laws, and these
laws are enforced. The Evening Post
says:

“Throughout t'xe city, but notably in
the profiteer-harried Bronx, the courts
are demonstrating the utility of the new
rent laws. Judge Robitzek showed yes-
terday that justice could be rapld and
effective. He disposed ‘of more than 350
cases. Some tenants who prayed for
stays of dispossess on the ground that
they could not figd new quarters have
been granted them for the maximum
term—one year. They must pay the
old rents and whatever addition the
court adjudges right. The new statutes
not only make it impossible to evict ten-
ants without good cause, but impossible
to evict with cause when such action
causes great hardship. Even more im-
portant is the test of the laws by which
l.imits are placed on rent increases. Noth-
ing in the new laws is likely to cause
injustice to honest landlords. No pre-
cise limitation of rent increases is at-
tempted. The property-owner may raise
rents materially over those of the pre-
ceding year without forfeiting any of
his old legal rights, but if he raises them
by 25 per cent or more he will have to
prove the justice of his increase before
he can recover his premises by dispos—
sess or the higher rent by suit. If he
has a strong case he may gain a good
deal more than a 25 per cent increase.

D’ARCY NMcGEE.

On April 13, 1825, Thomas D’Arcy
McGee destined to become one of the
leaders of Canada and to die in Ottawa
by an assassin’s bullet, was born in Ire-
land. He grew into young manhood in
the stirring years when the great O’Con-
nell was at the pinnacle of his fame. In
1842 he quitted Ireland for the new
world. He made his way to Boston
then famed as one of the chief literary
centres of the continent. For the next
three years he made his Tiome in that
city, continuing his studies. There are
many evidences that during his time
there books were his chief recreation and
pleasure. His literary style developed
rapidly and his writings were much vn-
joyed. In 1845 he returned to Ireland
where he was at once associated with
prominent Irish papers and joined the
Young Ireland Revolutionary Party.

Three years later came the disastrous
revolt in Dublin where in a few hours
the hopes of the party died. McGee was

BOLSHEVISM FAILS.

A fuller report of the recent speech
of Leon Trotzky, Bolshevist minister of
war In Russia, offers little comfort to
those who .assert that socialization is
what the world needs. Trotzky stands
for militarization, and for compulsory
work. We are told that “the gener;l
tenor of the speech was in support of
centralization of power in the hands of
a strong government.” Among
things he said:

other

“Mobilization is more necessary now
than it was formerly, because we have
to deal with the peasant population and
masses of unskilled labor which cannot
be utilized to the fullest extent by any
other means than military discipline.”

In other words, Bolshevism has failed.
Its leaders are advocating the system
thev formerly denounced. There has
been no miracle in Russia. The people
must work out their own salvation
through bitter experience. They must
abandon Bolshevism and develop a real
democratic system of government. Far-
eign intervention would do no good, but
Russia’s e¢xperience ought not to be lost
upon other countries where there is a
Bolshevist element.

SHORTER HOURS
‘CUT PRODUCTION
FRANCE LEARNS

Arguments for Less Work
Prove Faulty When Tried
By Nation.

Paris, April 13—Arguments that estab-
lishment of the eight hour day would
result in as large, or greater, outputs as
the ten or twelve hour day have been
proved fallacious, so far as France is
concerned, by an investigation conduct-
ed by the ministry of commerce. Those
who have made a study of the French
worker, and know his inherent antipathy
to being converted into a machine for
automatic action, are not surprised by
the conclusion that production is de-
creased in exact proportion to the reduc-
tion in the hours of labor. In the mer-
chant marine it has been found neces-
sary to increase the personnel; the world
working industry, in which the work-
ing hours were reduced twenty-five per
cent. has lost forty per cent. of its out-
put, and makers of bicycles, carriers and
owaer similar machines have found their
production cut down at least 38 1-3 per
cent. Textile industries centring about
Roubaix report manufactures have fall-
en off twenty per cent. under the eight
houf system, and enough operators to
handle the work cannot be found. Other
industries show similar figures. The re-
sule of the investigation while disputed
by labor organizations are disputed by
the ministry as official.

hoarded clothing. Her evening ﬁresses}
numbered hundreds. She had 300 tea;
gowns alone. She had tens of dozens ufi
every article of underwear, never worn.
never unpinned, or unfolded, with the
tissue paper just as the work girls had
packed them. ;

Rich brocades, heavy silks, fine linen,
rare old laces, embroideries that must
have been the work of months—all were
bought wholesale. But for the war her
rich clothing hight have been sold for
a song, but now such material cannot be
bought. .

'his wardrobe, was sold recently by
auction, when Paris dealers bid agairst
each other for her lingerie, $1,000 to
$1,200 for each lot of six pairs of knici-
ers; more for each lot of eighteen chem-
ises of pure linen. Parisiennes were
eager, too, to sleep in the Princess
sheets, and one bundle of five was
knocked down for $500.

This amazing collection of dresses is
by no means exceptional. An English
woman, who was the wife of an Indian
Colonel, died at the age of seventy-five,
leaving a Whole roomful of dresses in
her country house. The earliest costume
was her bridal gown, and was fifty-five
years old. She lived a secluded life, and
on one occasion every week when she
appeared to go to church she wore a dif-
ferent costume. She had thirty-eight
complete costumes, about fifty odd skirts
and innumerable blouses and hats. Her
hobby, at which she spent most of her
time,® was re-trimming these hats and
making up ingenious new costumes out
of her collection, so that she would
sometimes appear in a bodice fashioned
in 1860, a hat in 1890, and a skirt of
1905.

negligible. Today the automibile in-
dustry in this country employs nearly
twenty thousand workers and repre-
sents an investment of more than one
hundred million.dollars. Last year the
total value of sales aggmunted to over
one hundred million doll¥rs and the pay-
roll was approximately twenty million
dollars.

stations and 500 automotive equipment
and accessory jobbers and dealers. A
surprise to many will be the statement
that there are fifty-three tire manu-
facturers in Canada.

107 YEARS OLD;
WALKS INTO MONCTON

Peter Fergusson, of Sunny Brae, in Good
Health Despite His Great Age.

(Moncton Transcript.)
The Transcript today received a visit
from Peter Fergusson, of Sunny Brae.
Mr. Fergusson was born at St. Peter’s

Road, about five miles from Charlotte-
town, P. E. I, on April 1st, 1813, and
therefore on April 1st of this year cele-
brated the 107th anniversary of his birth.

Mr. Fergusson lived at St. Peter’s Road
until he was about fifteen years of age,

followed the sea for about twelve years,
after which he returned and lived in Bos-
ton, where he worked around vessels.
He then removed to Cape Breton, about
fifteen miles from Moncton, and later to

for about thirty years.

Mr. Fergusson enjoys excellent health
and walked into the city today, and smil-
ed when he was asked if he “walked” to
Moncton. He replied “Yes! I could have
run if it was necessary.”

Mr. Fergusson remembers well the
Miramichi fire in 1825. At that time he
was living near Charlottetown and says
the cinders and leaves came down as
thick as snow and frightened the Island-
ers, the inhabitants thinking the end of
the world had come. He has never in his
life visited a dentist and never had the
services of a medical doctor, though he
had both his arms broken at the same

t| time, near the wrist, and also his shoul-

der blade, several ribs, the breast bone
and the other shoulder out of joint, hav-
ing fallen from a scaffold, lighting on
some implements below. The doctor was
called when passing but said it was im-
possible for Mr. Fergusson to recover,
that he could not live until morning,
and did not set the limbs.
