TORIES IN DESPAIR

Bonar Law in Gloomy Message
to The Primrose League

Curzon Equally Pessimistic--Government
Could be Returned to Power at Any
Time by Increased Majority--lmport-
ant Matters of the Hour in England

(Times' Special Cable)

Londgn, May 3—English toryism is in
a despairing mood. This was echoed yes-
terday. at the annual meeting of the
Primrose League in Albert Hall, when
Bonar Law wrote:—

“REvery principle which the League has
been formed to promote is now in danger.
The constitution has been destroyed. The
church ig threatened, and the integrity of
the United Kingdom is again imperilled.”

Lord Curzon, who presided, was equally
pessimistic, saying that they were drift-
ing nearer and nearer the cataract every
day. A few months hence, perhaps a
few weeks hence, the thunders of the cat-
aract would probably be heard unless
they stopped. There would be civil war in
Ireland.

The Suffragettes

The government's campaign against the
miiltants is being met by the women’with
defiance. They have ignored the gov-
ernment announcement of suppression of
their paper, The Suffragette, and yester-
day while the printer of the paper was
being tried in Bow Street station, mother-
ly-faced women outside “were offering it
for eale at the entrance of 'the court, in
the immediate presence of the police. The
newspaper owner formally protests this
morning against the government counsel’s
assumption that the authorities have &
right to extinguish a valuable newspaper
property because some issues of it contain
matter to which the authorities object.

1t i evident that the government by
the line taken by their prosecuting coun-
gel have raised questions of tremendous
constitutional importance, which will -be
fought legally to the utmost, and which
will necessarily Taise against the authori-
ties powerful influences which have mno
sympathy with militant methods. ,

Yesterday afternoon . the suffragettes
triumphantly re-entered their headquarters

and raised their flag afresh, the police
having finished their search through the
premises. Tn answer to the declaration on
behalf ‘of the authorities that subscribers
to militant funds may from now find
themselves liable to prosecution for con-
spiracy, various well known pebple have
formally sent subscriptions to the Women’s
Union and have simultaneously forwarded
copies of their letters to the magistrates
inviting action. ;

The parliamentary debate om the wo-
men’s bill on Wednesday is being keenly
anticipated, and a close division is expect-
ed. Dickinson’s bill would enfranchise
women-householders and wives of male
householders, six millions in all. :

The second reading of the plural voting
bill this week probably comes too late to
ensure passage of the bill through the
present parliament over the veto of the
lords. :

Liberal organizers are now satigfied, how-
ever, that even with the existing electoral
anomalies the government could appeal to
the country at any time with confidence
of an increased majority.

FVERY DAY OF DELAY MAKES
PEACE QUTLOOK BRIGHTER

(Canadian Press)

London, May 3—Austria has not yet
moved against Montenegro, and in Vienna
it is believed that she will not do so un-
til after Monday’s conference of .the am-
bassadors in London. Instead of the
crown council, which was to have met in
Vienna, there was a meeting of the prin-
cipal ministers at the close of which it
was said that tha situation was un-
changed.  Every day’s delay brings a bet-
ter chance of the difficulties being ar-
ranged, and European feeling, except in
Vienna, is becoming almost optimistic.

A 'despateh to the Chronicle from Vienna
says a report has reached that city from
Avlona that the troope of the provisional
government has surrendered to the army
of the Turkish general, Djavid Pasha. It
adds that the members of the provisional
government fled or were arrested and
courtmartialled and that Djavid Pasha
had appointed Colonel Shehab, former
commander at Stamboul, as prefect of
Avlona.

The Vienna correspondent of the Times
says he hears that the ministerial council
has decided that military action against
Montenegro shall begin Tuesday. He adds
that he has been unable to verify the
statement.

Paris, May 3—Telegraphing from Cet- |

tinje, the correspondent of the Temps
says that King Nicholas declares Monte-
negro will be beaten if Austria attacks
her. “But the victory will be a terribly
costly ome.” The -corresponaent quotes
the king as saying:—“It will cost Aus-
tria dearer than Algeria cost France, than
the Caucasus cost Russia or the Trans-
vaal cost Great Britain.”

London, May 8 — The Vienna corres:
pondent of the Daily Telegraph says he
learns that Austria and Italy have arriv-
ed at an agreement for eventual parallel
action with a view to the pacification of
Albania, where the state of anarchy is
continually growing worse.

Frankfort, Ont., May 3—Germany and
Russia will not regard Austrian or Aus-
tro-Italian intervention in Albania as a
cause for war, according to a despatch
from St. Petersburg to the Frankfort Gaz-
ette. The Russian government will prob-
ably, however, demand declarations from
both the Austrian and Italian govern-
ments that their occupation of Albanian
territory is not intended to become perma-
nent and a refusal of such declaration by
those governments would have a bad ef-
fect on the situation.

would constitute real dirt, offensive, ani
dangerous to health. .

Many other things, harmless in them-
selves when in use, becomes dangerouv-
when .thrown out into yards.and vacan:
lots and exposed ‘to” the rain, sun au:!
moisture of the ground.

0ld bedding, such as matiresses and
so forth, will rot and ferment and harbo:
disease-germs, when so abandoned. Tin
cans, when thrown out, will become par-
tially filled with water, and this water
soon becomes exceedingly foul and a dau-
gerous poison. . As the hot, dry weather
comes on, small particles from all of thesc
things become mixed with the air and
blown about; and are almost sure to con-
taminate the food we eat.

As so often expressed in these notes,
this poisoning of the food, milk expecial-
ly, may not prove so serious to grown-

up people, but it is really deadly to little

children.

For the Children’s Sake

Two years ago, in August, nearly one-
half of all who died in that month in tL@
city were children under five, many oi
who owed their death to this very thing.
If the yards and vacant spaces in the city
could all be thoroughly cleaned and kept
clean, cven so short a time as omne year,
would show a substantial decrease in-in-
fant mortality. :

The life of an infant is, in one sense.
of more value to the state than that of
a middle-aged person. The latter has al-
ready spent half his time and more than
half his energy, while the infant is en-
dowed with the possibility, even a fair
probability of full fifty years’ of useful
service to his fellow-citizens, .once he
passes: safely over his first fiive years

This generous offer of the city authori-
ties to cart away, without expense, all re-
fuse and garbage offered them in barrels
or other containers, on May 15, should
be universally taken advantage of.

