LEGISLATION.

Our success in the past warrants us ini the belief that if our efforts are ju-
diciously directed. that our influence is sufficient to enableus to secure many
wholesome and needed teforms; Jegislation is but the combined wish of the
people ciothed with nuthoﬁt{. dbd &l that our legislaiors réquires i#"'to Know
the united requirements of 't epeople, ahd' they have ever shown' themselves
ready to make that required law. Their ambition is to so leg’slate as ‘to ' pro:
mote the general welfare of the country, and one great dificulty under which
they labor is to ascertain the united wants of the peopie. Our Subordinate
Granges, composed of rien from the best element of society, are located in al-
most every neighborhvod throughout the length and breadth of 'the iand, ‘and
through their re‘l)resenmtlves their voice is heard in this body. and when our
people have a g’r evance it is for us to make use of the opportunities which our
organization affords to make that grievance known to the law-making bodies of
the land, We have just cause tobe proud of the consideration which our mem-
orials have received at the hands of the Governments of the day: and wkile ac-
knowledging our %Jratitude for the consideration these memorials h:ve received at
the hands of the Legis'etures, it is not for us to fold our hands and sit quietly
down under the delusion that we have done all that can be dore for the further-
ance of our interests. Many i.uch needed reforms are still waiting our action,
which will require all the efforts and all the influence that our united energies
can bring 10 bear.

The §rowin€ power of the railway- monopoly is a ‘matter that in the near
future will require not cnly the combined efforts of the farmers, but all other
industrial organizations, to hold them in reasonable check. Fxperience has
shown that the corporate powers which give them existence and enable them to
manage these necessary artificial highways is rapacious; 1t is marked by encroach-
ments, and usurpations, 'it' assumes rights that belongs to the people, forgetful
of the fact that its first duty is obedience to the power from whence it emanated.

1t taxes the products of labor at will and usurps the power 'to do- so, and with
astonishing effrontery it warns the people against attempts to récover the rights
they have inhocently yielded. - |

tural book-keeping. and agricultural, education, labor and labor-saving appli-
ances, and all cognate subjects, which evidence was taken down by short:

The 2ocinl feaiures of our society are matters not to be overlooked oi' under-
valued. , When the Grange first found its way into Canadg, many of our peo-
ple were Jiving isolated and in an unsocial condition, each striving for -himself
against the shrewdness and tact of those who live upon the Jabor of others, fam-
ilies, living within.comparatively short distance of each other scarcely being' ac-
quainted,,, Those fsmiliep haye been brought together in the Graagc, pumer-
Qusintimacies haye been formed and  a higher ﬁegree of soeality cultivated
tbrough the ingtrumentality, of Grange meetings, Grange socials, pic-nica, oyster
suppers, re-unions and other social gatherings of the conneciion, all being mem-
bers of one great brotherhood, liuked by tae great fralernal bond, workitg to-
gether for the common good and the furtherance of our united interests. tho
cquld glance over. the rural districts of qur yonog Dominion and pot observe the
improved social condition. of our people, the improvement, in their business re-
lations, witness the increased beauty and attractiou of their homes, the growing
demqnd. for agricultural rading, the increaced disposition to become masters of
qur profession, and, above all, the disposition to thini: and act for themselves in
all business relations, 2nd then say that the Grange is not valuable to the
farmer?

My firm convictions are that our living mem-
bership is on the increase, and that our Subondinate Granges hayc oply. been
doing: their duty by woodm&out the tares and eradicating: that weed crop of
useless drcmes that haye baffled and tormented us; In either case it becomes
the duty of the Dominion; Grange to tura its atten:iom to some more  tangible
means of resusci.ating and stimulating to a healthjer grovth our Order in every
part of the Dominion. An old adage says that there are times when a judicious
expenditure is economy, and I am inclined to the belief that that period in our
history has arrived. We Have now in existence a number of auxiliary institu-
tions under the wing of the Grange, and by a continuation of effort «n the part
of..the Dominion Grange with these auxiliaries and a few “men put into
the field in our‘interest, I think there can bé no two opinions as to the result,
and the expense to each but trifling.

LECTURES.

Your Committéé thought it advisablé to continué the offer made last year,to

give to Division Granges whenever théy deemed it proper to secure the services
of competent lecturers, either to resuscitate delinquent or infuse new life into
Subordinate Gran:es, one-half of the expenses to be paid by the Dominion
Grange, providing that no more than $2 per day and travelling 'expensesi were
paid. :

PRINTING.

