HIS WATCH.

Hunt Through Canada.

MonTREAL, Que., July 23.—It must be
admitted that the consensus or all the
developments of the past 12 hours are
against, rather than favorable to, the
finding of the murderer, Frank Almy, in
this city, or even in this province.

The fact that nearly all the detectives
in the city are at work upon the case,
and so little progress has been made, is
not a promising situation of affairs,
though the officers have by no means
abandoned the search.

Several things have come to light to-
day that tend to lessen hitherto antici-
pated developements.

In the first place, the fourth officer of
the steamer Parisian of the Allan line,
who discovered the supposed. fugitive
trying to stow himself away aboard
Monday night, was'subjected to a severe
cross-examination regarding his descrip-
tion of the would-be passenger. He got
along very well, in fdet painted the Almy
of the sheriff’s circular with great fidel-
ity.

“Did he have any marks about him?”
Sheriff Miles inquired.

“Yes, he had a scar on his left arm.”

“Are you sure?”’

“Perfectly: I noticed it particularly be-
cause the wound was not yet healed.”
As Almy’s arm was cut last fall the
officer proved too much, and practically
closed any further question in that
direction.

The theory that Almy had sailed on
the Mongolian at 4 o’clock Tuesday
morning rests in the facts that the same
man who tried to get a place on the
Parisian was seeking gratuitous passage
there. As it is not certain that the man
succeeded in getting aboard, and with
no proof that he was Almy, if he did,
the belief that he ran the gauntlet of
the police and escaped on the steamer is
not well enough grounded to stop -the
hunt for him on terra firma, and it i8 on
land that the search has been pushed
to-day.

The fellow who sold the ring has not
been found, though the man who bought
it bas been seen, and has shown the ring
to the officers. It is a plain gold ring,
not half round but flat. The purchaser,
the foreman of the Grand Trunk stock-
yards, persists in a description that is
truly remarkable in its accuracy.

“I pulled out my printed description of
Almy,” said Detective - Grose last even-
ing, when the foreman began his story,

and he actually left nothing to be desired.

When I learned that Almy had justsuch

a ring as this fellow,sold, I was confident
he was the man we wanted.”

Detective Carpenter has great confi-

dence in this clew, though he did not
make much progress upon it today. He
considered it almost certain that the

man who sold this ring at the stock

yards was the one who pawned the watch
at Richmond.

An important fact has come to light
tonight in connection with the watch at
Richmond. Ithas been claimed and the
money sent to redeem it.

This would be the ome clew to all
others to follow if it did not tend to show

that the fugitive who pawned it was not
the murderer Almy.

This morning Station Agent Marshall
was surprised to receive a letter address-
ed in his full name, containing $1.90 in
money and the request that the watch
be forwarded by Conductor Pennycabe,
the same conductor that brought the
claimant of the watch to Montreal last
Monday.

This information reached here in the
form of a letter to the chief of police
which was brought by a conductor. A

telegram announcing the way the letter
was coming had been sent ahead and

Sheriff Miles -went down to meet the
conductor and get it.

“Ths letter from the station agent,
which is now in the hands of the Mont-
real police,” said Sheriff Miles, “reads as
follows :—

The man who deposited the watch
here has sent $1,90 to me to-day, asking
me to forward the watch by thc conduc-
tor on whose train he went to Montreal.
I think it is worth while to investigate
this, for the reason that someone may
have taken this way to get a good watch
for $1,90.

“This letter accompanying the $1,90 was
not signed nor was any address except
to send it by the conductor. The trains
will be watched to-night and to-morrow,
and if anyone turns up to claim a watch
from any conductor he willbe made to
explain himself, whether he looks like
Almy or not.”

If this man should prove to be not
Almy, but his double, he will still be an
interesting character, but the discovery
of the murderers himself will seem
further away than ever.

It does not seem likely thata man
whose neck was in danger would ever
give the watch a second thought, but yet
this man not only inquired the name of
the station agent of the engineer when he
arrived in Montreal, saying he would send
his brother after it, but also he, or some
one claiming to be him, actually does
send for it and stakes $1.90 on its safe
return.

Few adventurers who knew nothing
about the watch would put up 1.90 to
get it, and still less would they stipulate
that it be sent to the omly conductor
who would know the man who pawned

it, and so could detect their attempt at
fraud.

