She will. sell
bread, cakes and pies at the old stand
on Myrtle avenue, just as she did before
that awful day at Coney.

Sam and Eva stepped ashore from the
City of Birmingham at an-early hour
yesterday. “Sam was met by his faithful
wife, while Eva was met by her sister’s
brother-inslaw. They were driven to
their home at No. 277 Cumberland
street, Brooklyn.

And what a welcome it was! Asplen-
did supper had been prepared. Sam did
not have much appetite. He was anx-
ious to retire. But Eva was hungry, and
the pair told their famous story between
bites. They told how the tide had car-
ried them out upon the ocean, how they
had been picked up by a Spanish ship,
then transferred to another vessel, and
how they had finally been landed on
the Florida coast.

Mrs. Thornton listened to the story
with great interest. She could not help
pitying her husband and sister when
she learned how they had been compell-
ed to walk all the way to Jacksonville.
And then there was some talk about the
cruel statement made by a Pullman-éar
porter, who said he had seen both Eva
and Sam aboard of his car.

Sam and Eva remained at home yes-
terday. They wouldn’t see reporters.
Will Thornton, Sam’s brother, alone was
visible.

“We have nothing to say now,” he
said. “Sam and Eva are with us. We
are glad that they are here. Of course,
we believe their story. The§ didn’t
elope. Mrs. Thornton  believes them.
Why shouldn’t she? My brother enjoys
an excellent reputation.’ No, really you
cannot see him. Maybe he’ll give out a
statement some future day.”

But there are those who laugh at that
tale of the sea. William Johnson, the
Coney island life-guard, is one. °

“The beath between Balmer’s and the
old Irom ‘Pier,” he said yesterdry,“is
guarded by six skilled surfmen irr three
lifeboats. These men are on duty from
7a.m.to7 p.m. The tide was high at
2 p.m. on Aug. 27. Thornton claims
that he entered the water at that hour.
The water was then protected by five
rows of one-inch rope each 300 feet long,
supported by long spiles. There was an
outside line over 400 feet in length. Had
Mr. Thornton and -Miss Eva passed be-
yond these lines, which is not at all pro-
bable, they would have floated past the
lifeboats. Guard Le Count and I occu-
pied the boat at Raimer's. We did not
see them, and I don’t believe they
floated past us. Mrs. Johnston, my wife,
supplied Miss Jewell with her bathing
costume about 7 p. m. It will thus be
seen that they couldn’t have drifted past
us at 2 p. m., when the tide was high.”
The City of Birmingham left Savannah
at 9.30 o'clock Wednesday morning.
Sam and Eva came from Jacksonville
the night before and at once went on
board the boat. There were barely a
dozen passengers on the up trip at this
time of year, so the little colony got well
acquainted. Great interest was taken
in these passengers with a history. The
World containing Thornton’s detailed
statement of their miraculous escape
from drowning had been distributed
through the South, so the steamer pas-
sengers knew all about the strange
story.

The couple brought no baggage. They
had none. Miss Jewell’s costume, how-
ever, was quite appropriate for ship-
board. Her white flannel gown was
new. The skirt hung plainly, while the
sailor waist was gridled by a dress cord,
the ends of which swung loosely. She
wore a dark red felt sailor hat, trimmed
with a black ribbon. Upon her third
finger was a gold ring, set with an oval
ruby. On ber right hand was a small
diamond solitaire ring. She has also a
pair of Rhinestone eardrops.

Miss Jewell is small and slender and
apparently about twenty-eight years
old. She has snapping black eyes and
heavy dark hair, which she wears in a
coil low in the neck.

Thornton’s costume bore no evidences
of hasty preparation. He wore a cheap
cassimere suif of gray, which was new,
with a turn down collar, plain black tie
and an ordinary black derby hat. He
weighs about 200 pounds and moves
slowly. He has a fat face, a short sandv
mustache and square jaws. He speaks
with a drawl and stops often to think,
especially when telling his strange tale.
Thornton and his sister-in-law were
close companions throughout the voy-
age. The water was calm and the weath-
er warm, and Miss Jewell sat on the
deck most of the three days. In the
early evenings she reclined in one cor-
ner of the cushioned seats which run a-
round the cabin stairway, while Thorn-
ton dozed as a companion piece in the
opposite corner.

