Reasons for Green’s Retirement are Disclosed—Tre­
mendous Jobbery in the Lands and 

Works Department.

*Wild Land Tax.
Mr. Brewster’s remarks on the wild 

land tax were very favorably received.

Government’s Policy is to Advantage 
of Speculators Who are Not 

Slow to Act.
MOTOR YACHT RACING.

In no more striking way has the in­
capacity of the present government of 
British Columbia been shown than in 
the management of the timber re­
sources of the country. The demand 
for the timber lands of the province has 
become so great that it is fairly esti­
mated that from the revenues to be 
derived from chat source alone the 
debts of the province could be entirely 
paid off. This would of course be un­
der proper administration and not ac­
cording to the system which the pres­
ent government pursues.

The timber of the province is rapidly 
passing into the hands of speculators, 
who in many instances are reaping a 
rich reward at once or in other cases 
are holding the lands at what is mere­
ly a nominal charge, assured that in 
the course of a few years they will 
make an immense profit out of the in­
vestment.

The government’s policy is one 
which plays directly into the hands of 
speculators and is not calculated to 
insure the passing of the timber re­
sources of the country to those who 
will make use of them by the erection 
of mills and the employment of labor 
in the manufacture of lumber. On the 
contrary the system by which the 
lands are acquired affords an excel­
lent chance for those acquainted with 

, l the to get in and .by paying
a nraRffxt séntaL whfoh amouhes to 
only about 22 cents an acre, hold the 
timber for an assured increase in price.

The hundreds of applications for 
timber licences appearing from week 
to week in the, Provincial Gazette are 
not pretended to be for the immediate 
use of the applicants. In most cases 
the applicants will frankly acknowl­
edge that they are taking advantage 
of a mischievous system in order to 
speculate In what is a sure advantage 
to themselves. They realize the weak- \ 
ness of the government policy is so far 
as the public interests are concerned, 
but are taking advantage of the law 
as it stands to acquire a fortune by an 
easy method. These speculators are 
ready to express the private opinion 
that the province is deriving but a very 
small share of what it should get out 
of the timber resources.

So disadvantageous to the interests 
of the provincial treasury does this 
system act that the holder of licenses 
which hase been made transferable 
and for which only 22 cents an acre is 
paid, have been offered in many cases 
very large bonuses as an inducement 
for them to transfer. It is usual for 
a bonus of from $6 to $10 an acre to be 
offered over and above the government 
dues, but with the advantages which 
are sure to follow by the holding of 
these timber lands the licensees In 
many cases refuse to part with them 
at these prices.

The government thus hands out to 
the speculator at merely a nominal 
figure the timber lands of the province, 
while the latter in turn is put in a 
position to make a fortune by dispos­
ing of the timber to the • actual mill- 
men or loggers, who must buy at the 
speculator’s own price.

The government crows over the vast 
sums derived from the sale of the tim­
ber lands, but only a very small per­
centage of the money paid by the actu­
al manufacturers of the timber goes 
into the treasury of the province. On 
the contrary the government by its 
policy assists the speculator to hold 
up the mill men.

The manufacturers would gladly deal 
directly with the government, and the 
result would be a much more satisfac­
tory arrangement.

The policy in Ontario where the sale 
of timber berths has resulted in plac­
ing the finances of that province in a 
most satisfactory condition could, ac­
cording to those best acquainted with 
the condition, be well followed in large 
part by British Columbia. When a 
timber area is applied for in Ontario a 
survey is made by the government, and 
after advertising the tract is offered at 
competition, and the highest bonus of­
fered takes the berth. The 
ment dues are all payable as in Brit­
ish Columbia, in addition to the bonus 
paid. The result of this system is to 
increase the revenues of the province 
many times over what they are in Brit­
ish Columbia without working any 
hardship on any one.

(Special to the Times.)
Vancouver, B. C., Jan. 22.—The Van­

couver World this afternoon says: “In 
1905 a company called the Transconti­
nental Exploration Syndicate applied to 
R. F. Green, then chief commissioner 
of Lands and Works, for leases of 32 
sections of coal lands on Pine river 
which, when the early construction of 
the Grand Trunk Pacific railway 
through that portion of British Colum­
bia is considered, are certain to be­
come of great and immédiate value. 
Representing the Transcontinental Ex­
ploration Syndicate was Sir Adolph 
Caron, formerly a Conservative min­
ister of the Crown at Ottawa.

The application was refused by Mr. 
Green, who Alleged as a reason that the 
Dominion government had not then se­
lected the 3,500,000 acres of land in the 
northwest corner of this province 
which were conveyed to it by the terms 
of the settlement act under which the 
Esquimau & Nanaimo railway was 
hum-

value of the shares which were to be 
given to him as a free gift, and which 
were rated at one pound eighteen 
shillings, was $37,000.

Mr. Green replied thanking Caron 
for his very great kindness. The 
leases were then issued by the chief 
commissioner to the Transportation 
Exploration Syndicate.

Caron also secured leases for coal 
lands on Telqua river in the same sec­
tion of the country for which Green 
was given another share in the name 
of Neil McKay.

Later on there was a hitch. Either 
Green thought he had not received 
sufficiently large share of the plunder 
or an objection was raised 'by one of 
the chief’s colleagues.

