Why the Force Had to Return—
Hundreds - of Rebels
' Killed, .

London, June 80.—Admiral Seymour,
fn a dispatch to” the ‘admiralty, tells of
the adventures of the hard fighting al-
lies, under him; the reaching of Anting,
12 miles from Pekin; the decision to re-
tredt and the capture “of railways and
immense stores of modern arms and am-
munition;. affording material for a de-
fenca until relieved. It zan as follows:

“Pien Tsin, June 27, via Chee Foo,
June -29.~~(5 p.m: ve. returned -to
Tien Tsin with forces, having been
unable to' reach Pekin by rdilway. On
June 13th two attacks on .the advance
guard were made by Boxers, who were
repulsed with ‘great loss 'to them,- and
none on our side.

“On June 14th the Boxers attacked
the train at Lang Yang in large num-

bers and with great determination. We |

repulsed them with a' loss of about 100
killed. Our loss was five Italians killed.
The same afternoon the Boxers attacked
the British guard left to - protect Lofa
station, Reinforcements were sent back
and the enemy were driven off, with 100
killed. Two of our seamen were wound-
ed.
“We pushed forward to Anting and
engaged the enemy on June 13th and
14th, inflicting a loss of 175. There
were ‘'no casualties on our side.

“Extensive destruction of the railway |
in ‘our front having made further ad-;

vance by rail impossible, I decided on
June 16th to return to Yang Tsung,
where it was proposed to organize an
advance by, the river to Pekin.
Yang, two
trains left to follow on were attacked

on June 18th! by Boxers and Imperial '

troops from Pekin, who lost from 400
to 500 killed. Our casualties were 6
killed and 48 wounded. These trains

“The railway from Yang Tsung was
demolished, and trains could not be mov-
ed. The force being short of provisions
and hampered with wounded, compelled
us to withdraw on Tien Tsin, with
which we had not been in communica-
tion, for six*days, and our supplies had
been cut off.

The Customs Revenune Shows
an Increase of $3,218,429
Over Last Year.

Proposed Increased Poll Tax Op-

enue for the financial year ending to-day
shows an increase of $3,218,429 over the
preceding year. The figures are: 1898-9,

Yesterday W. N. Brewer, M.E., re-
turned from a visit to the Mount Sicker
mines in the interests of the Engineering
and Mining Journal. To the Colonist
he said:

“The road to Mount Sicker leaves
Westholme, on the E. & N. ' railway,
about 47 miles’ from Vietoria, ‘the dis- |
tance from the railway to the mountain, !
which has a northwesterly trend, Being
about ~®ix miles. The Lenora, Tyhee |
and Keystone mines are on the west gide !
of the mountain. There is a  belt of
schist of a talcose chloritic ~variety, !
which ‘appears to be two miles in width; ‘,
and extends clear through from Maple
Bay and through Mount Sicker and
across to Mount Brethon. It hase not‘
been pxospected any further, but from
its persistency and width, probably ex-v
tends even a greater distance. There i
a great deal of iron in the schist, whlch
is ovidized in places, ‘the 'result being
apparent to a considerable thickness, but
the iron cappings proper, which cover
the known gre bodies show in the leuses
and pocLets You can trace them from '
éne ‘capping to another, but with consid-
erable difficulty, on account of the un-
dergrowth and moss. The country is
staked cout from Maple Bay to Mount
Brethon, there being a large number of '
¢laims. There has been some prospect-
ing on the east ‘side of the mountain
from Maple Bay up, but the only mines
opened up are those on, the western side.

“The workshops on the Lenora are 1,- ;
500 feet above sea level, the Keystone
about 1,350 and the Tyee about 1,750.
The ore body first discovered on the Le-
nora was stoped out by Messrs. Patter-
son and Smith, the former owners. Last
fall Mr. Buckston, a Nevada mining
man, took hold of the Lenora and found
a second ore body, from which four
thousand tons has already been shipped.
This body is worked from an.adit level,
120 feet below thé ouferop. The extreme
width of this body is thirty feet. It is
practically all stoped out  about ' that
level and thoroughly timbered with'
square sets. Because of the neglect to

_Ekeep development work ahead, the com-

pany will probably have a consuierable
amount of dead work to do before again
taking out ore on the same scale as dur-
mg the last eight or nine months. A,
winze ha§ been sunk from the adit level '
about one hundred feet, and a crosscut
run 98 feet from the bottom towards the
south, where ore ‘was encountered, but
that work was stopped “Some time ago,
principally because of the expense of
hoisting by a haend. windlass and the ne-
cessity of putting in machinery if that
work was continued. In.my opinion, it
is a great detriment to the mine that the
work was not continued ‘with a full
force, the level prospected and the ore
blocked out when the stoping was done
in the upper level. If that had been!
carried out at that time it wonld not !
have been necessary to stop shipping,
which they will possibly have to do until
the dead work is done,

