is made more just and reasonable.

In Search ef a Hua.
THE FINANCE MINISTER SPENDS A DAT IK 

QUEBEC.
Quebec, Dec. 9.—Sir Leonard Tilley 

arrived here to-day in search of a hum, 
but after a hurried visit to the factories 
which still linger in the ancient capital 

he left this evening for Levis, and will 
take the Intercolonial Railway train to­

morrow in search for some more booming 
locality. Sir Leonard was accompanied on 
his rounds by a number of trusty friends, 
and by the Mayor, who introduced him to 
the leading manufacturers. The highly in­
telligent 14. P.’s for Dorchester and Port- 

neuf, Messrs. Rouleau and Vallee, were of 
the party. The Finance Minister visited 
the following factories in order :—Hoesack 
* Wood, confectionery ; Renaud’s, hay 
presser ; WithaD’s rubber factory ; Leme- 
eurier’s tobacco factory ; ValKer’s cabinet 
factory ; Drum, cabinet factory ; Emonde’ 

tool-making shop ; Breese, Migner & Fortin, 
and Content's hoot and shoe factories 
Germain’s tannery ; and Boswell’s brewery.

At Hoesack k Woods' but few men wëre 
working, all the machinery being motion­
less. The proprietors informed Sir Leo­
nard that they would like to see the West 
India trade developed that a foreign 

market might be opened. Mr. Withall 
had but 50 or 60 men employed, and 
plained that the duties on raw good! no1 

made in Canada, such as fine felts, were 
too high. Drum’s cabinet factory is in 
course of liquidation, and is working on 
short time reducing stocks, so Sir Tilley 
congratulated the manager on the cheap­
ness of his goods and the excellence of his 
machinery. -Lemesurier’s tobacco factory 
is active, but the Finance Minister was 
careful not to seek to make comparisons 
between the present business and the 

amount done before the bringing forth of 
the National Policy. Mr. Lemeenrier 
complained of the high duty charged on 
native tobacco and on the amount of illicit 
manufacture carried on. At Valuer's an 
immense stock was shown, but 
chinery was in motion. The proprietor 

was satisfied, however, with the 85 per 
cent, tariff, and has an order from the new 
Tory Government to make a new chair for 
Hon. Dr. Ross, ae each retiring president 
of the Legislative Council carries away his 
own chair. The Province would be glad 
to give all the members of that fossilized 
House their chairs if they would consent 
to take them away and never come back. 
At Emonda’ only two hands were at work 

in the whole factory. The excuse made 
was that the factory had been stopped to 
take stock. Woodley’s immense shoe 
factory is now dosed up, so it was not 
visited- Peters’ saw mill Was hot running 
to-day either, and though on the pro­

gramme was not taken in. In Breesc’s 
factory the hon. Finance Minister polled 
a wry face as be noticed the walls covered 
with woodcuts of Hon. Mr. Laurier, put 
up by the operatives, who are amongst 
his electors. In another large shoe factory 
a few hands were at work, and crowds of 

men were sitting idling in another part of 
the building, who, it was stated, 
waiting till work was made ready for a 
hum,but who nevertheless were not regular 
employees. At Germain’s extensive tan­
nery only thirty men are now employed, 
and at Boswell’s brewery no brewing was 
going on. Yet Sir L. Tilley says he is 
agreeably'disappointed at the result of hit 
visit and tour of inspection. His visit it. 
notably short, however, and he put very 
few questions to anyfof the manufacturers.

ing of the tariff on manufactures, it is bet­
ter to be guided by facts than by theories. 
It is very desirable also to consider the 
bearing of a prosperous export trade, free 

from onerous burdens on the consuming 
powers of the people. The figures {fur­
nished by the census of 1871, taken £our 
years after Confederation, afford great 
assistance in prosecuting such an inquiry, 
but so far as the people around the month 
of the St. John are concerned, we have 
still later statistics, carefully prepared by 
the manufacturers themselves, in refer­
ence to the year 1875. The Mackenzie 
Government were then in power. The 
tariff was mainly a revenue one, but the 
fact that raw materials, as a role, were 
duty free, conferred a boon on the manu­
facturers, lumberers, shipbuilders, etc., 
etc., which they do not now enjoy, al­
though they have the protection of higher 
custom duties. The following are the 
statistics of the industries collected at the

The purchasers of very common carpets, 
with cotton warps, could then buy that 
article, subject to a|duty of 174 per cent; 
now they pay 344-

A cheap all wool carpet could then be 
bought subject to the 174 Per cent duty; 
now the duty is 38 per cent.

