Death of a Prominent Shipbuilder.

Bennett Smith, a prominent shipbuilder and 
shipowner of Nova Beotia, died yesterday at 
Windsor, where he was born and lived all his 
life. Mr. Smith was 77 years of age and of a 
Yorkshire family. In company with others in 
1888 he built a brig, and the whole of the 
builders put all the money they could raise in- 
to her. Although called the Matchless she 
was not a success, and it was six yearn be­
fore the next vessel, the Avon, was 
ventured on. From this bark of 350 
tons has grown up a great fleet Be- 
tween 1838 and 1882 Smith built about 35 
vessels, many of them of heavy tonnage. Some 
of these were built at St John, owing to a dis- 
agreement between Smith and his Windsor 
workmen. Mr. Fraser and others built for 
him his total tonnage bring better than 80,000 
to- ft. J. Fenwick Fraser is now building an 
1.801 ton ship for him. He managed his ships 
successfully, and they sailed on every sea. It 
is said that during the Irish famine one of his 
vessels chartered to carry across a cargo of 
grain at Is. 4d. a bushel paid for herself in 
one trip. Mr. Smith’s wealth, estimated at a 
million dollars, is Invested In ships, real estate, 
insurance companies, cotton and sugar refiner, 
lee, etc. He was undoubtedly a man of great 
enterprise. Mr. Smith married a daughter of 
David Harris, a Cornwallis farmer. They 
had eight children, six of whom survive—three 
sons and three daughters, one of the latter be­
ing unmarried. T. B. Smith, one of the 
deceased sons, at one time represented Hunt’s 
county, in the NovaBcotia house of assemb’y 
and until recently wA editor and proprietor of 
the Windsor Courier.

HEAVY FRESHET.

The N. B. Railway’s Temporary Bridge Orer 
• the North Branch Oromocto 

Swept Away.

»

I ay was very cold. On Saturday 
we had a fine fail of snow, and Sunday fore­
noon was also stormy. The sleighing b now 
very good. Today, Jan. 11th, has fair pros­
pecta of more snow.

»

It b well known that a large portion of 
the United States army b fighting the 
Apaohe Indiana in Arizona and New Mexico, 
and that the army b not making mnoh head­
way.

The weather for over a week bee been moat 
remarkable for the season, the mildness end 
rain melting away the snow. From various 
sections the report oi heavy freshets is received. 
When the news was received in St. John, yes­
terday, that the temporary railway bridge 
serosa the North branch had been carried 
away, It created little surprise to those who 
know the situation. In yean gone by the 
bridge that crossed the North branch was 
abundantly ample for all railway purposes. 
With the advance of time, the great increase 
fa passengers and freight traffic, and tbe con­
sequent necessity for the New Brunswick rail­
way adding heavy engines and rolling stock, 
wooden bridges have ceased to he of value for 
their purposes. Realizing this fact, and fa 
order to afford more rapid transit, the New 
Brunswick railway have been replacing wooden 
bridges with steel ones. The bridge over the 
South branch was completed some time ago, 
but the non-arrival of the material has been 
the cause of the North branch bridge not being 
replaced with a steel one.

General Manager Cram has been daily 
harrying on the Montreal manufacturers, and 
yesterday received a telegram that a portion of 
the bridge had been shipped and the rest would 
follow immediately.

Yesterday morning the train for the west 
left at the usual hour, and after crossing the 
South branch bridge hauled up on approaching 
the second or North bridge. The conductor, 
engineer and others made a careful inspection 
of the temporary structure, aad fully satisfy­
ing themselves it was perfectly safe crossed at 
a slow rate of speed. In about half an hoar 
afterwards the ioe came along with tremendous 
fagee and carried the supports away, leaving 
do thing bat the stringers and rails.

Word was immediately sent to General 
Manager Oram at St. John, who issued orders 
to have all the possible men, timber, etc., con­
centrated at the scene and to commence the work 
of repair with all haste.

Mr. Oram was determined that little Inter­
ruption should take place fa the regular pas­
senger end freight traffic of the road, and 
accordingly ordered that all available teams at 
Fredericton Junction and vicinity be procured 
and the passeogeis, baggage and mails trans­
ferred by road to the other side of the bridge— 
a distance less than half a mile. In the mean­
time a train was despatched from 81 John to 
bring to the passengers, etc., all of whom 
arrived at 8.30 last evening.

The temporary structure swept away yester­
day was 155 feet fa length, and it may be 
easily imagined how utterly impossible it is to 
build a structure with supports to stand the 
heavy freshets End extensive railway traffics 
now over the New Brunswick road.
■The latest advices from the disaster are that 
£K the men and material for the Immediate re­
pairing of the damage are on the ground, but 
that it is impossible to commence work until 
it freezes, as there is a big ioe gorge to the 
stream and the water is unusually high.

The freshet, as before stated, all along the

The latest political scare has followed the 
report that the Government will appeal to 
the people next April. The Government 
have sot been heard from on the subject, 
and presumably havi no Intention of break­
ing off a session of parliament for a general 
election. There is a possibility, however, 
that Sir Jehn may be compelled to do this 
very thing. If the Government is met by a 
motion of censure on the Riel mstter, and if 
the late Opposition party join with the en­
tire French speaking contingent, and all 
hands vote against the administration, Sir 
John will be left j without a majority. If 
thirty of the French speaking members late, 
ty supporting Sir John should turn against 
him he would be left without a working 
majority.

