On
the south bank of the river, at a range
of about 2,000 yards, were placed three
field batteries and two naval twelve-
poundens, and on the north bank, em-
filading the whole miver, one Howitzer,
three fleld batteries and three naval
4.7 guns. Then followed the most won-
derful scene the correspondent ever
witnessed. Once before he had seen
one hundrea and ten guns in action,
buf never such a number of powerful
guns concentrating their fire upon a
spot about a mile square. The explod-
ing shells raised great clouds of green
smoke, ‘completely filling the bed of |

the river. The shrapnel burst on the |

edge of each bank, except for a short
space where the proximity of the Brit-
ish infantry made it dangerous. Our |
shells searched every bush and every
mavine of the river bed. The enfilading
guns must have dome terrible execu-
tion. The roar was deafening, yet
with a spirit of desperae madness the
Boers would now and again ettempt
to smipe the naval guns, which were
firing at a range of 1,000 yards. The
fong line of three batteries belched
their death missiles, while on each side
lay two battalions of infamtry, whose
Maxims sounded petty beside the roar-
ing of the big guns. What loss the
Boers suffered is not yet knowmn. This:
busimess is being written in the middile
of a sleeping camp. Not a sound dis-
turbs the heavy slumber of the tired
soldiers. Down the river bed not a
face is seem, not a cry heard. There
is something tragic 'n the stern resist-
ance which Gen. Cronje is hopelessly
offering. It is impossible not .to ad-

AT GROBLER'S KLOOF.

COLENSO, Natal, Saturday, Feb. 24.
—The Boers, who had been reinforced,
made a stand on Thursday at Grob-
ler's Kioof and on a range of hills run-
ning east. They had been foreed from
all their positions on the righit.

Gen. Liyttleton’s division on Thurs-
'day advanced under ocover of the
kopjes. The Boers fired a creusoi and
a “Liong Tom.” The British artillery
was well sheltered in the action at
daybreak amnd until late in the after-
noon, whemn a heavy rifle fire on both

The British infantry had advancad a
mile and a half and a continuous fire
was kept  up umtil after dark. The
Boers stuck to their positions. The
British artilery was irregular. A few
salvos were sent toward the thickly
wooded spots and ravines from which
the Boer fire was the heaviest. The
Boers sent shells into the headgquant-
ers-baggage close to the hospital, but
no material damage was done. Gen.
Wynne was slightly wounded.

The Boer positions are not consider-
ed strong, with the exception of Grob-
ler's Kloof. The hills eastward are not
so high and cannot be entremnched s0
well as the moumbains which the
British heve taken. The Somersets
were the first across ithe pontoon on
Wednesday. They were subjected 1o
a heavy fire for five hours in an isolat-
ed position. It was the first time they
had bean under fire, and they behaved
excellently. -

It seems certain, however, that Gen.
Roberts i§ steadily tightening his grip
and ever getting close round the
doomed army, but as the critics here
point out, every day’s delay im Gen.
Robents’ advance through the Orange
Frree State is a ‘day gain for the be-
stegers of TLadysmith. Therefore Com-
mandant €ronje’'s ' zallantty is not
without a good object.

It is also surmised that the inter-
mittent desultory shelling which is' re«
ported ‘is probably due to ' General
Rioberts” confidence that the issue is
inevitable and to his desire not to con-
vert the spot into'a venitable shambles
wihen -a slight delay may '‘save much
life. ‘The presence of women and chil-
dren adds to the horror of the posi-
tion, and the fact ‘that these non-com-
batanits are in the Boer laager is also
thought to have influenced General
Riobents. Commandant Cronje’s me-
fusal to accept safe conduct for these
is eomsidered hare to be barbarous, but
“Mr.  Robinson declares that Boer
women are boldar and more courage-
ous than even the men and, that they
possibly refuse to leave their hus-
bands.

He says that Commandant Crohje’s
vife will certainly not abandom him.

As regards the other campaigns, the
despatch from the ccrrespondents at
Colenso camp cover the latest point
known. It is evident that the Boers
who are blocking Gen. Buller's ad-
vance are displaying the utmost cour-
oge and temacity, and that -they are
cccupying their positions in. consider-
akle numbers.

The Bcer method of removing their
dead is to tie a couple of reins to the
body, which is thus dragged off by
two horsemen at full gallop.

There were several pour parles to-
day on ihe subject of a short armis-
tice. It seems that Gen. Cromje is
willing to surrender, but that the
young Transvaalers refuse. The other
beleaguered Boers are anxious to
give up. ’

A British doctor who visited the
Boer lires to see the wounded, found
the trenches along the river full of
wounded, and saw many dead.

