$?.,000 Insured.

During the fire, John Wilshire, a 
fireman, had a narrow escape from 
electrocution. He was badly burned 
with a live wire and is now In the 
Eastern Maine General hospital in a 
serious condition.

Sussex, N. B„ July D. A. Vail, 

a well known business man was 
frightfully injured here tonight while 
charging a soda water cylinder. Vail 
has his own plant for making soda 
water and when the cylinder became 
empty he started to recharge it. The 
plant was in the back room and It 
was dark at the time. Vail was sit­
ting just In front of the cylinder and 
the presure gunge was out of isght 
He was rocking the cylinder back and 
forth when suddenly there was a 
terrific explosion which was heard 
some distance away. Those In the 
shop rushed In and fouiyt Vail lying 
on some bags with blood all over the 
floor. He was picked up and was 
found to be suffering from severe In­
juries about the abdomen and had a 
fearful gash across his forehead. 
Drs. McAllister and Ryan, and Dr. 
MacLaren of St. John responded to 
the call and the victim was removed 
to his home, where his injuries which 
have been pronounced serious were 
attended to.

At Vail’s store where the accident 
occurred there is ample evidence of 
the serious character of the explosion 
and fearful force with which the vic­
tim was struck. The cylinder which 
was made of half Inch steel was 
smashed like an egg shell. A solid 
piece of steel wrenched from the 
container struck Vail in the stomach 
und as be fell forward an Iron lever 
used for closing off pressure struck 
him above the temple cutting his 
head open four Inches. The room 
was a perfect shambles and in disor­
der from the force of the explosion. 
From those in charge it was ascer­
tained that the pressure guage had 
been out of order and It was thus im- 

pressure
ng f£om the generator. Vail was 

formerly associated with his brothers 
in St. John In the Globe Laundry and 
is very well known in the city. In, 
Sussex his many friends heard of the 
accident with profound regret. The 
latest indications are that only a 
miracle can save from death the un­
fortunate man whose skull is frac­
tured In three places. Doctors are 
now trepaning.

Kansas City, Mo., July 6 —The ver­
dicts were returned In the federal 
court after seven hours’ deliberation 
by the Jury that for more than five 
weeks had listened to testimony for 
and against the charge of the govern­
ment that 625 sacks of flour, bleach­
ed and sold by the Lexington Mill and 
Elevator Company, of Lexington, Neb. 
and seized by the government, while 
in the possession of the purchaser, a 
grocer at Castle, Mo., were adulterat­
ed and misbranded.

The verdicts of adulterlng and mis­
branding were a complete victory for 
the government, which prosecuted the 
suit under the pure food and drug 
act. The government charged that the 
flour was adulterated in that it was 
bleached by the Alsop process, which 
makes use of nitrogen peroxld In 
bleaching flour, 
charged in that the flour was labelled 
a fancy patent, whereas It was not 
made of first grade hard winter wheat.

Millers say that the bleached flour 
decision will handicap farmers of the 
southwest $16,000.000 a year. They 
are considering the establishment of 
bleaching stations in states where the 

of bleached flour Is not prohibit­
ed. Thus they say they can avoid the 
Interstate commerce law.

"The decision of the cky council 

to ask the residents of Germain street 
to sign another petition for permar 
nent pavement is .altogether Inexpli­
cable." said one of the citizens In­
terested yesterday. "About 75 per 
cent of the residents signed one 
tlon, and we think that Is 
enough. One of the funny features 
of this very amusing business Is that 
the recorder drew up the petition, and 
yet now he comes forward and says 
It Is no good. And that too In face 
of the fact that he charged ua $5 for 
drawing It.

"Not being a lawyer the position 
of the council seems to me to be 
rather absurd. The recorder’s con­
tention is that property has changed 
hands, thus making the petition no 
good. As a matter of fact only one 
property in the section dnterestydl 
hue changed hands, and the new own­
er would sign the petition If It was 
presented to her. And even If this 
now resident refused to do so, It 
couldn't effect the city's position. It 
would require a petition signed by 50 
per cent of the 
paving of the street to invalidate the 
city's privilege of collecting half the* 
coat from the residents, and as 75 per 
cent have signed the petition asking 
for pavement the fears of the coun­
cil and the recorder seem to be rather 
groundless.

When this was presented to the 
council. It was referred to the board 
of works, and after some delay that 
body took the matter Into considera­
tion. The upshot of Its deliberations 
was that It asked the residents td* 
meet them at city hall, ami in course 
of time they named a day. and a large 
number of residents gathered, and de­
clared that they would be satisfled If 
a paving suitable for a residential 
street was selected.
