Fredericton, Mar. 19.—The provin-
clal. government party opened their
campaign in the York county byelec-
tion with five fine public meetings
Saturday night in the interests of the
candidature of Dr. O. E. Morehouse,
in the byelection on March 30th. No
capalgn in York county ever started
off more auspiciously or with vietory
by a tremendous majority certain.

Along the St, John river valley par-
ishes, the peopla will vote for Dr.
Morehouse to strengthen the hands of
Premier Hazen in giving to the St.
John valley the railway facilities they
have so long desired and throughout
the whole county there are evidences
of a tremendous majority at the polls
oh the 30th,

The opposition ranks are badly split
up, many of those who have been pro-
minent in former fights, having re-
belled so strongly against offering
any opposition to Dr. Morehouse's
candidature that they will now give
bim their support.

One of the finest meetings ever held
at Burtt's Carner which is near Dr.
Morehouse's home, was that address-
ed on Saturday night by Premier Ha-
zen and A. R. Slipp, M. P. P., while
Hon, George J. Colter also spoke at
the conclusion of the meeting. The pre-
mier was given an ovation and made a
fine fighting speech, the audience of
800 or more, being warmly apprecia-
tive and sympathetic.

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THE NEED OF A ROYAL COMMISSION,

In another four weeks, on Tuesday, April 18, the civic elec-
tions will be held and the people of this city will be called upon
to decide by a plebiscite the most important question which can
be submitted for their consideration—the system under which .St.
John shall be governed. It will not be amiss, therefore, to pause
and review briefly the situation and to examine the progress which
has been made since the agitation for a change in the system of
government started.

On Monday, January 9, at the request of the Council of the
Board of Trade, the Common Council agreed to submit a bill to
the Legislature to enable a plebiscite to be taken on the commission
plan of government; in the words of the official notice “to provide

“for the taking of a plebiscite, at the civic elections in April next,

“as to whether or not the electors of the City of St. John are in
“favor of governing the said city by an elective Commission of five
“persons consisting of a Mayor and four Commissioners in lien of
“the present system of civic administration.”

Subsequently through the activity of the Board of Trade an or-
ganization called the Citizens’ Committee was formed, a large
fund was subscribed, and a vigorous ¢ was | ed to
secure the support of the electorate. A pamphlet was issued set-
ting out on broad lines what the commission idea Is, but contain-
ing no information as to the numerous and important changes
whicl# a revolution in the form of government would bring about
in this city, The local situation is not touched upon.

Not only are some of the statements contained in this pam-
phlet open to criticism, but at least in one instance they are con-
fusing and contradictory, On page 3 it is stated, among the lead-
ing features of the commission plan, that it “pays the Mayor and
“Commissioners so elected sufficient salary to enable them to devote
“their entire time to the city’s affairs” On page 6 it is set forth
that commission “provides either that the Mayor and Commission-
“ers must give all their time or such as may be necessary for the
“proper transaction of the city's business.”

This indefiniteness and the silence of the advocates of commis-
sion on all details, and they aré many and important as affecting
the government of thig city, have been marked features of their
campaign. ‘The principle of commission government, that is, the
management of the city’s affairs by five commissioners, with cer-
tain adjuncts such as the initlative, referendum and recall, is all
that the people of St. John know of the system under which, if
this campaign is successful, they will be governed in future,

A resolution in favor of introducing reforms into the present
system, the main feature being®to reduce the council to nine alder-
men, was adopted on February 13 by a large majority of the Com-
mon Councik As yet mo programme outlining definitely the
course other reforms will take has been made public, but a bill has
been submitted to the Legislature asking:that a plebiscite may be
taken on the main question. This movement has received very
general support although its friends have not seen the necessity
of appearing on the platform or advertising extensively in the
public press,

Broadly put, therefore, the situation today narrows down to
this:—The electors will be asked #o0 decide by their votes whe-
ther they want the city governed by the Common Council system
or on the commission principle. In view of all the circumstances,
the fact that the friends' of commission have no detailed pro-
gramme to offer and that the reform movement is almost equally
indefinite, a situation has arisen which in the public interest must be
grappled with,

The Standard is of the opinion that the appoiatment of a
Royal Commission, such as the one which framed the union of the
cities in 1889, will meet the difficulty and should be satisfactory
to all interests concerned. The electors by their votes at the ap-
proaching plebiscite will decide whether they favor the broad princi-
ple of civic govérnment by a mayor and aldermen or civic govern-
ment by five commissioners. Whichever principle receives the good-
will of the majority should before April, 1912, be incorporated into
& charter by .an Independent tribunal, and by that system St. John
will thenceforth be governed.

