The sad news was flashed over the 
wires Saturday that Frederick Hard 
Ing Hale, who represented Carleton 
County In the federal parliament for 
many years, had died in Vancouver, 
B. C., during the morning, after a 
brief Illness from heart disease. Mr. 
Hale was 68 years of age. having been 
born In the pariah bf Northampton, 
Carleton County, December 8, 1844.
Ills father was Martin Hale, a native 
of Ireland, who immigrated to this 
country when a boy. and settling in 
Northampton became a prosperous 
farmer and lumberman, and died at 
the age of 63 years. His mother was 
a Mias Dickson, a descendant of Unit­
ed Empire Loyalists, who came to 
New Brunswick In 1783.

Mr. Hale was educated In public 
and private schools, and at an early 
age began work in the lumber camps 
on the Aroostook River. At the age 
of 23 he engaged in business for him­
self. hauling logs for W. H. Murray 
of St. John and A. F. Randolph of 
Fredericton. After some years he 
entered into partnership with George 
Stlckney for the purpose of engaging 
In the manufacture of lumber at Graf­
ton, N. B.; and later he bee 
member of the firm of Hale and Craig. 
Woodstock, where he carried on a 
successful business for some years. 
Selling out to hta partner, he trans­
ferred his business Interests to Fred­
ericton. becoming a member of the 
firm of Hale and Murchle, and carry­
ing on an extensive lumber business 
ou the St. John River.

1,600,000 cleared. Seventy-five per 
cent, of this acreage was fitted for 
agriculture. He spoke of the arrange­
ments made by the government to 
provide ready made_fa^H 
terms and of the success which had 
attended the effort to get the farmers 
to organize In co-operative work.

The alluvial lands on the St. John 
River were pointed out to the visitors 
and emphasis laid on the opportuni­
ties for raising cattle. Mr. Hubbard 
in closing, said the people of the pro­
vince would welcome the help of the 
British manufacturers to make New 
Brunswick one of the best lands to 
live in under the British flag.

There was some uneasiness because 
of the fact that he did not come home 
all night. Saturday morning at au 
early hour his brother, Samuel J. 
Withers, started out to look for him. 
In the meantime the other brother. 
George K. Withers, superintendent of 
letter carriers, went down to the post 
office to attend to his duties. Here 
the letter carriers told him of the 
finding ut the body In Kennedy’s slip, 
and he Immediately went out again 
and met hie brother Samuel, when 
they went to the morgue in company. 
They were Just in time to see the 
body carried In, and Identified it at 
once.

Deceased waa 33 years of age. He 
Joined the third contingent. South 
African volunteers In this city, and 
remained in Africa, serving in the 
4th troop of South African Constabu­
lary, participating In many skirmishes 
with the native* in Rhodesia. His 
brother. Fred W. Withers, was kill 
ed fighting with the Boers. His aged 
mother, who is naturally prostrated 
ut the tragic occurrence, survives at 
108 Hazeu street. Besides, there are 
five brothers and one sister. The 
brothers are George B„ Nelson A., 
captain of the 88.
Charles J. of Kalrvtlle; Samuel J., at 
home, and Oble C„ in Oregon. The 
sister Is Mrs. J. Irvine, of this city.

Mr. Withers was night watchman 
during the construction of the Royal 
Bank building, after which he enter­
ed the employ of the Japes Robert 
son Co., where he remained up to the 
time of hie death. He was of a quiet 
and retiring disposition, but had hosts 
of friends everywhere who will unite 
In extending sympathy to the family 
which has been so tragically be­
reaved.
