NONE BUT CANADIAN
TIMBER 1N PUBLE
WOBKS OF DOWINID

Ottawa, March 8.—The Dominion
government has decided to use Cana-
dian timber only to the exclusion of
imported timber in all public worl
The fact that the administration has
decided on this step and that the Ca-
nadian Pacific Rallway also recently
announced its intention of following
a similar course, has been hailed in
productive and conservation circles
as a proceeding which will work great
benefit to the Canadian lumber trade.

Southern pine, even in 1915, when
Canada was at war, and when there
was a great decrease in consumption
of lumber, was imported to the ex-
tent of 95,000,000 feet, having a value
of over $3,000,000. In previous years,
very much larger quantities were im-
ported despite an adverse trade bal-
ance for Canada, and in the face of
a supply in Canada of better timber
at an equal or lower cost, grown and
manufactured entirely in the Domin-
ion.

The Dominion government has in
past years used many million feet ot
southern pine in various public works,
but henceforth Canadian timber will
be used to the exclusion of the foreign
article.

“The premier's call to his loyal and
docile followers is jump on the lid and
keep it fastened down.” These are
the words the Telegraph ascribes to
Mr, F. B. Carvell, of Carleton, who fol-
lowed Sir Robert Borden in the debate
in the House of Commons on Tuesday
in connection with Sir Wilfrid Laur-
ier's resolution for an enquiry into the
business of the Shell Committee,

The Standard does not venture to
assert that Mr. Carvell used the lan-
guage attributed to him. The fact that
he did not use it would not deter the
Telegraph from putting the words into
his mouth if that newspaper thought
partisan advantage could be gained
thereby, On the other hand it is quite
possible that Mr. Carvell was correctly
reported. Certain it is that no gentle.
man in Ottawa is better qualified to
speak with authority on any and all
of the devious methods employed in
the process of “jumping on the lid and
keeping it fastened down.” Mr. Car-
vell has taken his turn “on the 1lid”
with the rest of his colleagues in the
Liberal party and, doubtless, judges
the premier’s attitude by what he, him-
self, would do if he were in power.

But Mr. Carvell's statement concern-
ing Sir Robert Borden's policy in the
matter of the shell enquiry is deliber
ately false and misleading. There is
no desire on the part of the premier
or the government to hide any mater-
ial facts in connection with the Cana-
dian shell industry, always provided
such facts can be given publicity with
safety to the interests of the Imperial
Government and the cause of Empire.

In short, the premier's position is
Just this: If the Imperial Government
desires an investigation of its muni.
tions purchases in Canada the Domin-
ion Government will co-operate to the
fullest extent under the laws of Cana-
da. Without the consent or approval
of the Imperial Government, the Gov-
ernment of Canada does not intend to
enter upon any investigation of Bri-
tish Government expenditures, espe-
cially as such investigation would ham.
per the work of the imperial munitions
board. If Sir Wilfrid Laurier or any
other Liberal makes a specific charge
against any member of the Govern-
ment and does this on his responsibili-
ty as a member, that charge will be
Investigated.

in the meantime the Government
will direct the attention of the imperial
authorities to charges, allegations and
rumors brought up in the House or
elsewhere, with regard to the purchase
of munitions in Canada.

If Sir Wilfrid Laurier is sincere in
his contention that an investigation in.
to the munitions purchases in Canada
would be in the interest of the Empire
he cannot but express complete appro-
val of the stand taken by Sir Robert
Borden. The premier has plainly stat
ed that he will follow the wishes of
the Imperial Government to the letter
and that if an enquiry is not held it
will be because Great Britain's rulers
do not deem it wise, This should be
eminently satisfactory to the “patrio
tic” Laurier,

If, on the other hand, Sir Wilfrid de-
sires to engage in a political fishing
expedition he will be disappointed. Sir
Robert does not intend to allow the
munitions purchases to become a sub«
ject for grandstand exploitation by
either Laurier or Carvell, and in his
dignified stand he will have the com-
plete support of safe and sane Cana
dians, although it may not please the
“partisan” Laurier.

This Gordon Calvary is in the
outskirts of Jerusalem, some distance
from the traditional site of the Holy
Sepulcher.

From a millury standpoint, all at-
tention to the German-Turkish mill-
tary operations in Syria has been ab
sorbed in the slow approach south-
ward toward Bgypt and the Suez Can-
al, that rich prize supposed to be the
link between Europe and the Orienmt.
But while this main military object
has been going on, it has involved at
the same time the steady occupation
of the entire Holy Land as part of the
fleld of preparation and advance, with
military forees in control at Jerusa-

lem, Bethlehem, Nazareth and
throughout the region of the Holy
Places, and the French, Italian, Eng-

lish and other custodians of these
sites, expelled or ‘interned. Seven of
the Italian custodians at Bethlehem
—the site of the Nativity—have re-
cently been interned by the military
authorities, and their place is to be
taken by Austrian custodians.

German Base at Beersheba.

The sweep of this German-Turkish
movement through the Holy Land is
shown by the fact that the military
rallway, on which the approach to
Bgypt depends, is believed to be con-
structed to the desert outskirts of
Beersheba. This is the same town
referred to in holy writ, and which
created the Biblical phrase “from Dan
to Beersheba,” as it is the uttermost

limit of the Holy land, where it
merges into the desert leading to

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS

The sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may homestead a quar-
ter-section of available Dominion land in
Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap~
plicant must appear in person at the Do~
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency fér
the District. Entry by proxy may be
made at any Dominion Lands Agency
(but not Sub-Agency), on certain condi-
t

ions.

Duties—Six months residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
‘ears. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm

The port of St. John
on many ocoasions has been visited
by Itallan eailing ships, but it was
