The attitude of the United
Btates ‘Tepresentatives was throughout of
the most reasonable character, and the
representatives of each country were try-
ing honestly to the best of their ability to
reach  a ‘final: and satisfactory settlement
of ‘these century-old troubles. )

“It is but justice to. the representatives
of the United States that I should pay a
tribute to their sincerity and I do not
believe that it is going too far to assure
parliament that I am satisfied that in the
grrangements made Camada and the
Undted  States will find a satisfactory ter-
mination of all disagreements and' diffituly

AMA CANAL

Fortification Bone
of Contention

Hobson Would \Ignore
Treaty Providing for
Its Neutralization

Says Britain Really Holds the
‘Suez Canal in Her Power
Although She is Not Sup-
posed to—Says Leaving it
Defenceless is Abandoning
the Monroe Doctrine.

Washington, Jan. 19—The opening gun
in the fight for fortifications of the Pana
ma canal was fired in the house of repre-
sentatives today, although the postoffice
appropriation bill, ostensibly, was under
consideration. General Kiefer of Ohio de
clared that the latest estimate of $12,000
000 for the fortification of the canal would
net be sufficient. He said that it would
cost at least’$100,000,000 to so fortify the
canal that it could be held against the
attack of a first class power.

General Kiefer asserted that the Clay-
ton-Bulwer treaty, which still is in effect,
specifically provides for' the neutralization
of the Isthmian waterway. .

“_For one hundred years,” he said, ‘“‘the
United - States has been - committed b
tf‘aaties to’ the neutralization of the canal
deross: the isthmus, regardless of the na-
tion that built it.” He recalled that dur-
ing the comsideration of the Hay-Pauncc-
fote treaty in the United States senate,
all amendments looking to the striking out
of the neutralization clause were voted

Hobson Would Ighore Treaty.

Richmond Pearson Hobson, the hero of
Santiago, took issue with the gentleman
from Ohio on many points.

“In the question of any important mat-
ter in the history of civilized nations,”’
he said, “‘can the gentleman cite one case
where any nation having a vital interest
at stake, ever undertook to guard and pro
tect it through neutralization?”

“I would refer him to the question of
the latest and most binding treaty in the
world, the treaty of Berlin, which neutral-
izeg ‘and guarantees the integrity of the
Balkan provinces. This is s‘ill in full
effect, vet only two years ago, Austrin
undertook to annex some of these prov-
inces without even a protest.

“He refers to the Suez canal. The Brit-
ish distinctly refused to let the word
‘guarantee’ enter the treaty under which
its neutralization was effected. In that
treaty the word is that the contracting
powers ‘agreed’ and not ‘guaranteed.” The
British had it stricken out, and it had been
‘in effect but a few vears when the Eng-
lish themselves violated it, and wused it
as a base of operations and overcame the
sovereignty, or semi-sbvereignty of Egypt
And then the British in 1878 in the Russo-
Turkish war said: ‘We will permit no act
of war.’

“They control that canal, and they have
put up fortifications along the source ol
it, which, with their control of the sea,
gives them absolute control of that canal
as much as we could possibly get of the
Panama canal.

Fears for Monroe Doctrine.

“With the building of the Suez canal,
communication between Europe and Asia
was settled. The communication between
Europe and Asia is not affected by the
Panama canal, but the Panama canal will
put every foot of coast line on the west
ern shores of all the Americas at the
mercy of the European powers. It will
put every foot of coast line on the Atlan-
tic and the Gulf coasts of the Americas a
the mercy of any Asiatic power, which
they were not before. It is essentially an
American proposition. - Our. forefathers
with the instinct of their day, felt that in
questions that are essentially American we
should not be voted down or overcome by
combinations of Kuropean nations, That
is the foundation of the Monroe doctrine,
and if we now invite the great military
powers of Europe to join us in this pure-

ly American aftair. we shall simply abro- .

gate the Monroe doctrine.

“If you have a war—and this has been
worked out by the war games, and I am
not guessing—if yvou have a war in which
the Panama canal is net involved, and in
which no enemy codld seize it, a war with
an Asiatic power, with our fleet in the
Atlantie, then the war would be on the
American shores, involving an occupation
of the Pacific coast. But if you have the
canal, through which America
ships alone can pass, and me out and

| form on the Pacific side, all the war games

show that the war operations will take

place then on the coast of Asia.”

The appll-J
cation’ of the St. John Railway Company
for permission to extend their tracks to
the cemetery and out the Red Head road
was referred to the highway board of the
parish of Simonds with the warden and
secretary. The report of the joint com-
mittee from the city and county on the
projeet to erect a. new city and county
bu.ldmg was not presented, though’ there
was ' considerable discussion on- the mat-
ter. The council approved of bills ‘auth-
orizing the. issue of $17,400 in bonds for
the General Public Hospital and for $30,-
000 for the mstallatmn of a sewerage sys-
tem in'Lancaster. An amendment was
also made in the by-laws of Lancaster to
provide for the establishment of a police
bogrd.  The principle of a prison farm
for. the Jml prisoners was approved but
no provision made for the establishment
of such a farm. Armstrong Clifford was
appointed janitor of the court house and
registry office at a salary of $500 and sev-
eral minor matters were disposed of.

Warden Robert Connely presided and

The
foreign fields of each are adjoining on the
western side of the Bay of Bengal. Their
united extent will be about 300 miles
long with an average breadth of about 20

miles. The Ontario board has about fifty
missionaries in- the field.

Letters have been received from the
nine missionaries who left here last fall,
who have now reached their stations and
are at work. Rev. M. E. Fletcher, the
field secretary of the board, is at present
in Nova Scotia. He is travelling among
the®churches, placing the financial needs
of the work before the people. It is note-
worthy that the receipts of the hoard
have increased $10,000 in the last three
years. A large part of the credit for this
is given to the Laymen’s Missionary move-
ment.

WINTER CARE QF DAIRY COWS

I keep a pure-bred herd of Jersey cows
and a fine St, Lambert bull at the head.
We try to give our cows the best of at-
tention during the winter monthe. Wo
retail our butter at 40 cents a pound at
*present using a dairy separator, Our
cows are thoreughly bedded and well dust-
ed before inilking, We use the dry 1 1
method of milking entirely. We try and
get our butter to the consumer in excel-
'lent condition, thus getting the top price
‘the vear round, We keep our cows stalled
in a well ventilated warm stable, using
chain ties. Our cows are let out to a
| epring to get water, but are immediately
put in on their return from epring. They
are all put dry if possible six weeke be-
fore coming fresh. I take the calves away
from cows before they get any milk if
pessible as the cows will not fret so much,
and the calves are much easier to teach
to drink from a bucket.
