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PARLIAMENT OF CANADA.
Special to the Tribune.

A Strong Case against the Sitting
Member for South Renfrew—The
New Brunswick School Question
to be Opened up—Lady Dufferin’s
Reception.

OTTAWA, March 13.
A petition was presented to Parliament

yesterday setting forth thefollowing alle-
gations in reference to the election in

_ South Renfrew, and praying that the Re-

turning Officer be summoned to the bar
of the House to answer the charges, to
wit :

The townships of Hagarty, Sherwood,
Jones, Burns and Richards were added
by the Representation Bill to the consti-
tuency of South Renfrew, no provision
being made for taking the votes of the
electors therein, nor for administering
oaths to electors in the manner provided
in other unorganized districts when there
are no assessment rolls. At the close of
the poll Mr. Lorn McDougall had in the
old townships of the Riding a majority of
one hundred and twenty-seven votes;
but in the new townships the returns
were made to show that four hundred
and six voters had polled for Mr. James
O’Reilly, whilst only eight votes had been
entered as cast for Mr. McDougall. This
left the latter apparently in a minority of
two hundred and seventy-one. But the
number of votes cast in the new town-
ships was greater than the whole popula-
tion—women and children incisded—and
manifestly fraudulent, as in the entire
district the total number of patentees
and locatees was only fifty-five. - There
being no proper record of votes, no
voters’ list, and no authority for swear-
ing voters as to their identity or
right to vote, the fraud was easily
perpétrated.  Mr. Quealy, the Re-
turning Officer, violated the provisions
of the law requiring one polling place for
every two hundred electors by opening,
in Hagarty and Sherwood, two polling
places for a less number of voters with-
out defining the boundaries of either
division, they being'so close together that

' the same parties could easily vote at both.

After the election a eonfidential agent of
Mr. McDougall’s Committee visited the
townships, and his report and the map
that accompanied it were submitted. The
report showed that in Hagarty, where

"the greater number of the votes are en-

* brilliant throng last evening.

tered as having been given by voters liv-
ing above the fifth concession, there are
no settlers at all above the fifth conces-
sion. In Sherwood votes were cast by
alleged holders of lots obliterated by the
Opeongo road. The reportaffirms that the
most careful investigationonly resulted in
the discovery of fifty-fivelegal votersinthe
whole district in which five- hundred ‘and
four votes were cast. It was found that
votes were recorded in duplicate, votes
from . districts where _there were“no

. settlers, votes where there svere no lots,

and votes where the lots had been vacat-
¢1 long before the election. The petition
farther sets forth that an armed mob of]|
Mr. O'Reilly’s supporters prevented some
of Mr. McDougall’s agents and scruti-
neers from reaching the polls, and drove
others away by violence.

Mr. Blake, the “Leader of the Opposi-
tion on legal questions,” gave notice that
he would raise a question of privilege to
consider the case, with the intention, it
is understood, of moving that-the returns
be amended by striking out the votes of
the unorganized townships and admitting
Mr. McDougall to the House on his ma-
jority in the rest of the Riding.

In reply to questions Sir John Mac-
donald said that the Manitoba half-breed
land grantsincluded parentsand children,
and that the Insolvency Act would be
brought up; and Mr. Tilley said measures
would be introduced for the proper in-
spection of fire and life insurance com-
panies.

On motion of Mr. Mackenzie it was
ordered that a statement be submitted
giving detailed information regarding
section five of the Intercolonial Railway.

Mr. Mackenzie announced that as soon
as he got his return, and he hoped the
Minister of Public Works would not de-
lay it, he proposed to call the attention
of the House to what he considered a
very great irregularity in this special
contract.

On motion of Mr. Mercier, it was
ordered that the New Brunswick
School Act correspondence be submitted ;
of the Premier, that Tilley, Langevin,
Tupper,- Mackenzie, Blake and Hol-
ton be a special committee to select
the standing committees,

Mr. Mills introduced a bill entitled, an
act to prevent members of the LocalLe-
gislatures sitting or voting in the House
of Commons. He also introduced a bill
to amend the act of last session which
provides that members of the Local Legis-
latures must resign their seats before be-
coming candidates for election to the
House of Commons, and toamend the act
respecting the qualifications of members
Carried.

There was no evening session in conse-
quence of the reception given by the Earl
and Countess of Dufferin in the Senate
Chamber.

Reed and lady, Isaac. Burpee, M. P., and
lady, Hon. John Robertson and daugh-
ters, and many others from New Bruns-
wick, were present.

HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY.
FREDERICTON, March 13.

signed petition from Roman Catholics of
Carleton and Portland, St. John, praying
the amendment of the Schools Act.

Beckwith moved that until Tuesday,
18th inst., the House do not go 'i?to com-
mittee on bills till 12 o’clock, to enable
the special committee to transact busi-
ness—Carried.

There is no protection for the
owners of land below the high water
mark. Last session I introduced a bill
relating to water lots and other shore
rights, which was rejected by the Assem-
bly, and I now renew the subject, hoping
that some action willbe taken before July
by the Government.

Hon. Mr. Chandler—The Government
can grant no water lots privately, as they
must all be disposed of at auction, and it
is the Crown only that has the power to
prosecute for trespass.

Hon. Mr. Jones—A party owning land

to high water is protected by law in his
rights down to low water mark.

Hon. Mr. McInerney believed that if
shore right is given to the owner of land
on the front, it does injustice to all pro-
perty ownersin the rear.

Hon. Mr. Young—The Dominion Gov-
ernment has a Department of Marine and
Fisheries, and I consider this a fit subject
for its consideration. When a complaint
was made from my section of the country,
relative to the oyster fisheries, the
Dominion Government sent vessels to
protect them.

Hon. Mr. Mclnerney thought this a
matter of soil over whickk the Dominion
Government have no control.
