hed the Grand Central depot at 7.30
o’clock, accompanied by two fellow refu-
gees, OfiverPlain a1d George Beadique.
They declined all formal receptions from
representatives of French societies as-
sembled to meet them, and went in a
carriage to the “Grand Central Hotel,
‘where they remained quietly during the
evening; denying themselves to numer
ous wisitors who talled. A glance at
Rochefort as e entered his hotel showed
a handsome face, high moustache and im-
perial, and hair turning iron gray, a pro-
minent cheek-bone, & heavy eyebrow, &
wide forehead, & laughing dimple in the

_lleft cheek, & pair of brilliant, flashing

eyes. - Rochefort’s height is about five
feet ten, of light, airy form, small hands
and feet. His clothes, although pur-
chased at a slop store in San Francisco,
fitted - clegantly. The career of this fa-
mous Frenchman is a most remarkable
one. . He is M. le Comte Victor Henri de
Rochefort-Lucay, or plain Henrl Roche-
fort, aged 44 years or thereabout. A
Parisian by birth, he began life as a medi-
cal student, but finding that he could not
let politics alone, he left his chosen pro-
fession and became an editor of Figaro.
His squibs and sharp thrusts at the Im.
perial family soon got that paper into ho}
water, and it was prosecuted until it
dropped him from the list of its contribu-
tors. Then he issued the notorious “La
Lantgrne,” in which he did nothing but
attack the Empire, and which it required
a man of daring to publish. One day i
1868, when he was in Belgium, he was
mdcfenly sentenced
and imprisoment in the hope that he would
stay away. But he merely smuggled his
paper. across the trontier, from which
place he supplied Paris and France with
his swift and biting jibes. When he liad
come back by Imperial elemency, he was
thrasbed in a series of pamnphlets, for
which he assaulted the publisher, and re-
plied in print and got into the courts
again,escaping a sentence of four'months’
imprisonment by flight to Belgium.
Here he fought aduel with Ernst Baroche,
one of ks jour: alis ic enel. jo , wh. m he
wounded.  Now began his candidacy for
thé Cerps Legislatif. He was beaten by
Jules Favre, but soon aiter ran against
Carnot in another district-and was elect-
ed, taking his seat by the Emperor’s
clemency. Then hestartedthe «“Marsefl-
laise,” a paper which brought on the
shooiing of Victor Salomon in the house
of Pierre Bonaparte by its attacks upon
the Prince, and which was fised to stir up
to the utmost popular feeling against the
Government . Under the revclation of
September he was given a place in the
Ministry, where his friends claim he dis

tinguished himself as a Communalist, ra-

‘ther than a Communist, maintaining the

right, that is, of local self-government.
¢ Le Mot d’Ordre,” his journal under the
Commune, was bitter in its attacks on
the Versailles Government and he was
sentenced to imprisonment for life. The
sentence was changed to transportation
for life and earried out under MacMabon.
The story of his escape from New Cale-
donia where hé was confined reads like a
chapter from a novel. Arriving ab the
penal colony, Rochefort found the coundi-
tion of the convicts there far from his
liking. He, with several other political
prisoners, obtained permission to build
quarters for themselves a short distance
from the barracks of the other convicts.
From the first Rochefort was determined
to escape, and he at length purchased a
sail-boat and placed on board two men
who were ordered to cruise about the
island, near where Rochefort and his
friecnds resided. These orders
execuied to the letter, and about mid-
night Rochefort and  his comrades
swam out and were taken on board.
When they first entered the water Roche

