Stackhouse was named in the libel as 
a guilty party; and they immediately 
procured from the registrar of the di- 
vorce court a copy of the libel, and 
communicated with Hon. Mr. Murray, 
the proctor for the plaintiff, and after- 
wards with Mr. Wallace, the plaintiff’s 
counsel. There is, they explained, 
no provision in the divorce act for Mr. 
Stackhouse intervening, and it is
