SEVENTH ANNUAL REPORT.

The Directors of the Elgin Association, in presenting the 
Seventh Annual Report to the Stockholders, would return 
thanks to God for the measure of success which has attend­
ed their efforts. The object for which the Association was 
organized, namely, the social and moral improvement of 
the colored people in Canada, has, as far as they have 
availed themselves of the privilege of settling on the 
Company’s lands at Buxton, been fully realized. It is now 
a little more than six years since the land was secured 
from Government, and the settlement formed. During that 
time they have met with many disappointments, such as 
bad roads, bad crops, and pecuniary embarrasments—for 
they had no means but what they could raise from their 
own farms. But the statistical part of the report will show 
that there has been a gradual and gratifying progress, in 
clearing, building, and cropping.

The quatnity of land cleared and under fence, is 1025 
acres, besides apout 200 acres chopped down, and ready 
for burning, which they expect to have cleared and put in 
crop next spring.

Of the land cleared and under fence, 854 acres were 
planted with com ; 200, sown with wheat ; 70, with oats ; 
80, with potatoes ; and 220, with other crops, such as beans,
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peas, turnips and grass. Samples of these have 1 en sent 
to the annual meeting for the inspection of the Stockhold­
ers. The wheat is good, and the com, if safely harvested, 
will be more than an average crop. There has been in all 
these crops, when compared with last year, a gradual 
increase.

The quantity of stock is about the same as last year. It 
has been found not very profitable to raise much until they 
have more land opened. There are in the settlement 200 
eows, and 80 oxen, 300 hogs and 52 horses. The sheep have 
been found not profitable to keep on new land, and they have 
not increased any since last year. The number of model 
houses has increased, and severa.’ have been put up above 
the model. Now that the saw mill supplies settlers with 
plenty of lumber, a few of them are preparing to build 
frame houses.

The Local Committee, from whose report these statis­
tics were collected, state that on examining the whole 
settlement in the month of August last, the best improve­
ments were on the ninth concession. Some of the gardens 
were tastefully laid out, and were filled with vegetables,
fruit, and flowers—the houses clean and whitewashed__
and many of them had trained the vine and honeysuckle 
on the rustic pillars that supported the piazza in front. 
The tenth and ele venth concessions were the next in point 
of improvement; and the thirteenth concession 
worst improved in the settlement. This concession 
considered lower and wetter than any of the rest. It was 
the last settled, and of course, the settlers had less time 
to make improvements. On taking the levels last year, 
for the purpose of opening the centre road through the 19th 
and 14th concessions, they were found to be twenty feet 
higher than the eighth. The land gradually slopes from 
the shores of Lake Erie to those of Lake St. Clair, at
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about one inch to the chain. Along Lake Erie the bank is 
from 70 to 100 feet high ; composed of gravel and sand, 
from this a number of springs flow into the Lake, and from 
that ridge north a number of winter streams flow into Lake 
St. Clair. These streams head in the 14th and 15th con­
cession ; and, till late iu spring, the land on the concessions 
is wet, so that when much rain falls, the crops cannot be 
planted in proper season. To remedy this a single ditch 
cut about eight feet wide and three deep from the 13th con­
cession to the middle, made along the east side of the cen­
tre road, would render the land in those concessions dry, 
besides forming an excellent road for the settlers to go out 
to the middle street. Indeed it has become necessary from 
the amount of travel on the centre road, to have it ditched 
the whole way, that the settlers might get out and in to 
their farms at all seasons. The soil is soft and 
inclining to clay ; so that when rain falls in abundance, 
without any proper channel to carry it off, the road is 
almost impassable.

The plan recommended by the Local Committee, two 
years ago, to get a plank road through the settlement, might 
perhaps now be accomplished on more favourable terms. 
They offered to the Great Western Railroad Company 
certain quantity of cordwood, at a price sufficiently low to 
justify them in making a good road through the settlement 
to haul it out. The Directors of the Great Western Company 
received the proposition favourably ; but did not wish at 
that time to advance the sum necessary to construct the 
road, especially as they had several large contracts for 
wood, that would supply them for several years. The 
same proposition might be obtained from the Great South­
ern Railway, which is supposed to run very near if not 
through Buxton. There are upwards of 100,000 cords of ex­
cellent wood, that could be delivered by the settlers on the
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centre road, at a price that would justify tin company to 
make a good road to haul it to the depot. Sui-ii a contract 
would enable the settlers to remain at home, and pay them 
for clearing their own lands besides furnishing them with 
an excellent road at all seasons of the year.

During the past year a number of the settlers have not 
paid up their annual instalments ; still there is good 
reason to believe that they will meet all their liabilities 
in proper time. Two causes can be assigned for this ; 
one is, that recent settlers were under the necessity of 
using all they could make to support their families, and 
a number who have been on tin lands for several years 
are endeavouring to make pre trations to take out their 
deeds, before the time given y the Association expires ; 
hence a number have tak< out their deeds already, al­
though they have still five years of unexpired time. Du­
ring the last year, although the number who paid annual 
instalments was less, the number who applied for deeds 
was greater than on any former year.

In our last report we mentioned that at the village of 
Buxton a good steam saw and grist mill had been erected 
for the benefit of the settlement, a two-story brick hotel a 
store, a brick yard, and a pearl ash factory, besides these 
several private dwellings have been erected by families 
who have come in to get the benefit of the schools ; a 
two-story frame building has been put up this year for a 
female boarding house ; a carpenter and joiners shop and 
a boot and shoe store. There are two schools—a male and 
female—the female school was established last year for 
the purpose of teaching the girls plain sewing, and those 
who might wish it, the higher branches of a female edu­
cation. The number enrolled in both schools during the 
past year has been ISO, and the average attendance, 68. 
Besides the day school there is a good Sabbath school
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kept up during the whole year—the number on the roll in 
112 ; and the average attendance, 52. The Sabbath, 
through the whole settlement, is observed as a day of rest, 
most of the settlers attend some place of worship. Drunk- 
eness is unknown—nothing that intoxicates is made or 
sold in the settlement.

The following is the financial statement of the affairs of 
the Association :—

The present liabilities of the Association amount to 
£3033, 3s. lid. ; that is, ,o Government for land and in­
terest. £2266, 7s. Stockholders for instalments paid and 
interest, £766,16s. lid. The Assets amount to £3665, Is. 4d; 
that is, for land sold and interest thereon ; £3629, Os. 5d. 
Cash in Treasurers hands, £45, Os. lid. Leaving a balance 
of Assets, to meet the current or ordinary expenses of the 
Association, of £631, 17s. 5d.
