Beaching the Mark.
Hev. Dr. King (of London, late of Glasgow, 

has recently given to the world e smell wotk on 
the “ Poster of Zeal." It is an admirable 
little volume. We make the following ex­
tract :—

" At a time when efforts were made to elevate 
the standard of Christian beneScence in Glas­
gow, I preached a sermon on the subject one 
Seadey afternoon. It was my hope thet I had 
not vainly fulSIled the requirement, • Charge 
them that ere rich in this world, thet they do 
good, that they be rich in good works, ready to 
distribute, willing to communicate : laying up 
ia store for themselves e good foundation against 
the time to come.’ Next dey I was celled on 
by an elderly women in plein attire, end of 
humble aspect. She hid en expression of im­
perfect health, and the natural inference was, 
though there was nothing of the beggar in her 
looks, that she was come to ask counsel, or be 
otherwise befriended In some case of difficulty. 
She recalled to me, whet I did not et the first 
moment remember, that she was a communicant 
ia my church. As she was not very prompt in 
announcing the object of her visit, I began to 
inquire delicately how she was situsted. She 
told me tbst she had been long in service, but 
waa not in service now ; that her health had fail­
ed her, and aa she had saved something in for­
mer years, she was now in a small hired room, 
and living on her savings. ■ But that,’ she said, 
* brings me to the business 1 have on band. 
Under the description you gave me yesterdey of 
the obligations resting on me to extend the gos­
pel, end make the aalvatioa of Christ known to 
poor perishing sinners, my heart smote me, be- 
eeuie 1 had hoarded up gain» for myself, sod 
done nothing for the heathen. Sid thing! may 
have come through my neglect, end be lying et

ly door ; and now 1 hive brought a small sum 
for the object» you mentioned.' She then bend­
ed me five pound». I immediately evinced pain 
and impatience in having inch an offering pre­
sented to me. * My appeal,' I said, ‘ waa to the 
rich, and none of them had a» yet nspoudrd ; 
and here ahe was tendering a large amount of 
money which she bad moat commendahly stored 
up by frugality to make some provision for in­
firmity and old age. ‘ The arrow,' I «aid, • haa 
gone aside, and I have missed my mark.’ • No,' 
•he replied, ' the arrow waa for me, and it haa 
pierced me, and X come with a wounded con­
science because of my neglect. I have been 
rich enough to do good thst I have not done, 
end there's my guilt.' • But if I took such 
sums,’ ! said, • from such persons, I should bring 
sesndal on charitable subscription»—they would 
be denounced s* extortion. Therefore you

met reduce the amount to a few shillings.' 
Her face then flushed with emotion, *nd she 
•aid fervently, * I have considered the esse : I am 
sure I am doing no more then my duty, or not 
eo much j and if my minister become my tempt­
er, I will resist the temptation by laying down 
tsn pound».’ Bo assailed end baffled, 1 said I 
would surrender to her wishes on one stipula­
tion, that ahe would promise me never to be in 
difficulties without making them known to me. 
This pledge she et first refused to give, seying 
it made her gift nothing! for whst generosity 
was there in doing kindly by others, if she did 
it on the stipulation of taking good care of her­
self f But »• I persisted in declaring thet I 
ceuld accept the benefaction on no other terms, 
ahe finally ecquieaced. Week succeeded week, 
and I had no other visit in relation to the same 
subject. After about three weeks had elapsed, 
the retired servent died of a sudden illness. 
Then I mentioned publicly the circumstance» 
just related ; and what the sermon had failed to 
do seemed to be achieved by her example. She 
beiog dead, «till spake to the effluent as well a» 
to the indigent j and, without pretending to trace 
toe certainly all the concatenation of providen­
tial influences, 1 msy safely affirm, from all I 
witnessed, that the seel of thet contributor pro- 
veked many, and that her gift of five pounde 
wee worth many hundreds of pounde to the cause 
of missions."

Little Things in Religious Life.
Little words, not eh qi-nt spetches nor ser­

mons ; little d.nls, not in racles nor battlee nor 
one great act or mighty martyrdom, make up the 
true Christian life.

The avoidance uf little evils, little sins, little 
inconsistencies, little neaknessea, little follies,lit­
tle indiscretions and imprudences, little foibles, 
little indulgences of «elf and of the flerh, little 
ecu of indolence or indecision, or «oiovenliosaa 
or cowerdice, little equivocations or aberrations 
from high integrity, little bite of worldlinea^aud

as in themselves ; for He allowed rich men to 
consort with Him, and cared not to shun the os 
lumniee wrought out of His acceptance of their 
hospitalities. Not of refusal to allow wealth ita 
place end use in the economy of life ; for he 
taught the contrary when He bid the children 
of the kingdom “ make Meads to themselves of 
the mammon of unrighteousness, and egein end 
again enjoined on men rich in worldly goods the 
•ale of their poeseesioas, that they might have

herewithal to feed ar.d clothe the poor.
They were bidden in that way to disencumber 

themselves of oostsclee to their entredee on a 
work for which, in tbe xesl of a first love, they 
made offer of themselves to the Muter. Hie 
purpose in the command was to make them like 
Himself in disconnection from worldly interests 
and entanglements. He chose to show thst He 
bad no more need in them than in Hi» own per­

Extract of a Letter Jrom the Rev. William Hoi- 
ford, dated IX Urban, Fort Peddie, December 

7tt, 1867.
Charles Pemls, the native assistant, has been 

active end pereevering in hie work. Hs resides 
•t Newtowndale. By the grace of God be has 
testified of the word of God which is able to save 
• the souls’ of men. Many have been impressed, 
convicted cf sin, led to cast away heathen orne­
ments and chsrme of great value in their eyes, 
end sought unto our Qod, the God of our aalva- 
tion. I msy mention here, »• the result in part, 
of hi» attention to tbe Kaffir beer, thet a con­
siderable number of our Leaders and Local 
Preachers have voluntarily abstained from drink­
ing Kaffir beer. We have put tbe subject be­
fore them, on the ground that our rules require 
•n abstinence from “ ustlo olunamandhla,”

strong drink," •• except in cases of extreme 
necessity." Now the evil of drinking beer hes 
shown itself for a long time in weakness of fsitb 
in their frequent stumbles and falls, and the not 
unfrequent exclusion of persons from the church 
for flagrant ein. As the native assistante under­
stand tbe inner life of the natives much better 
than we can do, the evils arising from thie prac­
tice could not be overlooked. They see how 
the excess of beer, revelling» and other abomi­
nations, have held souls and bodies in bondage i 
end attempts hive been made to curb these ex­
cesses, hitherto, until this movement, with un­
satisfactory results. I have written, excess of 
beer ; for tbe prectice is to drink whilst there ie 
eny in the bouse, and then to go to other pieces 
to share theirs in the same wey.

In appealing to the members, some consider­
able opposition has been shown to the steps we 
have taken. This was to be expected frem tbe 
prevalence of the practice amongst the members. 
We cite 8l Paul's advice to the Romane and 
Corinthians aa the principle which should gov­
ern our conduct towards others (brethren,) whose 
weakness, or etumblee, or falls, cannot be unno­
ticed. Upon this principle we kave gained 
msny.

During the year, special services have been 
held et the Englieh chapels. Mr. J. Fish, from 
King William's Town, spet t a week with me in 
this wotk. On Tuesday morning we went off 
together to Wesley cbepel, where we bed after­
noon and evening services, with prayer-meeting. 
The next day we hid like eerviece at Shrews­
bury chapel, sod on Thursday, we returned to 
Peddie, where service» were held on Thuredey 
and Friday evenings, and on the Sabbath. All 
these eervieee were seasons of great good j 
much spirituel power nttended tbe preaching, 
exhortations and prayers, especially on the Sab­
bath evening nt Peddle.

