A FUNERAL PROCESSION

1.—Under tbe Levitical law the ani-
suitable for sacrifice were dis-
sisetly prescribed.

That the of-
f:,jng should be part of the possessions
of the - flerer seews to bave been one
essential requirement ; bat according
to bis circumstances—his comparative
wealth or poverty—the offerer migit
choose the larger or smaller off:ring.
This was a manifestation of the gra
cious goudness of Gud in, even under
tbat dispensation of enactments and
exactions, requiring nqthmg beyond
tbe ability of the worshipper,

In giving so wide a choice of animals
which might be offered, the Law alsu
established a test of the disposition of
the offe-rer. The wan whose beart was
right would offer the bullock or the
sheep if be could possibly see bis way
to do su; while the man with little
sense of obliga’ion or of sin to be ex-
pisted, would try to persuade his con-
science that a puir of pigeons was all
that could be expected of bim. There
was as much roowm for the display of
piggerdliness on the one baud, and
geperosity on the uther, in these sacri-
ficial ufferings which the Israelites had
to bring to the Tabernacle, as there is
in the cullections which are made in

our churches.

9 —There were some sacrifices which
we e of a public charucter, and bad re
spect to the whole nation.  Such were
the daily sacrifices and those on the day
of atonement. But the burnt offering
of vur lesson was of a private and per
sonal character. These offerings were
voluntary. There were no specified
times at which, or specified grounds
on which, they were to be presented.
They were, under that dispensation,
the appropriate expression of the pious
sentiments and feelings of the offerer.
Thus, that it should be brought * of
his own voluntary will” (verse 3) was
made an essential cundition.

part of 1t being preserved either for
the priest, or to be eaten by ths of-
ferer.

But it should also be noticed that
while the otber sacrifices were distinct-
ly Levitical, the burnt offering was the
original fo m of sacifice. It was this
which Noab offered c¢n coming out of
the ark (Gen. 8 : 20),) and in connec-
tion witu which the expiession first oc-
curs, *the Lord smelledl a swe:t sav-
our,” which 18 8o frcquently used after-
wards to express the diviae acceptance
of the sacrifice. Abrabam’s covenaut
sacrifice (Gen. 15) consisted, by diviae
direction, of all the same animals (ex~
cept that they were not all males) pre-
scribed for the burnt offering in this
chapter.

TO PRESERVE WINTER AP-
PLES.

Fruit to retain its good flavor and
keeping qualities should be gathered as
soon as perfectly matured. Bome va-
rieties, like the Hubbardston and
Nonesuch, that can bardly be classed
among the winter apples, if picked be-
fore overripe, will remain crispy and
luscivus through the winter months ;
on the other band, if the Roxbury Rus-
set was gathered in at the same time
it would not be perfectly matored , and
woald soon be withered and tough.
Our practice has been to pick the ap-
ples as soon as ripe, when perfectly
dry, rejecting a!l unsound and green
specimens—-prefer packing at once in |
clean sound barrels, press moderately
when the bead is inserted, and keep in
a cool dry place until there is danger |
of freezing. which is not as early in the |
season a8 most people would expect.
We next store them in the cuolast
part of the cellar; if so cold us to
freeze water at times in the immediate
vicinity, the fruit usnally remains un-
barmed. When the fruit is well as-
sorted and picked, the bairels should
not be opened till wanted for use, if its
not till mid-summer of the following
year.

LETTER FROM BRITAIN.
SPURGEON'S TABERNACLE.

This one sight repays a visit to Lon-
don. The approaches to the Tabernacle
are not unlike those to Beecher’s church.
The building has a front of large stone
pillars, outside of which are stone steps
reaching all the way across the entry.
Between these and the street is a high
iron fence, with large and small gates
to suit convenience. At 5.30 p.m. there
were only & score of persons at these
gates. At 6 the gates were opened and
a few minutes after the doors of the
building. We were at the first gallery
in a flash, and so on to the immediate
sidefront of the preacher's stand. The
main floor is seated su that the side seats
incline toward the preacher. There are
two galleries sweeping all round the
church, the first of these affording the
best sitting room in the building. With
our entry the great rush began. I have
already said it was a free entry for all-
comers, and really it did seem as if all
London were striving to get in. The
living waves flowed in from every part
of the house, and surged in all directions
till no place of sitting or standing room
remained. By this time the Tabernacle
seemed to have no other feature—
neither architecture, wood or stune,—
except human beings.

