An article in the Manchester Guaraian gives
the gist of the third, yet unpublsihed volume
of Bismarck’s autobigraphy. It tells the story
of his quarrel with the late Kaiser, his dismis-

sal by him; and an incisive estimate of Wilhelm's,

character.

Bismarck is well known to have been Lrlcky- ;

and none too strict an observer ‘of truth. An-
noyed by the new Kaiser’s 'arrogance and pre-
tensions during first two years of reign (1888-
1890), Bismarck goaded and tricked him into an
anti-Russian' attitude, though he himselr ve-
ileved firmly in a pro-Russian policy and had
. followed it.'steadily for 30 years, just so that he
might make a fool of Wilhelm, check and be
checked by him. For he saw that sooner or. la-
ter he and the emperor must part, .and he was
resolved not to resign but to be dismissed.

One subject on which the young emiperor
and the old chancellor could not agree was la-
bor legislation, Here the Kaiser showed to
better advantage, Bismarck thinking that the
workingmen should be kept down and opposing
fixed hours on the ground that if a nian want-
ed work he should not be compelled to rest,
Pérhaps some of the Kaiser’s friends who pre-
vented the publication of the volume thought
that Withelm showed up poorly in this respect
also! But there can be no questiOn of Bis-
marck’s good sense, from the German viewﬁg:t»
in seeking to block the Kaiser’s intention of s
jecting more thoroughly all the other princes
of Germany many of his paramount control.
and in opposing any steps that might lead to a/
breach with Russia. That breach, when it
came in 1914, spelled the overthrow.of Hohen-

The analysis may have been the cause why
the ex-Kaiser joined his friends in vetoing the
publication of Bismarck’s final volume.- The
wood-cuiter of Amerongen would call it blas-
phemy, as bad as Fitzgerald or Samuel Butler
criticiZing God. The main reason why Wil-
helm is so devoted to his Bible is that he feels
, that he and it are two. Infallibles, his own great-
ness and perfection sanctioned by it.

LONDON Ja.m 17—It is estimat~
ed that Londot is short of 150,000
houses andt Premier Lloyd George,
 Speaking in the House of Commons
has placed the total house shortage
for the whole of the United King-
dom at roughly 1,000,000. A
house for remt notice '‘board in
London qnickly attracts a crowd.

Housing is‘a department of the
Ministry of Health and, by legisla-
tive ‘aet, local authorities are re-
quired -to submit housing schemes.

Perhaps the ehief reason for tMs
fias been the economic ractor Hous-
e which cost axfee or four times as
mach to build as betone the war, can-
not’ “obviously let or seu at pre-war
figures.

Nevertheless, according to govern-
ment statistics some 6,000 new hous-
es were started in 1920 and the num-~
ber contracted for fas risen during
the war from 10,408 ‘to 133,301,
House for £780.

One striking feature of the effort
to: provide houses is a Hhousing
scheme conduéted by the Office of
Works, which was empowered to

spend £6,000,000 spread over 18
‘months. 'It8 opérations started in
Cambérwell, & “south London bor-
ough.
