DOMINIONS' COMMISSION REPORT
COMPLETED
cs——

London, March 27—(via Reuter’s
Ottawa agency)—The final report of the
Dominions’ Commission, which has just
been issued, sets forth numerous con-
clusions and recommendations, which it
brings to the notice of the Imperial and
Dominion Governments. It declares, re-
garding the scientific development of
natural resourdes, that it is vital that the
Empire be placed in a position enabling it
to resist any pressure which a foreign
power, or a group of powers, could exer-
cise in time of peace or war -through
control of essential raw materials and
commodities.

It recc ds that a complete survey
should accordingly be made of the relation
between Empire requirements of such
materials. > e

NEW SQURCES OF SUPPL

With reference to such materials and
commodities as are mainly produced and
controlled outside of the Empire, such as
cotton, petroleum, nitrates and potash, the
most careful inquiry is needed regarding
the possibility of new sources of supply or
the finding of substitutes within the
Empire. Survey and investigation in this
respect should be entrusted to the new
Imperial - Development Board, which
should work through existing departments
in the United Kingdom and self-governing
Dominions, and local scientific depart-
ments and the Imperial institute for India,
the crown colonies and protectorates.

The report recommends far greater
control by Imperial and overseas agencies
for the selection of  emigrants; the
creation of a central emigration authority
for the purpose of supervision, and a
further consultative board to effect a
proper co-relation between the central
authority and the activities of the Domin-
ions. R

It urges the need of providing adequate
capital, training and assistance for intend-
ing soldier-settlers, and far greater atten-
tion to the emigration of women from
Great Britain, and increasing the same.

' Proposal.is made for the interchange of
school teachers between the United King-
dom and the Dominions.

The report emphasizes the necessity of
cheap, speedy and efficient transport and
recommends larger vessels and lagger
harbors. For this improvement the
schemes should be supegvised by the Im-
perial Development Board. The commis-
sion - suggests improved mail facilities,
quicker routes and some measure of Gov-
ernment control of steamship companies
regarding freight. :

Cheaper cabling is described as an
urgent necessity. The report states the
Dominions’ Royal Commission favors
state control of Imperial wires, and the
commissioners recommend state acquis-
ition. ,

A boat containing
seven of the Healdton’s crew has reached
Terschelling, North Sea, the dispatch
adds.

The steamer Healdton, of 4,480 tons,
sailed from Chester, Perm., on Jan. 26, for
Rotterdam with 2,137,811 gallons of refin-
ed petroleum. The Healdion was owned
by the Standard Oil Company, and was
commarided by Captain Christopher. She
carried a crew of thirty-eight men.

The sinking of the American steamer
Healdton is confirmed by a Reuter dis-
patch from the Hague.

Washington, March 22—American Con-
sul Mahin, at Amsterdam, cabled the state
department to-night that the American
steamer Healdton, sunk by a submarine
yesterday off Terschelling, Holland, was
torpedoed without warning, and that
twenty of the crew were drowned.

— —Vancouver, B. C, March 23.—The
Grand Trunk Pacific steamer Prince
Rupert is ashore twenty miles this side of
Prince Rupert.

She is reported to be in deep water, and
the passengers are safe.

——Washington, March 22—Vice-Con-
sul Kroh, at Rotterdam, advised the State
Department to-night of the sinking ‘by
gunfire by a German submarine of the
Dutch tank steamer Lacampine, with an
American captain, Gustav Claude, on
March 13, in the North Sea safety zone.
The crew was saved, after being buffeted
26 hours in a lifeboat.

——London, March 23—In the sinking
of the French battleship Danton in the
Mediterranean on March 19, says a state-
‘ment from the French admirality, receiv-
ed here, 286 men were drowned. The
Danton was torpedoed by a hostile sub-
marine. ’ )

The sinking of a French battleship of
the Danton class by a German submarine
in the Mediterranean on March 19, was
reported in a statement jssued by the
German admiralty on March 20, and re-
ceived here by wireless. -The statement
from the German admiralty said that the
battleship, which was protected by des-
troyers, listed heavily after being hit, and
capsized 45 minutes later. Lt Captain
Moraht was named as the commander of
the German submarine. The battleship
Danton displaced 18,028 tons, and her
complement before the war *was 681 of-
ficers and men. The Danton was built at
Brest, and was comfnissioned in 1909.
She had a speed of 19.2 knots, and was
481 feet long. She carried four 12-inch
guns and thirty-eight of smaller calibres.

