A Promising Strike in the Mascot
Assaying Around $16.

A LONG DISTANCE TUNNEL

The Project to Tap All the Mines on
Red Mountain With a Drainage
Tunnel—Shipments Show a Decrease
for the Week.

A promising find of good ore in the
Mascot is one of the features of the
week. The ledge has been crosscut in
the tunnel for a width of seven feet,and
an average of the values is placed by the
management at about $16, with a con-
giderable percentage in copper. The late
and very important strike on the No.1
continues to hold its own, and some
magnificent copper ore is coming from

the tunnel.

One of the interesting developments
of the week was the announcement that
the Red Mountain Tunnel company,
formed by Charles R. Hosmer of the
C. P. R., together with H. 8. Holt, the
millionaire railway builder, and J. B.
McArthur of this city, may proceed with
the construction of a great drainage
tunnel, five miles long, from the Colum-
bia to tap the mines on Red mountain.
The prominence and well-known censer-
vatism of the promoters gives unusual
importance to a project which might
otherwise appear almost. impracticable.
The building of the tunnel weuld in-
volve an outlay of perhaps four millions,
but it would be of immense advantage
in opening the mines of the camp.

The production for the week was woe-
fully cut down, as the Le Roi is out of
the shipping list for the present,. while
the sale of the Centre Star and the sus-
pension of work on that property made
its output insignificant. The total
product of the week amounted to 1,215
tons, of which the War Eagle contrib-
uted 1,100, while the Centre Star furn-
ished 80 and the Iron Mask 35. ’

Below is given a synopsis of the work
done during the past week in some of
the more important mines of thee camp.

Mascor.—In the tunnel the workings
have crosscut between seven and eight
feet of excellent copper ore mixed with
quartz. An average value of the find is
placed by the management at about- $16.
Assays as high as 10 and 11 per cent in

copper have been received, while -the

gold values are a little higher than had

been met previously. The winze, whieh |

is being sunk on the new find, is now

down about 18 feet, and the bottom oi.

the workings there show that the- ore
body is coutinuing downwards. In the
upper shaft the shaft continues to show
about the same amount of ore as has
been met for some time past. The pay
streak is between four and eight 1nches
wide. The shaft, however, is intended
primarily for prospecting the property,
and the superintendent of the Big Three
company, W. Y. Williams, intends to
concentrate the heavy development of
the claim in the tunnel.

CoLumBIA-K0OTENAY.—In the ,No. 4
tunnel the workings have exposed a
chute of ore 27 feet wide, assaying from
$8 to $11 per ton, and it is believed that
the find is the fringe of a great chute
which will be opened in the lower levels.
If such is the case, it will be in accord-
ance with the history of the mines of
the camp for values to increase greatly
when the heart of the ore body. is
opened. In -accordance with the policy
of the British America corporation,
which owns the mine, little is made
public regarding the showing. ‘“Weare
not booming our properties,” said one
of the officials of the company last even-
ing, “‘as we have no stock to offer on
the Canadian market, and it would be
useless to excite any feverish spirit in
the market. We are following ore and
we intend following it.”’

LE Roi.—About 120 men continue in
the development of the property. The
shaft, which is being driven to the 800-
foot level, is now down about 730 feet.
The winze between the 600- and the 700-
foot levels has been cowpleted, and a
ladder way will be at once installed.
The comp{etion of the winze, besides
perfecting the ventilation of the mine,
will aid materially in affording a means
of exit to the men in the lower workings
in case an accident should occur to
close the shaft. By means of the winze
it will be possible to reach the Black
Bear tunnel and get to the surface with-
out depending alone upon the old shaft.

War EacrLe~SIntense activity is in
evideuce all over the” mine, preparatory
to the completion of the new hoisting
plant. A small army of men is at work
on the top of the hill, and has levelled
the summit of the little mountain. An
immense gavity has been cut out at the
mouth of the shaft, and besides afford-
ing a foundation for the new steel gallows
frame it will afford a waste bin when the
workings are completed. The develop
ment work underground has been very
nearly suspended pending the comple-
tion of the new hoisting works. The
ore shipments, however, are going ahead
a8 usual.

Warre Bear.—The shaft is now down
218 feet and bunches of excellent ore
have been obtained from which assays
a8 high as $34.40 have been received.

Proved very considerably since work was
resumed a few weeks ago and the out-
look for the White Bear is promising.

It is hoped that ar-
r.angement.s can be made whereby a ver-
tical shaft will be sunk to open the
property more thoroughly and system-
atically than is possible with the present
prospecting tunnels.

SouraErN BeLLE.—The property,which
is being worked by the Big Three Min-
ing company, continues to show up very
well. The winze, which is being sunk
on the ore body from the face of the
tunnel, is down about 30 feet, and in
one side of the workings there is 15
inches of good ore, giving very satisfac-
tory values. The width of the ore body
is not known, but a crosscut will be run
out from the winze in order to determine
the extent of the streak.

CommANDER.—Superintendent Hough-
ton, who is in charge of the property, is
at work installing a new 60-horse power
boiler and hoi;t. for use in tl‘;:énine. It
is expected that underground mining
will be commenced within a fortnight,
when between 15 and 20 men will be
employed. The shaft is now down 185
feet, and there are drifts at the 160-foot
level and at the bottom of the workings.
The shaft will be deepened and work re-
sumed in the drifts.

Deer PArg.—The shaft is now down
about 275 feet, and it will be continued
to the 300-foot level before crosscutting
is undertaken. Theore chute hasdipped
temporarily out of the workings, but as
the shaft is a vertical one and is being
sunk regardless of pay ore, no import-
ance is attached to the fact. Some in-
teresting developments 1n connection
with the working of this mine will in all
probability be given out‘in a few days.

GERTRUDE.—The shaft is down about
70 feet and a new contract is to be let
today for continuing the work. The ore
seems to be dipping over to the hanging
wall, while the shaft is going down on a
uniform angle, so that for the present
the amount of mineral in sight is not
solarge as it was. The unew whim will
be started this week, and it will prove of
no little importance in developing the
property.

EveNiNG.—The shaft is now down
about 35 feet and a small drift is under
way to open the ledge. The workings
show apbout eight feet of mixed ore,
composed of fine grained quartz carried
in granite. Thus far the sbaft has been
sunk vertically, but as soon as the dip of
the vein has been definitely settled the
workings will follow the ledge down on
its incline.

KevsToNE.—A force of men resumed
work on the Keystone early in the week.
This property is in the northern part of
Trail Creek division and has one of the
greatest surface showings in the dis-
trict. The ore has gone from a trace on
the surface till it assays $12 in gold a
short distance in. Work on this prop-

ferty is to be countinued during the fall

and winter. : :

“No.1~In the tunnel, where a six-|
foot body of ore has been - followed al®
.mostfrom the surface for a distance of
100 feet, a chute has been uncovered
assaying an average of $23 per ton. Itis
a phenomenal showing, and if the same
lead extends into the West Le Roi and
the Josie two more Le Rois will be added
to the camp within a very few months.

ABe LiNncoLN.— The shaft is down
about 153 feet and will be continued to
the 200-foot level, where a crosscut will
be run to open the ledge. Being a verti-
cal shaft, it has made no effort to follow
the ore, which has dipped out of the
workings into the hanging wall.

Coxev.—A recent survey of the prop-
erty has been made to deter-
determine the future plan of the work.
It is possible that the present long tun-
nel will be continued for about 400 feet,
when the lead will be tapped about 400
feet beneath the fine surface showing on
the property.

Jumso.—The long tunnel is rapidly
getting in line with the old shaft on the
top of the hill, where a large body of iron
ore was met. A raise is to be started
from the tunnel to connect with the
shaft and open the chute. The present
workings of the tunnel continue to ex-
pose considerable mineral.

IroN Mask.—The property, says Sup-
erintemdent Hall, is looking in better
shape’ than ever. Development is pro-
ceeding along the usual lines, but no
announcement is made as to the details
of the results. Shipments last last week
totalled 35 tons.

SaAxesPEARE.—The Shakespeare Gold
Mining company hds recently com-
menced work on the Blockberg and
Sursum Corda about a mile and a half
north of town. A tunnel is in about 36
feet, and the ledge shows forabout three
feet in width, of which 30 inches is min-
eral carrying copper.

Monto CrRIsTO.—The development of
the Eroperty is being carried on chiefly
in the upper workings of the mine.
Until the new plant is in place, how-
ever, no very extensive work will be
carried on.

GreeN MounTAaiN.—Work on the shaft
continues and a depth of 38 feet has been
attained. There is excellent copper ore
in the bottom of the shaft.

NickeL PLaTE AND GREAT WESTERN,.—
At both properties drifting is under way
on the 200-foot level.

Jos1e.—Development continues in the
300-foot level.

Sunser No. 2.—Work is being con-
tinued,
The Salmo Consolidated.
James Chambers and H. B, Campbell,
general manager and superintendent of
the Salmo Consolidated, are both now

at the mine at Salmo, the management
being now engaged in concentrating its
efforts towards pushing development
with all possible vigor, with the object
in view of putting tke property in such
shape as toreap all advantage as quickly
as possible when the machinery is 1n
place. Crosscutting is now in progrese
at about the 100-foot level, and a large
force of men are being put to grading,
ete., for the placing of the machinery, as
also in .opening up every means of ac-
cess to the property. The ore continues
as work pushes ahead, and values are
ohtained which average up in a manner
entirely pleasing to the management.

