London, May 28.—The allies are de­
scribed as “buoyantly optimistic,” 
concerning the operations in the Dar­
danelles, owing to the daily arrival of 
reinforcements of troops, ships and 
guns, in a despatch to the Times from 
Moudros.

WEST LAND REGULATIONS.

HHHE sole head of a family, or any male 
over 18 years old, may homestead a 

quarter-section of available Dominion land 
in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap­
plicant must appear in person at the Do­
minion Lands Agency or Sub Agency for 
the District. Entry by proxy may be made 
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but not 
Sub-Ag';ncy), on certain conditions.

Du tier—Six mouths residence upon and 
cultivation of the land mi each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of 
at least 80 acres, ou certain conditions. .A 
habitable house is required except, where 
residence is performed in the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader la 
good standing may pre ernpt a quarter- 
section alongside his homestead.
$3.00 per acre.

Duties Six months residence In each of 
three years after earning homestead pat­
ent; also 50 acres extra cultivation. Pre­
emption patent may be obtained as soon &a 
homestead patent, on certain conditions.

A settler who has exhausted bis home­
stead right may take a purchased home­
stead in certain districts, price $3 00 per 
acre. Duties—Must résilie six months In 
each of three year«, cultivate 50 acres and 
erect a house worth $300.

The area of cultivation Is subject to re­
duction in case of rough, scrubby or slouy 
land. Live stock may be substituted for 
cultivation under certain conditions.

It is a 
long way to such a period, but two 
leviathans bagged by one submarine 
inside of a few hours gives cause for 
some anxiety. The heaviest armored 
ship is as vulnerable as a turtle under­
neath. In this war the flying machine 
has proved of excellent service for 
observation purposes, but as a de­
structive agent of not very much ac­
count. The underwater craft, on the 
other hand, have fully demonstrated 
themselves to be the most deadly of 
modern inventions.

The fiercest sustained fighting yet 
recorded in connection with this, the 
greatest of all struggles, has been 
taking place in the eastern section. It 
is the manifest endeavor of the Kaiser- 
ites to break the Russian lines at all 
costs, in order to better help the Aus­
trians repel the Italian invasion of that 
country. The enemy would seem to 
have munitions without apparent end, 
and as for human life, that is being 
thrown away with a prodigality for 
which there is no parallel. Petrograd 
seems to regard the situation as not 
warranting any alarm, but the facts do 
not seem to endorse that sanguine 
feeling.

The French continue to report suc­
cess of a slight nature, and the troops 
at work off the Dardanelles are mani­
festly in for some lengthy operations.

GERMANS FORCED BACK.

Berlin, May 28, via London, 3.30 p. 
m.—A reverse at the hands of the 
Russians in the fighting along the 
River San, in Central Galicia, 
nounced in to-day’s statement from 
the War Office.

“ROLLICKING WOUNDED”
The secretary of the Congregational 

Union of England and Wales has re­
ceived a letter from one of the Con­
gregational chaplains at the front, 
written on March 16, in which the fol­
lowing appears:

I think that spirit is indica­
tive of much. It is the earnest of 
the coming victory.”
BAND PLAYS MEN TO DINNER

At six in the morning you hear the 
stentorian voice of the N.C.O. of the 
guard sing out: “Show a leg there.” 
With many murmurs of dissatisfac­
tion we creep out of our warm blan­
kets and hasten to put on our clothes 
for the roll-call at 6.30, writes a motor 
driver at the front.

After that with many grimaces and 
shivers, we wash in ice-cold water.

iOBKAISERITE BRUTALITY.
More than one illustration has been 

given in this paper of the brutality and 
deeds of vandalism which the Prussian 
spirit of militarism has developed in 
Germany. Take another example— 
the students’ duels. A contributor 
writing to an English magazine says:

“The first time I walked down the 
streets of Gottingen I was both de­
lighted and horrified.

“The picturesque old-world build­
ings, with their profuse outside orna­
mentation, the many-tinted strings of 
sausages in the shop windows, the 
peasant women carrying immense bas­
kets on their backs, the primitive wag­
ons drawn by oxen, and, above all, the 
students with their gaily-colored caps, 
their circular cloaks and their huge 
cigars presented a scene so novel and 
interesting that I felt I had been sud­
denly transplanted into the Middle 
Ages and that one of the mediaeval 
scenes I had often seen in pictures had 
actually come to life and was moving 
all around me.

But amid all the brightness and 
beauty there was one sight that seem­
ed to me so dreadful and so sad that 
I could only wonder why such a thing 
was permitted. It was the sight of the 
students’ scarred mutilated faces.

