31.—(By wireless to
Sayville) —Measures of reprisal up-
on Russian prisoners have been or-
dered by the German Government
pending the Russian Government’s
acceptance of German demands for
improved treatment of German
prisoners of war in Russia, accord-
ing to the semi-official North Ger-
man Gazette.

This newspaper states that the
German Government asked of the
Russian Government that it put an
end to conditions which were caus-
ing suffering to German prisoners
of war, and that the period given
by the German Government for
compliance having elapsed without
a satisfactory answer from Russia,
the German Government has or-
dered reprisals. To this end, it is
stated, a number of officers belong-
ing to crack Russian regiments have
been transférred to a special camp
where discipline is especially se-
vere, and where they will remain
until the Russian Government com-
plies with the German request.
