Stomach Worm Loss Preventable.

Anlmal husbandry division imen at
the University of Minnesota Farm
say that sheep owners of, the state
have suffered great losses among
their flocks by reason of the stomach
worm. The lambs suffer the most.

“The beet preventive and the onq
most easily given,” says Philip A.
Anderson of the division, “is copper
sulphate or blue stone, as it is often
known. Make a 1 per eent. solution
by dissolving one-quarter of a pound
of the blue stone in a pint of bolling
water, adding cold water to make
three gallons, being sure that u clear
solution is obtained and always us-
ing an earthenware or a wooden
receptacle. The dose for lambs, ac-
cording to size, is three-quarters of
an ounce to one and one-half ounces,
for older sheep, two and one-half
cunces to three ounces. An ordinary
tablespoon holds vne-half ounce.

“A veterinarian’'s syringe can be
used, but care must be exercised in
not pushing the plunger of the
syringe too rapidly, as the solution
may enter the luugs and give trouble.
This treatment should be repeated
in ten days or two weeks, or, if the
flock is badly infested, two or three
times during seasons at intervals of
30 days.”

much ammunition and twine for neta
as amounts to the value of a dollar,
Certain places throughout the north-
lund, generally some trading post on
the bank of one of the larger rivers
which flow through the region, are
made the appointed meeting places,
To these once a year the Government
geut comes carrying in Lis grips
tens of thousan of dollars in one
wnd two-dollar bills. Larger denomi-
nutions are never used,

Out on the open plain the agent
stands surrounded by the vast con-
course of red men, chiefs, headmen,
aged hunters, young bucks, squaws
and myriads of children. One by one
the Indlans come forward and re-
ceive their yearly treaty, the white
man checking off each name in Lis
book as he pays. The agent is always
& man carefully chosen for his work,
one with knowledge of the natives
gained by years of close personal
touch. Generally he speaks one or
more ]:\I\Rllﬂsl 8.

As there is little possibility of the
land ever being settied, that part of
the wording of the treaty which
stipulates that the Government will
yearly pay out so much money per
person according to their rank ‘“for-
ever and aye,” in all likelihood will
be paid forever and aye, in keeping

. with the original wording, which is
Ha.mllton J more than can be said of many
treaties made with aboriginal people

by the white invaders,
