The maan’s nodes are not stationed,
but move backward on the moon’'s orbit,
completing a revolution in about 19
vears, when the eclipses of the period
recur in the same order and at about
the same intervals are before, This
period of 1S years and 1 days is called
the saros. It w known to the Chal-
deans and the Greeks and gave them thelr
data for computing eclipses.

Any intelligent person can _trace the
sun’'s path in the heavens. If the sun
rises exaotly in the east and sets in the
west it is the time of the equinoxes. If
the sunrise and sunset points are farthiest
north and the sun at noonday is highest
in the heavens it is the time of the sum-
mer solstice.

TEMPERANCE NOTES |

The Field Day work of the Alliance
is this year meeting with great success.
This work consists in the holding,
upon the same dav, of Sunday services
in most of the churches ot a couaty, a:
which services the pulpits are supplied
bv special deputations of Alliance
workers, Sometimes there are more
than a hundred of such services on one
day. The field occupied for the re-
mainder of this year, before the work
is dropped for the Local Option cam-
paigning that will calminate on Janu:
ary 5th, is as follows :—Nov, 9th,
Toronto ; Nov. 16th, Victoria and
Haliburton ; Nov. 23rd, Bruce ; Nov
80th, Glengarry, Russell and Prescott.;
De-, 9th, Middlesex and Lonion. In
these services the Alliance iv reachin:
a great many people and doing a great
amount cf very valaable educating of
public sentiment.

Some change has taken place in the
list of Local Option campaigns now
under way. Some of the municipali-
ties failed to present in time their peti-
tions for the submission of by-laws.
The number of by laws to be voted
upon as far as now reported is foitv-
four. The liquor party have already
secured the submission of repeal by-
laws in ten Local Option municipali-
ties. There are seven Canada Tem-
perance Act campaigns under way.
This makes a total of sixty one contests
that will be fought out at the polls in
the near future.

The courts have decided that the li-
censes issued this vear in the village of |
Aurora are legal. A section of  the [
License Act provides that when =«
Local Option by-law has been declared
carried at the polls, but is subsequent- |
ly quashed by the courts, zo licences
may be issued in the municipality
affected withouu the special consent of
the Provincial Secretary. When Au-
yora voted, the municipal clerk declared
the by-law approved. At asubsequent
that one vote

ruled that eyidence could not be taken
as to how the illegal ballot was marked,
and that he theretore could not certify
having the necessary
three-fifths vote. The action in ques-
tion was taken to decide whether or
not the commis-ioners could issue
licenses under the circumstances Wwith-
out the consent of the Hon. Mr Hanna.
The dourts have now held that the
clause mentioned does not apply in as
much as there was not really a by-law
in the case, no third reading of the
proposed by law having been given by
the municipal council.

“It has come to my notice,” said
Mr Ayer, “from various sources, that
United States buyers are raiding the
farmers throughout Eastern Ontario
and points in the Province of Quebec,
buying up whole herds of dairy cattle
and youn cattle. The prices they are
payiog are 8o mach in advance of what
the tarmers have been accustomed to
that the farmers seem to have lost
their heads.

“Such thoughtless proceedings bv
the farmers will leave our dairy coun-
try impoverished, and will seriously
affect the amount of milk, butter and
cheese available for next year, It is
time, to my mind, that an alarm was
gounded, lest more farmers than haie
aiready done so, will permit American
woney to dominate and injure the
dairy cattle market in Canada.

“Under the new American tariff
there is no doubt that the dairy farmer
will obtain higher prices next year for
his products than he has bzen accus-
tomed to secure. If it were possible
to enact a law probibiting the killing
of heifer calves, our dairy herds could
be increased in a short time, not only
to meet the needs of the milk consum-
ing public, but also to supply the mar-
ket with baby beef. This latter means

{ American interests are allowed to
J interfere with it. I am optimistic
regarding the future of the dairy in-
dustry here in Canada.

SHORT WEIGHTS IN CHEESE

For a  considerable time persistent
complaints were made to officers ot the
Department of Agriculture at Ottawa
by producers and vendors of dairy pro-
duce in Eastern Ontario and Quebec
regarding the unsatisfactory methods
by which butter and cheese were
weighed in Montreal. So numerous
were the charges and so serious the
allegations that it was considered nec-
essary by the Goyernment to have the
matter properly investigated. Conse-
quently in the summer of 1912 a royal
commission was appointed. The in-
veatigation by this commission covered
several months and involved the tak- |
ing of evidence at many points and
from many people who were consider-
ed likely to be able to shed light on
the subject.

The report of the commission, con-
sisting of a pamphlet of 17 pages, is
ready to be sent to those who apply
for it to the publications branch of the
Department of Agriculture, at Ottawa.

THE GALTON WHISTLE.

In the sense ot heaing numerous prob-
lems have interested the experimental
psychologist. Among these may be men-
tion the range of sounds that can be
heard by an individual-—that is, the
limit both above and below which no
sound- can be heard. The solution of
these two problems, the determination
of the upper and lower limit of &ound,
has occasioned a great deal of careful
work and the construction of iany
forms of apparatus, IFor determining
the uprer limit of sound for any indi-
vidual—and individuals differ consider-
ably—the Galton whistle is generally
used. It consists of a tiny pipe, which
is lengthened or shortencd by a piston
adjustment by a wicromete; v. This
little instrument can lLe ulated to
make a tone which is too high for any
human ear to hear, and which will final-
ly produce only a painful scneation.

The Galton whistle was devised by
Francis Galton for his study of indivi-
dual differences, Ie nad one of the
whistles built into the end of his cane.
and as he walked through the zoological
gardens he would“blow it near the ears
of the various animals. He adjusted
the whistle too high for his own ear
to hear, and if the various animals re-
sponded to the sound, he knew that
their upper limit was greater than that
of the human ear. The ordinary hu-
man ear can detect a tone whose vibra-
tion rate is at least 25000 vibrations
per second, while the whistle will pro-
duce 50,000 per second. This upper lim-
it varies with the age of the individual
to such an extent that, if the upper lim-
it at 176 vears of age were 50000 vi-
brations, at 60 years of age it would
be about 25,000 . per Strand

PACKING OF FRUITS

Government lssues a Parﬁ-
phlet on Recent Changes.

Canadian fruits, than which there are
none better, are now regarded in the mar-
kets of the world at lg‘?ir true worth.
Through the operations of the Inspection
and Sale Act, the packing of Canadian
fruit has been greatly improved and the
dr\‘elOpmoan the trade accelerated.
From time to time since its enactment,
a8 experience has indicated, the Act has
been improved, in order to more com-
pletely encourage and protect the indus-
try. The latest amendment to the Act,
which as passed during the past session
of Parliament, extends inspection to im-
ported fruit,therchy placing it on equal
footing with that grown in Canada.
The amendment provides that the Gov-
ernor-in-Councii by regulation may pre-
scribe the kinds of imported fruit, the
packages containing which must be brand-
ed or marked; the brands or marks to
be used thereon, as well as the methods
and places where such branding shall be
done, Qther minor changes were effected
in the Act,

For the information of those interest-
cd in the fruit trade, there has been is-
sued by the l).liry and - Cold Storage
Commissioner a pamphlet designated
Julletin No. 40 of the Dairy and Cold
Storage Branch, containing the Inspec-
tion and Sale Act, Part 9, (the TFruit
Marks Act and Fruit Packages) as am-
ended. Copies of this bulletin are avail-
able to those whoapply for them to the
publications branch of the department
of agriculture at Ottawa.
