FORT STEELE MINING PROSPHCTS
Fort Steele, May 12.—~The group of
mines known . as the North Star were
discovered in' the summer of 1894. They
were purchased by D. D. Mann, of
Montreal, who formed a company for
the purpose of developing them. <Con-
siderable work was done in the. follow-
ing season, but the last year they have
been laying idle in consequence of the
depression in the money market and
the fall of silver. The prospects are
brighter this spring. Word has been:
received to go ahead, and im all proba-
bility 'we will very sqon see a number
of men at work ng things into
shape, and bullding the wagon road
from the Kootenay river up to the
mines, for which an appropriation has
been made by the Provincial :
ment. In the annual report of the
Minister of Mines for 1893, &
tion is given of the group, from which

erty, consisting of four 1500 feet
square claims, situate about 20 miles
northwest of Fort Steele, being an im-
mense body of steel galena. A consid-
erable afnount of development work
has been done on the property. The
work extends over about 450 feet of the
lode. The greatest depth from the sur-
face reached is 66 feet in the main
shaft, sunk at the original discovery
‘cut, where the first body of ore was
bared by the discoverers by removing
the overlying wash material. The vast
body of mineral runs through where the
drift shows solid galena and carbon-
ates for the remarkable width of 65
feet. It was not opened out until after
the jpurchase. of the main was made.
It seems fair-to conclude that the work

not be looked for ln£ regular width
and richness throughout. There seems
very good indications in this case for
their continuamce in lengthened depth.

Assays of over 65 ores have been ob-
tained, whilst the carbonate ore ap-
pears generally to run somewhat lower
in silver. The ore is asserted to be of
the very finest quality for smelting.
The mine is within 16 miles of the
Kootenay river, on which there are at
present two steamboats running. he
country between the mines and fthe
river is easy for wagon road construc-
tion.”

A short distance from the North Star
on the same hill there is’'a group,
known as the Sullivan group, which is
similar to the North Star, only there
has not been much development work
done,
about 22 feet in width of solid galena,
the formation being quartzite and por-
phyry, the ore assaying 54 per cent.
lead, 30 oz. silver, with a itrace of gold.
The road about to 'be built to the
North Star will pass close to this
group, so that there will be very little
difficulty in making connections with
it. A stream runs across ‘the property,
affording every facility for water
power, there being a good mill site and
lots of timber. So, from the action the
North Star owners are taking ‘this
spring, we may expect to see quite a
1ot of work done on these claims this
season.

It is this use of political power
for ‘the purpose of confiscation—not
more moral surely than if the spoilers’
weapon were the revolver instead of
the ballot—that is the thing really to
be feared. Akin to the last mentioned
question, says the writer, is that of the
unemployed. The number of these is
increasing in spite of all restrictions
on immigration. The cause usually
assigned is the discharge of hands, ow-
ing to the increased use of machinery
on the farm, as'well as in the factory,
to which may perhaps be added the in-
flux of women into employments hith-
erto assigned to men. To me, says the
Professor, it has throughout seemed
that heneath all the social and politi-
cal ferment, with which the age is
rife, lies the disturbance, by the pro-
gress of religious scepticism, of the be-
liefs by which the social system .and
social morality have hitherto been up-
held.

On restlessness
in the domain of sex, he says:

In America, as in England, and in
the other colonies of England the rest-
lessness of the age has extended to the
domain of sex. Some women are long-
ing to break through the established
limitations of womanhood, while they
show an inclination to disparage what
have hitherto been considered at once
the natural duties and glories of wo-
man. They are now seeking to grasp
political power, which in their hands
“would be divorced from responsibility,
since the burden and duty from up-
holding and safeguarding the State
must ever remain where nature has
put them—in the man. As yet, only
two far Western States have adopted
woman suffrage in its full political
form. It has suffered some defeats in
other quarters, and was Tejected by
the Constitutional Convention of New
York. On that occasion the opposition
to it included a large and distinguished
body of women, 'who thought that they
foresaw the ultimate conseguences to
their sex of an attempt to remove the
landmarks of nature. When the full
tide of. ale emotion shall be added
to the ‘political vertex, when women
shall become political, '‘when the fe-
male demagogue with her platform
shall be fully -developed, the final trial
of popular government ;will-be mear.

The article deals with all the burning
questions of the day; its intense
thought and flowing sentences com-
mend it to those anxious to study mod-
ern developments.

