Tokio, March 12.—The demand of the 
press and the public of Japan for ag­
gressive action against China in connec­
tion with the Ta ten affair is S'liheidiiiig. 
The Asin, one of the most influential 
newspapers, urges the government to 
consider seriously the moral side of the 
case and not to press China to extremes. 
It thinks that Japan should devote 
greater vigilance concerning the export 
of arms destined for the use of insurg­
ents against a friendly government. This 
view is gaining ground, and it is under­
stood that the Minister of War, General 
Tearaeh, and' Vice Admiral Sa-ito, -Min­
ister of Marine, are opi>osed to aggres­
sive ta/otics. The British Minister, Sir 
Claude MacDonald, held a lengthy con­
ference with Foreign Minister Hayashi 
yesterday.

The sentiment gathered from the For­
eign Office supports the suggestion that 
Great Britain is urging an amicable set­
tlement, and dwelling upin the moral ob­
ligation of J«}>an toward China.

NIAGARA FRUIT MEN LOOK FOR GOLDEN YEAR.
Grimsby, March 12.—(Special.)—The Niagara Peninsula is warming itself back to life and activity, 

after a more than usual severe winter. The fruit men, like hibernating bears, are already in the vine­
yards and orchards, putting the finishing touches on the final pruning up, preparatory to_getting in the 
plowshare at the very first opportunity. The snow this year has been a wonderful blessing in the way 
of a cover crop, and the trees and bushes are in the fittest possible condition for a bountiful bearing. 
The buds seem full of good producing matter and too much sun and warm winds are liable to bring them 
along just a little too fast for the comfort of the growers.

The Times has found the fruit men in a very optimistic mood during the past couple of weeks. In 
fact, they seem to see ahead of them the golden age, and are anticipating for the coming season, some­
thing of unusual prosperity for the fruit industry in every part of the Peninsula. Alternate freezing and 
thawing for the next month is almost a hideous nightmare. Should March prove just a little bit decent, 
the grandest crop of fruit ever produced in this garden of Canada, will be the result.

Tomato growers seem well satisfied at the increased prices they are to get for their juicy products,
and the acreage will be much larger than before. There is a chance, too, of many more vegetables being 
planted, such as beans, beets and asparagus. The canneries want these, and last year could not get nearly 
enough to fill all demands. So, not only in one direction, but in several, is the outlook rosy for a great 
era of prosperity. Even in the southern district, where money at this season is never too plentiful, the 
Times has found merchants and banking men close up in their accounts, and big amounts outstanding are 
few and far apart.

Stock men in the country back on the Mountain have done wonders in bringing their animals out 
on perhaps just half the fodder they had at their disposal last year. There is no talk of hard times, or 
tightness of money at the present stage, but the wonderful game with old nature is still to be played.

Butchery Followed.

San Francisco, March 12.—Machine 
guns oiterated by the Government forces 
of Chile in a great conflict with strikers 
at the nitrate beds and in the city of 
lquique laid 2,500 men low, most of 
whom were killed, according to advices 
received yesterday by the Norwegian 
steamer Christian Bors, which arrived 
to-day direct from Chile.

Business at lquique, which had never 
before been seriously disturbed by any­
thing but earthquakes, was paralyzed 
when the great army of workers went 
on a strike. Une fracas after another 
occurred until soldiers and strikers met 
in the streets of lquique and on the out­
skirts ami openly defied each other.

Being ordered to disperse the army of 
men, the soldiers opened fire. They had 
little opportunity to fight back, even 
though they had lteen armed, the as­
sault was so sudden. This took place on 
January 1, and a week later, as though 
by common agreement, the strikers went 
back to work without the expected ad­
vance in wages. It was reported that 
the mine owners will voluntarily in­
crease the pay of many of their em­
ployees.

PRESIDENT MITCHELL FEARS
A SHUT-DOWN OF MINES.

Operator* and Miners Fail to Agree on a Joint 
Wage Conference.

Indianapolis, March 12.—The national 
convention of the United Mine Workers 
of America met to day in Tomlinson 
Hall to agree upon a course of action 
because of the failure of the operators 
and miner* of the central competitive 
field to agree upon a joint wage con­
ference to fix a scale in place of the 
present one, which expires April 1. The 
wage scales for the various bituminous 
fields of the United States and Canada 
are based upon the scale fixed in the 
central competitive field, consisting of 
Illinois. Indiana. Ohio and Western Penn­
sylvania.

Failure to agree upon a joint meeting 
to fix this scale has caused President 
John Mitchell to call a national meeting 
of the miners. Indications are that four 
propositions will be considered by the 
convention.

