But the fire was hy no means ext n 
guished with the cutting oil' of the gas. a 
it continued to rage until nearly 3 o clock 
before it was under control. At the cor 
ner of Summer and Washington streets, 
the store of Shreve, Cramp & Lowe wa- 
lmrning fiercely at 2 o’clock, the flames 
from Stearns A Go’s building having com 
municated with it. A portion of the wall 
on Summer-street fell with a loud crash 
into the street, and Washington-street 
was cleared to prevent accident by tin- 
falling of the walls of Shreve, Cramp A 
Lowe’s building. At 2.$ o’clock the Park 
House had caught fire in the rear, but i 
was thought it could be stopped. Jor 
dan, March A Co’s retail store was watch­
ed with eager eyes, for a narrow building 
four stories high, in Central Couit, only 
twenty feet distant, was rapidly burning1 
despite the efforts of the firemen. At the 
eastern end of the fire Hovey’s store was 
protected by a double brick wall forty-two 
inches thick and it was hoped it would 
escape destruction. Out beyond this, on 
Chancery street, is Mudge,s building a 
huge granite structure, occupied by Lewis, 
Coleman and Co. This has granite facings 
to the windows, iron sashes, and an iron 
framed roof, well tinned, which effectually 
resisted the flames. Here^ the fire was 
finally stopped, and it has not since brok 
en out.
