RAPID TRANSPORTATION OF A
20-TON BY MOTOR TRUCK

Human ingenuity has been put to

the test, probably, in more ways in
the short period of the present war
than in any whole quarter of a cen-
tury befcre. And in a great many
cases the result has been construc-
tive rather thoen destructive—a
motor truck of exceptional and enor-
mous power, for Instance, rather
than a tremendcusly powerful high
explosive shéll.
One instance is that of a newly
developed auto-track supplied by an
American firm. For military reasons
the details by which the enormous
power is possible can not be given.
But it is known to be a fart that a
truck has been developed and is in
use, “which has easily transported a
big 20-tcn field gun over & very
poor road a distance of 11 miles in
an hour and a half. The significance
of the feat may be judged by the
fact that with the best equipment
avallable, before this pew truck, a
full day and a half would be requir-
ed. In other words, this new truck
cuts the transport of these big field
guns down to just about 110 of wiat
is recently was.

If the new truck can perform such
wonderful feafs of transport under
the difficult gonditions of war, what
will it not be able to do in the great
fields of commerce, in times ofpeace?

hen the war is over it is almost
certain that we shall be many long
strides ahead in the matter of truely
wondetfhl developments ini  many
flelds. And these advamces will be
due, more than 90 per cént. to tie
compelling requirements of this war.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS

The sole head of a family, or any
male over 18 years old, may home-
stead a quarter section of available
Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskat-
chewan or Alberta. The applicant
must appear in person at the Do-
minfon Lands Agency or Sub-agency
or district. Entry by proxy may be
made at any Dominion Lands Agency
(but not Sub-Agency), on certain
conditions.

Duties: Six months’ residencé up-
on and cultivation of the land in
each of three years. A homesteader
may live within nine miles of his
homestead on a farm of 2t least 80
acres, on certain conditioas. A hab-
itable house is requrred except where
residence is performed in the vicin-
ity.

In certain districts a homesteader
n good standing may preempt a
quarter section alongside his home
stead. Price $3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months residence in
each of three years after earning
homestead patent; also 50 acres
extra cultivation. Pre-emption _pa-
tent may be obtained as soon as
homestead patent, on certain condi-
tions.

A settler who has exhausted his
homestead right may take a pur
chased homestead in certain dis-
tricts. Price $3.00 per acre. Dutles
-—~Must reside six months in each of
three years, cultivate 50 acres and
erect a house worth $300.

The area of cultivation is subject
to reduction in case of rough, scrub-
by or stony land. Live stock may be
substituted for cultivation under cer-
tain conditione.

“BEEHIVE” GAR FOR
TRANSPORTING WOUNDED

Among the vast number of original
ideas or inventions preduced by this
war are many, of course, wiich are
peculiar to the <circumstances and
wil probably never be used again af-
ter the war is once over.

One in particular is cf interest,
showing how the great nufiber of
wounded are taken care of. For
many months the whole western bat-!
tle line has remained substantially
unchanged. Consequently it has
been perfectly practicable to con-
struct little narrow gauge railways
from various points to bases in the |,
rear. These varicus short lines are
connected up by lines pagralleling the
trenches. By these lines many sup-
plies cre quickly handled. But one
of their chief uses is the quick trans-
port of wounded in the field of bat-
tle. For this purpose a specially
constructed car is provided. It is
about five feet from rail to roof and
has a horizontal partition dividing it
into upper and lower decks, and a
vertical pertition which again divides
these into two compartments each.
This makes four cell arrangements
each of which is provided with a
hinged side opening outwardly, so
that a wounded soldier on his stret-
cher may be set right into ore of the
cells from the outside.

From its compact arrangement of
cells it takes the name “Beehive."”
As soon as loaded it is started off
for the field hospitel. This is only
one of the many valuable ideas turn-
ed to practical use in aiding wound-
ed soldiers. It may justly be sald
that all that is possibie = being done
by all branches of science to allev-
fate and shorten the sufferings of
the enormous number of wounded in
this greatest of all wars,

Rejected by Army

Medical Officer of Health Deplores
the Conditions Disclosed

Under the “A
Problem—The Tragedy of Prevent-
able Physical Utfitness.” the
March number of the Toronto Health
Bulletin, Dr. Hastings refers to the
large numlter of recrvits who have
been rejected in Toronto dnring the
past few montis. He says in part:

dt has perihaps never been realized
by the average citizen of Toronto
that enongh men in this city are
eager and anxious to enlist and go
to the front to fHdl every batta'ion
authorized or at present con‘emplat-
ed in this divisicnal area. Thousands
and thousands of men have applied
and have gdesire to enlist, but un-
fortunately have becn rejected.

