Protecting Drainage Outlets.

Tile, particularly clay tile, should
not run out to the mouth of the
drain. If a piece of old gas. pipe,
eight or-ten feet long, can be secured,
this should be placed in the drain 1n
place of the last few tile. Failing
this a piece of corrugated steel, or

than running the tile right to the end,
where they will be breken, washed in-
to the outlet, or otherwise destroyed,
allowing the earth to roll in and stop
the flow of water.

Under any condition the bank is
liable to wear away. Anlmals pastur-
ing in the field may tramp it down,
and block the tile, so in the second
place, an abutment should be built
through which the outlet discharges
its- water: and the bank wili-be kept
in a state of preservation. This may
be made of concrete, stene'or plank,
and should be a péermanent structure.
In some cases where the flow is heavy
and the water would have a tendency
to undermin€ the wall, it is well to
puild an apron on which the force:
of the falling water is broken.
