ROMANCE IN WESTERN LIFE
The Women of the Mew Country WO!

Mew Come to the Front.

The New York Sun says, while the 
eastern woman famishes the material for 
the analytic and psychological novel now 
in vogue, the women of the far west are 
•making the material for the novel of story 
and adventure which is fast coming to 
take its place. Both Kipling and Steven­
son have shown how essential love is to 
the romance when there is a story to tell. 
The pleasures of examining the internal 
machinery of like creatures at length 
foils when the thirst of the primitive man 
and woman, who are only draped after 
all by civilization, is aroused by the chase, 
the struggle, the hand-to-hand contest 
with nature, beasts or men. In this 
women have had slight place ; but the 
future novelist will do well to hearken to 
the stories of women like Mary Simpson 
and Anna Kimball, whose names are 
household words on the prairies and 
plains, and to acknowledge their debt to 
such historians as C. M. Harger, who has 
gathered them up for future use.

Early in 70, a desperado named Ireland 
terrorized Platte Valley, robbing, burning, 
pillaging. One day a baby left alone in a 
house was found murdered. The in­
humanity of the deed crystalized the ter­
ror of the sparsely settled community. 
They started a posse to surround and 
capture him. Among them were Mary 
Simpson and her husband placed on the 
right of the line. Suddenly while her 
husband was at a distance reconnoitering, 
and Mary leading his horse, a tall, beard­
ed man sprang out of the brush. It was 
Ireland. Mary lashed her horse and was 
in pursuit. She was nearly on him when 
he came upon a member of the hunting 
party. Ireland, with one blow of his fist, 
knocked the man off his horse and was 
off, Mary in full cry after him. Ireland 
turned and fired. Mary returned the 
shot. Neither struck. But she had a 
surer weapon.

A WORD ABOUT COFFEE.

Much has been written and printed 
concerning coflee. Cook books all con­
tain receipts for preparing it in different 
way» Every housekeeper considers that 
coffee is something anybody can make 
and therefore she takes no particular 
pains to make it. It is a feet that on the 
breakfast table of nine ont often femilies 
where nice cooking in other respects is 
the rule, the coffee will be found watery 
stuff tasting strongly of chickory, or else 
so black and thick as to be undrinkable 

«by whoever is used to thé better made 
article.

In the city the vast majority of house­
wives buy ground coffee at corner grocer­
ies. I think the same rnle ie good in the 
country, for moet country stores have 
their coffee-grinder. The groceryman’s 
profit is so large on coffee that of course it 
pays him well to grind it. And he can 
in grinding, adulterate it to so great an 
extent that he would prefer to sell his 
“ real Java ” and “ real Mocha ” ground, 
even if he had to sell at a leas price than 
in the ■(jean. The fact that the price is 
the same, ground or unground, never 
seems to show people plainly how well 
it would, pay them to ground their own 
coffee. They may be sure the grocery 
man does not do it for love.

It is not easy to roast coffee, for it re­
quires much close watching, patience and 
experience to bring it just to the proper 
shade, not burnt, nor yet too light, neither 
too little nor too much, but just right. It 
can be bought freshly and perfectly roast­
ed in the larger houses of good repute. It 
is best to buy not more than two pounds 
of this at a time, and it should be kept 
closely covered until the last grain is used. 
I have always found that one-third Mocha 
and two-thirds Java make a good com­
bination. This costs about thirty- two 
cents per pound at the larger downtown 
houses.

A coffee-grinder—a good one — is 
worth fifty cents. The comfort of the good 
coffee it gives you is worth for more. It 
is true Bridget will not grind it unless 
compelled, and if she hasn’t any coffee 
but unground to use ; but it should be a 
case of “ needs must.” If she is allowed 
to grind it over-night for use in the morn­
ing, it should be put into a tightly cov­
ered vessel until used.

I use a coûev- cup full, ground, for a fam­
ily of five. This makes a pound last about 
a week. Put in an egg-shell, and fill the 
pot about a third full of cold water.

When it boils hard, add boiling-hot 
water to the quantity yon wish to make. 
When that boils up once, put in a dash of 
cold water and cover the coffee-pot with a 
folded towel, and set on the back part of 
the stove until you wish to use it If you 
pour it into a silver urn, be sure to scald 
the urn first, that the coffee may not be 
be chilled.

Whoever is used to drinking good coffee 
bought and made in this way will never 
be content with “1 grocers’ coffee ” again.

Always buy a grinder to screw against 
the wall. It eaves time and temper, and 
is at hand when it is wanted.

