Macdonalds Government respecting 
this service—only 205 miles were re­
paired, and only seventy-five miles of 
naw roads were made. Last year Mr. 
Mowat’s Government had repaired, and 
only seventy-five miles of new roads 
were made, Last year Mr Mowat'e 
Government had retailed 357 miles, 
and had constructed 250 miles of new 
roads, besides twelve bridges, in all 
693 miles. By these means l-vrgi> tracts 
of lands were opened up for tho suttlom, 
and great facilities afforded f »r emi- 
g ran ta reaching the Free Grant territory. 
(Cheers. ) Another charge against tho 
Government was that they hail sold 
thousands of square miles of our tim­
bered territory. The charge was utter­
ly false, not an acre of land nor a stick 
of timber had been sold. It was found 
that raids had been made upon thoss 
lands, and qoaotities of timber lV>ated 
over to the United States. The Govern­
ment could not keep watchers over that 
territory, and so they sold to the lum­
berers only the right to enter upon the 
lauds, and their interest would induce 
them to protect it. The lumberer had 
to pay a royalty of $20 per thousand 
cubic feet, in addition to tho $090,000 
paid at the sea, and t he land sate be­
longed to the Crown. (Hear, hear.) 
After defending the silo of timber 
limita, Mr. Hudgins spoke of the honor­
able record of the Reform Government, 
and contrasted it with the record of the 
Dominion Government, which Mr. Ry­
kert had supported . He dared Mr. Ry­
kert to lay his finger on a single act or 
a single telegram of Mr. Mowat’s cor­
rupt in nature or in tendency. He could 
not show any telegram of Mr. Mowat'e 
to “send me another ten thousand." 
He could not show that Mr- Mowat hsd 
ever given $1,000 of public in may 
t> induce a murderer to loaye 
the country. be could not accuse 
Mr, Mowat of paying contractors 
for public works large sums in excess of 
the work done, as on the Intercolonial 
Railway.
