L.ONDON, Sept. 26.

The first batch of claims against
the White Star Line, arising out of
the Titanic disaster come up for trial
during the approaching law sittings.
They are being brought on behalf of
the relatives of fourteen passengers
‘who perished. The findings in these
cases are expected to govern subse-
quent claims, based chiefly oen the
grounds that, after warning had been
received of the proximity of ice, there
was no deflection of the liner’'s course,
no reduction in speed, nor any in-
creased look-out; and that proper
steps were not taken to transfer more
passengers to the life-boats. The
Company is expected to rely on the
defence that Captain Smith did all he
could after receiving the warning as
to the ice, and followed the usual
practice. The terms of the contract,
under which tickets are issued, oblige
all claims to be brought in the Eng-
lish court, where the Merchant Ship-
ping Act limits the liability of ship-
ping companies to $75 per ton in case
of loss of life, and $40 per ton
in case of loss of goods. As the ton-
nage liability of the Titanic was 43,-
521 tons, the gross liability for loss of
life is $4.264,075, and for goods
$1,740,840, a total of $6,004,915.
