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“Boats tor All” Mato 
Idea tor Safety at Sea.
Pontoon Rafts Agreed On Wliere Full

Use is Made of AWiilalrte Space,
London, Dec. .21.—'The Committee 

on Life Saving Appliances appointed 
by the International Conference on 
Safety of Life at Sea has agreed, upon 
the recommendations which will ceme 
before the full conferehce early in 
January. Z

The principle of boats for all has,, 
according to the Times, been accept­
ed subject to the proviso that where 
fullest use has been made of the 
space available for fitting davits pon­
toon rafts may be provided for 25 
per cent, of those on board, with life­
boats of a recognized type for the 
remainder.

On the initiative of the American 
delegates, an important recommenda­
tion is made relative to the danger 
from fire, namely, that no passenger 
vessel should ship a cargo of such a 
nature or stow it in such a manner 
as might be calculated to endanger 
lives or the safety of the ship.

Other recommendations relate to 
patrols for the detection of fire and 
steam pupips - for extinguishing it ; 
regulations for the manning of pas­
senger vessels and the "number and 
qualifications of boat hands. On the 
latter point a great divergence of 
opinion was shown.

The American delegates «suggested 
qnpv year’s service at, sea as .the quali­
fication, while other delegates favored 
three years’ service. Eventually re­
commendations werp adopted in ac­
cordance with the current practice on 
large steamships.

As the committee comprised thirty 
experts, representing all the nations 
participating in the conference, it is 
belieyed the Congress will adopt the 
recommendations.

The reas­
ons assigned for their migration are 
the superior climate of Australia, 
which removes the necessity of feed­
ing stock during the winter, the 
higher returns from land, greater 
marketing facilities and cheaper 
land. There is also an increasing 
number of irrigation is ts" who are tak­
ing advantage of the excellent facili­
ties at. the new irrigation settlements 
in New South Wales and Victoria, 
and are transferring their capital 
and energies to Australia.

The Harmsworth 
Enterprise.

The news that Lord Northcliffe will 
on the advice of specialists, owing to 
seme affection to his eyes ,md ill- 
health, give up his newspaper re 
sponsibiUties will be received wit a 
regret in Newfoundland. We hope, 
however, that the news is 111-fouudcd 
and that he will not find himself forc­
ed to sever hisconnection with journal • 
ish. His one time great rival, Mr. Cyril 
Arthur Pearson, once the proprietor 
of the London Standard, was forced to 
give up his newspaper activities on 
account of an affection of the eyes. It 
would be a singular coincidence if 
such should be the case with Lord 
Northcliffe. Mr. Peapson was trained 
under Sir George NcWnes and became 
hi* manager of Tit-Bits and ot.is- 
! ubllcations. After’four years of 
management he started Pearson's 
Weekly on the style of Tit-Lit», and 
then started the London Express, and 
branched out widely in newspaper en­
terprise, obtaining eventually conti ul 
of the Londtfn Standard. Alfred 
Harmsworth started "Answers” with 
Mr. Beeton, the President of the An­
gle Newfoundland Company at Grand

Falls. Its immense success led him 
into newspaper enterprise, and Le 
tlien started The Daily Mail, on the 
lines his brother, Harold Harms­
worth, had started a newspaper in 
Glasgow^. It proved an immense suc­
cess. This led to other enterprises in 
the magazine and newspaper line and 
eventually he obtained control of the 
London Times. It would oe ver.y 
singular, if his activities in these 
directions were brought to a close 
from a cause similar to that which 
curtailed Mr. Pearson’s activities. So 
singular would it be, that it is highly 
improbable and we hope untrue. The 
efforts of the Harmsworth group is to 
control also the paper and ink supply. 
This led to the Grand Falls entevpi tse. 
and to the Imperial Paper Co. fac­
tories. While Northcliffe Is looked 
upon as the journalist of the g.-otip, 
Sir Harold Harmsworth, who was 
raised to the peerage last week, Is re­
garded as the financier.

