ST. PIERRE BULLETIN.

PARIS, via St..Pierre, April 19.

In Belgium, the British troeps cap-
tured near Zwartelene, 200 metres of
trench, and successfully held on to
the same in spite of several counter-
attacks.

We have been victorious on both
banks of the River Fecht in Alsace,
and have advanced on the left banks.

We took possession S.W. of Schil
les Kerswassen, of Burakorpsfeld
summit, which commands a direct
view of the Valey on the right
banks.

In Schneefaurieth district, we pro-
pressed remarkably, our treops .ad-
vancing northward in the direction of
the Fecht and Metzeral. In this dis-
trict we scored important success
and occupiéd a series of heights of
which the northern one commands
the Fecht’s course, opposite Burg-

korpfeld.

During this operation we captured
a detachment of mountain artillery,
two T74-millimetre guns and two
quick-firers. !

A German aeroplane recently flew
over Belfort, dropping bombs, and
causing a little damage to two sheds,
and set afire four powder caissons—
no killed or wounded, and material
damages slight.

Midnight—Last morning at 3.30, a
filerce German counter-attack at Ep-
arges was completely repulsed. In
Mortmare Wood an infantry action
occurred without any respective re-
sult. e §

In Regneville a sharp artillery auel
was notably to our advantage.

In the Vosges our attacks on both
banks of the Fecht resulted in our
securing new advances, and forcing
the enemy to evacuate hastily. Esel-
bucke, abhove Metzeral, where they
abandoned a great quantity of war
stuffs.

The French aviator, Lieut. Garros,
was forced to the ground yesterday at
Nigelmunster, 12 kilometres north of
Courtrai, and has been made prison.

!British army in France, under date

April 19, was given out to-day by the
Official Press Bureau. The writer
reports the capture by the British of
a German position on the hill to the
west of Zwartelene. Both belliger-
ents lost many men. He also- reports
increased - activity in the Army
heavier-than-air service, and says
four German aeroplanes were
brought down within three days. The
officer’s account says that improve-
ment in the weather since last re-
port has resulted in increased activ-
ity of both our own and the enemy’s
air service. Advantages in exchanges
have been with us. ;

Early on the 15th the enemy shell-
ed our trenches near St. Eloi, heavily
ploded a mine under Hill No. 60 on
of our parapets. No attack followed
and the damage was repaired.

On the 16th the enemy exploded

three mines in La Bassee distriet, but
they were harmless.
" On the evening of the 17th we ex-
could be more successfully prosecu-
Ypres, connecting with the railway to
West Zwartelene. This was followed
up by an attack which gained posses-
sion of the whole of the enemy’s
trenches on the Hill. The enemy
suffered heavily from the explosion,
and we took two officers and fifteen
men- prisoners in spite of heavy bom-
bardment, toward the morning, and
folowed this at 6.30 a.m. with a de-
termined counter-attack. This - at-
tack was pressed home, and stiff,
hand-to-hand fighting followed. Our
infantry with great gallantry and de-
termination, and well supported by
artillery, drove off the enemy with
complete success. Our losses were
very heavy, but the Germans suffered
still more severely from our machine
gun fire which caught them in close
order in the open.

On April 17th the enemy renewed
their attacks, making desperate ef-
forts to regain their positions, which
was of great importance. At one
time they succeeded in gaining a
foothold on the -southern slopes of
the Hill, but were driven back again.
At night the whole Hill was in our
hands, and the ground gained had
been consolidated.

This mornjng the enemy’s attacks
ceased, but they comtinued to bom-
bard the Hill. In the latter fighting
two more officers and 30 men were
captured, making a total of four offi-
cers and forty-five men.

—
A BERLIN REPORT.

BERLIN, April 20.

Among the items given out for
publication to-day by the Overseas
News Agency, were the following:
Special mail reports from East Africa
state that in a two days’ battle Ger-
man troops near ‘Pangani routed a
strong force landed from a British
cruiser and transports. The British
lost 700 men, among them four com-

panies captured, besides many rifles

and large stores of ammunition. The
German casualties were seven offi-
cers ,thirteen men killed, fourteen
officers ‘and twenty-two men wound-

ed.

