There were on hoard 263 passengers,
for the most part French, among
whom were thirteen children, a num- |
thirteen officers and a
crgw of 168, the sailors being chiefly
Lascars.

manlike way out of the difficulty. It
should be remembered that much of
the machinery mnecessary for con-
scription has been already arranged. 1
"Under the National Registration Act,
1915, every person in the United King- |
dom between the ages of 15 and 65,
except members of the Army and Na-
vy, were registered last Avgust, With‘
full particulars about them. The volun-
teers under the Derby scheme, were

put into two classes, married and un—‘

married, and each class was divided
into 22 sub-classes. These Derby
volunteers did not join the colours,
but they are to be called in classes,
Premier Asquith giving a pledge that
the married volunteers should not be
called out, until after the unmarried
classes, and not then until the un-
married unatiested had been called to
the colours by  compulsion, should
hey form a considerable number. Ap-
parently the number of unmarried
slackers is considerable, and the
Cabinet has, it seems, decided to ask
Parliament to give them powers to
call upon these to serve, before the
married Derby volunteers are called
out.

Royal Bank Report.

We publish to-day the

forty-sixth annual state-

The \profits of the year, after making
the usual deductions, exceeded $1,-
900,000. This shows a most healthy
condition of the bank, in spite of six-
teen months of war.

155 million dollars, and the notes of
the bank in circulation amounted to
nearly 14% million dollars. Among
the assets of the bank were nearly 18
millions in current coin, 13 millions
in Dominion Notes, the assets in all
amounting to $198,299,123.39. The
Newfoundland branch of the bank is
now in charge of Mr. B. L. Mitchell,
who succeeded Mr. Crowdy, whose
long connection with the bank ter-
minated some little time ago.

Dear Sir,—Drivers of vehicles in
this city are either unaware of their
responsibilities or * wilfully disregard
the Iaw. The driver of a vehicle can-
not legally drive where: he pleases,
but a pedestrian may walk where he
likes. It is the ‘custom for drivers
of milk waggons, carters and outport
people to drive pedestrians from the
rocad and often into the deep snow
tLreatemng to run over them. On
(,hrxstmas Day and the days follow-
ing, because some snow lay in the
middle of the road, at the junction of
the King’s Bridge Road with the Cir-
cular Road, drivers of vehicles used
the narrow sidewalk and drove pedes-
trians into the road.

This sort of conduct would not be
tolerated in any other country, and
pedestrians ought to note the names
of any drivers who use the sidewalks,
and hand them to the police, as the
Municipal Regulations, Chapter 36,
Section 1, provides that: “Any person
who shall, in any city, town or set-
tlement in this Colony, draw, drive or
carry any truck, sleigh, wheel-barrow
.or other vehicle in or upon any way
used or appointed to be used as a
footwalk or sidewalk, except directly

unnecessary occasions, or lead, ride or
drive on any such footwalk or side-
walk any beast, etc., etc., shall be
liable for every offence to pay a pen-
alty not exceeding twenty-five dollars,
or imprisonment for a period not ex-
ceeding thirty days.”

The authorities should take prompt
action to prevent the use of our side-
walks by those who live cutside the
Municipal limits and pay nothing to-
wards the up-keep of the city, and to
preserve the lives of the women and
children that are endangered by the
reckless driving of those who use the
King’s Bridge Road as a way to their
home.

It was
only after her husband had been dead
eight months that the discovery that
he was a German was made. It then
became necessary for Mrs.‘ Baker to
register and she also forfeited her
pension. Now her nationality has
been restored together with arrears of

nationality through reading in a
newspaper that a - Mrs. Leibold, a
German, had been prosecuted for fail-
ing to register. It was stated tllat
Mrs. Leibold had a son, a Squadron
sergeant-major in the British Army,
who in the name of Baker had serv-
ed in the 11th Hussars and had been
killed in action. Mrs. Baker after-
wards found that her husband was
brought to England by his mother be-
fore he was three years old.

THE THREATENED INVASION OF
EGYPT.

PARIS, To-day.

