It is the little states that
breed the big ideas. Palestine is one
example, Greece another; yet a third
is Prussia. The first stood for spirit-
ual liberty, the second for intellectual
liberty, the third for the tyrannic
ideal complete in action and ' in
thought.

PROGRESS IMPEDED BY SNOW.

LONDON, April 11 (Official.)

Snow has fallen heavily and con-
tinuously throughout the day, ren-
dering observation impossible and
greatly impeding the operations of
our troops. This morning two Ger-
man counter attacks on our new po-
sitions in the neighborhood of Monhy-
Le-Prex, were successfully beaten
off. Prisoners taken at Monchy-Les-
Prex state they had orders to hold
the village at all costs. Further
south, bodies of our troops succeed-
ed in penetrating the German posi-
tion in the neighborhood of Bulle-
court and secured a number of pris-
oners. At mid-day they were coun-
ter attacked by large forces of the
enemy and forced back to their own
lines. The enemy attacking troops
were effectively engaged by our artil-
lery and suffered very heavy losses.
Our airplanes were active yesterday
in spite of a strong westerly gale and
frequent snow storms, and performed
valuable work in co-operation with
our infantry. No hostile machines
were seen. All our airplanées return-
ed safely.

REPORT CONFIRMED.
WASHINGTON, April 11.

Secretary of ‘State Lansing this;

afternoon confirmed the report that
Arthur J. Balfour, British Foreign
Minister, will arrive in this country
shortly at the head of a commission
of British international experts. No
details of the personnel or date of
departure were given out.

ATTITUDE OF GERMAN PRESS.

COPENHAGEN, April 11,

The German press has so far pass-
ed over the South American situation
almost without comment. Despatch-
es regarding the possibility of Brazil
and other Latin-American Republics
joining the Allies are given as little
prominence as possible. The Sunday
papers refrain generally from print-
ing news in regard to the situation
in South America, and Berlin and
Hamburg papers of Tuesday print
South American despatches on inside
pages without a line of comment. The
American gituation in general re-
ceives the scantiest attention. Direc-
tor Zimmerman of the Lokal Anzieger
reads a little lecture to Austria and
Bulgaria on their tardiness in break-
ing relations with the United States.

MONCHY A KEY POSITION.

LONDON, April 11,

Reuter’s correspondent at Army
Headquarters in France described
Monchy-Le-Prex as one of the key
positions between the Scarpe and
Sense rivers which Germany had
strongly organized. The town had as
approaches four sunken roads which
were full of snipers and machine gun
teams. As a frontal attack would
have been costly, it was resolved to
turn the position, and this operation
was executed without the Germans
observing the extent or direction of
the turning movement. The attack
pushed an artillery formation along
the north bank of the Scarpe, which
river was crossed in the neighbor-
hood of Roeux. Then an advance de-
ployed southward. The Monchy gar-
rison began a stubborn resistance and
the fighting continued until after dark
on Tuesday, but during the night the
main body of the Germans evacuated
Monchy. When in the morning the
attack was renewed, it was continuéd
successfully down to Labergere and
across the main Arras-Cambrai road
to Guemappe, which it is reported
has also been occupied. This success
is considered of great importance as
it gives the British dcmination of the
high ground. The correspondent says
Wednesday was devoted largely to
consolidating the gains and moving
artillery forward. There was con-
siderable fighting between Croissilles
and St. Quentin. - Prisoners, he adds,
are continually arriving and appar-
ently hunger inducéd many to sur-
render. It is believed the severe win-
ter weather affected the German mor-
ale; they are reported still fighting
hard, but as lacking the spirit dis-
played in the Somme battle.

THE CANADIAN VICTORY.

Canadian Headquarters, April 11.—
The victory of the Canadians in the
battle for Vimy Ridge was much more
complete than the first reports indi-
cate. The only point which remains
obscure this Tuesday morning is the
position on Hill 145, for the reten-

tion of which the enemy fought with '

the utmost determination on Monday
afternoon. The Hill is an earthen
fortress of first importance, with
many galleries far underground and
concrete machine gun emplacements.
Tpe Hill, isolated on three sides from
the German lines, is being assailed
by a concentrated fire from the artil-
lery as well as by our eager infantry.
Its surrender is not in doubt. Much
war material was left behind by the
ﬂyjng foe, including as yet an un-
stated number of heavy guns. The
yield of prisoners was much larger
than at first reported. Already 3,280
men, including 60 officers, have been
recorded; many more are to come in.

