LLOYD GEORGE SPEAKS AT MAY. 
OH'S BANQUET.

WATER STREET, LONDON, Nov. 8.
Premier Lloyd George, speaking at 

the Lord Mayor's banquet to-night, re­
ferring to the Supreme Council's at­
tempt at Russia’s Peace early thle 
year, said, "I hope the time Is not 
distant when the powers will be able 
to renew that attempt with better 
prospects of success.” The Premier 
recounted briefly the world’s troubles, 
saying apart from Russia, the outlook 
is good. He spoke optimistically of 
the Adriatic and Turkish questions 
which with Russia he said constitut­
ed the world’^chief problems. He re­
called that exactly a year ago at the 
same Board, he announced the abdica­
tion of the German Emperor. He did 
not believe that the few well inform­
ed then expected the ensuelng year 
would bring such progress toward a 
settlement as had been made. The 
Premier taking up the most difficult 
questions left for settlement the Ad­
riatic, Turkey and Russia. He said 
the Adriatic question has gathered 
about it a deep passion, but I am con­
fident a settlement will be found com­
patible with the interest and honor 
of our gallant Allies. I am certain 
that justice will be done the nations 
emancipated from the Austrian yoke. 
The Premier declared that there was 
a complete agreement between the 
Allies that Turkish domination of 
the Greeks, Arabs and Armenians 
should end and that the Black Sea 
should be free to all nations. The out­
look In Russia is unpleasant he con­
tinued. A few weeks ago there was a 
promising prospect ot an early issue 
hut to-day’s indications point to a 
more prolonged and sanguinary 
struggle.

Ella Wheeler Wilcox.
The poems of Ella Wheeler Wilcox, 

whose death is announced at her 
home in Brantford, Conn., enjoyed 
great popularity for many years both 
on this continent and in England. 
Ten years ago T. P.’s Weekly noticed 
in a few days no less than seven 
quotations from her work in the 
London daily papers. Most of her 
poems, however, were essentially 
commonplace, and not destined to 
survive, and it is probably for' this 
reason that her name appears in only 
two out of a dozen standard books of 
quotations. Among these quotations 
are the well-known lines from “Soli­
tude:”

"Laugh and the world laughs with 
you;

Weep and you weep alone;

For the sad old earth must borrow 
its mirth,

But has trouble enough of its own.”

Her poems cn passion and love 
and sentiment and emotion earned 
from her admirers .the title “Poetess 
of Passion,” but, many of them were 
handled rather roughly by the crit­
ics. “I wrote of human nature as I 
found It,” was her defence of the 
doubtful verses. Optimism and home­
liness were perhaps the secret of her 
success, and her work was accepted 
for its sntiment by an uncritical 
reading public.—From the Toronto 
Globe.

Fads and Fundamentals.
The spelling and writing of many 

children who have spent years at 
school are the lament of employers 
and discerning pa-ents. A Toronto 
trustee who has visited 75 per cent 
of the schools of the city, says he 
found the pupils “running around 
catching bugs and Amounting plants 
and butterflies." Another trustee com­
plains of the overloading of the cur­
riculum with “frills and fads,” in­
stancing the sewing of buttons on 
dolls' dresses and the “making of some 
little dish of stuff over a single gas 
burner.” No doubt there are at­
tractive arguments for all these fea­
tures, but time devoted to them is 
Hi-spent in the case of the pupil who 
emerges from school so deficient in 
spelling, writing, leading ^nd arith­
metic as not to meet the demands of 
a business office, to say nothing of 
education for its own sake. It is idle 
to talk of broadening a child’s intel­
lectual interests when the rudftarlan 
point of view, the making of a living, 
r.o tools can take the place of the 
three R’s. Unless the child is well 
equipped with these he will he handi­
capped in any walk of life. Without 
proficiency in reading, especially, the 
hoy or girl will be without the key 
that opens all doors to knowledge, 
whether useful in the narrow sense 
of the word or the higher kind that 
makes for culture and self-improve­
ment. Children in the primary and 
secondary schools to-day dabble at 
more subjects than did their grand­
parents, but their reading and writ­
ing and general uso of English give 
the. impression that the little red 
schoolhouse, if it taught fewer “frills,” 
laid down more stress on fundamen­
tals than does the modern palace of 
learning.—Toronto Globe.

