Superior to the American

Rear Admiral Bradley A. Fisk Makes
Caomparison. of the Two Fleets—
Does Not Think War Possible—
United States Navy in Deplorable
Condition Because Lack of Train-
ed Men as Well as Other Requisi-
ties,

New York, June 4.—Rear Admiral
Bradley A. Fisk, retired, in a letter
to Secretary bf the ' Navy, Wilbur,
calls attention to the present com-
parative = strength of the United
States and Japanese fleets for opera-
tions in Far Eastern waters which
he said was gravely misunderstood‘
by the public.

“0Of course I do not mean to sug- |
gest,” said the Rear Admiral, “that{
war is even possible but nevertheless
it n{ay be pointed out that the Jap-
anese and the Americans have tak-
en attitudes that are irreconcilable
and that the Japanese have virtually |
broken off diplomatic relations by
giving their Ambassador a ‘vaca-
tion.! - Such attitude, and such acts
have usually preceded wars, though
they have not always been followed
by wars.

Though the people of the United

States imagine, he said, that as a
iresult of the naval treaty the United
States fleet is superior to the Japan-
& ese Navy in the ratio of five to three,
)this is the reverse of the truth..
Even if the United States were
superior in -capital ships, he assert-
ed, it is far from being superior in
that ratio in active personnel, and it
is far inferior in reserve. If Japan
should go to the extreme of taking
the Phillippine Islands and thus
force us into war, the letter added,

Al-
though the number is not yet fully
known, it believed there were 43 men
and three officers killed, also there
were several men very badly burned.
When further details are received
they will be forwarded. The accident
was caused by the' flare back that
carried the terrific charge through the
breech of the gun instead of out
through the muzzle. The gun crew
were preparing to fire as a unit the
great sea fighters powerfal broad-
side, when a sailor called for. the
electricity to be turned on for the
charge, The swich was thrown on to
ignite the shell before the breech was
locked, and in another moment the
interior of the turret was. litered with
dead and dying. Ensign H. D. Smith
from the U. 8. New Mexico was the
first man to enter the turret No.2 fol-
lowing the explosion.

Never was there a more horrible
scene in any execution than that which
occurred when the death sentence on
Albert Meyer, a Jew of rather uncer-
tain nationality, was. carried out.
Morallyy ‘Méyer bﬂon“‘l’o the Srorst
type of hireling spy. “There was not
an ounce of patriotism or nobility in
)hiu mean little body. Before his car-
eer of espionage he had made his liv-
ing in various scoundrelly and shifty
ways, and at the time of his arrest
in London he was living with a wo-
man vho supported him out of her
earnings. He had neither morality or
honesty, and confessed that he  had
become a spy merely as an easy
means, as he considered it, of making
money without working for it.

Having taken the wages of the Ger-
man Sécret Service, he could not even
play fair with his employers. He had
sent them what purported to be au-
thenic information = regarding our
ships at Rosyth, when in point of'fact
he had never left London -and had
simply concocted the statements in
order to draw his pay.

This mean scamp, as might be ex-
pected, showed mone of the dignified
courage of Roos or Janssen in the
face ot'impendin‘g‘death. He became
almost insane with feay, while await-
ing execution, and when the cab con-

A German-American he was arrest-
ed in August, 1915, in London. He re-
fused to give his real name, which was
not Ries, for fear it should be labelled
as that of a spy and cause pain to his
ofd parents in the United States.

Eyen when, after his condemnation,
heé made a full’confession and revealed
his name, this was never published by
the British authorities,out of the sanie
consideration for his relatives that he
himself had shown.:

“I suppose you will wonder why I
have donethis?” he said when the
document was finished. “It is because
I am not an American at al}, but a
German. We Germans love our coun-
try and are proud to die for !t even
if we are born in America. I hope you
will believe that I did-not turn spy
for money. The Fatherland {s all to
me, and I die with a good heart.”

He fulfilled his words. When he had
been placed in the chair he said.
“Would you object to shaking hands
with a spy, Sergeant-Major? I only
did my duty as you are doing yours.”

A hearty handshake was exchanged
between German espionage agent and
the British soldier before the rifies of
the firing party launched the spy into
eternity.

In July, 1915, the authorities cap-
tured a Scandinavian-Peruvian ' who
had the long and Qicturesque name of
Ludovico Hurwitz-y-Zender.

This spy asserted that he could clear
himself if certain witnesses were
fetched from South America, and Brit-
ish justice went to all the trouble and
expense of bringing over to Emgland
the persons indicated.

Undéx,_ war-time conditibns this
meant a delay of eight months, which
period Zender spent in pi.‘l'son and
when the nef’evidence wﬁ obtain&d

it did nothmg to exculpate Wim. How-

ever, spy as he was, Zender had at
least been treated with the utmost
fairness by the military authorities.
‘When the man was taken to the
Tower to hear his death séntence pro-
nounced he took it with resignation.
Probably his long imprisonment, dur-
ing which he had grown thin-and !gag—
gard, helped to make death less ter-
rible to him. $
Zender faced his - execution with
courage, and his only comment, as a
neutral who had allowed himself to.
be dragged into the net spread by the
German Secret Service, was a bitter,
“This is what you get for interfering
in other people’s business,” just be-
fore the end, whcih' came on April
11th, 1916. _
There were later trials and convic-
tions of spies, but by this time the
German espionage offensive was de-
finitely failing, partly owing to the
difficulty . of getting recruits for such
highly dangerous work, and. after
Zender no spy was considered of suffi-
¢ient importance to suffer the death
penalty. So the Peruvian with K the
picturesque name was actually the
last spy to be shot in this country.
Several women were convicted of
espionage in the course of the war,
and were imprisoned or interned;
but though the French, Wwho were
much more troubled with espionage
‘than’ Great Britain, shot at least one
—Mata Hari, the dancer—in this
country no woman was executed for

spying. ~

Disadvantages of Cooked Foods.

It is well-known, for instance, that |

exclusion of uncooked, food impairs

the. health and strength of adults and
is the.cause of-infantile scurvy, which
causes intense suffering il &Hildren.

To cure such sufferers they must
be given fresh milk.ar the . juica of
fruits.

Cooking' greatly changes the char-
acter of certain foods. A’ ripe npple is’
a’ pleasant mingling ' of sweet ‘and

'allowance of sunshine.

i It has beep discovered that cod
liver oil, cream, and the fat of bacon
{and meat have qualities which cor-
“respond to a certain extent to sun-
light. Realizing this, some authorities
have recommended that, during the
dark days, we should eat a lot of
these fatty substances, which are,
practically, transformed sunshine,
" During the summer animals feed on
ifoods growing in the sunshine. This
they absorb into their tissues “and
store up in their fat, and we take it
gecond-hand if we eat such fat.
