We, Your Majésty’s loyel aod dutiful sut-
jects, members of the Legislative Conncil of
Britisti Columbis, beg to refer to Your Ma-
jestiy’s gracious cousideration the anmomal
ous, mischievous and ingvnvenient condi'ion
of the Courte of Judicatare in this Uolony.
. The Colony now possesses two Supreme
Courts of Civil Justice, oue Court has Ju-
risdiction only on and over the  Maiolaad of
British Oolumbia and its Dependencies as it
existed prior to the Brifish. Colnmbia Act of
1866 ; the other has Jurisdiction only over
Vancouver Island and its Dependencies.
- The result of the two Cousts retaining
their separate and limited Juris 'iction has
acted: most ia(i’urionsly to the material in-
terests of the Uolony, because, although be-
ing now under the rule and sobject to the
General Laws of the Colony of Brirish Col-
nmbia, the Courts have no, concurrent and
-.equal Jurisdiction. ‘The Merchants and
Traders are unable, without great loss of
time and expense, to obrain at the hands of
the Courts that speedy redress without
which the Commercial Interests must suffer.
If a Merchent reeiding in Vietoria desires to
enforce bis rights against a person residing
on the Maioland of British Cclambia, he is
compelled to proceed to the M»i:lind for
that purpose.. He there sues his debter . in
the Supreme Court of the Mainland, and it
he obtains -a Judgmeat, the debtor imme-
diately removes his property to Vancouver
1sland, and by this means compels his cre-
ditor 10 sue again in the Cours of the Istand,
on the judgmeut so obtained on the Main-
land, as the judgments of that Conrt do not
extepd beyond .the limitwe of the griginal
Jurisdiction. £ 4 ;

 This praciically gives the Debtor the
means of evadiag payment of bis juet debts.
The remedy desired is one which is simple
in the extreme.; it is only necessary to give
both the Courts a joint, equal and concurrent
jurisdiction ; without it, is is impossible  in
many instsnces to obtaia justice.

There has slready arisen in the :Colony
severs]l cases in which the two Courts have
been brought into conflict, and the conse-
quence is, that the high posi:ion which the
Courts of Justice ought to maiotain has been
materially affected,
, respectially to
suggest that a Court of Appeal for Civil and
Oriminal cases, with a third Judge of Ap-
peal, shouid be established, in order that
cases of comparatively minor, importance
might be decided in $1e Colony, without the
neces:ity of referring the same to Yoar
Majesty’s Piivy Couacil.

Naturalization Treaty.

W aeniNGTON, Jannary 23di—The following
is the naturslization protocol showing the
principles agreed upon by the United States
and British Governments on the question of
natoralization ;

The undersigned, Reverdy Johnson, Esq.,
Envoy Extraordinary and Minister Plenipos
tentiary from the United States of Ameiica,
and Edward Heory, Lord Stasley ot Bicker-
staff, ber Britaonic Majesty’s principal Secre-
tary of State for Foreign Affairs, being res~
peciively authorized and empowered to place
on record the desire of the President of the
Ubvited States of America aud her Majesty
the Queen of the United Kingdom of Great
Britsin and Irgland, to regulats the citizen<
ship of citizens of the Upited Stites of
America who have emigrated or may emi-
grate from the United States of America to
Britieh Dominions, and of British subjects
who have emigrated or may emigrate trom
the British dominions to the United Stateg
of America, have agreed upon the following
protocol : o

First—Suoch citizens as aforesaid of the
United States who have bscome or shall bes
come, and are nataralized according to law
within the British dominions as British subs
jects, sball, snbject to. the provisions of
articles two and four, be held by the United
States to be, in all respects and for all pur-
poses, Britieh subjects, and shall be treated
as such by the United States. . Reciprocally,
sach British snubjects as aforesaid who have
become or shall becowe and are nataralized
aceording to law wi hin the United States of
America as citizens thereof, shall, subject to
the provisions of articles two snd four, be
beld by Great: Britain: to be, ia all respects
and for all purposes, American citizens,
aondishall be treated as such by Great Brie
tain,

Sceond—Such United States citizens as
sloresaid who have become and are natur-
slized within the-British dominions as Biits
18h subjects, and euch Britigh subjects as
aforesaid who have become and are pataral-
ized o8 citizens within the United States,
shall be at liberty to renounce their naturals
ization and to resume their respective na«
tionalities, provided that such renunciation
be publicly declared within two years after
this protocol shsll bave been carried into ef-
lect, 88 provided by artizle four. The man-
ner in which this renunciation may be made
and publicly declired sholl be hereafter
agreed uﬂon by the respective govcromects,

Third—-If su h American citizen as afore~
said, naturalized within the British domin
ions, should renew bis recidence in the United
Stitas, the United Siates Government may
on his own applicati~n, and on such condj,
tions as that Goveroment may think fit 1o
impose, readmit him to the charactsr and
privileges of an American citizen, and Great
Britain shall ot in that case clim
him as a British subject on  account
of his former paturalization. Agsd in
the same manaer, if such British' eabject ag
aforegaid, naturalized in the United States,
should renew bhis residence within the Brit;sy
dcminions, the British Gavernment may, on
his own application, and on such conditions
as that Government may thiok fit to'impose,
readmit bim to the character and privileges
of a British subject, avod tbe Unitsd States
shall not in that cas3 claim him as a citizen
of the Uoit1d States on account of bis fors
mer naturalization.

Fourth— A=z it will not be ypracticable for
Great Britaio to carry into operation the
principl 8 laid down in this protocol until
provision has been made by the Imperial
Parlisment for such a revision ot the exists
iog laws as the adoption of those principles
involves, it.is agreed that this protocol shall
not take effect until such-legislation can be
accompli-hed. The British Government
will introduce messares into Parliament for
this purpose as speedily as may be possible,
baving regard to the veii:ty of public and
private interests which may be affected by a
chaoge in the laws of naturalization and al!-
legiance now uoder consideration of the
Royal Commission, whes3 teport is expected
sbortly ‘to be made. The same provision
oot ‘beiig necessary by the Constitution
and laws of the United Stites, thia article is
oot made reciprocal. :
