SPONSIBILITY,

Guiteau’s mtouupﬂm—ﬂngmh Practice Large-
1y Quoted —The Question of Inspiration Ably
Discussed by the Lawyers.

WAsmNorox, Jan. 7.—It is-said counsel
for the government in the Guiteau case has
been surpriged by the prayer of the defence’
for instruction relative to manslaughter.

A number of checks were received in
prisoner’s mail this morning,

Judge Porter undertook to read some ex-
tracts from the Coleman murder trial,
when Guitean shouted, ““T want to get this
thing right before the jury.  Everyone
knows all about that Coleman case. The
jury gave a verdiet against that charge and
this the prosecution know well,

Tho effect was elactrical when Davidge in
a mos® deliberate and earnest manner said,
“Your Honor, this man was for three weeks
held up to us as an imbecile and now listen
to him, He not only knows the difference
between right and wrong, but he under-
stands fully the law of the case,” -

Guiteau, “Transitory mania ; that's my
case, I don’t pretend I'm insane now, I've
ot a8 good a head as you or Porter either.
Seoville is a fool though, T repudiate him
and hLis whole the ry of defence, All I
waut is two hours before thai jury and I
can sct this thing all right,”

Davidge in his address devoted his at-
tention to showing that Ghuitean was a re-
sponsible person in the meaning of the law.

Priconer, “I say it w God’s act and He
'hn’.:i laken care of it and will take care of
it,

Dwvidge—We will come, hereafter, to the
Deity part of this matter, Iam not saying
a word ahout that now,

Prisoner—*“If you get the deity down on
you he will stick to you all your days in
this world and the next, | notify you now.
You ought to be ashamed of yourself,
Davidge, for selling yourself for'a little
filthy lucre. God Almighty will curse you
for prosecuting me, That’s the opinion of
the” American press too, I want to get a
chance at a jury for a two hours’ talk,”

Davidge : We are not trying aman whose
grade of intelligence is merely sufficient to
distinguish between right and wrong to
kuow that he ought not to do wrong and
that he ought to do right, we are trying a
lawyer,

“You are trying a man on the question
of inspiration,”? said prisoner:

Davidge: We are trying & lawyer, a
theologiun, a lecturer, a man who although
imbecile for three wecks (as claimed by the
Gefence) was transfigured in the estimation
of the jury and world by his own testimony,

Davidge continued : I have now present-
ed to you an nubroken current of English
decisions from 1843 to the present time; I
have presented to You an unbroken current
of decisiors of the Judiciary of the state of
New York to the present time; [ have
presented to you every outgoing from the
federal judieairy of whith you are an offi-
cer ; I think I have abundautly established
the proposition that insanity, whan urged
as a defenee in a eriminal trial is to be govern
ed by the application of certain rules of law
apd these ruies dre fouhd in nature - and
common sepse,  They are so plain that he
who runs may read.

They consist simply
of two plain propositions involving,  first,
the consideration whether the party on trial
kuew what he was doing ; and second,
whether even if eccentric, even if queer,
eve. if partially insane, he has sufficient
reason and understanding
was doing was wrong,

Rezd acknowledyed that in the use of a
deadly weapon in such a manner as to re.
sultin death the law presumed maljce,
That need not be discussed, The question
whether or not the killing of the president
was done with malice was a question en-
tirely and exclusively for the jury. The
defence claimed that the act was done with-
out malice on the part of the defendant. If
the jury had a reasonable doubt of the ac-
cused it. was their duty to acquit him,
They had no discretion as to insanity. The
mod:rn doctrine and bétter doctrina was if
the jury had a reasonable donbt of the
sauity of acensed .at ¢the time of the
committing the act it was their duty to
find him not guilty. - Formerly insanity
had to be proved by the defendent beyond
reasonable doubt,

Reed continued : 1admit it wlil be your
Lonors duty to tell the jury ‘what *‘ reason-
able doubt” is.. The question of what con-
stitutes insanity we submit is a question
solely for the jury, The question of re-
spousibility is for the court ; the ques-
tion of faci for the jary.

Reed—Your honor ‘will give your views
as to what constit-tes insanity, but whether
this defendant was of unsound mind or not
is a question for the jury. It would be mon-
strous and shocking to the sepge of justice
of any man that ‘ti e accused should be con-
aemned to the gallows abous whose sanity
any reasonable fair man could have any
question.  \Whether he is dunatic or not
is a4 question to be decided by the jory,
when they consider the evidence in the
seciusion of the jury room. They may say,
well this man committed an awfal crime,
an atrocious indescribable crime unparalled
in the history, yet we are not quite certain
he knew he was' doing wrong, It is
the doctrine of humanity to give the man
the benefit of the doubt and hesitation, and
for the court to say to jury if you have a
reasonable doubt it is your duty to give the
benefit of it to the accused;

The Ethical Theory of Art.
(From the London Spectator.)

