He thought Mr. Ellstone’s
corn had taken fire and at once ran over,
when he found the girl standing over a fire
which she had kindled, Holding ‘both her
arms up, her clothing all burnt off and her
hair on fire,. He at once dragged her from
the flames and extinguishel the fire in her
hair, taking her over ‘to  the bank
of a small atream and laying her on the
grass, He thea sent Lis sou on ‘horseback
to acquaint the family of the ocourrence
and also to call a physician. When they
arrived at the house 'they found - the
girl burnt from her feet to her neck so
that she looked the color:of a smoked ham.
She lingered for four hours talking incoher-
ently and at last said calmiy, *‘I am go-
ing ~ 6o Jesus,” turned over and éxpirred
without a struggle. That the whole uffuir
was deliberate and premeditated cannot be
doubted, as on going into the house a note
was found which stated that she was tired

WRECKS ON THE NORTHERN LAKES.

Another steamer has been wrecked in
the Georgian bay umder circumstances
which make it appear that many lives have
been lost. Between Wednesday night and
Thursday morning last the steamer Asia
left Owen Sound for French river, carrying
about 100 fpassengers and a full cargo of
lumbermen’s supplies for the shanties near
to her destimation, including & number of
horses, All went well until near noon on
Thursday, when a terrible storm was en-
countered. -The vessel could not face it,
ceased to obey her helm, and became totally
unmanageable. In half an hour from the
time of having been struck by the storm
she wert down with the engines going. So
far as known yesterday there are only two
survivors out of a hundred or more who
were on board. The Asia formerly be.
lodged to the Beatty line, but had been
chartered by the Great Northern Transit
company to take the place of the Mani.
toulin, which last spring wss burned to
the water’s edge.

This is another terrible lessen, and it is
one that the dominion government will
have to heed. It is necessary to say this,
because where the authority lies there also
wmust lie the responsibility, The provincial
governmet has no power in the premises ;
and to talk about prosecutions by private
individuals as a remedy is utter nonsense.
Not very long ago this particular remedy
was tried in the case of another Georgian
bay disaster, but with very unsatisfactory
results. As far as the public know, these
Georgian bay, wrecks have been caunsed
mostly by greed, recklessness or incompe-
tence on the part of somebody or other, and
the dominion government is the only power
that can apply a remedy.

There is a special reason why the apathy
which has prevailed regarding such disas-
ters will do no longer. Owing to the pro-
gress of settlement around the shores of
Lake Huron and the Georgiaa bay, and the
vast expansion of the Lake Superior trade
which must follow the opening of the
Thunder bay railway, the safety of the in-
creasing number of passengers who get afloat
on the nourthern lakes, has become a matter
of large importance, Ten years ago the
number of passengers by Canadian vessels
on the northern waters was small, but from
this time forth they will be counted by
thousands. Supposing the rush of immi-
gration into the Northwest to continue,
and that the Capadian route by steamer to
Thunder bay and thence by rail to Winni-
peg is found to be better and cheaper than
American railway routes, then Canadian
steamers will be carrying thousands where
formerly they carried tens only, on these
northern lakes. There is no avoiding the
force of this consideration ; it must tell ;
and those who have the authority and are
responsible must heed it. It is the case
that passengers are being carried over the
northern lakes in miserable old hulks that
ought to have been condemned long ago.

and Montreal wholesale houses have felt the
like effects of similar opposition in Canada.
The London Free Press and Hamilton
Times will please not imagine that my re-
flection is intended on those villages.

I8 CREMATION A CRIME AGAINST CATHOL.
10Y ?

In achurch which ' insists on so large an
interference with the laity’s liberty of ac-
tiom, it would at least be wise if the clergy
would not trench on liberty ' of conscience
beyond what their own rules compei, There
is absolutely no rule of the Catholic church,
for which we as outsiders have every re-
spect, which sanctions a priest protesting
against any particular mode of sepulture,
Yet Rev. Father Walsh, of Detroit, lately
preached a sermon denouncing cremation as
“an institution of hell.” The advocates
of cremation defend the practice on eco-
nomic and sanitary reasons:of the highest
importance, lawxs of health with which
church rules are impotent to deal.