The writer of these notes would again
try to emphasize the importance of keep-
ing all garbage, and especially stable-man-
ure in fly-tight receptacles,
by water-tight covers from the rain. The
contents should be taken away at frequent
intervals, and any that may be spilled
ahout in the operation should be careful-
ly raked up and removed with the rest.

Playgrounds Work Throughoﬁt
Dominion of Canada

GROWTH OF INIEREST. ,

Special Reference te Whatht. :Iohl
Has Done and is Doing — An

Interesting Presentation of Con-
ditions Before Women's Council

Mies Mabel Peters, convenor of the
playgrounds committee of the National
Council of Women, gubmitted her eleventh
annual report at the annual meeting of the
National Council in Montreal this week.
She expressed gratification at the growth

of interest in supervised play, recreation
and -social - centres in the Council itself,
and recommended that an evening be de
voted to playgrounds at the next an-
nual meeting. She expressed pleasure al-

shown by people of prominence in church
and state throughout Canada. Miss Pet-
ers expressed the hope that a National
Playground Association would goon be
organized, as it was unanimously approved
by all the associations with which ehe
had communicated. She noted the fact
that three Women’s Councils had during
the last year for the first time, intimated
their desire to undertake playground
work. Regret was expressed that the

any funds for publicity work. Last year
she had suggested that the various prov-
inces be requested to establish ‘depart-
ments in;normal schools to train play-
ground tehchers, and this had been done,
and the communication eent to thé vari-
ous provincial boards of- education. Con-
tinuing Miss Petere says:

“During the year your convenor has
vigited the cities of St. John, Ottawa, To-
ronto, Hamilton, Liondon and Walkerville
and conferred with and addressed the
playground workers in each city. She also
visited Moncton, N. B., in an endeavor
to arouse playground interest. Moncton
has had a fine piece of land donated for
playground purposes; and hearty promises
were made for immediate action by Mr.
Sumner and Rev. Mr. Lawson, well known
and influential citizens. An invitation has
been received for your convenor to make
an address on playgrounds in Truro, N. 8.

“The surest indication that the play-
ground and its co-ordinated interests have
a strong grasp; on the popular, mind in
Canada is shown by the remarkable growth
of appropriations by cities and by gifts
from individuals. For instance, the late
Captain William Flemming, of Truro, be-
queathed $10,000 to Victoria Park for base-
ball grounds. 2

“Reports made to your convenor of work
done and projected are inspiring. Ottawa
has formed a Playground Association, the
executive of which includes some of the
members of the Council’s Playground Com-
mittee, the committee turning over to the
new association the remaining funds. The
example of Ottawa in having on the exe-
cutive board both men and women is one
which your convenor cannot too earnestly
urge.

““The Playground Assocoation of Toronto
hae this year asked for an appropriation
of $20,000 exclusive of that asked by the
board of education. The latter has play-
grounds only during vacation. The associ-
ation’s grounds will be open from May
until October. One of the grounds has a
field house which cost with equipment,
$20,000, and this is open the entire year
under the supervision of a man and a
woman, and caretakers. This year To-
ronto will have a total of twenty-six play-
grounds, seven of these being new, the
instructors of which will act under a gen-
eral supervisor, The Toronto Association
has joined the local council. Your con-
venor urged that this action be taken in
order to secure co-operation and united

“The attendance in the playgrounds of
Hamilton last year was 40,000, of which

were presented to each ground by the
(Canadian Club, Daughters of the Empire
and other citizens.

“Port Arthur has formed a playground
committee and the convenor has been
given authority by the city to visit other
cities and ascertain the latest develop-
ments in playground circles and to adviee
the authorities concerning Port Arthur's
playground needs. It is already decided
that land for playgrounds shall at once
be purchased in three sections of the
city. One playground is in use and skating
rinks were in vogue last winter. Fort
William has one supervised playground.

“London has this year featured open air
rinks of which it has several. The associ-
ation has induced the water board com
missioners to flood a large open area in
one of the big parks which the hoard su-

pervises in winter and keeps free of snow
for wirter sports. - An effort is now being
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made to induce the London school board
to take over the playground work in the
school yards in order that the association
may*be free to extend the benefits of, its
work to young people employed in fac-
toriee who now have no opportunity for
legitimate recreation. g

“Halifax has a grant from the city of
$250 and a sum of $1,250 raised by public
subscription.

“In Amberst, N.'S., the children of the
various schools have all been organized
into teams which Xold interscholastic con-
tests and give evening exhibitions in the
school-houses for the entertainment of the
parents. This is the nucleus of the sacial
centre whose ideal is provision of united
family amusement for all ages.

“The Playground Committee of St.
John was instrumental in the formation
of a Playground Association organized
June 19, 1812.  The committee turned
over its equipment valued at $300, to the
Association, but holds itself intact, al-
though its members are officers in the
new associationswhich at once affiliated
with the local council of St. John. A
grant of $1,000 has’ this year been made
to the association by the city for the
neighborhood playgrounds. Two thousand
dollars er-.more ,will be: eéxpended on
Rockwood Park. playgrounds, which was
dedicated August last by His Royal High-
ness, the Duke of Connaught, governor-
general of Canada, with interesting cere-
monies. Thé. funds for the playgrounds
were materially.increased.by the proceeds
of a play “Alice in Wonderland,” given
under the auspices of the association; By
a ball‘given by ‘the ‘ladies of the city at
Easter, and by bandskoncerts,” tees, and
personal contributions. Three new play-
grounds ,v;v';il‘- bg; opemed rthig year. The
association héséngaged a play expert and
is holding %eMg “the $raining of play-
grounti-teachexsvand workens ncfnnes are
also., being/ ;held, for - employed ::girls, thus
introducing the essential feature of social
cenitres. ‘The first Memorial Playground
in Canada ‘wa#® established’ in 8t. John
last year by Walter C. 'Allison as a Me-
merial to his wife. It is beautifully situ-
ated on the harbor front on land donated
by the ‘city, wae equipped at a cost of
ovér $4,000, and is the property of the
8t. John Playgrounds Association.

“Victoria spent $22,000 last year in the
maintepance and supervision of park
playgrounds. )

“The Mayor of Vancouver has appoint-
ed a playground commission to have full
control of city-owned playgrounds. Van-
couver has just leased for 21 years 22
acres of land for athletic purposes.