Five thousand copies of the new Constitution, also two thousand copies of
the Proceedings of the 8ixth Annual Meeting of the Dominion Grange were
printed under last year’s:contract. Two copies were sent to each Subordinets
QGrange in good standing, also one copy to each Deputy. The other ‘copies of
Constitution sold at $1 pér dozen or 10 cents each.

It is a fact all ure ready to admit that the
prosperity of the country depends upon the farmers prosperity, that with as in-
telligent,prosperous yeomanry.business of all branches catches the effect of their
success, . The Order under which we have met to-day has a grand object in
view, and in the carrying out of this object every member has something to do.
We have gone on organizing for the past seven vears, and our efforts have been
directed towards the addition of numbers of Granges ind ‘'members, important
it is true, but not'so impartant as the keeping together of the Granges already
formed, and keeping up the iifterest among mem rs by showing, ina practical
manner, what there is to be gained,and-how to gain the benefits we desire. We are
proud of our institution anf‘i; the work it is doing, but we may rest assured, that
with all its good principles before us but little will ever be accomplished unless
practically applied. ana applied in & public spirited way. ’

The Dominion Grange, as the head, has the work to lay out, the Subordinate
Granges to oarry this work into effect, hence there should be a confidence es-
tabli<hed and & near relation kept up between these sections of the body, and to
do this will be promoting the one principal feature of the Grange, viz., estab-
lishing & means of concertéd 'dnd \m'iwgf acfiodl Minbidg ‘the agriculturiats of
Canada. Presuming these are questions of special importance to us as farmers
it follows that no class can better attend tothese interests than ourselves, and in
no better Wiy can this be done'than by the éstablishment of a general system
of societies with one head to which all will centré and through which mutual
understanding may be had and co-operative effort obtained. 'We have these
societies, and now comes the business of putting into practical operation the
work just alluded to. Men are naturaliy selfish and ‘inclined to confine their
efforts towards their own individual advantage. and liable to be suspicious of
their neighbors. This feeling or characteristic exists more forcibly in those
whose contact with their fellow-men is limited. Farmers possess this peculiar-
ity in a marked degree, their natural isolation being conducive to it, hence the
difficulty encountered in our work, and which will require time and patient labor
to overcome, That the Grange is now in'a critical condition we must acknowl-
edge, and only with a steady hand and public-spirited effort can it be sustained.
1 would suggest that a more intimate relation be vstablished and kept up be-
tween the Subordinates and Dominioh Grange,’ throagh the medium of printed
matter, corresporidence, and the 'visiting of "all ‘available sections by those in
whom for the time is vested the management bf 1ts affdifs.” Tt is a certain fact
that no society or ‘Institution, however good 'its ‘objects'may be, will remain’ ac-
tive without a live interést beélng kept up through the ‘meaiis’ of ‘special 'efforts’
on ‘the part of leading and honored members.’

An earnest and united effort to lessen the power of ‘‘Railway
monopolies” to prevent the unjust exactions made upon the producing classes.

3rd. 'I'he appointment of the Agricultural Commission as evincing a deep-
er interest on the part of the Government, and the recognition thereby extend-
ed to our Order as being truly representative of the agricultural interests.

4th. The great advantages of the social features of our organization as an
educational power.

5th. The vory fraternal 1irreeting extended to our W. M. by the National
Grange—our parent body—and our earnest desire that those Kinc red feelings of
a ‘‘true fraternity” may ever continue to exist.

SECRETARY'S ADDRESS,

1st. The organization of 51 new Granges and the revival of others show ¢
truly great interest and power exerted by the Grange, notwithstanding the re-
action resultant upon so rapid a formation as our order experienced.

2nd. The great reforms that may be obtained by the united efforts of our
organization with its already established means of ready communication, where-
by the individual exertions and influences may be combined in a grand whole
through the medium of the central organization.

WoORTHY MASTER,—In presenting my fourth annual report for your con-
sideration, I desire to express my deep gratitude for the kind assistance and
courtesy received from all directions in my labors for the interest of the Order.
During the period that 1 have been engaged in purchasing the requirements of
our members,at notime has my work been so pleasant as during the last year, ow-
ing largely to the good will, kind appreciation,and the deep interest of our co-
workers, The first three years I worked under great disadvantage, but since you
have esiablished the Grange Wholesale Supply Co,with its constantly increaging
facilities, we are fast gathering together a Grange business that is commanding
the attention and respect of the commercial world, and if increasing at the same
ratio during the coming year, will become among the largest, if not the largest

commercial business in this great city.