THE MCGREEVY INQUIRY.
The Doctored Books Which the Opposi-

tion Seek to Conceal.
Orrawa, July 24th.—During his cross
examination by. Mr. Stewart this after-
noon Robt. McGreevy was extremely re-
ticent. He produced a blotter and jour-
nals for the periods except those on
which investigation was desired.
No blotters could be found for the per-
iod between 1883 to 1887.

Darvell of the marines, the Seaman Hill
and the Steward’s boy, Brown. Twelve
other were more or less hurt.
The gun which burst was a six-
inch breech-loader from which six
rounds had already been fired. A portion
of the p was destroyed by the
force of the explosion.

The Cordelia was first commissioned
at Portsmouth in 1877, and having
served her three years on the
China station, was recommissioned
at Hong Kong in February, 1890.
She is a steel ship of 2380 tons
displacement and 2420 horse-power. She
was built at Portsmouth and was launch-
ed in 1881, but remained in the dock-
yard hands for some years before
she was declared ready for sea.
She carries ten 6-inch guns as well
as machine guns and two light guns.
While the Cordelia was fitting out at
Portsmouth an explosion occurred with
a 6-inch gun on board her Majecty’s ship
Active, which which was then also at
the port. A prolonged inquiry was held,
and though the cause of the explosion
remained: in some doubt, improvements
in the mechanism were adopted and
the improved gun was supplied to the
Cordelia.

REV. DR. GRANT ON INPERIAL FEDERATION.

The address given by Rev. Dr. Grant
in the hall of the Mechanics’ Institute
on the great question of Imperial Feder-
ation was admirable in tone, manner
and in matter. Dr. Grant’s views on this
subject are precisely the same as those
which the Gazerre has been giving ex-
pression to for the past three years.
Imperial Federation is not an urgent
question ; there is no need of us being
in any hurry to put forward a cut and
dried scheme ; we can wait, if need be, for
a decade, for two decades, even for half
a century for the full consummation
of the grand plan of imperial unity.
What is needed now is to cultivate the
gpirit of unity and to see to it that mo
act is done either by Canada or any
other portion of the British empire
which will stand in the way of the final
riumph of Imperial Federation. The
principle upon which Imperial Federa-
tion is based is of the essence of patriot-
ism and those who oppose it, although
they may not be conscious of the fact,
are doing the work of the larrers, El-
lises and other traitors who hate the
British empire(and who desire the Bril-
ish flag hanled down on this continent.
We are glad that Dr, Grant did not give
a political to his
speech last evening. Imperial
Federation has nothing to do eitber with
the Conservative or the Liberal party.
It is not a party question in any sense
of the word, but a question of patriotism.
And thisis why the movement in its
favor, although growing silently and un-
obtrusively is growing so fast and is
likely to grow so strong.  Every attack
"that is made upon Imperial Federation
by such men as Ellis, or Farrer, or that
man without a country, Goldwin Smith,
adds to the number of those who be-
. come belivers in the idea of keeping the
British Empire united. The language
applied by Macaulay to citizen Barere,
will serve to use in regard to these men.
. The one good service they can do to the
WBritish Empire is to hate it and assail
it and it is to be hoped that such as they
may be the only assailants of British
Unity and Imperial Federation for all
time to come.

THE VENEZUELANS AGAIN.

A few days ago the GAZETTE referred
to the refusal of Venezuela to entertain
the proposal of the United States for a
commercial reciprocity treaty, and gave
its readers the substance of the reasons
why the Venezuelans were averse to its
acceptance. The Brooklyn Eagle, which
is an intensely American paper, com=
ments in this wise on the decision of the
Venezuelan congress:—

The reason which she giyes forit is an
excellent one. It wouldn’t pay her. She
can’t afford to surrender 33 per cent of
her national revenue even “to accentu-
ate the admiration which the people of
Venezuela have always felt for the great
republic of the North.” The unavoidable
evigencies of the public service, the
credit, the finances and other vital neces-
sities of the nation forbid it. For the
present, therefore, all hope of establish-
ing free trade in that quarter must be
abandoned. And yet Venezuela offers
the example of & peoPle who, reasoning
upon general principles, ought to be glad
of the chance to establish the proposed
relations with a people such as we are.
Their pursuits are almost exclusively
pastoral and agricultural, while we have
to offer them about everything they need
in the way of manufactured commod-
ities.