After the first day some of the gentle-
men got into the couple’s good graces,
and gradually broached the subject of
particular interest. Mr. Thornton was
averse to talking. He gazed sheepishly
over the water. But the natty Miss
Jewell told, as chipper as you please, the
smoothest kind of a story. When she
talked she looked right into the eyes of
her listener, with a confidence which
made her story a convincing argument.
Two gentlemen who talked with Miss
Jewell admitted that they came on
board firmly convinced that “her story
wasa yarn.

“But I tell you I believe it now,” the
older one said, while the other nodded
assent. ‘“Why, that little woman tells
the straightest kind of a story, and she
hasn’t contradicted herself once.”

When the boat whistled for Quarantine
Miss Jewell was asleep in her cushioned
corner. Thornton had walked out on
deck with a passenger. When the
World reporter went aboard Miss Jewell

was arranging her hair in tbe cabin.
Thornton sat with face downcast near by.
She laughed, but he was very sober when
addressed. Other passengers lounged
about.

Both agreed that they had experienced
strange things, while Miss Jewell cheer-
illy remarked :

“Wasn’t it all wonderful ?”

Thomas Nesbit
president of the Mechanics’ Whale Fish-
ing Co., died long ago; W. & R. Wright
who built many of the ships of their
fleet, on Courtenay bay, removed to Eng-
and and Jenz since joined the silent
majority; Dr. Gesner, the natural-
ist, who was their contemporary,
made sore by trial and
disappointment occupies an unknown
grave in Nova Scotia: Thomas Milledge
and Captain Cudlip and Captain Stewart

There has been a large increase daily
in the number of visitors at the exhibit-
jon since it opened on the 28rd inst, and
as the exhibition proper is & purely in-
dustrial affair, that such should be the
case may be get down as evidence of
the sound sense and utilitarian views
of our people. We have here an exposi-
tion of what our people are capable of
in the hanical and orna tal arts,
and one to which it appears to us we
may point with no small degree of pride,
Take the show of carriages and other ve-
hicles for example, they are no more like
those which were in use on the streets of
St. John forty years ago than is the
splendid exhibit of Oxford tweeds like
the kerseys our grandmothers spun and
wove during the first half of the century.
The old time carriages and sleighs were
perhaps better adapted to use on the
streets and roads of their day than those
that are now in use; but the change in-
dicates other changes in our Ways of
life, which place us,in our surroundings,
little if any behind the people of the old-
er and more populous countries of the
world. We see, also, in the art gal-
lery and in the domestic man-
ufactures of the wives and daughters of
the country, evidences of a pure and cul-
tivated taste which were much less fre-
quently observed two or three decades
ago. Of course, allusion might be prop-
erly made to many other departments of
the exhibition confirmatory of our views,
but it is unnecessary. It seems regret-
table, since from the farm, orchard and
garden o much is derived that ministers
to our happiness, that their products
have no place in the exhibition. Our
first father was a gardner, and the culti-
vation of the soil, from necessity as well
as choice, is the occupation of a majority
of his descendants. While our country is
rich in minerals,in forests,and its waters
are full of fish, agriculture, orcharding,
gardening and stock raising must always
occupy the attention of a large per-
centage of our people, and  too
much encouragement cannot be giv-
en those engaged in such pursuits. We
hold it to be quite settled that exhibit-
ions will be held here annually in the
future and we hope and believe that in
those exhibitions, the products of the
farm will occupy & prominent place.

RECOGNIZING  LITERATURE IN CANADA.