The lawyers were persistent in press-, 
ing Sir Adolph Caron's claims. Mr. 
Green put up a s^iow of resistance, but 
was dumbfounded when confronted 
with Sir Adolph Çaron’s letter and hiâ 
own letter thanking Sir Adolph for his 
great kindness and instructing him to 
issue the shares in Neil McKay. The 
difficulties must have been smoothed 
away, for it is stated in the Province, 
a government organ printed in Van­
couver, on the 10th of October last, that 
the Transportation Exploration Syndi­
cate had been formed in London with 
a capital of $400,000 to explore and

develop the coal measures in Telqua 
valley.

In the interval that elapsed between

gift of which Mr. Green had thanked 
Sir Adolphe Caron for this great kind­
ness, was appointed deputy in Mr. 
Gore’s place.

It was probably felt that the custo­
dian of the shares should be changed. 
At any rate the name of Granville 
Cuppage, a junior clerk In the lands 
and works department at Victoria, ap­
pears in the Province of October 10th, 
as one of the directors of this company 
that is about to spend $400,000 in de­
veloping the coal lands along the line 
of the G. T. P.

From whom Mr. Cuppage got his 
shares is not at present known, but 
there is reason to believe that1 the 
$37,000 worth of stock which was origin­
ally conveyed to Neil Mackay is the 
shares which Mr. Granville Cuppage 
represents, and by virtue of which he 
sits as a director of the company.

The above is a plain narratlon^of » nçf!*t 
appalling instance of provincial govern- 

j ment corruption. Readers will have no 
difficulty in arriving at a conclusion un­
favorable to the government.

The correspondence has been photo­
graphed, and Mr. Green’s letter thanking 
Sir Adolph for his munificence and re­
questing that the shares be placed in Mr.

would have to be adopted, 
patch from Montreal to-day indicates 
that this course will be decided upon. 
It is safe to say, however, that the 
C. P. R. in adopting the line according 
to the original survey, namely, by the 
Yellow Head Pass, has not yet finally 
decided upon the terminal point ori-the 
Pacific. This is a matter which will 
occupy their attention later.

The invasion of the northern portion 
of British Columbia by the C. P. R. and 
the consequent opening up of that sec­
tion of the province which must fol­
low construction, is the direct result of 
the policy pursued by the Dominion 
government in providing for the build­
ing of the G. T. P. through new Bri­
tish Columbia without any aid from the 
province.

The C. P. R. in its effort to meet the

Captain T. H. Worsnop, the general 
manager of the Canadian-Mexican Pa­
cific steamship line, which will shortly 
operate between Vancouver, Victoria 
and Mexican ports, is now in the city 
making final arrangements in connec­
tion with the enterprise. He is accom­
panied by F. E. Dixon, one of the work­
ing partners in Harris & Dixon, of 
London, a firm which is one of the 
largest shipowners in England.

The new steamship company has been 
organized and capitalized by Messrs. 
Harris & Dixon, who are associated 
with G. F. Symons. These London con­
cerns own 21 steamships, which ply all 
over the world, and the partners of 
these firms, who are the prime movers 
in the enterprise, have subscribed the 
capital for the Canadian-Mexican Pa­
cific Steamship Company.

Captain Worsnop is very optimistic in 
connection with the new enterprise and 
gave some interesting details this 
morning.

“Victoria will be our headquarters on 
the Pacific, ’ he sad. “J. H. Greer 
has been appointed freight and pas­
senger agent for British Columbia. To 
him is due the suggestion of this 
scheme, which is now rapidly ap­
proaching completion.

“We will start into business during 
the first week in April. The steamship 
Georgia, which is now on her way here, 
will sail from Salina Cruz on the 1st of 
April, we hope, and then the project 
will have been inaugurated.

“The ports of call in British Columbia

This is in 
order to show what Canada and MexV* 
have to offer to each other, 
carry merchandise of every descrip­
tion. and expe#t to bring shipments 
from Eastern Canada for the Mexican 
Pacific coast.

Captain Worsnop is very enthusiastic 
over the project, and considers that 
there are few finer fields for commercial 
and shipping enterprise than that along 
the Pacific coast.

Most of them 
had been soldiers in India. Personally, 
he would not favor them as a class for 
immigrants, but they were superior to 
the Chinese, and would make better 
citizens in this country than in India. 
At present there were about 2,000 of 
them in Canada. The committee de­
cided to appoint Dr. Nugent as a 
special missionary among the Can­
adian Hindus for the next six months 
as an experiments In view of the in­
creased cost of living in Western Can­
ada the salaries of missionaries will be 
increased.

He said, speaking in one 
of the Fraser River constituencies, that

He said he had not 
forgotten that all the Victoria mem­
bers of the legislature resisted the de­
sire of the government to dispose of 
the Songhees reserve as it saw fit by 
order in council as it turned over the 
Prince Rupert townsite to a company 
of speculative advepturers to sell 
to the Grand Trunk Pacific Rail­
way Company upon such terms as they 
could with the maximum of profit to 
themselves. The Victoria representa­
tives in the Legislature very properly 
took the position that the Legislature 
alone had the power to dispose of the 
public lands of the province and the 
government had no right and should 
never have been granted the power to

A WQRD WITH MESSRS. THOM­

The candidates of the McBride gov­
ernment in this city have made their 
first addresses to the constituents they 
aspire to represent.