*The ore bodies are of lenticular |
structure and appear to lie in eschelon’
to each other. At the present time there
are seven hundred tons of ore on the
dump, a portion of which was taken out
by the old company. The ore is trans-'
ported from the mine over.a good wagon
road two ‘and' & half amiles down the

“mountain, to a crude tramway construct-

ed of timber, running five miles to the |
railway.side track, nalf a mile south of
‘Westholmés There is a large quantity
of second grade ore on the dump which |
carries too small value to stand ship- |
ment, but which could probably be treat-
ed on the ground at a profit. Up to the
present the company has figured on not |
shipping any ore of a less value than'
twenty dollars to the ton, a great deal
running higher than this. If a.smelter
were erected .on the ground, they could
successfully treat ore that would yield
as low as twelve dollars in all values, !
provided the capacity of the mine was |
sufficient to kKeep a smelter of from one :
to two hundred tons ecapacity running
continuously.

“A company  has been successfully
floated in London to work - the Tyee
mine, and they have $100,000 in cash
for development work. Mr. Harvey is
on the ground, making arrangements to
resume the work stopped last fall. 1
did not visit this mine,

“On the Keystone, which adjoins the
Lenora on the west, a’ California com-
pany has' commenced development work;
and’ are sinking a shgft and thoroughry
exploiting the ground . with the expecta-
tion of encountering the same class of |
ore that they have heen shipping trom‘
the Lenora.’ ™% %~

City Council Held a Meeting Last Even-
mg—Dram Matters.

City Hall’last evening. The full céuncil
was present; with the exception of ald.
Cooley, as were also W. J. Taylor, city

A communication was read from E.
M. Johnson directing attention to a
stagnan{ drain on the corner of Rupert
and ‘Beechy streets, from which a dis-
sgreaeble odor emanated”™ The wnter
suggested that a new drain be placed
there, as the present one was likely to
cause malaria and fevers. s

‘Dr. Fraser said that he had inspected
the drain in question, but he did not
think that it could cause diphtheria,
typhoid or: other diseases. In fact as
far as this point - was coneerned he
thoughlit the .letter somewhat overdrew
the miatter.

Ald, ‘Beckwith pointed out that ' this
was one of the many cases of a similar
nature throughout the city, and the
speaker instanced one on Cadbore Bay
road.

City Engineer Topp being asked for
his estimate of! the cost of making the
necessary improvement in .the drain be-
fore the council, placed it at $65.;

Ald.\ Williams moved, seconded by
Ald., Hall that the work be done,

Ald. Beckwith did not believe in at-
tending to this one case, and overlook
others just as urgent, but it was pointed
cut that the present tvas a long standing
grievance, the Mayor remarking that
there had already been three deaths in
the neighborhood.

Ald. Cameron sgid that an appeal had
been made a few days ago from North
Pandora street, where a similar nui-
sance prevailed, while Ald. Xinsman
brought forward a similar case on Rock
Bay avenue.

Ald. Hall was convinced of the neces-
sity of the work being done in the case
brought up by Mr, Johnson’s letter, and
in fact other similar cases, but Ald.
Brydon @ sounded a dissentient note
against discrimination in favor of one
pressing grievance against the others.

Upon the engineer giving the estimate
of. the cost of instituting the neecessary
work in the drains on' North Pandora,
Collinson (Beechy and Rupert), Rock
Bay avenue and Edward street (which
last was brought up by Ald.

Of Anglican Clcrgy to Be Held Here Dur-
ing Neéxt Month.

An -important gathering of Anglicaii
clerics of the, diocese and, jurisdictions of
Oregon, Olympia, Spokane,iColumbia, New
Westminster, .Caledonia  and Kootenay
will be held in this city on July 17th, 18th,
19th and 20th, when Ven.

ELEPHANT AND LOCOMOTIVE.

Fate of a Beast Thaf Tried to Push an
Engine Backward.

It is not only in South Africa, and by
statesmen who ought to know better,- that
the march of civilization is opposed and
obstinacy pitted against progress. The
elephant has many human qualities, and if
the story that comes to us fromm Perak,
cne of the Straits Settlements, be well
founded, occasionally shares with politi-
cians kardly less intelligent-their prejudice
against the spirit of the age. It appears
that a big tusker, which had long been an
ohject of pursuit to the sportsmen of that
remote district, wandered on the railway
line and tried coneclusions with the engine
of a goods traln, charging it repeatedly,
and keeping up the contest for nearly an
hour. The engine was reversed in the
hepe that the beast would quit' the field
and allow ‘the train to proceed. but as
soon as there was any attempt made to
rénew the journey ‘the elephant returned
to the encounter and resumed its obstrue-
tive tactics. The driver was afraid fo
charge the brute lest the train should be
thrown off the metals, and the contest
might' have gone on much lonzer had not
the elephant backed into the engine; and
setting its fore feet firmly between the
rails, ‘endeavored to shove the train back-
ward with its hindquarters.