Common English blankets could then be 
bought subject to a duty of 174 P**" cent; 
now the duty is 44 per cent.

A working man could then buy a piece 
of brown duck subject to a duty of 174 per 
cent; now the duty is 304, and high as it 
is inquiry will show that the imported 
article is that which is most sold.

Cheap overcoatings and cloakings for 
men and women could then be purchased 
subject to a duty ot 174 per cent Now 
they pay 414; while coatings and overcoat­
ings pay 30f per cent

Then we used to sell large quantities of 
silks, satins, gloves, etc., to visitors from 
the United States; now smuggling on a 
large scale is carried on along the United 
States frontier to the injury of the honest 
trader and of the revenue. The duty on 
gloves was then 174 per cent; now is 
30. The arrangement of the duty is in­
teresting. First we have 25 per cent ad 
valorem; then the gloves are weighed and 
pay 10 cents a pound! We have not 
heard of gloves being sold by weight as 
yet, but who shall say that the merchant 
may not be able to follow the example of 
the Customs authorities?

Then a man conld buy Oxford shirtings 
subject to a tax of 174 P®r cent for duty; 
now the duty is 39 per cent If any one 
goes into one of our stores he will find how 
largely these highly taxed goods are im­
ported.

Black union cloths are used for cover­
ing the coffins of the poorer classes. They 
are not made in Canada. Then they came 
in at 174 per cent., now the representatives 
of a poor man must find 374 pc*1 cent, 
duty, in order to provide for the demands 
of a very modest funeral.

Then there was no duty on coal; now it 
is 50 cents and as there is no anthracite 
coal in Canada the duty is a serions tax 
on workers in iron, as “a worker in iron” 
pointed out the other day.

Then breadstuff's came in free, and the 
lumberman could buy cheap Indian corn 
and meal when he could not get oats. 
Now Indian meal, the food of the poorer 
classes, a food not raised in the country, 
is taxed 40 cents a barrel ; Indian corn 
pays a doty of 74 cents a bushel and 
flour 50 cents a barrel, taxes that unques­
tionably fall heavily on the Maritime 
Provinces.

The fast presses, etc., used by publishers 
of daily newspapers, which are not made 
in Canada, then came in duty free ; now 
they pay 15 per cent.; but the machinery 
for a cotton factory is admitted duty free. 
The publishers of newspapers ask no pro­
tection, nor could they well get it, if they 
did, yet their plant is heavily taxed. 
The cotton manufacturers who were pros­
perous under the old tariff, which, no 
doubt, did not invite so much competi­
tion as the present one, are, on the con­
trary highly protected.

There are many other points which the 
industrial statistics of 1875 suggest, and 
the tariff under which they flourished, as 
compared with the state of things in 1879, 
but we have furnished sufficient food for 
thought for one morning.

At the late Ottawa banquet Sir John 
Macdonald stated boldly that if the 
tariff should be altered in the ensuing 
session, it would not be to decrease it. 
We hope that statement will not prove 
correct. There are many cases in which 
the tax on raw material ought to be re­
moved in the interest of both the mannfsc-

only, although there might have been more.
St John being an open port all the year round shipments are constantly 

being made from it In making up the above statement, therefore, we have 
taken the shipments from Dec. 1st to Nov. 30th in each year. The ship­
ments from the other ports are those of the years indicated, the navigation 
season at nearly all being from about the 1st of May to the 25th November 
or 1st December.

Although there is a good deal of lumber manufactured in the south- 
part of the Province, most of it is sent to the United States.— 

There were no deal shipments from either St. Stephen or St. Andrews to 
the United Kingdom, although we remember that a few years ago quite a 
large business was done in that direction by St. Stephen shippers. Any 
New Brunswick deals manufactured on the St Croix that have recently been 
sent across the Atlantic have been cleared from the Calais, Me., Custom House, 
as cargoes from United States ports have had an advantage in the markets 
of Great Britain over those from southern New Brunswick. We make this 
explanation in order to account for the absence of any mention of St. Stephen 
or St Andrews exports in our statements for the past two years. It may 
also be mentioned that the shipments from Musquash and some other points 
on the Bay of Fundy are included in the St. John report