He would not resign and allow a govern­
ment to be formed under the nominal leader­
ship of Blake, but under the real leadership 
of Mender. He would first appeal to the 
people. This is now generally understood. 
Suoh is the only course whioh could possibly 
bring about a general election in April 
Therefore if a contest takes place at that time 
the issue before the country will be, “Was it 
right to permit the execution of Riel” ?

We do not believe that Sir John will be 
left without a working majority in the house 
of commons. In the first place the French 
speaking members for the most part have not 
committed themselves to hostility to the 
government, and many of those who did so 
declare themselves already regret their ac­
tion. In the second place the English speak­
ing opposition members are In a panic.

ITS REMARKABLE GROWTH AND PRESENT DE­
PRESSION.

Washington, D. C.t Jan. 9,—Mr. Warner, 
United States consul at Cologne, has made a 
report to the department of state on the finan­
cial résulta of the textile industries of Ger­
many, from which it appears that, next to the 
iron and steel industries, the textile branch 
occupies the foremost rank in the manufactur­
ing interests of Germany. The latest statistics 
show that the spare capital of the important 
companies engaged in this manufacture amounts 
to no less than $36,000,000. Not many years 
back these companies amounted 4 to.: no 
importance, but latterly they have in­
creased to about 50 large cotton mills, 
in good working order, and supplied 
with all the latest and most improved 
machinery, and not infrequently competing 
successfully with the leading cotton mills of 
Great Britain. Moat of these mills are locat­
ed to south Germany, where this industry is 
poshed with great vigor. Tables are given 

-showing the interest yielded during the past 
font years on capital Invested in the principal 
companies. The total invested capital of 49 
companies ia estimated at about $25,750,000.
The greatest rise occurred between 1881 and 
1883, and continued up to 1884, when 
n slight retograde movement began. 
While the upward tendency has been 
checked, and the decline for 188a 
is not not very marked, the fact Remains 
that the good financial résulta of the preceding 
years have ceased to appear. According to 
present Indications, the industry will experi­
ence a further curtailment, and that finaucia! 
tesulte will gradually recede to thoee of 1881 
ana 1882. These results ought not to be re­
gard as discouraging, fa view of the present 
stagnant condition of the other great industries 
to Germany; for instance, 30 of the largest 
mining companies, with an invested capital of 
about $5,000,000, paid in 1884 an average 
mend of three or font per cent, whioh fa 
fell to 1.9 per oent

THN AUGUSTA RAILROAD BRIDGE SWEPT AWAY— 
DAMAGES IN OTHER PLACES.I

Augusta, Me., Jan. 6,—Two арапа of the 
railroad bridge across the Kennebec at this 
place were carried away by the freshet at about 
8.16 o’clock this morning. During the latter 
part of the fall repairs were commenced on the 
bridge, and at the time of the accident the two 
•pans destroyed rested entirely on trestle work, 
built np from the bed of the river. The rains 
for the past few day* have weakened the ioe 
greatly, and fears were entertained for the 
safety of the bridge and a strict watch waa 
kept. The water rose about two feet be­
tween six o’clock laat night and six 
this morning, and quite a number gath­
ered to watch the railroad bridge over 
the Kennebec here this morning, It having 
been reported that the ioe had started np river. 
At a little past eight the Ice commenced to ran 
over the dam, and came down in large quan­
tities against the trestle work, piling np sev­
eral feet. The woodwork could not stand the 
shook and gave way. The two арапа first 
settled in the middle and then at the ends. 
At the time of the catastrophe there were five 
loaded coal can on the weak арап,placed there 
to weight the bridge down, bat when it be­
came evident that the bridge most go, two of 
them were hauled off by a rope. Of the other 
three two went to the bottom and one floated 
down river on top of a lot of lumber. Engine 
No. 29, with a crew of working men, has 
gone down river to try and secure the floating

Until the bridge ia repaired all of the travel 
will go over the back route and local passen­
gers and freight will be trenferred across the 
river on the other bridge. There ia no telling 
how soon the repairs will he completed, as the 
river may not be to condition for work to be 
resumed for several weeks. The demolished 
spans were each 172 feet long.

Fumon, N. Y., Jan. 10.—The most disast­
rous flood that ever visited this place is now 
doing Incalculable damage at the “Flats,” a 
large tract lying between Oswego river end the 
canal The upper part to occupied by large 
flouring mills and many other manufacturing 
concerns and the lower portion by the homes o: :

White Africans.

David Ker, in the New York Timet, reports 
an interview with Stanley, the African ex­
plorer, in which he says :

Just at this moment I improved the good 
chance of getting some information from Stan- 
ley about the mysterious “white Africans” who 
are said to exfat in the interior of the continent. 
Having just written a hovel about them, 1 was 
naturally anxious—now that it was just too 
late for any corrections to find ont exactly 
how many mbtakes I had made. “It was in 
Mteee’s country that you met those white 
Africans from Gambaragara, wasn’t it?” in­
quired L “Do yen really think there 
whole nation of them in the interior, as some 
people say ?”