I would ask you not
to suppose tmat the severance of my
ties with you is ‘due to petty misun-
derstandings with the minister of mili-
tia upon minor issues of appointments
or disciplinary matters, but that it is
due to broader and vastly more im-
portant issues.”

Coneerning ' this statement, Sir Wil-
frid Laurier made a declaration’ yes-
terdayy whioh has been telegraphed. A
part of this declaration may, however,
be repsated here. Sir Wilfrid said in
reference to .General Hubtton’s intil-
mation that the government ~deésired
to exercise improper: political Influ-
ence: :

“I desire on the part of the govern-
“rment to say there is absolutely no
« foundation for such a statement. The
« causes of difference between the gov-
“epnment and Gemeral Hutton were
“ not ovar any broad questions of gen-
“ enal pelicy. The causes of difference
«were that Gemeral Hutton was in-
« subordinate and indiscreet, and de-
“liberataly ignored the authority of
“ the minister in the administration of
“ tha dspartment. The gocvernment
“ states that while it will at all times
“ pe prepared to give the most careful
“ constderation to any representations

“ which may be made by the officar
“ commarding the militia, it must be
“ distinotly understood that any such
 officer on accepting the position, be-
“comes from that time an officer in
“ the employment of and subject in
“all respects to the government of
“ Canada, and that he is to be regard-
‘“ed as the adviser, but not as entitled
“to control the department of militia.”

In cecnelusion the premier observed
that the govermment would be dere-
lict to its duty “if if permitted any
“ subordinate official under any cir-
“ cumstances to take upon himself to
“ disragard the instructions he may
“raceive from the constitutional chief
“ of his department.”

This statement was made on Feb-
ruary 1Sth. It is simply an expan-
sion of the statement made by Mr.
Tarte through La Patrie so long ago
as October 17th, when he was threat-
ering Gerneral Hutton with dismissal.
It should be remembered that on Oc-
icber 4th amd October 6th, Sir Wil-
frid Lavrier and Mr. Texrte had issued
their respective statemeats, declaring
that no troops should be sent out of
Canada to assist in the wars of the
empire. About the same time Mr.
Chamberiain had invited Canada’s’ -
ficial co-operation and «ccepted dirdrs
of troops made throcugh General Hut-
ton by individual officers of the Cana-
dian militia, and also individual offers
made drect to thz war office. Mr.
Tarte had heard that General Huiton
and the governor general were work-
ing up the enterprisec of sending a
Canadian contirgent. This is the
warning issued through La Patrie to
General Hutton:

“The commandant is named by the
“ iir perial governnemt, but he is paid
“py the taxpayers of Cavada. It does
“not belong to him to deal wiuth the
“ military or aivil policy of the gov-
“ernmert. He is simply an executive
“ officer. All attempt to sssume any
“ other rcie can reve no cther result
“than his recall to Erglamnd. There
“ must be no misunderstanding about
“ this. The general, we hope, has no
“such purpose. Above ull, we hope
“that he has not taken it into his
‘“head to enter imbo such amn adven-
“ture with the government of thie
“ gountry. For if such were the case
“he would get cut of the country very
“ quickly and with much the worst of
““ it-"

It wili be seen that Mr. Tarte has
not only punishsd@ General Hutton,
and through him the mdéiitia service of
Canada for his alléged interference
on behalf of the emrire, but he has
actually put into the mouth of the
premier, in wvindication ' of General
Hutton’s Landshment, the identical
sentiments which he had expressed by
way of a threat in his own newspaper,
paid for by Mr. Greenshieids. In a
fortnight Mr. Tarte is going to Peris—
to his own dear Framce—but he has
not ventured to go until he has swept
the country clear of the imperial in-
fluence to which he a‘tributes the
fajlure of his own and the premier’s
attempt to check the loyal impuiees
of the people of Canada, . Unfortu-
nately for Mr. Tarte, he entirely over-
estimates the service im this respect
dcne by Ceneral Hutton. The people
of Canada, who were the real coer-
cicrists in this case, are here yet, and
Mr. Tarte will hear frem them in the
Lreper iime.

More powerful.and far reaching than
the naval guns is the imagination of
d¢he war correspondents. Severial days
ago we: were .assured that Gereral
Cronjeand his army were surrounded
in a position tha: _was a  weritable
slauglitea' Qen, searchea riomentarily
by death-dealing ' British shells. In
one view Zronje was held up to admit~
aftion as a martyr who deliberately
dhrew the lives of himself and men
intio -the breach to' delay the Brilish
advance till ali ‘the Boer farces in tne
south get north and estahlished a new
line of defzneca.  In another view he
was simply' a” madman, recklessly
throwing away-thz lives of his foliow-.
ers, who were bemg rapidly mowed
down by the British artillery iire.