The advantages of leaving all the details to the decision of an
independent body are obvious.  As matters stand at present, even
should the friends of commission produce some form of charter
of their own devising and be successful at the polls, the details of
the commission plan must necessarily be dealt with by a more or
less hostile common council during the coming civic year. Endless
discussion may result with probably further amendments to the
charter when submitted to the Legislature, Should the Common
Council system prove successful the advocates of commission will
have ample opportunity to present arguments in favor of reforms
and improvements which would be given due consideration by the
investigating commissioners,

The Standard makes this suggestion believing that the fram-
ing of a mew charter based on either principle should be in the
hands of an independent body with only the best interests of the
citizens to serve, 'We maintain the opinidn previously expressed
that reforms can be . introduced into the present system
which will make the conduct of public business as satisfactory as
in thousands of other communities, We abate nothing in our erit-
icism of the commission plan which has yet to be proved some-
thing better than a make-shift form of government applicable to
bankrupt and graft-ridden cities in the States. The merits and
demerits of this system, however, are not now under discussion,
The point to be considered is what guarantee the electors can se-
cure that the principle they vote for at the polls, will be elaborat-
ed into a system of government without friction and with a due re-
gard to all classes in the community.

By the appointment of a Royal Commission we belleve this end
can be ‘most satisfactorily accomplished. The Common Council,
as the representatives of the citizens, should take the matter up
with the local Government without further delay so that when the
plebiscite is taken the people may have some definite guarantee
that their decision will be effectively ecarried out by an honest and in-
d«\poudvnt tribunal. The fairness and capacity of the Local Ad-

ministratipn are so well established that whichever principle of
government is successful there can be no doubt that the personnel
of the romml:slnn appointed to work oyt the details would be
such ag to give it broad and friendly treatment and justice to all
concefned,

MURDER ENDS
FAMILY ROW

Thomas Fitzgibbons Of ' An-
sonia, Conn., Killed His
Wife, And Was In Turn
Murdered By His Son.

Ansonia, Conn,, March 19.—Thomas
Fitzgibbons, sr.,, and his wife, Nora,
were found in their home on Uwvavv
street late today with their
Lcrushed in with axe and the ho
[on fire. Their son, Thomas, jr., bein
held by the police charged with the
double murder, though according to
the story told by him to the police, his
father killed his mother, and he in
turn” killed his father. The son has
two slight scalp wounds which he sald
he recelved when he took the axe
away from his father, but according
to the medical examiner, the wounds
were probably self inflicted,

The tragedy was discovered by a
neighbor, Bdward Fogarty, who at-
tracted by smoke issuing from the
windows of the house, entered to find
Thomas, jr.,, hacking the head of his
father, who was lying on the kitchen
floor with an axe, and the body of the
mother with her skull crushed in lying
on the floor in a front room.

The house was on fire, set either by
a lamp which was on the floor, or by
a stove which was overturned, Be-
fore the bodies could be removed that
of the elder Fifzgibbons was badly
burned.

Fogarty secured the son and held
him until the arrival of the police.
According to the story told to them
by the son, who was released from the
state asylum for the insane a year ago,
and since that time had been working
in Schenectady, N. Y., he retunned
home a week ago. His father and
mother, he said, frequently quarrelled
and today had a particularly violent
fight whicli led his father to seize the
axe which stood in a corner of the
kitchen and strike Mrs, Fitzgibbons
on the head.

The son said he Interfered as soon
as he could and took the axe from his
father and struck him with it, crush-
ing his skull. The fire, he said, was
started by the lamp, which his father
had thrown at his mother before at-
tacking her with the axe, Fitzgib-
bous is being held pending the cor-
oner’s Inquiry.

FIGHTING ON
MEXIGAN  LINE

Eleven Soldiers Killed In Skir-
mish On Friday—Liman-
tour Speeding To' Capital
With Proposals For Peace.