fort and his comrades were seen and fired
upon by the guards. But they escaped
by swimming under water, and thorough-
17 «xhausted, were at lengih sailing away
to get into the track of the steamers
from Melbourne to San Francisco. - After
a long cruise they met the Mikado, Capt.
Moore, and were taken on board, reach-
ing San Francisco nearly a fortnight
since. Rochefort will remain in this city
but a few days, but during that time a
continued round of festivities will be
kept up in his honor. The receptions
and entertainments are to be mostly of a
private character, but there will be one
grand banquet given in Germania Hall,
to which five hundred leading Commun-
ists are to be invited. There Rochefort
1s expected to address them upon the po-
litical situation in France. He kept his
room until this afternoon, making up his
correspondence and absolutely refusing
audience to any parties. Later m the
day he visited the house of M. Pelletier,
where he was hospitably entertained, and
was waited upon by a few members of
the French society, “Refugees de 1a Com-
mune.” He still refuses to be entertain-
ed by any societies or have a reception
tendered him. It is stated that during
his stay hereabouts, which will be about
eight or nine days, he will take up his
quarters at the residence of M. Pelletier
in Yonkers,
offéred him. He spent the-evening at

home with his friends.

Roquette the butchery had been such that
burial had become impossible, and the
good Thealth of the ‘peighborheod - was
much interfered with. . The, officers in
charge of the execution had found, as
they thought, the solation of the matter
by bringing into requisition a large num-
ber 0f wagons, into which they pitched
the dead as they ‘were hunted out.

In the depot called
Des Cantiers of Versailles the female pri-
soners of the Commune instcad of being
guarded by women, as the law and the
proprieties demand, were obliged to
sleep and to dress under the impndent
looks of soldiers to whom' their chiefs
gave themselves the pleasure of permit-
ting everything. These unhappy women,
of whom seven-gighths had committed no
other crime than te not have denoumnced
the retreat of thelr brethren, of their
fathers or of theif husbands, were
for the least breach of a .disc»
pline of pure, fantasy, deprived ol
their clothes and thrown thus'before
the gnardians of the male prisoners under
the Trozen pump of the large court of the
Children of 10, 11 or 12 years
were arrested by hundreds under pretexts
or accusations of the most futile kind,
were huddled together without beds and
almost without food in the mest pesti-
lential~ atmosphere.  A. lieatenant of
dragoons named Marserault was in-
structed to take charge of this hell upon
earth, and every day he racked 'his in-
genuity to invent some neéw tomiures
for his prisoners. On the coldest days,
he bound naked men together, and then

and hail, and occasionally he would go

Pyramid of Cholula.

The city of the plain is only distinguish-
able by a single mound, that towers to a
respectable hill.  Mr. Beecher says some-
where that-one can understand the labor
involved in making a8 mountain by shovel-
ing and wheeling and dumping a few

barrows of earth in his own lot. The
Cholulans shoveled, wheeled, and dumped
(if, indeed, they did wheel, and did not
carry it on their shoulders and heads,
which is the more likely) not less than a
score or two of millions of such barrow-
loads, to make a temple for their chiel
god, and on which many of those who
built it, or their children, were offered in
sacrifice. It is a big as well as a bad
faith that would thus make multitudes
erect joyfully their own funeral pyre.
This pyre has & base of forty acres, the
size of Boston Common. Conceive of
those free-religion Puritans leyeling off
that sacred place, and bringing loads of
earth from Brighton, Brookline, Dor-
chester, and Somerville to erect the whole
level square into & pyramid as high as the
pn -apple of its State-house! Up, up,
up slowly creeps the mighty plateau,
growing narrow as it grows taller, like
many uplifted men. Yet when above the
tallest house of Beacon street, it is
twenty acres across; and when it reaches
the dome of the Capitol, it is ten acres
across; and when it stops at the pine-
apple knob, it is two or three acres
across. And all this for faith, and a faith
which involved their own immolation, or
that of their nearest friends and kindred !
How happens it that Boston goes to
Buddha for its god? He lies nearer home
on these Aztec plains: he is a native
American,the better suiting their national
or continental conceit; he shows us a
faith -that makes Buddha’s nirvana tame,

The Election.