It ie a cause of thankfulness that, in the prov­

Letter from India.
A letter from Rev. R. Hoskins, of the India 

Mri.i o Conference, M. E. Church, dated et 
Bijnour, Feb. 18lh, aad directed to the Corres­
ponding Secretary of the Missionary Society of 
St. Peui’a M. E. Sunday-school of jjjew York, 
gives tbe following record uf mission work in 
that distent field :

Just now 1 in out itineratiig with Brother 
Tboburn forty mile» west of Moradsbed, near 
Demurs. We pitched our tent in a grove ibis 
aflernooo, end when the sun was sinking in the 
west, with Rev. Prem Dise end Rev. Zabur-ul- 
Hugg, we went to the bsisar, end, standing in 
front of a tobacco shop, the preachers proclaim­
ed a free and present salvation. We have visited 
several native villages, much lo their delectatiun, 
if not edification.

At one of the services two Brahmins were 
offended with something ssid by Zahur-ul-Hugg, 
•nd begen a discussion affirming that they were 
Brahmins, and consequently not needing any 
sseistsnce from Christianity. Zahur-ul-Hugg 
asked them, “ Are you Arehmins by rirtua of 
good works, or by descent from the mouth of 
Br-hma ? You must be one or the other. 
They colild not esy by good works, for the peo­
ple would immediately convict them of a lie | 
consequently, after much quibbling they said, 
“ by birth." Then he named several Brshmins 
■ ho are spoken of in their sscred books ae be­
ing born of crows, horses, and other animals, 
and said, “ These are not descended from Brsh- 
me, and yet were Brahmins ; how, much better 
are you than the common people who surround 
you ? " They were utterly nonplussed, and 
seemed unable to say another word.

Animated discussions occur »t almost every 
preaching service, and frequently th,- most ab­
surd points are raised, for which only s well- 
directed shift ol ridicule is of soy avail. A 
butcher was very angry because be was called u 
•inner, and most psesionately he denied tbe im­
putation. Brother Parker, in answer, repeated 
one of their elokss to this effect :

A holy min never gets angry ;
tie that gets angry proves himself a sinner.

The crowd saw the point, and sent up u shout of 
laughter. The poor butcher bed nothing more 
to say ; the crowd hid laughed et him, aad he 

-retired in disgust.
The work promises wslL Inquirer» are ap­

pearing on all sides, end many efficient workers 
sre brought to light each year. Our greet need 
ie men from home. Every missionary here does 
the work of two, thet is, twice the work be ought 
to do. Within the bounds of my own circuit 
there are 700,000 seul», and no missionary of 
any denomination to push forward the wotk with 
me. Alone among that vast multitude, what can 
I do ? O that the Church at home would lift 
up her voice like a trumpet for the million» of 
lost souls in India ! But do not think thst I 
despair in the least ; far from it. 1 expect to 
see • mighty outpouring of the Holy Spirit, so 
thst in ten or fifteen years our numbers will not 
be reckoned by hundred#, but by hundreds of 
thousands ! Lord, speed the dey ! '

There ie much force as well as truth in the fol­
lowing paragraph from the pen of Rev. Dr. 
Deems, albeit it msy be somewhet strongly 
stated :

It is a shrewd old world 
with which we hev# to deal, and it generally 
knows tbs price of things. There ie little un­
appreciated genius, little worth keeping that the 
world allows itself to loee, and no uttered aac- 
teoea worth remembering has aver been forget, 
ten. Tbe world may appreeiat# some things toe

highly for a season, but In the long run th* value 
ef ell things cerne» to be ascertained. Go, walk 
up and down in tb* wilderness, and say your 
say, and cry your cry, ard just as true as tbe 
trath is in it, it will empty tbe city end fetch the 
people to year voice, or else God, who has moat 
special providence of truth, wil! eet ycu and your 
voice und your cry down in tbe very heart of tbe 
ei y, to shake it. Away with your talk about 
net being appreciated. Whenever a man in any 
society talk» about hi» talent» being neglected,

Wbat kind of theology ia that which arme a man 
moat thoroughly alike for attack or defence f 
Not your collection of eoft truth» or half truths, 
that come down upon the ear delicately, and 
etartle nobody into thought and feeling. Such 
ceuae ae little feith ae they do resistance. No­
body cares enough about them to sffirm or 
deny. But try tbe old Goepel creed. Preach 
the doctrines which, if they ere anything, era 
everything. Rouae a man's seal by visions ol 
heaven end hell, with a judgement-seat in the 
foreground. Tell of a God whose nature ie 
mystery, but whose pereonulity und holy charac­
ter are th* f.cte of all facts. Proclaim pardon 
through the abed blood ef the iecernste Son of 
Ood. Insist upon the total ruin of menkiod, end 
ibe superneturel grace Of tke Holy Spirit.— 
These ar* t. ugh truths. Men fight egeinet them 
et Bret. Th*y call them old, crabbed, knotty 
doctrine» But when tbe natural man ie slain, 
fuirly bralred end over with, it is by terrible 
blow» from these hard knete.

We have *?en a veneration for the knota in 
timber. They reveal a hiatory In the grand old 
tree. Each telle of a limb that once sprang 
from that point, aid la a aear made by th# 
woodmen’s ex. It «ays, Here there wee once 
be sut) end strength, though there eeems to be 
little of either now. Are ecsrs always unsight­
ly ? What are thoee whieh the veteran soldier 
bring» berk from battla-flelde whieb saved liber­
ty to the nation and the world? So rough, 
gnarled characters, scarred all over with the con­
flicts of other days, call on ua sometime» to 
eteod before them with bared brew*. Thus, 
Oliver Cromwell ie a tough knot In Englieh hie- 
lory, aad the sentimental prêtera who call 
Charles 1. ' a martyr ’ think that Puritan name 
a aad blemish in th# roll of British eoveraigne. - 
But tbe world could ill spur# that rough protu- 
beranee on the Britlah Osh. A bough «hot out 
there once whieh wae it» glory, end nnder th# 
ehedow of whieh liberty found shelter in the 
daya of atorm. Every knot la a tree la a chap­
ter in ita hiatory.—Th* Advance.

The Value of Ktibte.
A knot ie thought to be a defat*. Clear lum­

ber beera an advanced price. A knotty «tick ie 
a term of depreciation—nearly aa much eo aa a 
crooked stick. Who ehooeea such for split­
ting ? The carpenter, too ie a little ehy of » 
knot, whether he usee aew or plene. Toole are 
ecmetimee broken in the cattiog. Certainly e 
log of wood ie rather unsightly with ita gnarled 
protuberance». A pine hoard suffers in smooth­
ness and color by tbe inserted knot We try to 
conquer the croee-greined portion, uod ioetesd 
of coming into shape it only slip» out, leaving 
an unsightly hole ! And then paint does lot 
take a durable finish over theee perverse epota, 
so much harder then the surrounding surface. 
It may be said, then, that knots are at a discount 
in most esses of a ligneous nature.

Hence it ie, probably, thet the metephoricel 
sense is evil. Who is attracted by a knotty 
subject or a knotty character? We think at 
once of thing» that perplex thought end try pa­
tience ; of e person iupsnetrable and unmanage­
able, on whom we do not care to break our lo­
gic or turn the edge of our temper. How trou­
blesome these subject» and characters era, in 
Church sod State! We meet them where they 
•re not wanted ; they are thrust upon us inoppor­
tunely. We finish a war in which tbe right hae 
triumphed and an institution of wrong baa keen 
trampled out, and beyond whieh we expect a no­
ble and just tranquility, and up oomes thi knot­
ty etiek of reconstruotioo—bard, tough and un­
sightly, nicking our best tools, roughening onr 
amootbest surface», and bringing out the sweat 
and the execration of our most skillful workmen. 
—And also in our churches,the difficulties of in­
terpretation and doctrine, and the disputes over 
matter» of government and discipline are very 
trying to faith and patience, end airing upon ua 
•t unexpected and unwelcome timea, perhaps in 
tbe midat of a revival. Than we sigh over tke 
unsolvable problems that do not yield to meta­
physics, and tbe stubborn pointe of resistance 
which cannot be smoothed down in opinion and 
oheracter.