It was a sore
puzzle to our English brethren how real
consistency could be preserved in this
particular matter ; but, then, perhaps
they are slow to reason, and cannot dis-
tinguish fine points of Christian consis-
tency as readily as people on the oppo-
site continent !

The Perils of Methodism, on Tues-
day, was a most suggestive topic. So
many and so serious were these, that no
report like this could do justice to the
spcakers. Ican only hint at one sug-
gestion which was very naively put by a
minister. He alluded to the counsels
which were so frequently given to the
rich: he admired the readiness with
which some rich laymen professed de-
termination to be more like their pas-
tors ; but there was one thing which he
never heard them say, though the say-
ing and doing of it would be of material
benetit to themselves and the Church,
that they would strive to live on the same
allowances as the preachers! The extrav-
agance of living was thus significantly
pointed out as a serious evil, mow
that Methodism is making converts
among the rich ; considering that the
wealth of the Methodist laity was re-
presented in the Conference room.

I cannot recall a paper at this very

remarkable crisis in ‘this Conference,

which ecommanded attention and admi-
ration so universal as that of T. G. Os-
born, M. A., (nephew of the present P’re-
sident of the British Conference) on the
higher edueation demmanded by the neces-
sities of the Chureh in eur time. Mr.
Osborn is of medium height, dark hair,
carrying a heavy moustache, and with a
commanding appearance, becoming the
chief of the great educational establish-
meont at Kingswood, but withal humble
in the most strongly asserted of his
opintons. A more crowning argument
for the higher education amongst us as
a people could not well be put forward
than the man himself. He is withal, a
Fellow of the most renowned university
in the world. T would recommend our
young men, and our young women too,
to read the essay.

Let me here state that one of the clos-
ing decisions on the part of the Business
Committee was to the effect that the
proceedings of the Conference are to be
published at four shillings per copy te
members, and eight shillings to non-
members. This would effectually limit
the ciroulation to a comparatively small
class, were it not that, in all probability,
the American press will soon reduce the

price very materially on our side of the
water.

ed marble perpetuate the memory and
jnfluence of mnoble deed and of high
achievement. It bas sometimes hap-
ned, however, that there has been s
S;polit.ion to render h.mage to mere
rank and the’splendor of position. We
bave beard more than encugh concern-
ing heroes and hero-wo:ship; forin
many cases the ideals and objects of
senseless bomage,and of indiscriminate
eulogv. bave been anything bnt heroes
and divivities. “Itie the voice ot God
and not of man” exclaimed the wuiti-
tude, 11 acclamation, us Herod stood
before them arrayed in pu ple and gold,
and yet the vaseal king was cruel and
capriciou+. Swmitten of God and eaten
of worme. *“ Your muajesty is as the
sun shining in his strength,” write
doctors and divines who bad been en-
ged in tianslating the Bible, to King
g:men tbe First, * Your bighness is
endowed with gieat und extiaoidinary
virtues;”’ and yet that prince of the
Stewart dynasty was thefeeblest of Eng-
sovereigns. But there has been a
great and salutary cbange in thie re-
spect. “’Tis only noble to be good;”
and in virtue of goodness, of moral
worth, of genuine magnificence of soul
and purpose, the peasant’sson may be
found in the foremost ranks of the
world’s honored men. The qualities of
mind and manhood,of supreme devotion
to duty, and of patient and unselfish
purpose in life, to which we are dispoe-
ed to accord the very highest recogni-
tion, found exhibition in the churacter
and course of the late deeply lamented
President of the United States. James
A. Garfield began life as a shoeless
child, amid the privation and poverty
of a rough Western cabin. He wus
a farm-laborer, splitter of cordwood,
carpenter, canal-driver, and shrank
from no toil that promised remu-
neration and the means of subsie-
tence. Through strenuous and con-
tinued application, and alternation
of drudgery tbat would bave been ap-
palling to soft-white, closely-gloved
hands, and to dainty taste, he mastered
a comprebensive curriculum of study ;
and earned tbe reputation ofa cou"lPe.
tent, even brilliant, scholarship. be
moulding influence of young Garfield’s
life, however, was that of decision for
Christ. Thirsting for knowledge, and
fired with a noble ambition to conquer
the difficulties of intellectual inquiry,
be abandoned the canal and returned
bome. The scene has been touchingly
described by his biographer : * He
stood before the little cottage in the
depths of the Ohio wilderness. 1t was
late at night; the stars were out and
the moon was down ; but by tbe fire-
light that came through the window
Le saw his mother kneeling before an
open bock which lay on a cbairin tke
corner.