——DBerlin, March 26—The sinking of
twenty-five steamers, fourteen sailing
vessels and thirty-seven trawlers, with an
aggregate gross tonnage of 805000 in the
last few days is announced by the admir-
alty. <
Among the steamers listed as destroyed
are the British hospital ship Asturias, of
12,002 tons, and two American steamers,
the Jilinois and Cify of Memphis, previous-
ly announced as sunk.
The statement follows :
In addition to the losses of ships already
published in March, German submarihes
during the last few days sank twenty-five
steamers, fourteen sailing ships and thirty-
seven trawlers, with a total gross tonnage
of 80,000.

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" PROGRESS OF THE WAR

ENERALLY speaking the week un-

der review was one of satisfactory
progress on land for the Entente Allies,
but on some fronts little activity was
reported, and from others the news was
either very meagre or entirely wanting.
- §n the Western campaign the greatest
‘aivity prevailed eras and the
Meuse. The British, whose front extends
from the Franco-Belgian frontier to a
point southeast of Peronne, made further
substantial gains all the way from Arras
to their extreme right. Their advance
was strongly opposed by the Germans,
whose voluntary retirement was tempor-
arily suspended on this sector. At the
close of the week the British were con-
siderably nearer to Cambrai. The fier-
cest fighting fell to the French, who made
great gains between St. Quentin and
Soissons, and especially in the forests of
St. Gobain and Coucy. In the Champagne,
and Argonne, and on the Meuse, hostili-
ties were fierce during the week, the
advantage resting with the French.
Elsewhere on the Western front no
changes were reported.

Some activity was reported in the
Eastern campaign, especially in Volhynia,
but no important success was claimed by
either side. Towards the week’s close an
early thaw had set in on the northern
section which is likely to cause a cessation
of hostilities there for a time.

And if the conduct of an
official has been such as to justify his
retention in office for a period approach-
ing three lustrums, that official might
reasonably imagine he was performing
his duties to the satisfaction of the people
of the Town. We will go further and say
that if he had performed hia duties with
an entire disregard for the seatiments of
the community—but with a fearless de-
termination to act only on the most rigid
interpretation of his duties, withont fear
or favor—he would have had the whole
community (or a potent portion of it)
about his ears immediately.

1f the dismissal of the Town Marshal is
the expression of a real revival of public
spirit in St. Andrews, the forerunner of
greatly needed reforms, and the sign
manual of the leaders (or those who
should be leaders) of the community of
their determination to improve local
social and material conditions, then we
may bestow upon it our benediction; but
if it is, as we have fears that it may be,
only the expression of the views of some
extremists or of reformers who are sin-
cere but lack support, then we must think
that an old official has been treated with
undue harshness, and the reforms which
the enthusiasts contemplate will be set
back rather than advanced.

“SPRING FEVER”
e
Scientists inform us that “spring fever”
is due not so much to the weather as to
our ways of life. In spring we pay toll in
diminished energy and efficiency because
during the winter we have housed our-
selves too closely, overclothed ourselves,
and stoked up our bodily furnances with
more food fuel than they require. From
the viewpoint of the expert on climate
there is no real reason why spring weather
should not stimulate us in much the same
fashion as does the weather of autumn,
for these are the two seasons~when
climatic conditions are ideal for activity.
Here lies the difference: Autumn is
preceded by a season in which we kéep
the windows open, get outdoor exercise,
dress lightly, and are not prone to overeat.
Spring is preceded by a season in which
we work harder than in summer, but at
the same time submit our bodies to
numerous and constant indignities.
An authority on matters of hygiene may
well coptend that spring fever is lvoidhﬁg
and not the aftermath of over-work
much as of violation of the rules of health.
This is the view held by Prof. Irving
Fisher, of Yale, chairman of the hygiene
reference board of the Life Extension
Institute.

“It has always seemed to me,” he says,
“that ‘spring fever’ was almost wholly un-
necessary, and due not so much to over-
work as to overfeeding and overclothing—
overfeeding, both in the sense of too many
calories (quantity) and in the sense of too
much protein food—meat, eggs, etc.
This sort of fare is bad even in winter,
but is more excusable then than at any
other season. When spring comes, how-
ever, it is especially important to lighten
the diet, to reduce the calories by lessen-
ing the use of rich foods, such as cream,
pastry, and sweets, and also—and more
particularly to avoid the high protein
régime to which the average American
family is addicted.