Promising New Find of Free Gold
on the Athabasca.

A BIG PLANT FOR THE B.C.

Good Silver and Lead Values in the
Gibson on Oariboo Oreek—Properity
Hitting Whitewater Hard—Deal For
the Fidelity.

One of the interesting developments of
the past week has been the find of a new
lead on the Athabasca near :
reporis eay that the ledge contains sur-
prigingly rich quartz, assaying as high as
$3,300 in gold. Over in the Boundary
the well known B.C. has closed pending
the erection of new machinery. There
is already 2,000 tons of ore on the dump,
and the mine now only awaits smelter
facilities to becomea shipper. The Gib-
son, on Cariboo creek in the Ainsworth
division, is reported to be looking unusu-
ally well, and there is between three and
four carloads of ore sacked ready for

shipment.

Up in the Slocan, Scott McDonald,one
of the owners in the great Payne, has
bought a two-thirds interest in the
Fidelity for $10,000, and it is expected
that work will be started at once on the
claim.

Below is given the weekly resume of
the work done during the past week in
the various camps throughout southern
British Columbia.

NELSON DIVISION.

Last week & new vein was struck on
the Athabaska property which promises
to be richer than any heretofore en-

Concerning the find the
manager of the company says: ‘‘The
vein lies in a schist formation to the
west of the upper workings, and may
posgibly prove to be an extension of the
old vein.

firm around Ymir. Mr. Parker said that
a contract will be let at once for sinking
a 100-foot shaft on the Morning and
Evening Star. These properties are an
extension of the Dundee ledge, and
assays averaging $12 in gold and five
ounces in silver have been obtained from
the surface ore. Two-thirds of the prop-
erty is held in London and one-third bz
Dabney & Parker and Kennedy Bros.

This property was
purchased last spring from Tom Flynn
for $10,000 cash.

The Ymir Miner correspondent re-
cently paid a visit to the Enterprise and
Amarauth claime on Hall creek, one
mile north of the Fern mine.

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WATER WORKS DEAL

Councilmen Want More Light on the
Company’s Affairs.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

The Opening of Washington Street to
the South End of the City Consid-
ered But no Definite Action Taken
—Grant to Hospital Should Be Given

At the meeting of the city council Fri-
day night it was expected that Alderman
Lalonde would introduce his bylaw
authorizing the city to buy the present
water works plant. The bylaw was not
introduced, however, for the councilmen
decided that they were not in a position
to submit such a measure to the people
at the present time. A resolution was
passed, however, Jequesting the man-

agers of the company owning the pres-
ent plant to appoint a meeting with the
aldermen, when the proposition could
be discussed at length. -

Up to the present time the only nego-
tiations that have gone forward regard-
ing the purchase of the .plant have been
the formal offer ot the company to sell
for the lump sum of $85,000, and the
councilmen want to get more intimately
acquainted with the subject before in-
troducing a bylaw to be submitted to
the ratepayers.

The Special Committe Report.

The special committee recently ap-
pointed to investigate the waterworks
problem made an informal report, in

which it said that it had nothing to re-
port. The only action which the com-
mittee seemed to have taken was to look
over the books of the company with the
idea of seeing what its plant cost. The
result of this examination was not made
public, as the committee explained that
its investigations were more or less of a
private nature. As to looking into the
water question generally, with regard to
the cost to thecity of installing a system
of its own, the sources of supply, the re-
sult of the gold commissioner’s inquiry
into the water rights around the city—
all of these matters were not included in
the informal report of the committee,
and until it handles them the council
will be in the dark regarding the situa-
tion. ,
The Opening of Washington Street.

The question of opening Washington
street over the Columbia & Western

tracks, between Columbia avenue and

Kootenay avenue, came up for considera-
tion, and a special meeting of the board
of works will be held today to deal with
the matter.

At present there is a steep crib work
in the middle of Washington street, just
below Kootenay avenue, and it is this
crib work which makes the problem of
opening the street a hard one. The C.
& W.track passes along at the bottom of
the crib, and this complicates the mat-
ter. If the track is moved as far to the
north as possible, just under the lee of
the cribbing, a bridge can be constructed
over the railway down the street at a
grade of about 20.2 per -cent. On the
other hand, if the railroad is moved
about 25 feet south of the present line of
the road, and away from the crib, it will
be possible to cut down the cribbing and
continue Washington street down to
Kootenay avenue on a grade of 22.5 per
cent without building a bridge. In case
the latter method is adopted the street
will cross the railroad tracks on a level.
On the other hand, if a bridge is con-
structed, the street will cross the railway
line overhead.

Alderman Lalonde, of the board of
works, explained that the Columbia &
Western Railway company, which is
now altering the grade of its road, would
be glad to move the track either to the
north or south at the Washington street
crossing, as would best suit the council.
The company, however, being desirous
of proceeding at once with the widening
of its tracks, wishes to know imme-
diately which way the council wants the
track moved. The councilmen discussed
the matter at considerable length.
Aldermen Goodeve and Lalonde both
were inclined to think that the best way
of settling the matter would be to have
the track moved to the south, so that
the crib could be cut away and ‘Wash-
ington street continued south without
constructing a bridge. The objection to
a bridge was that it is slippery iu winter
and must always be kept in repair,
whereas the cost of repairing a per-
manent earthway would be only a trifie.
In case the cribbing is cut away, only 8
part of the street will be lowered, 80
that communication with Washington
gtreet and Le Roi avenue can be con-
tinued as at present.

The Grade on Washington Street.

The grade for the Bank of Montreal’s
new building also received no little at-
tention. At present no grade has been
established along Washington street,

from Columbia avenue north. The
bank, when it let the contract for the
erection of its new building on the cor-
ner of the two streets, conformed to the
present unofficial level on Washington
street, which is nearly flat. The o cial
grade, when it is fixed, will provide for
a gradual ascent up the street, which
will interfere with the light of the bank
basement in case the building is.com-
pleted along the present lines. The
bank, therefore, asked for the grades to
be established on the street in question,
but no definite action was taken. .
Regarding the hospital grant, which
has been 8o long delayed, a telegram was
received from the late premier, J.H
Turner, annouancing that under the cir-

cumstances he could do nothing towards |

assisting in the grant, which was passed
at the last meeting of the legislature.
The council decided to appeal at once to
the new ministry to secure the appropri-
ation, which amounts to $3,000.

The city solicitor notified the council
regarding the request of the Roman
Catholic church to be exempted trom
taxation, that the church building itself
is' exempt, but that the ground itself
must pay the usual taxes.

The resignation of W.D. McKinnon
as chief of the fire department was re-
ceived and referred to the fire commit-
tee.

THE LE ROI LITIGATION

A General Restraining Order Issued
By Judge Richardson.

It Enjoins the Srockholderr From Sell-
ing to the B. A. C. and Also Prohib-
its the Latter From Purchasing.

Notice was served on the B. A.C. by
mail Saturday of a restraining order is-
sued by Judge Richardson of Spokane,
enjoining that corporation from pur-
chasing a majority of the Le Roi stock.
As the B. A. C. is incorporated outside
of the jurisdiction of the Washington
court it is probable that no attention

will be paid to the order. The jurisdic-
of the Washington court does not extend
north of the forty-ninth parallel. What
effect the order will have on the major-
ity stockholders is hard to say as the
case has not vet been heard on its mer-
its. The hearing of the application for
an injunction was resumed at Spokane
on Friday. After hearing testimony and
argument Judge Richardson gigned a
restraining order which prohibits the
holders of the majority of the stock from
selling to the B. A. C, and likewise pro-
hibits the big syndicate from buying the
stock and the Le Roi company from
transferring it. After reviewing the tes-
timony and arguments presented the
court says in preface to its order: “The
court is of the opinion and holding that
under the laws of this state one corpora-
tion may not acquire shares of stock or
any stock in another corporation, and
further that under the constitution of
and laws of this state, the acquiring of a
majority of the shares of stock in a dom-
estic corporation owning realty in the
state of Washingtor by an alien corpor-
ation such as the British America cor-
poration would subject such domestic
corporation to a forfeiture of its real
estate, and to a forfeiture of its right to
do business within the state.”

The case has not been tried on its
merits and will come up in the regular
order for its final settlement. The
stockholders affected by the injunction
were at a 1oss to know last evening what
step would be next taken. The suit for
damages in the sum of $780,000 is yet to
be heard and the case involving the ap-
pointment of the receiver at Rossland is
to come up for hearing some time next
week in Victoria.

delegates, Hon. T. Mayne Daly, John
Harris and Alfred W.’ Dyer. It was
arranged that the petition should be
presented by the senior lay delegate, but
neither he nor Messrs. Burrough and
Dyer were able to be present.

The ulterior consequence of this far-

sighted action on the part of the church

ple will be the erection of a separate
diocese of the Kootenays, and the uild-
ing of a eathedral, which should be in
Rossland. Bishop Dart, who for the
present will be In charge of the new
diocese, is on his way to England in
order to raise endowment funds. Some
substantial subseriptions have already
been promised to this parish by church
people in the old country who are inter-
ested in the future of Rossland.

At the meeting of the synod Rev. Mr.
Irwin was selected by the bishop to
preach the synodal sermon. The ad-
dress, which was in Mr. Irwin’s usual
manner, broadminded and catholic, was
taken from Cor. xii.