“Any one who has been to a Ger­
man university town will know how 
seriously the mensur—the students’ 
duel—is held in respect, and how uni­
versally it is practised. Here in Eng­
land we have only a dim idea of what 
goes on: we hear about the students’ 
duels, and we imagine that they are 
only of rare occurrence, or that they 
are merely a kind of game with blunt 
sabres.

"No such thing! Go to Gottingen 
or Heidelberg and notice every stu­
dent you meet, and you will very 
quickly realize that the mensur plays a 
most important part in a German stu­
dent’s university career.

MALE HELP WANTED aï 5 THE PROBS
By Special Wire to the Courier.

London,v May 28.—The fortress cf 
Przemysl, garrisoned this time by 
Russians instead of Austrians, is once 
more threatened with investment.

Just as the Russians, after surround­
ing Przemysl and starving out its 
Austrian garrison forced the surren­
der of the fortress on the 22nd of last 
March, so Austro-German troops, who 
have driven a wedge thrugh Central 
Galicia, are now attempting a double 
flanking movement, and with growing 
intensity of attack, are seeking to en­
circle Przemysl from the north and 
the southeast.

According to Vienna reports pro­
gress is being made in both directions 
and if the advance is not checked 
Przemysl will either be isolated from 
the rest of the Russian army, or the 
Russian troops, which fell back to 
the San will be forced into further 
retreat.

This situation in Galicia is unques­
tionably of great strategic importance 
at the present time and even the Brit­
ish press concedes that the position of 
Przemysl is serious. It is described 
as the key to the whole Russian posi­
tion in Galicia, and its fall will mean 
that the railroad running eastward to 
Lemberg, the main artery of the Russ­
ian supplies in this region will fall 
into Austrian hands. Reports that 
this railroad line already has been 
severed are still without confirmation 
to-day.

Fighting along the Austro-Italian 
frontier still is in the development 
state. There is virtually no change 
on the western battle front, and the 
British and the French admit that the 
Turks are so strongly entrenched on 
the Gallipoli peninsula that only siege 
warfore can be waged there.

1 London, May 28.—No trace has 
been found of a harbor steam launch 
which was moored alongside the 
Princess Irene, or its crew of five or 
ten since the explosion which destroy­
ed the big steamer, and it is assumed 
five more names must be added to the 
list of dead.

One possible survivor of the ex­
plosion is in a hospital suffering from 
shock. He was picked up in the water 
some time after the explosion, but it 
has not been learned whether he was 
a member of the Princess Irene’s crew 
or was blown out of some small bo it 
near by. Only one body has been re­
covered. Two barges which were also 
alongside the Irene were demolished.

A naval officer whp witnessed the 
explosion, said in describing it

“The ship was moored seventy 
yards from the point on shore where 
I was standing. Suddenly I noticed rt 
little whisp of smoke aboard and call­
ed out, “Is there a fire there?”

“Before the men could answer there 
came an explosion like a volcanic 
eruption.

London, May 27—The Princess 
Irene, a British mine-laying ship, was 
literally blown to atoms with at 
least 325 men aboard as she lay at 
anchor in Sheerness harbor yesterday. 
The explosion apparently was inter­
nal, its origin being marked- by com­
plete mystery, and so far as known, 
only one man has survived, a stoker 
named David Wills, who was picked 
up badly injured.

It is understood that all but three 
of her crew of 250 men were aboard 
the steamer, as well as 78 dockyard 
men carrying out repairs. Some esti­
mates, however, place the number of 
victims much higher. The Daily Mail 
asserts that in addition to the 78 
shipwrights there were on board 100 
workmen from Chatham, as well as 
240 members of the crew, whch would

i The disaster has immediately re- 
( called the fate of the British battle­
ship Bulwark, which was mysterious­
ly blown up on November 26, at 
practically the identical spot in which 
rested the Princess Irene, with the 
loss of some 736 officers and men. The 
destruction of the Bulwark was never 
explained. There were rumors at the 
time that a German submarine had 
slipped into Shearness harbor and 
launched a torpedo at the warship, 
subsequently stealing away without 
detection. It has since seemed more 
probable, however, that the Bulwark 
was blown up by an internal explos­
ion—the inference being, of course 
that a spy accomplished the work. 
WAS 70 YARDS FROM SHORE, 
The Princess Irene, which is a Can­

adian Pacific liner, requisitioned by 
the government, was lying at her 
moorings 70 yards off Port Victoria 
at 11 o’clock in the morning her 
decks crowded with busy workmen. 
The harbor was filled with vessels 
of all descriptions. Nothing of an 
extraordinary nature had occurred to 
arouse suspicion.