Several of the Aldermen took an ocu-
lar lesson in tuberculosis yesterday after-
moon at Dr. Hinman's veterinary hosp!-
tal, says the Winnipeg Free Press of the
17th inst. = A cow belonging to Ald. 'Wil-
son that Had been declared to be suffering
from the disease was Xkilled, and
sected in the presence of the 'Ald: en
i2nd a number of others, some of whom
were willing to wager that the animal
'was not diseased. 'When the lungs were
opened great masses of tubercules were
found and other parts 'were likewise bad-
ly affected. A healthy cat that had been
fed for some time on the milk of a cow,
‘whose udder was affected with tuberoulo—
8ls. was next killed and the lungs re-
moved for the purpose of ascertaining
if the disease had been transmitted by
the milk. The expectations of Dr. Hin=
man and Dr. Inglis, the city health officer,
were fully realized in this case, as the
lungs of the feline were full of tuber-
-cules in an advanced stage. 'This to the
- minds of most of the gentlemen present
was exclusive proof of the danger of us-
ing milk from diseased cattle, and the
aldermen went away feeling that their
efforts to purify the city dairies had not
been amiss. X

For directing attention to the danger

SPRAYING FRUIT TREES.
Valuable Suggestions as to the Best Way
to Protect Fruit Trees and Shrubbery.

The ' following suggestions to fruit
growers and others have been issued
| by the Department of Agriculture, Vic-
toria: Tent caterpillars are appearing
now in considerable numbers on fruit
~and other trees and bu!hel their nests,

“burned, orthey ha delttﬂyed ‘bry a torch
made of rags dipped in coal oil and tied
on the end of a pole, applied to the
nests. As the insects become larger they
distribute themselves over the entire sur-
face of the trees, etc., often completely
defoliating -them, and spraying becomes
necessary. For this purpose use (1) 1 oz.
fresh hellibore to 2 gallonswater, or ()
4 oz. Paris green to 50 gallons of water,
adding to the latter 1 Ib slaked lime to
prevent injuring the follage; Kkeep the
mixture stirred while spraying, These
two mixtures are good against all leaf-
eating pests.

Summer sprays, to keep in. check the
woolly and green aphides, should be
applied where these pests exist, using
one of the following formulas: (1) Soak
4 pounds of waste tobacco in 9 gallons
of hot water for 4 or 5 hours, or cold
water for four or five days, dissolve 1 Ib.
whale oil soap in 1 gallon hot water;
strain. the’ tobacco decicition into the
dissoived soap and apply the mixture to
the trees with a spray pump, using all
" ths furce possible. (2) Resin wash—Take
5 Ibs. ccmmon washing soda, 4 1s. resin,
1 gallln water, heat together until Ais-
solved, onl while boiling add gradu-
ally. + gallons warm water, stirring all
the time, until the mixture becomes
dark in color. When wasted for use di-
lute as follows: For wooly aphides, 1 part
solution to 6 parts of warm water; for
green aphides, 1 part solution to 10 parts
'water. Apply with a spray pump, using
all the force possible. The Ttesin wash
is cold in prepared form ready - for di-
lution.

Woolly aphides en the trunks and main
limbs of trees may also be easily killed
by touching them with a swab dipped
in coll oil, ‘'but care must be used, as
coal oil will injure trees if applied too
freely.

. For black spot, or scab of apples and
pears, a fungous disease affecting most
ochards in lower British Columbia, the
Bordeaux mixture should be used with-
out fail as a preventative. Formula—Dis-
solve 4 Ibs. copper sulphate (blue vitrol)
in 4 gallons of hot water in an earthen
or wooden vessel. In anothes vessel
slack 4 Ibs. quick lime in 4 gallons of
ot water; strain this into the dissolved
bluestone and add water to make 50
gallons altogether. 'Apply 'the mixture
with a spray pump and fine nozzle, the
object being to deposit a thin film or
coating of the mixture upon all parts
of the trees. Repeat the spraying in two
or three ‘weeks,

PART OF THE STORY TOLD BY THE
UNPREJUDICED. . .

Cruelty in the Sultan’s Domains
that Disgraces the Age—Treat-
ment Aceorded a Native Priest
—Graphie Reeitals.

Boston, Mass., May 20.—A letter relat-
ing to the alleged Armenian atrocities
has been received by relatives in Bos-
ton from an American resident in Tur-
key. Its value consists in its accounts
of interviews with the refugees and re-
tvrned soldiers some of whom had been
witnesses before the commission of Eu-
ropean powers. Bxtracts from this letter
follow: ‘““While at Moosha, February 15-
27, 1895, I saw a large number of persons
who escaped the sad fate which befell
many of théir kindred. Having fled from
the secenes of horror they found tempor-
rary refuge in the city and surrounding
viilages. I saw a man by the name of
T'ayon, a most intelligent person, of the
village of Semal. He gave a deeply pa-
thetic account of his experience. He s
one of five brothers, one of whom died
in a Moosha prison. His three brothers
and a number of their household were
killed at the time of the massacre, Ta-
von says -that the Turks attacked them
first, but they were unable to do much
damage, as the Armenians had the ad-
vantage in position, ‘also that when the
soldiers came some Armenians fled to
the Turkish villages. Although they
were received and protected the Gover-
ror called the chief men and told them
that they defended the refugees at their
peril. Friendly Turks told this to the poor
people, bidding them to flee for their
lives. I should add that this Tavon
was successful in gaining admittance to
the commission and giving his testimony
before it. Tavon said a certain Turk,
Saliagha, came to him and, among other
inducements, offered him $25 if he would
swear falsely. To this he replied: ‘Wil
you give me back my brothers? He
was exhorted to tell the truth and noth-
ing but the truth, and he said: ‘I would
rather be cut to pieces than tell lies.’