The first will be to adopt wage de­
mands and then issue, a call for a joint 
wage conference opening the door to all

! operators who may wish to come in, 
sign a ecsle and keep their. mines in 
operation.

The second will be to adopt a scale 
and issue a call for joint wage confer­
ences by districts.

A third will lie to refuse to make 
any scale except by competitive districts, 
which would mean that Western Penn­
sylvania, Ohio. Indiana and Illinois op­
erators and miners would be held to be 
one. unit, as would those of Missouri, 
Kanasas, Oklahoma and Arkansas be in 
the competitive field of the southwest.

The fourth proposition will be an ex­
treme peace measure, a provision that 
the present contract be continued in ef­
fect a month longer and the mines be 
kept in operation during that period.

It is thought that President Mitchell 
will advocate the adoption of one of the 
first two policies, expecting by pursuing 
that course to induce some of the oper­
ators to sign a scale and put their 
mines in operation, which the miners 
lielieved would force the others to do 
likewise.

Janitor Exonerated.
Cleveland, 0., March 12.—Coro­

ner Burke rendered his decision in 
the Collinwood school fire yester­
day. Conditions existing are 
blamed, but no fault is charged to 
anyone.

The coroner says the fire was 
caused by overheated pipes and 
the death of the children was due 
to faulty construction whereby a 
partition projected in front of the 
stairway.

The coroner’s . recommendation 
that the State Legislature pass a 
law to make all schol buildings 
fire proof and that automatic de­
vices be put in the buildings to 
further safeguard the lives of the 
children.

The fire resulting from the igni­
tion of the front stairway from 
the overheated pipes, started in a 
closet under the stairway, and the 
partition projection at the bottom 
of the stairway made the children 
turn out of their way in their rush 
for the door.

The coroner holds that the chil­
dren became panic stricken and 
were jammed in the doorway, be­
cause of the turn in the hall to 
get to the door.

Janitor Hirtner is exonerated.

Judge Snider's aw-ird in the celebrated 
street lighting arbitration by which the 
city is endeavoring to compel the Cata­
ract Power Company to reduce the price 
of arc lights has been made. A copy of 
the award was handed to City Clerk 
Kent this morning, but he refused to 
make public its contents, claiming that 
he was acting on instructions from 
Mayor Stewart, who is in Toronto to-day. 
The Mayor must see the award, accord­
ing to Mr. Kent, before the public’s 
curiosity can be satisfied. Mr. Kent 
said he did not know the contents of the 
document himself, and that the seal of 
the envelope in which it was delivered 
"had not been broken. Chairman Sweeney, 
of the Board of Works, who was acting 
Mayor to-day, and who is very much in­
terested in the outcome of the arbitra­
tion, was also denied a peep at the docu­
ment. Judge Snider’s charge for the 
award was $192, and this was paid by 
the city, although half of it will be col­
lected from the company, as provided for 
in the city’s agreement. In addition 
there will be the stenographer's fees.

The Board of Education officials say 
that a great many complaints are re­
ceived about people cutting across the 
lawns at the Collegiate Institute and 
some of the schools.

A VICTORY FOR THE CITY;
GETS $15 OFF EACH LAMP.

Judge Snider’s Award Means a Reduction of 
Over $16,000 Since 1905.

His Honor Judge Snider handed in his award in the street light­
ing arbitration this morning. It is a victory for the city. His 
Honor, as sole arbitrator, grants the city a reduction of $15 a lamp 
from the 21st October, 1905, until the 31st October, 1907, amounting 
to over $16,000 for that time, and a continuation of the reduced rate 
during the remainder of the term of the contract, which runs until 
July, 1909.

FIRST STRIKE OF THE YEAR
IN THE BUILDING TRADES.

Plasterers Are Out For Weekly Pay—Building 
Costs 20 Per Cent. Less This Year.

The plasterers have the distinction of 
figuring in the first building trades 
strike of the season. They went out on 
Tuesday, and have been on strike since. 
The men want to be paid once a week, 
while the bosses are willing to settle 
only once in two weeks. The, con­
tractors claim that in the building trade 
the custom is to pay fortnightly, but 
last year in the busy season the union 
demanded, among many other things, a 
weekly settlement, and the bosses con­
ceded the request. When the building 
season opened recently the union asked 
that this rule be continued. On Monday 
the plastering contractors - notified their 
employees that the old custom of paying 
fortnightly would be adopted this season, 
and the men did not show up the next 
day, but declared a strike. There have 
l>een no negotiations for a settlement 
so far. One of the bosses said this 
morning that last year the union made 
unreasonable demands, but this season 
the contractors will run their own busi­
ness,«as they don't expect to be pressed 
very hard with contracts.