The 169th Battalion in recruiting
to its strength of 1,131 men, exam-
ined 2,365 men and therefore repect-
ed as unfit 1,234. Another mounted
squadron, amounting to 540 men,
examined 1,744 and  therefore reject-
ed 1,204

MThe numbers of men rejected do
not include the many wio might ap-
ply but do not do so, as they are
already aware that their applications
would be useless, and of course the
figures do not include the women
who are in a similar condition to the
men, and perhaps even worse, for the

Letter From Walter
McDonald

Tells of Experiences With the
Woodcutters, and of Visits
to Other Soldiers

When the war broke out Walter
McDonald of Blacktille was employ-
ed as bookkeeper in the C. P. R.
Supply Stores at McAdam Junction.
He came to Fredericton and enlist-
ed in the first contingent to leave
there, (the 7lst York Regt.) August
1914. They went to Valcartier where
they joined the 12th Battalion. There
they remained unitl the last of Sept-
ember when the Battalion went to|
England. i

During the Battle of Ypres in|
1April 1915, he was one of the draft
|{taken over to France for the 10th
| Battalion. He was in the trenches

in 2 woed cutting detachiment,
where he has been evers ince.

The following is a letter received
}fmm him.a few days ago:
| France, March 12,
Dear Brother.

Must answer your welcome Iletter
{which 1 received a few days ago. I
{just wrote to Mamie yesterday and
|1 must write to Etta soon too. I had
a couple of letters from her lately.
|We had quite a lot of snow here
Ithis last couple of .weeks but it is
inearly all off now. It is just like a
|day in May today. 1 am still work-
|ing here in the forest, and a bunch
1of us are getting out the big logs
now. There are two pair of horses
hauling to the main road on drag
|sleds, and we are piling them. They
‘haven't any peev'es or anything to
{work with and it is certainly some
|outfit.

! We—don't work Sundays mnow but
|/we have rifle inspection and church
!parmle in the mornings. There is
|nothing in this p'oods but oak, beech
land a few birch. I went to Stan-
|ley‘s outfit when 1 went on leave
‘and hé came to London for four
days with me. They have a better
|camp than we had when we were in
|England. {They ali looked fine. I
went to the tailor shop to see Ed
McPhail and he was at the old
machine.

, They have dandy officers in their
Battalion. . 1 sagw Major Donald and
a lot more of them. A lot of them
come {in the Major's room with Stan-
ley and all the fellows to hear some
yarns from the trenches, but I didn’t
tell them much for there are so
many fellows going over there with
long-winded stories . Some fellows
go over there and tell all about it
that never saw the firing line. I see
a lot of storles in the Gleaner from
fellows that went back wounded and
all the wounds they had, and 1 know
some of them never had a scratch.

I sent some badges blown in glass
to mother, and I wrote to her the
same time, 1 hope she gets them al-
right. ‘There is a glass factory here
and the girls will blow the badges
for us anytime. One of them gave
me the aeroplane already blown. Be
sure and write as soon as they get
there.

Conscription Resolution Passed--Revisors to Hand

In List of Eligible

to Build Workmen's Houses

F e\ricton. April 12—The House
met at 3 o'clock.

(Hon. Mr. Murray introduced a 'bill
in aid ‘ot recruiting which he said
was @ similar measure to one which
had been passed in Nova Scotia a
short time ago. The object of it was
to obtain a list of the men of military
agé throughout the Province with
their occupation, whether married or
single, and such other information as
would be useful to the Government.
It had nothing whatever to do with
conscription in any sense, but was
merely designed to ascertain what
resources in men the Province pos-
sessed in case they should ever be
called upon.

Favor Conscription

Lt.—Col. Gutarie then moved
following resolution:

“Resolved, That in the opinion of
this House ién order that the five
hundred thousand men promised by
Camnada to the Empire may be
speedily raised, Parliament should
pass an act calling to the colors all
men of suitable military age.

“And further resolved that in the
selection of men for overseas ser—
vice a system of enrolment should
be adopted whereby the requirements
of the agricultural, industrial and
transportation interests of the coun-
try, together with the needs of per-
sons dependent upon the earnings
of men of military age, shall be giv-
en due consideration, and

“Further resolved that a copy of
this resolution be forwarded to the
Right Honorable Sir Robert Borden,
Premier of Canada.”

This was supported by Co' Guthrie
Capt. Tilley and Hon. John Morrissy
and unanimously adopted.