HOW JEWISH MEAT IS KILLED-

One of the largest abattoirs in New 
York city, covering an ample block, owned 
and operated by men of Jewish race and 
feith, is remarkable for its smooth and 
effective working and admirable distribu­
tion of parts. An average of eight hun­
dred cattle, between three and five years 
old, pass through it in each of the busi­
ness days in the year. Arriving from the 
West at the river front, they ascend one 
by one to the fateful inclosure, where an 
adept employee fastens a chain around 
the hind leg of each. Hoisted by ma­
chinery, the bovine fells gently upon one 
shoulder, and in most instances without a 
cry. Occasionally, however, some brute, 
maddened by eight and smell of blood, 
breaks out into the slaughter-house, and 
creates disturbance that is speedily quell­
ed by its own despatch. Submissive com­
panions, with neck twisted to expose the 
throat, quickly feel the shochet’s long 
and shining knife. The shochet himself 
is a stalwart fellow, cool and wary withal, 
who rarely makes a useless motion. He 
is a religious man and of good moral 
character, as his license from Rabbi Jacob 
Joseph, chief of certain orthodox congre­
gations in the metropolis, avouches. The 
life stream in torrents follows the move­
ment of his blade. This [is “ shechita,” 
the killing. It insures complete effusion 
of blood, in which may be germs of dis­
ease that otherwise might find entrance 
into human bodies. Next follows “ bedi- 
qua," the examination of instrument and 
victim. If a nick appears on the keen 
edge of the knife, that by extremists is 
held to imply unnecessary suffering, in­
jurious chemical change, and consequent 
unfitness of the carcass for market If 
there be none, lungs, liver, and heart, the 
entire body indeed, are minutely inspect­
ed.—Century Magazine.

AFRICAN SLAVE TRADE.
The Almost Incredible Atrocities that 

are Practiced on the Negro.

The African slave trade is dying hard, 
but it is doomed. The storming and cap­
ture of Oponda, on the upper Shire ; the 
freeing of nearly three hundred slaves 
bought in Oponda’s country by traders 
from Kilwa, Kivinge and Lindi, and 
Oponda’s consent to the entire abolition 
of slavery throughout his dominions are 
achievements which redound in no small 
degree to the credit of H. H. Johnson, the 
commissioner of British central Africa, 
and, taken together with the uniform suc­
cess on both sides of the Nyassa, are full 
of promise that freedom is dawning even 
in the heart of Africa. The slave-riders 
are fighting hard in the defense of their 
iniquitious traffic, and both Mr. Johnson 
and Capt. Maguire had some remarkable 
escapes during the hostilities at Mankan- 
jiras when their steamer was fired on and 
the town was captured only after two days’ 
fighting ; but nevertheless, the latest ad­
vices from Zanzibar are encouraging 
enough to justify the hope that the results* 
of the expedition will be enduring. At 
the present juncture, therefore, an alto­
gether exceptional interest attaches to the 
revelations of the slave trade contributed 
by H. H. Johnston, from which this ac­
count is taken :

“ It may be questioned whether, not­
withstanding all that has been said and 
written on the slave trade, its horrors are 
realized. Little is really known as to the 
condition of life in the dark continent. 
African villages are, no doubt, seldom 
peaceful, and the environment probably 
of most tribes is always one of battle, 
murder and sudden death. But none of 
their enemies are so dreaded by the 
natives as the Arab slave-hunters. Many 
of the tribes are not, it is true, clean­
handed in this matter. They themselves 
levied war upon their neighbors for years, 
selling their captives to the traders. But 
sooner or later Nemesis comes upon them 
and they are themselves suddenly ex­
posed to the same fate. Notwithstanding 
the most elaborate precautions against 
surprise the result is nearly always the 
same.

“ The Arabs are too experienced to let 
their movements be known, and as often 
as not the negro scouts have only time to 
run back into the doomed village, shout­
ing out that escape is impossible. If re­
sistance is attempted by the fighting men 
it is almost always in vain. The slave- 
hunters always come in strong force and 
are so ruthless in their attack that they 
are rarely beaten off. It is known, too, 
that they punish resistance by instant 
death, and many natives at once lay down 
their arms and surrender at discretion. 
In a few minutes all the inhabitants of 
the village who have not been killed are 
chained ; the hunters soon bring in, dead 
or alive, any who may have attempted to 
escape. If by chance any of the Moham­
medans are killed, they wreak a savage 
vengeance on their helpless captives. 
They tie the men to stakes and trees and 
lop of their limbs one by one and then 
behead them. They put the women to 
the sword, and, lifting up the children by 
the feet, they swing them round and 
dash their brains out on the stone seats of 
the village square. The details of raids, 
of course, vary, but the methods pursued 
have a terrible sameness.

“ After the raid, with all its attendant 
horrors of cruelty and carnage, has been 
accomplished, the Arabs make the slaves 
stand np in their chains — men, woman 
and children—and carefully examine 
them. All those who are aged or deform­
ed or weakly are separated from the 
others and put on one side. Their chains 
are taken off, and they are told in grim 
jest by the Arabs that they are free to go 
where they please, but when they begin 
to slink off to the bush the Fulbe, with 
shouts of laughter, shoot or ride them 
down, or, with a refinement of savage 
cruelty, tie a rope round their ankles and 
then ride round and round the square at 
full gallop until the victim is simply a 
shapeless mass of blood and bones.

“ Life is, indeed, cheap in Africa. Not, 
perhaps, a tribe of the captured slaves 
live to resell the slave market. No care 
whatever is taken of them. Any who 
murmur as they are dragged away from 
their burning houses are at once shot. If 
any refuse to eat they are threatened with 
immediate death. It is a small wonder, 
with such a system of discipline, that 
they soon become tractable.