The Dispatch 
of Business.

As the Legislature has be^/i cill- 
ed together for the despatch of busi­
ness next week, we again remind ilie 
Government and particularly th?

With _the experience 
of last session before them, 'he Oppo­
sition cannot tie expected to tolerate 
end submit to the vexatious delays 
and postponement which it was the 
lot of the Opposition to meet with last 
year. If thb Government wish the 
proceedings to run smoothly a't the 
next session, it will be well for thorn 
ti put in a word of seasonable ad­
vice to heads of departments who are 
inclined to be recalcitrant.

picked themfip at Button’s Point on 

August first.
"We left St. John'Sr July fifteenth, 

and struck Ice just^as we were enter­
ing Davis Strait. According to the old 
sealers we had on board, the Neptune 
was the first ship that ever went 
north through the Middle Baffin's 
Pac.k. We bucked the ice for six hun­
dred miles, and several times it look­
ed as if we might be stuck in a pack 
for eighteen months. The only diver­
sion in this time was afforded by po­
lar bears, of which we killed many. 
It was on this part of the journey 
that we got a young polar bear that 
Osgood Pell brought home fo.r the 
Bronx Zoo. We had killed its mother 
and I lassoed the cub while it was 
swimming. i

"We were nineteen day in the ice, 
clearing it at Pond’s Inlet. There 
Vassar and myself left the ship and 
went ashore to prospect for gold. We 
took no provisions, intending to de 
pend upon our rifles. We made the 
journey with a small dory, a slèdge 
and dogs. It was twenty days before 
we could get back to the ship, and 
those on board thought we were lost 
and spent the time in trying to reach 
us, but the ice kept them away. Wt 
had expected to get back to the ghi] 
in three or four days. The journey 
ashore had to be made over ice thro' 
open spaces of water. It was twenty- 
six miles to the shore, and it took us 
from early’ in the morning to night­
fall. We had taken Eskimos cn 
board, and with us on the journey tc 
the shore were four of them, two men 
and two women.

“We found the country thereabou' 
was inhabited by Eskimos, and we 
traded a good jleal with them, getting 
nany furs and much ivory, and some 
zaluable whalebone. The biggest ani- 
nal in the region is the polar beat 
tnd there are lots of duck on whicl 
we practically had to live.

"We spent the whole time ashore 
"n prospecting along the banks of the 
Salmon River. The country proved 
:o be of a gneiss and granite forma 
tion which gives a slim prospect foi 
gold. In fact, there is no gold in the 
region. We did find copper, and im 
mense deposits of butiminous coal.

"While ,we were on shore, the men 
cn the ship became alarmed for us 
as they knew we had taken nothing 
‘o eat, and outfitted two expeditions 
in the attempt to reach us. They 
kept trying to drive the Neptune ir 
jur direction, but the pressure of tin 
ice was too much. Then one day 
Vassar and I and one of the Eskimo; 
made an attempt to get back to the 
ship. It was a terrible journey. On< 
of us or another was overboard mos1 
of the time. Night came on and wt 
had left the dogs ashore and carries 
the boat over the ice and paddled i 
between the floes. Every few min 
utes it filled with water and we hat 
nothing to bail it out with but ou; 
hats. A heavy storm came up xvhei 
we had got within a mile of the ship 
and we could get no further, but wi 
had to ma’te our way back to the 
shore. I have had many narrow es­
capes, but that night I guess I was 
closer to the last day than ever be­
fore in my life.

"The next day the ship managed to 
get into a harbor but shè could not 
make the place where we were. She

island is .the most northerly point 
where a missionary station nas been 
established. There the Rev. E. W. T 
Greenshield, a Moravian missionary 
from England has been working for 
twelve years, and if ever a missionary 
has served his Master faithfully, Mr, 
Greenshield has, according to the evi­
dences about there. He wanted some 
supplies, and asked to be allowed 10 

pay for them, but we gave him a boat­
load of things, and threw in a phone- 
graph and fifty records.