RECRUITING SATISFACTORY.

LONDON, April 20.
Earl Kitchener is very grateful be-
cause of the responses of the nation
to his recruiting appeals, Lloyd
George told the Commons this after-
noon. The speaker added that the

Government did not believe the war

could me more successfully prosecn-
ted by means of conscription. He

declined to amswer a question con-
cerning the purchase of breweries
and .distilleries by the Government,
sa&ing that the House must wait a
general statement of the poilcy of the
Government.

EXCITEMENT IN VIENNA.

COPENHAGEN, April 20.

Special messages from Vienna
state that great excitement prevails
there owing to information received
from Trentino. It is Dbelieved that
war with -Italy is imminent. The
Italian Embassy is said to be pre-
pared for departure.

BRITISH SUBMARINE E-15.

LONDON, April 20.

The British Admiralty announced
to-day that the British submarine
E-15 was destroyed in the Dardan-
elles by British boats. The submar-
ine grounded on Kephez Point Ilast
Saturday, and was in danger of fall-
ing into the enemy’s hands in a ser-
viceable condition. Great efforts
were made by the Turks 'to secure
her. Attempts to destroy her by long
range fire from the battleships failed.
During the night of the 18th two
picket boats, that of the Triumph and

Majestic, manned by volunteer crews
and attacked the submarine, under
heavy fire, rendering her useless.
One picket boat was holed and sunk,
but the erew was saved. Vice-Admir-
al De Roebeck speaks in the highest
terms of all concerned in the gallant

Government Relief

Or Work.

Which is Best for the People?

Editor Evening Telegram:

Dear Sir,—There is just now in
this district, and I suppose in all the
other districts of the Island, a large
amount of relief given to those in
need and those supposed to be in
need. I am sorry to say that many
of the latter in this district at least
are simply obtaining goods under
false pretense, and should be pun-
ished. This giving out of relief
miglit be tolerated during the win-
ter months when it would be hard to
find work for the needy. But at the
present time it should not be. All
our roads are in need of repairs—
thousands of cart loads of clay and
gravel could be secured and put on
the roads which are sorely in need of
just such work. The water-pipes in
many parts of the town are corroded
after in .some cases of 40 years of
service and the supply is not what
it ought to be. Some $900 or $1,000
is in'the bank for the Guy Hospital,
talked of so much in 1910. Why not
secure a site, have a foundation dug
out and give the work to the labor-
ers who are now receiving their dole
of poor relief. Then only those who
really need the work would do it, and
much imposition would be avoided.
I know of cases here where men are
hard pressed after the winter. They
are in need of work, as the “wolf” is
close by but they cannot nor will not
take the flour and molasses offered by
the Relieving Officer “to do until a
specified time.” If the works above
mentioned were opened up and the
$1,000 dn bank for the hospital spent
for .that purpose as far as it would
go dt would be so much done towards
that much desired end, besides re-
lieving the people and stopping to a
certain extent the imposition at
present practiced. The men who are
working now for the same wages
they worked for before the war are
to 'my mind the worst Aff. The high
price of all the necessities makes
their wages equal to only about half
what it was ‘before, and there is no
relieving officer for them.

There should be a thorough inves-
tigation in all cases of destitution,
and where cases are known to be
genuine relief should be given, not
only fiour, molasses and tea, but.
some meat as well, as with flour at
its present price a little meat could
well be given—it would be economy
to do so. In every case of imposi-
tion discovered the most severe pun-
ishment should be meeted out. What
will happen if the present state of af-
fairs is allowed to continue.

Spend as Usual.

In the Governor’s Speech at the
opening of the Legislature, appears
this paragraph:

“Estimates for the Public Services
will be laid before you at an early
date. In view of existing conditions
they have been prepared to meet in-
dispensable requirement. I invite
your consideration of them.”

The. conditions referred to can be
appreciated by a study of the fac*s
we set forth on Monday, based on the
Government balances in the Bank of
Montreal on March 31st. The last
fiscal year closed with an Exchequer
deficit of over Three Hundred Thous-
and Dollars. Nine months of current
expenditure, with an allowance oi
$280,000 for interest acecruing in the
Public Debt, has exceeded the cur-
rent revenue by some $810,000. It
this deficiency continues at the same
rate until June 30th next, the defici-
ency on the running of the year will
be- well over a Million Dollars.