Telegrams from Bucharest decfare
Field Marshal Von Mackenzen is di-
recting preparations for a powerful
expedition against Egypt, says a Ha-
vas despatch from Rome on advices
to the Messagero from the Rouman-
ian capital. It is added that a num-
ber of trains loaded with munitions,
have been sent to Turkey, including
one train of 25 flat cars, laden with
the parts of two sixteen inch mortars
and shells for use of the guns. The
shipment is destined for use in the
Egyptian campaign. Reports that
rermany is preparing to move against
the Suez Canal and Egypt with a
mixed force of Turks, Germans and
Austrians are current in Paris. Some
of the reports go with various details,
it being said, for instance, that the
army is likely to consist of from
500,000 to 800,000 men, and that a four
track railroad is being built across
the desert towards Suez.

LONDON, To-day.

completely successful. An enemy
tribesman force of three thousand
strong was driven’ back, leaving two
hundred dead on the field. Effective
support was given to the British
fcrce by gunfire from ‘the ships. A
Tritish official issued on Monday said
on December 25th the principal Ara®
force near Mers Matru (Materuh) was
attacked and dispersed with a trifling
lcss to British troops.

SWEDEN HOLDS UP MAIL.

LONDON, To-day.

While as far as can be ascertained
no formal protest has-yet been made
by the British Government to Sweden
over the reported detention of 1,500
bags of mail, bound from England to
Russia, official circles admit that the
Foreign Office has sent the Swedish
Government an outline of its attitude
on the subject of such detention.

FRANCE WANTS WAR NOT PEACE.

PARIS, To-day.

Eighteen months ago France wanted
peace. To-day she wants Wwar, and
most energetically for that end will
use all her resources, said General
Callieni, Minister of War, asking the
Senate yesterday to approve of the
action of the Chamber of Deputies,
giving him the class of 1917 recruits
for January 5. Gallieni’s remarks
were greeted with prolonged applause.

BOMBAY, To-day.

Ten thousand delegates, represent-
ing all Committees, were present yes-
terday at the opening of the annual
meeting of the India Nationdl Con-
gress, which was notable for the loyal
patriotic utterances of the speakers.
Millions in India are waiting to serve
was the keynote of the opening
speeches. In the Presidential address
Sir Satyendra Sinha, said: The su-
preme feeling in India was admiration
for the self-imposed burden . Britain
was bearing in the struggle for Iiberty
and freedom, and pride that India had
proved herself not a whit behind the
rest of the Empire in assistance given
tc the Mother Country. Continuing,
Sir Satyendra expressed the hope
that the spontaneous outburst of loy-
alty would dispel for ever all distrust
and suspicion between Indians and
their rulers. The speaker admitted
the time had not arrived for self-Gov-
ernment in India, but he urged the
British Government to approve un-
grudgingly the goal to which India
aspired and also permit the recruiting
of a strong national Indian army.

THE LONDON BUDGET.

LONDON, To-day.

While there has been a consider-
able renewal of activity at several
points on both the eastern and wes-
tern fronts in the past twenty-four
hours, the situation in the Balkans
has the most peaceful appearance for
weeks. Despatches from both Ger-
manic and Enténte Powers are in
agreement as to the probability of an
Austro-Bulgarian offensive against
Salonika disappearing with the with-
drawal of the Bulgarian frontier
Guards to purely defensive positions
well behind the Greek frontier. The
Associated Press Vienna correspond-
ent declares the Central Powers have
come to regard any offensive against
Salonika as a measure promising only

at Salonika as safely cooped up and
uselessly expensive’ that, therefore, it
would be to the advantage-of the Cen-
tral Powers to let it remain here on
the western front.

Therefore, it was resolved that at the
earliest opportunity a Bill should be
introduced into Parliament in order
that the Government might have the
necessary power, should it be found
nc other course was effective for this,
and Asquith is expected to make a
statement of the whole question in the
Commons on Wednesday or Thursday
of next week and announce the speedy
introduction .of a Bill of a permissive
character, making service obligatory
on unmarried men who have failed to
attest under Lord Derby’s scheme.
Anti-conscriptionist Ministers offered
strong opposition. It is still unknown
whether any resignations will follow.
I: is believed, however, that it is quite
likely now that the line of policy up-
on which a majority of Ministers
agree is indicated, that some at least
of the anti-conscriptionist section of
the Cabinet have so far waived their
principle to consent to a modified ap-
plication of force.