' The final total may reach 4,000 to Ca-

nadian troops alone. To a young
Texan who came to Ontario to enlist,
and who is now lying wounded in
hospital, belongs the honor of first
carrying the American flag into the
battle in the European war, into
which the United States as a belli-
gerent has just entered. He went up
to the assault on Thelas carrying the
Stars and Stripes on his bayonet and
fell thus.

RIOTING REPORTED IN BULGARIA

LONDON, April 11.
Rioting in several towns in Bulgar
ia is reported in a despatch from the
French headquarters on the Mace-
donian front. In Sofia, German cav-
alry is said to have charged the riot-
ers, occasioning many casualties. In
some cases Bulgarian troops have

taken sides with the manifestants.

APPROPRIATION BILL PASSED.
WASHINGTON, April 11.
The Army Appropriation Bill, car-
rying 278 million dollars for the re-
gular army, was passed by the Sen-
ate, amended so that it becomes
immediately available.

FRENCH OFFICIAL.

PARIS, April 11,
Active artillery fighting continues
over the front between the Somme
and the Oise, says to-day’s official
communication, Patrol encounters

oceurred at various points, in the
course of which we took prisoners.
South of the Oise a German attack on
one of our posts east of Coucy was
broken up by our fire. Near Maisons
‘de Champagne there was severe fight-
ing during the night. In La Pretre
Forest artillery firing was rather
violent. North of Arracourt our pa-
trols brought back prisoners. In the
region of Band Sapt we inflicted loss-
es on the enemy in the course of an
incursion into his lines north of
Frontenelle.

OWEN INTRODUCES BILL.

WASHINGTON, April 11.
Senator Owen introduced a bill to-
day to authorize the Secretary of
State to repatriate such Americans
who have enlisted in allied armies
and as a consequence lost the Ameri-
can citizenship.

SHIPPING LOSSES,

LONDON, April 11.

An official statement to-night says:
Merchant ships over 1,600 tons of all
nationalities arriving at and - sailing
from British ports during the past
week were, arrivals 2,406, sailings
2,367. British merchant ships sunk
by mines or submarines over 1,600
tons, 17, including two sunk during
the ‘previous fortnight. British mer-
chant ships under 1,600 tons sunk,
two, including. one sunk last week.
British merchant vessels unsuccess-
fully attacked, fourteen, including 4
during the previous fortnight. Brit-
ish fishing ships sunk, six, including
ome sunk during the previous week.

ASSEMBLY AT WASHINGTON.

WASHINGTON, April 11.
The assembly at Washington with-
in a few weeks of a great interna-
tional war council was foreshadowed
by the announcement from the State
Department to-day that a British
Commission headed by Arthur J. Bal-

four, Minister for Foreign Affairs, |

was expected to arrive within 10 days
to discuss with the Government here
questions connected with the conduct
of the war. In addition to the For-
eign Minister the Commission will
include Admiral Dechair, of the Brit-
ish Navy, General Bridges of the Ar-
my, and Governor of the Bank of
England, attended by a numerous
staff. This was as far as announce-
ment made by the State Department
goes, but it was learned authoritative-
ly that a French Commission, com~
posed of officials holding offices equal-
ly as distinguished as the British re-
presentatives, also will be at Wash-
ington about the same time. This
commission will be headed by M. Vi-
viani, the present Minister of Justice
in the French Cabinet and a former
Premier. It is not known definitely
whether any other of the Allied Pow-
ers will send commissioners to Wash-
ington, but it is assumed that owing
to the difficulties of passage and
probable delay the interests of these
Governments will be confided to their
resident ambassadors. Beyond the
statement that the object of the Com-
mission is to discuss generally the
questions of policy connected with
the war, no information was given
at the State Department. It was
made clear, however, that in no way
will the United States Government
depart from its traditional policy of
avoiding anything in the - nature of
political alliances, though of course
that does not exclade full intimate
military and naval co-operation in the
prosecution of the ,war. Naval co-
operation, it is understood, will con-
template the policing of all North and
South American waters by the ' Am-
erican Navy, allowing the return of
the British and -French vessels en-
gaged in that work, and the safe-
guarding by American ships, at least
of the heart of the sea lane to Europe.