Frequently it has been suggested 

with the war over there would 
be a reaction against prohibition at 
least to the extent of permitting the 
sale of beer and light wines. For 
this there appears to be no real 
ground. It la natural that such a 
proposition should receive a larger 
measure of support than the more 
complete prohibition now obtaining. 
But it la evident that the reaction, 
if any, has not affected even the 
Comparatively small number of elec­
tors required to create a majority 
in its favor. From the result of the 
Ontario referendum the Mquor inter­
ests can derive no hope of any re­
versal of prohibition sentiment On 
the contrary, the people are deter­
mined to maintain it; and this at a 
time when many other habits of 
thought have clearly been broken. It 
now remains for the Dominion Gov­
ernment to take such action as will 
secure that each province can make 
effective its desire in regard to pro­
hibition or to such limited sale of 
intoxicants as may from time to time 
be permitted.— From the Manitoba 
Free Press.

ENGLISH.
The Pausing of the Bed Trousers.

The red trousers of the French 
army are to be no more. There la a 
political and economical tragedy about 
it with which very few people are 
familiar. The originator of the red 
trousers was Napoleon, who was 
prompted in his “reform” by a desire 
to help the native cultivation of mad­
der root—at that time and for many 
centuries previously the chief source 
of red color throughout the world— 
against the Dutch and Italian rivals. 
As a result the industry expanded 
considerably, and some fifty years 
ago was worth nearly £ 2,000,000 per 
annum. But then came the Graehe- 
Llebermann discovery of the alibarine 
dyes, and in less than ten years, be­
tween 1870 and 1878, the production 
of madder root in France shrunk 
from 25,000 to 500 tons, and then dis­
appeared. This was a great German 
vâctpry. Nevertheless the army trou­
sers continued to be dyed red, only 
this time the dyes had to be imported 
from Germany. This was certainly 
a great humiliation for the French, 
but it evidently required a great war 
to put an end to it—Manchester 
Guardian.

Do We Smoke
Too Much ?

£ 188,758,100 Spent Last Tear.,
“Tobacco smoking by women is the 

great danger," says Mr. R. P. Mon- 
crieff, a Fellow of the Statistical So­
ciety, In "the National Tobacco Bill 
for 1917 and 1918,” prepared for the 
Anti - Tobacco and Anti - Narcotic 
League.

“If the women of the nation become 
habitual smokers, as they rapidly are 
doing, what effect will It have on the 
future generation?”

It Is estimated by Mr. Moncrleff 
that we spent £138,753,100 in 1918 
on tobacco and smoking accessories, 
an increase, mainly due to the heav­
ier tax, of £34,340,000 over the cost 
in 1917. This sum is about £9 per 
family of five, sufficient to pay the 
rent of a cottage in the country.

Apart from Army and Navy con­
sumption, Mr. Moncrleff says we 
smoked over 90' million pounds of cig­
arettes, or 1,000 cigarettes for every 
man, woman and child In the coun­
try. Only 20 per cent of the tobacco 
was smoked In pipes, and 77 per cent. 
In cigarettes, and 3 per cent. In cig­
ars. Army and Navy consumption 
was 45,123,9001b., valued duty free at 
£11,584,630.

The “Tobacco Bill” shows that In 
home and foreign manufactures we 
consumed;
4,190,0571b. of cigars.

23,919,3801b. pipe tobacco and snuff. 
90,805,4631b. cigarettes 
in addition to 45,698,900,1b. consumed 
in the Army, Navy and Mercantile 
Service.

Steamer in Distress.
A message received to-day from a 

steamer, the H. F. Morst, gave her 
position as 698 miles N. E. of Cape 
Race, and asking for assistance as her 
boilers were out, and batteries were 
weak. The message was sent at 1.30 
Greenwich mean time.

Now that the Squires-Coaker 
combination has been elected, 
it is pertinent to ask when the 
price of fish will be raised t.o 
the guaranteed figure of Mr.
Coaker, viz., $14 and $12 for 
Shore and Labrador cure re­
spectively? The fishery situa­
tion to-day in the foreign mar­
kets differs greatly from that 
of war and even pre-war days.
The different fishing fleets of 
the world are gradually resum­
ing normal activity, and during 
the season just closed, the Nor­
wegian catch was much in ex­
cess of that of 1918. The Eng­
lish fishing fleet is rapidly get­
ting back to its pre-war basis; 
the yield from the efforts of the 
Lunenburg and Gloucester fish­
eries is much greater than it 
has been for some years. ^ Since 
the different fish markets* there 
are being supplied on the 1914 
scale, it is evident at once that 
this competition must result in 
reduced prices, and thus it is 
that our fish to-day is being 
sold at a less figure than that of 
last year.