Sir Frederick Leighton, the president of
the Royal Academy in his lectare to the
art students,of the Academy, at onge tray-
ersed the ethical theory of art—that which
ascribes all its vitality and fores to religious
and moral inspiration—and, at' the same
time, maintained that the ethical force or
weakness of a man's character could not but
betray ifself in his artistic work. In reply
to the religious theory of art Sir F. Leigh-
ton maintained that it utterly broke down
in_relation to Spain, where the greatest
paiuter, Velasquez, instead of showing the
dominance of a vehemently religious 8pirit,
rather indicated the freedom of a Shake-
speatian breadth of sympathy with life of all
kinds, and  he brought very . convine-
ing evidence to show that even in Italy the
moral and religious theory of art did not
acceunt for'the most characteristic facts,
In all this we entirely agree with him. But
he was weak in denying to art the power of
expressing cliaracteristically ethical truths,
and yet in claiming for it the power of ex-
pressing ‘‘a wide range of emotions,” In
any sense in which art can express any wide
rauge of emotions it can express also those
most powerfal and imperions emotions which
are bound up with ethics ; and in any sense
in which it cannot express the ethical mind
it cannot express the emotions which Sir F,
Leighton calls asthetic, The truth is that
art 1s the vehicle of all expression which can
be eonveyed by form and color, and within
that vast range of éxpression it has always
found itself at, its best when its genius has
led it to express the higher religious and
moral feelings,

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OANADIAN LOYALTY.

In the November Canadian Monthly, Mr.
Todd wrote an article under the title ““ s
Canadianloyalty a sentiment or & principle.”
The article, instead of being an answer to
that question was rather a defence of Can-
adisn loyalty, whether a sentiment or a
principle, The truth is that the title was
badly chosen. ' In the words of a paper now
befare us which appears in the current num-
ber of the same magazine from the pen of Mr
W.D. LeSueur ‘‘Loyalty the world over,
is 4 sentiment ; any virtue that it possesses
arises from that fact ; for loyalty which is
simply a perception upon which side ones
bread{is buttered is not worthy of the name.”
The title of Mr. Le Sueur’s paper is The
true idea of Canadian loyalty ; and the
writer’s idea will be best given in Lis own
words. ““The aim of the following pages
will be to show that Canadian loyalty, if
understood in the sense of loyalty to Can-
dda is—whether sentiment or principle or
both—the one thing which it is of the
greatest importance to the future of this
country to strengthen and promote, but
that if understood in the sense adoptel by
Mr. Todd, it represents a virtue which the
march of events has for years been more and

ore rendering obsolete.

One of the chief pcints made by Mr. Todd
was that Canada was settled in part by
U.E. loyalists who forsook their homes in
order to remain under the BPritish flag
But as Mr. Le Sueur points out, ‘‘The
force of this argument is greatly weakened
when we are expressly told that the great
majority of these would willingly have re-
mained in the United States, sacrificing
their ' allegiance (to Great Britian if the
odium into which they had fallen with
their neighbors had not made life there unen-
durable. A thousand citizens of Boston,
we are assured, though opposed to the ré-
volution declared that they would never
have stirred if they thought the most
abjeet submission would procure them
I)C!OS." L]

Mr. Le Sueur’s logical temper of mind
leads him to define at every step ; and be-
fore proceeding with his argument he asks
himself what loyalty is. ‘* But when loyalty
to England is spoken of the idea that comes
to our mind is not the loyal fulfilling of en-
gagements, but fidelity as of a person to a
person, and it must be added, of a depend-
ant to a patron or protector. A And just as

» in personal relations so between coun-
/tries an occasion for Joyalty only arises
when the stronger community does
that for the weaker which the weaker
is unable to do for himself. * i .
If, ‘therefore, Canada is now loyal to
England, what are the circumstances, what
are the facts that give significance, that
give raison d ‘etre td its loyalty. Is 5t
that Canada is dependent upon Engldnd ?
This cannot be admitted, for not o/nly is
the idea of Canada’s dependence upon Eng.
land disowned by very mamy here in
Canada, but it has been distinctly disowned
by representstive Englishmen and by none
more distinctly or emphatically than by the
present prime minister, Mr. Gladstone,”
In proof of this the writer quotes largely
from a discussion which took place in the
British House of Commons in 1867 upon
the application of the Canadian Govern.
ment for a guarantee of a loan of £3,000,000
for the building of the Intercolonial railway

‘We have space for only a few of the ex-
pressions used. Mr. (now Sir Charles) Ad-
derley, said that confederation § would
take jaway the langor of dependence upon
England which had hitherto paralysed the
divided governments.

Mr. Gladstone said it was hoped that the
result wouald be the development along that
great extent of territory of a stronger sense
of political existence, more self-reliance and
more self-reliant habits,

Mr. Lowe,in opposing the guarantee said—
Now that we have given them self govern-
ment let them manage their affairs in their
own way and do not let us make ourselves re-
spousible for the manner in which they reg-
ulate their internal and foreign relations.

They mosily come from Paris apd
London, where the anatomical art ig hest
studied.

““So far the Americans have not been able
to compete with the expoiters, although
they are improving in the manner of pre-
paring them. There is bat one man in
this city who thoroughly understands the
business of preparing these skeletons, and
he is a Frenchman, who has been in the
business a number of years across the At:
lantic. He knows, however, the value of
his work, and by the time he has complet-
ed his work the skeleton costs almost as
much as if it were imported direct, and a
finer specimen might be obtained. It is
conceded that the French anatomists are
far supcrior to auy others in preparing these
skeletons,

“The English come next. A few speci-
mens are sent from Norwuy, but the