As a matter of fact the movement in fa-
vor of cremation is making: - steady head-
way. The Hamilton Times had a thought-
ful article favoring the system only the other
day. The present method must give place to
something better. As things wow go our
city graveyards do mot average thirty
years ; and the graves in some less than
ten. They soon become huilt aH around,
and to/get rid of a nuisance to the living it
becomies necessary to dig np the dead and
move the remains further off,  In our own
recollection at least twice have the dead of
Toronto been thus dealt with and it is only
a matter of a few years, perhaps months,
betore the Necropolis will follow suit, and,
in its day, Mounc Pleasant cemetery. The
obliteration is as complete when the body
is buried as when it is burned ; the only
difference is a matter of a short time;
while the advantages in the matter of
bealth, economy, and, let us add, in our
sentiment of regard for the departed, are
all in favor of cremation,

DR. PUSEY'S DEATH.

The death in a good old age of Dr.
Pusey is coincident with the decline of one
of those eddies of reaction which often ac-
company the onward tide of progress.
The late leader of Puseyism was a gentle-
man, a typical Oxford don, a good Hebrew
scholar; he was more than any man in
England versed in those ponderous tomes
of putristic lore, ‘‘all the rubbish which
the dragnet of time has brought down from
the dark ages,” as Milton called it, and in
the more modern but equally uninterest-
ing Anglo-Catholic theology.  Dr. Pusey’s
own theological writings have the merit of
great earnestness and piety, and though
not equal to those of Newman, are often
eloquent and striking.

¢ There are 100 hypodermic syringes
sold now for each one that found a pur-
chaser a few years ago,” said a dealer in
surgical instruments s few mornings since,
leaning over his show-case full of gleaming
tools. ‘‘People have discovered that they
are not only ot great service in the allevi-
ation of extreme pain, such as sciatica, for
instance, but that they afford a convenient
sort of respectable intoxication, or exhilara-
tion, to speak more politely. Good young
men—the kind of young men who would
look with horror upon a glass of whisky,
and wounld mnot for worlds be seen en-
tering a bar room—are very frequently
slaves to this peculiarly insidious and
deadly phase of the opium habit. And it
seems practicably impossible to awaken to
a consciousness of its inevitably ruinous
consequences one who once becomes addict-
ed toit. The drunkard and the opium
eater, or landannm drinker, are much
easier of reformation than the person who
gets accustomed to throwinga few drops of
morphia under his skin.

1 can tell those who are devotees of the
habit when I meet them in the street, Only
yesterday morning a young man rushed in
here, excited, in great haste, and trembling
all over like a leaf in the wind. Iknew
at a glanc> what he wanted, and had the
ease open even before he could control his
quivorin.i jaws enough to say* ‘I've broken
the needle of my hypodermic syringe. I
want it fixed, and won’t you please lend me
one quickly for a few moments, and give me
the use of your private room for a minute?
I banded one to him. He darted into
the back roum, and in a few min-
utes came out again, calm, smiling and
steady. He had had his dose. Meanwhile
I replaced his broken needle for a sound
ove, for which he paid, and carefully
pocketing it he strode out without a .iin
of theintense nervousness from which he
was suffering. when he entered. p

“If yon have mever seen a morphine
victim of this class in the nervous agonies
consequent upon temporary deprivation of
the drug, you can have no idea of how they
suffer. Many young men men have told
me that they were in the habit of taking
three, four, or even five hypodermic 1njec-
tions of merphine every day, and even
had to take them at night to get sleep. Of
course when the habit was once formed the
dose must be continually increased, or else
made more frequent for the same results to
be attained. omen buy a ﬂrelt many of
these instruments. Generally they get
into .the habit of using them through
familiarizetion with = the trestment Dy
physicians ¥ for  mitigation of pain.