“Winnipeg has this year appropriated
$18,000 for recreation purposes. There are
to be eighteen. playgrounds with a staff
of forty-five teachers besides caretakers.
Winnipeg has a commissioner- of recrea-
tion and has a special city supervisor for
girls.

“To your convener the most far-reach-
ing and important playground develop-
ment in Montreal is that McGill Uni-
versity includéd in its summer session,
1012, a special |playground course for tea-
chers. This #ets a valuable example to
other educational institutions of the
dominion, and meets at once the greatest
of Canadian. playground needs—Canadian
-trained teachers.” Co-operation of play-
ground workers in Montreal with other
associations having the interests of children
at heart is shown by the success of the
Child Wellfare Exhibition held in Mont-
real the past -winter. This exhibit also
afforded an opportunity to. teach the pub-
lic the educational value of child’s play,
the wssociation preparing la mjniature
model playground which was a popular
feature of the exhibit, near which were
descriptive screens and a display of play-
ground literature for distribution.

“In submitting this report your con-
vener desires to again’ imprese upon. the
council members that the basic principle
upon which this committee is founded is
that of prevention. Its work is forma-
tive as opposed to reformative. It seeks
to eventually dispense with the curfew,
the juvenile court, the jail and the reform
school for the young of our land, Educa-
tion is now agreed that the public super-
vised playground and recreational social

centre stimulates and guides a child’s life,

in a way which no other factor of modern
living can do.

“Your committee would surround cbil-
dren with conditions which will prevent
their being robbed of their childhood. It
would give youth and adult opportunity
for social enjoyment, and it welcomes
to its assistance all who believe in dealing
with causes and not with consequences.”

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UNHAPPY TORIES

The British tories have not been in
such a bad way since the Duke of W el-
lington on a famous occasion predicted
awful ruin as a result of what would now
be considered an extremely mild aneasure
of reform, relating to the franchise. Mr.
Bonar Law tells the Primrose League that
the constiution has been destroyed, the
church threatened and the integrity of the
United Kingdom seriously endangered.
Lord Curgon sees the country rushing to-
wards a clteract whose thunders will
soon be heard. There is to be civil war
in Ireland, and other dreadful results are
to follow the foolish persistency of the
people in keeping in power a government
which has made the country more pros-
perous than ever before, and which is do-
ing its best to right many ancient wrongs.
if Mr. Bonar Law and his
friends could move over to the treasury
benches, the mood would pass and joy
would reign once more in the tory ranks.
Unbappily for them, however, the govern-
ment is confident that whenever it ap-
peals to the people its general policy will
be endorsed. It has many troubles, but

‘théy are being met with rare ability and

THE FARMER'S PROBLEM

The scarc}ty of farm labor has become
& very serious problem in the province of
Ontario. A bulletin just issued by the
department of agriculture of that province
says that help on the farm' is reported
scarcer than ever, with wages hiving a
stil upward tendency. The only bright
spot in the situation is the fact that the
improvement in farm machinery, barns and
other equipment has lightened manual
labor; but it is pointed out .that becanse
of a very sévere storm last March, which
unroofed barns and blew down fences and
trees, a good deal of extra work this sea-
son is necessary. The bulletin quotes
statements made by a long list of corres-
spondents in many counties and some of
these are here givem to ‘show’ how the
situgtion is regarded by the farmers:—

“Help is scarce. Some of our best
farmers are leaving their farms, * while
others are renting their places:and mov-
ing to the city as satisfactory help cannot
be obtained. Some farmers- aresending
to the Old Country for help and are pay-
ing the passage money.

‘“Help is very ecarce and very dear, and
a great mony of those imexperienced for-
eignere are almost next to an incum-
brance to the farmer, as they would be to
the business man in his store or shop.

“Our greatest trouble iz the want of
farm help. We did complain of help be-
ing inefficient and poor, but today any
kind of farm labor is very hard to get,

at at'a price we cannot pay.

“Owing to the desire to remove to the
town, and the drain of the west, agricul-
tural interests suffer to a consxderable ex-
tent, 3

changing hands. Farmers appear to be
dissatiefied.

chinery, Farmers generally are said to
be in a very good financial position. In
some districts it is noted that farmers
have resorted to ranching instead of culti-
vating the dand, and in others more at-
tention is being given to fruit farming,
while many farms have been purchased by
fruit companies and the tenants have
moved away. There is still a movement
toward the cities and to the great west.
One farmer ventures the assertion that if
farm help could be got at a reasonable
price farm produce could be doubled in a
short time and the cost of living greatly
reduced. ;

It is unfortunate that such a condition
of affairs exists in the fine farming prov-
ince of Omtario, .Despite the activity of
the agricultural department, which sends
trained men into the counties to get in
personal toueh with the farmers and give
‘them the benefit of the latest scientific
knowledge, the allirements of the outside
world continue to drain the farming com-
munities of their -best blood. From one
Ontario county comes the statement that
the rural telephone and daily mail routes
are making country life more attractive,
but it is evident that more of the advant-
ages of city life must be placed within
reach of the farmer, and more must be

"done o to educate the young people that

they will realize the advantages of country
‘life.

The best of our
young men have gone west or to our cities,
and immigrants as a rule are not satisfac-
tory.

“Competent labor cannot be obtained at
any price. The quality of the most of the
immigrants is nil; in fact, they won’t leave
the cities if they ean possibly remain,

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Ottawa, May 2—In a discussion of west-
ern freight rates in the house today.the
government was censured by the opposi-
tion for the long delay in forcing the rail-
ways to justify the rates, which are al-
leged to be excessive.

W. M. Martin, of Regina, moved that:
the house go into committee to considerd
the matter. He first read a statement
from the counsel for Alberta and Sas-
katchewan denying that he had instrue-
tions not to press the case. He said that
the heavy freight rates had caused a dif-
ference of thirty-five cents a bushel in
the cost of grain in small western towns
and for the eame grain in eastern towns.
A difference of $1.87 in the cost of cem-
ent in Regina' was ascribed to the same
cause.

He eaid that evidence brought out be-
fore the railway commission in 1912 had es-
tablished that the western rates were
from 25 to 175 per cent higher while the
cost of transportation was lower and the
density of traffic greater.

The - extra rates charged meant a loss
of millions of doilars to the west and
their reduction would do much to im-
prove . conditions. Reduction would also |
be of great beenfit to eastern manufactur-
ers by enabling them to compete-with
products from the factories of the United
States.