We regret that there is an instance where our people have heretofore been
doing a business of an amicable nature, and which was an advantage to us al &
time when we purchased our requirements at a reduction to what we had been
previously paying, but which heaped wealth upon the party supplying us, and
yet this party has seen fit to . use his best endeavors to ridicule pur Ordex,. to
create discord and-a want of confidence in the representatives of our people with
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the selfish object—solely, of preventingus from further co-eperation, knowing
that we are getting beyond his reach, and Lhis only hope, disunion. Instead of
gratitude, disrespect is cast at the officers of the Dominion Grange whici should
cause indignation in the breast of every honest Granger, when he knows that
the sole cause is because we are building up a business ot our own,preferring to
own and work our own farm, to being compelled to work another man’s on
shares that he may see fit to give us.

In looking over the term of my stewardship as Dominion Grange Agent, it
affords me a great deal of pleasure to report in the discharge of my duties, that
I have elways been guarded and awake to the responsibilities entrusted to me,
and am pleased to say, although, from the nature of my appontment the
Dominion Grange was responsible for my business relations, or as many as I saw
fit to transact in the name of the Dominion Grange, that though my trausactions
have amounted to thousands of dollars, never has the Grange been called upon
to pay & sinzle cent, nor has its credit been the least impaired by me. I think
four years of active business as your agent, should be some guide for the future.
However, 1 trust it will be wholly unnecessary for the Dominion Grange to as-
sume further responsibility from the fact that the Grange Wholesale Supply Co.
will assume such responsibility, and through its every day increasing facilities
will accomplish much more than we have ever been able to do hereto?ore. But
to make a decided success of this purely Grange undertaking, it will be neces-
sary for this Dominion Grange to lend every assistance in its power, not by
money or credit, but by impressing upon the individual members of the Order
the necessity of co-operation.

Report of Committee on Lducation.

To the Officers and Members of the Dominion Grange :

We, your committee on Education beg to submit the f

In dealing with this subject your committee find it necessary 1O
different course from that adopted’ at previous meetings of this Grange.

Heretofore it has been customary to confine the suggestions upon this ques
tion to such changes as seemed desirable in the existing school law of the Pro
vince of Ontario, yut, now that Provincial Granges are established, we feel that
those matters should be dealt with by the Provinces as theiwr varied circum
stances may require, while to the Dominion Grange remains the duty of dealing
with the subject in its widest sense.

Our declaration of principles makes Education oné of the most important
features of our organization, and deservedly so, for without it we must fail to
gain the objects which the Grange contemplates securing for its members.

In order to give an intelligent consideration to the question, We think it 19
necessary in the first place to define what education is. We know that the com

monly accepted definition of the term is, the knowledge obtained from books
and in schools of the different grades, but this we think is app'ving the term in
q very limited sense. Education as your committee understands it means not
only the knowledge acquired in the manner referred to, but to that obtained
from 0‘)*“""“‘i““»“xl“"'ic‘\"“. &e., and which is much more gcuuml in its charac-
ter than the first, peing in fact, that upon which a very large number, espect-
ally of the :\3."!"1('11\\\11-;\\ class. depend for success in their calling.

There is one matter to which your committee feel it a duty to draw the at-
tention of this Grange, that is the enormous increase that is taking placein the
distribution of sensational literature, much of which 1s decidedly pernicious in
its character, giving the young false views of life, and unfitting them by its en-
ervating influences from contending successfully with the stern realities of actual
experience. We find that nearly all the newspapers publish more or less of this
kind of literature, shewiLg that a strong taste has already been developed for it,
among the reading classes, That correct principles and virtuous actions are
often impressed upon the mind by fictions, your committee will not deny, but
we believe that these can be gnite as well inculcated by the recitation of actual
experience, and would therefore urge upon the Grange to discountenance the
circulation of such publications, and above all to exclude it from their tamilies.

Your committee would especially urge farmers to get rid of that feel-
ing which now so largely exists, that what is known as higher education, is
undesirable in a farmer.

The Grange contemplates securing for the agriculturists a greater influence
in the affairs of the country than they have hitherto possessed, but if we desire
10 exert this influence with credit to our class, we must first qualify ourselves to
discharge the duties of the position intelligently.  Other classes {'mve hitherto
monopolized those positions, not on account of superior natural ability, but from
their superior education, and if we are to compete with them successfully, we
must prepare ourselves to meet them with their own weapons.