The Eagle overlooks the fact that
offering them “about everything they
need in the way of manufactured com-
modities,” they put a stop to their trade
with all other countries and make it im-
possible for the government, except by
direct taxation, to sustain itself. The
case is very much like our own. Under
a commercial reciprocity treaty, such
as the Grits desire to have consummated,
for the privilege of sending to the United
States our natural products free of duty
we would concede to them the privilege
of sending to us not only their natural
products but all kinds of manu-
factures as well. The effect would be
nothing more or less than the
destruction of our manufacturies, and
general bankruptcy, for with free trade
with the United States, our imports from

other countries would be reduced to a
mere cipher and every manufacturing
industry in Canada could be brought to
a stand still. The position of the Vene-
zuelan congress, which we cannot help
thinking is made up of intelligent and
patriotic men, is very different from that
of Erastus Wiman, the white-washed
mouthpiece of the grit party, who says
that the policy of Sir John Macdonald,
which has been followed by the Venezue-
lans has resulted in the erection of a
wall over which the commonest neces:
sities of life can only be exchanged by
paying tribute to either ' government,
often beyond the cost of production. The
result is that millions of acres of timber
are burning and rotting to an extent
even greater than consumption, for the
want of a market in the United States,
where the = standing timber is
less per capita than in Germany ;
thousands of miles of fishing coasts
are unoccupied and wasting, because of
the need of a free near-by market ; min-
eral wealth unequalled in the world is
silent, and dormant and dead, because
of the want of access to the great country
next door; agricultural areas of the
broadest and richest character remain
untouched and unproductive, while even
now in the United States, with an immi-
gration and increase of population un-
paralleled, a ‘land hunger’ exists of the
keenest character. The Venezuelans,
whom we used to regard as little more
than half civilized, are & thousand deal
wiser than Rastus and his grit adherents.

THE GLOBE AND DR. GRANT-

The annexationst organ last evening
bad an attack on Dr. Grant the object of
which was, no doubt, to prevent those
who heard him last evening on the sub-
ject of Imperal Federation from regard-
ing hiswords as more than rheterical
expressions, Dr. Grant is a loyal
man and omits no opportunity of
preaching loyalty and therefore he is a
fit subject forthe vindictive malice of
the traitor who edits the Globe. That
person having sold himself years ago to
the enemies of the British Empire and
having been engaged ever since in pre-
dicting woe and ruin,naturally looks with
great disfavor on a man like Dr. Grant
who believes that the British Empire
is worth preserving. Geo. M. Grant isa
native of Nova Scotia, so is John V. Ellis.
The same year, 1835, produced them and
they are natives of counties which
touch each other. Yet thow different
have been their careers. Dr. Grant has
devoted his great abilities steadily to the
advancement of Canada, to the build-
ing up of this grand dominion
and the stimulating of the patriotism of
its people. Mr. Ellis has devoted his tal-
ents, such as they are, to preaching dis-
loyalty and disunion, to making our
people dissatisfied with their flag and
their country and to alotting a foreign
and hostile nation. The one will be re-
membered with honor in the history of
Canada @8 one of the foremost of
that band of patriotic men who built up
this dominion, the other will be con-
temptuously forgotten unless indeed by
some overt act of treason he comes to be
a subject for the public executioner or is
lynched by the indignant citizens of St.
John as a public enemy.

«We walk in a dim shadow,” but we
are like perverse children if we allow
such a shadow to render us unmindful
of the sunlight that glorifies the hills we
are permitted to climb; if we see the
thistles of adverse fortune and mis-
repr tati and uncharitabl
that are growing all about our way, but
close our eyes to the unpretentious
violets and daisies of sympathy and
helpfulness that blossom among them.
It is a wonderful good world that
we are permitted to  inhabit.
Mr. W. R. Greg has very truly said
in his Creed of Christendom, thatevery
sort of beauty has been allotted to
our home here; beauties to enrap-
ture every sense, beauties. to sal-
isfy every taste; forms the mnoblest
and the lovliest, colors the most
gorgeous and the most delicate, odors
the sweetest and the subtlest, harmonies
the most soothing and the most stirring;
the sunny glories of the day; the pale
elysian grace of the moonlight ; the lake,
the mountain, the primrose, the forest,
and the boundless ocean; we can con-
ceive or desire nothing more exquisite or
perfect than what is round
us every hour, and our perceptions are
o framed as to be consciously alive to
all. After six days turmoil we grow
weary, but without the turmoil we
would be wearier still. Then comes the