It is quite a new departure in Can-
adian politics,to find literature receiving
any recognition in the House of Com-
mons. Yesterday in committee of sup-
ply Mr. McNeill made a suggestion that
a place in the library of parliament
staff be given to the Rev. W. W. Camp-
bell, the poet and author of “Lake Lyr-
ics.” He expressed the opinion that lit-
erature should be recognized by the
people of Canada in some way, and that
it would be a gracefal thing to remove
Mr. Campbell from his present position
as a poorly paid clerk in one of the de-
partments to the library, where he would
be surrounded with books and able todo
something for literature. It is greagly
to the honor of the honorable Mr. Laur-
jer that he endorsed this suggestion,and
spoke most highly of Mr. Camp-
bel’s works. It is to be hoped
that the government will carry
out the idea and relieve Can-
ada from the disgrace of having no rec-
ognition for literary merit. The Rev.
Mr. Campbell isa delightful poet and
has done work of which any country
might be proud. Such a man certainly
should receive the preference in such a
position as the library affords over men
with noclaims to literary taste. It is
quite true that Mr. Griffin, who is joint
librarian of the parliamentery lihrary isa
literary man,but itis well known that his
appointment was not due to his literary
merits but to his having been for a long
time the editor of a political paper. If
we were to judge of the taste of the Can-
adian people by the public recognition
they accord their literary men Wwe
would have to place them very
low in the scale of humanity.
But it is well known that the
feelings of literary and cultivated people
jn Canada are by no means represented
in the public appointments. The success-
ful boodler, the zealous ward worker, the
clamorous ofiice seeker, who has proved
his unfitness to make a living in any
other way, these are the favorities for
offices in this Dominion. Perhaps we
shall have a new regime now inaugerat-
ed under the new premier, or perhaps
when the leader of the opposition attains
power he will begin & new gystem of ap-
pointments. Certainly there is room
for much improvement in the system
of appointments {0 office not only in the

recognition of literary merit but of such
common virtues as industry, honesty
and integrity in the common interests
of Canada.

00D ADVICE FROM ENGLAND-

Some of the English newspapers are
amusing themselves by delivering lec-
tures and homilies on corruption in
Canada. These lectures are, no doubt,
very edifying to the persons to whom
they are addressed, and they probably
give a large amount of satisfactionto
the persons who utter them. Itis always
an agreeable thing to be able to censure
one’s neighbors, and the English people
are especially good at that form of
recreation. It wassaid by an English
literary man that the Jeading vice
of the English people was hypoc-
ricy, and this statement has been
frequently verified by the attitude of the
British public towards offenders. The
holy horror with which men hold up
their hands in public at the mention of
vices of which they themselves are
guilty in private, is certainly a remark-
able proof of the adaptability of the
human mind to the various circumstanc-
es of life. We trust that while our Eng-
lish critics are engaged in condemning
corruption in Canada they are not leav-
ing any of that article at home unattend-
ed to. If menin Canada sell themselves
to the _highest bidder at election times,
and if public men in Canada take
bribes and become boodlers they
can say that the example of
these vices came to them from
England. England has been in times
past the home of political corruption,and
the only way in which elections in
England are now kept pure is by the en-
actment of election laws of a penal char-
acter,which proyide most severe punish-
ments for the givingor taking of bribes.
Under these circumstances it might be
as well for our English critics to refrain
from being too severe on the people of
Canada, who certainly are not more

that those of other English-speaking
countries.

CRICKET IN AMERICA.

The English game of cricket has never
obtained & very solid footing in America,
except in Philadelphia and vicinity. It
is objected to on the ground that the game
takes tco long to play, the people of this
continent having less leisure than those
of England. The cricket match between
the gentlemen of Jingland and an all
Philadelphia eleven, which was conclud-
ed at that city yesterday, while itwasa
fine display of cricket, illustrated the
the chief objection to the game. It was
commenced on Friday, and consequent-
ly occupied the better part of three days.
That the Philadelphians won washighly
creditable to them, for we must assume
that the eleven brought out by Lord
Hawkewas a good one, and indeed
their playing showed that. The English-
men made 259 runs in the first and 171
in the second innings, a total of 430 runs.
The Philadelphians made 241 runs in
the first inning, and when they went to
the batin the second inning they had
189 to make to win. This they secured
with the loss of but two wickets, so that
their viclory is a very handsome one.
The winning of this game will probably
make cricket more popular than ever in
Philadelphia. It must be admitted,
however, that no national game is the
equal of lacrosse in those features which
make a game worthy of publicfavor. It
can hardly be doubted that in the
course of years lacrosse will supersede
both cricket and baseball.