Thomson, Behnsen and Davey may 
think, the people of Victoria believe 
that this city, by reason of its climatic 
advantages and the fact that it is the 
legislative centre of the province, is 

future specially qualified to become the edu­
cational centre of British Columbia 
also. They know that if natural laws 
were permitted to exert their legiti­
mate influence1 it would become the 
educational centre of the Farthest 
West. The McBride government has 
undertaken to thwart and pervert the 
forces of gravity with respect to edu­
cation. For the benefit of the support­
ers of the McBride government in this 
city we shall endeavor to point out 
some of the objectionable features of 
the government’s educational policy, 
and we ask Messrs. Thomson, Behnsen 
and Davey to controvert our state­
ments if they can and to advance rea­
sons why the electors of Victoria 
should support them and keep the gov­
ernment they represent in power.

The legislation relating to McGill 
University introduced by and passed 
under pressure from the government, 
then, has several objectional features. 
This legislation creates the Royal In- 
sitütion for the Advancement of 
Learning (a sufficiently high-sounding 
title, by the way), of which the Minis­
ter of Education and the Superintend­
ent of Education, for the time being, 
are made ex-officio members. This 
body is given power to establish, “at 
such place in British Columbia as Mc­
Gill University may designate,” a col­
lege for the higher education of men 
and women, which, the act provides, 
shall be deemed to be a college of Mc- 

and upon Gill University. The courses of study 
in this college are to be presecribed by, 
and the degrees aimed at are to be the 
degrees of, that university.

The purpose of this legislation, it is 
quite apparent, is to constitute McGill 
University the official organ for the 
conduct of higher education in this 
province. That is to say, the legisla­
tion aims at giving to the college to 
be established under it, although that 
college is to be a member of the group 
of colleges forming McGill University, 
the status of an institution of learn­
ing receiving the special countenance 
of the province. With the prestige 
arising from its official connection with 
the government there w’ould seem to be

Record Number of X7isitors.

It is most satisfactory to be able 
to say that during 1905 we had the 
largest number of visitors in the his­
tory of the city. This fact has been 
ascertained from information supplied 
by the transportation companies. In 
last year’s report it was estimated that 
over fifty thousand people visited the 
city during1 that year: 
must have had at least sixty thou­
sand people in 1906. The hotel 
prietors tell us that we had a better 
cl^ss of people this year, and that 
must of them stayed with us a much 
longer time: therefore the benefits de- 
rivëd must have been much greater 
and more money must have been left 
here. In the report of 1905 it was 
estimated that the amount received 
by the city was $500,000; therefore a 
conservative estimate of the cash val­
ue of this traffic this year cannot be 
less than $700.000.

Retail merchants claim that they 
never had such a prosperous year, 
especially during the summer months. 
It must be borne in mind that

XX7e inserted, about a fortnight before 
the exhibition, a full-page advertise­
ment in the Manitoba Free Press, 
at intervals afterwards two or *three 
quarter-page advertisements, which at­
tracted a great deal of attention and 
brought inquiries from a very large 
number of people. This full-page ad­
vertisement has been pronounced by 
experts to be one of the best adver­
tisements of a city ever issued.

• ful men, spurs them on to new suc­
cesses in developing the rich resources 
that they find at hand.”

Amalgamation of the 100,000 Club.

As you are aware in the early part 
of the year a movement was set. on 
foot to organize a 100,000 Club. Several 
large public meetings were held for 
this purpose. It was the opinion of the 
meeting that such a club would to a 
large extent do the same kind of work 
and cover the same ground as this as­
sociation, therefore it was decided to 
amalgamate, if possible, the two asso­
ciations and the amalgamation took 
place.

increased prosperity has not been 
brought about by the establishment 
of new industries, but by a steady in­
flux of visitors and permanent resi­
dents, and which we did not have be­
fore the organization of this associa­
tion. But this business has not been 
confined to the summer months. At 
the present time there are nearly 
one thousand visitors from XVinnipeg 
and the Northwest in the city. Our 
hotels are turning people away, and 
so far this winter ower two thousand 
people from this section have visited 
the city. During the coming year sev­
eral new hotels are likely to be built, 
and more new residences than in any 
previous years, while two or three 
large business blocks are contemplated. 
At the present time two existing hotels 
are being enlarged to double their pres­
ent capacity. These results, excellent 
as they are, are not by any means the 
most apparent. There never was a 
time in the history of the city when 
so much real estate changed hands as 
during the past year, nor when gen­
eral business was so good. On a rough 
calculation between two and three mil­
lion dollars, at least, of outside capi­
tal has been invested during the past 
year in real estate, and the prospects 
are than even more will be invested this 
coming year*.

This committee endeavored from the 
very date of their organization to 
carry out the objects for which they 
were organized, namely, to bring new 
industries to the city and to encourage 
those now established.

The exhibition room was not 
intended to be a source of profit to the 
association, but a benefit to the city 
and to the individual manufacturers. 
It entails more labor on the staff, is a 
source of expense, has increased the 
liability in running expenses in rent, 
lighting, etc., in addition to the $700 
or $800 that has been sunk in altera­
tions, and there is scarcely sufficient 
revenue in return to cover its running 
expenses.

J. D. McNiven was not ashamed of 

the record of himself and his colleagues 
In the house.

Land Scandals.
Referring to the land scandals Mr. 