The driver took advantage of the oppor-
tunity and put on stéam, gradually forcing
the beast off the line. In this manoeuvre
one of the wheels of the éngine went over
the hind legs of the animal, which was
put out off misery by the guard of a fol-
lewing passenger train. - This is not the
first time that the engine in question has!
‘‘encountered an elephant on the line. Tust
i .-about five years ago, while it was drawing
l 2 passenger train on a‘'dark night through
: the heavy tropical forest, a sudden shock
' wag felt, and the train came to a stand-
: 8tlll.  The engine and teander were thrown
cff the m~tals and half way down the em-
bankment, 'though, fortunately, they  .did
not drag the carriages after them. When
the driver, who had been pitched off, went
back to ascertain the cause of the acei-
dent, he maw = large bull elephant at the
Lottom of the embankment on the other
side of the line. It died a few niiniites
after the collision from the violent shock
and loss of blood, its off fore leg having
been shattered and a piece of the trunk
torn off. Beyond the fright and shock
caugsed by the sudden stopping of the train,
which, luckily, was travelling at only fif-
teen miles an hour, no-injury resunited %o
any of the passengers. In the same month
of the same year a similar accident occur-
“;d on: the Bengal-Nsgpur railway in In-
dia.

; miles over the icy mountains .to the west
of the little Indian village of Savuka.
This the men did not know, and believ-
ing the island umnhablted they' knew
that their fate wag sealed, as vessels
rarely call -at the island. They had pro-
visions for abont twenty days, but long
before.the expiration of that time  the
pack ice had closed in about their little
vessel, making is impossible to mave,

The diary which was kept by the crew
gives a graphic picture-of the distress
which followed. The last entry by the
captain, who was the owner of the City
of Chicago and took her to St. Michael
last year, is‘on May 17th. For ten days
previously the log tells of the storm, of
the ship stranding, and of the efforts of
the crew to find fish or other food. The
last entry 'is as follows:

I knew
the: great grief that had so lately torn
his great heart, in the loss ¢f the bravc
boy over there at Colenso; and I knew
that every one. from titled brigadier to
numbered : private, felt the influence of
his mere presence ‘with the army.

Mr. Shemezn, Japanese consul for
Canada, in speaking of the approximate
number of Japanese immigrants which
would ‘be perhitted ‘by. the government
to migrate to America, puts the figures
at 7,128 per year, or 3,588 for the Unit-
ed States and 3.540 for Canada. The
laws governing immigration to the Unit-
ed States are different from those apply-
ing to Canada. In the case of Canada
there are 6 immigrants allowed to. mi-
grate to Canada each ‘month'in the yeur:
from each of the 47 prefectyres, or pros
vinces of Japan, and besides’ this. regtijh-
tion each of the 12 immigration' com-
panies of Japan are allowed five pass-
ports per month, or in other words, the
immigration companies are permitted fo
take 295 Japanese per month to Canada,
cr 3.540 during the year. 'It is not re-
quired, however, that so many.;be taken
each month, for if it were desired, or it
were. possible to do so, the whole num-
ber_allowed for.the year could be ship-
ped in one month, bt no more emigrants’
would be allowed to leave Japan for ‘the
rest of the year. Mr, Shemézn says-that
his,government, for the winter months
of ‘this year, <will place all the restrice-
tions possible on e’m.igragion from Japan.

Not only may an
owner refuse to carry any apprentices
in his ships, but if he decides to take ap*
prentices he may,-and does, demand most
exorbitant premiums from the parents.

A Very Serious Scandal.

These premiums are out of all propor-
tion to any possible return that can he
made. Worse than that, it has long be2a

Their shipmates' make
them work, and if they are any good at
all a two years’ course finds them com-
petent ordinary seamen,

Unfortunately that is about the limit

{ of time these young seafarers remain at

sea. They have by then found out all
about it. ‘They -decide that the life is
not' worth living under the preseat con-
ditions, and look out for a job ashore.
But if only there were some attempt
mode to give them decent quarters and
decent food on board the ship, with firm
discipline and continnity of service, a
far greater number:would remain at sea.

He Has Figured in Almost Every
British Success in South
; Africa.

I netice, since my return to London,
that I am more often asked about Lord
Kitchener than about any other general
except the great Field Marshal, who,
here as with the army, neariy blocks the
whole horizon—as he should. —

There is little need to discuss Lord
Kitchener as either an independent aec-
tor or a lieutenant of Lord Roberts. In
neither capacity has he counted foc
much in the war, ér increased his pres-
tige as a strategist. He made a meteoric
dppearance during our pursuit and sub-
‘Sequent surrounding of Cronje’s army,
but it was not the eccmmon opinion that
he pleased the Field Marshal by his mil-
itary methods. They appeared’too mueh

RULER OF CENTRAL AFRICA.

Nine hundred ‘miles in the interior of
Afriea lives a ruler who is known as
the Fulani Emir of Garau, and he is a
very important personage, as the follow-
ing ‘description. will show.