Canada, as well for our own protection 
and credit as for the interests of Eng­
lish dealers and, consumers. But fresh 
salmon preserved in ice or frozen artifi­
cially may be lawfully shipped from 
this country, and yet reach their des­
tination iu an unwholesome state. 
Such a result might prove ruinous to 
shippers and injurious to trade. The 
principal of our dealers in fresh salmon 
are prudeiit, experienced, and respectable 
men, having considerable capital embark­
ed in this business. It seems improbable, 
therefore, that any of them would Лір 
unsound fish, or traffic in such as are foul 
and unseasonable. 1 am informed that 
an experimental shipment of sal­
mon from Restigonche consisted of fish 
caught in July last, which were packed 
in ice and conveyed iu refrigerators on 
board of one of the ocean steamers, 
reaching Liverpool in perfect condition. 
It seems impossible that this consignment 
could suffer so much in transit thence to 
London.”

The Commissioner wrote the above, 
no doubt, on good authority and there 
was, therefore, fair ground on which to 
base our remarks that Dr. Buckland 
hah been led to |condemn the Cana­
dian shipment through sympathy with 
the English fish dealers, who do not ap­
prove of their monopolies being broken 
in upon by the trade which wonld soon 
follow a few successful fresh salmon Ven­
tures from this side of the Atlantic. 
In saying this of the eminent English 
fishery authority we do not wish to be 
understood as impeaching his integrity, 
but circumstances are, often, manufac­
tured at critical times,and it is a'part'of 
the history of Canadian attemps to as­
sist in furnishing the food stipfllv of 
Great Britain that they have been 
met by opposition in different forms 
offered by the rings and monopolies 
which Dr. Buckland says have no 
existence. The very fact that he 
does not believe iu the existence of 
such combinations is suggestive of the 
danger of his being easily let into traps 
which might be laid for hi in by them. 
At all ev^its many a shipper of meat, 
poultry, cheese, butter, eggs, etc., 
knows to his cost that Dr. Buckland is 
entirely too confiding. This, together 
w ith his being unaccustomed to the ap­
pearance of salmon preserved in 
“ Freezers ” for months, affords reason­
able ground for believing that he might 
be imposed upon by designing persons 
anxious to secure the weight of his con­
demnation of a new branch of trade in­
volving danger to existing monopolies.

Bed Wheat at Sardviche.
A most successful experiment with 

Red Winter Wheat has been made in 
the lower part of the Parish of Hard- 
wicke, by Mr. John O’Neill, one of the 
most intelligent farmers of Northum­
berland County. It appears that his 
son, Cornelius, who was on the point 
of returning home from Wisconsin, 
happened to purchase three quarts of 
Red Winter seed Wheat at Green Bay, 
in that State, which he carried all the 
way to his father’s farm in a satchel. 
Mr. O’Neill sowed the wheat in the 
latter part of September 1878 and it 
grew finely that fall. About the 10th 
of August of this year it was reaped 
and on being thrashed the yield from 
the three quarts was found to be two 
and a half bushels. Mr. O’Neill sowed 
the product of this year at the usual 
time and it was about nine inches high 
at frost-time. It will lie upon the 
ground, under the snow, for thé winter 
and the blades will revive with the 
spring when growth will continue. It 
is hoped that this grain will take the 
place of the winter Rye, which has been 
cultivated to a great extent in the dis­
trict referred to, and as the start is so 
good it is not unreasonable to expect 
excellent results from Mr. O’Neill’s ex­
periment. The weather, so far this 
fall, has been against winter grains, 
owing to the absence of snow to protect 
the roots. As the frost has not been 
unusually severe, however, this parti­
cular crop may not suffer greatly.

Commercial Distress.

[From the Church Guardian.]
A portion of the secular press of St. 