Indeed I do. Mtesa’s officers told me that 
theré were great numbers of them settled upon 
the slopes of Mt. Gordon Bennett (that big ex­
tinct volcano,you know, to the northeast of the 
great lakes), and that they were a very timid, 
un warlike set, more given to skulking among 
the rocks then coming ont tor a fair fight in the 
open. The four that I saw in the Uganda were 
tall, slender, long-limbed fellows, with brown 
early hair, rather prominent noses, lips some- 
what full and thick (though not at all of the 
African type) and complexions not a bit darker 
than a mulatto in our Southern States.” “And 
do you really think they’re a pure-blooded Afri­
can root? Mightn’t they be descended from the 
first Portuguese colonist, who settled on the 
east African coast in the days of Vasco da 
Gama and Albuquerque ?” “No, I shouldn’t 
think that very likely. What would the 
Portuguese be doing there? I don’t fancy 
they ever got so far inland as that. It’s much 
more probable that they’re a tribe of light 
colored Ethiopians, or perhaps of Copts’, 
driven down from the north by conquest. 
Being, as the Waganda told me an unwarlike 
and timid race, they would naturally keep 
themselves secluded in these mountain fast- 
nesses of theirs, avoiding all contact with 
the fiercer tribes around them.”

Bangor, Jan. L—The Penobscot River b 
closed to navigation now, and the interest of 
business men fa transferred from the harbor of 
Bangor to the woods away toward the head- 
waters, where the army of axe swingers are 
now well at work chopping the loge that are to 
come down next spring. The past season has 
been successful for the lucky ones who had 
logs to sell, but not very profitable to those 
who sawed them into lumber, because logs 
brought a pretty good price, .wMle manufac­
tured lumber sold low. There are only seven­
teen million feet of logs left over on the river 
ont of a total stock of one hundred and fifty 
millions for the year, which b the smallest re­
serve for fifteen years.

The lumbermen feel confident of better 
times next Reason, and Intend to cut about 
160,060.600 feet, or 25 per cent more than last 
winter, which amount, with the reserve, will 
make a total stock of 167.000,000 feet for 1886. 
It b estimated that 2,600 men and 1,000 
horses and oxen are Sow at work on Penobscot 
waters, and there b more than the usual force 
on the other rivers. Supplies are cheap for the 
most part, and logs can be got out at low cost, 
providing the driving fa fair. The winter has 
I Men a remarkable one in this vicinity. Bsngor’e 
streets having been covered with enow only a 
week, while within a few miles of thb city are 
bare roads and fields.

FOB 1885 VALUED AT ONE AND A QUARTER MIL­
LION DOLLARS—AN UNUSUALLY LARGE
CATCH.*

Charlottetown, Jan. 4,—The fisheries of 
the bland during 1885 were all very good, 
fully up the average. Herring were moat 
abundant all along the coast; consequently 
bait was scarce. Mackerel were very plenty. 
They struck in email at first, but gradually 
improved in eize, and the average quality 
of the season was very good. The bland 
fishermen did well; and would have done 
better had the American markets been open 
to them. The Americans made large 
catches on the bland coast. Codfish and 
hake were unusually plentiful, wMle the quai, 
ity wae good. Lobsters, contrary to all expec­
tations, exceeded the catch of 1884. We had 
quite a boom to oysters, and made large ship­
ments to old and new markets. I estimate the 
catch of 1885 at 8,000 barrels of mackerel, 10,- 
000 barrels of herring and 8,000 cwt. of ood 
•nd hake to excess of the catch of 1884, and 
the total value of our fish harvest in 1885 at 
1(1,250,000, according to the value fixed by the 
Government officials. About 3,000 fishermen 
were employed, not counting lobsters re and 
oysterers; and perhaps L000 boats,besides fifty 
larger craft, varying in rise up to sixty tons.

Death of< Bev. D. McDonald, D. D.

(Charlottetown, P. K. I, Eliminer, Jan. 4 )
Many readers of the Examiner will deeply 

regret the loss of theb warm-hearted and 
sympathetic friend, the Rev. Dr. McDonald, 
familiarly and lovingly known as "Father 
Dan.” His passage from earth took place 
yesterday at the parochial house in George­
town. He was a ion of the tote Allan Mc­
Donald of Garahllll, and was born in the 
year 1820. In 1841 he entered St. Andrew’s 
college as a student of divinity, and after 
remaining there for two or three years pro­
ceeded to Rome, where he studied about 
seven years. On bis return to hb native 
island he lived in Rustioo with the late 
Bishop McDonald for about two years, and 
then he went to assbt Father MoPhee to the 
large and important charge of Si.

Then he came to Charlottetown, and living 
amongst ns for many years asVioar Geperal, 
made friends who will long revere Ms 
memory. For several years he wafe rector of 
St. Dunetan’s college, and finally waa 
signed the pastoral charge of George- 1 
tewn, Sturgeon and All Saints, Cardigan.
He was a close student—intimately acquaint­
ed with Cbnroh history and Scottish history.