It may be that ere this General
Cronje has surrendered or has been
crushed; but the lurid  stories about
the havoc wrought by the artillery,
and the glowing eulogies ‘heapad upon
the Boer general must be expunged
from the record. Gemeral Cronje has
mot  mamifested any supernatural
powens, He remained around Kim-
berley till it was time to go. Then he
went. He went pretty fast, but not
fast enough to get away. He was
familiar with the country, and went
'to a. place where he was able to hide,
It was absurd to suppose that he did
mot get into a comparatively strong
place, or he womuld not have been able
to stay there so long. The body of a
Boer is not proof a,g'amtst. a bursting
shell, and it will probably be found
that for some time after Cronje got
into the bed of the Modder river he
was able to keep his force in places
pretty well sheltered. The testimony
of a Bloemfontein merchant who re-
eently arrived in New York supporis
this view. He says that at the point
where Cronje is now supposed to be,
‘the Modder river is 800 feet wide; the
banks rise abruptly to m height of
from 20 to 30 fect and are covered
wiith a thick growith of willows and
mimosa, trees. Al this time of year
the river is almost dry. In its bed are
great roclks and deeb wells of water.
The high banks, says 'this menchant,
prevent the British from using thelr
artillery to the best advantage, while
the rocks afforded .excellent pro-
tection to the Boer marksmen.
It Cronje’s position were what the
correspondents describe it, we should
have learned ere this of the surrender
or annihilation of his army.

With regard to the effectiveness of
modern great guns, the following ex-
firact from a letiter written by Major
‘Allbrecht, commander of the Boer ar-
tillery, is of interest. . Writing just
after the battle of Colenso, he said:

To about 1,000, English shells about twelve
men -were killed, and thirty or forty wound-
ed, for the rest was done by rifles. Our
Boer artillery was by no means as success-
ful as I had anticipated before the war.
Certainly our people shoot splendidly; but
there is a great difference between a gun
and a rifle. The:English must have suffered
heavy losses, but I know that I, with my
artillery, had only a slight share in it, al-
though we fired about .four hundred shells.
E leave it open whether our artillery dis-
abled .in ail a hundred men. The rifiemen
disabled ‘in ten minutes ten times more than
evr artiliery did- sometimes in ten hours: ]
Artillery in defence does not seem to be des-.
tifed to play a brilliant part, and as regards
the |attack, 1ts use cocsists chiefly 'in intirnt-
dating the ememy, so that the attacking body'
ean’ advance unpder its protection. The real:

decision lies’ in close. fighting. The battles
of Magersfontein and Colenso were decided
within ten minutes.

During the seven montas ending
with January. last the United States
exported products of agriculture to
the value of $495,426,875, ard of manu-
factures $234,301,141. The most inter-
esting feature in correction with
these statements is that while agri-
cultural prcducts showed a falling off
to the value of $11,000,(C0 compared
with the like p2riod of 1he previous
year, ther: was an lincrease in the ex-
port of manufactured goods to the
value of $£2,000,000.

During the same pernod the import-
aticm of articles in a crude condition
for manufacturing showed ah incgease
of $54,000,000 over :he like peried ‘in
the previous year. The statisdcs
show that the expcrts of manufac-
tures form 29.76 per cent of the total
exports, and articles in a crude condi-
tion for manufacturing form 34.79 per
cent of the total in.ports, a-Jarger per-
centage in each case than ever before
shown. i

Sees Lots of Dead Boers in the Vicinity
Belmuont.

Private Geo. F. Adams of St. Joan,
writing from Belm«mt, South Africa,
to a fricnd in this city, says, among
cther things :

We w on the hill called Scotch
Ridge last night and could see the
flashes of the guns that were shelling
Magersfontein,. We were up there
en outpost duty and I was stationed
right alongside of the bodies of ten
Bores that were half buried by having
stores piled on top.of them. I had to
light my pipe to kill the odor, and
nearly got caught smoking on duty.

The heat hers is sometting awful at
present; 122 degrees in the shade at
dinner time. . Every day there is a
sand storm, and by the time the din-
ner, gets in the tent, the soup bucket
is half-full of .sand. Some times the
wind is so stromg it blows the covers
right off the pots on the fire.

I have seen about fifty dead Boers
about tris place, .but God knows how
many more  ther> are that I have
not seen.

We expect to be on our way to
Kimberley. this time next week.

We huzve not got either our kit bags
or valises, having left them ‘in stores”
at Cape Town.

At one time he took
a short course at St. Johns Infantry
school, entering as a private and
graduating a sergeant. On leaving
the Bchool he was appointed instructor
of the Victoria Rifles in Montreal, a
position which he held for two years,
when he résigaed and joined the Scots,
where he became color-sergeant -of No.
3 company. He was an expert shot,
and for many years Was a member of
the Dominion and Quebé¢ Rifle asso-
ciations.