Presidio, Texas, March 17, via
Maraa Tex., March 18.—Eleven sol-
dlers and two insurrectos were killed
today in the siege of Ojinaga. With
the river ford between Presidio and
the besieged city in their possession
and the town surrounded, bottling up
the main body of federal troops, the
rebel forces are centreing their at-
tention on two adobe huts on the
Canada ranch on the outskirts of
Ojinaga where forty soldiers are
virtually held prisoners and to the
guardhouse near the river crossing
held by the federals. For 24 hours
firing at close range has been almost
continuous. KEarly today the detach-
ment at the Canada ranch made a
rush from the adobe shelters. Thwy
were met by a withering fire Whd
were forced to return to the huts af-
ter nine had been killed.

New York, March 18.-—The Mexi-
can vice consul here, Manuel A. Es-
teva, in a long statement to the press
unexpectedly confirms the under-
standing that Senor Limantour is the
bearer of important proposals from
the insurrectos to the administration.

“It seems to, me a great mistake
for the newspapers to print from day
to day, rumors from the Texas border
as to whether Mr. Limantour will be
permitted to make the journey safely
across Mexico. He I8 returning to
Mexico with important plans with re-
spect to reforms and the general im-
provement of the country,” says Sen-
or Esteva.

“The publication of rumors that in
surrectos may burn bridges ahead of
Senor Limantour’s train,” he says,
“might incite individuals who had not
thought of such a thing to interfere
with his prompt return.” Heretofore
all the government pronunclamentos
have referred to the insurrectos as
“disturbers of the peace,” .sometimes
a “anarchists” or more slightly as
merely disorderly persons. The Mex
fcan vice-consul takes a different
tone.

“In the

first place,” he says, “the
engaged in the insurrec-
tion are mostly above the peon
class-men who can read and write
with no difficulty whatsoever.”

Still another sidelight on the qual-
ity and conduct of the insurrection
came today from A, E. Stillwell, pres-.
ident of the Kansas City, Mexico and
Orient Railway Company. *“Our only
experience with insurrectos,” he said,
“dates back some flve or six weeks,
when Orozco and 52 men captured an
Orient train and compelled the con-

ductor to take them back some 75
miles. Three days later they took
the regular train from the end of our
lines in the mountains back to their
starting point and left us, having pald
full fares for the entire party both
ways.”

Torreon, Mex., March 18-—Details
of the engagement yesterday on Col-
onas, east of here on the Internation-
al railrond reached this city today.
Sixty regulars were ambushed by 140
rebels and a desperate fight ensued.
The loss is reported to be 30 killed
on each side. Among the federal
dead is Captain Duran who was in
command of the company.

San Antonfo, Texas, Mar. 19.—Dr.

Government

Member for St.John Coa-
tinues Debate on Bud-
get Speech.

How the Former Govern-
ment Mismanaged
Everything They Under-
took.

In continuing the debate on the
budget speech in the local legislature
on Friday, Hon. Robert Maxwell said:
Regardipg agricultural matters the
eriticisms of the hon, gentleman from
Northumberland county were also far
from the truth, This government was
giving more attention to agriculture,
and under the administration of his
esteemed and Hon. friend, Hon. D.
V. Landry, the agricultural depart-
ment was doing more to assist this
industry than had ever been accom-
plished before. New life had been
brought into the department and it
had been revived. The farmers of
thig province knew that in the Com-
missioner of Agriculture they had a
friend who was ha 3 new markets
opened up for them and doing every-
thing that could be done to encourage
agriculture and assist the industry.
As an evidence of the government's
sincerity in its endeavor to assist in
developing the agricultural industries
of the province it was only neces-
sary to compare the expenditures in
this department under the old govern-
ment and under the new.

Take for instance, the agricultural
expenditures in 1906 and 1907. For
all branches of agriculture including
exhibitions it was $61,847.91, while in
1909 and 1910 the expenditure was
$92,051.94 or an increase of over $30,
000, practically 50 per cent., and this
vear the estimates included $57,
898.33 for agriculture.

Couldn't Even Buy a Horse,

The reason for the criticism of this
government from the Hon, gentleman
opposite was that it had not sent the
Commissioner of Agriculture with a
member of the legislature on a costly
trip to HEngland to buy horses and
then have them engage & man over
there at a further expense to buy the
horses for them. That was the way
the government which they supported
so warmly handled things.