To-morrow is election day for the City
and County of St. John. - Four ‘mem-
bers of the House of Assembly are to
be elected. There are four non-sec-
tarian school candidates, and two whose
own professionsot educational faith are
so contradictory and confusing that it is

{ difficult to deseribe them without using

ohjectionable terms. There is no doubt
about the non-sectarian party being the
majority of the people. The only doubt

is as to whether the party will stick to

the regular ticket. In the States, in
similar circumstances, there would nog
be more than & dozen votes difference
in the number received by. the different
members of the ticket; but in this Pro-
vince personal ‘oonsiderations are not so
completely subordinated to pagty issues.
If there is real sincerity in the non-secta-
rian educationists it will be shown by the
vote to-morrow ; but if the outery against
separate schools is -only a pretence,
if it is an election cry for campaign pur-
poses, if the people don’t care whether
the schools are sectarian or not, the
voting wil{sﬁow it. If localities -give
a larger vote to their special represent-
atives on the tieket than to the others, 1f
denominations plump their especial pef,
if members of secret charitab.e associa-
tions drop one of the ticket and take on
a Brother whose scholastic faith is op-
posed to thejrs, it will show conclusive-
ly that there is little soul in the profes-
sions of faith that are made with so
much noise. If all the members of the
ticket are elected by anything like equal
majorities we shall belicve that the peo-

| ple are really sincere in their devotion

to non-sectarianism in the publicschools.

The Khedive of ngpt bas been brib-
ing and intriguing. his way .into the
family of independent rulers ever since
he attained power. One concession
after another has been granted
by the Sublime Porte in return for
bribes to Ministers, presents to the Sul-
tan, and services to Turkey, and from a
desire to congciliate a powerful vassal.
Now the Egyptian ruler has, according
to to-day’s despatch from ILondon,
taken it npon himself to negotiate
directly with foreign powers. This is

.| one of the most practical acts of open

rebellion that could be done in a quiet
way, and ecannot possibly be sub-
mitted to by the Turkish Govern-
ment without remonstrances that may
;e:d to the entire separation of the two
countries. The bond of religion is the
only tie between Turkey and Egypt, and
religion doesn’t seem to weigh much
against political ambition or national
instincts. The Mohammedans of Egypt
will, undoubtedly, stand loyally. by the
Khedive in a war for the independence
of the conutry.

Poor Ross, the Minister of Militia,
has put his foot in it again. Having
denied the authorship of his letter order-
ing a Post-master to vote for the Gov-
ernment candidate, when he found that
he must deny it to save himself from
being kicked out of the Cabinet in defer-
ence to public opinion, he should have
kept silent. Seeing that the lotter, as it
appeared in print, was signed Wm.
Ross, the Minister said that it could not
be genuine because his invariable signa-
ture was W. Ross. . It now appears
that the signature to the letter received
by the Postmaster is W. Ross, and the
Minister is the subject of much derisive
laughter. It will be all the better for
the Cabinet if Ross is hooted out. Op-
position journals should think of this
and draw it mild.

Rochefort’s appearance on the scene,
in the present agitated state of France,
will not tend to promote a peaceful set-
tlement of her political troubles. He is
an able man, and will do much to ex-
cite the people to demand the dissolution
of the Assembly or revolt against its

authority. The unwise usurpation of

authority by the Assembly is preparing
the way for agitators like Rochefort, by
giving the people a grievance sufficient
to justify revolt, and he is.the man to
make the mest of the situation. He
would assail the Government all the
same, no doubt, even though the people
had just endorsed it by an overwhelm-
ing vote, but then his assaunlts would be
ineffective.

A party of yonng folks in Dubuque,
Iowa, have organized a geological soci-
ety, and will visit various portions of the
country to pursue their studies. Gard-
eners may expect them about watermelon
time.

A Cincinnati reporter says that there is
something grand in the sight of a pair of
runaway “horses, but the Detroit Free
Press belicves that a good deal depends
on whether a maa is on a fence or trying
to chimb over the énd-board of the wagon.