But [ia the ceas really so bad as at first it 
eeems ? Does some one proclaim egainet the 
uaiigbtlineee of knou P We insist on their 
special beauty, rightly placed end viewed. Tbe 
■an hae been looking at pine board» only, or 
other soft wood. Let him take oik, maple or 
mahogany, wood ol fine grain ead bird texture, 
aad examine the spots of beeuty in the polished 
furniture, and he will find that despised knot 
coming to use, and attracting ell eyes by ite cu­
rious form sod contrast of color. And so it de­
pends much upon how uue comes upon a knotty 
question of doctrine or en obstinete point of 
character. They must be taken in their proper 
connections. They do not appear to advantage 
with soft surroundings, when all things era plea, 
•ant and manageable. John Calvin and John 
Knox are tough eouls, viewed apart from their 
times and work. Put them bask there, and they 
•kine out umid tbe butd oonfliets of thoee dirk 
days ae spots of positive beauty. O what glori- 
oue use tbe grand, inexplicable mysteries of re­
ligion and the eeemiogly crabbed doctrines of 
Scripture some to in tbe daye of trouble ! We 
forget then tbe easy, universally accepted 
truths, and fasten tit# eye oo the great feeta of 
divine law and government, God'» providence 
and sovereignty, the Trinity, the awful expiation

When thie 
manifestation of the dieeere ia observed, the ob­
server will usually connect it with • vugne im­
pression once formed or raoelved that the pillant 
■aa liviag a little too hard. Ha will eeereely 
have hud laieura to turn it aver in hie mind, and 
form the terrible euepicion ef • dry rot,’ when he 
will notice a change for th# worse in the patient'a 
appeennoe—a oertaia alovenlineee and deterior­
ation, which ie not poverty, nor dirt, aor intoxi­
cation, nor ill health, bet simply dry rot To 
thie succeeds a amell ae of etreog waters, in tbe 
morning ; to thet a looseness respecting money ; 
to that a stronger smell ns of strong waters at 
all time» ; to that, a looeeneee respecting every­
thing ; lo that, a trembling of the Vtmbe, som­
nolency, misery, and crumbling to pieces. Aa 
it ie in waod, eo it is in man. Dry rot advenes* 
et a compound usury, quite iaeâleuleble. A 
plaek ie found affected with it, and the whole 
structure ie devoted.—Thu» it had baea with the 
unhappy Horace Kineh, lately buried by a «mail 
•ubaeription. Those who kuew him had not 
nigh don* laying, • So well eff, eo comfortably 
established, with eueh hope befere him—and 
yet, it ie feared, with s alight touch ef dry rot P 
when lo ! tbe man waa all dry rot and duet.—

His li'e was 
most consistent, and his end most triumphant 
Never has it been my lot to visit such a happy 
death bed scene. As soon as I entered his 
dying chamber, stretching out bis hand he thus

No doubt (we tell) 
he had, and was now going to receive the 
prize. Hie ilia*as was short and accompanied 
by very Utile pain.

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T. M. C. Association Anniversary.
We have rend with pleasure the proceeding! 

ef the Anniversary ef the Yoeng Men’s Chris­
tina Aseoeiatien nf London, held in Exeter Hall, 
on the 20th ult, e venerable Christian nobleman, 
the Earl ef Shaftesbury, in the eheir. The re­
port announced the existence of 736 associations 
throughout the world, comprising e membership 
of 68,430. These association» are employed ia 
varions departments ef Christian work, conduct­
ing prayer meetings, Bible elesaee, See., besides 
cooperating with other societies, such as the 
Early Glaainf movement, sad in efforts for the 
promotion of Sabbath observance.

The annual course ef Exeter Hell Lectures 
before the London Association, which had been 
continued with greet succès» end advantage, and 
with immense popularity for twenty years, hav­
ing been discontinued, it is only proper to elate 
that the change made in this respect in the op­
erations of thia excellent institution, is no indica­
tion ef declining seel or nf lessened usefulness. Oa 
the contrary, it ia believed that 1er genuine prac­
tical work among the young men of London, the 
last year has been one ef its beet.

We note the enbetnaes of two or three of the 
ipinhii made et this Anniversary :—

The Rev. Dr. MUler, Episcopalian, in moving 
the first resolution, said he had received a letter 
Is reference to that meeting, signed by e person 
whe celled himself e Churchman, who objected 
te hie (Dr. Miller’s) attendance because the Asso­
ciation waa “ essentially a Dissenting Society.” 
The Association had far higher and holier work. 
It waa important to be nederatood that they were 
there on a catholic platform, and whoever said 
it waa either a Church or a Dissenting Society 
wee wrong. The leaelution he had to move said 
that “ in this day of diaeeneioe, strife, and re­
proach, the hope of the eoeatry lies in • revival 
ef earnest spiritual religion.” Days of division 
and strife were not new. They found them re­
corded in the Acte of the Apoetlea and in the 
Epistle», and they would continue until the Heed 
of the Church descended to reign for ever. It 
wee necessary to understand whet spiritual re­
ligion was. Serna hoped in mere work, acme in 
an aethetie religion, but all esthetic religion of 
fries doctrine be trembled at. Speaking of the 
Ritualistic eelabratioaa of Easter, be said he 
should deeply mourn if any young men of Lon­
don were given to such miserable mummery. 
Some hoped in comprehensiveness. It wee well 
In have a good battle-cry, but when everything 
bet truth wee comprehended, there wee no greet 
hone In comprehensiveness. Others hoped in 
unity, end turning their backs upon the schis­
matics nad heretics of that meeting, etralehed 
net their bends to lboss whose doctrines the 
Reformers utterly repudiated.

- feme would take it awey, under a notion of li­
beralism, aaaertieg that the man’a creed could 
not be wrong shoes life was in the right They 
scald net, however, afford to lose e fragment of 
the revelation ef tied. These men said creeds 
were only the shell, but they intended to break 
Ve shell, that they might kill the life in the egg. 
A creed wee ne more a shackle than sails were 
to a beet or wings to » bird. The kite ibought 
that without the string it could ascend to the 
start, hut when the string waa slackened it soon 
fall to en th. So it would be with the Church 
without a creed. Others held e creed with ad 
denda, sad set at the priest’s foot. He learned 
that Christ act hie people free, and they could 
thinjk for themselves under the geidence of the 
Holÿ Spirit The brains of others were eddied 
and their minds bewildered by the rubbish of 
tradition.

regarded by the Catholic Church only as the 
agent ol our Lord Jesus Christ, acting by the 
power delegated to him, according to these 
words, • Whose sins you shall forgive, they are 
forgiven them, and whose sine you ebril retain 
they are retained 7" St. John xx, 23.”

You complain that Romaniste are arid to 
“ believe that man by his own power can for­
give tin ;” but who makes such a statement ? 
You set up a man of straw that you may hew 
him in pieces, end endeavour to I eaten upon us 
a groundless charge of misrepreaenta'ioo. The 
Scriptures teach us to reject that which you 
here state to be the doctrine of Rome.