“As to overclothing, those who have
deadened their skin's resistance by the
use of woollen underclothing must exer-
cise some caution in making a spring
change. Those who have had the good
fortune to use porous cotton or linen
underclothes have a more resistant skin
because it has been called upon for great-
er activity in making temperature adjust-
ments. They can-lessen the weight of
their clothing without incurring so great
a risk.

Patience sometimes ceases to be a virtue,
as it does in this instance; official indif-
ference and procrastination often become

intolerable, as they do in this instance;

and faith in the ability of our parliament-
;aryre‘preeentative to protect the inter-
ests of his constituents may almost
vanish; as it does in this instance.

In the spring the young man’s fancy
lightly turns to thoughts of love, and old-
er men seek the maple groves and other
sylvan retreats to commune with nature
and make maple syrup; but the
parliamentary ~ representative (like the
editor of the country newspaper ) must
remain constantly at his post to protect
the interests and promote the welfare of
his constituents whose suffrages he has
sought and gained.

Bill authorizing the Town of St. Andrews
to issue bonds to provide the money to
install a system of water supply for the
“Town’ The text of this Bill has never
been printed, and the general public is
quite unaware of*its contents. Theré is
no apparent reason for its non-publica-
tion; there has been ample, time to draft
it, and if the Legislature had met as early
as was anticipated the Bill would have
been presented before this. There will
be no expense attached to the publication
of the Bill in the local newspaper, for we
are quite willing toprint it in the BeA-
cON in full without charge, as it will be of
such great interest to so many of our
readers. The people of St. Andrews
should see the Bill well in advance of its
presentation to the Legislature, so that
‘they may have ample time and opportun-
ity to study its provisions, and to make
suggestions in regard to it if suggestions
are thought necessary ; and if it is longer
withheld from publication, or its publica-

PREPARING POULTRY PRODUCE FOR
MARKET

-

The householder who buys a poorly
nourished and carelessly marketed
chicken or fowl secures a very inferior
article of food, whereas the purchaser of
a well finished and properly prepared,
crate fed bird, obtains aluxury. There is
a corresponding difference between grades
of eggs that are offered at many stores
To enligthen poultry keepers in the
method of preparing both poultry and
eggs for the market and placing thereon,
the Dominion Department of Agriculture
has issued an excellent bulletin. It is
written by Mr. F. C. Elford Dominion
Poultry Husbandman and issued as Bulle-
tin No. 88 of the Experimental Farms.
It treats the subject in paragraphs bearing
the following heads:—

Preparing Poultry Produce for Market,
System of marketing, Packages, Market-
ing, Crate Mm Killing, Plucking
Cooling and Packing.

The Bulletin is helpfully illustrated in
showing the proper and improper methods
of packing poultry as well as of modern
egg cases, crates and other features- con-
nected with the industry. ?
The frontispiece, printed i colors, ‘re-
présents the Toof of a bird's mouth, show-
ing precisely where to sever the artery to,
bleed, and where to penetrate the roof o
the mouth to- strike the brain  causing
immediate insensibility and easy plucking
Copies of this Bultetin are obtainable
from the Publications Branch of the De-
partment of Agriculture at Ottawa.

LAVERGNE RUNS AMUCK
ARSI
Quebec, March 26—Violent and revol-
utionary was the speech made last night
by Armand Lavergne at the anti-conscip-
post | tion meeting held in the -St. Pierre Hall;
St. Saaveur, which was attended by three
thousand people. *
Lavergne laughed at the so-called
legend of England fighting for liberty and
civilization,and of the cruelty and barbar-
ism of the Boches. “England is fighting
for the interest of its commerce,” he said.
“ Canada has nothing to do with this war.
And if you call that treason, I shall betray
all the Englands of the world betraying
Canada. Let the Englishmen hang me
after.this ; it will not be their first crime.
The danger of conscription that is now
appearing is the natural consequence of
our conduct, when we contributed to kill
the liberty of a nation which had done
nothing to us.’
Lavergne denounced England for its
conduct towards Irishmen, denounced
Russia for having tortured Poland, de-
nounced Italy for having spoliated the
Holy See, and denounced the Allies for
violating the - neutrality of Greece.-He
particularly denounced what he called the
Ontario Boches for banishing the French
language in the schools, when they allow-
ed German to be taught. He denounced
the Liberal party for having allowed the
Borden Government to remain in office,
after he denounced the Conservatives for
trying to enforce recruiting by closing
factories, such as the Ross rifle factory.
Lucien Cannon, who was Liberal candi-
date in the Dorchester by-election, re-
corded himself against conscription, and
asserted it was time to say that Canada
has done enough.