The Ex-Premier Tells How It Was
Accomplished.

WAS A PREJUDGED CASE

It Is Asserted That the Lieutenant-
Governor Declared and Determined
Before the Elections Were Over That
the Government Was Defeated.

Vicroria, August 20.—J. Fred
Hume of Nelson has reconsidered his
decision not to accept a cabinet appoint-
ment, and was today gazetted a member
of the Semlin government, The cabi-
net being thus completed, unless it
should be decided to add a fifth port-
folio, will consist of Hon. C. A. Semlin,
premier and minister of public works
and agriculture; Hon. Joseph Martin,
attorney-general and acting minister of
education; Hon. F. C. Carter Cotton,

financial minister; Hon. J. Fred Hume, |

provincial secretary and minister of
mines; Hon. R. E. McKechenie, presi-
dent of the executive council, without
portfolio. Premier Semlin anticipates
that the Hon.D. W, Higgins will also
become minister of education, 8 new and
distinct department. It is notable that
no office has been allotted to Vancouver
island, while Vancouver city, in reward
and for solid party support, commands
two important departments.

J. H. TURNER TALKS.

He Details the Oircumstancfs of the
Dismissal of His Government.

Victoria, Aug. 20.—The Colonist will
publish tomorrow a statement by Hon.
J. H. Tuiner of the circumstances lead-
ing up to the dismissal of his govern-
ment by Lieutenant-Governor Mclnnes.

The paper first deals with the objection
raised by the press supporting Mr. Sem-
lin’s government that it would be a
violation of the oath of office for Mr.
Turner to make public the substance of
the correspondence in this connection.
It argues that the obligation to secrecy:
is judicial and the lieutenant-governor
having himself directly and also through
Mr. Beaven, made public his side of the
story, Mr. Turner cannot be denied the
right to be heard on his own behalf.
The Colonist then proceeds: Mr.
Turner feels somewhat embarrssed in
regard to making public the correspond-
ence at this stage, not only because he
wishes further to inform himself as to
his obligation to secrecy, but because
his reply to the lieutenant-governor’s
last letter has not yet been semt to his
honor. :

In the meantime he authorizes the
following statement: ‘It is quite cor-
rect as was stated by the lieutenant-gov-
ernor to a Colonist reporter thatin a
letter written to me on July 14, he in-
formed me that in his opinion the gov-
ernment had not secured a verdict of
confidence from the people, and that he
could not, therefore, approve any new
appointments, nor any expenditures of
money exeept in the case of ‘official
routine or matters of evi emergency.

ALL OF ONE MIND

The Greatness of Rossland Oiunp
Foretold.

MR. WATERLOW'S DINNER

Entertained a Number of Friends at
the Allan—Speeches of Well-Known

Visitors and Residents—The Future
of the Camp.

George S. Waterlow of London, who
is prominently connected with a number
of important mining companies, gave a
dinner at the Allan last evening. The
guests included Hon.Charles H. Mackin-
tosh, Edwin Durant, L. H.Webber, J. S.
C. Fraser, General Charles S. Warren,
A.J. McMillan, J. W. McMillan, J. L.
G. Abbott, C. St.L. Mackintosh and Dr.
Marcus M. Johnson of London.

At the conclusion of the dinner Gen.
Warren proposed the health of their

host, Mr. Waterlow. It gave him great
pleasure, said General Warren, to see
his dream of the past three years real-
ized, when such men as Mr. Waterlow
not only visited the camp but made
heavy investments here. He had al-
ways believed that Rossland would
prove the Johannesburg of Canada, and
he believed that in two years more the
whole world would be of the same
opinion.

In responding Mr. Waterlow said that
Rossland was to him a revelation. He
had looked forward to seeing a class of
miners verging almost upon savagery,
but when he returned to the motherland
he could tell the people that Rossland
had presented a spect#cle not equalled
elsewhere in the world, for not only here
is there everything necessary for the
development of the great mines of the
camp, but there is every social adjunct
that can be found anywhere. In con-
clusion he proposed the health of Hon.
Mr. Mackintosh, and in that connection
he declared that the British America
corporation with which Mr, Mackintosh
is connected held first place in the
organizations which are developing the
great mineral zone on mountain.
The eyes of the world were upon the
corporation and he felt that no mis-
take had been made by it in selecting its
properties, which would prove to the
British public that the resources of the
camp were exhaustless.

In replying Mr. Mackintosh thanked
Mr. Waterlow for his reference to Rose-
land and to the Kootenays, and he ex-
pressed his appreciation of the kindly
sentiments expressed by Mr. Waterlow
regarding the properties of the B. A. C.
He asked him to take back to Great
Britain the assurance that the B: A. C.
would redeem .Canada as one of the
greatest mining countries on the globe
and would demonstrate the wealth of the
Dominion right here in British Colum-

bia.

In replying to the toast to his health,

A. J. McMillan expressed his unbounded
faith in the country, and declared that
only the future could do justice to the
mineral tesources of the province.
" General Warren proposed the health
Bank of Montreal, who, he said, while
the institution he represented, had
nevertheless saved many a good mine
from destruction, and many a good min-
ing man from failure.

Mr. Fraser made only a short responee
but in it he said that, call it instinct or
judgment that had moved him in attend-
ing to the management of the financial
institution he represented, yet he bad
been actuated at all times only by the
most conscientious motives. :

THE PACIFIC SEAL FISHERIES.

It is calculated that the Victoria seal-
ing industry comprises 65 schooners,
representing 4,292 tons, with a value of
$643,800, employing 807 whites and 903
Indians, making, with their wives and
families—of those -employed — about
8,500 - directly dependent on this indus-
try. The money derived from the sea-
son’s catch, taking the average catches
and the prices for the past three years,
amounts to $750,000 annually.

It is plain to any one who has watched
the evolution of the seal-fishing question
that the United States, or, rather, the
men who lease the seal catching franchise
from the United States, have one object
in view. If an arrangement could be
come to that would secure beyond a
doubt the perpetuation of seal life in thé
North Pacific, but which would still
leave persons other than the members of
the company to gather a fair quantity of
pelts, the agitation made by the lessees
would still ‘continue. Their object has
scarcely been disguised. They want a
monopoly of this immense profitable
business. So loug as it is possible for
the owner of a schooner to go out and
get a shipload of skins it is not possible
to control the market.

The international commission about to
sit at Quebec should have no difficulty
in recognizing Bering Sea seal fishery as
an international affair, in which Canada
has as much interest as the United
States.

CANADA’S BIG DISPLAY.

In the International hall at the Trans-
Mississippi exposition the largest ex-
hibit is that of the Dominion of Canada.
1t occupies 5,000 feet uf floor gpace and
6,000 feet of wall space, covered with
the best the country can produce. It is
an agricultural, mineral, forestry and
dairy exhibit combined.

The location is first-class, taking in
the main entrance to the building. C.
H. Myers, commissioner from-the Do-
minion of Canada, is in charge, assisted
by W.V.Bennett, the resident Cana-
dian agent, and his daughter, Miss June
Bennett. The exhibit is viewed by
ninety per cent. of the exposition visit-
ors, a vast proportion of whom are
astonished by the great showing of the
country’s resources there made. Wheat
that grades ‘* No. 1 hard northern,” and
is produced to the amount of thirty-eight
to forty-five bushels per acre in many
parts of the Dominion is the principal
agricultural product shown. Commis-
sioner Myers says the Dominion can
supply the breadstuffs for all the nations
of the earth. Not only wheat, but oats,
barley, rye, corn and all of the cereals
konown to the United States grow and
flourish in every locality, yielding
abundantly. The corn is as large
as that grown further south; the
small grain has a lighter color, the berry
being more plump and larger.

The diary business of Canada has
grown with great rapidity during the
past few years. Last year’s shipment
of butter to Great Britain aggregated
12,000,000 pounds, valued at $2,900,000.
Along with the butter goes the cheese,
which last year amounted to 165,000,000
pounds, valued at $15,000,000. Honey
and maple sugar are two other staple
products of Canada shown in the ex-
hibit.

The lumber industry of the Dominion
has assumed great proportions since the
destruction of the forests of Minnesota,
Wisconsin and Michigan, and much of
the material used in the United States
i# from this country. The lum-
ber exhibit is interesting as wéll as
instructive, both on account of the num-
erous samples and the character of the
exhibits. There are some oak, pine,
poplar, birch, hickory, walnut; maple,
cedar, and a score of other varieties of
the woods of the forest. One of the
4nost interesting is a slab cut from a log
of hard pine. It is six feet across and
Mr. Myers vouches for the statement
that the tree from which this plank
came measured 150 feet to the first
limb. In addition to this, he declares

So far as this Province is
concerned Mr. Bell does not give us as
much information as can be found in
Mr. Carlyle’s reports and the local direc-
tory. In his list of B. C.
mining companies he has dis-
played & considerable lack of
discretion. A number of companies,
which come very near being wildcat
flotations, are given prominence in a
page description, while others that are
shippers are dismissed with brief notice
in a *supplementary list.”” Mr. Bell
has also erred in placing the Hall Mines
under the list of the silver-lead proper-
ties and in describing the Le Roi as be-
ing located at Trail. The main objection
that we have to Mr. Bell’s literary and
journalistic efforts is that he will persist
in writing about the mineral resources
of British Columbia without taking the
trouble to personally inspect them. He
should not rely so much on his imagin-
ation.