I SAW ANOTHER
refugee, who said he was from Semal,
that his name was Asdadoor, and four
of his family had been khilled. He .al-
luded to the terrible tortures inflicied on
Der Hohannés, to his having his eyes |
taken out when he was alive, eic. At
Derkewank I saw three wnomen refugees
from Semal. One of them with quivering
lips, and quietly weeping, said: ‘I had
two brothers, a son-in-law and other
relatives killed.” All three women said,
with.emphasis, that the black soldiers,
(alluding to their dark uniforms) at-
tacked and slew by bayonet large num-
bers of people. They added that prolec-
tion was offered the women and children
on condition that they would adopt the
Moslem faith, but, they added, rather
than do this we fled. After hiding in the
rocks for several days they were dable
to make their escape. At Havadoric a
man by the name of Torros, also from
Semal, told me that his son, a brother,
a brother’s daughter and a sister were
killed in the massacre. He stated trkat
after five days of the
he fled, and hid for ten days among
trees, subsisting meanwhile on the fruit
of a kind of thistle. One morning when

1 was at Moosha the door or ‘the lLttle
rocm which I occupied was opened
and in came two persons, women, Wwe¢
supposed by itheir dress. I was. sur-
prised by such an early call. I conclud-
ed some important errand had brought
them, and so it was. One of the persons
was a wounded man from the Sassoun
district in disguise. (He sought an oOp-
portunity to appear before the commis-
sion. That he would not be allowed this
unless careful measures were taken, we
had seen abundant proof. The man’s
name was Ayak, He was from the Semal
village. He said there were ten persons
in his father’s family. His father, broth-
er and cousin were killed by bayonet
wounds before his eyes. One brother and
he escaped, but both were badly wound-
ed. He said that the treacherous enemy
gave word to the villagers that ‘there
is mércy for you,’ giving them to under-
stand that they were safe, whereupon
about 300, led by their priest, Der Ho-
hannes, presented themselves before the
officers, avowing that they were obed-
jent, loyal subjects of the Sultan. An
order was given to take out the eyes
of the priest, which the heartless sol-
diers did. They then tore away his
beard and

SKINNED HIS FACE -
pierced his throat, and forced him to
drink a cup of water, which ran from
the wounds dn his throat right and left.
Death at last ended his physical suffer-
ings. Immediately after this the soldiers
were given the order to charge and the
dreadful slaughter by bayonets followed.
Early in the massacre Avak was wound-
ed and fell, others soon falling upon
him, but he remained for some time
unconscious beneath the bodies of the
slain. Rousing himself from his well
nigh death stupor in the night he ex-
tricated himself with much difficulty by
pushing away the corpses above and
around him. Slowly and patiently he
made his way to some low bushes,
among which he hid for three days, eat-
ing leaves, roots and gum from the
shrubs. A cousin, Hachig by name, also
from the Semal village, in passing, saw
Avak and helped him to go to the shel-
ter of some great rocks not far away.
Here in pain and weakness he stayed
three days, his cousin bringing him a
little food by stealth.

A
soldier took up a large stone and struck
her so violently that her brains were
scattered and she fell dead. Whaen I saw
this and others killed by the bayonet
1 wept sorely and beat my head so that
now I am blind.’

A woman from
Akpee, a village of 40 houses, told” how
she escaped by telling the soldlers: T'll
be & Turk and follow you.’ She said she
saw them kill her husband, and when a
soldier seized her she appealed to an
officer, imploring his aid - for her life.
He said ‘Let her go.” They 'beat her
severely, took away most of her clothes
and then allowed her to run away. She
sajd she could hardly get on because of
the slain persons who covered the ground
and that some times she had to step on
the eorpses. She hid among rocks and
finally escaped, but was sick a month
from the effects of the cruel beating she
received. She said she knew several wo-
men, who, having hid themselves and
children between trees and rocks, were
cgmpelled to choke their younger chil-
diren when they began to ery from hun-
ger lest the wsoldiers héard ‘their cries
and discover them. Sometimes, too, the
distressed mothers would fill the chil-
dren’s mouth with dirt to drown their
cries, and especially when they saw any
soldiers drawing near.

After the plaintiff’s case was opened at He-
quest of counsel- and with the consent of Al-
worth, M. H. Alworth was joined as a defend-
ant. The facts of this case are somewhat
complicated: Certain parties in the early part
of 1894 entertained the idea that it would be
a profitable speculation to dredge the: bottom
of the Fraser for gold and applications were
made to the Government for leases of ground
in the distriets of Yale and Lillooet—some 40
miles in length of the river bed. Not apparent-
ly having the money to develdp the scheme
they entered into an agreement on May loth
1894, wherein C. S. Bailey, Willlam Bailey, T.