Not very much work is being delayed 
by the strike, as few buildings are yet 
ready for the plasterers, and the trouble 
will likely be settled shortly.

For cutworms the beet remedy is 
a trap of poisoned bran, and fall plow-, 
ing. For the scab, treat the seed with 
formalin or corrosive eublimate. The

Trim the scion 
in three cut* to a long bevelled wedge 
Hhape. three bw-.S# in fr-ngth. The inner 
or outsbium bark of the scion must come 
against the cmnbium vf the stock. Ooxer 
well with grafting wax to ke*ip out the 
air. The relation of the parent to the 
scion is still largely in the experimental 
fclage. Northern Spies should be grafted 
on a tree like Ben Davis, which pnxhiccs 
a highly colored red apple. The Tolman 
sweet is a good e-t-ock to produce a 
thrifty orchard upon.

In tdie afternoon Mr. Johnston, of 
Simcoe. spoke on “Spraying. Picking. 
Packing and Marketing.” Insects and 
fungous <Ksea.se can be 'largely controlled 
by «praying. He bad spent $400 in one 
year in thoroughly spraying, cultivating, 
etc., an eight-acre ore lia rd, but he sold 
$1.000 worth af fruit off it that season, 
and it had never had more than $00 
worth before. Ever since, that orchard 
bid given about $1,000 net profit per an­
num- He strongly advocated the thin­
ning of apples, ami said that it would 
pay. In proof of hi# statement he gave 
interesting particulars of various orch­
ard». Thin when the apples are about 
tlie size of walnut», usually at the end 
of July. The first spraying of apples 
should be when the buds begin to swell, 
the second when the leave# have partial­
ly unfolded to catch the bud moth, the 
third just as eoon as the blossom* fsl'L 
to catch the codlingr moth. You must 
spray with the wind' In preparing the. 
Bordeaux mixture, do not use airVuked 
lime. The speaker gave minute direc­
tion* for mixing and applying the vari­
ous snraying mixtures. He uses a bund

barrel pump, with a derrick on top. He 
prefers the Vermorel nozzle. Be careful 
to keep it we” cleaned out ami at tile 
end of the <lny put thv nozzle in « pail 
of water. With this outfit he can put 
out 800 gallon# per day uml go oyer 300 
trees. Ihe spraying material cost* about 
30 cent-# per tree. In picking, get ready 
in time. l)o not pick fruit till it is pro- 
perl y matured. Piek into half bushel 
baskets and handle the apples like eggs. 
Never pick a frozen apple. Pick from 
thv tree to the sorting table and then 
pack into -barrels, lie put# up his firsts 
«nd seconds absolutely free from worms. 
Till apples are properly thinned ami 
grown of a uniform size, he prefers bar­
re-!-# to boxe*, in {tacking the latter the 
diagonal pack in the quickest and cheap­
est. Th-» speaker gave full directions 
for {nicking boxes and barrels for mar­
keting. The co-operative plan is much 
the best. It builds up a good name for 
a brand. Be honest in packing and con­
form to the fruit marks act.

PROTECTION OF SCHOOLS.

Montreal Society to Petition for Law 
Requiring Fire Escapes.

Montreal, March 11.--The Society for 
the Protection of Women and Children 
this morning took up the fight for belt 
ter protection of the schools of Mont­
real against fire and adopted resolu­
tions providing for petitioning the .Pro­
vincial Legislature for the passage of 
laws compelling the authorities to pro­
perly equip all school buildings with 
outside fire escapes.

These fire escapes. it is proposed, 
shall consist of outside iron galleries on 
every floor above the first, running com­
pletely around the building, wherever 
possible, and that such galleries have one 
or more staircases from one to the oth­
er on each side of the building. The 
width of the galleries, slope and width 
of staircases and height of steps to be 
regulated by act".

A bill is to be introduced at the pre­
sent session of the legislature embody­
ing these recommendations.

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WHITNEY'S WEAK PLEA.
• Premier Whitney’s reply to Mr. Mac­
Key’s questions regarding the opportun­
ity given to him to acquire the plant of 
the Ele.'tricai^Development Company 
was exceedingly noisy, and hardly in 
the temper of a man who feels the 
Strength of his position. He attempted 
to make it appear that the Niagara 
Park Commission, under the Ross Gov- 
ternment, agreed not to undertake power 
development except for parks purposes, 
and he frothingly declaimed that the 
people's right to develop power from 
the Niagara River was thus renounced 
and assigned for all time to private cor­
porations. depending upon the volume 
.of sound which he emitted to convince 
his heavers, rather than upon the evi­
dence of the facts produced. The very 
paragraph of the agreement to which 
he referred amply covered the right of 
J:he Government, which he alleged had 
ben forever bartered away, it stating 
specifically :

* * * provided that in case the said 
commissioners shall have granted or at 
any time may have granted to any 
other person or corporation license to 
use the waters of the said Niagara or 
Welland Rivers, and by reason of fail­
ure of such person or corporation to 
carry on the works so licensed, the said 
commissioners find it necessary to for­
feit said license and take over said 
works, this clause shall not prohibit said 
commissioners from operating such 
works for the generation and transmis­
sion, sale or lease of electricity or power.