“ The order of march is almost always 
the same. The slaves, yoked together 
with slave-sticks, are made to march in 
the centre of a caravan, with armed men 
in front and behind, some widening the 
road as they go along, and cutting down 
bush in order to prevent any enemies 
from concealing themselves on the line of 
route. All the men slaves have their 
hands securely tied behind their backs 
with coils of brush rope. The women’s 
hands, however, are left free, so that they 
may take their children with them, either 
by bolding their hands or slinging them 
on their backs. In this fashion they 
travel from day to day until they reach 
one of the depots.

“ An African slave market is not, per­
haps without a certain picturesqueness of 
its own, but there is little room for such 
consideration in connection with the bru­
talizing traffic. The slaves, now that es­
cape is hopeless, have their fetters knocked 
off and are better cared for as the market 
day draws near. At the larger depots 
many thousand slaves are ‘ brought to the 
hammer,’ or otherwise sold to the highest 
bidder, the purchaser in the first instance 
usually being a slave merchant. Prices, 
of course, vary very widely, but an able 
bodied male usually sells for about 2,000 
kauri shells. The bargain completed, the 
merchants attach themselves to some 
caravan and set off with their ‘black 
ivory ’ to some more or less distant mar­
ket nearer the boundaries of civilization.

“ Even the merchants, notwithstanding 
their investment in slaves, are scarcely 
kinder to them than their original cap- 
tors. The slaves are again attached by 
chains fastened to the heavy wooden col­
lars they wear, and any who fall out of 
the ranks through weakness are either 
left to die in misery or—not, perhaps, un­
mercifully, shot down.”—London Graphic.

“ Old Bill was a drover and was a rich 

I sup­
pose he was worth $150,000, and he al­
ways carried a good slice of it in his 
trousers pocket.

“ Well, speaking of baffalo robes reminds 
me of a good story. Bill Healy went to 
Brighton once with a load of cattle — fat 
cattle and good as you ever see. Old Bill 
sold ’em and went into Boston and wan­
dered down on the wharves and by the 
depots to see what he could find. Well, 
he struck there just as they were about to 
bid off a cargo of buffalo robes. They 
were in bales, and there was a pile of 'em 
— a big pile of ’em. Old Bill was a 
elouchy looking old fellow, didn’t look as 
though he had a dollar, and as he slipped 
into the party of buyers he noticed a very 
elegant lot of gentlemen with tall hats 
and canes and white chokers.

“ The terms of the sale were this : The 
bidder could take one bale or ten 
bales of the whole cargo.

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THE CONTEST TO-DAY.

The political contest which is being de­
cided to-day has been short and bitter. 
Most people will be glad that it has been 
short, but every right thinking elector 
must regret that it seems to have been 
necessary to import so much personal 
animosity into it. We have had far too 
much of this sort of thing in election 
contests in this county and elsewhere.

It is to be deplored that the popular opin­
ion on the general administration of public 
affairs can not be recorded at the polls in 
a calm and judicial way — on the merits 
of public policy and on the record of 
public men, unclouded by the heat of 
political strife, and unbiased by political 
envy and rancour.

It is doubtless true that the political 
issues submitted to the people in the 
selection of candidates for the local legis­
lature, are not always of that large and 
important nature which gives dignity to 
their discussion and raises them above 
the level of personal accusation and re­
crimination, but it is surely possible to 
discuss public questions and the official 
acts of representative men, in a fairer and 
less acrimonious spirit than that which 
has characterized the present campaign.

WHAT WILL YORK SAY?

The electors of York are saying today 
who shall represent them in the legis­
lature for the next four years. They are 
saying more than that ; they are saying 
who shall lead the government of the 
province, and what the policy of the gov­
ernment shall be. York has spoken on 
this question more than once before, and 
she will not go back on her record today.

For ten years past the government of 
the province has been led from York. 
Very able and intelligent men from other 
counties have held seats in the legislature, 
and in the executive council ; but it is no 
disparagement to any of them to say, 
that the eminent qualifications of the 
leader of the government, have made him 
easily first among his peers. York has 
been honored through him, and has hon­
ored herself in supporting him so loyally, 
and in sending him to the legislature 
with a full contingent in hearty and 
thorough sympathy with him. Her in­
terests have not suffered thereby. To some 
one of the constituencies the honor and 
the benefit of sending the premier to the 
legislature must fall, and it has been the 
good fortune of this connty to hold this 
distinction, not only during the term of 
office of the present government, but of 
that which preceded it When the honor 
and the distinction are taken away, it 
would not be expected that York itself 
would do it ; and yet there are thoee who 
think this possible. We do not agree 
with them ; we believe that York today 
is saying that she desires that Andrew G. 
Blair shall lead the government of this 
province in the future, as in the past; 
and that he shall have his hands strength­
ened by having a full ticket with him, as 
an indication of the confidence which the 
county has in his ability, and in his 
worthiness to lead.