“I was almost forgetting that while 
attempting to matye Blacklead Island 
\ve went on the7 rocks. We were 
steaming when we struck. We had an 
Eskimo for pilot, named Tom, and I 
want to tell you that those people 
".mow a lot about charting. V. hy. 
they can draw a coast line three hun­
dred miles long, and not miss a single 
Inlet. While on the way down we 
were in a fog. and Tom came to me 
and said we were too near the s.iore 
The Captain was on the bridge.

“Tom squatted on the deck, took a 
piece of chalk, and drew on the deck a 
crooked line, showing the coast line 
Over there.’ he said, pointing anead. 
is this headland. We are almost or. 
it.’ I rushed him up to the bridge, 
and the Captain handed the wheel over 
to him. Tom threw the helm hard 
down. Just as we turned, sure en­
ough, an enormous jagged cape rose 
out of the mist in the course we ha-’ 
been steering.

"There were twenty-eight feet of 
tide at Blacklead Island. It was 
about eght o'clock in the eveninp 
when we attempted to make it, and 
our skipper misjudged the tide, and 
the first thing we knew’ we .vere up­
on the rocks. All our false Keel was 
carried away, and by forming an end­
less chain of men we shifted the bal­
last. and, having put cut a kedgi an­
chor. we worked the vessel off when 

6the tide came hi.
“The missionary at Blacklead Is 

land had only one white man there 
with him, a Dundee trader, and this 
recalls that just as we were getting 
ready to leave the island, a boatload 
of Eskimos arrived there and reported 
the loss of a vessel called the Seda; 
Satni. belonging to a Mr. Grant cf 
Dundee, Scotland, and commanded by 
Captain Cannon, with a crew of 
eighteen, and sixty Eskimos. This 
practically wiped out a settlement of 
Eskimos, who had been taken on board

to hunt for Walrus, The Sedni Satld

course .our main object was to look
for gold.

There was another expedition, 
commanded by ' a Capt. Munn, an 
Englishman', that left St. John’s twen­
ty days ahead of us. They had all 
old British gunboat, called the Alger­
ine. which had been constructed into 
a sealer. We both started for sup­
posed goldfields on the Salmon Riv­
er. a tributary cf Pond's Inlet, on 
Baffin's Bay, in latitude seventy-two 
degrees, twenty minutes north. Their 
shii> was crushed by ice in' a gale on 
the sixteenth of July and sank. The 
crew took to the ice with provisions 
cf only three barrels- of biscuit. We

was cornered by the pressure o( the
ice to Eclipse Sound, about twenty Wf* down in a gale and nothing was
miles away from us, and some of the 
company and some of the Eskimos 
made their way over the ice to us 
Then the Neptune managed to get out 
again, and took us aboard, together 
with several Eskimo families, ant 
fifty dogs. We attempted to react 
Arctic Bay. to the north, as we want 
ed to take a look at the reported cop­
per strikè, but we encountered sue! 
heavy ice in Admiralty inlet that we 
were forced back, am1 had to run 
south for shelter.

"At Admiralty Sound we met the 
most northerly Eskimos. They came 
ori board, and proved to have a good 
deal of fur and ivory. We traded 
liberally with them, giving them ev­
ery thing they wanted, such as to­
bacco, flour, biscuit, hard wbod, iron 
and fox traps. Also we let them have 
guns, ammunition, and phonographs. 
These people are very fond of music 
and have much talent in a musical' 
way. If you hum over a tune once 
an Eskimo can immediately play it on 
a concertina. The women are good 
waltzers, too, and immediately learn­
ed the turkey trot, which some of the 
yoùnger members of our party taught 
them, and dancing helped us to while 
away some of the evenings. We took 
the Eskimos on board to scrape the 
animal skins and make us fur clothes.