Since March 31st, some Three Hun-
dred Thousand of the Nest Egg of
Half a Million has been used to wipe
out the deficit of June 50th of last
year: Even if the balance is used to
reduce this year’s overdrafts, the
anticipated deficit of June 30th next
must be over Eight Hundred Thous-
and Dollars.

The two features of the ‘“existing
conditions” mentioned in the Gover-
nor’'s Speech are as follows:

1. An anticipated deficit of $830,900
on June 30th next, after the half
million nest egg is eaten up.

. The experience of the current
vear, July 1st, 1914 to June 30th
of current expenditure exceedirg
current revenue by a Million
Dollars.

The anticipated deficit is embar-
rassing. The experience of the year
should be enlightening, and the words
of the Governor's Speech gave rise
to some expectation that a lesson had
been learnt, and that curtailments on
a large scale would be proposea.
That hope was dispelled by the tab-
ling of the Estimates, for the Esti-
mates tabled are actually larger than
those of last year. In other words
the increases in the estimates exceed
the curtailments, and as the Auditov
General sets forth, every year that
these estimates are always short of
actual expenditure, and the curtail-
ments proposed will give rise to the
usual crop of unauthorized expendit-
ure by the Governor in Council. The
failure of the increased tariffs to re-
spond to the hopes held out by the
Finance Minister, is in substance
ignored in these estimates.

The Passing of
Hon. John B Ayre.

Last evening the Hon. John Bray
Ayre passed to his eternal home. For
a week or co it was known that this
highly respected business man and
aevoted churech worker was nearing
the end, and a cable was sent to two
of his daughters, Mrs. George Know-
ling and Miss Emma Ayre, who
were absent from Newfoundland, to
come home, in the hope that they
i might see their father before he
passed away. Unfortunately this
hope was denied them, as before
they arrived on the Stephano, their
father had died.

The late Mr. Ayre had been ailing
for some years and some four years
ago he retired from active business
life. He was the eldest son of the
late Hon. Charles R. Ayre, who died
in 1889. He was born on June 18th,
1850, and entered upon his business
career at an early age, and has had
much to do in developing and build-
ing up the great departmental stores
of Messrs. Ayre & Sons, Ltd., whose
extensive premises occupy conspicu-
ous places on the south side of Water
Street. In 1894 he entered politics
and was returned to the House of As-
sembly for the District of Bay de
Verde, remaining in the House untii
the General Election of 1897. Next
year he was appointed to the Legisla-
tive Council and remained a member
of that Chamber until his death. The
late Mr. Ayre was a devoted member
of the Methodist Church and a gen-
erous supported of the institutions of
that church ,but he did not limit his
benefactions to these institutions, but
was ever ready to extend a helping
hand to all deserving causes. He took
a keen interest in music and was an
authority on everything connected
with church organs. When George
Street Church was opened, 42 years
ago, he became organist, and presid-
ed at the organ there until four years
ago, when failing health compelled
him to retire from this work of love.
On his fifty-third birthday he was

presented with an address, surmount-
ed with fifty-three roses, as a special
mark of appreciation of his long and
faithful services as organist.

Mr. Ayre married Miss Sarah Rog-
erson, daughter of the late Hon. J. J.

He also
leaves behind him three surviving
daughters, Mrs. Geo. Knowling, Mrs.
G. W. B. Ayre, and Miss Ayre, one
sister, Mrs. Alexander McDougall,
and three brothers, Mr. F. W. Ayre,
Mr. C. P. Ayre, Directors of the firm
of Ayre & Sons, and Rev. E. J. Ayre,
B.A., of Bournemouth, England, To
these the sympathy of the public will

They have lost a loved relative and
the public a good citizen.

Foreign Fish Market.