THE DEFENCES OF SALONIKL

LONDON, To-day.

A despatch from Reuter’s cor-
respondent at the British Head-
quarters in Macedonia says, the new
defensive lines laid out by the Entente
Allies around Saloniki, made a sweep
about 50 miles in a semi-circle from
the Vardar River to the Gulf Orph-
ance, nearly ‘half this distance is
naturally defended by the lakes of
Langaza and Beskik. Few sgites are
better suited by nature for the re-
quirements of scientific defence. The
position is very similar to the Turk-
ish lines at Tchaldja, where the Bul-
gars suffered their only defeat at the
hands of the Turks in 1912, save the
valley here is broader, the hills high-
er. The whole 50 miles encircling
Saloniki is surrounded by a ‘broad
valley which is a morass in parts and
would afford little cover in advanc-
ing. The hills within the fortified
lines furnish admirable gun emplace-
ments, commanding all aproaches. On
the slopes remain the trenches where
the Turks intended to make the last
hand and wire entanglements have
been utilized by the Entente Allies.
There are numerous tumusus and
mounds - within the fortifications
which may later be opened.

TWO MINISTERS MAY RESIGN.

LONDON, To-day.

The Cabinet decision with regard’tc
modified conscription became krnown
too late to be considered in editorial
comment of most of the morning
papers here. The conscriptionist pa-
pers are pleased with thg decision,
while the opponents of the plan most-
ly content themselves with stating
that no considered opinion can be
ventured, until Earl Derby’s recruit-
ing figures are known.. The Times
says the precise scope of the  pro-
posed bill, will be the subject for fur-
ther discussion, and that the Cabin-
et's decision was largely due to the
strong advocary of the project by
‘David Lloyd George, and some of his
unionist colleagues. The Times anti-
cipates that there will be at least two
Cabinet resignations, Reginald Mec-
Kenna and Walter Runciman. The
newspaper remarks that resignations
sometimes are infectious.

GERMAN TERMS OF PEACE.
BERLIN, To-day.

The Wolff Bureau circulates to-day
among the German newspapers -an
exhaustive summary of the article
from the Neu Zuricher Zeitung, of
Zuricher, Switzerland, purporting to
give the terms upon which according
to this paper Germany is ready to
consider peace. These correspond
generally with the outline of the
probable peace terms published in
October. The terms named include
the restoration of Belgian Sovereign-
ty ander certain ‘conditions; no an-
nexation of French territory; separa-
tion of Poland from Russia as an in-
dependent Kingdom under a German
Prince, the restoration of all German
Colonies;

a transfer to Germany of the Russian
indebtedness to France,
to some eighteen billion
the payment for a term of years of an
annual contribution by Belgium
equal to the amount - hitherto spent
annually on the Belgian Military esti-
mate. Whether Belgian territory
would be restored entirely, is not
specified in the newspapers, but it is
stated that country weuld be policed,
that is garrisoned by Germany until
the paymernts of contribution were
ended; and that measures would be
taken to prevent Belgium from serv-
'ing as an Anglo-French outpost, ei-
ther by treaty arrangements, or per-
haps through pledges turned over to
Germany, the latter phrase apparent-
lv referring to the retention of the
Meuse Fortress, the Wolff Burea is
careful to disavow authoritatively
that the article is interpretable as a
German peace feeler.

Ireland Aud The War.

John Dillon, M.P,, at a recent Cavan
convention, said: ‘

“It is absurd to say'that we Irish
have no interest in the war. We dre
interested on many grounds. In the
first place, because the Irish people
for centuries have been on the side of
freedom and demoecratic government
in all parts of the world, and these
great principles are at stake in this
war. In the second place, because
Ireland’s -fate and future are inextri-
cably bound up with that of Great
Britain, and it would be impossible
for us to prove false to the pledges
given by Mr. Parnell and all the Na-
tional leaders who have been assocci-
ated with him, without laying up for
ourselves in the future a fearful retri-
bution. If the Germans were to win
in this war, we are told by some of
their champions in this country that
their first care \vould‘be to set Ire-
land free and to start her on a career
as an independent nation. Nothing
could be more absurd. One of the
striking characteristics of Prussia is
this—that in the whole course of her
history, from the time when the Elec-
tor of Brandenburg became King down
to the present hour, the Prussians
have never set any nation free, and
have never taken the side of human
liberty in any of the many wars in
which they have engaged. If the Ger-
mans were to succeed in this war, the
result, so far as Ireland is concerned,
would be to leave us crushed to the
very earth under the weight of our
share of the huge indemnity which
would be exacted from the Allies. 1
am, therefore, strongly of opinion
that our interests, as well as our
pledged honour, bind us to stand by
the AHies in this war to the very
utmost of our ability, and to bear
cheerfully our fair share of the bm:—
den which ‘it entails.”