!Whether the latter v,ill not necessi-
ltate the actual sending of American
war craft to the other side has not
,been announced, but if it does ar-
rangements already hLave been made
to offer the Port of Brest in France
as an American naval base. The
military participation of the' United
States also probably will be discussed
in broad terms, though it is realized
on all sides that this country will not
attempt to send any army to Europe
for the present. The military situa-
tion of the country is well under-
stood by officials abroad. There is,
however, an intense desire on the
part of the general public in Entente
countries to see a small division of
American troops at the front.

EMPLOYEE BLAMED.

CHESTER, Penn., April 11.

A statement to-day by a high offi-
cial of the Eddystone Ammunition
Corporation placed the blanie for yes-
terday’s disaster, the worst in the
history of the State, on a disloyal
employee, who is thought to have
sacrificed his life with 116 known
dead, most of whom were- girls and
young women. This amazing devel-
opment late to-day spurred on the in-
vestigation into the catastrophe al-
ready under way by the Federal,
State, County and local officials, and
officers of the company. Numerous
suspects have been rounded up here,
at Philadelphia, Villa Nova, Penn.,
and Camden, N.J., and in each case
the disposition of prisoners was plac-
ed in the hands of agents of the De-
partment of Justice at Philadelphia.
The arrests so far, however, have fur-

petrator' of the .  alleged plot. The
number of known dead announced
late to-day by Capt. Wilhelm, Vice-
President and General Manager of the
Co., after a fairly complete canvass
of the list of employees, is placed at
116 and of these 52 had been identi-
fied.

THE FORESTRY
BATTALION.

The success that has at-

tended the first call for

men for this branch of

the service is undoubted-
ly gratifying and we trust it will con-
tinue, but the observation must be
qualified by certain very obvious con-
siderations. To date nearly the whole
number of the volunteers have come
from this city. It is too early to sit
in judgment on other places, for they
have hardly had an opportunity to
respond. In this connection the re-
cruiting stations which the energetic
Recruiting Committee are establish-
ing at different centres in the outports
should prove their value, as well, of
coursé, as to the regular branches of
both services. But it is not too early
to point out the undesirability of this
battalion being recruited largely from
St. John’s, a possibility which present
indications show to be only too likely.
The officers who are responsible for
these enrollments know their busi-
ness and we do not presume to dictate
to them, but it may do no harm to
state that the very first condition of
acceptance should be the aptitude of
the volunteer for the special work of
the battalion. -This should take the
place of the rather severe and all-
round physical standard required for
the regular services, which in .this
case will be relaxed. If we send over
such a battalion at all, it should be
the most useful for its purpose that
we can muster. The appeal from the
Governor indicated this clearly
enough, for it called specifically for
woodsmen, lumbermen and miners.
These callings are not represented in
St. John’s. On the other hand there
are in the outports, particularly in the
lumbering and mining districts, but
for that matter everywhere else also,
enough good men to form not one but
half-a-dozen such Dbattalions. Let
them then come forward, for it is to
them essentially that the summons is
made. The value of the services they
will be able to render is undeniable,
for it 'has been proved over and over
again in the course of the war.

There is * another reason why St.
John’s should not be taxed foo heavily
of its manhood in this direction. It
has given liberally of it al-
ready, and it may be doubted if many
more men can be spared without de-
triment to the community. We note
that many of those who have offered
for this service come from the shops
and other mercantile establishments.
All honour to them and to the em-
ployers who put no obstacles in their
way but make it easier. But unless
substitutes can readily be found to
take their places there will be another
factor added to those that already
tend to increase the cost of living.
They very largely correspond to those
in England who occupy positions
which specially exempt them from
service. This aspect of the matter
would not be important or put too
much burden upon the patriotism of
the country if it were not that there

.are so many others available and

more suited to fulfil the need.

For the rest, the raising of such a
battalion is an admirable step and we
have been at a loss to understand
why something similar was mot done
long ago. Great Britain soon discard-
ed the absurd idea that it is the Army
and Navy alone that fight, and for
long every applicant who has not
satisfied the physical tests that they
impose has been carefully classified
according to his particular ‘weakness
and given service to perform. every bit
as essential as that of linings the
trenches and suited to his physique.
Here it has been'the Army or Navy,

TOWN COUNC!LLOR FITZGERALD
THE VICTIM.