* * * V

Another reason for this re­
duction in prices is the fact that 
the credit of the chief markets 
has been so severely crippled 
that the European countries are 
only buying in small quantities, 
and at the lowest possible 
prices. Were our Newfound­
land fish prices then regulated 
by the law of supply and de­
mand, as all intelligent men be­
lieve, our fishermen would un­
derstand at once that they 
could not expect to sell their 
products now at the prices 
which prevailed in war days.
Mr. Coaker has promised to 
harness the revenue of this 
country in the attempt to give 
the fishermen inflated prices for 
their fish, thereby insuring to 
the fishermen a high price, but 
a likewise high taxation; at 
least that was the chief tenet 
in his political platform. Will 
Coaker now immediately boost 
the price of fish, and so keep 
his word, or will he, as before, 
lose sight of the fishermen’s 
interests until it suits his am­
bition to fool them again?
Will Mr. Squires comply with 
this ruinous proposal of Coak- 
er’s, or will he refuse his ally’s 
request? This question, inas­
much as it affects every mem­
ber of our population, is one 
that stands out prominently to­
day, and the answer to it will 
decide many other questions, 
more or less involved in it.

Church Lads’ Brigade.

This Brigade was founded in Lon­
don, England by the late Lieut-Col. 
Gee, on the 11th November, 1891, and 
organised in Newfoundland . in the 
year 1892 by the Rector of the Cathe­
dral, Rev. J. f. Thompson, with the 
following officers as the first staff: 
Captain Melville, A.D.C. to Hi# , Ex­
cellency the Governor Capt C. Wear­
ing Hayward (who Is at present here 
from British Columbia on a visit to 
his mother, Mrs. A. O. Hayward), and 
Lieut-Col. Franklin, D.S.O., who join­
ed up later. Lieut.-Col. Franklin is 
now British Trade Commissioner for. 
East Africa. The first Private, No.
I, was Pte. Harold Blackler and 
amongst those on the active list to­
day is No. 13. Lance Corporal Wil­
liams, who now holds the rank of 
Major and Battalion Quartermaster. 
The 41st Battalion held its first 
meeting In the basement of tbs Mis­
sion Church, now Springdale Street 
School. The Brigade during the 27 
years of Its existence In Newfound­
land, has had its ups and downs— 
but mostly "ups." It made great 
progress under Lieut.-Col. Sir Joseph 
Outerbridge, the Brigade’s first Col­
onel, nobly backed up by Lieut-Col. 
Franklin, who did all the pioneer 
work of establishing the Institution 
on a lasting foundation. When 
Lieut-Col. R. G. Rendell C.B.E., suc­
ceeded Lieut.-Çol. Outerbridge, the 
Brigade occupied the building lately 
used by the Highlanders’, King’s 
Road, as their armoury—the building 
being formerly used as a rink. After 
a few years Colonel Rendell decided 
to sell out and build the present 
magnificent Armoury occupied by the 
Brigade on Harvey Road, the largest 
and best equipped Church Lads’ 
Brigade Armoury in the world. The 
wisdom of Col. Rendell’s action has 
been proved. He rallied his friends 
around him and aided nobly by the 
late Mrs. R. G. Rendell and other 
kind friends who worked hard in or­
ganizing bazaars and other means of 
raising money till sufficient funds 
were In sight. Col. Rendell “put his 
hand to the plough ahd never looked 
back” until the Armoury was dom- 
pleted and paid for in full, handing 
over to the Brigade after his twelve 
years’ work, an Armoury which le 
valued at thirty thousand dollars, 
which has not only done Its part as 
a home for the Brigade, hut under its 
roof trained men "Better than the 
Beet,” whose records on the fields In 
France will never be obliterated in 
the history of their country.