One lady I know of who had a violent
attack of sciatica—which as you may
or may not know, hurts worse than a thou-
sand toothaches at once—and her family
physician gave her a hypodermic injection
of morphine which sfforded instant relief.
But it is not a cure, merely an allevia-
tion, and had to be Tepeated three or four
tim's every day. It took the doctor
about two minates, and he charged $2 every
time. Aftera week or so, as she got to be
such a good steady source of revenue, he
reduced his rate to $1. Even that, how-
ever, was more than than the husband’s re-

The Jewish World states that Messrs,
gnace Ephrussi & Co., the well knewn
Jewish bankers of Odessa, and the most
important financial house in South Russia,
have jssued & circular notice of the dissolu-
tion of their business in Russia. The rea-
son pssigned is the disturbed state of the
empire, "brought ‘about by the persecution
of the Jews. The house was established in
1834, The withdrawal of Messrs. Ephras-
si’s ‘large ‘capital from employment in the
Rissian cereal trade has created consider-
able disturbanoce in the local money market,
agriculturists finding it almost impossible
fora time to discount their bills at paying
rates. Messrs. Ephrassy will transfer their
business to Vienna arid Paris.

Complaint is made infCalifornia about
the extortionate charges of court steno-
graphers, The. judges of the superior
courts get salaries of only $4000, but their
stenographers frequently meke $10,000 a
year. hen the judges forget or do not
attend to the testimony in cases tried before
them without jury, which is often the
case, they require the stenographers to
write out copies of their notes at the ex-
pense of the litigants. In a recent case a
judge at Almeda required this to be done,
and‘ for transcribing testimouy taken dur-
ing a five hours’ trial the stenographer
charged $110. A San Francisco journal
intimates that some of the judges are sus-
pected of throwing money into the hands of
the stenographers and requiring them to
divide the profits.

Another old English landmark is soon to
disappear. The war department has sanc-
tioned ths removal of Sandown castle on
condition that the site remains the prop-

erty of the goverament. When Henry
VIIL believed it to be the intention of
divers.great princes to invade the realm of
England, he caused bulwarks to be made on
the seazost. Sandown castle is one of those
grim-looking piles, erected by the.command
of the king, which still lend an antiquarian
charm to the southeastern coast of England.
Built in 1539, its stone walls, twénty feet
thick toward the sea face, are still stand
ing. The castle was originally surrounded
by a moat, but the encroachments of the
sea have removed all trace of it, and the
sea now washes the castle valls. In this
castle the celebrated Puritan officer, Col.
Hutchinson, was imprisoned.

Itis a crime nnder the laws of the United
States to sell intoxicating liquor to the In-
dians, but the question has been raised in
California whether this was intended to
cover the sale of mild native wines, There
is a distinction between this statute and
enactments prohibiting the sale of intoxi-
cating liquors generally or on Sundays. At
sny rate, in a case that has been prose-
cuted in San Francisco, on complaint of In-
dian Agent Lawson, Judge Hoffman of the
United States court expressed grave doubts
on the subject. *‘Drinking a little weak
wine,”’ he said, *‘ is not the liquor contem-

i plated by the law ;" and the district attor-

pey expressed the opinion that it was a
strained proceeding ‘‘ to pick up a man for
selling a bottle of wine to a thirsty Indian,
who 18 traveling forty or fifty miles away
from civilization, to consume with his
food.”

than Washington, You can get a meal
here in some places for five cents, and a,

Of course this latter restaurant was not sus-
tained by what was paid toit for food by
its patrons ; it was a semi-charitable institu.
tion to which people sent provisions and
money, which by several processes of trans-
mutation were turned into bone and, sinew