Wesley, aecompanied by Miss

to attend the commencement exercises of

SIR THﬂS SHAUGHNESSY |
ENGLAND; AN INTERVIEW

(London Evening Standard)

Sir Thomas Shaughnessy, president of
the Canadian Pacific Railway, has just |
arrived in London on his annual visit in
connection with the rapidly growing busi-
ness of the company. In an interview with
one of our representatives today Bir
Thomas had many interesting things to
say in comnection with the important de-
yelopments that are proceeding and pend-
ing. .

“I try to come over once a year to keep
in touch with affairs on this side,” said
8ir Thomas. “My visit, however, is very
largely in the nature of a holiday, as
things are moving along so satisfactorily
in Canada that there is very little to
do this time.

“As to immigration, I think present in-
dications are that the number of new set-
tlers is going to be larger than ever be-
fore, while there is also a very satisfac-
tory increase in the number of people
from this country as compared with the
continent.

“The land and settling policy that we
adopted last year will be the future pol-
iey of the company. That is, we propose
to sell our lands only to actual settlers,
dand instead of requiring the lands to be
paid for in ten imstalments covering ten
years, we propose to give settlers twen-
ty years to pay, and so make it easicr
for them.

““The business outlook throughout. Can-
ada is extremely good, although we have
been having such unusual prosperity that
we have got something to live up to. No
doubt building operations will not be as
active as they were, but a very large
amount of building will be done in all
sections of the country.

““The new mgil contract,” went on Sir
Thomas, ‘“has now been practlcdlly set-
tled. It is only for one year, and is mere-
ly a tentative arrangement. Instead of
making a contract as with the Allan Line
as in the past, the contract is now held
bytall four lines having first-class passen-
ger steamers—the Canadian Pacific, Allan,
Canadian Northern, and the White Star.
A more frequent service is thus obtained;
three mails a week instead of two in the
summer months, and two a week instead
of one in the winter months.”

Speaking of the proposal to place four
25-knot boats on the Atlantic to Canada,
capable of being used as auxiliary cruisers,
Sir Thomas said that that was one of
the reasons of his visit. “Instead of 25-
knot stcamers, we thought that boats of
223% knots, considéring our shorter dis-
tance across the Atlantic, will compete
with anything of the 25-knot standard
that .might be put on elsewhere. Any of
the boats that we build are eligible for
armored cruisers, it is a mere matter of
knowing that the boats are being con-
structed that they are to be used for that

ONE OF ANOTHER KIND

Sir ‘Squire Bancroft Stll Making
Meney Out of Diplomacy, Which
Cost Him $8,500 Many Years
Ago—The English Stage

London, April 19—iiven
plays have little or no chance in Lon-

don at the present moment and the houses
that are enjoying good business can be
numbered on the fingers of ‘a one-armed
man. “The Yellow Jacket,” over which
everybody who sees it gushes enthusiast-
ically, is in its last gasps and something
will have to be found to take its place
at the Duke of York’s. ‘Typhoon,” a
Japanese play at the Haymarket, in"which
Laurence Irving scored heavily and which
was universally, praised by the crities,
is playing to half empty houses and its
life cannot be much longer protracted.

Speaking of the “Typhoon,” reminds me
of some inside facts concerning its intro-
duction into this country. You will re-
member that Tree—much to._his regret
and loss—a few weeks ago, -produced a
play -called “The Happy 1sland,” by the
same. author, at His Majesty’s theatre, and
that it ran aubout ten days. It seems that
I'ree bought three of this author’s plays,
sold “Typhoon” and. another, and kept
the worst of the dot. To make matters;
worse he paid the author $2,500 in ad-;
vance royalties for “The Happy lsland,”
which is a pretty stiff price for the priv-|
ilege of producing a failure for ten nights
and two mantinees.

While we. are still on the subject ofi
prices: I might reveal some of the inside
facts concerning another but much more
sucesssful play. 1ndeed, in this case the
purchaser - has had cause to congratulate
himself many times over. The play is
“Diplomacy,” whigh. Gerald Du Maurier
has. revived at Wyndham's, and which
has been such a success that I understand
the big libraries have bought most of the
best seats for the next threec months. The
play was originally produced by Sir Squire
Baneroft, who paid Sardou $8,500 for ue
English rights., Bancroft was so anxious
to secure the play that he took the pre-
caution ‘of taking his check book with
him when he visited the Frenchman, came
to terms at the first interview, wrote out

‘a check on the spot and got a receipt. You

will realize that he has had no cause to
regret his step when I tell you that he
has made fully $45,000 out of the play
since, and has every reason for believing
that this figure will be materially increased
by the present revival.

Unfortunately for SirSquire Bancroft,
he did not do so well over another deal
of which 1 have just heard.” A few weeks
ago Princess Baristinsky, a Russian act-
ress, appeared at the Coliseum here in a
short play called “Lolotte,” an-adaptation
from the French. : It ‘was a silly nule
play and really was not worth all the fuss
that was made over it behind the scenes.
1t appears that years ago Bancroft com-
missioned Sir Irancis Burnand to make
an Engish adaptation for his use, paying
the one-time editor of Punch no less than
$2,000 for his three or-four hours’ work.
Such a price was unheard of in those
days, especially as Burnand had not yet
become famous as an editor, and natural-
ly Bancroft has been anxious to get his
money back. During all these years he
has never produced. his version but when
the Russian princess appeared he straight-
way made a claim that he had the sole
English rights. An investigation proved
that he had neglected to register his adap-
tation at Stationer’s Hall and really had
no power to prevent the Coliseum produc-
tion.

There
must be a alight droop to the features—
not enough to suggest age, but certainly
enough to intimate sorrow.

“Yes, any woman can do all this with
a careful make-up and I advise a man who
is married to a clever woman to look ‘a
little out’” when wifey appears pale and
unhappy and seems about to collapse.

The newspapers here are full of talk
about the . great ‘theatrical “elump” this
season. What has happened is that out
of a score or more of wholeevening plays
put up-for a run at the West-end theatres
during the last month, there have been
roughly, "at least, a dozen failures, either
comparative or complete.

“high-brow”” “play, yet still building up a
record that only farce could touch in the
old days. Among other sure and trium-
phant successes may be set down “Bought
and Paid” For” at the New, “The Head-
master” at the Playhouse, ‘“General John
Regan” .at the -Apolle, “The Schoolmis-
tress” at the Vaudeville, and “The Great
Adventure” at the Kingsway—all in' their
different ways thoroughly intelligent plays.
Several more recent productions, too, such
as “Typhoon” at the Haymarket, are shap-
ing to the same end.