Finally, your committee submit that there are three important features to
be kept in view by the Grange :

1st—Industry is at the very basis of all prosperity. *‘Seest thou a man
diligent in_his business, he shall stand before kings,” said the wise man, and
without this no prosperity can be reached by the agriculturist.

. ‘.’pd—’l_‘hc farmer and his family must be intelligent, this includes education,
I'he time is past when success in life cau be obtained by industry alone. Our
people must not only know how to work and be willing to work, but they must
understand science, and be acquainted with the laws of commerce, and the
principles of Government, and be quelified to take the place which their num-
bers entitle them to in the management of the public affairs of our country. This
position can only be occupied and respectably maintained by the Educated.
3rd—There must be coupled with industry and intelligence, the principle
of moial honesty, Without this our people may be industrious and intelligent,
and yet fail in businesss, and in character, but combine the three principles and
guccess is certain, and our Grange is safe and our farmers must and will succeed.

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We are pleased to hear that the shipping of fruit to England the past season
was o success financially, and think it could be made equally 8o in the shipping
of grain and other produce, and would suggest that this Grange use every means
iu their power to bring the producer and consumer nearer together, and try and
. connection with the co-operativa societies in Great Britain, thereby dispens-
ing with a surplus of middlemen, whereby the farmer is deprived of his just
profits. Transportation companies often charge more for a short distance than
% long one, thus discriminating agamst places, and often higher rates are charg-
ed one individual than another, thus discriminating against persons. And we
the committee are pleased to be able to state that the present Government at
Ottawa have now before them a Bill that has been moved for the seconi read-
ing to establish a Railway Commission to regulate rates of passenger and freight
1ariff, thus doing away with the discriminating system now practiced by rail-
roads. and should the Government fail to pass the bill, we would suggest that
thie Grange use every legitimate means in their power to have such a Commis-
sion appointed, as we are of the opinion that the injustice we receive from Rail-
rond Companies in the Dominion, and the Market Fees in Ontario, are some of
the rain features with which we have to contend commercially.

Report of Committee on Railways
To the Ofjwcers and Members of Dominion Grange :

Your committee are of opinion that the time has come when some unite!!
action should be taken by the Grange toward the suppression of the growing
power of the Railway combination, wl.ich is fast approaching a monopoly that
is destined at no distant day to place the transportation interests of this country
virtually under one control, to be directed by one head, and taxed by one
authority. A distinguished railway authority has said that ‘“where combina-
tion 18 possible, competition is impossible.” ~There was a time when competi-
tion held this power fully in check, and to a limited extent it still exercises a
restraining influence, but that restraint is daily growing weaker as the system
of combination becomes better matured.

The problem of trausportuation is one in which every farmer in the land has
the deepest interest, and between him and the railway there exists a reciprocal
obligation and dependence ; he depends upon the railway to move his products;
the railway depends upon him for that employment which feeds and sustains it,
hence it is clear that a reciprocal interest exists between them, and as a question
of political economy these relations should be so maintatned that neither should
be allowed to take advantage of the other, which can only be done by some
equitable rule defining the obligations of each. Chief Justice Waite, Judge
of the Supreme Court of the United States, in rendering a decision in that Court
upon this very question, says : ‘“When one devotes his property toa use in
which the public has an interest, he grants tn the public an interest in that use,
and must submit to be controlled by the public for the common good, to the ex-
tent of the interest he has thus created.”

The alarming custom of discrimination practiced by all our railways, the
favoritisms granted to persons and corporations in preferental rates and frce
passes, are matters that should arouse the snspicions of both individuals and
corporations to the necessity for legislative action to control and regulate the
obligations which are so clearly mutual in their operations, Will thé farmers
of Canada join in positive, earnest and determined effort to secure just protec-
tion from wrong in this mutual matter, through the peaceful medium of legis-
lation, by which railway corporations shall be gentlv but firmly restrained from
levying o injust a tax upon the tillers of the soil. Could the p.ople as a mass
meet with the railway managers as a body,and arrange rates and equitable settle-
mentin the interests of both,but that is impossible, and no course appears open in
justice to both hut that Parliament should deal with this matter, as they are the
custodians of the public rights of the people and also of railway corporations.
Your committee would there¢fore recommend that the Dominion Grange, Pro-