The trial of the city editor of the New
York Daily News for publishing an ac-
count of the death by electricity of the
four murderers recently executed atSing
Sing will be an interesting affair. The
Boston Post says of this criminal pro-

The statute commands absolute
silence as to the details of the execution,
permitting only the simple announce-
ment of the fact that the sentence of the
court was executed. This provision was
violated to the extent of a great many
columns, with very bad pictures thrown
in. The misdemeanor was committed in
an aggravated form. But the misde-
meanants are very nuwmerous. The
editor of every daily paper within the

wrisdiction of the courts of the State of
ew York, and of many of the weekly
publications, is equally liable with the
one who has been selected as the awful
example ; and if this is not merely an
advertising scheme, and ifgrand juries
and public prosecutors intend to take
cegnizance of this movel offence, the
courts will have little time for anything
except the trial of newspaper men for
publishing the news. This is & condition
of things which cannot long exist.

PARLIAMENT.

Mr. Skinner’s Speech)in the Budget
Debate.

Orrawa, Jnly 24.—The first budget
speaker today was Mr. Kenny of Halifax.
On the question of Atlantic steamships,
Mr. Kénny discussed the advantage of
Halifax as a Canadian port, and argued
in favor of making that port both the
sammer and winter terminus of the line.
Our trade with the West Indies, which
bas held its own pretty well, would in-
crease materially now that a better sys-
tem of steamship communication
has been established. Taking  up
the commercial union question
Mr. Kenny laid down  the
sound proposition that the resolution
proposed by Mr. Hitt to Mr. Sherman
must be interpreted in the light of
language used by Hitt and Sherman.
On this interpretation the United States
advocates of unrestricted reciprocity
mean the same thing as was meant by
commercial union, and every man of
them belieyed and maintained that the
proposed policy was & stepping stone to
annexation. Mr. Kenny corrected Mr.
Flint’s b \¢ depreciating the
trade of Halifax and St. John, and re-
turned good for evil by showing that
the tonnage of arrivals and departures
of Yarmouth had increased four
bundred per cent. since 1878
The people of 8t. Jobn and Halifax
had been invited to declare for the
national policy . Naturally the electors
turned to see how Portland, Maine, was
succeeding in bmilding up the trade with
the market of sixty-five millions. In-
quiry on this point and others had led
the people of Halifax to send him here
with & commission to oppose unrestrict-
ed reciprocity. The gentlemen opposite
taunted the liberal conservatives as “old
flaggers.” The proper emblem of unre-
stricted reciprocity was & black fly with
the two letters “D. T.” inscribed thereon
in white, for deliberate treason, direct
taxation and delirium tremens.

The debate was continued by Mr. Fra-
ser of Guysboro.

Mr. Skinner was the first speaker after
recess. He dealt vigorously with the
speech of Mr. King of Queens county,
who had given a gloomy picture of the
decay of the trade of Bt. John. As a
matter of fact, said Mr. Skinner, the
trade of St. John was never so large in
the history of the port as it is now.
More ships came there than to Montreal.
It is trué enough the lime business was
not flourishing this year, but the mem-
ber for Queens knew that the building
trade of New York and other cities was
paralyzed, and that the lime burning
business was unprosperous in Maine.
The lime business of the river 8t John
would see better days than it had ever
seen. He ridicpled the denunciations
which Mr. Fraser showered on all public
men who did not agree
with himself and Henry George.
The people of the United States, France,
Germany, Austria and Italy might possi-
bly know something about what was
good for them, In England it would
probably be found that the tariff ques-
tions bad not been settled for evermore.
The old story of the exodus had been re-
peated by the member for Guysboro—
exodus which played as large a part in
grit history as the old exodusin the his-
tory ofthe Jews. Mr. Fraser could see 300
Nova Scotians in a boat from Yarmouth
to Boston, but he was half blind and
could never see people when their faces
were towards Canada. If he did he
thought they were still exodians, walk-
ing backward,and Mr. Skinner knew that
Canadian young people were apt to be one
themove sometimes westward, some-
times eastward. He had seen this move-
ment all his life and it did not 'trouble
him now. Describing the recent cam-
paign. he said that the people of St. John
had no desire to see their trade abssrbed
by New York, as the trade of Portland
had been absorbed. Canada had spent
& hundred millions to construct a rail-
way system for the development of
trade from one end to the other of this
country and had no intention of shunt-
ing it cross wise out of the dominion-
In closing he referred to the boasts of