Many readers of the GAZETTE have
been pained to hear of the death of Dr
Samuel George Woodforde, whose remains
will be laid away in their last resting place
at 2.30 o’clock tomorrow afternoon. Dr.
Woodforde, was a gentleman of high-
standing in his profession and an accom-
plished scholar in ancient and modern
literature. His father, Dr. William
Woodforde, was born at Ansford House,
Somersetshire, England, and gerved as
assistant surgeon on the peninsula, un-
der Wellington and was wounded at the
seige of Badajoz. He came to New
Brunswick with the 104th  regi-
ment, 1812-13, as assigtant surgeon,
and accompanied it on its
memorable  march to Quebec,
Later, he returned to Fredericton, where
he practised medicine for many years,
and married Lucy Ann Miller, & daugh-
ter of Col. Miller, a Loyalist, who was in
command of one of the provinicial regi-
ments, and by whom he reared a family
of two sonsand two daughters. The
mother of Dr. Woodforde was a sister of
Judge Winslow of Massachusetts, and
her oldest sister was the wife of Hon Col
Harris Hailes, once president of this pro-
vince. She and her husband were buried
in the old graveyard at Fredericton. The
elder Dr. Woodforde built and occupied
for many years the house with
a verandah in front that stands on
Brunswick street, near the Fredericton
cathedral. When quite advanced in
years he retorned to Sumersetshire,
England, where he died. Dr. Samuel
George Woodforde, who was born in
1821, went to England in 1835 or 1836,
studied at Guy’s Hospital and graduat-
ed in Germany in 1840. He was in
London at the coronation and marriage
of Queen Victoria, watched the burning
of the Armory tower from London
bridge, heard Peel and O'Connor speak
in parliament, attended the fumera]l of
Sir Astley Cooper, saw Wellington and
Lord Brougham frequently, and returned
to this province in 1844 The widow of
Dr. Woodforde is ‘a daughter of the late
Rev. Abram Wood, rector of Cambridge,
Queens Co.

GLADSTONE'S SUCCESSOR.

Sir William Vernon Harcourt to Be the
Man.

LoxnoN, Sept. 26.—The arrangements
made for Mr. Gladstone’s journey to
Scotland this week, and for his visit to
Newecastle next week, afford grounds for
the belief that his health is not satisfac-
tory. He travelled northward at night
in order to avoid the excitement of the
crowds and the temptation to address
them, and he was wrapped up with a
care which is far from characteristic of
the grand old man when in his normal
health. The same care will be taken for
his health and cowfort on his journey to
Newcastle. There will be no demon-
stration of local Liberals as originally
arranged. However, they have been in-
formed that the grand old man will drive
through the streets of the town to the
railway station Saturday forenoon, along
a route which will enable tens of thous-
ands of the workingmen to see him, but
this planis subject to conditions, that
Mr. Gladstone will not have suffered
from the exertion of addressing the great
public meeting on the previous evening,
and that the weather must be warm and
sunny. :

The political campaign in which Mr.
Gladstone will thus take only & moment-~
ary, although conspicuous, part, Was
virtually opened this week by John
Morley at Cambridge and Sir William
Vernon Harcourt, followed with a rous-
ing oration at Ashton last night.

The leadership of the party, when
death shall have taken it from Mr. Glad-
stone, was long ago settled in Harcourt’s
favor. John Morley had many great
qualities, among them political
consistency, for which there is not over=
much room in this, as in other countries,
nowadays, and he obstinately declines
to submit to the course of intellectual
massage which Harcourt has under-
gone with such advantage that his opin-
jons have become as supple as India
rubber. A year or two ago Morley ang-
ered the advanced section of the trade
unionists by refusing to accept the prin-
ciple of a compulsory eight-hour work-
ingday. - Since then that question has
come to the forefront for the labor pro-
gramme, and will soon be an orthodox

millenial light.” In the Japan mission
there has been again in the member-
ship for the year of 103. The event of
the year was the dedication of the new
brick mission church in the Chinese
quarter of Victoria. . The cost of the
building was $6,000, of which the Chin-
ese contributed $1,000. The gain in
the Chinese mission is 38. A new
church is to be erected in New
Westminster and a new mission
is to be established. The out gain in the
Indian membership is 76, while the
home work shows a gain of 1800, more
than half of which is contributed by the
Montreal and Manitoba conferences.

The statistical report in connection
with this shows that there are 399 do-
mestic missions, 47 Indian, 7 French,
3 Chinese and 19 Japanese, total 475; em-
ploying 414 missionaries, 118 assistants,
47 teachers, 15 interpreters. The total
income was $243,015,43; an increase of
$22,989,00 over last year. The expendi-
ture is $219,980,78 ; an increase of $8,498,-
00; & surplus of $23,034,65.