McNiven said that investigations had 
been repeatedly held in order to go 
into transactions which were very 
shady. Of course the government was 
white-washed in each case, the com­
mittees having a majority of govern­
ment members on them. The Kltimaat 
land deal, the Kaien Island matter and 
others were referred to. A scapegoat 
had been made of the chief clerk in 
the lands department, but two days 
before dissolution, the really guilty 
party wadr forced to resign—Hon. R. 
F. Green. The electors could easily 
realize why Mr. Green resigned.

If J. A. Macdonald were returned to 
power, the people would have a man 
who would do as he said he would.

When the meeting opened His Wor­
ship welcomed the new members of the 
council and briefly explained to them 
the work that lay before them. He 
stated that he was not going to plan 
out the work for them this year, as he 
did not think it was necessary. His 
Worship then made reference to the 
standing committees which had been 
appointed for the year.

No Friend of Victoria.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, when he came 

into power, said that he was going to 
make Ottawa the Washington of Can­
ada. To do this a sum of money had 
been appropriated to improve not only 
the grounds of the parliament build­
ings, but also the surroundings of the 
city, so that a national pride might be 
taken in the federal capital. Not a 
voice was raised against it. What had 
the present government done to help 
beautify Victoria. Quoting from the 
records of the city council’s proceed­
ings/ Mr: Drury pointed to the fact 
that the chief commissioner applied 
for free water for the grounds of the 
parliament buildings. But this econo­
my was not exercised In this way in 
Vancouver, where the government paid 
for the water used on the lawns in 
front of the government square there.

Mr. Cameron had introduced an 
amendment by which the city of Vic­
toria was to be given a park site, 
grounds for a school, and also that the 
city should have the chance to pur­
chase 17% acres for commercial pur­
poses. The city members supported 
this, but the government voted, against 
it, supported by the Conservatives and 
the Socialists.

The School Act of the province had 
been a disastrous one upon the educa­
tional system. With reference to the 
powers given to McGill University, 
Mr. Hall said he did not approve of 
McGill coming to the province and 
usurping the university functions of 
the province. He had no quarrel with 
the McGill, but no special privilege 
should be given that institution. Sub­
scriptions in aid of it had been sought 
from the people of the province, and 
next session he expected to see that 
institution seeking aid from the legis­
lature.

Mr. Hall did not seriously consider 
Dr. E. Hall as a typical workingman. 
He was hardly “fish, fowl or good red 
herring," from the standpoint of the 
working interests. He had no respect 
for a man who was made a catspaw 
in the interests of the Conservatives. 
That was the way he looked upon the 
position Dr. Hall was filling.

The speaker said that he was glad to 
see that Ralph Smith, M. P., was en­
deavoring to have the wages of custom 
house employees increased. He was 
also glad that a movement was on foot 
to increase the wages of men employed 
by the city. He had always believed 
in giving workingmen good wages. 
(Applause.)

The mover explained that, as there 
was only four months before the sum­
mer season would commence, it was 
imperative that something be done to­
ward increasing the supply. The mo­
tion carried.

That 
institution took the money which was 
given by the people of British Columbia 
and appropriated it not alone to the 
purposes of education along the lines 
of McGill University, but to fight other 
institutions which were doing work fh 
the province.

Fuel Situatioif at Winnipeg Still Seri­
ous—Took Coal From Car.

The Songhees Reserve.
Mr. Drury went Into the history of 

the movement made to retain the B. C. 
Paint Company in Victoria by which It 
was sought, to get a site on the Indian 
reserve. Mr. Drury said that he had. 
gone over to see the premier on the 
matter. Mr. McBride promised to call 
a special meeting of the executive to 
deal with this. When he (Mr. Drury) 
went back the premier had forgotten 
it, and further delays resulted. The 
proposition was put forward* that the 
paint company would pay 6 per cent, 
per annum on the valuation fixed upon 
the land. Premier McBride would not 
consent to this, and wanted to know 
what Ottawa would do. Finally Pre­
mier McBride said he would not give 
any answer that day as to what he 
would do, and added, “I do not forget 
that the Victoria city members voted 
against the Songhees Reserve Act in 
the legislautre."

This was but on a par with the pre­
mier’s statement four year’s ago in 
opposing fish traps for Vancouver Isl­
and, that he was opposed to the traps 
not on principle, but because the fisher­
men of the Fraser hadvvstood by him 
and returned Tom Gifford, to the ligis- 
lature. The province required more 
statesmanlike action than tira 
plause.)

The members of the legislature for 
Vidtorla had always worked in the in­
terests of the city.

The Kltimaat land scandal was 
touched upon, and Mr. Drury told of 
grants being made to the parties con­
cerned by the payment of $1 an acre.

R. F. Green in the House had said 
that he had ng knowledge of the trans­
actions by which land pnder reserve 
had been transferred illegally.

Winnipeg, Jan. 21.—The local fuel 
situation is still serious. Dealers are 
handing out coal to customers in half­
ton lots. The Wood supply is for the 
present practically exhausted. It is 
now generally conceded that there is a 
serious shortage of coal at Fort Wil­
liam, and that before the winter is 
over Winnipeg will be very short of 
fuel.

Fighting Other Colleges. R. L. DRURY.
R. L. Drury, in opening his speech, 

referred to the point that had been 
taken up by the Socialist representative 
with J. D. McNiven. He defied the In­
terrupter to show any division list 
where Mr. McNiven had on any occa­
sion voted against an eight-hour law. 
He would give $60 to a charitable in­
stitution in the city if that man would 
show him any such division.

Mr. McNiven said he would add an­
other $60 to that.