John, N. B., has been discussing the ques­
tion, “ What shall we do to be saved !” 
in respect of the distressed statemf trade, 
and financial troubles which now abound 
everywhere. Varions answers have been 
given. Some, thinking that Parliaments 
are omnipotent, and that Prime Ministers 
are the physicians of the national health, 
bitterly complain of the course of legis­
lation. Others advocate schemes of dif­
ferent kinds, but none of those which 
have been propounded seem to commend 
themselves to the judgment of practical 
men. No solution ont of present difficul­
ties has been found, and we still hear all 
round the cry of trouble, poverty, and 
distress. Men have been hoping against 
hope that better days were coming, but 
season after season has rolled round and 
matters bare grown worse rather than bet­
ter. So exceptional a state, we are con­
vinced, calls lor more serions reflection 
than the secular press will be inclined to 
give it, and the real answer to the question 
raised will be found in considerations 
which would not there be a<^ 
Believing in an overruling Presidence, it 
is abundantly clegr tli£t oqç, trade and 
commerce have been blighted for national 
sin. Temporal calamities are tiot to be 
accounted for by mere want of foresight, 
or political blundering, they are, what 
they have always been, Divine visitations 
on account of sin. We profess* to be a 
Christian country, indeed so great a bless­
ing do we affect to hold Christianity, that 
we send out missionaries to convert the 
heathen to its tenets, and turn them 
from their idolatry and abominable prac­
tices. lint what is the record of our 
life? There ia in onr midst, on every 
side, idolatry of the worst description,— 
for the sin of covetousness is idolatry. 
There are in every city, and throughout 
the country, dens of lust, —plague spots 
of the deepest dye. There is drunkenness 
—the seed-plot of every crime—the pre­
vailing vice of all classes of society. 
There is extravagance, flowing like a 
mighty river through our land, and ab­
sorbing precious talents in ministering to 
sin. There if, on the other hand, little 
clear, pronounced Christian work, and too 
little Christian manners. The worship 
of Almighty God—the first duty of 
—is but imperfectly understood by pro­
fessing Christians. In the sin that is 
flaunted before our eyes, in the unbelief 
of the blessed Gospel of our Redeemer* 
in the lukewarmness of the Church, we 
see more than enough for calling down 
upon ns Divine visitations.

The Guardian is no doubt, a first 
class authority on moral and religious 
questions, but the ordinary citizen will 
not swallow the doctrine that the com­
mercial distress prevailing is due, in 
the main, to original and national sin.

Now Brunswick’! Claims sn the 
Dominion-

Journals in the interest of the New 
Brunswick Government intimate that the 
visit ot Hon. Messrs. Fraser, Wedderbum 
and Landry to Ottiwa, as a delegation to 
press the unadjusted claims of the 
Province upon the Dominion Government, 
resulted only in the promise that ten 
thousand dollars—out of some thirty thous­
and due—would be paid on the Immigra­
tion claim. If this be true it is not to the 
credit of the Macdonald administration, 
for that body, when it was before in 
power at Ottawa, solemnly promised to 
the New Brunswick Government a grant 
of $10,000 a year for immigration purposes, 
on certain conditions, which were more 
than fulfilled by our Local Government. 
The Macdonald Government, when it went 
so hastily ont of office, left the arrange­
ment in such a position as to prevent the 
Mackenzie Government from doing justice 
to New Brunswick, save at the risk of 
being chargeable with settling a claim not 
properly established. It will, therefore, 
appear very extraordinary if this immigra­
tion claim shall prove to have been 
whittled down by Sir. Leonard and Sir 
John to $10.000, and still more singular 
if onr delegatee have consented to accept 
so small a sum, save as a payment on ac­
count.

Bnt, onr people are enquiring in refer­
ence to the other claims of the Province 
against the Dominion —claims which the 
Macdonald administration can have no 
good plea for resisting. We refer parti­
cularly to the Eastern Extension and 
other Railway claim*. When Sir Leonard 
Tilley was Lieutenant Governor of New 
Brunswick, he and onr present Premier 
—then Provincial Secretary—were the 
authors of those historical paragraphs in 
the Speeches with which the Legislative 
sessions opened, which dwelt so earnestly 
upon the “just claims ” aud “ just ex­
pectations ” of the Province in relation 
thereto. Sir Leonard is now a member 
of the Dominion Government and a repre­
sentative of the commercial capital of New 
Brunswick. He is also Finance Minister 
of the Dominion. Members of the New 
Brunswick Government have—as onr read­
ers well know—need the patronage of the 
Province, and, in a measure, sacrificed 
even their personal honor in upholding the 
Dominion Government and its policy. 
The question that presents itself, under 
these circumstances, ia whether neither 
the oft-declared justice of New Bruns­
wick’s claims nor the sacrifices made by 
her Government in the interest of those 
who have the power to pay what ia justly 
her dne, are to avail in her behalf ? The 
people of the Province will await a report 
of our delegates’ success at Ottawa with 
more than uinal interest, and until the 
Attorney General ok Provincial Secretary 
declare it themselves they will not believe 
that Sir Leonard has eo far forgotten his 
own position in the matter as „to have 
refused a settlement of claims which l.e 
has often declared to bd just and reason­
able.