When the year opened a low range of ; 
freights prevailed and prospecta were far 
from being bright, general trade being de­
pressed and the amount of tonnage at the 
disposal of shippers greatly in excess of 
the demand. In the> month of February 
there wu a smart recovery of rates In the 
San Francisco, South Australia and Bombay 
trades, while the demand for grate berthage 
from New York to Liverpool improved, but 
as the amount of competing tonnage was 
largely in excess of the demand the advances 
were tpeedlly lost. Again, daring the 
Afghani oriels there was a flutter In shipping 
circles, owing to the British government hlr- 
tog the pick of the mercantile marine for the 
purpose of fitting up a fleet of fast cruisers, 
but the war tarer lasted no time, and ship 
owners were once more reduced to the neoei 
slty of accepting any terms offered by mer­
chant». Nothing worthy of note occurred 
for several months, freight» keeping dogged­
ly below the remunerative point and the 
shipping trade being in a state of utter pros­
tration. However, in November the general 
trade prospect began to brighten a lit . 
at last freights showed distinct signs of im­
provement. Many homeward freights rose 
from 20 to 30 per cent., the chief activity 
exhibited being in the India and Black sea 
trades. American business, both North 
and South, also showed some improvement, 
but there was a slight temporary falling of 
in oonaequenee of the holders of produce in 
the United States raising their prices above 
the ehlpptog level. In the China and far 
Ifept trades, which suffered through the 
straggles of the conference to keep up their 
monopoly, a better demand for tonnage 
arose. Ail round the outlook became bright­
er, and, notwithstanding the large amount of 
offered, the advance in prices has been well 
supported. In the opinion of the market 
the carrying power has become adjusted to 
the requirement»?Of the world’s trade, and 
remunerative rates of employment are slowly 
returning. The following table shows the 
rates in operation prior to November and 
those obtainable toward the oloae of the 
year :

Socialism is another and kindred de­
partment of human life into which the 
ohnrch must look. There is a real, true, 
and awful socialism. There is an an- 
•oui/d, uDsorlptural, unsafe socialism. Its 
adherents believe, or affect to believe, that 
the chief end of God and of his people Is to 
secure a good time for . them, Irrespec­
tive of the way In which they themselves 
manage. The language of men on this line 
of effort needs to be corrected. Ministers 
may well tell their people that they are 
capitalists. The green grocer Is a capitalist 
to his messenger. He oan denounce the rail­
road Capitalist, and his messenger ohn de­
nounce him. The man who sets np a car­
riage office on a sum of $1,000, is a capitalist 
to the drivers as truly as the great railroad 
employers; and yet both the one and the 
other will sometimes rail against the latter 
as an exceptional, peculiar, and rather hate­
ful ehap. The1 'Sermon on the Mount” covers 
a good deal of ground trodden by socialism. 
It is not meant that pastors are to preaoh 
political economy; but they oan expound 
this sermen. Its ethical features are loudly 
applauded by many, who would be none the 
worse for the candid and careful study oi the 
doctrinal elements it also contains.

ONE PECULIARITY
of our age Is the rapid increase of “socie­
ties” outside the church—». under no
definite management by any church, bnt 
dependent practically on the money of ohnrch 
people, and doing work whloh the churches 
ought to do. There are forms of effort that 
tonoh civil matters and call for legislation 
where aotien of this kind is needful; bnt to 
keep young men purs' in language and in 
life, to aidithe poor, to help the temp 
resist temptation, the ohuroh Is a di 
appointed society for these very things. 
One of two things it Is sound policy to do: 
(a) either do this work by church agencies, 
or (6) acquire what men in trade would call 
a “controlling interest" in the societies. 
Suppose a group of people in the parish in 
whloh Dr. A. has been installed—to preaoh 
the gospel, visit tha sick, and, with the 
deacons, aid the poor—should organize a 
society to eeoure the visiting of the віск, 
set about raising the money among the 
people, get a pild secretary and agent 
with a corps of honorary officers; who does 
not see tint sooner or later, there would 
be trouble and loss somewhere in Dr. A’a 
congregation ! But a process on lines par­
allel to these la going on in many directions, 
and “prevention is better than oure."

There is a kind of patriotism which, as far 
aa possible, the Christian people of the land 
should encourage; a patriotism whloh does 
not oare for sworda and' guns, but for deep 
respect and sense of propriety. Without 
detailed description the idea may be con­
veyed to a reflecting reader. How would 
you like, as a visitor to European capitals, 
to bear of the second-rate caterers to the 
public saying “Come, let’s go to the United 
States. Those Yankees have lots of dollars, 
*hd they don’t know much !”

In suggesting the foregoing aa matters for 
reflection, and, If they or any of them seem 
proper, for action—we do not mean, for a 
moment; that they should be. In the way of, 
or substitutes for the ohuroh a great work— 
»'. e , witnessing for Christ, bringing men to 
him, and building them up on him.

SERMON.
Hew Tear Suggestions, by John Hall, 

D.D., LL Di
Faster of the Fifth Avenue Presbyterian 

Church, New York.