His Hon. friend (Mr. Robinson) had
pointed out that he was able to dis-
count a note in Montreal at 5 per
cent., and criticized the government
because they had succeeded in nego-
tiating a loan for less than 4 per

His hon. friend from Victoria had
criticized hig colleague from St. John
(Mr. Hatheway). When his colleague
had addressed the House he told of
how the public franchises had beem
given away for nothing by the old
government. In fact the whole north-
ern section of the province had been
glven away and most of two other
counties, If any company could show
how they could develop the resources
of the province this government would
do all it could to assist the work.
Franchises Then and Now.

‘What about the Drummond Mines
Company? That company had large-
ly developed the northern part of the
province and built up great shipping
facilities at Newcastle. The govern-
ment had fixed the royalty at five
cents per ton for every ton taken
from the mines operated by the
Drummond Company, and made ar-
rangements whereby the company
must pay the government five cents
per ton on one thousand tons per
day whether they mined it or not so
that the province was always sure
of an income from this source,

But look at the action of the old
government with regard to giving
a valuable franchise in Westmorland
county which was annually produc-
ing little or nothing.

The old government had known of
the iron ore areas in Gloucester coun-
ty and had spent $7,000 in developing
them. The company they were deal-
ing with turned around and sold the
mines for $80,000 and the provin:
never got a cent for the money
pended in developing them.

His friend had not dared to criti-
cize his colleague's remarks on labor
matters, The opposition posed as
friends of the common people as they
had styled them, but the government
know no such thing as the common

people unless they were the red-
blooded tillers of the soil,
Fishing Leases.

His friend from Victoria had told

fishing leases were granted to for-
eigners as a result of which a native
was sent to jail for catching a few
salmon, but he (Tweeddale) forgot to
say that these leasts were made by
the old government and would run
out in a year.or two

His hon. friend from Westmor«
land criticized the government for the
large expenditure in connection wit
the New, Brunswick Coal and Railway.
He said the railway had cost $16,20(
over and above the income for run-
ding expenses this year, but he knew
very well that the road was a legacy
of the old government and must be
run at a loss if run at all. He knew
that when the old government had
control of it, bonds were sold and the|
money put into running expenses. His
criticism was therefore extremely un-|

The McAvity System.
With regard to the comm
pointed to investigate the affairs of

cent. It had cost the province $600
to negotiate the loan made by his
Hon. friend. Contrast this with the
way the Ilon. Provincial Secretary
had negotiated his loan. He had done
it without one
province, outside of his necessary
travelling expenses.
His Hon. friend should have been
frank with the House and told all the
circumstances attending that loan
made by the late government.
His Hon. friend for Victoria had
undertaken a criticism of the Hon.
Provincial Secretary’s budget, but he
soon got away. from the budget and
by many misinterpretations and false
statements, had attempted 'to mis-
represent the government in the eyes
of the people. That gentleman had
read from the synoptic reports to
support his statements and when he
(Maxwell) had tried to explain he
was interrupted by the Hon. gentle-
men opposite.

The Succession Duties.
With regard to the succession
duties, he knew he had proteste d
while in opposition against the lower-
ing of the amount on which succession
duties were collected, but the gentle-
man from Victoria sald he had then
in the interest of the widows and
orphans, condemned the collection of
these duties. That was wholly untrue.
What he had done when in opposition
was to oppose the scheme of the old
government to reduce the amount on
which they were collected from §$50,000
to $25,000. The opposition at that
time had succeeded in defeating a
bill to that effect, and that had been
the firdt time on record where an op-
position had succeeded in preventing
the passage of & government measure.

A Servile Supporter.

His friend from Victoria had sup-
ported the last government in all its
pefarious works. No more servile
supporter than he ever sat on the
government benches. His honorable
friend was willing to support the old
administration in its proposed reduc-
tion of the amount subject to succes-
gion duties, and this was only another
instance of his subservience.

The honorable gentleman also claim-
ed that he (Maxwell), when in oppo-
gition, had said that if they ever came
to power they would pay bonded in-
debtedness out of the ordinary reve-
nue. That was absolutely false.