Christ.never appointed the priest* Hi* agents 
to forgive sias ; never gave them power to do 
this, lie spoke the words quoted above to the 
Apoetles after He had breathed en them, and 
arid “ Receive ye the Holy G boat." He chose 
them to preach Hi» gospel, to proclaim authori­
tatively to the world on what term* sins should 
be forgiven or retained. To enable them to do 
this they were filled with the Holy Ghost, and 
under His inspiration they wrote and spoke, so 
that their word was the word of God. The 
terms in Jeremiah’s commit! ion (i. 9-10)—“ I 
have this day set thee over the nations and over 
the kingdoms, to root out, and to pull down, 
and to destroy, and to throw down, to build, 
nod to plant''—are just as plain and explicit as 
thoee of the passage you quote ; but who ever 
understood them literally, or where do you find 
the prophet assuming the authority and exer­
cising the power ot God’s vicegerent clo hed 
with resistless might 7 The explanation is found 
in the accompany ing, “ I have put my words in 
thy mouth," and more fully Jeremiah xviii, 6-17. 
Uis authority resembled that of the Apostle* in 
this respect, it was declaratory and cot judicial. 
He was not to be the " Governor among the 
nation» "(any more than they the dispensers ot 
pardon and salvation among the people, but as 
God's mouth-piece, authoritatively to declare 
the conditions on which they might expect to 
prosper or perish. Accordingly we find them 
calling men to repentance, declaring that there 
waa salvation in none other but the Lord Jesus 
Christ, and assuring their bearers that all who 
believe in Him are justified and forgiven, and 
that they are assured of this by the comfort of 
the Holy Ghost, while their lives shew that they 
have not received the grace of God in vain. 
On the other hand they declare, with no un­
certain sound, that “ he that believeth not shall 
be damned." But where do we find in the Acts 
or EpisTes any traces of Confession and Abso­
lution as taught by ihe Church of Rome 7 We 
do indeed read, “ Confess your faulu one to 
another, and pray one for another that ye may 
be healed," but that is a very different thing. 
“ One to another,"—not all the people to the 
priest Not to obtain absolution from one who 
professes that Christ has made him bis agent, 
and given him power on earth to forgive sins, 
but that you may pray for each other to that 
merciful God who Himself, for the Saviour’s 
sake, pardons the penitent 

“ Not one single passage can "be quoted from 
the word of God to prove that the Apostles un­
derstood our Lord to hsve bestowed on them the 
power of forgiving sins ; end on no one occa­
sion ie it recorded of any one of them, that he 
took on him the authority to forgive line, which 
none can forgive but God only."

But even «era it proved, which it never was 
and never can be, that the Apoetles had and 
used this power, it would by no means follow 
that it belonged to the priests. It is easy to say 
they are in Ihe “ succession ” and therefore the 
same authority belongs to them ; but where is 
the proof 7 We read the Scriptures and we 
know what the apostles were ‘ we read history 
and we learn what the price's have too often 
been. The one were “ examples to the flock," 
the others “ Lords over God's heritage.” The 
one were persecuted even to death for Christ’s 
sake ; the others have shed the blood ot Christ’s 
people. The one declared . “ The weapons of 
our warfare are not carnal " : the others bave 
not scrupled to use imprisonment and torture, 
fire and sword to convert Christiana to their er­
roneous viewi acd opinions

The Council of Trent, in its decree concern 
ing Abeolu ion, pronounces a solemn curse on 
any one who shall affirm that priests living in 
mortal sin have not the power to. forgive the 
■ins of others ; and declares “ that those who 
contend that wicked priests have not this power 
hold very erroneous sentiments ” “ Erroneous 
sentiments !” Yet how natural that men in 
the habit of reading the word of God should 
hold them ! “ To the wicked f.Wsaitb,what hast 
thou to do to declare my statutes ?" Of the wick­
ed, Home says “ He may do more than that ; he 
may dispense grace and forgive sins. Whoever 
shall eay otherwise, let him be accursed !” St. 
Raul gave many advices and commands as to 
the duties of Chris iaa ministers and people, but 
he nowhere teaches us to regard wicked men as 
ministers of Christ. In his epistles to the Cor­
inthians he rebukes them for many grievous 
sins. How would it strike ypu if you found* a 
Postscript to this effect 7 •* Lest you should 
mistake, J add, that, should spriest be guilty ol 
these things, you must still confess your sias to 
him, and obtain forgiveness from him. It 
makes no difference as to this. * He repre­
sents the character and discharges the func­
tions of Jesus Christ ’ among you. He has pow­
er to forgive you the tins which he himeell 
commits. .It is true he is exposed to the wrath 
of God, and is on the high way to perdition ; but 
he is the only minister of absolution ; he holds 
the key» of the kingdom of heaven j and, unless 
he opens to yon, yon can never enter ; yon can­
not obtain forgiveness of your mnM in any other 
way."

Bermuda Correspondence.
Me. Editor,—Since our last the Wesleyan 

Missionary Anniversary Meetings in connection 
with the Bermuda Branch have been held with 
encouraging success. In few parts of the E B 
A. Conference is there manifested a greater in­
terest in Christian mission» than in Bermuda. 
If crowded audiences—for we never saw a par­
tially filled house at a Missionary meeting in 
this Colony—beautifully decorated churches 
and exquisite music, which to:d of long and care­
ful preparation, are any evidences of missionary 
zeal, we were furnished with conclusive proof 
at our recent anniversary meetings that the 
missionary spirit has not died out in Bermuda 
The first ot these interesting meetings took place 
at Hamilton, on Weduetday the 1st of April. 
The church was well filled with attentive hear­
ers, and very handsomely decorated with roses 
and flowers ot various hues which bloom here 
like evergreens all the year round. The chair 
was ably filled by the Hon. Judge Tucker who 
made an admirable address on the duty of the 
Church to send the Gospel to the heathen. This 
powerful and eloquent address would have done 
credit to Exeter Hall, and was in perfect har­
mony with the great celebrity of the Christian 
gentleman who gave it. The other speakers 
were the three circuit ministers, who addressed 
the audience at some length on the work of God 
in heathen lands, and the necetsity of increased 
liberality on the part of the Christian Church in 
orddf to support it efficiently. On the following 
evening the meeting was held in St. George’s 
It was similar to the one at Hamilton, with the 
exception that it was not honored with the able 
presidency of the Hon Judge Tucker. On Fri­
day evening the 3rd ult., the anniversary was 
held at St. David's. T. W. Roberts, Esq., of 
the Episcopal Church, occupied the chair and 
made a very neat and appropriate address on 
the unity of Christ’s spiritual Church, and the 
necessity ef all believers being united in their 
efforts to disseminate the truth as it ia in Jesus. 
In addition to the speakers of the previoos eve 
Dings we were favoured with an interesting ad­
dress from Mr. Alexander McDowell, who spent 
thirteen years in South Africa. He gave valu­
able information respecting hardships endured 
and difficulties conquered by Christian mistion- 
aries in that country, and dosed with a few sen­
tences in the Kaffir language, which, if it did 
not edify, greatly amused the audience. The 
fourth meeting of the course was held at Ireland 
Island, on Monday the 6 th ult. The chair was 
ably filled by D. F. C. G rote, Eeq., the Poet 
Master, who with his usual ability advocated the 
cause ol Missions. Messrs. George Barnett and 
George Siggins increased the staff of speakers 
on the occasion ; and the Sabbath-s ehool chil­
dren treated the audience to music in great 
abundance, and which was highly compliment­
ed by the circuit Musician—Rev. Mr. Fulton. 
On the 7th, the meeting was held at Warwick, 
where the congregation is principally coloured, 
The choir did great credit to themselves in the 
important part of the service assigned to them. 
Here Mr W. B. Jennings came to the assistance 
of the ministers. He is a true son of Africa ; and 
made a valuable speech on the importance of 
self denial and sacrifice in order to support 
Christian Missions. On Wednesday evening 
the meeting at Harris’ Bay was deprived of the 
valuable services of the superintendent minister, 
who was indisposed. Still the interest of the 
meeting was well sustained, and the claims of 
Missions ably advocated by the other two min­
isters, and by Capt. Webb and Mr. W. B. Jen­
nings. On Thursday evening the meeting was 
held at Bailey's Bay, when the chair was effic­
iently filled by George Boyle, Esq, of fit. 
George's, the Superintendent still prevented by 
illness from being present. The church was 
crowded, and the meeting interesting ; but some 
misunderstanding among the singers, which we 
trust will never occur again, seemed to prevent 
the perfect harmony and mutual love which 
characterized all the other meetings. On Fri­
day 10th ult, the anniversary was held at Tuck­
er’s Town, where Mr. McDowell again gave an 
interesting address on Missions in South Africa, 
and closed with a short speech in the Kaffir lan­
guage ; but though most of the audience were 
cbildten ol Ham, it was an unknown tongue to 
them, and excited their risibility without enlight­
ening their minds. Having rested a week, the 
anniversary services were resumed at Somerset, 
on Tuesday the 21st ult. The house was well 
filled. The Rev. Mr. Fulton was absent through 
indisposition ; bat his place was ably filled by 
Alex. M. Oudney, Esq., of Hamilton, who gave 
a very chaste, well connected and eloquent 
address. The choir received the cordial thanks 
of the Superintendent for their valuable service 
at the close of the meeting. The last meeting 
of the course was held at Port Royal, on 
Wednesday the 22nd ult. One minister being 
called to attend a funeral, and another being 
disappointed in getting a conveyance, only one 
of the circuit ministers was present ; but he 
made the most of the occasion, and gave an ad­
dress of two hour» length on the progress of 
Wesleyan Missions in different par s of the 
world. After which Esquire Evans and Messrs. 
Luke and Nash gave short but appropriate and 
moat interesting addresses. Thus closed one of 
the most interesting missionary campaigns that 
it bee ever been our privilege to attend. But 
though all thoee meetings were well attended— 
house full on each occasion, and the greatest in­
terest manifested, it is doubtful if the receipts 
will come up to former years. The fact is, 
times are so very dull and money so very scarce, 
that the friends cannot do as much for the con­
vertie» of the world as they desire and wish to 
do. May the Lotd give them prosperity.