This
was partly due to their being insufficietly
retted, but might also have been caused
partly by the time of sowing,
by the character of the season,
.and by the stage of ripeness when pulled.
‘Accordingly, a number of experiments
were planned for the ensuing year, 1916,
to'clear.up some of ‘the doubtful points
and to determine—in so far as this was
possible in 8 single year—whether the
highest grade of fibre-flax could be suc-
eessfully grown in Canada.

The seed used in 1016 was harvested
from some of the plots sown with Dutch
geed in 1915. The rate of sowing per
acre varied between 13 bushels and 2%
pushels of seed germinating 100 per cent.
This means that where it was decided to
sow 2 bushels per acre of seed with a
germination of 100 per cenmt, and the
sample of seed available gave, When tested
@a germination of 98 per cent, it was
necessary to sow a somewhat larger
quantity than 2 bushels of the latter—as
a ‘matter of fact, 2 1-12 bushels.

As very early sowing is an important
factor in achieving success should the
summer turn out to be unusually dry (as
actually happened in 1916), seven plots
were sown on the 26th of April, one on
the 28th of April and seven on the 12th
of May.

The soil was a heavy clay and at the
first date of sowing was rather wet,
gonsequently it was decided to make
geveral shallow trenches about six inches
deep between some of the plots. For
several weeks after sowing wet v‘venther
continued with very little interruption,
and the sydtem of surface trenches un-
doubtedly saved the situation.

The crop was pulled on various dates
between the 14th of July and the 27th of
July, the capsules Deing fully grown. In
some cases the seeds were pale in colour
and unripe; in others the plot was pulled
when the first seeds on each plant were
ripe; in those pulled last about half the
geeds were ripe.

The average height of the seven plots
first sown was 30} in. and the average of
the last seven was 29 in.

.The flax was put into water on the
same day on which it was pulled, and
was allowed to remain immersed- from 3
to 3§ days. It was then taken out and
gpread on the grass for a period of 1to2
days. The scutching was done by the
same firm &s in 1915; and the final report,
made by the same gentleman who ex-
amined the previous year’s crop, wasas
follows :—

“The flax is a good length, well retted,
and strong. It is the best flax I have seen
in Canada yet. According to flax values
here it should be worth 40f a pound or
more.”

(Experimental Farms Note)

This six-row barley is a selection made
several years ago by the Dominion Cereal-
ist-from the old, commercial sort, Men-
sury, which has been favourably known
in Canada for along time and has been
guccessfnlly grown in very many districts.

As the tests in regard to yield are still
in progress, final conclusions cannot yet
be drawn ; but it may be stated that the
new selection appears to be, for many
sections of this country, the most produe-
ive barley known, among those sorts
which have fairly satisfactory straw.
The straw of this barley is of good length
and strength, as compared with other
popular six-row sorts; but it should be
emphasized that even the best barleys
have a tendency to lodge when sown on
rich soil, in seasons when moisture is
plentiful. The heads of this variety are
exceptionally long and heavy, and herein,
perhaps, lies the secret of its large yield,
In very high winds it does not behave
quite so well asisome of the other sortsas
it shows a tendency for the heads to break
off at the base, and for-the kernels to
thresh out on the -ground. However,
these objections, though”worth consider-
ing in wind-swept prairie districts, are of
no importance in most localities.

The foliage is'good and the plants are
not particularly liable to attack of rust
They will withstand a reasonable amount
of drought and will grow well on a great
variety of soils. Itshould be remember-
ed, however, that, asa rule,eé;lrley does
not succeed on soils which ar y in need
of lime. While it is early in ripening—like
nearly all barleys of its class—it does not
mature exceptionally. early, being perhaps
a trifie later than the average.

The awns of this batley- adhere some-
best. results,«it,

good yellowish colour, and quite free from
the objectionable greenish or bluish shade
which Jeasens‘the value of some barleys
for exhibition puroses.”

Considering all  its characteristics,
Manchurian Ottawa 50 is recommended
by the Dominion Cerealist as the best
variety.of six-row barley_ for.nearly all
parts of Canada, except those districts