A STUPID CRITIC.

While James Martin was seeking elec-
tion the Rossland Miner did all that it
could to defeat him, But Martin was
returned by a handsome majority, and
now the Miner, which a few weeks ago
did not consider him worthy to be the
district’s representative, comes out
openly and says that of all the 19 mem-
bers of his party, Martin is the most
capable man to fill the office of minister
of mines. The Miner, like the Vancou-
wer World, can turn a pretty sharp’
corner. :

The foregoing is from the Nelson Trib-
une. THE MiNer most certainly did
work against the election of James Mar-
tin, but after the contest sunk politicsin
what was manifestly its duty to Ross-
land, the Rossland riding and the Prov-
ince at large, and advocated the appoint-
ment of the legislative representative of
this district as minister of mines. In
stating that ‘‘of all the 19 members of
his party Mr. Martin is the most cap-
able man to fill the office of minister of
mines,”” TEe Mixer printed what it
believed and still believes to be true. It
will be noticed that we did not compare
Mr. Martin with ALL the members of the
legislature, but simply to those of his
own party. It is only such malicious
and unreasoning sheets as The Tribune
that can find anything to criticize in
Tee MiNer in this connection. THE
Miner’s stand during and since the cam-
paign has been consistent in every way.
The popularity and influence of The
Tribune may best be gauged by the fact
that while Nelson has grown to be a
flourist ing and enterprising town of sev-
eral thousand inhabitants The Tribune
has made no perceptable improvement
as a news medium since the place was a
thinly populated mining camp, while so
far as its editorial utterances are con-
cerned it has wooiully deteriorated since
the time when John Houston was at its

head.

THE GROUND FLOOR.

It is remarkable how rapidly British
and Canadian companies are absorbing
the holdings of Americans in this camp.
Two years since nearly all the important
properties were held by Americans,

while. today, with the exception of the
Iron Mask and Jumbo, there is scarcely

a property of importance that is now
under the control of citizens of the

United States. The War Eagle was
among the first of the leading mines to
pass from American to Canadian own-
ers. The Columbia-Kootenay, Nickel
Plate, Great Western, Josie No. 1, You
Know, Golden Queen, Surprise, Poor-
man, Golden Dawn and several other
properties passed out of American
hands and under the control of the
British America corporation, a British
company. The Le Roi is at present
being operated by a receiver appointed
at the instance of the British America
corporation. The Virginia, Monte
Christo and Colonna, also American
corporations, were absorbed by the
Hosmer syndicate of Montreal. The
Centre Star, owned by a Montana cor-
poration, passed into the control of the
Gooderham syndicate of Montreal. In
addition to these a number of promising

properties held by Americans have gone
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into the possession of either British or
Canadian owners. Thus in two years 8
city that was decidedly American, 80 far
as the ownership of properties is con-
cerned, has become Canadian or British
by purchase.

These properties were not acquired
for a song, either. The War Eagle deal
cost the Gooderham syndicate about a
million. The B. A. O. spent in the
acquisition of its several properties, out-
gide of the Le Roi, something over
$2,000,000. The Gooderham syndicate
paid $2,000,000 for the Oentre Star,
When the purchase of the Le Roi is
completed by the B. A. C. it will have
cost that company $3,000,000. The pur-
chase of the Virginia, Colonna and
Monte Christo and a number of other
smaller properties from Americans in-
volved an expenditure of, say, $2,000,000.
This will bring the total up to the
neighborhood of $10,000,000. This shows
that the ownership of these properties
wae only an accomplished fact when
considerable British and Canadian gold
had found its way into the pockets of the
Americans who took up and developed
these properties to such a state that
Englishmen and Canadians were ready
to purchase them. It will thus be seen
that those Americans who crossed the
line and ventured into mining in this|
gection from three to six years since
have made a pretty good thing on their
ventures.

As much as the Americans have made

it will be as nothing to the harvest of |

dollars that the purchasers will gather
from their.ventures. It is certain in
three years from now that Red moun-
tain, Monte Christo mountain and Col-
umbia and Kootenay mountain will each
be able to support a population as large
as is at gresent in this city. It has been
held that the north belt will,in the
next ten years produce at least $100,000-
000. If this is the case, and there is no
reason to doubt its possibility, then the
purchasers of the several properties
mentioned are to be congratulated on
the fact that they have secured that
which will return many fold the price
paid.

It is a noticeable fact in connection
with the above sales that most of the
Americans, as soon as they dispose of
their developed properties, purchase,
either here or elsewhere in the Kooten-
ays, undeveloped properties and are now
getting them in shape to dispose of to
the next lot of corporations that come
into the field to purchase. They are
more venturesome in the matter of mines
than are their British brethren. They
are ready to put their last cent intoa
new and untried property. In this
respect the mining men of Canada or
Great Britain might copy a leaf or two
out of the American book of mining ex-
perience and get in on the ground floor.
There are hundreds of meritorious prop-
ositions in this division that can be had
for a mere song and which are but wait-
ing the qhanging hand of capitsl to turn
them into mines. Get in on the ground
floor.

WHY SILVER IS RISING.

Silver yesterday touched the 6024
cents per ounce mark, and the probabil-
ity is 'that it will go higher. Since
hostilities began between the United
States and Spain the white metal has
risen in price. This upward tendency
during the late war was attributed to the
fact that the Bank of Spain was pur-
chasing large quantities of silverin order
to protectits note issoe. It is certain now
that there is some more potent cause than
this for the continued advancement in
the value of silver. It is said to be more
than certain that the mints in India are
to be reopened to the coinage of
gilver. It is claimed that the
scheme to close the Indian mints
and to place India on the single
gold standard originated in London.
This plan was not indorsed by the mer-
chants, financiers and traders’of India,
but rather by the government officials,
who were paid in silver, which caused
them a loss through the heavy discount
to which it was subjected, and so they
hoped if the country were placed on a
gold basis to receive their salaries in
gold, on which there is no discount,
This office holding class prepared and
gent to England the refusal of the gov-
ernment of India to second the efforts of
the United Stated and France to restore
gilver to its old sphere of usefulness as
a money. The idea in view was to bor-
row $100,000,000 of gold in London and
with this amount to place India upon a
gold basis. There had been so much
gola sent from England across the Atlan-
tic to this continent for food and textile
gupplies during the past year that
the financiers there feared to
gend to India so large a sum
as $100,000,000 to India. As an alter-
native proposition and to relieve the
people of the country from the feariul
financial stringency that exists there it
is proposed to reopen the mints of India
to the coinage of silver.

It has been proposed to make the
ratio 22 to 1. The old ratio of 16 to 1 is
thought by many bi-metallists to be
about the right thing. However, half a
loaf is better than no bread and a ratio
of 22to1is a far better condition than

to have mints closed to the coinage of

the white metal. This would make the
value of silver a little less than 94 cents
per ounce. Every cent that silver ad-
vancesin value means thousand of dollars
to the miners of the Kootenay, which is
rapidly becoming one of the great white
metal producers of the world. It is,
therefore, hoped that a less ratio than 22
to 1 may be adopted by the government

of India. With the confidence of capital
restored in the value of silver properties
there would comea great revival in min-
ing that would give a surprisingimpetus
to business in this country and the Uni-
ted States, the effects of which would be
both far-reaching and wonderful. It is
hoped, therefore, that the day of the
opening of the Indian mints may not be

postponed very long.

NEW ELECTIONS TO BE HELD.

A dispatch from Victoria, published
elsewhere in this issue, announces that
the report is current there that the Sem-
lin government will not meet the pres-
ent legislature but that it will ask for
new elections to be held between the 8th
and 16th of October. This seems to be
the wisest move that could be made.
The strength of the Semlin government
and the Oppositionists, represented by
the friends of ex-Premier J. H. Turner,

is 80 evenly divided that an
appeal would sooner or later have to be

made to the country. Under the cir-
cumstances therefore the best plan
would be to at once place the settling
of the situation in the hands of the
people. Is is very probable that there
will be a considerable change in the
complexion of matters political by the
time the result of the newly ordered
elections are in. It may be necessary to
frame an entirely new cabinet.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

Dr. McKecaNIE, J. Fred Hume and
“Joe’’ Martin are Liberals, while the
other two Provincial cabinet ministers,
Premier Semlin and F. Carter-Cotton
are Conservatives.

TaE Semlin-Martin-Cotton party has
always posed as the true and only rep-
resentative of the labor vote in the legis-
lative assembly. Smith of Nanaimo
and McPherson of Vancouver, labor
members, are largely responsible for the
success of the party at the recent elec-
tions. But in the organization of the Sem-
lin cabinet no portfolio was offered to
the labor vote, as a place had to be pro-
vided for ‘“Fighting Joe,” the new
comer. The labor vote has been wo-
fully deceived.

Avreovee Hon. O. A. Semlin has

formed a government and ‘‘ Joe”” Mar-|

tin has accepted a seat in his cabinet,
the question of leadership of the ascend-
ant party is still unsettled, if the Van-
couver Province is any criterion. In a
double-leaded editorial note last Friday
that paper calls on all Opposition mem-
bers-elect to assemble at Vancouver on
the 26th instant to settle this vexed
question. It will be an interesting state
of affairs if Premier Semlin is made to
recognize ‘ Fighting Joe”’ as his parlia-
mentary leader.