J. Beatty, W. H. Gallagher and James Tall-
yard were parties of the first part, C. K.
Crockett of the second part and M. H. Alworth
of the third part, wherein it was agreed that
the parties of the first part should obta'n leases
from the Proyincial Government of the land
required for their operation, that all the parties
should form themselves into a joint stock com-
pany with a capital of $2,500,000 divided into
shares of $10 each, the expenses of incorpora-
tion to be borne by the parties of the first part,
the object of the company being the construc-
tion and operation of suitable and proper plant
for the development of the mining property and

obtained. It was further agreed that the
leases when obtained should be transferred to
the company. Then Mr. Crockett agreed with
the means to be provided to superintend the
construction and placing in operation of suit-
able plant for dredging the river and in con-
sideration of this undertaking and for other
considerations therein mentioned he was ‘to
have delivered to him 61 per cent. of the cap-
ital to be issued ag fully paid up; such stock
to be in full satisfaction of all that Crockett
was required to do by the agreement, includ-
ing the obtaining of the capital agreed to be
furnished by Alworth as therein mentioned.
The parties of the first part were to have the

remainder of the stock issued to them as fully
paid’ up. Alworth agreed that on the incor-
poration of the company he would pay in the
necessary moneys to prosecute the construction
of the plant.and placing the same on the river
including the first years rent, not exceeding,
however, $25,000. In consideration of this pay-

ent Alworth was to receive 85,000 shares of
the proposed company from Crockett or an
equivalent to the par value of 85,000 shares
at $10 each in case the company's stock was
issued of a different denomination. The agree-
ment then provides that in case the money
found by Alworth should be insufficient for the
proper construction of the plant and to estab-
lish the same in successful.operation that any
further moneys that should be required should
be provided for as follows: The parties of the
first and second parts should deposit one-third
of the stock issued to them in some chartered
bank—excepting Alworths stock out of the cal-
culation of the one-third—this one-third of the
stock was to be held subject to the order of
Gallagher, Crockett and Alworth, who should
deal with the same in order to raise the neces-
sary funds to complete and establish in sue-
cessful operation the plant. The mode this
stock was to be dealt with is particularly spe-
cified in the agreement and shortly may be
described as a power to make calls when
money was required by the company, and in
default of payment to sell stock of the default-
ers at not less than a defined and specified
price to be fixed by this committee ani it is
chiefly on the meaning of this agreement that
the present contention arises.

The company was incorporated in July and
the objects for which it was formed are shortly
these: To obtain and operate mines and to
construct and equip the necessary machinery
for obtaining, smelting and reducing ores, the
company to be managed by five trustees ana
the trustees- nameq were the defendants Al-
worth, Woed and Duncan. Heimick subse-
quently took the place of Duncan, On the 30th
of July Crockett made a proposition to the
company to do the work necessary to com-
plete the machinery for dredging and ‘to turn
the same over to the company as soon as prop-
erly completed in considération of receiving
$1,275,000 of the capital stock of the company,
that is, b1 per cent. of the authorized capital.
This proposition the company accepted in writ-
ing and the remainder of the stock was.issued
to. the parties of the first part mentioned in

THE NORTHERN PACIFIC.

Plans for Its' Reorganization—Jim Hill
interviewed.

Berlin, May 19.—Meetings of the
United States and Northern Pacitic
committees have been considering the
proposal of Ed. :Adams, the representa-
tive of the Deutch Bank of Berlin, for
the reorgamization of the Northern Pa-
cific Railway, and they have finally au-
thorized him to carry out the plan,
which the bondholders will be recom-
mended to accept. The first point of the
Adams’ reorganization plan is by the
foreclosure of the company and the for-
mation of a new company uuider special
arrangements ‘for that purpose. The
new company is to issue shares to the
amount of $100,000,000, and a maximum
of $200,000,000 gold bonds free of taxa-
tion. A certain amount of these bonds
is to be reserved in order to replace the
present first mortgage bonds later, and
$30,000,000 of the bonds are to be reserved
in order to acquire independent branch
roads. and for new construction at a
meaximum charge of $20,000 a mile, The
new bonds will be secured by a mort-
gage lien on the whole of the Northern
Pacific system, including the St. Paul
and Northern Pacific railway line, and
will bear intersst partly at four and part-
ly at three per cent,, all'under the same
mortgage. The capital and interest of the
new bonds are to be guaranteed uncon-
ditionally by the Great Northern com-
pany by indorsing each bond, the Great
Nerthern company receiving in return
half the stock of the new company. The
board of directors of the new company
is to consist of mine directors, four of
whom are to be nominated by the North-
ern Pacific reorganization committee, 1n”
accordance with this scheme there should |-
be given for each $10,000 Northern Pacific
second mortgage bond of $11,250 a new
four per cent. guaranteed bond; for each
$10,000 thi mortgage bond a $10,000 new
three per’ cent. guaranteed bond and at
least $250 in shares; and for each $10,000
five per cent. consul at least a $,000
three per cent ., New guaranteed bond and
$3,000 in shares.