Obviously had the Development Com­
pany and Mr. Whitney desired to make 
a deal, this provision fully «authorized 
the Government to take over the plant, 
and furnish power to consumers. In 
another part of his speech, the Premier 
blundered in:o furnishing ample evi­
dence that, in representing the Liberal 
Government to have been careless of the 
public rights in this matter, he was 
guilty oi an atrocious slander. The 
Mail and Empire quotes him as saying:

Hon. Mr. Whitney referred to the 
situation of the power question when 
his Government came into office. It 
had found a municipal commission 
acting under a useless statute passed 
by the legislature. This commission 
reported to certain municipalities the 
methods and the ways and means by 
which power could lie furnished to 
those municipalities. .Shortly after­
ward the Administration refused to 
ratify a certain concession, and its 
attention having been drawn to the 
question, it appointed a commission to 
deal with the whole subject of water

Being interpreted, this means that the 
Ross Government had already provided 
means by which municipalities, singly 
or in combination, could avail them- 
eelves of Niagara electric power, AND 
CONTROL ALL THE ARRANGE­
MENTS THEREFOR THEMSELVES. 
Not only that, but the concession, which 
Whitney here says he refused to ratify, 
was made specifically for the lienefit of 
the municipalities. It was found, by 
the company developing power, that at a 
certain stage of its operations, it could 
very cheaply, utilize water sufficient to 
produce 120,000 additional horse power, 
but if its works had to be completed be­
fore obtaining the right to use this ex­
tra water, the expense to be incurred 
would be enormous. The situation was

H. Ellis, who 
analyzed the contents of the stomach 
of the late J. G. XX’arnock, and with this 
Coroner Jackson's jury, empanelled at 
the instigation of the Attorney-General 
to determine the cause of the death of 
the late Ottawa horseman, returned an 
open verdict to-night, that the cause of 
death was heart disease, brought on by 
over-exertion.

E. Harding,* 
who made the post-mortem, presented a 
signed statement to this effect and were 
the only witnesses heard.

MR. LEWIS MOVES RESOLUTION 
IN THE COMMONS.

Quebec Members' Views—Importance 
of United States Market to Set­
tler—Mr. Pringle and Bank of 
Commerce.

Ottawa, March 11.—This was private 
members' day, and it was devoted to 
an interesting discussion of the pulp- 
wood problem. The credit of bringing 
the matter before the House belongs to 
Mr. E. N. Lewis, who moved a resolu­
tion urging that an export duty be 
placed on pulpwood sufficient to induce 
its manufacture into paper in Canada, 
made a speech which showed that he had 
made a careful study of the subject, air. 
Lewis presented a strong case for at 
least the appointment * of a Committee 
of Inquiry. Dr. Beland, one of the 
French-Canadian members, while op­
posing the resolution, indicated that lie 
nad no objections to the appointment of 
a Committee of Inquiry. Three o'her 
members from the Province of Quebec 
joined in the discussion and took the 
view that the imposition of an export 
duty was undesirable.

Answering Mr. Yerville, Mr. Lemieux 
stated that *ince 1904 ten post offices 
had been built and 31 are now under 
construction.

DAWSON MORAL.
NO OPEN IMMORTALITY THERE, 

SAYS SERGT. MACMILLAN.

Commissioner Henderson Reports to 
Minister of Interior That Condi- 

* tions Are Better Than at Any Pre­
vious Time in the History* of the 
City.

Ottawa. March 11— A return pre­
sented in the House of Commons to­
day gives the correspondence with the 
Government relative to the question 
of dance halls, gambling and immor­
ality in the Yukon since 1900. The 
correspondence, most of which has 
already been made public, concludes 
with à striking report under date of 
December 7th last to the Minister of 
the Interior from Commissioner Hen­
derson, reviewing the conditions now 
prevailing in Dawson and in the Yu­
kon generally. Commissioner Hender­
son notes that on his arrival in the 
Yukon to assume office last, spring 
he found two dance halls in active 
operation. There was some diversity 
of opinion as to whether these were 
a menace to public morals or other­
wise. He personally was of the opin­
ion that they should be suppressed, 
and after careful investigation the Ter­
ritorial Council passed an act making 
the sale of liquor in dance halls il­
legal. As a result one of the dance 
halls went out of business, and in 
the other one no liquor is being sold 
now and no complaints are being re­
ceived concerning it.