In Messrs. Wilson, Anderson and Colter, 
the county has had three capable and 
faithful representatives. They have care­
fully attended to their legislative duties, 
and have looked well after the interests 
of their constituents in all other ways. 
We fully believe that the people of York 
are saying today by their ballots, that 
they are the men who shall, as representa­
tives of the metropolitan county, uphold 
the hands of the attorney-general in the 
next parliament

AND NOW FOR THE VERDICT,

To-day in all the Constituencies of the 
Province, with the single exception of 
Madawaska, the people’s verdict is being 
rendered. By the time this issue of The 
Herald reaches its readers, the issue 
now pending will have been practically 
decided. The politicians have had their 
say, and now the people are talking. We 
are soon to have the verdict of the final 
court of appeal.

The government await it with the 
fullest confidence. They are assured from 
all quarters that the people will approve 
their administration of the affaire of the 
province since they were last entrusted to 
their hands, and will give an emphatic 
endoraation to their policy of wise and 
progressive legislation, of prudent and 
economical management of the provincial 
finances, of increased efficiency in all the 
public services, of maintaining intact the 
rights of the province, and of carrying 
out in spite of all obstacles, and in the 
face of opposition without and within the 
legislature the reforms to which they 
pledged themselves when they assumed 
the seals of office.

To-day the people are pronouncing 
their opinion on the policy and the 
record of the government in the past, and 
declaring their will for the future. We 
much mistake public sentiment if the 
result will not be a most complete vindi 
cation of the executive and a well-merited 
rebuke to those who have so persistently 
and maliciously assailed their policy and 
misrepresented their acts.

The government is thoroughly repre­
sentative of the people, and in cloee touch 
with them — it is led by a statesman 
whose ability is everywhere acknow­
ledged, and it appeals to the people on its 
record with a full assurance that it will 
be judged on its merits and will not be 
found unworthy to receive a renewal of 
their confidence.

The following is taken from a despatch 
sent to the Toronto Globe from St. John.

A ROOF OF SALT.

This remarkable lake may be seen at 
any time during the year, fully expoeed, 
being even at its best when the sun is 
shining directly upon it This wonderful 
body of water is one of the saltest of the 
salt lakes, and is situated near Obdorak, 
Siberia. The lake is nine miles wide 
and seventeen long, and within the 
memory of man was not entirely roofed 
over by the salt deposit. Orginally 

the most prominent 
lake over with salt, 

present time the salt springs 
which surround it are adding fast to the 
thickness of the crust. In the long ago 
rapid evaporation of the lake’s water 
left great salt crystals floating on the 
surface. In course of time these caked 
together. Thus the waters were finally 
entirely covered. In 1878 the lake found 
an underground outlet into the river 
Obi, which lowered its surface about three 
feet. The salt crust was so thick, how­
ever that it retained its old level, and now 
presents the curious spectacle of a salt- 
roofed lake. The salt coat increases six 
inches in thickness every year. The 
many islands with which the lake is 
studded are said to act as braces and to 
help keep the arched salt crust in position.

AROUND THE, WORLD.
The Weal* Events In Brief-The Cream

Five hundred Sweedes were made 
American citizens in a- bunch at Rock­
ford, Ill., Monday.

The writ for the new election in Sel­
kirk, Han., has been issued. Nomination 
third and polling tenth November.

Albert A. Dodge, cashier of the Inter­
colonial freight sheds, St John, N. B., has 
been arrested, chained with embezzling 
$5,000.

It is estimated that over $100,000 have 
been paid out for potatoes to the formers 

. Houlton, since the opening of the 
aeon.
The new Mormon temple at Salt Lake 

City, Utah, is to be dedicated April 4,1893. 
It has been forty years building and has 
cost $2,500,000.

Heavy snowstorms in Alberta have sus­
pended business in Calgary and Banff. 
Trains on the Calgary and Edmond ton 
branch are hung up by snow.

All the troops have been removed from 
the Carnegie -works at Homestead, Pa. 
The maintenance of the soldiers during 
the strike cost the state $600,000.

A potato was dog this season by Stephen 
McPhee, C. B., that weighed about two 
pounds, two ounces. It is a four pronged 
monster, looking something like a tooth.

Official statistics of the St John’s fire 
show that the number of families burned 
out was 1,874; the number of persons, 
10,234 ; the number of houses destroyed, 
1,650.

Since the outbreak of cholera in Ham­
burg there have been 77,962 cases of the 
disease and 7,598 deaths.in that city. The 
total number of deaths in France since 
April is 3,184.

Emperor William has sent $12,500 to 
the Hamburg senate, requesting that it 
be expended in relieving the distress 
among the families of thoee who have 
died from cholera.

Considerable excitement was created on 
Wall street, New York, Monday by an 
unknown man, who tore down a British 
flag from the front office of the bank of 
British North America, and after destroy­
ing it, walked quietly away.

Levi Dudley, of Peel, Carleton Co., age 
between 35 and 40 years, was run over 
by the accommodation train on the C. P. 
R. about three o’clock Tuesday afternoon 
near Fort Fairfield, Me. He leaves a wife 
and several children.

The house of Josh Adams, near Clare­
mont, Sumpter county, South Carolina, 
was burned Wedneedav. His four chil­
dren, who were locked in the house while 
the fether and mother attended religious 
service, were burned to death.