“We encountered a great many ice­
bergs on the way back to Pond's In­
let, some of them further south than 
we had seen bergs on the previous 
trip. We had once to tie to a p::ck 
and wait for the weather to clear bur 
the ice forced Itself around us to xueh- 
an extent that it looked as if we should 
get jammed. We made an attempt 
to reach the musk ox country, though 
our coal was running short, 550 tous 
having been burned already, but every 
time we were turned back nv heavy 
ice, until finally- we ran to Button 
Point for ballast and water. Here on 
account of heavy sea, we could not 
take either on board, so we decided to 
come south, and left September 2nd f-r 
Blacklead island, about one thousand 
miles from where we then were. This

among my stock, and let them tike 
what they thought was fair in ex­
change. Yes, I had a few gum drops 
but not màny. I took up what was 
useful. I had eight hundred pounds 
of tobacco for them. They all went 
this, and men, womeii and child; en 
smoke. Why, I met a man who h ni 
once made a journey of six hundred 
miles to the south, accompanied only 
by his dogs, just to get a supply of 
tobacco. When we got to Admiralty 
Inlet, old Chief Nassau, a fine old man 
nearly one hundred years old. greeted 
us with the remark, ‘Heap hungry to­
bacco.’

"We passed a great many whales up 
there, end there is no question that 
whaling will be revived. There will 
be two or three ships going up after 
whales next year.

“An Eskimo can do with a matvia 
what no white man can. He can split

one safety match into four good 
matches. Then when one quarter is 
burned, twenty people can light their 
pipes from ft.

"One night, while going up the Sal­
mon River we saw two birds, of which 
I had never heard before. They Were 
so big we took them for "polar bears. 
The sun was up at the time, and we 
could see well, though by the clock -it 
was night. We followed those birds 
for miles. They did not attempt to 
fly, but the nearest we got 10 them 
was-half a mile. The Eskimos ca hed 
them “deer birds." and they say they 
come from the south. They arc atraid 
of these birds. The two we saw weie 
fully five feet tall, were white, and 
had a red splash down the hack.

“No. you couldn't call our expedi­
tion a failure, when you take i. to 
consideration the fact that we saved 
the lives of twenty-four men. The

crew of the Algerine had remained 
practically in the spot where their 
ship was lost. They had few blanket-,, 
and most of them were suffering from 
cold. They were living-on an al"o.v- 
ance of four biscuits a day. A day or 
two before we reached them, three of 
the party had started to find the gov­
ernment cache at Albert Sound, and ii 
they could have brought provisions 
back from this they could have sub 
sisted two months. They had planned 
to head for the south in small boats, 
but if they had started they would 
never have got through the ice. V e 
picked up the three men after we 
had got the main body.

“One curious result of the repoit of 
gold in Baffin’s Bay was that when we 
got to St. John's we found a lone 
Swedish prospector who had coma fell 
the way across the continent from 
Nome to try his luck up there."

seen of her afterward but wreckage. 
She is supposed to have gone dowi^ 
in June. This story was shouted tc us 
by Mr. Greenshield from his boat as 
the Eskimo craft came alongside of 
him.

We had a rough passage down to St 
John's arriving there September the 
fiiteenth. No, I do not consider tha 
expedition a failure. We brought 
back between ten thousand and fifteen 
thousand dollars worth of furs, three 
thousand pounds of ivory, which is 
worth two dollars a pound; two hun­
dred and fifty pounds of whalebone 
worth five dollars a pound; about one 
hundred white and blue fox skins, five 
thousand five hundred feet of moving 
picture films, and one thousand six 
hundred photographs.

“There is much talk up in those le­
gions about Peary and Cook, and the 
controversy is still fresh xamong the 
Eskimos. No. I won't tell what they 
are saying. I don’t want to get into 
an argument. But I do want to say 
that everybody who has gone up there 
and traded with the Eskimos has rob­
bed them, and I will exclude ruiné. 
The natives have 1lad no incentive to 
hunt. I simply turned them loose