The Board of Trade is in receipt
of a letter from Lind and Couta at
Oporto, containing the following ex-
tract:

“The market having lately heen
bare of inferior grades and better
qualities heing too dear for the pror
classes, there has been less cou-
sumption. At the present high prices
in currency, the present stocks al-
though very moderate are likely to
Jast some time. The exchange which
fell as low as 345 pence in Febru-
ary, and has since been fairly stecady
in the neighbourhood of 35 pence, has
just taken a turn upwards, beiug
quoted to-day at 353%d. A steamer
from Norway is now. on the passage
to this market with about 158 tons
and another steamer is loading. The
only vessel we hear of on the pas-
sage from Newfoundland is the Ros-
ina. It seems a pity that our market
should be allowed to fall entirely in-
to the hands of the Norwegians who
continue to send forward regular
supplies notwithstanding the present
uasatisfactory conditions.”

Greece and the Allies.

(London GClobe.)

There is a curious analogy between
the present position of Greece and
that of Roumania before the death of
King Carol. In both cases we see the
people pulling one way and the King,
urged by family and dynastic con-
siderations, the other. As to the
sentiments of the Greek nation and
of M. Veniezelos fallen Administra-
tion, which represented it more ac-
curately than any previous Govern-
ment for many years, there is mno
doubt. With the exception of the
King himself, all the leaders of
Greek public opinion who are of any
importance are united in -believing
that the operations of the Allies in
the Dardanelles make Greek inter-
vention in the war imperative.

These defects and countless more
may be smoothed away with time
and patience though it must be re-
membered that the parents and not
the brothers and sisters should do
the correcting.

Sensitiveness may not always go
with the awkward, self-conscious
manner, but rather with an abnormal
self-esteem which has little fineness
of Nature to back it. In that even,
Jim may need a little taking down
occasionally—be shown the way as
i. were, toward more humility of
thinking.

But for the child who suffers acute-
lv, who has some slumbering notions

justice—who feels somehow that
it has a right to be itself —only the
atmost care will bring about im-
provement. He needs to know every
hour that he has the love of parents
and good will of brothers and sis-
ters, and with this made clear in tact-
ful way the battle against a not un-
common enemy of childhood will be
decisively won in the end, to the
glory of all concerned.

KEEPING THE MOUTH HYGIENIC.

FEach morning the drooming and
thorough brushing of the teeth and
cleaning of the mouth should be ac-
complished with vigorous persever-
ance. The morning cleansing gives a
purer and more healthful breath and
takes away the accumulations ~that
may have gathered on the teeth dur-
ing the sleeping hours.

Before using. a new tooth brush, it
should be allowed to soak for two
hours in cold water, as this prevents
the usual shedding of the bristles,
and the tooth brushes should be kept
clean and antiseptic and frequently
renewed, and the brushes should al-
ways be placed with bristles down
after using until the water has been
drained from them.

Teach children never to crack nuts
or bite bread with their teeth, for be
it understood that once the enamel
which is a thin shell covering the
tooth structure and not the tooth it-
self, is injured, cracked or worn,
trouble is bound to ensue.

It is not enough to brush the teeth
and gums every morning, though this
is important; one should use an an-
tiseptic mouth wash, and one of the
most beneficial washes for daily
use is a weakened boric solution, and
this is prepared by dissolving one-
half ounce of boric powder in one
pint of warm water.

Great care should be given to the
selection of powder or pastes used
for cleansing the teeth, as some pow-
ders have sufficient roughness.in the
material to wear the enamel,.and the
best way is to make a good powder
at home. An excellent and safe pow-
der is made by mixing well together
one-half ounce each of white Castile
soap powdered, boric powder and pul-
verized sugar and two ounces of pre-
pared chalk, one ounce powdered or-

Freedom is man’s ability to do as
he blamed pleases.

It is the choicest gift of civiliza-
tion and is the most highly valued
next- to the ability to make some
other man do what you blamed
nplease.

From the beginning of history, men
have fought for fredom at every op-
portunity. Nothing has made brave
men to buckle on their swords and
wade through rivers of gore so cheer-
fully as the belief that someone was
holding on them in the liberty line.
America become a free country al-
most 150 years ago and yet to-day the
fight for fredom goes on more fierce-
ly than ever. Scarcely an election
occurs in this country in which some
patriot does not arisé' to’ pléead with
the people to strike off their shackles
and vote as one man for freedom as
represented by the right to drink
beer all night or. to organize a hold-
ing company with grabing - attach-
ments.