MILLIONS IN SECURITIES FROY
LONDON.

New York, Dec. 24.—In the opinion
of bankers eminently capable of judg-
ing cause and effect in the security
markets the present inflow of Ameri-
can bonds and stocks from abroad is
having a more serious influence on
prices on the Stock Exchange .than
the Ancona situation or any other
factor. An estimate of $50,000,000
was made yesterday as the possible
amount of our securities sold here in
the past month, and $100,000,000 was
not considered an impossible total
for the last six weeks.

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'Money Alone is

Necessary Now
to Win Victory.

London, Dec. 22.—A manifesto to
the people of the country was igsued
to-night, over the signature of a
score of leading English bankers and
financiers, on the subject of the coun-
try’s financial position. The signa-
tures are headed by George Ander-
son, treasurer of the Bank of Eng-
land. The manifesto in part follows:

“As this is a time of great nation-
al danger, it is imperative that every
citizen realize the vastness of the
work Great Britain has tgo perform.
In a long war success depends main-
ly upon the respective financial re-
sources of the combatants and the
consequent power of one of them to
maintain or add to its fighting
strength, while the others are de-
clining.

“It is not in doubt that the Allies’

financial resources, when fully mo-
bilized and wisely controlled, will bé
vastly greater than the enemy’s.
The Allies’ success in defeating the
enemy’s efforts to cripple them in
men, munitions, and money before
they could assemble their full
strength has now brought the war
near to its final stage.

“Indeed, only one thing is now
needed to command victory, namely,
to provide all the money needed 10
support the vast armies of new men
and pay for the vast quantities of
arms and munitions being manufac-
tured in all parts of the world.

National Income Maintained.

“The task of finding the greater
part of the immense sums of money
needed by the Allies is the especial
duty of the British people, for they,
in particular, possess the necessary
financial resources. Their manufac-
turing power is unreduced by inva-
sion;  their ecities undestroyed; their
ports not shut off.

“The income of the British peodie
has been maintained at a high level.
Exports, though not so great as be-
fore the war, are greater than in 1909.
The income from capital invested
abroad has been reduced but little;
the earnings of shipping are greater
than ever, and the factories are work-
ing full time.

“Moreover, the effect upon produc-
tion of the great army’s mobilization
has been largely neutralized by the
more vigorous and effective work of
the civilian population, particularly
the women. The average individual
income is much in excess of any to-
tal heretofore reached.

&
(Co-Operation is Needed.

“In' the -current calendar year, the
British people will spend £1,300,000,-
000 on war and Government, next year
£1,800,000,000. To raise this sum is
a stupendous task, which will try the
mettle of the nation ‘as it has not been
tried in a hundred years. The task
demands the strenuous co-operation
of every man, woman, youth and
maiden—that the nation’s energies
be concentrated on the production of
really essential things, that the pro-
duction of all non-essentials be
wholly stopped.

“The nation must avoid the con-
sumption of all non-essentials and
even restrict the consumption of es-
sentials to the limits of efficiency.
Individuals possessing securities mar-
ketable abroad must sell them to pay
for goods and munitions, for which
no other means ,0of payment can be
provided.

“Only by all classes adding to and
carefully husbanding .their income,
by selling foreign securities, by crea-
ting foreign credits, will it be possi-
ble to provide the vast sum needed hy
the nation and its Allies.”

Attempt to Blow
Up Quarters.

London, Dec. 21.—A 33rd Battalion
signalling officer, writing to his par-
ents from Quebec, says that on Sat-
urday night last fifty-seven sticks of
dynamite were found under the build-
ing in which he and his men are
quartered.

Two suspected German spies are
under arrest, and full investigation is
being made.