Another fatal accident occurred at
Bell Island ylssterday afternooon, the
victim being Peter Fitzgerald, a prom-
inent member of the Town Council.
It happened that the deceased in com-
pany with two assistants, Messrs.
Chas. Neil and a man named Fever,
was working in the .Dominion Iron
and Steel Co.s No. 3 mine. He was
engaged loading blasting holes that
had been drilled during the day when
the tampering rod which was being
used by Fitzgerald is supposed to have
struck a spark, and exploded the
heavy "charge. The result was that
poor Fitzgerald was almost blown to
pieces, while his two companions
were knocked unconscious and badly
cut and bruised about the face and
body. The explosion startled the men
who were working some distance
away, and rushing to the scene they
did everything possible to relieve the
sufferers. The Company’s doctor was
immediately notified by phone and
soon after was at the scene, and on
examining the body of poor Fitz-
gerald found that there was no hope
of saving his life. The hoisting car
was immediately lowered and the vic-
tims were removed to the Dominion
Company’s hospital and without re-
gaining consciousness the injured
man passed away.

The two other victims, though badly
battered, are not very seriously hurt.
For upwards of seventeen years Mr.
Fitzgerald was engaged as a miner,
and was always looked upon as a
careful and efficient employee. Not
many years ago a cousin of the de-
ceased met a similar death, and three
years ago his brother, the late Thom-
as Fitzgerald, a young man of excep-
tionally strong physique, met an un-
timely death while proceeding to his
home at night. His body was found
next morning underneath a small
bridge, and marks found on the body
indicated that the man had been' mur-
dered. The murderer is still at large.

The Missing Chauifers.

(From the New York World.)

Almost everybody has a friend who
until recently had a German chauffeur
who disappeared mysteriously when
diplomatic relations between Wash-
ington and Berlin were broken and
who headed straight for Mexico. There
never appeared to be any scarcity of
chauffeurs in New York, but reports
from the Texas border indicated that
at least an army corps of Germans, all
reservists, had passed into Mexican
territory and were making ready for
war. In its more conservative moods
our young friend the Evening Sun
used stoutly to insist that there were
50,000 of them. It seems that -German
chauffeurs are watched as closely by
United States officers on the Texas
border as by the police of New York
whose duty it is to enforce traffic
regulations. When whole regiments
of these clever persons wish to cross
the line, they have to stand and be
counted. Moreover, names and des-
criptions are takenm, so that if any of
them return there can be no trouble
about identification. With such large
bodies of men moving about, the wis-
dom of this thoroughness is obvious,
and we have proof of it now in an
official statement that already thirty-
four German chauffeurs have come
back to the United States from Mexico
happy at their deliverance and per-
fectly content to take their chances
here with neutrality laws or any
other device of civilization bottomed
upon order and justice and attended
by three square meals a day. If this
defection does not strike = Americans
as serious, it should be understood at
once that it is almost as appalling as
the exodus of German chauffeurs to
Mexico. From Feb. 3 to date, exactly
elghty—three Germans went from the
United States to Mexico, and the other
forty-nine, even though dead broke,
must still have hopes of getting back.

LONDON, To-day.

A violent snow storm has served
for the moment to hold in leash the
British forces which singe early on
Sunday have been ‘hammering the
Germans hard along the Arras-Lens
front. Low lying clouds and thickly
falling snow have greatly empeded
the movement of troops. On Wed-
nesday in the early hours of the morn-
ing the village and heights of Mon-
chy-le-Preux; east of Arras, fell into
the hands of the British and were
held despite two counter attacks de-
livered by the Germans, according to
London. To the north of this posi-
tion, Berlin reports the repulse with
heavy losses of British infantry and
cavalry attacks near Fampoeux and
Rouex. A London communication
says that in the mneighborhood of
Bullecourt, west of Cambrai, Field
Mashal Haig’s men penetrated a
German position, but later were coun-
ter-attacked by superior forces and
compelled to return to their former
positions. Of this fighting also and
a battle near Hardecourt, northwest
of St. Quentin, Berlin says that a
thousand British prisoners and 25
machine guns were taken near St
Quentin. From Soissons and Rhiems
eastward to Champagne violent artil-
lery duels are being fought between
the French and Germans, and the
American flag is flying ovér a Corps
composed mainly of American airmen.
It is to adopt the American uniform
and carry the Stars and Stripes dur-
ing their incursions into the enemy
territory available in the air to Ger-
man aviators. There has been several
engagements between the Russian
and Teutons on the Russian front but
no important change of positions re-
sulted. North of Rojitche the Ger-
nans occupied the Russian first line
of trenches but were later expelled
from them. Likewise near Terecho-
vez the Teutons invaded the Russian
trenches but later were unable  to
maintain their gains. Herbert C. Hoo-
ver, Chairman of the American Com-
mission for:the relief of Belgium, has
accepted the chairmanship of a new
food board in the United States.
Hoover considers the foremost duty of
the States toward her Allies is to see
that they are provided with food.