Yesterday morning a special 
Thanksgiving Communion Service 
was held in the Cathedral at 8 o’clock, 
Lieut-Col. Goodridge, Col. Rendell, 
officers and lads attending. At. 3 
p.m„ a choral service was held there 
also. The Battalion Chaplain, Rev.
J. Brinton, Rev. Canon Smith and 
Rev. E. R. Nicholls, of Brooklyn, B.B., 
taking the service. The sermon was 
preached by Rev. J. Brinton from the 
text, 4th Chapter Phillpplans part of 
the 1st verse: "Stand fast In the 
Lord.’’ The Chaplain admonished all 
ranks to "stand fast” always in 
everything that stands for true 
Christian manllhess, to be of good 
courage, always remembering the 
Brigade motto, "Fight the Good 
Fight.” Yesterday’s parade waa one 
of the largest ever seen. Many “Old 
Comrades” were present under Sergt 
J. Wiseman.

The Anniversary Celebration Com­
mittee have arranged to give the boys 
a "standardized menu;’ tea on Tues­
day night at 8 o’clock at the Armoury. 
Thirty ladles have volunteered to pro­
vide tables. ▲ concert with a dance 
afterwards will finish the evening’s 
programme. On Thursday night a 
promenade hand concert will take 
place at the Armoury for which an 
admission fee of twenty cents will he 
charged, and It la hoped will be well 
patronized by the public.

Jonah and the Whale.
Recently a correspondent of Robert 

Page Lincoln asked the well known 
angler hie view of Jonah and the 
whale. Not feeling quite capable of 
answering this particular question 
Mr. Lincoln asked Dr. David Starr 
Jordan his opinion.

Dr. Jordan wrote to Mr. Lincoln 
follows:

*1 believe that it Is commonly 
thought that the story of Jonah, like 
the story of Job and ancient tales in 
the Bible is of the nature of poetic 
fable, and valued, not for Its literal 
truth but for the lesson H may teach.

I am commanded by H. M. the 

King to send you for immediate 
publication the following mes­
sage which is addressed to all 
the peoples of the Empire.
“TO ALL MY PEOPLE,—

“Tuesday next, ' November 
11th, is the first anniversary of 
the armistice which staved the 
world wide carnage of thé four 
preceding years and marked 
the victory of right and free­
dom. I believe that my people 
in every part of the Empire fer­
vently wish to perpetuate the 
memory of that great deliver- 
ence and of those who laid down 
their lives to achieve it.

“To afford an opportunity for 
the universal expression of this 
feeling, it is my desire and hope 
that at the hour when the ar­
mistice came into force, the 
eleventh hour of the eleventh 
day of the eleventh month, 
there might be for the brief 
soace of two minutes a com­
plete suspension of all our nor­
mal activities. During that 
time, except in the rare eases 
where this might be imprac­
ticable, all work, all sound and 
all locomotion should cease so 
that in perfect stillness the 
thoughts of everyone may be 
concentrated -on reverent re­
membrance of the glorious dead.

"No elaborate organisation 
anpears to be necessary. At a 
given signal, which could easily 
be arranged to suit the circum­
stances of each locality, I be­
lieve that we shall all gladly in­
terrupt our business and pleas­
ure, whatever it may be, and 
unite in this simple service of 
silence and remembrance.

The drama In the House of Com­
mons Ib nearly always the drama of 
the unexpected. Many a time, In the 
afternoon question hour, in the 
ehtm evening, or in the pale hours of 
approaching dawn, have Ï seen the 
House of Commonr at one moment as 
placid as the surface of a mill-pond, 
and the next moment roaring with 
the fiercest storms.

It was a quiet afternoon, with a 
dead calm in the House, when sudden­
ly I saw Victor Grayson jump up, 
break the rules, and go out, inch by 
inch, in a dramatic scene which was 
ended by Victor Grayson standing by 
the exit, turning on the Labour Mem­
bers, with curling lip and blazing 
eyes, and shouting '‘Murderers!"

Nothing could have been calmer 
than that evening, when the Prime 
Minister, Mr. Aequith, was standing 
at the table making a long, involved 
statement of some intricate financial 
problems, when suddenly something 
whizzed past his head which just 
missed killing him. It was a bag of 
flour, or other white substance, flung 
the whole length 6f the chamber with 
amazing force, and I shall never for­
get my sight of it as it whizzed past 
Mr. Asquith's head, fortunately miss­
ing him, and smashed at the foot of 
the Speaker’s chair. •

Bonar Law’s Quick Whit 
A little while ago, la the throes of 

this session, the House became vehe­
ment and excited, and there was a 
threat to hold up the Government, or 
bring about a bad defeat In the Di­
vision Lobbies over some matter r.n 
which the House felt strongly.