same time hungry and penniless, or

so. This little one-cent restaurant was,
curiously enough,almost next door to agor-
g ous gin pa’ace on Rum row, which be it
explained, is a long square on E street, be.
tween Thirtesnth and Fourteenth sti
which is only separated from the
fashionable part of Pennsylvania avenye
by a diamond-like government mx
vation of green grass and. lesiy trees. ‘An
eccentric but kind-hearted woman-started
the enterprise on something like 25.cents.
Somebody sent her tables, rough but clean;
somebody else an old stove, and other peo-
ple with kind hearts sent 3 soup kettle amd’
other cooking utensils, together with fuel
for the stove and the first supply of pro-
visions. The fuel was put in the stove
and the provisions in the keftles dnd the
pans, and the savory odor of good stron
-soup floated out on the nipping breeze an
found its way to the passing nostrils over
the dead bodies, so to speak, of any num-
ber of wicked odors from the magnificent
den next door., It wasn’t at sll necéssary
to advertise the opening of this ¢afe, at
which, by the way, there was good cafe,
and au lait, too. It wasin midwinter that,
the kettle first began to boil, and no per-
suasion was needed to injure the hundreds
who were out of work that year
to come or send for what there was
on its bill of fare. It was in the last
year or two of the ‘‘ hard times” that this
enterprise flourished, and everybody who
had anything to give sympathized
thorgnghlﬁ with the ;ut or—who was her-
self dependent upon her for supporti-
and gladly gave all th p::nld to help, it
on. It was quite the thing in those ]
to find om the centre-table of the most
fashionable drawing-room in the West End
a little pile of gréen tickets, each of which
had cost one cent,.and each of which was
good for a square meal. Men and women
coming to those houses got the equivalent
of what they needed every time. This in-
stitution died out with the ““hard times,”
and there is notbing like it now in Wash-
ington‘ except in the winter mcnths, when
a gentlsman, with one of the best hearts as
well as one of the best heads in Wu:li'ng-
ton, entertains every night in &n al on-
ed police station, properly fitted up, from
twenty to forty wayfarers, gnn them not
only good food and good coffee, but & good
bath and aclean and comfortable bed.

The most popular eating establishment
in Washington, outside of the multitudinouns
boarding houses which ara the resorts of so
many of the people who float is, stay a short
time and float out again, is -that which is
known as the Twenty-five Cent Saloon.
These are well-conducted .and often very
attractive places. The bill of fare is as
extensive, if not as elegant, as that of a
hotel, and when a man goes in there for
dinner he expects all the courses from soup
to coffee, with several choices at each step.
Then there are less pretensious, but more
expensive restaurants, where you can get an
eatable meal for anywhere between fifty
cents and a dollar and a half, Some of
them affect to be French or Italian, and
throw in a bottle of cheap wine as a cou-
sideration. Some of these cafes have well-
established reputations. They are
ized by the higher officials in the executive
departments, by some congressmen and by
young menabout town. Then there are
the cafes attached to one or two of the
hotels, which are on the European plan,
where prices are very reasonable. You
may happen upon almost any one in one of
these cafes, from a cabinet minister down.
-They are like the little three-cent-bob-
tailed car which runs along Pennsylvania
avenue, and which is the favomte vehicle
alike of Pon Cameron and Senator Bayard.
Above thest hotel cafes are the hotel din-
ing-rooms, and above them again the high-
priced restaurants, some of which have a
reputation outside of Washington. Their
prices are high, and sometimes their food
i8 no better than one of t'e humbler ‘estab-
lishments ; but they are full 6f historic as-
sociativns, and one has the consolatien, in
paying a heavy charge, that more great
men have done the same thing in that par-

ticnlar place thaa in any other,
with few exceptions, in the
United States. One of these larger

establishments, that which has been more
particularly affected” by men about town,
promivent and otherwise during the last
year or two, passed the other day into the
hauds-of the r’oung Men’s Christian associa-
tion of this city, whizh proposes to convert
it into an attractive resort of another sory
for young men. It will take a good many
years to efface the associations imprinted on
its walls,

Perhaps the oldest of all eating places in
Washington is a dairy lunch-room on Fif-
teénth street, just opposeite the treasury
department. Fifteenth street is to Wash-
ir{’;wn what Third street is to Philadelphia.
Whatever finaucial life there is in the city
centres here. This particular part of it,
connecting Pennsylvania avenue below the
treasury with Pennsylvania avenue above
the treasury, ie always a busy, bustling
place. Jhst about noontime, when the
clerks in the great treasury depart-
ment, as wellas those in the bsnking and
business houses of the quarter, are liberated
for lunch, the scene is as aniniated as Wash-
ington street scenes ever are. This parti-
cular quarter abounds in eating places of
all sorts, as well as drinking places of sev-
eral sorts, and a li‘tle army o, hungry men
and women could get satisfaetion without
leaving it.