Not_least, anydye who has seen the huge
popular-price audience that delights night-
ly at the Lyceum in the Melvilles’ admir-
able “Nell Gwynne” melodrama, will hard-
ly be talking of degeneracy in the dramatic
enthusiasms of the -six-penny gallery.

On the other hand, there have been fail-
ures equdlly certain. In point of fact what
hae Happened is simply that certain mana-
gere have produced poor plays—timid imi-
tations .of past successes, adaptations, pre-
sumably “safe’” revivals, mild comedy-
farces, and one-part plays making no par-
ticularly strenuous call upon the nervous
energy of the chief character. i

A GLANGE BACK

AT THE SEASON

(From the New York Sun.)

When the history of the present theatri-
cal season comes to be written in connec-
tion with its predecessors there will be one
detail of marked difference from former
years. Never has taste In the matter of
the new dramas submitted to the public
shown such marked variations. What New
York has approved has altogether failed in
certain cases to interest other cities. More
striking, however, has been the approval
elsewhere of plays to which our local play-
goers took but slight fancy. This difference
in taste was most marked between the two
cities which are supposed to represent the
conservative ideas of the East and the
greater independence of the Middle West.
Chicago, and New York have altogether
failed 40 agree as to the merits of the
dramas. submitted for approval.

This divergence in opinion wae notice-
able chiefly in the matter of foreign
dramas. Both Hindle Wakes and The
Blindness of Virtue were acted in New
York with ample appreciation of their lit-
erary and dramatic qualities, but with
little or no public patronage. The Drone,
which was abandoned wfter twé hearings
in this city, is said to have fouhd much
ereater favor in the western citv. Ruth-

erford & Bon highly praised for its artis
qualities, was eo cruelly neglected by t
public that even the smallest theatre
New York was but sparingly filled: duri
its. performances. That powerful study
a disagreeable English problem did r
travel eo far west as Chicago, so the 1
versal of metropolitan patronage was r
to be noticed in this case.

But there was sufficient public for
two other metropolitan failures to m
them notable among the enduring sucr
es of the theatrical year in Chicago.
must mean that there is in the w
demand for plays of character and
lem apart from their quality first & «
matic products and secondly as mgans
entertainment.

If your way of life carries you in these
days to the great public dinners and func-
tions of the London season there is one
figure that will be more memorable to
you than any other. It stands out from
the background of conventional figures
like ® solitary snow peak from the browns
and greens of the valley. It seems divid-
ed from all the rest by an immeasurable
gulf of years, We' are of today and yes-
terday but from what remote past does
this venerable guest come into our midst?
What tale does he bring of far times and
far lands? The figure is bowed, but still
agile: the head, a splendour of white, hair
white as the driven snow, heavy white

Frugal and Generous 3

In this mighty transformation no single
influence has played so great a part as
Lord Strathcona. Canada would have de-
veloped without him, of course. But it
would not have developed so rapidly or
in the same direction. He brought to
it at a critical time a constancy of pur-
pose and a steady faith that were of in-
calculable service. His very limitations
were largely the secret of his power. Ro-
mantic. though his career has been, there
is no touch of romance in his tempera-
ment. He is neither a man of genius, nor
an idealist. He is just an ordinary man:in
an extraordinary degree—simple, honest,
clear-sighted, practical as a plumber, stable
as the hills. He himself would be the last
to claim any kinship with the superhu-
man. What he has done has been done
with weapons within the reach of all—
“honesty, frugality and perseverance,” the
lessons of that frugal home where eighty
years ago he sat reading his Horace by
rushlight. “A mother’s early training,” he
will tell you,” has everything to do with
a2 man’s career. I know mine had with
me. She taught me to work when I was
young and to save money—two very.im-
portant things in a man’s life.”

There are other important things, which
were not forgotten in that humble school.
he learned the lesson of geenrosity. It is
not difficult for a.man whose riches are
beyond éalculation to be a public bene-
factor. In this country one might think
it was, for our rich men have lost the
fine traditions of public munificence. With
all their faults the American millionaires
have their trait and Lord Strathcona
shares it. But it is nct his great benefac-
toria Hospital at Montreal, the equipment
of Strathcona’s Horse for the Boer War,
the millions he has spent on the McGill
University and other institutions—that
are the true witnesses to his generosity;
but the habits of a lifetime. ‘“When he
was a poor man,” said one who knows
him well to me, “he had the same gener-
tions—the gift and endowment of the Vic-
ous instincts. If he bhad only two rooms
there was always one rom for a guest.”
And there is'an incident on record from
his childhood which shows that though
his mather taught him to save money, she
taught him also something even better.
When he was a boy of nine the Findhorn
and the Spey broke their boundaries:-and
flooded the country. Many of the peasanis
with their families, came into Forres to
seek relief, and amongst them the parents
of one of Donald’s palymates who had been
drowned in the floods. After school Don-
ald called upon them, and with a gravity
far beyond his years condoled with them,
and on leaving handed to them his riches,
amounting to one shilling and some odd
coppers. That is as convincing a witness
to this pleasant phase of his character as
the McGill University. :

And in addition to work and thrift his
career has been founded on two 'other
homely virtues—duty and constancy. He
is never tired of inculeating duty. “Don’t
go to Canada to have an easy .time,” he
says. “You will not find any of its streets
paved with gold. But work hard and do
your duty and you must succeed.” He him-
self would put his on no high
plane than that and if he is proud of any-
thing it is of telling how he did his duty
under difficulties. There is one typical
story he tells of those grim, hard years
he spent on the coast of Labrador, where
he laid the foundation of his fame as one
of the best fur dealers in the company’s
service and acquired that intimacy with
the Indians which served him so well
when he became the chief administrator
of the company in Rupertsland. Being
threatened with snow blindness. Donald
Smith, with three Indians, made a journey
of 500 miles by dog-sled to Montreal, where
an operation on his eyes was successfully
performed. It was the depth of a winter
of exceptional severity even for those lati-
tudes, and his friends tried to dissuade
him from returning to his post, for the
journey almost certainly meant desth. But
young Smith had a guiding principle which
admitted of no erceptions.