the opposition members that the party-

proposed  to  obtain power on
the scandal cry. For his part he
hoped if ever the gentlemen opposite
came into power they would come in on
some policy. Even if the present reports
should amount to something like scan-
dal, he belieyed that the country would
find a way to dispose of the matter withe
out abandoning its independence and re-
versing its trade policy.

After Mr. Skinner's speech the debate
was continued by Messrs. Monette and
Leduc, opposition members, in French,
and Mr. Brown of Chateanguay, in Eng-
lish. Mr. Ryckman of Hamilton follow-
ed on the government side, after which
came Mr. Forbes of Queens, N.8., who
held the fort till 11.30 when Mr. Came-
ron of Inverness, took the floor.

An Oregon Farmer’ for Flying.

A Walla Walla “farmer” writes to the
Oregonian that he thinks the new-
fangled flying machines he reads so
much about in the papers are too ex-
pensive to be of any practical use. He
suggests the “training of ducks, geese,
gea gulls, or other birds not heavy in
body, but rapid flying: make a very
light rack or open platform of bamboo
rods, hitch the fowls on to the same in
some way that the legs and wings
would be free when flying, which could
be easily done ; then have 8 basket fast-
tened beneath the bamboo rack; the
weight in all would not be over fifteen
pounds.

“Now say the game selected for the
purpose each can lift about his own
weight, two poands, of course it would
require 100 fowls in order tolift the
weight of a person (150 pounds), inclad-
ing the material.

IMPERIAL FEDERATION.

REV. DR. GRANT SPEAKS AT THE
MECHANICS' INSTITUTE.

A Large Andience Present (o Hear His
Address on Imperial Federation—
Canada’s Young Men Ought to Re-=
Jjoice that there was Something Left
for them to do.

The 1mperial Federation meeting held
last evening in the Mechanics’ Institute,
under the auspices of the Bt John
Branch of the Imperial Federation
League, was largely attended, and the
audience included many of the most
prominent citizens of St. John.

Rev. Dr. Wilson, the chairman, ex-

pressed his, pleasure at seeing such a

large gathering, and soon introduced Sir

Leonard Tilley, who made & brief ad-

dress. :

REV. DR. GRANT, OF KINGSTON 'ONTARIO

was then called upon to speak. Here-

ceived a warm reception and after thank-
ing the audience for their welcome he
spoke of the improvements he had no-
ticed in this city since his last vigit here
In spéaking 'on Imperial Federa-
tion he said he would first discuss the
importance of preserving the empire
from a Canadian. standpoint, and: then
its importance to the whole empire
and humanity at large. We
owed the creation of Canada to the
fact that all parts of it wers British. The
provinces = were confederated ' because
they were all British possessions and by
going into the union they did not. give

been necessary the people of St. John
would not have voted . for it. He was
glad that the confederates won the day.
All honor to the men who fought the
battle, and in this connection he wished
to mention Sir  Leonard Tilley, Peter
Mitchell, John Boyd, Sir Jobn Macdon-
ald, Geo. Brown and Joe Howe. The
country was now deploring the loss
of one of these men—8ir John Mocdon-
ald.

A REASON FOR IMPERIAL FEDERATION
was that there were men Who would like
to destroy what we have now. Goldwin
Smith said confederation was s blunder
and he and his friends would repair that
blunder by tearing it down. To prevent
the accomplishment of this we must go
on and perfect the union. There were
those who hated  Canada and
the British  empire—which Wwas
the most potent  instrument
on earth for the diffusion of lierty
and religion. In every part of the world
the British flag was floating and. where-
ever it went good results followed. Should
we not be proud to have a flag like that?
It represented not & mere nationality,
but the mightest spiritual truths that
had ever descended from heaven to
earth. The flag spoke liberty for all
and not only that, but justice and
the proclamation of God’s  word.
‘Should we destroyit? No. Canada
was the keystone of the empire.
Tt was abad thing for a country to
question its national foundations or list-
en to anyone who suggested the breaking
up of the same. It deterred capitalists
from investing their money in the
country and caused all outsiders to lose
all respect for the country. We must
stand solid on this guestion and refuse
to listen to any man who tried to pull
down the house about our ears. The
second thing was to listen to every sug:
gestion offered for the perfecting of the
union. - ' We were only 24 years old and
must not expect to be as far ahead as
the United States. They had been &
country for over a hundred ' years before
Canada came into existence. - It took
centuries for the unification of Germany
and Italy.