Continuing his references to these 
tactics of the Socialists Mr. Drury said 
that he had seen in the Clarion of 
Vancouver a report over the name of 
J. H. Hawthornthwaite, purporting to 
be a record of the year’s business in 
Parliament. That report represented 
the Liberal opposition as having op­
posed the eight-hour day 
No such division was "ever taken. The 
division list given by Hawthornthwaite 
was a false one.

An example of this was afforded in 
the case of Columbia College at New 
Westminster. The money of the peo­
ple of the province was appropriated to 
the McGill institution, while Columbia 
College had to compete against it.

With respect to the question gf the

British Government, at Sir A. Sweet- 
enham’s Request, Thanks 

Americans.

Toronto’s Grant.
Toronto, Jan. 21.—The city council 

to-day endorsed the action of the 
board of ôontrol in granting $5,000 for 
the relief of sufferers in Jamaica, and 
ordered the city treasurer to act at

Winnipeg’s Contribution. 
Winnipeg, Jan. 21.—The city council 

at its meeting to-night granted $5,000 
to the Jamaican relief fund.

London, Jan. 21.—After conferences 
to-day between officials of the foreign 
office and the colonial office, the latter 
cabled to the governor of Jamaica, ask­
ing ‘him for his version of the situa­
tion which led to the withdrawal of 
Rear-Admiral Davis’ warships from 
Jamaica on Saturday. Nothing had 
been received from the governor con­
cerning any phase of the incident up 
to noon, and his reply to the specific 
request of the colonial office is now 
anxiously awaited.

The friction between the governor 
and the admiral, according to a King­
ston dispatch, began with the arrival of 
the American warships, when the gov­
ernor objected to the firing of a salute 
in his honcr on the ground that the 
citizens might mistake the firing for a 
new earthquake. He also declared 
there was no necessity for American 
aid—that his government was fully 
able to preserve order, tend to the 
wounded and succor the homeless. 
Rear-Admiral Davis, however, landed 
parties of bluejackets, who patrolled 
the streets, cleared the debris, raised 
ruins, attended many of the wounded 
and won the highest praise from citi­
zens and military officers for excellent 
work.

On the afternoon of the salute inci- 
dentwRear-Admiral Davis wrrote Gov­
ernor Swettenham as follows:

“My dear governor: I beg of you to 
accept my apology for the mistake of 
the salute this afternoon. My order 
was misunderstood and the disregard 
of your wishes was due to a mistake 
in the transmission of my order. I 
trust the apparent disregard of your 
wishes will be overlooked.

No persons were more surprised at 
the action Of Governor Swettenham 
than the officials of the foreign office, 
who learned the first particulars 
through the press.

When the officials here were shown 
Assistant Secretary of State Bacon’s 
statement, cabled from Washington, to 
the effect that the authorities had no 
information regarding the departure of 
the American warships from Kingston, 
they were somewhat relieved, but still 
they were much disturbed over the 
situation.

Governor Swettenham’s friends here, 
while greatly astonished that he should 
have acted so abruptly, say that he is 
a man of fixed ideas, who has been in 
the habit of treating natives in a firm 
manner, and that he may have felt 
hurt at having another authority work­
ing in Kingston.

On the other hand, it is held that 
Admiral Davis’ courteous letter and 
policy in consulting the governor be­
fore acting' should have overcome any 
resentment resulting from the pres­
ence of the American sailors.

It is learned that the incident be­
tween Governor Swettenham and Ad­
miral Davis is not the only one which 
has arisen at Kingston, as it now de­
velops that the activities of Sir Alfred 
Jones in relieving the situation at the 
Jamaican capital has given the gover­
nor the idea that Sir Alfred ought to 
take the" whole matter in hand. Sir 
Alfred’s action in taking part in the 
relief work is explained by the fact 
that he is one of the principal business 
men of Great Britain, president of the 
Liverpool chamber of commerce, head 
of the Elder-Dempster steamship line, 
and leader of the British commercial 
party which has been visiting Ja­
maica.

“I landed working parties from both 
ships to-day to aid in clearing the 
various streets and buildings, and pur­
pose landing parties to-morrow for the 
same purpose unless you expressly do 
not desire it. I think a great deal may 
be done In the way of assistance to 
private individuals without interfering 
with the foces of yourself and the gov­
ernment officials. As the only object 
of my being here is to render such as­
sistance as I can, I trust you will 
justify me in this matter for the cause 
of .common, humanity.

“I held a patrol of six men ashore 
tc-day to guard and secure the arch­
ives of the United States consulate, 
together with a party of ten clearing 
away wreckage. This party, after 
finishing its work at the consulate, as­
sisted a working party to catch thieves, 
recovering from them a safe, taken 
from a jewelry store, valued at $5,000. 
From this I judge that the police sur­
veillance of the city is inadequate for 
the protection of private property.

“Actuated by the same motive, 
namely common humanity, I shall 
direct the medical officers of my squad­
ron to make all efforts to aid cases of 
distress which perhaps do not come 
under the observance of your medical 
officers.

“I shall have pleasure in meeting you 
at the hour appointed, 10 a. m., at 
headquarters house.

“I trust you approve my action in 
this matter.