pected, still under the circumstances there 
is reason for congratulating him, and we 
Wish Aim even a greater measure of success 
in the future than in the past. The busi­
ness men of Shediac generally have shown 
recuperative powers that would be credi­
table to more wealthy localities, and no 
doubt recognize the importance of having 
a live medium, each же the Acadien is, for 
carrying their announcements to the whole 
people. The importance to the Acadian 
population of the Province generally, of 
having a newspaper devoted especially to 
their interests, can scarcely be over-esti­
mated, and they will no doubt extend a 
generous support to Mr. Robideaux.— 
Moncton Times.

In the first place, Mr. Gilbert Girouard’e 
influence was essential to the success of 
the twin delegation that left Richibucto last 
May, with full power to ask for the rails 
for the N. IL R. Mr.- GirousnPe friends, 
down South, forced our M. P. at several 
meetings, held before he went to Ottawa, 
to declare his opposition to the N. R. R., 
snd that gentleman, in the natural strength 
of bis eloquence, said he would “ cut bis 
throat” sooner than contribute in any way 
to the success of that work.

We next find the twin delegation and 
Mr. Uirooard M. P. at Ottawa. Things 
work badly, until the second day of May, 
when C. J. Sayre, Esq., one of the Dele­
gates is identified at the Bank of Montreal, 
snd receives $1600 on a check then and 
there presented. Mr. Editor, I am char­
itably inclined, and in order to keep Mr. 
Sayne and omne hoc genus from getting 
themselves into trouble, by giving this 
the lie, I append the reliable sources of 
my information.

Sir Leonard Tilley ' has been visiting 

New Brunswick. At St. John he was 
received, on his arrival at the Railway 
Station by Messrs. John Boyd, John 
Livingston and another gentleman. He 
visited a number of the manufacturing es­
tablishments in the Commercial Capital in 
order, we believe, to ascertain what pro­
gress they were making " snd how the 
National Policy was working with them. 
He also made a trip to St. Stephen to see 
Lady Tilley’s family and while there he 
called on one or two of the manufacturing 
concerns still exisiting in that town. On 
Monday he visited Fredericton, where a 
non-political address was presented to him. 
Of this event—the principal one of his

The City Hall was crowded last 
ing to hear Sir Leonard Tilley. A 
ber of gentlemen occupied seats on the 
platform, and Mr. E. L. Wetmore acted 
as chairman. The meeting having been 
called to order, Mr. Wetmore, with a few 
well chosen remarks, announced that he 
had much pleasure in reading the address 
to Sir S. L. Tilley. It spoke in compli­
mentary terms of Sir Leonard’s career, but 
was entirely non political, Sir Leonard 
received the address and came forward. 
He expressed his great pleasure in having 
received each a marked testimonial front 
the people of Fredericton, among whom 
he had lived so long. By way of apology 
for the National Policy, he began a re­
view of the causes which led to, and the 
means that were adopted to secure Con­
federation, laying stress on the opposition 
the measure met with at the time. But 
trial and test had shown the benefit of 
that step, and consolidation had proved a 
blessing instead of the curse which its op 
ponents had prophesied it would be. He 
then turned to the National Policy. He 
claimed that when the party, of which he 
is a member, came into power, they found 
the industries of the country run down 
by the competition of United States 
manufacturers.

In every corner of the Dominion he had 
visited industries had sprang up and scores 
of others were talked of.

He ventured to express the belief that the 
time would come when those who
most opposed the National Policy would 
applaud it as loudly as they had condemn­
ed it ; and he would take a pride in look­

The tme way to hit a colt is not to 

bit him at all ; that is, let him bit him­
self. When my colts are one year old I 
begin to teach them to hold a bit in 
their month. The bit is of pine, some 
half inch ill diameter and five inches in 
length. This piece of soft wood is held 
in the mouth by к cord tied to either 
end and passing over the head back of 
the ears. The colt loves to have this 
in his mouth, because it enables hi.ii to 
bring forward the teething process. 
He will bite it, and work it over in his 
mouth and enjoy it hugely. He will 
welcome it, and will actually reach 
and open his month for it, as a trained 
horse wiU for a bit. After a few days 
yon can tie strings, making miniature 
reins, to this bit, and teach the colt the 
proper use of it. When this is done, 
he is ready for the regular steel bit.