New Year ia proverbially the time for 
new resolves. A thoughtful mind looks 
back and recognizes errors, sometimes of 
omission and sometimes of commission. 
Something is learned or emphasized by ex­
perience. Then it looks forward. Work- 
la to be continued. The llnea are there, 
duly and firmly laid, and there is to be a 
movement, not like that of the rooking- 
chair, to and, fro, with no progress, bnt 
onward, like that of the locomotive and 
train of dependent carriages. What can 
be done, what ought to be attempted in 
the future ! -The new year resolves are not 
all realized; but some are; and the review 
and the resolves are better than unreflect­
ing and contented mechanical movement.

And even so churches may at this time 
look back and forward; and In view of all 
the “environments” and tendencies, 
eider what la to be done. Churches are 
not cast-iron machines, but elastic bodies, 
by their constitution able to adapt them­
selves to times of “present distress,” or to 
occasions for new service. If the Gentiles 
are to be taken in, the ohuroh oan epen 
the door. If the synagogue will not receive 

> Paul, he oan hire a school-house near by, 
and go on with the service. If the ship is 
In peril, he dim give advice and help, organ­
ize and Inspire; and if the ship-wrecked are 
shivering with cold, the “reverend gentle­
man” can bring a bundle of atioks and help 

„ to build the fire, and If a viper comes out of 
it, and fastens itself 
common experience?, 
to the fire and feel no harm.

Now what should the churches resolve to 
do io the coming year! By “the churches” 
no one denomination ia meant. All are in- 
eluded that try to reflect the evangelical, 
liberal teaohiog of the Bible, and to influ­
ence the people, as directed, for exemple, In 
the Epistles to Timothy and Titus. It will 
not be deemed presumptuous, it Is hoped,In 
one of the ordinary workers to say how 
things Impress him, in view of experiences 
and observations In the old world and in the 
new, and in more than one branch of the 
great company of the sainte. His sugges­
tions are to go for whst they are worth. 
They are not given out as rules and con­
clusions,but aa things worth thinking about,

. and, if found good, to be noted upon.
A KOBE PRONOUNCED CHURCH-LIFE 

is desirable. A minister and ohuroh officers 
have reasons for being as they are. Let 
all the people know them. Levthere be In­
telligent adherence. If any do not like the 
reasons, there sre open doors elsewhere, into 
which they oan go. Attachment, to be of 
value, must be “for cause;" and for all pur­
poses of mutual edification ami witnessing 
for the truth, fifty persons who know why 
they are there are better than a hundred 
who are fortuitously collected. The fifty 
will give attendance, instead of going to and 
fro, up and down the earth. They will 
give attention in addition to attendance. 
They will give effort, sympathy, interest, and 
prayer. They will give means. They will 
be in their places, not to pstronlze, or to be 
lifted socially, or to gratify curiosity, or to 
make a decent show; but because they кп(лр 
they ought to be, and w(iy. And such per­
sons moving into other localities, even for a 
season, will be powers for good. Little 
comes In the long-run, compared to what 
they might do, from “honorary members” 
of several denominations. The Ohuroh Is In 
this like the family and the country.

EDUCATION
needs to be looked after. The Sunday school 
is not here contemplated, nor the training 
In the family—a matter important enough 
for an article by itself. The week-day teach­
ing of the young Is the point in view. There 
are exeptlonal oases, no doubt, in the quiet 
country towns—notably in New England— 
where the ministers of the Gospel come in 
contact with the youth of the 
place in the day-school; but they 
are, one fears, exceptional. A great

ohnrch. School boards are doing their 
duties more or less wisely, and intellectual 
education Is being given; but how much 
appeal is there to the standard that is high- 
eet? How much education of the conscience 
IS there ! How much reoognltion of the die- 
tinotive family of God on the earth ! Why 
should not ministers go into schools, talk 
to the pupils, show sympathy with theih 
in their education, and habituate their 
minds to the fact that the gospel ministry 
Is charged with the highest department of 
education—that which is to be life-long; 
and that a man can be religions, spiritual, 
holy, and yet be In true and Intelligent 
sympathy with young and old in all the 
honest work of life !

As to the higher education—notably of 
—there la urgent need for observation 

and for action. The temptation to the 
private ladles’ school Is to make It attrac­
tive by “accomplishments”—largely out of 
the line of the real home life, and largely 
destructive of sympathy with the true life 
and ways of God’a ohuroh. The numerous

“Catholic” or Protestant. The adherence

Pat the pieces of bread Into this 
batter, brown them slightly, spread lightly 
with the anchovy eauoe, and serve Immedi­
ately on a hot dish.

In taking the melted butter from the 
water It cannot, of course, be entirely re­
moved with a spoon; but if some remains 
the water oan be set away and the hotter 
allowed to cool upon its snrfaoe. It oan 
then be removed easUy, and used in cooking 
or for other purposes.

“Take fusel oil, 64 oz.; acetate of potaseum, 
4 do.; sulphuric acid, 4 do. ; dissolve sulphate 
of copper, J do., end oxalate of ammonium, 1 
do., in water, 4 do.; add black oxide of manga­
nese, 1 do.; place all to a glass percolator and 
let them rest for twelve hoars. Then perco­
late and poor into a glass still, and distiU half 
a gallon of the Bourbon oil.”