On every platform in this country
the members of this government had
said they would never bond expendi-
tures which should be paid out of
ordinary revenue like the old govern-
ment had done.

The Public Domain,

He also undertook to lecture the
government as to what they should
do with regard to the Public Domain
Act. This government would do all
in its power to preserve the publie
domain. When the government had in-
creased the revenue from stumpage,
the houorable gentleman had said
the government was depleting the
crown lands, and because they re-
duced the size of the logs they were
depleting the forests of the province.
But during all the years the old ad-
ministration was in power, it had
allowsd much smaller timber to be cut
than was now permitted. He did not
think the reduction had wrought one
particle of harm to the forest. It was

Encyclopaedia, The so-called tenth
edition, published by The Times some
nine years ago, consisted in reality of
a4 supplement to the ninth edition,
which was begun in 1876 and com-
pleted in 1889. The first edition
dates back to 1768, and consisted of
only three volumes, but so important
was the service rendered by tliis and
succeeding editions, and so well was
the work done, that it is doubtful if
there is any other publication in the
world which enjoys so high a reputa-
tion. In this connection it is inter-
esting to note that of the more not-
able encyclopaedias published in vari-
ous countries since the first issue of
the Britannica some never attained to
a second edition, and only one can
claim a continued existence of more
than fifty years,

The eleventh edition is a completely
new work founded upon a fresh sur-
vey of the world in every department
of knowledge. Edward Gibbon, au-
thor of what Time has declared to be
the greatest historical work the world
has seen, in his autobiography naive-
ly observed: “My name may here-
after be placed amongst the thousand
articles of a Biographa Britannica.”
Gibbon, with his estimate of a thou-
sand. articles, would be astounded at
the proportion of the present work.
Instead of a thousand articles, there
are forty thousand, occupying 27,000
pages of text and requiring the use
of 40,000,000 words. This production
represents the labors of 1,500 special-
ists and cost $1,150,000 before a sin-

London, March 19.—Pastor Russell
preached today at the London Taber
nacle to an overflowing house, His
text was taken from Hebrews fii, 3:

spoken by our Lord, and was confirm-

The speaker said:—

In the past many of us misunder-
stood these words—“so great salva-
tion”—and have thought them to ap-
ply merely to an “elect” few of the
saintly followers of our great Redeem-
er, Surely it should not be thought
strange if a closer examination of
God’'s Word would demonstrate to us
that as the heavens are higher than
the earth, so are His ways and plans
higher than ours (Isaiah iv, 9). It
should not surprise us to find that
our forefathers were generally in con-
siderable darkness in respect to “the
fength and breadth and height and
depth of the love of God, which pass-
eth all understanding” (Ephesians iii,
18, 19). It should not surprise us to
find that our Savior will yet see the
fruitage of the travail of His soul and
be satisfled (Isalah liii, 11), and that
this satisfaction will result from the
salvation of more than the “little
flock,” who walk in His steps and who,
like Him, “present their bodies liv-
ing sacrifices, holy and acceptable to
0d,” in the service of Truth and
righteousness.

There are several ways of treating
this thought, that more than an “elect”
few are eventually to reach eternal
life through the Redeemer of man-
kind. One way, which many adopt, is
to claim that our Lord and the Apos-
tles did not really mean to establish
80 high a standard of saintship as their
words imply, and then to conclude
that the unsaintly will gain eternal
life as well as the saintly—all except
the degenerately wicked. This view
of matters, which is the common one,
Is undoubtedly prompted by sympathy
for friends, relatives, neighbors and
the heathen; but it is wholly contrary
to God’'s Word.

Another view still held by some is
that everybody but the saintly will
suffer torture cternally and hopeless-

Iy.

The third theory which I desire to
present here is the one 1 believe to
be in accord with every text of Scrip-
ture, and in accord with Justice, Wis-
dom, Love and Power Divine, and in
accord with sanctified common sense.
I have time for only an outline of
this Plan, which is most comprehen-
sive, as follows:

The Saintly New Creation.
Salvation in no sense began before
the Redeemer's birth, forty-one hun-
dred and twenty-eight years after the
fall of our first parcnts. In all that
long pertod nobody was saved. The
Apostle declares in our text that sal
vation began to be preached by Jesus.