Letter from Rev. Henry Daniel.
Mr. Editor,—We have been gratified from 

time to time of late to it* is your valuable pa­
per—notices of the revive! ef the work of God 
on eeverel Circuits through the Conférence. 
We sincerely hope the fruité miy prove to be 
a substantial accession to the Chunk of Christ 
nnd ornemente to the faith they have espoused.

My principal object in this communication ia 
to notice two or three deaths in thie community 
of considerable consequence tg.ua on this Cir­
cuit. Death have been frequeit here during the 
year, and it ia really effecting to set so great a 
number in our Churches elad in the habiliments 
of mourniog ; teaching ns that death is no res 
peeler of pereone, and sounding the monitory 
note “ Be ye also ready for in such an hour as 
ye think not the eon of man someth."

Soon after our arrival here we were called te 
attend the funeral of Mr. George W. Brown, an 
old resident of Yarmouth—but a native of 
England. By pereevsring industry he bud eccu- 
mulated considerable property j he wee n regu 
lar attendent nt the Methodist church, wee never 
backward in its support, and up to the time of 
hie death wee one of the principal contributors 
to its various funds. Yet for many years he 
lived without the raving knowledge of God, and 
it wu not until within a few months of hie de­
mise, that he united himself to the Church ae a 
member. He deeply regretted that he had al 
lowed so much time to para away, without expe­
riencing personal religion. He felt that he migh 
have done more for Ged, and have bed more 
personal heppinesi in hie own soul, and he re- 
eolved to give bit heart to God without further 
delay. He sought the Lord with many tears, 
and through faith in his divin* Redeemer, ob­
tained mercy, and died in the assured hope of 
eternal life.

Not long alter the interment of Mr. Brown, 
we were called to the funeral of Mrs. Ann Ro- 
bertion, the mother of Mrs. James R. HnrL 
Mrs. K. wae a lady of good standing in the 
Wesleyan churah nt Milton, nnd beloved end 
reepectad in the community. We had but one 
opportunity of seeing her before her death , she 
wu then attenuated to n mete skeleton, and a 
great sufferer. The light wae flickering ia the

patiently waiting for her change, 
messenger came, and site fell ««letp in i'™','0 
sure and certain hope of a glorioua rtsurrecu.n 
to eternal life.

Mr. Lvman Cann had been a Metbolist nearly 
halt a century. He wae converted to God et 
the ege of eighteen, and continued an unwaver- 
ng friend to the church of hie choice to the end 
of tin life. He was a man of great energy of 
character, and by industry became the possessor 
of considerable weellh. He »« liberal in bis 
gifts to the Church of God.

The old Church in Milton was built under his 
direction, and the new one, which is a credit to 
the community, found in him one of the largest 
contributors and most efficient promoter». He 
enjoyed the meine of grace, and wae found in 
his piece in the house of God on tne Sabbath 
day, and at cur week evening services, with 
marked punctuality. He loved the minister» of 
Christ i they and their families found at his 
home a cordial welcome. He possessed more 
than ordinary discrimination ef character, and 
could often detect the chaff from the wheat.— 
He was very jealous of any innovations upon 
tke established usages of Methodism—believing 
that if we kept our rule», our rule» would keep 
us. He regarded it ae a high privilege to be 
associated in church fellowship,—and in times of 
affliction, he felt he bad the prayers and sympa­
thy ol the church. Here we fear some people 
greatly err ; they respect religion, and the minis­
ter» of Christ, sod to some extent nre supportera 
of the cause of God, yet they defer uniting 
themselves to God'» people, and thereby lose tke 
privilege of Christian communion and social 
Christian enjoyment.

To eey thet our brother wee without fault 
would be to eay that he wai more than human. 
He was naturally of a warm, ardent tempera­
ment, end sometime» there would be manifesta­
tions of irritability, but any betrayal of warmth 
of temper would he sure to be followed by sin­
cere sorrow of heart, and humiliation before 
God, hie soul wu disquieted within him, until 
God reneaed hie pardoning love,

Our brother’s health has been declining for 
some years ; be had two attache of palsy, end 
more than once he had been brought nigh the 
gates of death, but God in his kind Provideace 
raised him up again for the benefit of hie family 
and the esuse of religion. The itennd attack 
prostrated him so low that it wee thought that 
he would not survive it ; but he rallied, and the 
effects of the seizure having partially subsided, 
hopes were entertained thet a few years more 
might be added to hie life ; but in this we were 
doomed to disappointment. Heart disease, to 
which he had long been subject, revived with 
unuiual intensity, end shortly after, another 
attack of paralysie supervened, which spte iily 
terminated his mortal life. The writer bed fre­
quent opportunitiee of conversation and prayer 
with our friend during his sickness. We found 
him fully awake to hie circumstance», and al­
though there were no outbursts of ecstatic joy, 
yet there was e calm trust in Jesue. Hie suffer­
ings were severe towards the last, yet his mir.d 
seemed perfectly collected ; he conversed wuh 
his family and friends with great composure 
and give to them meet affectionate and godly 
counsels.