Tue taxpayers and householders of

‘Rossland are becoming very impatient

at the delay on the part of the insurance
companies to reduce the rates on fire in-
gurance. A large sum of money has
been expended cn the city fire depart-
ment and it is now in a condition to
overcome any ordinary . conflagration,
but, further than sending an inspector
to report upon the gituation here,
nothing has been done by the com-
panies. There is mow no excuse for
maintaining the present high rate and
the insurance companies should forth-
with make a sweeping reduction of at
least one-half what is now charged for
protection against loss incurred by fire.

Mr. Anderson Tells of His Trip to
the St. Lawrence Group.

A PRETTY ROUGH TRIP

A Paradise for Hunters, for the Party
Saw Bear, Cariboo, Mountain Goat

_» and Deer—Prospects That Are Lo-

cated Among the Glaciers.

Qariboo, mountain goats, bears and
deer—all in numbers to make a hunter
wild with fever for big game—were what
John D. Anderson, P.L. S,,saw on a
surveying trip into the country just
northwest of Revelstoke. Mr. Anderson
is just back from the trip, and although
it was a fearfully rough one he is de-
lighted with the journey.

Accompanied by a party of five, in-

: cluding a guide, he left Revelstoke a few

days ago for the country lying about 26
miles northwest of town on the Jordan
river. His aim was to survey the St.

Lawrence group, & big silver proposition
in which a number of Revelstoke people
are interested. The group lies right 1n
the heart of the huge field of glaciers
that surmount the Gold range at that
point, and a8 no trails lead into the dis-
trict it was impossible to take in pack
horses with supplies. Consequently
each member of the party had to tote
his own outfit, and the trip was doubly
fatiguing on that account. The distance
was about 20 miles up the Jordan, and
from there six miles up Wild Goose
creek, but the journey required two
days’ hard work, for the nettles and the
ferns-along the way made an almost im-
passable barrier. The undergrowth was
only a part of the trouble, however, for
it was at last passed as the men got
above the timber line, but the party
then found itself on a vast field of glare
ice, which was so slippery that it could
hardly be traversed, while crevasses
added to the danger.

It was in the snow fields near the
timber line that the surveyors saw the
bulk of the game they met during the
trip. Cariboo in plenty were grazing on
the shrubbery along the ice fields, and
although they were timid the visitors
often got in range of them. They were
not after the big game, however, a8
they could not have got out with it, and
they did not risk a shot at the animals.
As to goats there were any number of
them, and the visitors got 80 near to
them that Mr. Anderson succeeded in
taking a picture of two bucks asleep on
the ice. The huckleberry season wWas
at ite height at the time of the expedi-
tion and the black bears were feasting
on the fruit, while there were lentiful
gigns of silver tails, although the party
did not meet any of the huge brutes.

The St. Lawrence group, which is the

roperty which Mr. Anderson surveyed,

as an immense silver ledge traceable
for four miles. The lead was located by
two trappers who were looking for game
in that district.
» There were no trees near at hand

trom which to improvise survey posts, |

and the needed timber had to be packed
up from below timber line. The glacier
prevented the running of one of the sur-

- yey lines, and its course had to be indi-

cated roughly over the shimmering

sheet of ice.

Norway Mountain Country.

S.J. Brailo, who, with Stephen Bar-
baro, is interested in the Bonanza group
on Norway mountain, came in from the
property Monday, bringing with him
some samples of rock from a ledge which
was recently encountered on the group.
The mineral isa sort of a porphyry
carrying quartz tinged with copper and
arsenical iron. Mr. Brailo says that
about 50 men are at work on the proper-
ties in the Norway mountain country,
and the showing altogether is very en-
couraging. A number of cabins are go-
ing up and the prospectors mean toc carry
a'ong the permanent development of their
claims. The Brooklyn-Cascade OCity
wagon road passes within four miles of
the camp, and the miners in that dis-
trict are hopeful that the government
will extend the new Norway mountain
trail from Rossland so that it will con-
nect with the wagon road. The connec-
tion could be made, says Mr. Brailo, by
extending the trail about four miles.
The present trail, he adds, could be
widened into a wagon road with very
little effort. For the most part the trail
is built along an easy grade, and there
would be only about two miles where it
would be a hard haul for teams.

‘Work on the Giant.
On the Giant the shaft is now down
50 feet, and a small crosscut driven to-
wards the footwall has shown the ledge

at that level to be 12 feet wide. A con-
tract has been let for sinking the shaft
50 feet further, and it will be carried
down along the hanging wall. In the
tunnel where the drift is in about 30
feet, some mineral is being met, al-
though the chute towards which the
workings are being driven is not ex-
pected for some time. On the surface
the miners have opened about 12 feet of
a ledge near the mouth of the old shaft,
and a shipment of ore has been made
from this surface find. Fourteen men
are employed at the property.

Late Ymir News.
J. L. Parker has returned from a visit

to the Ymir camp, which he reports to
be a very busy place at present. The
vein on the Tamarac, he says, has
widened out to three feet in the shaft,
;vhicb has now attained a depth of 166
eet.

The Dundee hereports is looking well.
A | rce of men is engagedin crosscutting
to "che foot wall on the 250-foot level.
The grading for the concentrator and the
cribbing for the foundation are nearly
completed.

The Utica is looking first rate. A
shaft is down about 25 feet, and the ore
encountered runs $5 in gold to the ton.
It is expected that the values will in-
crease with depth.

On the Wild Horse a seam of rich
galena that is from 12 to 156 inches wide
has been encountered in the new shaft.

There seems to be no developments in
the matter of building the Rossland
court house. The suspension of the
Turner ministry has set things all awry
at Victoria, and according to the latest
advices the contract for the erection of
the building has not yet been let.

CARIBOO CREEE CAMP. "

Work Is Progressing There at a Very
Lively Rate.

“The Cariboo Creek camp is very
lively,”” said Edward C. Finch Mon-
day. “I have just returned from an
extended visit thither. There is a great
deal of activity in road and trail build-

ing and in the development of proper-
ties, several of which are Preparege to
begin rawhiding ore when winter comes
with its snow.

The machinery for the Silver Queen
Mining company has been- landed at
Cariboo City, and at present & pack
train of ten mules and eight horses and
a team and wagon are engaged in trans-
porting it to the mine. It is anticipated
that the plant will be in operation
within the next twenty days. The
plant consists of a 5-foot Pelton water
wheel and a 4-drill air compressor.

«“Hon. George E. Foster, president of
the Silver Queen Mining company,
visited the properties of that company
last week. He also inspected the prop-
erties of the Cariboo Creek & Canadian
Mining & Development company, 1N
which he is interested. Mr. Foster ex-
pressed himself as very much pleased
with what he saw. It is the intention
of the Silver Queen Mining company to
ship two carloads of ore from it present
dump as soon as the machinery is placed
in position, so that the company’s mule
train can be employed in packing ore.
The shipments will be kept up all win-
ter.

«A. P. Patrick, provincial land sur-
veyor, went to the Cariboo Creek &
Canadian properties a few days since for
the purpose of surveying them in order
that they may be crown granted. His
transit and some other things were on a
pack horse. The horse began to buck
when he was on the trail above the
dump of the Golden Hope, and the re-
sult was that he went over the dump
and down a distance of about 200 feet,
which was almost perpendicular. The
horse rolled over and over in going this
distance and smashed what there wasin
the pack. The transit, which was worth
$175, was broken into small fragments.
The result .was that Mr. Patrick was
compelled to go out and get a new fran-
sit before he could begin the surveys.
The horse escaped with the loss of an
eye and several very bad cuts and
bruises.

«J.G.McMillan, who is acting as su-

rintendent of the Cariboo Creek &

anadian Mining & Development com-
pany, was out on the trail the other day
when he saw in front of him a mountain
goat and her kid. He was rsuaded
that he could catch the kid,and jumping
off, took after him. Mac is somewhat of
a sprinter and gave the kid a lively
chase. Finally the kid made & jump
and Mac followed suit and found himself
tied up in a heap at the bottom of a 10-
foot gully with the goat standing on a
nearby hill chewing a devil’s club and
waiting for Mac to catch up.”

Secured the Mascot Fraction.
The British Columbia (Rossland and
Slocan) syndicate has practically secured
the Mascot fraction on Columbia mount-

ain. The property is owned by the Mas-
cot Gold Mining company, which will
hold a meeting in a few days to confirm
the sale of the claim to the syndicate.
The price paid is $9,000, of which one-
half will be cash.

Besides the Mascot fraction the syndi-
cate owns the Michigamie, the Banner
fraction and the Columbia Mountain
fraction, all lying in & group just south
of the Columbia-Kootenay.

The syndicate intends to carry on the
development of its holdings. A J. Mec-
Millan is the manager of the syndicate,
and G. W. Waterlow of London, who is
now in the city, is one of the heavy
shareholders.

THE EUREKA SOLD

Purchaser Is W. H. Watts of the
Toronto Board of Trade.

THE PRICE WAS $30,000

The Property Is a Free Milling Prop-
osition, and Assays as High as 820
to the Ton—Latest News From Nor-
way Mountain.