Out of the stock, delivered to
Crockett he delivered 85,000 shares to Alworth.
fAlworth paid in $25,000 and further money to
the company. This was disburséd by the com-
pany and found insufficient to complete the
proposed plant and machinery which was in
course of construction by Crockett. The  di-
rectors called upon the committee to levy a
call to meet further charges; this was done on
Dec. 3rd, and some $2,000 was paid over .to
the company. A further sum being required a
second call was made on the 22nd or .January
for $3,000, but this was not pald and the de-
fendants Gallagher and Crockett, subsequently
attempted to rescind the call, and it was owing
to their action that the money was, not raised.
The grounds of objection are stated in a formal
notice addressed to the directors on March
11th, 1895, and signed by some of the share-
holders.

The objections are first that $25,000 had not
been put into construction. They object to pay
for a manager ' when Crockett had contracted
to put the plant into successful operation. They
object to pay any charges other than those
which went into actual construction. They
further consider the contract broken because
another man was put in charge of the plant.

That part of the objection which relates to
employing a manager other than Crockett
arises from the fact that on Jan. 2nd, 1895,
Crockett resigned as superintendent, alleging
the plant was completed as far as the machine
appliances were concerned—but the directors in
accepting his resignation ;informed him that
they held him to his contract to complete the
plant and put the same in operation m the vi-
cinity of Lillooet. The fact was that Crockett
in moving the scow with tne machinery on
board before she was ready to go to Lillooet
strained her and caused considerable delay and
loss to the company. This led to strained re-
lations with the directors and has resulted in
the deadlock which has arisen, In the first
place the directors are bound to do what they
think most advisable in the interest of the com-
pany, and having the management of the com-
pany in their hands they were jistified in ac-
cepting Mr. Crocketts resignation and in em-
ploying some one else to do thé necessary work
to complete. If they had not handed over to
Crockett the stock in question’ before he had
carried “out his contradt they would have been
able to control him, but apparently in order
to enable him to find some-one to advance the
$25,000 they let him have the stock before his
contract was finished and the result is he is
now working against his co-directors.

As regards the other objections that moneys
have been paid out of other expenses than
those actually required for construction is ap-
parently brought against Alworth, yet by the
agreement Alworth has nothing to do with the
expenditure of the money he paid in to the
company.

Among the liabilities, notes in cireulation show
a decrease of $376,227; deposits not bearing
interest an Increase of $2,924,795; deposits
bearing interest an increase of $1,363,565.
Among the assets the amount dues by agencies
of this bank and other banks in foreign coun-
tries has increased by $3,602,7568, and in Great
Britain by $758,303, =~ The amount of $1,820,-
000 last year in Government bonds, India stock,
ete., disappears from this year's statement.

“Whilst not so satisfactory as could be wished
for, everything considered the report indi-
cates that a change is taking place in the
general condition of busineds. As will be
observed the profits for the year, after de-
ducting charges of management and making
provision for bad and doubtful debts, amounted
to $1,210,436, out of which were paid dividends
of 10 per cent. upon the capital stock of ths
bank, amounting to $1,200,000, leaving $10,436
to be carried to profit and loss account, which
now amounts to $815,152. The year has been
one of depression even as compared with last
yvear, and the conditions were even less favor-
able for making large profits. The financial
and commercial troubles in the United States,
which affected so seriously the business of
Canadian railways, also injured' business gen-
erdlly in’'Canada, which was still suffering
from the collapse of city land and building
booms and from the low prices of agricultural
produce. Any opportunities for profitable em-
ployment of funds by the banks in the Uniteéd
States owing to the financial needs of the na-
tional government seem to have been h more
than offset. by the necessity the Canadian
banks felt of maintaining their rcserves at a
high figure. It is not to be wondered at, there-
fore, under the circumstances, that the earn-
ings of the Bank of Montreal this year Were
$102,853,.03 less than last year. The earnings
for the year ending April 30, 1894, amounted
to 10.94 per cent. on the capital stock of the
bank; this year they amount to 10.0) on the
capital stock. For some years past there has
been a steady reduction in the earming powers
of this bank. The statements for the last five
years show the earnings; for each year to be
as follows:

During the year 1881 a ‘change *n 'the gen-
eral management took place, and theé new man-
agement, as is usual on assuming control,
made very great allowances for bad and doubt*
ful debts, thus greatly reducing the net earn-
ings for that year. It will be seen that r.very
year since 1892 has shown a reduction in the
net earnings, and this year the aecline is the
greatest of the period. The percentage of net
earnings to the capital stock of the bank for
the last four years was as follows:

The net earnings for the first three years of§
the period were remarkably steady, but there
was a slight decline each year, and this year
it is much more marked. The Bank of Mont-
real is a very good and reliable barometer.as
to the condition of business generally over the
whole Dominion, and its record plainly de-
clars that Canada has not been prosperous for
some years and that as yet no Iimprovement

over the whole Dominion is manifest.