“I informed Rev. Dr. Pringle,” says 
the Commissioner, "that I felt it my 
dutv to investigate finy complaint he 
might make respecting the infraction 
of the liquor laws or any laws enacted 
for the suppression of vice or immor- 
ality.”

He concludes his report as follows. 
“Generally I am of opinion that the 
standard of morality is as high in 
Dawson as in any other town of the 
Dominion. From my observations I 
nm quite at a loss to understand the 
necessity of comments such a3 have 
recently been made to the effect that 
there is greater immorality in the 
Yukon than elsewhere in Canada. 
The conditions now are better than at 
auv other time in the history of the 
city, and I am greatly surprised to 
learn that this fact is not recognized 
bv those who a'va =*«-♦-»-

ments regarding immorality in the 
Territory.”

Reports from Commissioner Z. T. 
Wood,, commanding the Royal North­
west Mounted Police in the Territory, 
and from Sergt. A. MacMillan, in 
charge of the Dawson station of the 
R. N. XV. M. P., bear out Commis­
sioner Henderson’s conclusions. Com­
missioner Wood says:—"No com­
plaints have been made to me regard­
ing immorality in the Yukon for 
months past. In fact, the view ex­
pressed on all sides is that Dawson 
is far too straight-laced and that the 
police are rather too strict than other­
wise.” Sergt. MacMillan states that 
Dawson is absolutely free from any­
thing like open vice or immorality.

ENGLISH CHURCH-GOING PEOPLE 
AND MISSIONS.

To the Editor of the Times:
Sir,—The Layman’s Missionary Move­

ment, in its onward sweep, should defi­
nitely and explicitly include our young 
people. Amongst our young people, a 
large, fertile, and potentially fruitful 
field for missionary purposes lies fal­
low. From our young people must be 
drawn the missionary and the means to 
support him can be drawn from the 
same source. Each Rural Deanery could 
have a federated committee of its var­
ious young people’s societies for mission­
ary purposes. A new missionary could 
be chosen, if possible, from within the 
borders of each rural deanery, supported 
by his or her fellow workers. We have 
abundant material in Hamilton. Let 
us appeal definitely to them as young 
people; an enthusiastic response will be 
elicited. Representatives of their var­
ious organizations coukl be called to­
gether and a campaign inaugurated. 
Will the Hamilton young people take 
the lead in this movement? There is a 
Christian body in Canada whose young 
people to-day send out 76 missionaries 
to the foreign field. They divide the 
country into “districts” and their aim 
is to have each and every district be­
tween the oceans send out at least ore 
missionary.

BOMB FOR
KING ALFONSO.

EXPLODED AT THE WRONG TIME 
UNDER A PAVILION.

Republicans Disappointed at the Un­
doubted Success of the Royal Visit 
to the City.

Barcelona, March 11.—King Alfonso 
and the Ministers who accompanied hint 
on his visit here started on their return 
to Madrid tihis afternoon, to the great 
relief of those responsible for His Maj­
esty’s safety. The visit demonstrated 
the efficiency of tlie precautions taken 
by the authorities, the ardent loyalty 
of the Monarchists, and the absence of 
anything more serious than indifference 
among the great bulk of the popu­
lation. The hearty ovations given the 
King at the theatre and elsewhere are 
attributable to tlie loyalists, and if 
the mess of workers were not en­
thusiastic they were at least politely

There is disappointment among many 
keen Republicans that the visit was so 
successful. They certainly did not wish 
for any display of violence, but they 
would have welcomed universal coldness. 
One also hears complaints that many 
persons were prevented from seeing the 
royal spectacle by occasional unannounc­
ed alterations of the route taken by the 
King in coming and going, but on the 
whole the warmth of his greeting sur­
passed the most sanguine exepetations, 
and His Majesty is described as highly 
delighted.

The occasion did not pass without 
a score, which, appropriate to the 
city’s reputation, took the form of 
an explosion. What is declared to
have been a bomb burst on the 
near the Customs House at 3 o clock 
this morning.

The bomb was 
loaded with a powerful explosive and 
pieces of iron. Had a crowd, of people 
been on the spot when it exploded, un­
doubtedly many lives would have been 
lost.