While Messrs. Arthur George and 
Reuben Thompson were working on the 
marsh at Sackville, near the residence of 
the former they were attacked by three 
raccoons. The dogs were disposed of in 
short order and the men put on the de­
fensive. After a short skirmish Mr. 
Thompson shot them.

A girl 11 years of age, daughter of A. 
D. Brown, Eecuminac, Restigouche, a few 
days ago, ;had a cartridge in her hand. 
When she began tapping the cap with 
the sharp end of her school pencil, it ex­
ploded, and so mutilated three of her fin­
gers and a thumb that amputation was 
necessary.

The contract between the Dominion 
government and the Allan Steamship Co. 
for the carrying of the mails between 
Great Britain and Canada has been re­
newed for another year,'and arrangements 
have been made whereby the best boats 
of the Dominion Line as well are to be 
utilized in carrying Engligh mails to apd 
from Canada.

A tragedy occurred at Victoria, P. E. L, 
on Monday. Dr. Byrne and his wife 
were found dead, one lying on the bed 
and the other on a sofa. They are thought 
to have both committed suicide by poison. 
They were both victims of the drink 
habit. An inquest will be held. Dr. 
Byrne was a vetinary surgeon, and for­
merly lived in Charlottetown.

Three men were lowering lumber with 
a rope down a steep incline in No. 1 slope 
at Springhill Mines Tuesday. Richard 
Coetigan stood at the bottom to detatch 
the rope. A prop slipped through the 
hands of the workmen, dashed down in 
the darkness a distance of 100 feet, strik­
ing Coetigan on the head with considerable 
force and inflicting injuries from which 
he died in three hours.

Henry Patterson lived with his two 
sisters at Pictou. Henry was doing busi­
ness as usual on Saturday. Twenty-four 
hours later he was dead. Within an hour 
of the brother’s death one of the sisters 
passed away. Tuesday the second-sister 
died. The whole family ie thus wiped 
out. The three funerals will take place 
at the same time. The deaths were from 
pneumonia, resulting from colds.

Advices from Zanzibar state that the 
Wahehety, who last year massacred a 
German expedition under Lieut. Von 
Zeelwiski, killing three hundred men, 
have just attacked the German station at 
Mipwapwa, on the road to Usugara. The 
Arab governor, two Germans, and two 
British Indians were killed and many 
were wounded. It is reported the natives 
have made attacks on other European 
stations.

The charges made against Rev. R. S, 
Crisp by Rev. D. D. Currie are to be in­
vestigated. The conference special com­
mittee met Wednesday afternoon'- and 
considered the matter. • The general opin­
ion was that an investigation should be 
held, even though Mr. Currie declined.to 
assist the conference by formulating-his 
charges and presenting them in the regu­
lar way. Some arrangements were made 
which will enable the committee to begin 
the enquiry and the whole matter wfft be 
probed to the bottom.

Mr. Spence’s crew were on their way 
to the woods, they stopped for the night 
at the honse of one Mr. McColl, on the 
Woodstock road. One of the teams was 
made up of four horses and a large wagon, 
the wagon being heavily loaded with 
oats, quilts, and the men’s clothes. The 
men went to bed leaving this wagon 
standing in the yard. When they arose 
in the morning nothing of the wagon or 
its load remained except the iron work. 
Both wagon and load had been burned 
daring the night. The cause of the fire 
is unknown, but some think it caught 
from a spark dropped the night before 
from a pipe ; others think the load was 
stolen and the cart burned to hide the 
theft. The loss is estimated at between 
$300 and $400.

Thirty thousand pilgrims have start­
ed from the Kremlin for Troftza, 
Russia, to celebrate the five hun­
dredth anniveraary of the death of SL 
Sergius. They are accompanied by one 
thousand of the clergy bearing sacred sym­
bols and images. The pilgrims passed last 
night in the village of Metishachij in the 
open air. Their kerosene lamps revealed 
a weird scene. For three miles along the 
road the pilgrims were huddled together 
in groups, sleeping on sacks of bracken 
bread. The whole distance is forty miles. 
It is expected one hundred thousand 
pilgrims will assemble at the Troitza 
monastery. Cossack regiments are lead­
ing and guarding the procession. St. 
Serguis was the chief actor in the four­
teenth century straggle to throw off the 
Tartar yoke.

Agricultural.

The farmer’s and dairymen’s association 
of New Brunswick will hold their next an­
nual meeting in Fredericton on the 25th, 
26th and 27th January, 1893. Owing to the 
impetus given to this industry by the grant 
of the local government last session, and 
the increased interest taken in dairying 
throughout the province, a large and suc­
cessful meeting is anticipated.

W. W. Hubbard, well known in agricul­
tural circles, starts ou a tour through York 
county, having charge of travelling dairy. 
This is part of the plan adopted by the 
local government, to assist and awaken an 
interest in the dairying industry in this 
province. Mr. Hubbard intends to visit 
Upper Keswick Ridge on the 24 th inst., 
Springfield on the 25th, Haynesville on 
the 26th, Upper Caverhill on the 27th, 
Temperance Vale on the 28th and Camp­
bell Settlement on the 29th. It is expected 
that the other government lecturers on 
dairying will be doing the same in their 
respective districts during the winter.