INTERNATIONAL COUNCIL AT
WASHINGTON.

WASHINGTON, To-day.

The assembly at Washington with-
in a few weeks of a great internation-
al war council was foreshadowed by
an announcement from the State De-
partment to-day that a British Com-
mission headed by Arthur J. ‘Balfour,
Minister for Foreign Affairs, was ex-
pected to arrive within 10 days to dis-
cuss with the Government here ques-
tions connected with the conduct of
the war.

U. S. SHIPBUILDING PROGRAMME.

WASHINGTON, To-day.

Major-General George W. Goethals,
builder of the Panama Canal, was
formally requested by President Wil-
son to-day to take charge of the
building of one thousand wooden
ships for foreign commerce. The in-
crease of overseas tonnage is re-
garded as an imperative need to de-
feat the German submarine campaign
gnd keep up.the flow of supplies to
the Entente Allies. Consequently the
greatest importance is attached to
the plans of the Shipping Board for
huilding wooden ships, which have
bheen approved by the President and
Council for National Defence. The
entire resources available to the ship
huilding yards are to be used for the
purpose of the Shipping Board,
$50,000,000 are at its disposal for the
construction and purchase of vessels.
it is estimated that beginnmg with
the early fall ships at the rate of
200,000 tons a month will be turned
out. In 1916 the United States had
500,000 tons of ships in the transat-
lantic trade. The use of the German
merchant ships now in American har-

bors will add approximately 600,600 |,

tons to the supply of the United States
and the estimates now being made in-
clude the repairing of damaged ma-
chinery. of those ships.

Potatoes : Cost & Price

(Worcester ~Te1egram.)

A dealer in Presque Isle (Me)., one
of the settlement centres of the
Aroostook potato-producing region,
has paid by one check $67,366 for a
stock of automobiles of one make
this spring. Profits on potato fields
in the last year are to pay for these
machines and many hundred more of
the luxury speeders. There are many
other auto dealers in that section
close up under the shadow of the
great Maine forests. It is told of one
young man who desired to become a
potato farmer that he borrowed a
year ago $7,500 to buy a farm in
Aroostook county and then $2,500
more to stock the place. And iate in
the fall, after selling the potatoes he
raised, he paid the lender the entire
$10,000 of the debt and showed him
$10,000 more he was taking to a bank
to save, all made in one season on, his
new potato farm. And there are one
hundred thousand able young men in
New England who would rather go to
war or work in'a factory for $10 a
week than farm it anywhere among
the hills of this rich section, even if
farms were given to them and stock-
ed. That is one of the reasons why
potatoes come so high for the family
table this season. It is not so much
personal greed of the potato farmers
and the middlemen, as the shiftless-
ness of human beings who should
have ambition to till the soil and feed
the other millions at reasonable pro-
fits. »

What the Retreat Means

From July 1, 1916, to March 16, 1917,
French and British forces wrested
about 125 square miles from the ene-
my on the Somme front.

In three days, since Saturday morn-
ing, they have won with scarcely a
fight at least 600 square miles.

This is a sensation of some magni-
tude. What'does it mean?

It proves that the foe finds himself
mastered by superior forces. He finds
that lines which for nearly three
years he had labored to make impreg-
nable are no longer tenable or, at
least, no longer expedient.

This confirms our hopes and beliefs
of recent months. We have at last a
military machine superior to the Ger-
mans’.

But ‘the retreat may delay final de-
cision. For the moment the enemy es-
capes decisive action. That is the ob-
ject of any prudent military force that
finds itself outclassed.

How long can he escape decision?
Can he find any line short of the
Meuse River line on which he will be
any better able to stand than on the
one he has abandoned? Most military
critcis beligve that he cannot attempt
any: large retirement, such as to the
Meuse River. line, without -disaster.
But can he, by a series of small Te-
t.lrémenta. evade disaster and post-
pprpe decision? He may for a period,
but it is only a questipn of time,