It was on the Transport Bill, Wliat 
would happen? The place was tense 
with questioning excitement. Would 
they endanger the Transport Bill, one 
of the greatest reconstructive meas­
ures of all time?

Suck wild scenes were usually made 
still more picturesque by the wild, 
joyous, and soaring skirl of Mr.. 
Reddy, who loved to haunt one of the 
hack benches of the Irish Party and 
voice Gaelic feelings with a mighty 
note that had in It the power of a 
steam-siren and the weird, haunting 
call of a Connemara spirit.

Drama to Parliament has many 
sorts and many causes. 1 have seen 
two sprites of the back benches— 
two then little-known men—leading a 
tremendous attack On Mri Balfour’S 
Government, to Which the House, a 
cauldron of noise, had Mr. Alfred 
Lyttelton standing St the table for a 
solid nenr without being able to get 
one complete sentence.

Who were those two disorderly 
back-bench Sprites T One has since 
been Home Secretary, Minister of 
Munitions, and Secretary Of State for 
War, in the person of Mr. Winston 
Churchill, and the other was a Welsh­
man who haS lived to become the 
present Prime Minister.

A Short Cot to Fame.
One day, When the House Was quiet­

ly droning along, I saw a Man climb 
over from the Strangers’ Gallery to 
the Distinguished Strangers' Gallery. 
He climbed over the front of the gal­
lery near the clock, aid; clutching the 
carved xwoodwork with his hands, he 
hung full length downward over the 
floor of the House.

Several M. P.’s were standing below 
his feet, blissfully Ignorant of the hu­
man sword of Damocles that hung 
over their heads. I saw the man 
quiver In the air for a moment.

"Look out!” dried many members to 
those; standing a few feet below the 
intruder’s boots.

They jumped aside, the man drop­
ped, tell on his feet, doubled up, and 
lay in a heap on the floor. Several 
attendants Walked him out of the 
place, and I believe he afterwards at­
tempted the more usual way of en­
tering the House of Commons—name­
ly, trythg to get the electors to vote 
for him. But it proved as unavailing 
as the other attempt.

Nothing could be more etill and 
drowsy than the moment chosen by 
the Suffragettes to chain themselves 
to the grills, so that the attendants 
could not move them until they had 
made a shouting demonstration.

For some strange reason they chose 
eight-thirty, when nearly every M.P. 
was at dinner and some lone member 
was drearily monotoning to empty 
benches. It was the worst time tq^ry 
to Impress the House. Portions of the 
metal grille had to he cut away, and 
I went along with the women, with 
hits of grille hanging to them, to a 
committee-room, where their waist 
fastenings were cut off. The women 
chattered gaily all the time!

When Pemberton Billing was turn­
ed out qt the House It was a mixture 
of drama and farce, members laugh­
ing and enjoying It heartily.

One night Mr. Balfour and a large 
body of Unionists walked out of the 
House In dramatic Indignation to show 
their feelings towards the Govern­
ment of that day.

Another night, In the middle of a 
tusele over the eternal Irish question. 
Sir Edward Carson swung round to 
John Redmond, and made an offer to 
try and settle the apparently ever­
lasting political punie of the happy 
and prosperous Emerald Isle.

*C. B.” the War-path.
For a moment it looked as If the 

opposing Irish leaders wore going to 
advance towards each other and shake 
hands in view of the whole .thronged 
assembly. Heads craned forward 
eagerly along all the close-packed 
benches.

It was a dramatic mo­
ment. And I remember, too, his fist 
being raised above his bent, snowy, 
head as, after the Lords had thrown 
out one of his Bills, he roared: “A 
way willl be found by which the will 
of the -people will be made to pre­
vail!”

Perhaps the greatest piece of drama 
that I have ever seen In the House 
was in the early days of August, 1914, 
when the world was a tip-toe with 
war excitement, and everybody was 
asking, “Will Britain be plunged 
into this ter^ble conflict?"

Mr. Asquith, who had already se­
cretly taken- measures which saved 
Britain, rose quietly and said that we 
had despatched, a cablegram to Ber­
lin, saying that certain things must 
be done, and we would consent to 
nothing else.