“I had my duty to perform,” he says
in telling the story. “Everything must
give place to one’s duty you know. The
Indians insisted that they could never
reach the post alive, the snow was so
deep. They were right, poor fellows—two
died from the cold and the hardships we
were forced to endure before we had gone
half-way, the other succumbed when we
were over one' hundred miles from the
post. I went on—alone. I dom’t like
to think of that time; it was too horrible.
However, my rigse in the Hudson Bay
Company was very rapid after that. I am
glad I took the trip.” There is a naivete
in that frank confession which is very
illuminating. Perhaps another sense of
duty would have suggested a doubt as to
the right of risking the lives of others in
one’s own affairs, but the incident shows
the unflinching loyalty of the man to an
unalterable though narrow code of duty.

But after all it is his steadfastness that
has been his chief contribution to Canada.
And the supreme memorial of that stead-
fastness is the Canadian Pacific Railway.
Sir Charles Tupper once publicly
declared that but for Lord Strathcona

that railway would not have been con-
structed. It is true that it would not have
been constructed thén and perhaps, ulti-
mately, it would have been well for Can-
ada if it had not been conetructed then.
The surrender of vast tracts of the richest
land in Canada as a bait to the financial

concession which the future will deplore
and the political influence which this great
corporation has brought to bear upon the
life of Canada is a fact of great and sinie-
ter import. The truth is that the railway

that I believe was the view of Lord
Strathcona himself. But, conceding the
necessity of the undertaking, his claim
to gratitude cannot be overstated. The
idea of driving a railway through thous-
ands of miles of pathless forests and moun-
tain ranges to a desolate shore—for where
Vancouver with its noble streets and bust-
ling life stands today, there was then not
even a log cabin—was one hefore: which
the moet courageous adventurer ~might
quail. It was a more daring:idea ‘than
the Cape to Cairo railway which united
two great centres of world activity. The
nothing to nothing.

Stand Fast

But Donald Smith never faltered for a
moment. He had reached middle life and
an affluence that would have turned most
men’s thoughts to repose. Thirty years of
work and thrift had brought him out of
the ‘wildernesé and made him the financial
King of Canada. He was supreme in the
company that had held half Canada in fee
but had now surrendered its sovereignty
to the State and through the Bank of
Montreal he controlled with Lord Mount
Stephen the only resources at all adequate
to the enterprise. He staked everything
upon the venture with a quiet fortitude
that hag few parallels. - At every crisis, a8
was eaid: of a greater man in a greater
connection, “hope shone in him like a
pillar of fire when it had gone out of all
the .others.”- There was one such occasion
when it seemed that the difficulties were
finally insurmountable. Donald Smith,
then in England engaged in communicating
his own confidence to financiers, received
a long letter from the company couched
in terms of despair. He cabled back one
word. It was a Highland clan cry “Craig-
el-lachie,” its meaning “Stand Fast.” 'And
when finally the victory was won and the
two sets of comstructors met in the Eagle
Valley in the heart of the second of the
great ranges which had madé construction
so difficult the place was named “‘Craigel-
lachie,”” and it wae here that Stand Fast
Bmith drove in the last spike that bridged
a continent. :

Cons'ancy and Courage

This constancy extends to his pereonal
associations. When John J. Hill, who is
noew. one of the great railroad kings of
America, made his coup of the St\ Paul
and Pacific Railway it was Donald Smith’s
financial backing and loyalty that saved
him. He wanted a railway to Winnipeg
#to open up the Hudson Bay country, and
he ‘believéd in Hill’s schemes as well as
his honesty. No temptation would induce
him . to desert him. The American mag-
hates determined to capture the under-
taking "at all cost. Up bounded the shares
higher .and higher. Hill's fate hung on
Donald S8mith..' A huge fortune was in his
graep- if 'he chose to sell, but he had placed
his- confidence in Hill, and would éee him
through, and “not a share could be wrung
from him, no matter what monstrous price
was offered. - Indeed, no share ever is
wrung from him. He is one of the men
who ‘newer sell,” however black the sky.
In the daye when Canadian Pacific ghares
slumped, to 50, and ‘there was an almost
universal ‘“‘sauve qui peut,” Stand Fast
Donald was immovable as ever.

From this security springs a courage not
less admirable begguse it is entirely matter
of-fact and undemotstrative. The story
of his intervention in the first Louis Riel
rebellion—how he journeyed, mostly by
dogsléd, two thousand miles away from
Montreal to Fort Garry which Riel with
hig half-breeds had captured, how he was
held prisoner for two monthe, how he re-
fused to yield his papers and finally,
through the well-affected French forced
the holding of a meeting of the people,
how in the open-air, with the thermome-
ter twenty degrees below zero, and in cir-
cumstances where one rash word would
have set the country in a flame, he won
the people from the rebel leader so that
when later Sir Garnet Wolseley appeared
at the head of a military expedition the
first Riel rebellion was at an end—all this
stands as a witness not only to his prac-
tical wisdom but also to his personal and
unaffected courage. .

At night they were
gpread on the floor, which, in the better
class of houses, was of tile or plaster, and
as the shoes were not worn in the house
and . the feet were washed before entering
a room, the floors 'were cleaner than ours.
After a time a sort of bench, three feet
wide, wae built around two or three eides
of the room about a foot above the floor,
and, covered with a soft cushion, was used
during the day to sit or lounge on and as
a sleeping place at night. The bench was
'gometimes made like a settee, moveable,
and of carved wood or ivery.

(ALLIANCE WITH UNTED
STHIES IS SUGGESTED

Canadian Courier Says Canada Should
Have Working Arrangement for Joint
Defence of Pacific Against Asiatic

" Invasien

A rather startling suggestion appears in
the current. Canadian: Courier (May 3) to
the effect that Canada should make a work-
ing arrangement ‘with the United States
for a_joint defence'of the Pacific Coast of
this. <onfinent in-case of Asiatic invasion.
The editorial of the Courier argues thus:

“How to avoid injuring Japanese dignity
and yet to prevent' Japan from getting a
foothold ‘on this continent is'one of the
great American problems. Canada is vital-
ly interested. It has been said that when
Great Britain is at war, Canada is at war.
It may also be 'said with equal truth that
when‘the United States is invaded by an
Asiatic power Canada is invaded.