CANADA’S YOUNG MEN OUGHT TO REJOICE
to find that thosé who have gone before
them have not done everything. There
was something left for them to do. We
had gained local and internal self gov-
ernment. Joe Howe and Sir Leonard
Tilley would not have been such prom-
inent men if they had not been called
upon to fight the struggle for this. The
suppression of the Riel rebellion showed
that we were masters in our own house.
Woe to the man who tried to dispute
that. We wanted a share in foreign
relations—war, peace and treaty-mak-
ingand some measure of commercial
co-operation between the different parts
of the empire.  There were only two
ways of undertaking the responsibilities

dertake them alone or in partnership
with the richest, greatest, and most
liberty-loving ~empire on the globe.
Which was the best way, by undertaking
them as a puisne independence—a count-
ry only tolerated 2 No, we should under-
take them as a partner of Great Britain
Great Britain could force the United
Srates tagive us free access to their mar-
kets for certain of our products. ~Unre-
stricted reciprocity meant the gurrender
of ourfiscal independence to the United
States. Independent Canada was out of
the question. If the empire was broken
up what chance would there be for any
part of it to see a place in history ? We
had to choose between our rightful place
in history or the question of & North
American republic. Take your choice.

The speaker was loudly applauded as
he resumed hisseat, and a vote of thanks
moved by Mayor Peters and seconded
by Senator Boyd was tendered him, after
which the meeting broke up.

Althoungh the Stories of the Men on the
Wharf and those in the Water
Differ.

Yesterday afternoon Coroner Berry-
man held an inquest on the body of the
girl, Ethel Allen, found drowaned.

John Geary, a fireman on the steamer
Dominion, was the first witness examin-
ed. Hedeposed that he was on watch
on the steamer between 12 o’clock and 4
on the morning of the 24th. of April
About five minutes past 3 he heard the
persons in the small hoat just as they
reached Reed’s Point wharf. He heard
some one shout “Oh my God, you
will drown us.” Witness aroused the
other hands on the steamer. Afterwards
the crew got ropes and endeavored - to
quiet.the women by saying that they
would all be saved. When the rope
wag lowered witness said: “Let us
save the women first.” The first person
pulled up was & man. Notwithstanding
witness demanded that the women
should be saved first, every time the
rope was pulled up & man was hanging
to it. Five men were in this way rescued,
hefore any of the women were saved.
The men when they were pulled upon
the wharf disappeared and gave no

atall in the others,

@ To the coroner—In my opinion the
men did not act right. Iswear thatI
think the women could have been saved.
We did aj] we could to save them. I
saw the three women in the boat. Miss
Worden was savedbecause she had hold
of a rope. Isaw her in the water, At
first: I heard one of the women refuse to
be pulled out by a rope. Later on
I heard them say they would be
willing to be tied on the rope and be
hoisted up by it. g

Witness re-called—I swear that I saw
two of the men (whom I can identily,
but cannot name), after the rescue, near-
ly drunk.

Alfred Powell and Thomas Melanson,
deckhands on the steamer, were also ex-
amined, and their evidence went to
strengthen what the first witness had
said.

IN THE EVENING

the enquiry was resumed and Mabel
Worden was called. She deposed. that
she was at the dance in Carleton, the
night before the drowning. In the boat
which brought them across the harbor
were 11 persons. There did not seem
to be apy liquor drinking. When they
reached the city side the boat struck
the steamer Dominion. Witness remain-
ed in the boat and called for help.

A couple of young men were first
drawn up by the ropes; none of those
in the boats tried in any way to assist
her. The young men could have placed
the ropes in the hands of the girls.
Witness insisted that she and the other
girls be drawn up on-the- steamer, bat
no rope was attached to her at any time.
Had the same assistance been given the
girls as was given the men she believed
all would have been saved.