No Mention of Incident.
London, Jan. 21.—Shortly after 5 

o’clock this afternoon the colonial 
office received a dispatch from Gover­
nor Swettenham, asking the British 
government to convey to the govern­
ment of the United States, the thanks 
of Jamaica for the American assis­
tance rendered by Admiral Davis. The 
telegram contains no mention of the 
incident involving the departure of the 
American warships, regarding which 
the British government is still await­
ing direct information.

DELAYED BY POLICY
' OF LOCAL GOVERNMENT

Toronto Globe’s Western Editor 
Thinks B. C. About to Enter 

Into Its Own.
ONE HUNDRED DROWNED.

Later Particulars Regarding Tidal Wave 

in Dutch East Indies.

The Hague, Jan. 22.—The tidal "wave 
which devastated some of the Dutch East 
Indian Islands south of Achin, as an­
nounced on January 11th, practically en­
gulfed the Island of Simalu. According 
to the latest information received here, 
Simalu has almost disappeared, 
said that probably 100 were lost. Earth­
quakes continue daily.

Simalu is situated to the northwest of 
the coast of Sumatra and south of the 
province of Achin.

F. A. Acland. the western editorial 
representative of the Toronto Globe, 
has been spending some weeks in Vic­
toria, and has contributed a series of in­
teresting letters to that famous Liberal 
journal descriptive of industrial and 
political conditions of British Columbia 
and of the provincial capital in parti­
cular. Mr. Acland spent last summer 
and fall travelling over the prairie 
provinces in the interests of his jour­
nal, and his letters were subsequently 
published by the Dominion govern­
ment for distribution as immigration 
literature.

"How does British Columbia appear 
to compare with the prairie provinces 
with respect to development and set­
tlement?” a Times representative ask­
ed of Mr. Acland.

“Well it would not be fair to make a 
comparison. You seem here in British 
Columbia to be just where the prov­
inces on the plains were five years ago.

“The contrast between Winnipeg, 
Regina, Edmonton, Calgary and a 
dozen other places of five years ago 
and the same places to-day is simply 
Incredible. Some of them, such as Sas­
katoon, which did not exist then, are 
now incorporated cities, in the centre 
of a rich and prosperous agricultural 
community. There seems now to be the 
same stirring in the air in British Col­
umbia, that wras perceptible on the 
plains a few years ago. New indus­
tries are springing up on every side, 
and great enterprises are mooted in 
agriculture, fishing, shipbuilding, 
smelting, etc.

“The ultimate factor in achieving 
success on the plains was1 the immi­
gration policy of course.

“On this point you seem to be some­
what behind in British Columbia. I 
suppose it is inevitable that the Domin­
ion government should have devoted 
its efforts in the first place to pouring 
a stream of immigration over the 
plains of the great, purely agricultural 
provinces, especially as the lands of 
these provinces are under Dominion 
control. That, however, is no reason 
why the provincial government should 
not pursue an active immigration 
policy on its own account. The immi­
gration labor bureau proposed by Mr., 
Macdonald, the Liberal leader, should 
be a prime factor in bringing people 
into the country and particularly on to 
the land, and whether he or Mr. Mc­
Bride should be returned to power, it 
is to be hoped this new department of 
government will be established and 
actively operated. All through the 
prairie provinces the immigration 
offices are able to work hand in nand 
with the land offices, both being under 
the same authority, and these two 
offices are swarming with intending 
settlers from morning till night. Each 
aids the other, and the fullest infor­
mation is obtainable concerning land 
settlement and labor conditions of 
every kind. There is nothing here coi- 
résponding with such activity. There 
is not. of course, in British Columbia, 
the ocean of agricultural land avail­
able in the farming provinces, but 
there are at least large sections that 
might long ago have been profitably 
settled, and thé market which is 
being found in the Orient for 
British Columbia products, would 
doubt have been discovered years ago 
had the products been here. With the 
arrival on the coast of the 
Trunk Pacific, no doubt there will be 
more determined efforts to open up the 
country to settlement, especially those 
portions through which the new rail­
way will pass. In that case there is 
no reason why the 
should not see in British Columbia a 
development equal to that of the last 
five years in 
which would mean nothing short of 
revolution.

CITY ENGINEER GIVES 
HIS ANNUAL REPORT

The appeals in Rex vs. Johns, Rex 
vs. Watson and Rex vs. Redding will 
not be heard, as previously announced, 
in Judge Lampman’s court on Mon­
day. These cases, it will be remember­
ed were actions taken against the three 
grocery stores concerned on a charge 
of selling liquor without having the 
necessary license.

Notice 
has to-day been given the register of 
the court to the effect that the appeal 
is to be discontinued and the matter 
thus drops.

Reviews the Work of the Past 
and Suggests a Number 

of Improvements.

Year

Following is the report of the city en­
gineer, which was presented at Monday 
evening’s meeting of the city council:

Gentlemen In accordance with in­
structions, I have the honor to submit my 
annual report for the year ending De­
cember 31st, 1906, containing statements, 
reports, etc., from the various officials of 
my department.

Plank Sidewalks.—I take this opportun­
ity of again calling your attention to the 
fact that a great many of our wooden, 
sidewalks are in a very unsafe condition, 
and should be renewed, particularly In 
localities where it is not desirable to con­
struct çoncrete walks. Upon reference to 
Statement “A” you will find that 12,467 
lineal feet have been laid during the 
year, this being considerably less than 
the previous season, due no doubt to the 
fact that a great number of the main 
streets have been concreted.