A vigorous rye flavor is communicated by 
theaddition of “rye oil,” a pleasing combin­
ation of fusel oil, ceoanthlo ether, ohloro- 
form, Chlorate of potassium, and water. A 
fiery Cognao flavor comes from '‘Cognac oil,” 
which is sulphuric add,oil of ooooanut melt­
ed and aloohol. Then théire are "rum 
ether,’1 “rum essence," and “heading oil,” 
whloh ia uset| to put an artificial bead on in­
ferior liquors, and is ‘fdélèterioue,” the ex­
pert says. Wé should think it might be. It 
is composed 'of oil of sweet almonds, sul­
phuric add, ammonia and proof spirits. 
This heading oil Is a favorite ingrédient in 
the composition or seventeen grades of 
•fsertitions tahitkey,” for which our ex­
pert givés recipes. Here is the reoipe for 
No. 1 :

“Spirits, 82 gall,; water, 16 do.; sugar color­
ing, 4 oz.; beading oil, 1 do.” ,

Grade No. 2 la made by adding to grade 
No. 1 either oil of rye or oil of Bourbon, pro­
ducing rye whiskey or Bourbon whiskey, as 
desired, It is fair to say that some of the 
higher grades of whiskey contain whiskey. 
Mighty little pure French brandy, Scotch or 
Irish whiskey/ or Holland gfn finds it way 
into liquor stores. Imitations of the Import­
ed liquor are simple and cheap. Thus an im­
itation French brandy can be made for $1.20 
a gallon out of spirits, Cognao oil,and coloring, 
A Scotch whiskey' is madé out of spirits 
(40 gall.), Scotch whiskey (5 gkll.), and oil 
of biroh. A Holland gin made of spirits and 
oil of juniper berry costs $1 20 a gallon. As 
for rum, the domestic brands are generally 
out 50 per cent, with spirits, reducing their 
cost to about $1.30 per gallon. Jamaica rum 
is made out of spirits, New England rum, 
prune juice, rum essence, and coloring. Ap­
ple and peaoh brandies and highly [adulter­
ated, the favorite fusel oil,(sulphuric add and 
oil of bitter almonds contributing their re­
spective charms to the flavor.

These are the cheerful sources of the ex­
hilaration sought by the lover of strong 
waters. The lover of Imported wines is not 
much better off. “Imported wines are gen­
erally blended with the cheaper grades of 
California wines or with older which has 
been seasoned by time. Red wines are large­
ly adulterated with cherry juice," and color­
ing matter.” Essence of logwood is an in­
gredient in the mannfaeture of many wines 
and cordials. Barroom claret consists of 
California hook, extract of kioo, and essence 
of malvey flowers. Port wine" has some 
Spanish port In it, but cherry jnlM, syrup, 
water, boraole sold, and essence of logwood 
are mixed in, Sherty Is half California hook.

We call the attention of the Hon. Wm. 
Pitt Frye and of the keeper of the Senate 
restaurant, so effluent In cordials, to the ex­
traordinary materials of which these little 
nips of fire sr« made. Benedictine, usually 
supposed to be a sauve and generous cordial, 
it made of proof spirits, syrup, coloring, and 
essence of benedletine. This ‘essence’ con­
sists of oil orange, oil of angelica, chloro­
form and aloohol. Benedictine oan be made 
for $1.60 a gallon, It commonly retails for

LOBSTER NBWBBRG,

For six or eight persons use the meat of 
four pounds of lobster; four tablespoonfnls 
butter, two of brandy, two of sherry, two 
teaspoon fuis of salt, quarter teaspoonfnl of 
pepper, one-half pint of cream, yolks of four 
eggs and a slight grating of nutmeg.

Cut the lobster meat in delicate slices; put 
butter on stove in a frying pan; when hot 
add the lobster. Cook slowly for five 
minutes, add salt, pepper, sherry, brandy 
and nutmeg and simmer five minutes longer. 
Meanwhile beat the egg yolks and add the 
cream to them. Pour this over the cooking 
mixture, stir constantly for one minute and 
a half. Serve immediately on a hot dish, 
garnish with triangles of puff pastetor toast.

Cut the slices of toast across from corner 
to corner twice, to make the triangles. 
Garnish with the little lobster olaws, and 
the result la a very handsome dish.

Be sure to serve this very hot. This rule 
applies to a great many dishes. They often 
taste good here at the cooking school, better. 
than when yon oook them yourselves, 
because they are served hot as they should 
be. Many a good dinner is spoiled because 
the people will not соте promptly when the 
bell rings.

APPLE CROQUETTES.

One quart of peeled and quartered apples, 
slice them end pat them In » stew pan with 
■two tablespoonfnls of batter, rind from one- 
half a lemon, one-half cup of sugar ; oook 
this alowly on the back of the stove, stirring 
occasionally till' smooth and thick. Then 
add three egg yolks and one-half tablespoon 
corn starch; mix this well and rub it through 
a strainer. Spread it on a battered dish to 
cool. Have it thoroughly cold, then shape, 
egg, etc., as you would any croquettes and 
fry in a frying basket. Drain them and roll 
in powdered sugar.