To Mrs. Cann hie counsels were most sffec 
tionate and considerate. In const quence of a 
fell, she hid sustained some personal injury, end 
was under the care of the dcctor and attendante 
It was deeply affecting to see the wife in one 
room confined to her bed, and the husband in 
the other passing through the valley of death— 
by the opening of the bedroom door they could 
lee and a peek to each other. He evinced to her 
the warm aff c.ion of a husband. He knew tkat 
upon her would devolve a heavy responsibility 
in the care of her family ; thie he deeply felt, 
and his affectionate counsels were in harmony 
with thia conviction. All the children wait 
celled to hie room to receive hie parting Mailing. 
Those of them who were not converted to God, 
be admonished most eerneetly not to delay seek 
ing the eelvation of their souls, end charging 
them to meet him in heaven, our dear Brother 
passed awey from this suffering world to join 
the church of the first-born in heaven, in the six­
ty-fifth year of hie age.

Hie funeral was numerously end respectably 
attended, and Ihe occasion was improved by an 
address from the writer. Prayer was offered hy 
Bro. Heuaigar. The rtmaias of our friend now 
lie in Yarmouth cemetery, waiting the voice of
the erchaigel, and trump of God__“ Blessed
are the dead who die in the Lord, from hence­
forth : yea, eaith the Spirit, that they miy reel 
from their labors ; and their works do follow 
them.

By and by 
the pules of our Conference will thrill with the 
nnnouncenaent of n “ forge increase of member­
ship,” pronounced by the meet eloquent voice 
on the Continent !

But, Mr. E., should not the “ disguised angels” 
be recognized and welcomed as well ae the 
otiere 7 Should we not consider ths evil with 
the good t Let me then tell you s little of my 
story,—how shout tbs middle of foil July I ar­
rived, with my wife, et the “ heed qnirtere ” of 
my Circuit, (?)— bow I found but one live Me­
thodist here, and that one unable to reoder ns 
much assistance,—hew we have pulled egelnet 
wind and tide all the year ; ever hoping, hut 
vainly, to glide into some peeoeful haven,—hew 
my wife bra had to go to her frieads twice dur­
ing the year, besides changing our piece of reei- 
done* Jive times on the Circuit,—hew, after all, 
a deficiency of $150—ltd I doubt, Mr. E, if 
this foe” good angel ” at all 1—ia lookiag ua in 
the face,—kow—but I’ll stop now, for you nre 
taking, “ how is all this !” “ What have you 
dose ?” Nothing at all very bad, I hope sir. 
Wt are on the beet of terme with everybody, and 
ever expect to be.

But I will tell you,—in wisdom or not in wis­
dom, I don't know which,—my Circuit was 
newly formed last Conference out of the poorest 
part of a young man’s, and a small part of a 
married man’s Circuit As thia new combina­
tion—or missionary field—wae 850 poorer than 
said young man’» Circuit, the people had no 
idea that a married man would be sent them, 
and consequently made no ntrangemente for 
one ; in truth, they were not able to do to, and 
to-day nra in the same position.

My Mission field extendi over 200 squnra 
rnilra nnd contains eleven preaching plues. At 
aome ot these stations there are but two or three 
Methodist families. The people are generally 
Baptist*. Thera ar* eight Baptist ministers 
rasidiag within the bounds of my parish. I

An Address for the Times.
Bishop Clark, before reading the appoint­

ments at the receut session of the Newark 
Conference, made to the preacher» the follow­
ing address, which was taken down at the 
timet by one of our reporters :

I do not purpose to detain you with any 
lengthy remarks, and yet there are one or two 
thoughts to which 1 wish to give utterance. 
And first, 1 wish to recognize and tender my 
hearty thanks tor the kind courtesy with which 
I have been received and treated wh'le among 
you, and for the very kind expression you have 
been pleased to place upon record with regard 
to myself. Next to the approbation of God and 
my own conscience, I hold in esteem the appro­
bation of my brethren with whom I am associat­
ed in this work of the Christian ministry ; and 
so far as my services, unworthy as they arc, 
may have met your approbation, it is a source 
of great and grateful pleasure to my own heart.

I wish to make one other remark. It is not 
needful for me, brethren, to offer any words ol 
exhortation. 1 feel that you all comprehend 
this whole subject of our economy just as fully 
as 1 do ; that your hear s are inspired with the 
spirit of self-sacrifice and devotion to the cauie 
of the blessed Redeemer as fully as my own 
heart ; therefore 1 do not know why 1 should 
assume to give words of instruction or exhor­
tation to you.

I have this also to say, that I come up to the 
performance of this duty of my office wilh very 
painful and oppressive feelings. It is, indeed, 
an office from which every feeling of my nature 
would shrink. Its responsibilities are such as 
any mind might shrink back from. To me it 
has always been one of the most painful duties 
imposed upon me, the fix'ng the appoiLtments 
and closing up, sealing the book» as it were, with 
regard to the allotment and distribution of the 
work for the year.

I want to say, however, that we do not come 
hasti y to these arrangements. They are mat­
ters ol thought, of inquiry, upon which we seek 
information from every possible source, and upon 
which we eeek the Divine guidance and illumi­
nation ; and over these appointments which 1 
shall read I can ray, I have poured out my 
heart to God that if we had in any instance fal­
len into error, for it is human to err, and we 
are a1 human, God by his Spirit or Providence 
wou’d rectify the error, and that we might be 
guided aright. And I think I can speak on 
behalf of my colleagues in counsel that they 
have earnestly and prayerfully sought to make 
the very best possible adjustment of the work 
during ihe coming year ; and yet, after all this, 
I come up here with a painful consciousness 
that some brother’s heart will be pained, that he 
will receive an appointment that will seem to 
him hard, and for which, perhaps, he cannot 
comprehend all Ihe reasons ; with a conscious­
ness that some family will be afflicted. For 1 
do recognize the tact that the companion of a 
Methodist minister, she who stands by him, no­
bly bearing the burdens of thie work, and 
sometimes heavier burden» than he bears, that 
she is entitled to recognition in this matter. 
Many of us, perhaps, but for the unflinching 
zeal and the unfl.nching spirit of sacrifice ani­
mal ing oar companions, would have been tempt­
ed to turn back from the conflict. You talk 
about suffering. Ia one conference that I at­
tended a man that stands prominent in that 
conference, who has filled poets ol influence, 
who has been a member of the General Confer­
ence, raid to me that on one occasion, going out 
on his district, he hadn’t a dollar ia hie pocket 
He had rough and extended mountains to tra­
vel, and at one time was reduced to such ne­
cessity (aed that not in the olden time, not two 
years ago) that he wae obliged by the roadside 
to take and shell off the corn from the cobs he 
had carried along with him to feed hie horse, 
and thus to supply his wants. He came home 
saying, “ I can’t stand this any longer.’ His 
father-in-law was a man of wealth and busineae, 
and several time» bad urged him to desist from 
a life of self-sacrifice. He came to his home, 
and his wife found that he was trying to make 
some arrangement for bis next quarterly meet­
ing. Said she ;

“ VVhst are you going to do 7”
“ Well.” “'d be, “ I think I will go this week 

and see your father.”
“ Now, James,” sa:d she, “ I know what you 

are thinking about ; father wants you to go 
into business with him, but I tell you you must 
not do it. We will toil on and snfier on. If 
you can stand it I can, and you ought to.”

I bus the wife of a Methodist minister stands 
by him, and I regard her as entitled to conside­
ration.