The Eureka, on Eagle creek, about a
mile from the Nelson-Poorman, and
four miles from Nelson, has been sold
to W. H. Watts, a member of tho To-
ronto board of trade, for $30,000. The
gellers are William Swerdfiger and W.P.
Leitch, who received a cash payment of
$3,000 Monday. The deal was put
through by J. H. Patterson & Co. and
Louis DeVoin. The purchaser was

represented by G.C. Longstreet, who
expects to put a crew at work im-
mediately upon the property. The

Eureka is a free-milling proposition, |&

traversed by two leads, one of which has
been exposed by an open cut six feet by
80 feet in size, which proves it to
about 18 inches wide upon the surface,
The other vein, which is the main lead
on the claim, is five feet wide, and is
opened by & 20-foot shaft, showing
quartz assaying from $15 to $20 in gold.
All the quartz which was crushed and
panned showed stringers of gold.

MR. WATERLOW INTERVIEWED.

His Opinion of the Camp and Its
" Future in London.

Among the distinguished visitors to
Rossland this summer is George 8.

Waterlow of London, Eng., who has
spent three or four weeks in Rossland
and vicinity, examining the various
mining properties in which he and his
friends are interested. Mr. Waterlow is
a son of Sir Sydney Waterlow, Bart., an
ex-lord mayor of London, and is also one
of the directors of the paper makers,
Waterlow & Sons, a company employ-
ing some six thousand hands, and hav.
ing a capital of $6,250,000. He is also a
magistrate and deputy-lieutenant of the
Qity of London, and few men are better
known or more respected in the highest

financial circles in London than Mr.’

Waterlow.

Thinking that an expression of his |

opinion on the mineral resources of the
Rossland district might be of interest, a
MINER representative called upon Mr.
Waterlow when that gentleman kindly
gave his views with regag;d to Rossland
and the district.

In answer to inquiries Mr. Waterlow
stated that he had been interested in
this camp for some three years, and
though from careful reading and study

of the situation he knew much of what |

was going on here, he was greatly sur-
prised at the progress that had been
made in Rossland—the *‘ Oity of the
Hills”—and was much struck by the
general happiness and the apparent
prosperity of those who live here. It

geemed nothing short of marvelous to

him that in a new country, so remote
from other centers, there should be
electric lights, telephones  and other
conveniences, which many of the large
provincial towns in England lacked at
the present time. He predicted for this
city a great future, and believed that if
the citizens realized fully the great
chances before them that . Rossland
would continue to be the * hub’’ of this
Kootenay country, and the center of the
commercial and financial transactions of
the mining industry of southern British
Columbia. .

As to the mineral resources of the dis-
trict, Mr. Waterlow said that he was
very much struck by the immense min-
eral wealth of the district. He, of
course, realized that this was not to be
won except by considerable expenditure
of money and of labor, hence it would be
necessary for companies with large capi-
tal to operate out here, and 1t was neces-
gary that the capital should be intelli-
gently directed in order to produce de-
gsirable results. Having visited some of
the large mines in the vicinity, such as
the Le Roi, Centre Star and War Eagle,
and also a large number of mines ina
much smaller stage of development, he
felt quite satisfied that in time, when
more money was expended on these
mines, manv of them would develop into
properties of just as great importance
and as great wealth as the large mines
to which he had just referred. Mr.
Waterlow pointed out that it was most
important that the “wildcat” floatations,
of which a good deal had been heard in
cbnnection with million dollar compan-
ies in this country, and also in London,
should cease, as this sort of thing misled
and discouraged the intending investor
in England.

Asked as to the probabilities for the
investment of British capital here, Mr.
Waterlow stated that in his opinion,
British Columbia was not sufficiently,
known, and not properly appreciated in
Great Britain. 1i it were better known,
he felt sure that large sums of money
now lving idle in the city of London
would be sent here for investment. He
would suggest that the leading mine
owners in the district should get fo-
gether exhibits of ore, and send these
over to London to be exhibited in prom-
inent places, and at large exhibitions,
such as the Parie exhibition of 1900,
and he would also suggest that some
means should be devised for providing
the daily papers in England with tele-

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CENTRE STAR DEAL

Mine to Be Developed on BSame
Lines as War Eagle,

T. G. BLACKSTOCK TALKS

It Will Be Organized as a Separate
Company From the War Esgle—A
Quarter of a Million Will Be Spent
on Development Work.

T. G. Blackstock was interviewed a
day or two since in regard to the pur-
chase of the Centre Star. The interview
which appeared in the Toronto Globe is

as follows:
““We have purchased the Centre Star,”’

gaid Mr. Blackstock, “and paid for it the
sum of two million dollars in cash. Mr.
Galt left this morning for Rossland to
take over the property and make ar-
rangements for continuing operations.

The mine was purchased for the syndi-
cate of which Mr. Gooderham is the
head, and not for the War Eagle com-
pany. Itisour intention to do with the
property precisely what we did with the
gVar Eagle: Develop it vigorously, make
a mine of it and form a company to op-
erate it when it reaches a stage where it
can ship steadily. Development will
probably go on for a year before any-
thing is done toward shipping ore, and
,we shall spend a quarter of a million or
more on it in that time.

Not a Developed Mine.
«] suppose that with a few weeks’
preparatory work the Centre Star could
ship about a hundred tons a day, but

we do not regard it as a thoroughly de-
veloped mine. The ore bodies known
to exist on it have not been thoroughly
explored, but give indication that the

roperty may become one of great value.
There is a great deal of second-grade ore
in sight, but we have not taken it into
our calculations in acquiring the prop-
erty. It lies on the side of Red moun-
tain, adjacent to the Le Roi and War
Eagle, but there will, I fancy, be no
economy in working it from the War
Eagle shafts, as the ore bodies are located
differently from those of the War Eagle.
At present the principal development is
by a tunnel, which at its inner end gives
a depth of 300 feet from the surface.
shaft goes down from 100 to 150 feet
further, but it is really a prospecting
shaft, and the engineers will probably
rearrange the working plans when the
mine is developed. The important feat-
are of the situation is that the Le Roi
+has proved the ore body to a depth of
750 feet, or 450 feet below the Centre
Star tunnel, while the War Eagle has
proved it at another point 150 feet fur-
ther down than the Centre Star tunnel.
It is, therefore, an undoubted fact that
there is ore at least twice as far down as
the Centre Star workings now extend,
and it is this ore we propose to open up.

The Question of Smelting.
“The question of smelting becomes an
important one in view of the extent of
_.ore shipment probable within the next

year. If the C. P.R. carries out its
promise to smelt the ore at cost I see no
reason why we should build a
smelter for War Eagle and Centre Star
ores. I am inclined to think the Trail
smelter will be in a position to handle
ore very cheaply when the output
reaches 1,000 tons a day or more, a8 it
will before long. There are enough
varieties of ore to almost secure self-
flushing, the manager of the smelter tells
me, and with cheap coke from the
Crow’s Nest Pass by fall, rates at the
smelter should go down. Our contract
for War Eagle ore was $7.50 upto a
certain tonnage, and $7 if we exceeded
it. I think we are shipping enough now
to get a rate of $7. It is not too much
to expect that when all the conditions

-

of which I have spoken are in operation | P

the rate for freight and treatment shall
not exceed $5,50 per ton. "
A Heavy Increase in Tonnage.

¢« That the tonnage will be available

seems certain. The War Eagle, now
with only a second-rate hoisting plant,
is shipping about 200 tons a day, and

when the improvements now in pro-
gress are completed the mine wilfbe
“able to ship at least 300 tons. I do not
say that we will ship 300, but it would
be nothing extraordinary if we did. The
Centre Star, when developed, will give
300 tons a day also, say, 600 tons for
these two mines. The British America
corporation from the Le Roi and" its
other properties will ship at least 300
tons a day, and the owners of other

roperties would probably feel indignant
if we did not credit them with 300 tons a
day also. I am therefore well within.
the mark when I say that in a year from
pow Rossland will be sending from 1,000
to 1,200 tons of ore daily to the smelters.
Most, if not all, of this will be handled
at Trail if the C. P. R. carries out, as 1
thlt\k it will, its promise to smelt at
COBt.

“ Tt will give some idea of the value of
the Rossland mines as a source of labor
to the miners and revenue to the rail-
way to know that the War Eagle ac-
counts of last month before we began
the shipment of 200 tons daily showed
that the output of the mine was about
$4,000 per day. Of this about $1,400 a
day went to the railway and the smelt-
er, about $1,000 went for operating and
capital expensea in the mine, and the
balance of $1,600 daily went to profit
account, out of which the dividend at
the rate of $24,750 a month is paid and
s reserve is accumulated. With an out-
put from the camp of 200 tons every day
of the year the wages bill of the mines
and smelters would run into the millions.
When one goes through the gold-copper
districts of Montana one begins to un-
derstand what mining means for acoun-
try. On the run through Dakota the
trains are emptv, but whenever the
mountains are reached the cars fill up
with prosperous looking people from the
mines and smelter centers. It will be
the same in the Kootenay, which is just
at the beginning of its development.

Profits of War Eagle.

«If the Gooderham syndicate repeats
with Centre Star the success made with
War Eagle it will be a very profitable

venture. War Eagle was bought for
$700,000, but other expenses brought the
cost up to about $750,000. The property
was steadily developed, a company with
authorized capital of 2,000,000 $1 shares
was formed, of which 350,000 shares re-
sain unissued.

A GREAT TUNNEL PROJECT

re long be

A Drammage Tunnel From the Ool-
umbia to Rossland.