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"~ PARMING SKUNKS.

The skunk farm of Fred. Clark is
about four miles from Mount Morris,
N. Y., on ‘the Genesse river. It is
stocked with 150 skunks, and very soon
Mr. Clark expects that this number
will be increased to 1,000 or more. Mr.
Clark was a farmer, but began raising
skunks for the purpose of selling their
skins a year ago last fall. He selected
a barren acre of land on a steep hill-
side as & sit for his farm. He sur-
rounded this plat with a close board
fence three feet high and set deep in
a_stone foundation, which skunks can
neither undermine nor dig through. He
dug long, holes into the. side-
hill, hollowed out a pit ai . a8 big
to prevent the penetration of
the cold winter. Then WMr. <Clark
caught his skunks. His neighbors had
laughed at him a good deal when he
first told them of ‘his plan to raise
skunks and sell their skins. 'When he

WASHING FLANNELS,

Those who like to have well-washed flannels
—and there is as much difference between
waring well and badly washed flannels as there
is between silk and worsted—will find little
difficulty in cleansing their own garments.
Flannels must always be washed separately
from the white clothes, otherwise they do
ont receive the care and attention necessary
to make them perfect. Therefore when the
other washing is out of the way, go down to
the kitchen and cut into shreds a pound of
good yellow soap. Put it into a clean sause-
pan with two quarts of water, and set it on
the fire until the soap has completely dissolved.
Then put it aside until the following day, when
it should be a jelly. Two large pans will be
required, both of which must be filled with
water as hot as the hands can bear. Into one
put sufficient soap jelly to make the water feel
soft and soapy. It should have the appearance
of a creamy lather. The flannel articles should
be arraanged in their order of dirtiness, and
each one taken from the heap singly, well
shaken, and plunged into the lather. It must
be lightly rubbed all over; but any portion
likely to be soiled—such as the collars and
wristbands of flannel shirts—will need an extra
T It is that it is the
soap which wants rubbing into the clothes,
whereas it is the water. Then the flannel
must be immediately plunged into the second
water. Here ‘it is rubbed through in just the
-same way, and turned, in order that every
part may receive its full share of rinsing.
‘When cleared of soap, it should _be wrung
tightly with the hands, or passed through an
India rubber wringer, which will not break any
pear]l buttons there may be on it. Wringing
the article in a dust sheet or white cloth con-
siderably absorbs the molsture. . Shake the
flannel well, then hang it immediately before
the fire or in the garden to dry. The secret of
washing flannels without allowing them to
shrink is to dry them quickly. While drying
it is advisable to pull them into shape. Bright-
colored flannels must not be dried in the sun,
as its rays are ruinous to their delicate shades.
It is better to wash them in only one water, as
the quicker the process of washing and drying
the brighter the color.

DRUG 'SMUGGLERS,
The United States Cusioms:officials

-in Montreal have made some startling

discoveries, 'which will' cause arrests
and. a sensation among emugglers of
phenacetin and sulfonal not only in
Mox'treal, but also in Toronto, New
York and Bosion. During the past
year ithe authorities at Washington
and elsewhere have known that vast
quantities of the drugs referred to
‘have been, and are now, smuggled
through from that city to Boston.
Special officers were sent from the
headquarters of the U. 8. Customs De-
partment to trace if possible the gang
operating, but without avail. The local
officers were on the alert and have
succeeded in getting ‘‘the inside track”
of what promises to give startling dis-
closures in the course of a few days.
The headquarers of the leader of the
gang has been located in the Bast End,
and he is now under the surveillance
of a Secret' Service officer, who, when
the trap is ready to spring on the
gang, will be arrested. He is watched
night and day. Phenacetin and sulfo-
nal-are two expensive German drugs
on which there is a very heavy duty
when imported into the United States.
n ‘Montreal it can be purchased in
large lots, at 32 cents and 45 cents per
ounce - respectively. In the United
States it is sold, in the same quanti-
‘ties, at one dollar per ounce. This
leaves a profit of $76.50 on_every five
Ibs, the smugglers succeeded in getting
safely ‘“‘across the lines.” The men at
the head.of the gang are wealthy, hav-
ing accumulated all their riches by the
smuggling of these two drugs. Na'‘tur-
ally ‘there is a wide field for the smug-
glers to “work” and they get orders
for more than they can., with safety,
-get across, so every day they grow
bolder and invent new schemes to get
the drugs through. The most ingen-
ious yet tried is the one just brought
to Hght by the Customs officers, and
which the smugglers are saved the
trouble and anxiety of long round-
about ‘ways trips in order to evade the
officers. ‘The new scheme is to drill
out thick walking sticks and umbrelia
handles, leaving merely a shell. The
drugs are then packed into the hol-
lows and the ‘tops neatly replaced, de-
fying detection. In some of these oak
sticks as much as five Ibs. of sulfonal
have been packed. By this new pro-
cess hundreds of pounds offthe drugs
‘have been safely taken into TUncle
Sam’s territorv’ and disposed of dur-
ing the past month. Recently special
agen'ts from Boston seized a large
g‘uantlty of the drugs at Vanceboro,