Wanted an Explanation — Ministers 
Wanted Specific Charges and 
Proof—Debate on Tuberculosis

Toronto, March 12.—By pointing out 
that on page after page of the public 
accounts appear the names of lawyers 
who received large fees from the Pro­
vince last year, and by following this up 
with a request for an explanation from 
the Government, Mr. C. X. Smith (Sault 
Ste. Marie) yesterday started the first 
really warm discussion the Legislature 
has seen this session. The House was in 
Committee of Supply, and the expendi­
ture of the department, regarding the ad­
ministration of justice was the real point 
under criticism, though Mr. Smithy re­
marks applied to the public accounts 
generally. Taking advantage of the 
rules governing the committee’s discus­
sions, the members of the Government 
gave no direct answer to the questions 
of the member from Sault Ste. Mane. 
Premier Whitney, supported bv the At­
torney-General and the Provincial Treas­
urer, claimed that Mr. Smith should 
make some specific charge and produce 
his proof, while it was also pointed out 
that in the Public Accounts Committee 
the members would have an opportunity 
to use the probe.

Hon. A. G. MacKay pointed out that 
the Public Accounts Committee had not 
been organized, and if the estimates 
were passed before that were done, then 
the usefulness of the inquiry would be 
lost. The Government considered the 
point and the item stood over.

The debate on the tuberculosis ques­
tion, so far as the bill of Mr. Downey 
and the motion of Dr. Godfrey were 
concerned, was concluded by the Provin­
cial Secretary, who gave some slight in­
timation of probable future action. Some 
of the members also had the opportuni­
ty of telling what they knew about auto, 
mobiles amt their use in the rural con­
stituencies.

The debate was resumed by Mr. A. 
Studholme (Hamilton) on Mr. .). P.

BRIDGE ENGINEER 
DEFENDS HIMSELF.

THROWS BLAME FOR QUEBEC DIS­
ASTER ON MR COOPER

Mr. Szlapka Criticised Design of Very 
Chord Section That Failed—-Pointed 
Out Weakness to Mr. Cooper, and 
Received Peremptory Order Not to 
Alter It

Phoenixville, Ptu, March 11.—After 
reading the officia* report of the Cana­
dian Government's commission of in­
vestigation, Peter L. tizla.pka, who, 
with Theodore Cooper, the eminent 
bridge engineer of New York, is blamed 
for the defective design which canned 
the bridge to fail, consented for the 
first time to be interviewed. One state­
ment he max Le is remarkable for the 
manner in which he holds Mr. Cooper, 
the consulting engineer, responsible ter 
the bridge's failure, and vindicates ham- 
self. According to the statement made 
by the Phoemxvitie engineer, and which 
appears in hie sworn Lesta mon}', taken 
by the oonmàeeion of investigation, he 
criticised the design of the very chord 
section that failed1, catting the atten­
tion of Mr. Cooper to the weakness 
whidt Mr. Szlapka saw in it* Mr. 
Cooper, however, overruled the objec­
tion, and the design was accepted by 
him. Mr. Sdapka eaidy when asked 
to comment upon the report:

“The findings of the commission are 
about what we thought they would be, 
and we are not surprised at any por­
tion of the report. We have no criti­
cism to make of the commiRSOii, who, 
we 'believe, did their work faithfully and 
well.

"You must understand,” Mr. Szlapka

that we are one and all liable to make 
mistakes at times in this world. Rev. 
Mr. Unsworth pointed out the chief dif­
ferences of Roman Catholic and Protest­
ant faith, and church management. Un­
happily, these differences were not en­
closed or published in that issue, no 
doubt on account of splice. Now, he 
states that according to the Roman 
Catholic belief Christianity had been 
handed down by a succession of divinely 
appointed men and the sacrament. A 
Roman Catholic thanks Rev. Mr. Uns­
worth warmly from the heart for this 
much of a good opinion regarding the 
teachers of the latter church, which we 
and everyone call priests. But the rever­
end, gentleman should have reversed his 
judgment, and instead of stating “ap­
pointed.” he should have said “ordained.” 
As much as he claims to know of the ! 
two different religions, he lacks this j 
much knowledge to state the great dif­
ference between ordained and appointed. 
The latter refers to preachers of so many 
different denominations. While the Ro­
man Catholic Church cannot appoint 
priests, as they have to be ordained, 
after great sacrifices and study of far 
longer duration titan appointed preach­
ers, and therefore the great and vast dif­
ferences between the two teachings, 
Catholic and Protestant. It- is too true 
that Protestanism is an individual reli­
gion and not on the authority of the 
church, hence so many different denom­
inations, while the Catholic faith clings 
to the church ami changes not the words 
of Christ, t.. Peter that "on tins rock 
shall thou build my church, ami the 
gates of hell shall not prevail against 
it." He states that conscience was su­
preme in Protestantism, and is the Pro­
testant pope. This is set up by indi­
viduals and not by Christ. But we van 
thank our Father in heaven that a Ro­
man Catholic takes far more for suprem­
acy than conscience; that is. what our 
Father in heaven gave to us all on this 
earth—Christ, His Son. Conscience is 
all right, but how long» will this last 
without Christ, ami how long will Christ 
last without his apostles and disciples 
to teach us the true faith, hence the 
Pope, who is the sueex-ssor of Peter?