That a creamery can be successful in this 
province under ordinary circumstances, is 
fully demonstrated by the success of the 
Kingsclear creamery during the present 
season. The butter made at this creamery 
is of the first quality. To give our readers 
an idea of the amount of butter made, it is 
sufficient to say that in the month of Sep­
tember 3,991 pounds of butter were manu­
factured. About 250 pounds of butter are 
churned every day. Manager Hartt is very 
attentive to visitors, and is always ready 
and willing to impart any information that 
visiting farmers may require of him.

Clover leaf Concert.

A concert under the auspices of the Clo ver- 
leaft mission band was held in the Auld 
Kirk last evening. Although the weather 
was disagreeable, a large number was 
present.

THE SILENT MESSENGER 

Softly Steals Among Those Whom We

Supreme Court.—The court held a meet­
ing this morning for the purpose of deliver­
ing judgments.

At Kincardin, on the fourteenth instant, 
John Roe, late of Nottingham, England, 
passed away in his sixtieth year.

On Sunday last the four year old child of 
Murray McDonald, of Marysville, was hur­
ried at sunny bank, Gibson. There was a 
large funeral.

Albert Carson, of Tay Creek, died on 
Tuesday, the 11th inst., and was buried in 
the old burying ground at that place the 
following Thursday. His wife and three 
children have the sympathy of the entire 
community.

Mrs. McGinnis, relict of the late John 
McGinnis, formerly a resident of this city, 
but now of Boston, died in that city sud­
denly of heart failure. Deceased was the 
daughter of the late William McBeath, and 
was between fifty and sixty years of age.

Miss Lizzie Sloat, lately of this city, and 
at one time in charge of the stamp depart­
ment of the post office, died at Minomee on 
Saturday last. Shortly after her arrival 
there, she was seized with fever, which ul­
timately resulted in her death.

On Thursday morning, the 6th inst., after 
a protracted illness, between the hours of 
three and four, at the residence of Miss 
Maggie Moffatt, Kingsclear, Maud 8. Nichol­
son departed this life in the twenty-third 
year of her age. The faith she professed did 
not leave her in a dying moment which 
was a consolation to her beloved friends. 
The Rev. Mr. LePage preached the funeral 
sermon from a portion of the ninetieth 
psalm.

Mrs. Wood, wife of capt. C. A. Wood, 
formerly of this city, died in Boston last 
Saturday. The deceased lady had many 
friends in Fredericton. She was a sister of 
the late Mrs. G. T. Whelpley and Mrs. 
capt. Rideout of California, and was a 
daughter of the late John J. Mayes of 
Hampstead, Queens county, and leaves a 
sorrowing husband, one son, and one 
daughter. The remains arrived here Mon­
day, and were interred in Forest hill 
cemetery. Capt. Wood, his son, Dr. Dow 
Wood, and Miss Laura Wood, who ac­
companied the remains from Boston to 
their last resting place, have the sympathy 
of this community in their great loss. 
They returned to Boston Thursday.

Dr. Connell, Woodstock’s formost physi­
cian, passed to his last rest on the morning 
of the 20th inst. For some time passed he 
had been troubled with heart disease, but 
no serious results were expected. His sud­
den death cast a gloom over the town in 
which he had spent so many years of his 
life. The deceased gentleman was held in 
high esteem by his native townsmen who 
loved him as a physician and honored him 
as an upright man. Mr. Connell was in 
his fifty-fourth year and was the son of bon. 
Charles Connell, one of the leading states­
men of this province in the period preced­
ing confederation, and the representative of 
the county of Carleton in the first and 
second parliaments of Canada. Dr. Connell 
was a brother to Geo. H. Connell, who was 
elected to the house of commons in 1878, 
and who died suddenly at Ottawa, February 
16th, 1881. He was born and brought up in 
Woodstock, and when he had completed 
his education and his professional training, 
ntered into medical practice there. Dr. 

Connell was one of the most genial of men. 
His hospitality, like that of other members 
of the family, was well known throughout 
the region round about. He was the soul of 
generosity and kindness. He was incapable 
of anything mean or dishonorable ; he was 
in short a gentleman of the old school, with­
out the old school failings and vices.

The tidings that Chas. E. Murray had 
died on Wednesday afternoon at 1.30 o’clock 
was beard here with much sorrow. As an­
nounced in our last issue he had been 
severely injured on Friday evening, the 
14th inst., by a loaded truck wagon passing 
over him, but hope was strong that being of 
a good constitution he would recover. It 
was not to be and a man who might call 
every resident of this city and county a 
friend, lias passed away. Deceased was a 
man who took great pleasure in his work 
as a farmer. He was a practical agricul­
turist and district agricultural society, No. 
34, conferred an honor on itself when Mr. 
Murray became its president. All will re­
member the active part he took in the af­
fairs of the late provincial exhibition, and 
much of its success must be and is attri­
buted to his energy and enterprise. His 
home above Springhill was one of the most 
beautiful in the county and his farm was a 
credit to his parish. Deceased, who never 
married, was a brother of William, Sidney 
and Rainsford Murray. The funeral took 
place yesterday atemoon ; it was very large­
ly attended, a great many from town going 
up. It is said to have been the largest 
funenal ever seen in Kingsclear. The re­
mains were interred in the burying ground 
next the Episcopal church. Rev’s Messrs. 
Roberts and Montgomery conducted a most 
impressive service.