The Prime Minister, his lips purs­

ed tight, the strain of the mighty re­
sponsibilities showing in the tense 
linef of hie face, was juet about to 
vanish from hie place when he said 
gravely: "We have asked the German 
Government for a reply by midnight!"

The House was dumb. Many knew 
that we were face to face with the 
greatest and strongest armies in the 
world’s history. It was no time for 
further talk.

When midnight struck our country 
was at war.—C. T. King in Answers.

Revolutionist.

The Egeria of the Girondist, party, 
Madame Roland, who was guillotined 
on Nov. 8, 1793, occupied a notable 
place in the history of the French Re­
volution. Born tn the Rue de là Lan­
terne, later de la Cite, Paris, she was 
the daughter of an engraver, Philipon 
by name, whoso txtravagrance and 
loose habits involved him in difficul­
ties and made home far from happy, 
so thaf his daughter, Mnrle Jeanne, 
ultimately was glad to escape from It 
by marrying Roland, a precise and 
austere functionary much her senior. 
When the Revolution opened, Madame 
Roland eagerly seized the opportunity 
to force him and herself to the front, 
and Roland» got so far as to become 
Minister of the Interior twice, the first 
time during the period of the Sep­
tember massacre. Soon, by virtue of 
his wife, he was regarded as a leader 
of the Girondists, and when Robe­
spierre and Danton combined to de­
stroy them, he was marked for death, 
and fled to the south, where later he 
committed suicide on hearing of his 
wife’s execution. She, remaining in 
Paris, was arrested, confined for many 
weeks, tried before the Revolutionary 
Tribunal, and (of course!) condemn­
ed. She died with serenity, encourag­
ing on the last journey her compan­
ion Lamerche, sentenced as a forger of 
assignats. It was customary In such 
cases to execute the woman first, but 
Madame Roland, observing that La­
marche had lost his firmness, begged 
that he might bo spared the eight of 
her execution, adding, “Will you re­
fuse a woman’s last requestT” And 
the executioner, who hed demurred, 
yielded. It Is said that she wished for 
a pen wherewith to write down the 
strange thoughts with which she was 
Inspired, and her lust audible words 
were, “Oh, Liberty! what crimes are 
wrought lu thy name,” or (they are 
variously reported) “how thou art 
cheated!" As a girl she was both ac­
complished and beautiful, and-Imbibed, 
from “Plutarch’s Lives” such a longing 
for fame, that she is said, when only 
fourteen years of age, to have cried 
bitterly because she was not a Roman 
or. a Spartan woman. After her mar­
riage she visited England and other 
countries, acquiring a taste for many 
liberal institutions and usages which 
were denied V3 France, and when In 
1789, the outburst came, and-with It 
the French struggle for liberty— 
which merged so soon Into ruthless 
anarchy—the Rolands accepted the 
new order of things with avidity.

Don’t Bely on Newspapers.
Propaganda in peace can be as 

effectively employed as In war, In 
stimulating enthusiasm without 
which industry can only drag itself 
along wearily. Enlist the intelli­
gence of the wroker, tell him the why 
and the wherefore, and half the bat­
tle is won.

Assuming the maintenance of a 
constant stream of information 
through the factory and workshop, a 
mental state favourable to the team- 
sflirit will be always in existence, 
and it will be the means of preventing 
half the strikes which continually 
take place.

Supplement this effort by the dis­
semination of .articles bearing upon 
the general labour situation, and 
more of the weapons of offence have 
been struck from the hands of the 
Bolshevist. Employers leave too 
much to newspapers. But there are 
all sorts of newspapers, and those 
which foment strikes are not likely 
to be scrupulous In the presentation 
of their "facts.” Calls to passion 
should be countered by a recital of 
hard facta.

Finally, If all these devices fall, the 
method of prompt publicity should be 
employed. The employers should 
state their case to the public through 
the newspapers. They should give 
all the material facts at once, before 
the threatened strike is called.

Public opinion is generally the de­
ciding voice, and to the public all the 
Information should he speedily con­
veyed.

The Hour Is ©rare.
In none of these recommendations 

is the interest of labour affected ad­
versely. The labourer is mostly 
worthy of his hire; all that is sought 
is the prevention of strikes owing to 
the stupid methods of secrecy prac­
tised by most of even the biggest 
firms to-day.

The 
hour is grave, and there must be an 
end to methods of secrecy—the me­