“Personally, I believe that Canada’s next
fight will be against Japanese soldiers. The
late Homer Lea, in his “Valor of Ignor-
ance,” showed fairly conclusively that there
is graver danger of a' war between Japan
and the United States. In such a war,
Canada could not remain neutral. Indeed,
there are -Canadians who are willing now
to make a treaty with the United States
as to naval and military defence in case
such a war ghould occur.

“It will be urged at once that we are

bound by the British-Japanese alliance.
That treaty expires in 1915, and we have
no guarantee that it will be renewed.
Moreover, our treaty of joint-defence, with
the United States could be made subject to
jour duties and obligations under existing
| treaties between Japan and Britain.
{ “May the Canadian Courier respectfully
suggest to Right Hon. Mr. Borden that
this question shéuld be taken up with the
Britieh- government at an early date and
that permission be requested to confer di-
rect with Washington ax ia what joint ar-
rangements are advisable should an Asiatic
power make a' descent on the west coast
of America? Great Britain has, no ade-
quate naval force of her own on the Paci-
fic and no military force. It is therefore
a matter of necessity that Canada should
arrange with the United States for a Paci-
fic coast defence policy.

“Canada’s vital point is her Pacific coast.
Take British Columbia out of the red sec-
tion of the North American map and Can-
ada is cut off from the Pacific Ocean. Her
dream of being a great continental power
with a navy on either ocean, and of being
the great transportation .avenue between
the Orient and the Occident would be
over. Yet British Columbia is guarded by
a training ship!

“If we are not willing to join Australia
and New Zealand in the defence of the

London, May 2—I paid a visit this week
to Sir ’I‘hom'as Lipton to have a taik with
him about his new challenge and hig new
attempt to capture the American-cup. It
i always a pleasure tp have an hour or
two with this very remarkable and also

very attractive man. His is an old ac-
quaintance ‘of mine and I know all his
carveer almost at first hand, from its very
start.

Began on Lowest Rung

I ‘heed not go into a history so well
known except very briefly and hurriedly.
All my readers know that he is the &on of
two poor Irish people, who like many
thousands of their race, had to fly to
Glasgow from famine and plague in Ire-
land after Black ’46, the year of the great
famine; that they never succeeded in mak-
ing more than a living and that their son
had to start life at the lowest rung of
the ladder. It is known algo that, despair-
ing, of success at home, he emigrated to
America in the steerage; that he was there
reduced now and then to sleeping in Cen-
tral Park for, want -of even ‘the -small
amount of money mnecessary to pay for a
night’s bed; that he returned to Glasgow,
set up a small shop, went to a fair in Ire-
land, brought all the butter there, and
pawned his watch to make up the amount
which was necessary for this, to him then,
very big transaction.

Then came other ehops, also emall. I
g‘emember his first shop in Manchester, for
instance, it was quite a tiny place, indeed
if I remember rightly, it consisted of one
small room with a counter. The next thing
I remember about him is his big and bold
advertisements, The art of advertising is
now devéloped in England, but I remember
the time when it ‘was regarded by some
English traders as a luxury and by cthere
as a vulgarity. There is a well known
story of Bryant & May, now among the
greatest. manufacturers of the world. Mr.
May was a quaker and an old fashioned
trader, and when his partner, Mr. Bryant,
communicated to him his project of adver-
tiging their wares, Mr. May announced
promptly that he must leave the business,
and he did, with gigantic loss to himself
and hie heirs; but unscathed by the folly
or the vulgarity as he thought of advertie-
ing.

Lipton had no such follies, and he bold-
ly covered the walls of London with pic-
tures of the gigantic pigs which he was im-
porting from Ireland and was about to
distribute among the breakfast tables of
England. :

Undersold His Rivals

An extraordinary keen business inan, a
born trader, with his Ulster appreciation
of the value of money further sharpened
by his education in the great Scotch city.
Lipton was able to buy his goods at good
prices, and then to resell them to the pub-
lic at a emall profit and at prices that con-
trasted with those of his rivals very favor-
ably. And go the business grew and grew
until in less than twenty years after the
time he started as a penniless trader his
name had become a household word in
all parts of the world. This period of
Lipton’s life was absolutely concentrated
on his business; he had no other interest
in life; he knew nobody outside business
circles; his every day was the same; a
modest house in the suburbs of London,
some trotting horses, this was before the
era. of the ‘motor ‘car,.a gquick journey to
his plade of busimess between eight and
nine o'clock in the morning, then the
whole day thefe until eight o’clock in the
evening, when he returned to his home in
the country, and, after a modest: meal,
went to bed and prepared himself for the
hours of the next day. i

It seems an extraordinarily monotonous
’and joyless existence, but it was mnot. It

and even ambitions. He told me once
during these years that he had not been
to a theatre for years; that he never dined
out and, that outside a few friende, he
knew nobody in London and never visited
anybody. ' At the public dinner, at the
theatrical party, at the ceremonials, at the
receptions, at the big restaurants, at all
the places where yon meet what is called
All London, the figure of Lipton was al-
ways copspicuous by its absence.

London Wakes Up

sonality which it ough{ to capture. Lon-
don is always on the lookout for captures,
especiglly of the rich and powerful and
the brilliant—though its love for brilliancy,
especially literary brilliancy, is less ardent
and widespread than its adoration of
wealth and power. Modest. unambitious
except in the development of his business,
ghy, Sir Thomas, for a long time resisted
“all these blandishments and continued to
come every morning to his office at eight
and to leave it at eight in the evening and
neither the theatre nor society knew him
or saw him. But at last he was apj goach-
ed on what is his soft side, and that is his
love of the poor, the poor with whose
wante his own early:experiences gave him
all the sympatby that comes from com-
mon experiences. And charity came in a

in the person of Queen Alexandra—that
fascinating figure which has held the whole
hearted  admiration of England for two
generations, and ie as fresh today after half
a century as on that first day just fifty
years ago when her divine beauty of youth
first captured every London heart.

There were all kinds of festivities, espec-
ially for the children of the poor—to cele-
brate the Jubilees of Queen -Victoria, and
Sir Thomas took a magnificent hand in
them by a princely gift of £100,000 to one
of the charities which Queen Alexandra
was particularly interested in establishing.

Sir Thomas had at last taken the plunge
into the tempestuous seas of London sncial
life and he was not allowed to turn back.
It was one of the advantages of the length

of time he had to traverse before he
~ached the throne that King Edward
arned to know every aeection of rociety
. hig kingdom; that he was thuw trained

quite ' satisfied all ‘his wants and desires,

Then London.woke up to the idea that
there was a powerful and remarkable per-

It was thus a boom which pleased
everybody—the stock broker, the jobber,
the general public, and it did not, for
the money was a sound investment, leave,
as many booms do any bad taste behind.