Surface Water Wooden Drains.—I am 
pleased to find upon reference to State­
ment “B” that the amount of this class 
of work is becoming less almost every 
year, and drains of a permanent nature 
laid in their stead. I trust, therefore, that 
the incoming council will take the stand 
that all classes of work be made as per­
manently as possible, except in cases 
where works are of a temporary nature.

Surface Water Pipe Drains.—Upon re­
ference to Statement “C” I regret to find 
there have only been 7,883 lineal feet of 
pipe drain laid during the year, while In 
1905 over 10,000 feet of the same class of 
work was carried out. I would respect­
fully point out to the incoming council 
the advisability of doing as much as pos­
sible of this class of permanent work. 
For further information on this subject 
I would refer you to the street superin­
tendent's report, page 5, all of which I 
would strongly recommend.

Macadam Roadways.—Upon reference to 
Statement “D” and the street superin­
tendent’s report, I am pleased to find that 
a large increase in this class of work has 
been carried out during the year, the total 
of which was 50,015 square yards. In clos­
ing this subject I would respectfully re­
quest that as many as possible of the 
superintendent’s recommendations be car­
ried out.

Sea Wall, Dallas Road.—I am pleased to 
state that this work has been completed, 
with the exception of grading the slopes 
of the bank, which I would recommend 
be done during the present season.

Bridges.—The Rock Bay pile bridge was 
renewed under contract at a very reason­
able figure, and is now in first-class con­
dition. The steel bridge at Point Ellice 
was painted with an English preparation 
especially for steel work, and should be In 
good condition for about three years. The 
two small wooden bridges on the Gorge 
road should receive attention during the 
present year.

Cement Sidewalks.—Upon reference to 
Statement “E” I find that 6.98 miles of 
cement walks were constructed during 
the year, ranging in width from 5 to 16 
feet, the total cost of which was $47,632.13.
I am pleased to say, as far as can be 
judged at present, the season’s work has 
been very satisfactory, not the slightest 
sign of buckling caused usually by ex­
pansion. The average cost was somewhat 
in excess over the previous year owing to 
the fact that the cost of gravel for the 
greater part of the year -was 50 per cent, 
over the prices of last season. I may say, 
we have kept detailed accounts of all 
work pertaining to cement sidewalks, 
and find that after deducting all extras 
in the way of filling, retaining walls, sur­
veys, drainage, debentures, etc., the av­
erage cost of the cement work is 14%c. 
per square foot. Comparing this with 
the ordinary thickness of 4 in., would 
bring the cost to 11 l-3c. per square foot, 
which, in my opinion, Is very reasonable, 
considering that the class of work done 
here is superior, and the thickness of 
concrete is in excess of the majority of 
other cities.

Sewer Extensions.—After examining In­
to Statement “F” I find that good pro-, 
gress has been made on sewer work, the 
total number of lineal feet being 30,305, or 
5% miles, the greater portion of which was 
very deep excavation and a considerable 
amount of rock. I submit herewith a 
plan showing the entire system of city 
sewers as constructed up to December 
31st, 1906, together with an interesting re­
port from the plumbing and sewerage 
inspector.

In conclusion, I take this opportunity of 
pointing out that the work in my depart­
ment' has very much increased of late, 
caused principally by the variety and ex­
tent of the works of local Improvement 
and the necessary reports connected 
therewith. I would, therefore, ask your 
honorable body to consider the question 
of improvement to our office, together 
with another assistant, if possible, as we 
now find it difficult to keep the records 
complete and in good standing.

AND CLOTHING

MESSAGE FROM THE
GOVERNOR OE JAMAICA

Only Assistance Now Needed is in 
Direction of Rebuilding the 

Capital.

London, Jan. 22.—A dispatch from Gov­
ernor Swettenham, received, undated, •*, 
this morning, but presumably filed on 
January 20th, follows:

“Slight earthquake shocks continue. 
The population is returning and the 
weather is fine. H. M. S. Indefatig­
able, with supplies from Trinidad, ar­
rived here to-day. Both banks have 
reopened.”

The Lord Mayor of London this 
afternoon cabled to Governor Swetten­
ham at Jamaica $75,000, the first in­
stallment of the Mansion House fund, 
which now totals $100,00.

The incident arising fijom the ex­
change of letters at Kingston between 
Governor Swettenham and Rear-Ad­
miral Davis now appears to be enter­
ing the waiting stage, as the Imperial 
government, after doing all possible in 
the absence of advices from the gov- 
nor of Jamica, is obliged to defer fur­
ther action until he reports.

Harbor is Clear.
New York, Jan. 22.—Kingston. 

Jamaica, has a plentiful supply of food 
and clothing, according to a cable­
gram received to-day from Governor 
Swettenham by the New York King­
ston relief committee. The cable­
gram says the harbor is now clear, and 
that the only assistance now needed 
is in the direction of rebuilding the 
city. Accordingly the committee will 
do nothing further toward relief work.

Earl Grey’s Message.
Washington, Jan. 22.—The state de­

partment to-day made public the text 
of the note delivered to Acting Secre­
tary Bacon yesterday by the British 
charge of embassy as follows:

“Sir:—I have the honor to inform 
you, under instructions received to-day 
from His Majesty’s principal secretary 
of state for foreign affairs, that His 
Majesty's government is causing offi­
cial inquiries to be made as to the 
authority of a letter which appeared 
in the public press this morning and 
purporting to be written by the gover­
nor of Jamaica, addressed to Admiral 
Davis, commanding the United States 
squadron lately in Jamaican waters.