These croquettes oan be prepared all ready 
for frying the day before if desired. Any 
croquettes are better if they are shaped and 
allowed to get thoroughly cold before being 
fried.

In shaping these Mrs. Daniels did not nee 
her hands at aU, but putting a little of the 
mixture on the board with the crumbs and 
shaped by rolling about with aj knife.

In beating eggs in which you are to roll 
croquettes don’t beat light, bi)t just break 
up a little.

There Is a great difference in apples as to 
juiciness, and If the mixture should look 
too thin when done add a little oornataroh to 
thicken it.

‘For frying,’ said Mrs. Danldlls, ‘I myself 
greatly prefer oil to lard.’

‘What kind of oil !’ asked a pupil.
‘Cotton-seed oil, or, If you don’t like the 

sound of that call it salad oil. You know 
that most of our oil that ia called olive oil is 
really nothing but oetton-seed oil. For my 
part I prefer a vegetable oil to an animal

met with great opposition. It waa Liebig’s 
fault. Hia theories were diametrically the 
reverse; and many distinguished German 
scientists would, doubtless, have arrived at 
M. Pasteur’s conclusion instead of stopping 
short, had they not placed so much faith in 
their leader. After this first microbe, Pas­
teur discovered others. He had an argu­
ment with Liebig about a micoderm which 
he found in vlneger, and the latter pub­
lished a pamphlet to prove that M. Pasteur 
was In error. M. Pasteur proposed that an 
experiment should be made with that very 
common article, writing paper, In order to 
prove the general existence of microbes. 
He claimed that if the surface of the 
paper were scratched with » knife, microbes 
would be found in the scrapings. Liebig re­
fused to try this. Probably he had scratched 
already and had seen the microbe whose ex­
istence he denied. M. Pasteur had already 
exhibited experiments with a microbe, which 
was offered sugar. For a microbe must have 
a little sustenance for the various cells of 
whiohdt is composed, though It oannot be 
said to eat, ln strict terms. Lister, a dis­
tinguished English surgeon, pursued M. 
Pasteur’s idea of the cause of fermentation, 
and applied It to putrefaction, aa exhibit­
ed in the gangrene whloh attacks wounds, 
He acknowledged hia Indebtedness in an en- 
thuriaetio letter.

It is not necessary to oontradlot the asset" 
Mon that the army of idle people “ came In 
with the era of high protective duties” or is 
the product of that policy. So much has 
been written lately about the condition of 
the United States laborer in the old free trade 
times that no well Informed person requires 
to be told that the condition of the working­
man is Immensely improved since then. 
The Telegraph has perhaps a short memory, 
but the people of this province can recall 
the tramps of eight years ago. We assert 
that for every man in this country today 
who wants work and cannot get It, there 
Were four or five such persons before the era 
of protective duties.

On the same page of the Telegraph, on 
which appears the contention that the want 
of employment in New York is due-to pro­
tection, appeared the following despatch :—

Glasgow, Jan, 8.—Great and long 
depression in trade, together with 
weather of toe past few days, is cansing much 
suffering among the poorer classes. Chari­
table societies, notwithstanding extraordinary 
efforts, are unable to supply the wants of the 
great number of persons who daily apply for 
relief. The work houses are overcrowded. A 
meeting of 5,060 unemployed persons was held 
here today. The crowd was orderly and no 
socialistic remarks were indulged in by the 
speakers. It was resolved to make an appeal 
so the wealthier classes for assistance.

Now Glasgow is in an antl-proteotlon coun­
try, and it might have occurred to the gifted 
editor that if the existence of a few hun­
dred persons in New York depending on 
charity and out of work, indicated a bad 
fiscal system, then these 5,000 starving 
Glasgow men were an argument against free 
trade.

The work of erecting new St. Panl’a waa 

commenced in 1882, in which year the old 
Kirk, situated on the comer of York and 
George streets, was removed to a vacant lot in 
the rear to make room for the new edifice. It 
may be mentioned that the Kirk was upwards 
of fifty years old and was the first Presbyter­
ian church erected to Fredericton. While the 
old building was in a fairly good state of pre­
servation, the necessity for a new church each 
year grew stronger, from the fact that the con­
gregation was rapidly increasing and more ex­
tended accommodation waa needed. The 
contractor for the erection of the new 
edifice was William Lawlor, whose re­
putation as a master builder is itself 
sufficient guarantee that the ehnreh has 
beeir well and substantially constructed. 
The outside appearance of new St. Paul’s ie 
very Imposing and has none superior to it in 
architectural beauty in the province. It is 
built of limestone, quarry faced with cut olive 
freestone trimmings from Dorchester. It is of 
gothic architecture and in design the form of a 
çroea. The tower corner faces both streets and 
the steeple pinnacle is.160 feet from the ground. 
There are three main entrances to, the vestibule, 
with three corresponding doorways leading to 
the body of the church. In the right and left 
of the vestibule the stairs leading to the gallery 
are sheathed with ash, the newel posts being 
of walnut