Then, too, I know societies will be afflicted.__
I de not know how this can be remedied. I have

not found it poosible in all cases to meet the 
wants of the churches. Sometimes they mast 
be disappointed perhaps sffiirt-d ; but I hope no 
church will have their rffl ction inrrea.rd by.thi 
spirit with which any of us will go to rut work, 
or from any lack of effort on our part to make 
them cheerful and happy and preperous, and 
build them up in religion. If any of you, bre. 
thren receives what seems to be a hard appoint­
ment at this session of the conference, you know 
we ate not in business matters eq tally success­
ful every year. S une men of business who ire 
accustomed to make their thourards, the psit 
year have toiled night and day ar.d come oat 
with lee» than they commenced it ; so that we 
must not expect, in sny department, to be equal­
ly successful ia every respect. And yet per­
haps these hard appointment» may in the eed 
prove to have been the ordering ol God. 1 can 
only eay that if any of you, brethren, shall re- 
ceits-ap appointmenL-shiich seems to be hard, I 
pray it thay be with you as with'tre once when 
placed in precisely the same circumstances. I 
once received an appointment which 1 then 
thought, and but for the providence rf God in 
the case might thick so still, ought net to have 
been given. And yet I am here to say that if 
I have any precious memories connected with 
my ministry of former years, the moat precious 
of all are connected with lhat.very appointment; 
And if God has ever crowned my labor» in the 
conversion of souls in a remarkable degree, it 
way in connection with that very appointment. 
God grant that if any of you are thus afflicted at 
thie seseion of the conference you may hare the 
tame glorioua out-coming !

One other thought. One by one, brethren, 
as we march along the great highway we shall 
fall out of the rank». Tneae conference ses- 
•ione are pleasant, cheering, delightful ; but af­
ter all, what are they but mile-etonei that mark 
our passage on mile after mile, and how very 
few will tell the whole tale, the whole journey 
we shell travel, and bring us to the end. 1 pray 
that each one may go forth to the work as if hs 
knew this was th* last year of his life and his­
tory. I shill cherish a pleasant memory, my 
brethren, of my meeting, with you, and of the 
•ocial intercourse I have enjoyed with you here. 
My prayer» will be to G >d for you, your per­
sons, your ministerial success, your families, 
that God may be with you and bless you, and 
that when your work is done you may be g», 
ihered to that rest that remains to his people in 
heaven.—N. T. Advocate.

Church Dedication at Malagash.
On Sabbath, May 3rd, our new church, erect­

ed by the Me hodiet denomination in Malagash, 
was dedicated, by appropriate services to the 
Most High God. The day was fine, and the 
house crowded, during the three services, by 
persons who listened with deep attention and 
seriousness to Ihe great, truths which were un­
folded for the first time, in this sanctuary.

The ministers who occupied the pulpit were 
the preachers stationed on Wallace Circuit, and 
a minister of the Kilk of Scotland. The Super­
intendent of the Circuit preached at 11 o'clock, 
a. m. His discourse was grounded on the im­
portant words ol the patriarch Jacob, uttered 
immediately after having an extraordinary 
lire am, on his way to I’adan-aram. The solem­
nity of the sanctuary of God, and the worship 
which is due to Him, were not only referred to, 
but also the scriptural meaning of the house of 
God and the gate of heaven, with their adapta­
tion to any p'ace where God is acceptably wor­
shipped, were illustrated and suitably applied. 
In the afternoon, Bro Paiiley directed the at­
tention of his hearers to “the peculiar people” 
of God, “ zealous of good works ’’ He clearly 
and forcibly portrayed the peculiar character 
and experience of true Christians, and how they 
are zealous of good works. Their piety, their 
usefulness, their exhibition of “ pure and undo- 
filed" religion, were scripturally explained, and 
energetically impressed upon the mind. The 
evening sermon was delivered by the Rev. Mr 
Anderson. His text was taken from the com­
mencement of our Lord's prayer,—“ Our Fa­
ther.” From this beautiful portion of Godh 
word ho presented, with energy, in a graphie 
style, some ot the great and essential truth! 
of our holy Christianity. He gave a description 
of “oar Father,” as revealed in the Bible ; tho 
obligations We are under to consecrate ourselves 
wholly to his service ; end then enforced the ne­
cessity of suitably and seasonably producing the 
fruin of evangelical piety. He also explained 
the brotherhood of man, as manifested in tho 
text, by the expression, our not my, Father. Th* 
brethren, Messrs J. Canfield and Wm. Huestil 
likewise took part in the religious exercises of 
the day.

Although we are not now favoured wilh vis­

A libel suit of considerable interest has been 
tried in the Supreme Court here : Pugh ta. Gar- 
vie end McDonald. The trial lasted nearly three 
days. The Jury gave a verdict for Pugh with 
$10 damages, just enough to put the costa on 
the Defendants.— ll’iïness.

A sew mill on the Kennebeccasis River, New 
Brunswick, was destroyed by tire on ’ihursday 
morning, and n man named Littlefield, in at­
tempting to save some property, lest his life.

Ottawa, May 16 —In the House of Com­
mons to-day several bills were rtad a third time 
and passed.

Sir John A. MacDonald announced that par- 
liement would probably be prorogued cu Wed­
nesday.

Hon. Mr. Langevan preiented a despatch (rom 
the Colonial Office relating to the North-West 
territory, accompanied with a lengthy corres­
pondence between the Colonial Office and the 
Hudson Bay Oompany protests against the sacri 
ice of its claims. ' The Imperial Government 
will pass a Bill through Parliament enabling it 
to extinguish the claims of the Hudson a Hay 
Company, and then baud over the territory to 
Canada.

The special Committee to which was referred 
the correspondence relating to marks of R >yal 
faver conferred on member» of Dominion Par­
liament, repotted expreiaing great satisfaction 
with the honor conferred on Cartier, and recom­
mend that an addreaa be passed praying Her 
Majesty to take steps to relieve Mr. Gait from 
the false petition in which he baa been placed 
by unequal distribution of honor». The report 
was adopted and the address passed,

Tne bill for the reduction of the Governor 
General's salary has passed the Senate.^

At the euggeation of Mr. Steward Campbell, 
the Government bae dispensed with, fpr this 
year, the annual training of the Nova Scotia 
Militia.

Montreal, May 15 —A man named Duggan, 
a aaloon keepir and two accomplice», were ar­
rested this morning, charged with being impli­
cated in the plot for the aesaasination of Mr, 
McGee. The prisoners were examined Iwfore 
Judge Coursai with the doore of the Court closed. 
A witness testifies to being present in Duggan’s 
house in December last, when the oonepireey 
was hatched. Twelve American and 12 Cana 
dian Feniana were also present. :

A man called Smith was selected te do the 
job. The witneae could not eay what the job 
waa, but he heard one of the men lay “ My 
God if McGee only knew what wàe in, etore for 
him, would he not leave the country.’

The House met to-day at 11 o’clock. Sir 
John A. MacDonald moved the third reeding ol 
the Bill respecting the dutiee of Justice» of the 
Peace out of Seeeions. Durion olj-cted on the 
ground that the Dominion Parliament bad no 
right to legislate in the premises. This point 
is now under diicuesion.

Newfoundland.—Tne sealing voyage upon 
the whole has proved succès,ful.

Distressing Occurrence.—Sl John’s pa- 
pere give the following very painful accouit of 
lore of life which took place in December last :—

The Queen left St. John’s, N. F., lest fall with 
supplie» for the Tilt Cove—the seat of mining 
operatiens in the Island. It was not heard of 
for four month», and all handa were given up 
ae lost. But about a fortnight ago a little sea! 
ir g schooner wae passing a small island called 
Sl John Gull, when thoee on board thought 
they sew a line hanging over the cliff. Sailing 
nearer, end going on shore, they found two 
skeleton» and several bodies covered with a sail. 
Information waa immediately given to respon­
sible psr.iee, which led to further search, When 
about five bodies were found, consisting of Ihe 
captain and mate, a Mr. Doualey, Mr. and Mra. 
Hoakina, Misa Stition, and fire others. The 
captain had hept a diary while life lasted, from 
which it appeared that they had been cast on 
tne Island on the 11th December. They hid 
•ubsie'.ed there, on » bleak and 1 nhospitable 
ahere, for perhaps a fortnight, and then they 
died. On the 24:h Dicember, the captain wrote 
in the journal:—“I have thie day walked all 
round Ihia Island, and aee nothing before me 
but death. I expect to be one of the first to 
die, at I now feel very weak.’’ Aftir that he 
wrote no more.