J. B. McArthur, Going East to Float
the Company Behind the Proposi-
tion—May Cost $4,000,000.

It is altogether possible that by the
time the snow is off the ground next
gpring work will be under way on the
great drainage tunnel which it is pro-
jected to build from the Columbia river
to tap Red mountain. J.B. McArthur,
who is interested in the company formed
to operate the tunnel, leaves for the east

today (Thursday) to arrange for
the capital necessary to carry out the
proposition.

Interested with Mr. McArthur in the
company is Charles R. Hosmer, the
millionaire manager of the Canadian
Pacific railway’s telegraph lines, who is
one of the heavy investors in the West
Kootenay Power & Light company and
in the Monte Christo, the Vilr_:[ginia and
the Centre Star companies. . S. Holt,
also of Montreal, who is one of the best
known railway men of the Dominion, is
the third member of the group, which
in April last was incorporated under the
name of the Red Mountain Tunnel com-
pany, limited, with power to construct
the tunnel.

The project is perhaps the most vast
that has yet been brought forth in con-
nection with the camp. It contemplates
the construction of a tunnel some five
miles long, stariing from the Columbia
river at a point above Trail, and ending
underneath the California mineral claim,
west of town. The tunnel would be
adapted not only to drain the mines of
the camp, but it would also ventilate
them, furnish them with light and
power and afford an economical means
of extracting their ore. It is one of the
most gigantic undertakings in the world,
and in size wonld be even longer than
the famous Sutro tunnel in Nevada.
Owing to the hardness of the rock in
this district, the cost of the enterprise
would be even proportionately greater
than that of the tunnel on the Comstock.

Aa yet no details for the construction
of the tunnel have been elaborated, but

A |it is expected that it will cost between

$2,000,000 and $4,000,000. Even on this
enormous outlay, however, the pro-
moters of the project feel that a good in-
vestment would be made possible by the
royalty which the mine owners would
be glad to pay tor the economical ex-
traetion of their ore by means of the
tunnel.

STEMWINDER ORE.

It Runs High in Copper and Gold and
Carries Some Silver.

J¥E. Boss, who has chargeof the work
on the Stemwinder in the Greenwood
camp, was among the arrivals from the
Boundary Friday. Mr. Boss brought
with him some unusally. handsome

gpecimens from the recent strike on the
property.

The ore is a chalcopyrite mixed with
feldspar and quartz, and in its general
appearance it much resembles the rock
totind in the Le-Roi. The presence of
copper is very noticeable, and the whole
surface of the samples which Mr. Boss
brought with him are heavily splashed
with yellow streaks of the ore. Assays
are most encouraging,and go far towards
establishing the claim of the Boundary
country as the coming copper camp of
the west. There is between seven and
eight feet of ore in the recent find which
Mr. Boss says will average about 20 per
cent in copper, while values as high as
22 per cent in the metal have been ob-
tained. As to gold the assays thus far
received show an average of $14 in the
recious metal, while about four ounces
of silver is present.

The discovery was made in the incline
shaft, which is being sunk from the

ift in the No. 2 shaft. At the 100-foot
levera the incline a crosscut has been
dri towards the hanging wall, and at
the time Mr. Boss left the ledge had
been exposed for a width of about 11
feet, of which between seven and eight
feet is of a character similar to the ore
which he brought with him. The hang-
ing wall had not yet been reached.
When the present strike is fully proven
a drift will be started to connect the
workings of the No. 2 shaft with the old
shaft.

The property is owned by Mr. Boss,
W.Smith and Mackenzie & Mann. They
have about 16 men at work on the claim.

A “YELLOW-LEG” CALLED DOWN.

The Canadian Mining Review, always
an enemy of the Rossland camp and the
Kootenays generally, has seen fit to
recently enlarge the wholesale stock of
misinformation contained in its columns
by a attack on the War Eagle mine and
its shares. In this screed the Review
goes so far as to accuse those who had
purchased War Eagle shares at $3 of
lunacy. In order to bolster up its pos-
ition that the shares are not worth the
price named it berates the property by
quoting conditions that existed a year
since, and others that have no existence
except in the befogged mind of the
writer of the article. Three months
gince there was $3,000,000 worth of ore
in sight in the War Eagle mine and the
recent discovery made in the 350-foot
Jevel of of a nine-foot chute of $50 rock
will go a long way towards adding an-
other million to the stock.

To say that the property has a purely
hypothetical and unjustified value
at $3 per share is wrong. The
best test of this would be to
offer those who have control of
the property $3 per share for their
hoidings. It is certain that they
would refuse it. Why? Simply because
they are confident that the mine is
worth a great deal more than $3 per
share, or $6,000,000. To say thatthe

~ property has no speculative value is all

rot. The Gooderham syndicate, which
owns the property, is made up of the
shrewdest financiers in the Dominion,
and in whose management and financial
ability the public has the utmost con-
fidence. Investors feel certain that
under the management of a syndicate
of this character their interests will be
well and carefully looked after, and no
stone left unturned to take every dollar
in value there is in the property out of
it. Itis within the range of possibilities
that a mine that has shown such
splendid results as the War Eagle in a
few hundred feet depth of developmeni
may unfold wonderful richness, and
large bonanzas of rich ore may be en-
countered in its deeper workings. It is
possible that $20,000,000, $30,000,000, or
even $50,000,000, may be paid by the
War Eagle, and this possibility is what
gives to it that speculative value and
charm for the investing public.

Besides this the War Eagle owns the
Crown Point group in the South belt
and the Richmond group in the Slocan.
These are properties of promise, which
the company intends to develop, and
these, too, have aided in giving the
shares a speculatiqe value and helped
gend them up to the $3 mark.

There are plenty of conservative men
in this community who are confident
that the shares of War Eagle will reach
the $4 mark when the new machinery is
installed and the ore output increased,
g0 that instead of dividends at the rate
of 18 per cent per annum on the par
value of the shares, they will be in-
creased to 36 per cent on the same valu-
ation. Indeed, it is anticipated that the
present ore output may be quadrupled
ingide of the next two years and then
the mine could pay dividends at the
ratefof 72 per cent on the par value of
the shares. What wonder, therefore,
would it be if the shares would go to $4
oreven $5.

There must be something besides the
condition of the War Eagle to have
superinduced this attack upon so splen-
did a property. It has been evident to
those who have read the Review that
the Rainy Lake district is the favorite
with that publication. One sees noth-
ing but praise of that section in its
columns. From these constant lauda-
tions it is evident that some one con-
nected with the Review has a financial
interest in that section. The Rainy
Lake section forms an important mining
region. The Rossland mining division
is also an important mining section. It
is not the best method, however, to de-
cry the Rossland division in order to
build up the Rainy Lake mines. Praise
up your favorite section as much as you
please Mr. Review, but let our meritori-
ous mines alone, if youcannot say some-
thing good about them, as their merits
deserve.

A PLEA FOR DEVELOPMENT.

The mining interests of this or any
other section are best built up on legiti-
mate lines, as any fraud or chicanery is
certain to react against their well being.
Money is, of course, essential and must
be had to turn prospects into mines.
Oxe of the methodes most commonly em-
ployed to raise capital for the develop-
ment of properties is by means of the
sale of stock. Where there is reason-
able ground for supposing that a pros-
pect owned by a company will ultimate-
ly prove a source of profit to the pur-
chasers of its shares the newspapers
should encourage investment in such
shares for two causes: One, because it
helps develop the country, and for the
reason that the shares will eventually be
a source of profit to the investor. In
the due course of time through the legit-
mate development of tte property the
shares of these companies advance in
value. The price is fixed by public opin-
ion, for the people are the jurors who are
forever engaged in giving verdictson the
value of shares. There are vari-
ous elements that enfer into
the public  estimate that is
placed on the shares of a mining com-
ny. The character of the management,
its ability to successfully carry on the
affairs of a property, the amount of
money in its treasury, the surface indi-
cations, the proximity of the workings
to the ore body or the actual amount of
ore in sight, the ability of a mine to pay
dividends. and the amount of its capital
stock are among these. All these and
other factors enter into the valuation
which the public places on the shares.

The policy of this paper has been to
foster and aid all mining enterprises
that are legitimate, and particularly
those in which the management is truly
endeavoring to work along honest lines
for legitimate results. It partic-
ularly resents such a barefaced at-
tempt as was recently made on
the part of the Canadian Mining Review
to “bear’’ the stock of the War Eagle
Consolidated Mining & Development
company, than which there is not a
more legitimate, more honest nor better
conducted company in the Province or
Dominion. If there is a legitimate min-
ing company anywhere it is this one,
and this fact alone reveals that the at-
tack was all the more unwarranted and
uncalled for. The danger in these zeal-
ous attempts to “bear’’ standard shares
is that they might deter the investing
public from putting money into unde-
veloped properties. If this were the
case it would be the worst thing that
could happen to a mining community
like this, for it would ‘ completely arrest
the further expansion of the industry
and would be little short of a calamity.
1f investors can be deterred from invest-
ing in a tried and proved property like
the War Eagle, how much easier would
it be to prevent them from putting
money into a new and uncertain mining
enterprise. For a mining journal that
pretends to be engaged in the fostering
of such an industry to indulge in such
backcapping is a perversion of its ends
and aims.