Ottawa, May 16.—The annual report of
the Min'ster of the Imterior has been is-
sued. It covers the whole of the cal-
endar year. The number of homestead
entries to Oct. 3ist was 3,209, compared
with 4,067 in 1893; the acreage of land sold
was 17,678, compared with 16,878 in 1803;
the number of homestead entries for the
calendar year 1894 was 3,174, representing
9,71¢ persons, against 3,800 and 11,807 in
1893. Of these 216 entries are put dowm
to Canadians returned from th United
States, 634 to native Americans, 6519 from
Ontario, 66 from Quebec, 100 from Man-
itoba, 19 from Nova Scotia, nine from
New Brunswick, 11 from Prince Edward
island, 24 from British Columbia and 68
resident in the Territéries. The total
number of settlers from other parts of
Canada was 748, against 1,298 in 1893. Of
other .settlers under the homestead law
147 were Russians, 87 Germans, 114 French
and 460 Britjsh.

The imm:gration statistics aré very dis-
couraging. The whole number of ar-
rivals at the ports of Halfax, Quebec,
and Montreal during 1894 was 27,911, com-
pared with 63,447 in 1898, the returns being
meade on the same plan in both instances.
Of these 27,911 only 20,600 declared their
intention of settling in Caneda, or over
8,000 fewer than in 1883, and 7,087 stated
the'r intention of settling in Manitoba,
the Northwest Territories and British
Columbia, a decrease of 4,279. The deputy
minister states that the irrigation move-
ment is making rapid progress in those
portions of the, Territories within the dry
districts. ’ ,

Some little surprise was occasioned by
‘the announcement of the appointment of
Professor Peterson, of Dundee, as Prin-
cipal of McGill University, Montreal.
Peterson {s neither renowned in letters
or science, but may make a good succes-
sor to Sir Willlam Dawson.

It appears the only ground on which
the Government can compel the Alans
to put on faster mail steamers is to
forbid the carriage of malils on cattle
steamers.

Honolulu, H. T., May 2, 18%.

Dear World,—~"No man knows what a
day may bring forth,” is a truism older
than the wvolcanic and coral formation
of these islands, and just at present
Dame Rumor is very busy with talk
of . reported preparations for another
rising. The base of operations will be
on the adjoining islands, and when the
Government forces are sent to quell it,
a general revolution of natives and dis-
affected foreigners will oceur in Momo-
lulu. A strange schooner has 'been
sighted standing off and on from the Is-
lands for some weeks, Whether she
carries g load of opium or contraband
arms-is a much debated question. ' Near-
ly every white '‘male resident of this
city capable of bearing arms is enrolled
in the Citizens’ Guard or volunteer force,
and the regulars, mounted patrol and
police are being drilled into greater effi-
ciency. The presence of the  United
States flagship Philadelphia in-port is at
present a great mental relief to many,
for it is hardly likely any uprising would
be attempted when a well-drilled and
equipped force of 400 or 500 men could be
landed from her at an hour’s notice. Her
commander reports that he has orders
not to leave port even for a short cruise
‘or for gunnery practice until relieved by
another ship. :

These few remarks are introductory to
a letter treating on the fore'gn popula-
tion of these Islands—and by “foreign’
I mean all others than Hawalian; and
that you may in a measure understand
the very d:fficult position of the present
Administration. Of whites there are
not more than 4,000 in the whole group,
and this handful, out of a total popula-
tion of say 95,000, dominating the mixed
people, is a very marked illustration of
the proverb, “Knowledge is power.” Of
Japanese there are about 22,000; Chinese
perhaps 18,000, and Portuguese 12,000.
Other nationalities cut but a small figure
in making up the population. What can
be expected of the three last enumerat-
ed though? ‘They are brought here in
shoals as contract laborers to work on
the plantations, and when their service
contract expires how are they to be
placed?—I mean their status as citizens.
To British Columbians it may be news
to learn that In this country Chinese
are considered much more desirable resi-
dents than the Japanese, and that on the
plantations while Japs receive $12.60 a
month as wages, Chinese get &15. Of
all the nationalities which go to make
up the whole of this muchly mixed popu-
lation, just at present the Japanese are
the most uncertain element.; It is hardly
to be wondered at. On the plantations
their treatment is that of slaves. They
are brought here under contract for three
or five-year service. Their wages are a
miserable pittance, even !f they received
the whole, but if a man is off sick one
day or a week he has to work two
days to make up for it, without pay.
Their hatred of their white employers is
no secret. During a sitting of the M-
tary Commission after the recent un-
pleasantness, a Japanese took the stand,
and testified that he knew of hundreds
of his fellow-countrymen who were wil-
ling to join any revolution party which
would be formed to raise and sweep the
‘““hated white devils’” off the Islands
into the sea. The plantation laborers are
of course the poorest specimens of the
Japaness race. In the city they are

This
statement was made April 28th. Offi-
cers in communication with the Depart-
ment admit that ‘the situation will be
critical and are bending every effort to
get the Grant ready for sea by next
Monday.