Frank Chance, captain and manager of 
the Chicago National League baseball 
club, world’s champions, is about to begin 
his tenth consecutive year of service 
with that organization. He has been 
with one club longer than any other pro­
fessional player now in . the diamond

Chance has served with only one team 
since coining into major league ranks, 
but in that time he has been employed 
by two owners. The first was Jim Hart 
and the second Charlie Murphy. Chance 
joined the Chicngos in 1808 as a catcher. 
He also has played the outfield for them, 
and from a raw recruit has worked his 
way up to the leader of the strongest 
baseball team in existence. His is the 
reward of merit, and not being a rolling 
stone lie has gathered a share of moss.

Johnny Kling is another warrior under 
the club standard who has not played 
big league ball elsewhere. He came to 
the Chicagos in 1001. and has been there 
ever since, catching many games each

Eddie Plank, the crack pitcher of the 
Athletics, has been with the team for 
seven consecutive years, and with no 
other. He has come to ho ns much of a 
fixture in Philadelphia as Christy Mnth- 
ewson has in New York. Like Plank. 
Mathewson’s big league career has been 
confined to one team. He pried his way 
into major company the same year as 
Plank 1901.

Roy Thomas is a veteran who has 
known but one club as an employer. He 
lias been playing the outfield steadily for 
the Philadelphia National since 1899. 
That takes in his entire professional

Fred Clarke. Tommy Leach and Hans 
Wagner are conspicuous examples of men 
who have been true to one boss, although 
they have not been with one club all the 
time they have been in the National 
League. They have, however, been with 
one employer all that time— Barney 
Dreyfuss. They were with Dreyfus» when 
he owned the Txmisville club and came 
with him to Pittsburg.

Fred Tenney was a faithful toiler for 
the Boston Nationals for even longer 
than Chance has lieen with the Chicago», 
hut Tenney is no longer identified with 
the fortunes of the Hub. He arrayed 
himself with the Boston forces in 1897, 
probably is as good a ball player as he 
ever was, and yet he now is seeking his 
livelihood in another field. That’s the 
way in baseball.

Two other Pittsburg standbys are the 
two pitchers. Sam I^eever and Deacon 
Phillippe. They are as thoroughly in­
grained in the Pirate baseball fabric as 
cotton in calico. Both have been with 
the Pittsburg club steadily since 1900, 
and have known no other master. Charlie 
Doom, like his team mate, Thomas, has 
played with only one big league club, 
becoming a member of the Phillies in 
1002. Johnny Evers and Joe Tinker have 
done all their big league performing with 
the Chicago Nationals. Evers since 1002 
and Tinker since 1903.

CANADIAN CHEESE 
FIRST EXPORTED.

ADAM BROWN MADE THE FIRST 
SHIPMENT TO BRITAIN.

Our Respected Postmaster Introduced It 
Into the Markets of Britain— The 
Story Told in a Government Blue 
Book—Annual Exports Now Between 
Twenty and Thirty Million Dollars’ 
Worth.

Mr. J. A. Ruddick is the Dominion 
Dairy and Cold Storage Commissioner. 
In his annual report to the Minister of 
Agriculture, just published, he deals at 
length with the Canadian Cheese Indus­
try. He gives credit to Mr. Adam Brown 
for having first introduced our cheese to 
British dealers, and Mr. Brown may 
well take prjde in the part he played in 
this way when he considers the large 
dimensions of the cheese trade that has 
sprung up between Canada and the 
motherland, as a result of that first 
shipment. At Mr. Ruddick's request Mr. 
Brown wrote a brief history of the work 
he did in those early day*, for publica­
tion in the blue book, and the Times 
takes pleasure in placing it before its 
readers ns follows:

To Adam Brown, Esq., the present 
postmaster of the City, of Hamilton, 
must be given the credit for having ar­
ranged for the shipment of the first lot 
of Canadian cheese to Great Britain, and 
his name certainly deserves to be put 
on record on that account. The story is 
told in Mr. Brown’s own words, written 
by request for this report.