The Late Metropolitan.

Though called away from his native 

country at the age of 40— and so long ago 
as the year 1846 — Bishop Medley never lost 
his interest in the Diocese of Exeter, and in 
his old parishioners at St. Thomas. In 
proof of this it may be sufficient to mention 
that a Christmas never passed without hb 
sending a sum of money to .be expended in 
gifts of food and clothing for the poor .of 
his old flock. Most of them who remem­
bered Dr. Medly as their pastor have pre­
ceded him to the tomb ; but^some still re­
main, among whonl niay be mentioned 
William Millman, parish clerk of Old- 
ride, who 'has rung the church bell in that 
hamlet for over sixty-two years. James 
Stocker, of St. Thomas, whose death we 
have lately recorded, was one of the bishop’s 
most attached parishioners, and it is some­
what remarkable that one so nearly of the 
same age, and who always so warmly 
greeted hb old pastor when he visited the 
parish, should have entered into hb rest 
nearly at the same period. In material 
things the bbhop has left his mark broad 
and deep upon his old charge, for not only 
was the chancel of St. Thomas adorned and 
beautified by hb taste and liberality, but St. 
Andrews’s, Ëxwick, was erected through 
his zeal and munificence, and the pretty 
chapel at Oldridge enlarged and almost en­
tirely rebuilt. Nothing gave hb lordship 
greater pleasure than to revbit these scenes 
of hb early labors, and the parishioners of 
St. Thomas and Exwick will not easily for­
get hb last visit in 1888, when the venerable 
prelate, (whose eighty-four years g,ve ad­
ditional weight to hb pulpit utterances) 
was accompanied by hie three clerical sons, 
two of whom took part in the services. It 
b also remarkable that the present incum­
bent of St. Thomas and Oldridge, the Rev. 
Maurice Swabey, who twice welcomed 
Bbhop Medley to hb old parish and 
churches (in 1879 and 1888), was ordained 
priest by hb lordship in Fredericton Cath­
edral in 1859, and afterwards served under 
him for fourteen years in the city of St. 
John, New Brunswick. It was onlyin 1881, 
when Bbhop Medley had attained hb 
seventy-sixth year, and the thirty-sixth of 
his episcopate, that he sought the aid of a 
coadjutor, and thb prelate (the right rev. 
bbhop H. T. Kingdon, D. D., formerly vicar 
of Good Easter, Essex), to whom he gave up 
one half of hb episcopal income, now suc­
ceeds to the sole charge of the diocese of 
Fredericton. We are sure that all true friends 
of the church of England in thb country 
and Canada will hope that the new bbhop 
may be blessed in hb work and imbued 
with the spirit of self-abnegation and devo­
tion to duty which so largely rested upon 
his predecessor.

THE MURDER.

Dr. Mullen, Peter Hughes, and Wm. At- 
kinson give Testimony.

The murder case was resumed on Thurs­
day morning, when Dr. Mullen was called 
to the witness stand. He said : Am a doc­
tor of medicine and reside at St. Marys; 
remembered Wednesday, the 6th inst. ; in 
the afternoon drove in from Marysville, and 
heard a noise and loud talking at the barber 
shop, and saw Atkinson on the platform 
talking to Odbur, who was at bb door; 
didn’t see Titus ; in the evening, when sit­
ting in the house reading, about twelve 
minutes to nine heard a shot fired; went 
out to the door and heard somebody say 
“ he was shot ;” went towards the barber 
shop ; Titus was lying on the platform un­
conscious ; did not appear to be breathing ; 
told someone to telephone for Dr. Conlthard 
and the police ; got a light and examined 
the head, which had a large wound over the 
right side of the skull ; much blood on plat­
form ; found the skull fractured ; it was a 
wound made by an object moving with 
great velocity, as the sides of the fractured 
skull were much tom; he then began to 
breathe; remained by him till Dr. Coul- 
thard came.

To Mr. McCready : Saw Odber there ; 
heard him say it was hb son who shot him.

To Mr. Hughes : Stopped in front of Mr. 
Estabrooks’ when first heard the noise ; did 
not see Atkinson when Titus was shot.

William Atkinson sworn: Reside at St. 
Marys; saw Titus and Atkinson on the 
street talking between 7 and 8 o’clock, there 
were others with them ; then went home, 
came out again between Sand 9; saw Atkin­
son talking to Odber, one on each side of 
the door ; Atkinson said to McMichael, “you 
struck me and I have got it in for you ; ” 
didn’t see Titus at that time, but as soon as 
Atkinson spoke heard glass break; Atkin­
son then left the door, and I saw Titus and 
him go past Staples’ window, -which was lit 
up, and dodge into thS alley ; someone, 
whether the prisoners or not, threw some­
thing after them, which appeared by the 
noise to be bottles ; heard Odber say to 
Charles, “ fetch out the gun ; ” saw him go 
in for the gun and bring it ont ; saw Titus 
come out of the alley, going towards Mc- 
Michael’s shop, saw the flash of the gun 
and saw Titus fall ; did not see anything 
peculbr in hb manner ; when about 12 or 
15 feet from the shop Titus fell ; could not 
see who fired the gun ; went to where Titus 
was lying ; thought Atkinson was in the 
alley when Titus was shot; heard Odber 
say, “ d—m him, I would shoot the Queen 
if she interferred with me ; ” coming past 
where Titus lay, he said, “ let him lay there 
and die."