Beconjes Great Yachtsman

There came another phase in the car-
eer of Sir Thomas Lipton which had al-
ready begun but which could now be ex-
tended: because of the lesser share of over-
whelming responsibilities which for years
kad kept him a hermit in the midstof the
tumultuous and imtoxicating life of London.
Lipton became tHe great yatchsman, Every
summer for months his boats were to be
seen at all the great regattas.

And now what is Sir Thomas Lipton
like today after a career so chequered,
after experiences so varied.

Not a bit of it, he is the |
same Tom Lipton as of old. He still spends
the ‘greater part of every day in his of-
fice in the city rToad.

Is Helping The
People

FRENCH ARMY CRISIS

Lack “of Candidates For Pesition
of Officers so Great as to Cause
Comment—Utilization of Dogs
on the Battlefield :

(Times’ Special Correspondence}

Paris, April 21—After a steady progrea
sive increase in the price of living durin
the last few years, the unfortunate Paris-
ian with a fixed income is suddenly being
faced with a big rise in his rent, without
any reason being given. As soon as cur-
rent leases run out the landlord simply
doubles, trebles or quadruples his demand.
It is natural that, with a general inflation
of prices from that of the commonest
‘necessaries upwards, the cost of labor and
material should also rise gradually. Buft
in the matter of rents the jump has no§
been at all gradual. .

No explanation is forthcoming for this
phenomenon. Landlords cynically raise
‘rents, and in reply to queries merely shrug
their shoulders and say, “Everything co
be let,’” and the wretched temants.c
only submit or move put. They genera
move. - There must, however, sooner or
later, come a moment when the limit is
reached. but temporarily anybody who
intends living in Paris should estimate his
‘budget on the basis of 25 per cent. of his
income for rent and “contributions,” and
another ‘25 for the ‘surplus cost of living
here as compared with the ordinary life
in other capitals. He will then be left -
with 50 per cent. of his revenue instead of
70 or 80 upon which t6 exist.

M. Cochon, :president of the Syndicate
-of Tenants, is a very busy man indegg.
His offices are besieged by scores of poor
folk, who have come to look upon him
as their only resource. One day this week
he received offers to lodge a few families
from humane sympathizers who happened
to have empty rooms. In the first case two
couples, each with four small children,
were housed by a charitable house-owner,
‘and then a telephone message gave the
unexpected news that an empty house ex-
isted in the Latin quartr, where a number
of volunteers quickly escorted no fewer
than ‘four large families” Nobody k:

‘the indefatigable Cochon finally decided to
escort as many as he could to the Hotel
de Ville. The firet handcart, full of non-
descript household furniture, managed to
slip into the courtyard, and before the
policeman on duty could prevent it the
¢art was unloaded in one of the passages.
Cochon, who commanded the party, was
again arrested, but ' there soon came an-
other cart with a soldier in the shaits,
dragging his ‘wife and two babies. This
was followed by a third and fourth, and
the square i front of the Hotel de Ville
was filled with an amused but sympaihe-
tic crowd. Gradually, however, each suc-
ceeding caravan was taken in charge by
the police, and the homeless tenants were
given temporary shelter and food.

It might have been thought that the As-
sistant Publique, which has immense funds
at its disposal and. plenty of spare room
in many public buildings, would have been
appealed to; but all these poor waifs seem
to prefer-leaving-their cases in- the hands
of M. Cochon, who, in spite.of his. some-
what eccentric and forcible methods, has
proved a real friend and has succeeded in
finding temporary lodgings for several
hundreds of people expelled into the
streets by callous-hearted proprietors. T
worst feature of the situation is that the

economic conditions than any specific evil
other than the rapacity of house-owners.

Beginning his speech with “Comrades;”

that there are 1,600 vacancies for lieuten-
ants, ‘“chefs de sections,” and there are
numerous vacancies in the ranks of the
re-enlisted non-commiesioned officere in
more than eighty regim‘ente of infantry.

The number of young aspirants in the
military echools is diminighing at an
alarming rate. In 1903 there were 1,543
candidates for the examination at St. Cyr.
In 1912 there were only 880, which shows
a falling off jof nearly 700 candidates. On
the other hand, while in 1903 only 330
were admitted, the number of those ac-
cepted in 1912 was higher, amounting to
460, from which it might be inferred that
the standard of admission had perhaps to
be reduced in order to fill up the army re-
quirements.

At 8t. Maixent the falling-off in the
candidates has been still more remarkable
during the last ten years. In 1803 there
had been 732 candidates; in 1912 there
were only 378. And yet the number of
applicants admitted was 240 in 1903 and
250 in 1912, which again raises the query
whether the conditions for admission had
not been considerably relaxed. In fact,
it has been'pointed out that in 1912 several
candidates had to be received at St. Cyr
whose average at the examinations did
not exceed seven. Last year the number
of vacancies offered to non-commisisoned
officers at St. Maixent for,the colonial
army wase forty-five, and yet only fifteen
candidates presented themselves. Several
expedients had to be resorted to in order
to fill these vacancies.

Dogs on the Battlefield

The utilization of dogs for the discovery
of wounded on the battlefield has now de-
finitely passed the experimental stage in
France. The minister of war has, in view
of the satisfactory results obtained chief-
ly during the manoeuvres, decided that
the field hospital dog shall figure on the
mobilization rolls. Training kennels have
been established at Fontainebleau, and in
time of war each group of stretcher-bear-
ers will have the services of from four
to six dogs. Animals belonging to private
individuals, as well as to societies for
the aid of the wounded, are liable to re-
quisition on mobilization. The demand of
the field dog on the regimental kitchen is
established at one penny per diem.

Signor Gabriel d’Annunzio hag delivered
the manuscript of a new play “La Pisan-
ella ou la Morte Parfumee.” to Mme Ida
Rubinstein. The piece, which is a comedy
in three acts with a prologue, will be
staged at the Chatelet Theatre in June.

The farmers—east, west and south— are
protesting against the large profite taken
by the middlemen, and are offering re-
sistance to a continuance of their exac-
tions through an organization recently
formed called “the National Conference
in Marketing and Farm Credits.”