“Sir Edward Grey desires me to say 
that while he is so far dependent on 
the press only for information with 
regard to this Incident, he deeply re­
grets, if the published text proves cor­
rect, that a British official should have 
addressed such a letter to the gallant 
admiral who had rendered valuable 
assistance to British subjects at a time 
of great suffering and distress, and 
that he is certain that his feeling of 
regret is shared by everyone in Great 
Britain.

New Zealand 
has a national bank, he said, and as a 
consequence it is the wealthiest coun­
try, per head, in the world. We must 
make a conscientious effort to bring 
this nationalization scheme about.

W. H. Marcon delivered an address in 
which he said that the aim cf his party, 
the Socialists, was to get control of 
the reins of government. “We have 
been accused of wanting to pull down 
the flag,” he said. “Yes, we want to 
haul down the black flag of piracy 
which is held up by the newspapers— 
both the Colonist and the Times.”

During the meeting some members 
of the audience who were somewhat 
befogged as to the relations existing 
between Labor and Socialism, asked 
for news thereon.

A party of Galacians were on a Can­
adian Northern train hound for a set­
tlement near Starbuck, Manitoba, Ac­
cording to the information the train 
became snowbound, whereupon the 
Galacians left the train thinking they 
had no more than a mile to walk to 
reach their homes. Apparently they 
misjudged the distance, and five men 
and a woman are believed to have been 
frozen to death.

The body of a Galacian woman, with 
a child in her arms, still living, and the 
body of a man have been found.

THE FOREIGN 
TRADE OF MUKDEN

VICEROY AND CONSULS
UNABLE TO AGE

Consular Body Refuses to Recogn iz 
Right Claimed by Chinese— 

Control of Manchuria.

Mukden, Jan. 22.—The viceroy of 
Mukden and the foreign consuls have 
been unable to reach an agreement on 
the opening of Mukden to foreign 
trade. The dispute involves the whole 
commercial control of Manchuria.

The viceroy declares that foreigners 
importing foreign goods only shall be 
given treaty port treatment inside of 
the foreign concessions, but pending 
the location thereof the viceroy de­
mands the payment of likin.

The Japanese and American consuls 
declare that the commercial treaties 
of 1903 open all of Mukden, and the 
consular body refuses to recognize the 
rights claimed by the Chinese to levy 
likin and restrict residence. Goods im­
ported by foreigners are not taxed in 
the foreign concession, but foreign 
goods in Chinese hands are subject to 
the tax.

Magniflcent Spectacle Afforded By 
Giant Volcano in the Hawaiian 

Islands.

Eighteenth
com-SCHOOL BOARD 

HELD FIRST MEETINGHonolulu, Jan. 16.—Via San Francis­
co, Jan. 23.—At midnight on Wednes­
day, January 9th, the people of nearly 
all parts of Hawaii awoke to the reali­
zation that the splendid spectacle of an 
outbreak of Mauna Loa was before 
them. In Hawaii volcanic activities 
are never dreaded, it is always wel­
comed. It means a spectacle as long 
as it last, incomparably magnificent, 
and so far as the experience of the 
hundred years of history goes, with­
out danger to life, almost without dan­
ger to property.

From the summit of Mauna Loa, a 
vast dome which rears iêself from a 
base 50 miles in diameter and includes 
almost half of the isle of Hawaii to a 
height of 13,675 feet above sea level, a 
great glow began to be seen.

It rose in an immense column of 
light, reflecting from the overhanging 
clouds, and seeming to spread out over 
a large area of the zenith.

Where the column left the mountain 
it seemed almost white, in the inten­
sity of light. As it roSe and spread 
out in reflection on the clouds it as­
sumed a deeper redder tint. The great 
column of light did not burst suddenly 
into view'. The column of light, a shaft 
at first, grew in size, and brightness 
for several hours.

To those who have seen eruptions of 
Mauna Loa, it told its own story. 
Somewhere near the summit of the 
great mountain the molten lava had 
broken out in a fiery stream, forming 
first a cone, and then bursting through 
the side of this, started as a river of 
fire and lava down the gently sloping 
side of the mountain. Then it bggan 
its dercent to the sea, a stream of liquid 
fire, forming its own banks as it moved, 
the lava on the outer edge cooling 
more rapidly than in the middle of the 
stream, btit ever forced on by the 
weight of the molten mass behind 
hurled from the under-world by titanic 
force. In this instance it is a specta­
cle only. This wonderful spectacle was 
visible, as it has now been ascertained, 
for a distance of 100 miles in every di­
rection, except where great cloud banks 
piled by the trade winds on some parts 
of the mountain’s shoulder intercepted 
the view. Where not thus intercepted 
it remained a pillar of glory until the 
first light of the dawn began to pale Its 
splendors, to turn them as the light in 
the east strengthens, into a pillar of 
smoke by day.

Four days from the time of the out­
break, the stream of lava found- its 
way into the .sea. In a brilliant cat- 
àract of fire it plunged over a cliff into 
the v/aters of the Pacific, at first hid­
ing itself in a great mass of steam and 
killing every living thing in the waters, 
which it set a-boiling.

Mathews presented a bust of Nelson to 
the city. The bust is made from bronze 
and is mounted on an oak pedestal. 
The inscription which will be placed on 
it will be as follows : “England expects 
that every man will do his duty.”