On entering the main body of the church one 
is struck with the magnificence of toe finish 
and the beauty and grandeur of the work. The 
interior is of the most modern in church finish- 
Inge. The floor has an inclined plane, rising 
gradually from the platform to toe rear 
with an elevation of three feet. The 
pews are of Це modern church style, doorless, 
constructed of ash with walnut trimmings, and 
were manufactured by J. O. Riateen A Go. of 
Fredericton. In front of the centre aisle is 
toe pulpit platform, raised four feet from the 
floor, built of walnut, furnished with a pulpit 
and three chairs, made of walnut, with French 
burl trimmings and red velvet cushions. Be­
fore toe platform is the large communion table 
and chair, and to the left a handsome baptis- 
mal font. The latter, donated to the church 
by J ackson Adams of Fredericton, is made of 
block walnut, octagonal in shape, with a deep 
top inlaid trefoil, burl panels on each side, and 
pillar ornamented with raised panels, the 
whole doing infinite credit to Mr. Adams' 
taste and workmanship. The pulpit furniture 
is of black walnut from the London Furniture 
Company of Ontario. The pnlpit is four 
feet six inches long, toe desk is covered 
with dark crimson plush, and the 
communion table is five feet long and two feet 
six inches wide. The chairs are of a beautiful 
design and upholstered in crimson plush. In 
the rear of the pulpit is the organ and choir 
gallery. The organ is a large and beautifully 
tuned instrument, containing 1,000 pipes. A 
gallery runs around three sides of toe church, 
which is large, with an excellently arranged 
seating capacity and is supported by six iron 
columns. The ceiling, which is supported by 
two iron columns, is painted a light blue,while 
the ceiling transepts and main body of the 
church is in the form of a cross and Gothic 
panelled,with heavy mouldings, the mouldings 
and panels being painted light yellow.

In the lightiag of the church, both day and 
night, special attention has been paid. 
On each side of the transepts are three 
large stained glass windows. One gives 
light to the tear of the church 
and ie composed of lavender and white diamond 
shaped glasses, giving a beautiful effect. The 
memorial window, 20 feet high and 4 feet wide,

one THB STEAMER NEW BRUNSWICK

arrived in St. John about 3 o’clock yesterday 
afternoon from Bastport, having had a rough 
trip. The officers of toe steamer report that 
the heaviest aad most disastrous storm that has 
occurred on the coast of Maine for many years 
took place on Saturday. The storm com­
menced at an early hour in the morning and 
continued the greater portion ef the day. The 
wind was from the northeast and it rapidly in­
creased in velocity until it blew a gale. The 
velocity recorded at the U. 8. war department 
signal station at Eaatport at one time was 60 
miles an hour. A terrible am was running in 
which no vessel could have lived for any length 
of time. Ini Bastport harbor alone sixteen 
schooners, principally fishing vessels of about 
100 tons each, wore partially or completely de­
stroyed. Of this number eight or nine of them 
were soak, one of them being loaded with coal. 
One schooner wae driven aground and her crew 
reached the land in the same sea that carried 
the vessel ashore. The crews of all these ves­
sels were saved, although some of the unfor­
tunate men were considerably bruised. The 
wharves at Eaatport were badly damaged.

Six vessels were wrecked at West Qaoddy 
bay, the crews of all being saved, and another 
schooner was driven ashore on Deer island.

It was reported in Eaatport that a number 
of vessels were wrecked at Grand Manan, but 
the rumor appears to have been without found­
ation, as a despatch received from the island 
states that everything was all right there.

The bulletins issued by the war department 
signal service U. S. army give the velocity of 
the wind on Saturday aa follows : 10 a. m., 
Boston, 35 miles; Eut port 32 miles; New York

SATURDAY’S SERIOUS GALE.

(FROM OUB OWN CORRESPONDENT.)

St. Martins, Jan. 11,—The eohooner 
•Champion, from Nova Scotia, was driven on 
West Qaaoo beach on Saturday afternoon. 
The Champion left Fort Williams on Friday 
evening with over 5,000 bushels of potatoes 
on board,bound for Boston. She experienced 
no difficulty until she encountered the 
terrlffio storm which (came up on Saturday 
morning. After passing the Isle d’Hante 
the wind blew so furiously and the snow fell 
ao blindingly that it wae impossible for the 
captain to tell whether he was drifting, un­
til about 2 p. m., when the storm some­
what abated he found that he was fast 
approaching the rooks upon which the 
Arcana went to pieces about a year ago. 
Taking In at a glance his perilous position 
he quickly turned the helm and ran his ship 
hard up on the beach near the spot where 
the valuable cargo of the renowned Anna 
Carrier was so gallantly discharged about 
two years ago. The crew consisting of four 
men besides the master, all reached the land 
In safety but were considerably disabled by 
exposure. Had the storm continued at its 
fury another hour, no doubt the Champion 
would have gone on the reef and shared a 
fate similar to that of the Arcana.

Your correspondent would here like to call 
the attention of the bon. minister of marine 
to the necessity of a fog whistle being placed 
en the head nearer the present light. In a 
gale like that of Saturday nothing ont a good 
whistle can be of great value to the bewil­
dered mariner. Its warning notes might have 
enabled the captain of the Champion to have 
kept off in deep water and today had his 
■cargo in the Boston market rather than laid 
np on the beech to freeze.

The manager of the St. Martins and Up­