They neither had food, fire, or water on the 
I «.lend. We are told that “ The ecene the peo­
ple witnessed when removing the bodiee een be 
better imagined than described. They were all 
so frrsen together that they had to be separated 
with prixee and crowbar»." Mr. Doueley, ie the 
anticipation of death, had written in hie melea- 
choly diary :—“ I do not expect my body will 
ever be found. ’

Within eight of the adjoining settlement end 
the maialand, these poor creatures perished, the 
nature ot the coast being eo inhospitable and 
rugged that the island in question might have 
remained unvieited for year».

Terrible Calamity in tiie Sandwich 

Islands.—Late despatches from San Francisco 
announce a aeries of fearful earthquake» and 
volcanic eruption» in the Hawaii or Sandwich 
Islande. The scene of the greatest loss was the 
island Waunola. The earthquakes commenced 
on the 27ib March, and continued for several 
weeks. Two thousand shocks had occurred by 
13th of April.

At Warieehine the earthquake opened in many 
places and the tidal wave, sixty feet high, rose 
over the tope of the cocea tree» lor a quarter of 

mile inland, sweeping human beings, heures 
and every thing moveable before it. The terri­
ble shock prostrated churches and killed many 
I ersona. Io all one hundred were loet, besides 
thousands of horses and cattle. The craters 
vomited fire, rocks and lava, and a river of red 
hot lava five or six mile» long flowed ten miles 
per hour, destroying everything before it, end 
forming an island in the sea, ami a new crater 
two mile» wide opened »nd threw rocks end 
s!reams of Are one thousand feet high. Screen»» 
of lava rolled to see. At one time the illumina­
tion extended fifty mile» at night. At Warle- 
china three miles from there, a conical island 
rose »uddenly, emitting a column of ateem and 
imoke, while the Kono packet wee petting, 
scattering mud on. the vessel. The greatest 
shock occurred April 2»d. Prior to the erup­
tion» there wee a «bower of aahee and pumice: 
During the great shock the swaying motion of 
the earth wae dreadful, eo that no person could 
aland. In the midst of this tremendous shack 
eruption» of red earth poured down the moun- 
teio, rushing across the plain three miles in 
three minute» end then ceesed. Then came the 
great tidal wave, end then itreemi of leva. 
The village» an the ehore were all destroyed by 
thia wave. The earth opened under the sea and 
reddened the water. The earth eruption» «wal­
lowed thirty person» and the ses many more. 
Great suffering and terror prevailed in the dis­
trict, and the whole region was affected. The 
«loop Live Yankee he» been deipatched with 
provisions to reecue and relieve.

Honolulu correspondence gives detail» of the 
vclcanic ùiiturbsnce», «bowing th'et the earth­
quake «bock» extend to ell the iilend» of tke 
group but one. No damage ie known to have 
occurred except around Meunoloe. Numeroue 
exteneive land elidee accompanied the pheno­
mena, destroying life and properly. The sum- 
mit and side of the bill, 1500 feet high, were 
thrown a thousand feet over the lope of the 
tree» »nd landed in the valley below. The geae» 
ihit issued afterwards destroyed both vegetable 
and animal life. Bottomless inures opened in 
the mountain aide, and a lava itream flows un­
der the ground, breaking out in four jeta aix 
miles from the eea and throwing lava and atonei 
1000 and 1500 feet high, and it new jeined to 
the main land by a atresm of lava a mile wide. 
A large stream of water baa burst from the 
mountain where the earth eruption» occurred 
The base of the volcaoo it about thirty miles 
ia circumference. At least a half million dol­
lar»’ worth of property is destroyed.

The Garden.
Franklin eaid, •« Take care of the pence aod 

the pound» will take care of themeelvea.” Far­
mers often reverse the operation, and ie taking 
care of pounds, tbe pence get sadly scattered j 
they have so much to do on the farm that tbe 
garden ia grievously neglected. The garden ia 
the most profitable part of tbe homestead, in 
proportion to its size, if properly cared for. — 
Plant et verioue times so as to have a succes­
sion of vegetables during the summer. Ra­
dishes, peas, lettuce, sweet corn, end various 
other things may be enjoyed for a long time by 
a little care and forethought in putting in tbe 
teed. Keep down tbe weeds ; don’t calculate 
to tend the garden at odd hours when you have 
nothing else to do, but make it a point to take 
care of that any way. Get tbe boys out in the 
morning before sunrise to hoe it, and then go 
with them yourself, and «how them how the' 
thiog is done. Nothing make» a garden flourish 
like stirring «oil each morning before breakfast 
Your dinners all summer depend upon having it 
done well. Don’t be afraid you will poison the 
garden stuff by stirring the earth too frequently ; 
don’t be afraid that the cabbages, or corn, or 
melons, or any other plants will grumble be­
cause tbe air, and the sunshine, and the rain 
have free access to their roots. No ! no ! they 
will enjoy it, and yield you a rich return for all 
your labor.

Growing Onions.
Tbe high figures at which onions have been 

sold the past season will probably induce a more 
extended cultivation of this most valuable of ve­
getables. The most successful onion grower, on 
a somewhat limited scale, we ever saw, kept bis 
ground in high tilth, forming a deep rich bed 
for tbe seed. The soil was thoroughly stirred 
to tbe depth o' a loot or more, and finely pul­
verised. When thus prepared, the party com­
menced tramping across the beds in the line of 
tbe extended rows, thus compacting the soil 
quite hard. This done, a take was used to stir 
up or scarify the surface sufficiently deep to 
cover the onion seed lightly, or to assure its 
germination. In thus tramping the onion beds 
down, after the toil bas been properly stirred 
and prepared, the onion was thrown, during the 
period of its growth upon the surface, causing 
it to expand with more freedom than would 
have been the case if covered deep in a mellow 
•oil. The result of this mode of planting and 
cultivation was tbe most prolific yield of the 
best developed onions we ever saw. This mode 
wae pursued year after year, and with unvarying 
success,—Rural -New Y or l er.

To Cleanse Feather Beds —When feather 
beds become soiled or heavy they may be made 
clean and light as follows : Rub them over 
with a stiff brush or broom dipped in hot soap­
suds When clean lay them on some clean 
boards where the rain will fall on them. When 
thoroughly soaked let them dry in a hot sun for 
•ix or seven successive dais, shaking them up 
well, and turning them each day. They should 
be covered over with a thick do;h curing the 
night. If exposed to the night-air they will be­
come damp and mildew. This way of washing 
the bed-lickiog and feathers makes them very 
fresh andjlight, and ia much easier than the cld- 
fashien method of emptying tne beds, while it 
answer» quite as well.

How to Set^a Hen.—We have found the 
moat couvenient way to set hens was to get a 
common tea-chest or box, put s portable sloping 
roof to it, made of a few pieces of board. Put 
a hole at one end, like that of a dog-kennel. In 
front of this put a wire pen or frame made of 
lath. Provide your hen with food and water 
daily, and you need not be under anxiety about 
yeur hen leaving her eggs, if really broody, in 
a very short time. In this way you would have 
them entirely under your command. When the 
chickens ere hatched I find these same boxes 
answer every purpose ; only in wet weather, if 
a abed cannot be had, they must bars the frame 
covered with canvass or boards.—Slock Journal