Happily, however, the ill effects of
the article in question can easily be dis-
counted, because it is directed against
a company that has been built up by.
fair dealing and the expenditure of large
sums of money, and along lines most
approved by legitimate miners. Those
companies in this division that have
meritorious properties and are honestly
trying to develop them, are now in the
same condition that the standard mines
of the camp were a year or two since, It
is reasonable, therefore, to suppose that
their shares, which are now selling for a
few cents, will, in a year or perhaps
less, be greatly enhanced in value. In
doing this history would be repeating it-
self.

THE EX-PREMIER’S STATEMENT.

(From Sunday’s Daily.)

The Victoria dispatches this morning
give Hon.J, H. Turner’s version of his
dismissal from office by the lieutenant-
governor. The details are not complete
and the public, in all probability, will
not be given all the inside facts until the
legislature meets, but the statement is
sufficient to show that Mr, Turner feels
that he has been very shabbily treated,
and that the lientenant-governor has
acted in an unprecedented and inconsist-
ent manner. There is considerable dis-
crepancy between the statements of
Governor McInnes and the late premier,
and we confess that so far as the facts of
the case are revealed, Mr. Turner seems
to have the best of the argument. It is
hoped that the whole question will be
thoroughly threshed out at an early
date. TUntil then it is impossible to dis-
cuss the matter intelligently.

THE SEMLIN CABINET.

(From Sunday’s Daily)

The dispatches show that Premier
Semlin has practically completed the
formation of his cabinet. There is now
a head for each public department, and
the Province once more has a responsible
government. The Mainland has fared
well in the distribution of portfolios.
Vancouver City gets two cabinet
ministers, West Yale one, and West
Kootenay one. Vancouver Island suffers
by the change, having only one repre-
gentative in the cabinet in the person of
Dr. McKechnie, of Nanaimo, who is
president of the executive councll. It
may be, however, that Mr. Semlin will
make the department of education a

gseparate portfolio and equalize matters
somewhat by appointing Hon. D, W.
Higgins to that position, and so give the
Island a second minister.

But we fail to see how the Kootenays

have benefitted by the change of govern-

ment, so far as cabinet representation is
concerned. The only difference is that
instead of having & minister of mines
from Southeast Kootenay, one has been
appointed from the Nelson Riding.
The claims of the Rossland Riding
for a portfolio have been ignored. The
district embracing the third largest city
in the Province, the greatest mining
camp in British North America, and an
jmmense area of territory in which
from one end to the other, millions of
dollars are being expended annually in
the development of mineral, agricultural
and industrial resources of incalculable
value, is left to do the best it can with a
gingle representative having no more
distinction than is accorded an ordinary
member of the legislature. Is this fair ?
Is this in accordance with the represent-
ations of the Oppositian at the last
last elections? Premier Semlin seems
to have gone outof his way to give Ross-
land the worst of it. Seeing that J,
Fred Hume hasa longer record than
James Martin as a member of the legis-
lative assembly, Mr. Semlin ;nighl} have
been excused to some extent in offering
the portfolio of mines to the Nelson man
first, but when Mr. Hume declined the
honor the premier should have at once
done hisduty to thisdistrict by requesting
Mr. Martin to take a seat in his cabinet.
But he did not do so, preferring rather
to allow Mr. Hume a considerable time
to reconsider his refusal and finally
accept. We understand that Mr. Sem-
lin did not even consult Mr. Martin with
regard to the make-up of his cabinet. °

Personally Mr, Hame is an honorable
and highly respected man. We believe
that he will do his utmost to faithfully
and conscientiously perform the respon-
gibilities devolving upon him as minister
of mines and provincial secretary, but
the fact remains that he is not 80 much
entitled to a seat in the cabinet as the
member from Rossland.

REWARD THE PROSPECTOR.

In a new mining community there is
no more important figure than the pros-
pector. He is the very genesis of the
mining industry, and without a begin-
ning there can be no end. He is the
knight errant of the mining world, for
he goes about in out of the way places,
and encounters all sorts of dangers and
hardships, principally to the end that
others may prosper, for he seldom se-
cures substantial benefits from that
which he finds. This has usually been
the history from the time that Marshall
made the first discovery of gold on the
Pacific coagt in Sutter’s millrace in Cali-

fornia in the year 1848. Marshall ben-

efited very little by a discovery that
brought fortunes to- thousands of men
and marked a new epoch of prosperity
on this continent. Comstock, one of the
first locators of the Comstock lode,
which added nearly $400,000,000 to the
world’s store of precious metal, got but
little benefit from his wonderful find.
Louis Fanaud, one of the original own-
ers' of the great Treadwell mine in
Alaska, is now spending the evening of
his life in comparative poverty on the
ghores of Christina lake. Joseph
Moris and Joseph Bourjouis sold their
interests in tbe Le Roi for the recording
fees for some other properties. It 1is
often the case when fortune knocks
at the door of a prospector and he knows
that he has struck it at last he is com-
pelled by his very necessities to part
with that which he has found through
much toil and hardship for a mere song.
Hence he is usually poor, but still the
prospector keeps on his nomadic rounds,
hoping in the end to find that which will
give him a competence. In this pursuit
no craggy mountain is too steep for him
to ascend. No deep, dry valley to wide
for him to cross. Swollen rivers, mad
with the motion given them by the
melting snow, offer no obstacle to his
progress, and so he goes on and on, and
often passes over the Great Divide before
he has secured that, which to him, has
been a mere elusive shadow. There are
cases where they secure substantial re-
wards, but these are the exceptions, and
not the rule.

The Provincial government in its wis-
dom has seen fit to pass & measure that
is beneficial tothe farmers and will
doubtless foster, build up and encourage
that important industry. Farming 1]
one of the great industries of the Prov-
ince, but it is secondary to the greatest
of Provincial industries, that of mining.
The government should aid the mining
industry in other ways than in the mere
matter of building trails, roads and the
assisting of railway construction. The
poorly recompensed prospector should
be encouraged by some form of govern-
mental recognition. The discoverer of a
rich property, like the Le Roi, the
Centre Star, the War Eagle, the Payne
and the Slocan Star, confers a great
favor on mankind, because he virtually
adds from $1,000,000 to $50,000,000 tothe
wealth of the world. This wealth
as 8soon Aas it reaches the
channels of everyday commerce,
is ever after of tne greatest possible ben-
ofit, the theory being the more money
the greater the general prosperity. Hence
the discoverer of a really good or great
mining property is so much a benefactor
to his fellow man that he is in every way
worthy of eubstantial recognition and
reward at the hande of his fellow men.
It is, therefore, obvious that the -gue-
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cessful prospector should be rewarded.
It will be said that the finding of a rich
mine is in itself a sufficient recompense.
This is not the case always, for the reas-
on that the prospector rarely receives a
tithe of the real value of the property
because, as was said before, he is com-
pelled by his usual chronic state of pov-
erty to part with it for whatever he can

| get.

This recognition of the prospector is
not dictated by mere sentiment, as it
has its ulitarian side. There is nothing
that impels human action so much as
the hope of reward. From a cold-
blooded standpoint of results to be
attained, the Government should do as
suggested in this article. In British
Columbia there is a mining section the
like of which in richness and extent does
not lie outdoors on God’s footstool. It
is best for the present generation that as
much of this mineral wealth as possible
be extracted at the earliest possible
moment. -Make it certain that the
finder of a meritorious property will be
given a suitable reward and there will be
renewed and extra exertion all along the
line, and sueh discoveries will be made
within the nex{ few years as will astonish
the world. Have a law enacted covering
this matter at the earliest possible
moment. It will help the Province
more than any other legislation that
could possibly be enacted.

Tae Miner heartily agrees with the
Victoria Colonist when it says that it is
of importance that British Columbia
should be represented at Quebec during
the sitting of the international confer-
ence. The Province has many interests
directly involved in the deliberations ot
that body, and it is desirable that some
person should be there, charged with
some kind of authority to speak in its
behalf. It is satisfactory to note that
the boards of trade of Victoria and Van-
couver have taken up this question, and
it is hoped that the Provincial govern-
ment will act upon the suggestion with-
out delay. :

‘A BIG TUNNEL.
A Huge Plant Purchased To Bore
Through a Mountain.

Among other great things within its
confines, West Kootenay will have a
300 foot 1ailway tunnel, one of the
longest on the continent and the longest

tunnel in the Dominion for one driven
through solid rock. The tunnel islocated

on the Columbia & Western railway,now | PeOP

a part of the Canadian Pacific system,
about three miles from Brooklyn, B. C.,
and at an altitude of about 2000 feet
above above the Columbia river. It di-
mensions are 3000 feet long, 21 feet high
and 16 feet in width, and it will require
the excavation of about 28,000 cubic
yards or 85,000 tons of syenite which is
the prevailing rock of the mountain. It
will take about 10 months to drive this
tunnel although the other portion of the
line will be completed before that time.
During the driving of the tunael, trains
will be transported over the divide by
means of a series of 10 switchbacks
which will be abandoned when the
tunnel is completed. McLean Bros.
have the contract under Messrs. Mann,
Foley & Larson and have purchased a
large Ingersoll-Sergeant plant from the
James Ooorer Manufacturing company
of Montreal through their agent James
D. Sword, consisting of two large com-
preseors, 14 air drills, boilers, pipe line,
etc., the cost of which when installed
will be about $22,000. The tunnel will
be driven from both ends and the driv-
ing should progress at the rate of from
8 to 10 feet per day on each end.