S8an Francisco, May 16.—The U. 8.
revenue cutter Commodore Perry hur-
Tled out of port last night on an import-
ant mission. She will make allshaste pos-
sible in order to reach Bering Sea in
time to prevent the fleet of cutters which
are now heading for the sealing grounds
from seizing any armed vessels, as 's
the present inten'tion. Upon the fleet-
ness of the Perry may depend the ward-
.ng off of sérious complications with
England. The latter Government has
practically decreed that any interference
with armed sealing vessels fly:ng the
British flag will meet with retaliation
in the shapé of claims for heavy dam-
ages, and the Perry’s sudden departure
for the North is considered an ind‘cation
that the Administration does not desire
to invite any more trouble with the
Lon upon the sealing question.

BRILLTANT' FIGHTING.

Spanish Troops Triumph Over Superior
Insurgent Forces,
Havana, May 16.—A  cablegram re-
-ceived to-day says that on Monday last
dhere was severe fighting in the neigh-
borhood of Jobito, mear Guantanamo.
‘The engagement lasted from § o’clock in
the morning until 6 o’clock in the after-
noon, and resulted in a brilliant wvic-
tory for the Spanish troops. A detach-
ment of 400 soldiers attacked and fought
bravely against 2,000 insurgents who
were led by Gomez, the two Macoos,
Rabl and Caragena, The lleutenant-
colonel who led the Spanish forces or-
dered his soldiers to open fire as the
rebels advanced and fell furiously upon
the troops. Eventually the enemy sur-
rounded theSpanish troops with a vagtly
superior force. Major Robles, upon
wbom the command of the Spanish
troops devolved when the leutenant-
colonel was shot down, succeeded in
holding the position and repelling the
attacks of the rebels, but the Spanijards
were completely surrounded and it was
necessary for a portion of the force to
cut its way out in order to communicaite

keepers and merchanics. And they ars
decidedly ‘‘tricky” in their business
methods. There are many  Japanese
wholesale houses in all lines of trade
already established here which are push-
ing the European houses very close in
the race -for business.  They are said
to give the customs authorities more
trouble through dishonest invoices,; etec.,
than all the other nationalities here com-
bined. And now that Japan has closed
her war with China with such eclat what
have the Hawalian Islands to look for-
ward to? Will Japan turn longing eyes
on this fair paradise, and endeavor to
annex it for her own? ‘Who knows!
Japan is but beginning to know that she
is strong, and will she have the moral
power to use that strength wisely? I
assure you these are important questions
for the white population of this place.
Nothing surprises me more than to
read the many eulogistic comments of the
newspapers here on John <Chinaman’s
claim as a good citizen. One says: *‘In-
quiry among the white merchants brings
out the information that the Chinese, as
a rule, are honest in thelr business deal-
ings, and are cons:dered a benefit rather
than a detriment.” John here, as else-
where, naturally gravitates to the wash-
tub, restaurant and fruit stand, of which
three businesses he has practically a
monopoly, and does not hesitate to
charge good prices too. Grapes, for in-
stance, which are sold in San Francisco
at two cents a pound, here cost 30 cents.
You see little grocery and provision stores,
bearing some unmistakably Mongolian
signboard, on every street, but John has
also a Broadway of, his own here, and
there you can get the finest clothing—
also the shoddiest—furnishings, hats,
shoes, ete., at very fair prices.

Here you see few of the uncouth san-
dals so familiar in British Columbia. If
John doesn’s go barefoot, he tgenerally
sports as mneat a . fitting boot as any
American dude. Although fewer Chinese
than Japanese go into business on ther
own account after their contraet ser-
vice i{s over, yet the Ch’nese come into
serlous competition with the white me-
chanics, as they don’t seem able to re-
sist cutting prices on a job of work, even
when it would be to their own advantage
not to do so. They seem to be more
Americanized here, if I may use the term,
than anywhere else I have met them.,
They dress in good Huropean clothes,
many of them have thelr queues cut
off, and even those who wear it woula
seem to do so under protest, as they do
not shave their heads 80 much as'I have
been accustomed to, and their queue I¢
worn out of sight under a very tasty
straw hat. Many of them marry native
women, and the offspring of such a
union are said to be as smart as steel-
traps. X

About three weeks ago a Steamer ar-
rived in port with 850 Portuguese con-
tract laborers from . Oporto and . the
Azores. They are sald to have been one
of the best shipments that has so far.
come to these Islands, being posed
of young men and women, and but few
old people. But it is also hinted that
these figures have been greatly exag-
gerated by Interested parties for other
classes of contract laborers the: Por-
tugese or Chinese. ‘They are not store-
keepers, and it is difficult to place them
—perhaps calllng' them jacks-of-all trades
would about @l the bill. But they are
as a whole much more intelligent and
progressive than either the Chinese or
Japanese.