Hamilton, Ont., December 4, 1906.
J. A. Ruddick, Esq., Dairy Commission­

er, Department of Agriculture, 
Ottawa.

“Dear Sir,—It was, 1 think in 1866 
that I had arranged for an extended trip 
to England with my family, and before 
going 1 went to Ingevsoll to make con­
tracts for a supply of cheese for my 
firm, Brown. Gillespie & Co., wholesale 
grocers, Hamilton, to supply our cus­
tomers for the fall trade.

“In company with the late E. Caswell, 
of Ingersoll. I spent two days or more 
visiting the several cheese factories and 
smaller makers in the county of Oxford.
I well remember on our driving back to 
Ingereoll. after having completed my 
purchases, saying to Mr. Caswell, “ I 
would like nothing better to occupy a 
portion of my time in England than in­
troducing Canadian cheese.’ but. I re­
marked it could not be done unless we 
had boxes to ship them in. Of course 
boxes could have been got from the Un­
ited States, but I wanted Canadian

“When we reached Ingersoll we hap­
pened to see the late Adam Oliver, and 
on telling him what we had been talking 
about, he promptly said. ‘Don't let that 
stop you. 1 will see that boxes are ready 
for any orders you may send over, and 
I will start a factory and make them.* 
Well, soon after that. I went to England 
and. fortified with an open letter of 
introduction from my firm’s bankers in 
Ixmdon. 1 visited several of the leading 

j cities in England, and. soliciting busi- 
' ne## from the largest provision dealers 
j in those places. I sought to impress them 

with the excellence of Canadian cheese, 
and worked hard to get them to order 
fifty boxes, or if they would not buy at 
market price, to accept a consignment 
of fifty boxes or whatever they might 
name, and sell them on arrival on their 
merit, and 1 stated that my firm would 
not draw against shipment and would bp 
satisfied with proceeds, so sure was T 
of results. I sold some and conrigned

“I had the same story from all of 
them at first : ‘We deal in American 
cheese ; we never heard of Canadian 
cheese.’ Of course, my answer was easy, 
namely, because it had not been brought 
to their notice. To make a long story 
short, I succeeded by personal visit in 
placing by either sale or consignment, 
our cheese in London. Liverpool, Wol­
verhampton. Shrewsbury. Bristol, and in 
the vase of some other cities I corres­
ponded. with good results. I declared 
that they would find the Canadian 
cheese they would receive equal to, if 
not better than what they styled "Am­
erican.* I let them know what kind of 
cheese Canada produces, and also opened 
the eyes of not a few when I told them 
that our country was ever so much larg­
er than the United States and that Can­
ada embraced more than half the nrea 
of North America. The cheese, when re­
ceived. gave satisfaction in every case.

"I remember that the lot for Shrews­
bury arrived in time to he put on sale 
during one of the great Shropshire 
cheese fairs, which I- attended, and I 
was proud of both quality and condi­
tion. Many orders were repeated and 
firms that had received on consignment, 
afterwards sent regular orders : such of 
these orders as my firm received were 
executed through E. t a swell, of Inger- 
soil, the reason for which was he was 
a grocer and bought his goods from 

j my firm, and I felt it would Magnify 
hjs trade by having him fill the orders. 

| It was not very long after this that re­
sident agents of British firms were cith­
er <ent out or appointed in Canada.

“The story 1 have related deals with 
the first Canadian cheese, as far as I 
know. that was shipped from Canada 
with ‘Canada" on the boxes : a few cheese 
may have found their way across be­
fore for aught I know or in some way 
have lieen shipped in ‘United States* 
boxes, but this I know that the largest 
cheese dealers in the Kingdom on whom 
I called, never heard of Canadian cheese 
until I introdi^ed it.

“There was n convention of cheese 
men held in Ottawa, between 1886 and 
1801. while I was attemlLX' to my par­
liamentary dutie#. One day during the 
sitting of that convention I received a 
message in the House of Commons, say­
ing that I was wanted in the Railway 
Committee room, where the convention 
was being held. I was most courteously 
introduced by the chairman, and invited 
to tell the story of the first shipment 
of cheese from Canada to Great Britain, 
with the Canadian brand on the boxes. 
I told the story there, as I tell it to 
you now. I knew at the first that our 
chee.sema.kers had no reason to fear 
placing their cheese alongside of that 
from the United States, and 1 felt sure 
the day would come when ours would 
stand higher ff.nn theirs, and it was not 
long before such was the case.

“It. is a marvellous record that the 
exports of Canadian cheese for 1005-6 
have reached the enormous value of 
over twenty-four million and a quarter 
of dollars, and the trade still growing. 
Yours respectfully.