To Mr. McCready : After the shooting 
witness met Alex. Atkinson on the street 
and started him up street.

To Mr. Hughes : Was on th e opposite 
side of street when I saw Atkinson talking to 
Odber; About a minute after thb heard 
the glass break ; Atkinson was in the alley 
when Titus went down street just before the 
shooting ; saw Charles McMichael come out 
with the gun and heard the shot almost 
immediately after; Atkinson tried to come 
ont of the alley but Titus pulled him back 
after the breaking of the glass.

Peter Hughes, the next witness, said: 
Was in prisoner’s shop about three o’clock 
on the day of the shooting ; saw there the 
prisoners, Charles Titus and Atkinson ; 
Odber came in behind me ; Titus told Od­
ber that he and the boy had a wrestle, that 
the boy threw him ; Odber said the boy was 
only seventeen years old but was quite a 
coon and a hard boy to throw. Titus 
asked to try the strength of Odber’s hand 
and Odber sat down in the chair and said 
he did not want to. Titus turned to wit­
ness and asked him to try, witness refused 
but he caught bold of hb hand ; he then 
caught hold of Charles' hand very roughly; 
then quit ; R. Staples then came in ; told

Staples about Charles throwing him and 
wanted to bet $5 to wrestle either father or 
son ; both refused to w reste ; Fred began to 
d——m him and called him obscene names; 
Odber asked him then what hold he wanted 
to wrestle ; replied he did not care what 
it watf j Odber asked if he would wrestle 
him back hold; deceased replied that he 
would ;' Odber sent Charles for his boob ; 
witness told Odber not to wrestle and he 
said he would take his advice ; Titus then 
swor* at him again and crowded against 
him ;- Odber shoved him away and said go 
way boy.

Nothing knew was brought out by the 
cross examination. The trial has been 
futrher postponed till next Wednesday.

Glbeon end SL Marys.
Thomas Tomilson, whose hotel at St. 

Marys was destroyed by the late fire, b pul­
ing up a new building, under the super­
vision of Reid Blair.

Mrs. Steadman, of Nova Scotia, addressed 
a good audience in the Baptbt Church on 
Wednesday evening. Mrs. C. Goodspeed, 
president of the W. C. T. U., occupied the 
chair. The music by the choir was especial­
ly fine.

There have been several removals of fami­
lies here, and vacant houses are pretty 
plentiful. _ ____________

A SAD SCANDAL

Ottawa, Oct. 19.—The wife of a prom­
inent Presbyterian divine here, a leading 
merchant of the city, now in Europe, and 
a broken-hearted husband, are the central 
figures in a scandal which baa thrown 
the entire city into commotion. Daring 
the absence of the lady in question in 
Mew York, the matter was taken up by 
the board of session of the church and 
the husband, who was present, complete­
ly broke down at the exposure of bis 
wife's misdoings. When the woman re­
turned from New York she denied every­
thing except that she had been indiscreet. 
She has however, left Ottawa, taking with 
her her three-year-old daughter, and is 
now in New York. The husband will, it 
is said, throw up his city church her» 
and seek a new home where his misfor­
tune will not be known of.

HOW TO FORECAST WEATHER.
A Formula of Popular Signs Which are

Easily

The formula of popular weather signs 
which is said to be most kindly treated 
by the official observers is that which 
was adopted by the Farmers’ Club of the 
American Institution several years ago. 
It contains ten propositions easily remem­
bered, which are as follows :

1. When the temperature fells sudden­
ly, there is a storm forming south of you.

2. When the temperature rises sudden­
ly, there is a storm forming north of you,

3. The wind always blows from 
region of feir weather towards a region 
where a storm is forming,

4. Cirrus clouds always move from a 
region where a storm is in progress to­
ward a region of feir weather.

5. Cumulous clouds always move from 
a region where a storm is forming.

6. When cirrus clouds are moving 
rapidly from the north or northeast, there 
will be rain within twenty-four hours, no 
matter how cold it is.

7. When cirrus clouds are moving 
rapidly from the south or southeast there 
will be a hailstorm on the morrow, if it 
be in the summer, and if it be in the 
winter there will be a snow storm.

8. The wind always blows in a circle 
around a storm, and when it blows from 
the north the heaviest rain is east of you 
if it blows from the south, the heaviest 
rain is west of you ; if it blows from the 
east the heaviest rain is south.

9. The wind never blows unless rain 
is falling within a thousand miles of you,

10. Whenever heavy white frost oc­
curs a storm is forming within a thousand 
miles north or northwest of you.

This is about as far as popular weather 
prophecy has yet advanced. It is not 
very great distance, to be sure, but then 
it is much better than trusting to the 
guess work of almanac predictions, which 
are made up a year or more in advance.
