" Tupper rose to make his much talked of
speech on the Canadian Pacific railway
“resolutions. © Without any preface he
dived right into his subject, quoting ex-
tensively the figures already given to the
public. Following the course of the com-
»pany since the contract was let he pro-
ceeded to show the reasons why it was
necessary for the government to go to its
assistance last fall by guaranteeing its
bonds. He repeated the oft reiterated
reasons for the company seeking
aid; mnamely the persistent effort
on the American market to bear the stock
and Jdecry the company. He regretted
the opposition was not confined to the
United States. Much damage was done
the company at home and in England,
rendering it absolutely impossible to sell

the remaining bonds except at great sac-
rifice. Referring to the original work per-
formed by the contractors under the gov-

: —.ernment and the amount agreed to be per-

formed by the syndicate when the por-
tions were taken over. by it, he said the
'work will be carried out and to the entire
satisfaction of the government. The pro-
gress on the section between Port Moody
and Kamloops was of the most satisfac-
tory character, and the wobk will be com-
pleted by September next, considerably
under the time named in the contract.
He lauded the company for rapidity of
construction and the unexampled vigor dis-
played in carrying out the work. clud-
ing branches, the company had constructed
wince the contract was let 1370 miles,
and had also performed a large
amount of work between Callendar
and Port Arthur. With the force
at command it would be able easily to
complete the work "by 1885. He con-
tended that if the company discharge the
“majority of the men employed in the con-
struction, of whom there were 9000 on the
Lake Superior division, it wounid be able to
carry on the work without any assistance
whatever, and have it completed by 1891,
the time specified in the contract. He ex-
patiated at length on the vast advantage to
accrue to Canada by the speedy construc-
tion of the line and said the assistance
asked would scarcely compensate the com-
pany for the extra outlay for speedy con-
struction. Regarding the character of the
work the Fgovernment engineer and Mr.
Sandford Fleming, besides men of eminent
ability to judge from the Stutes and Eng-
land, had pronounced it unsurpassed on
the continent. He distinctly affirmed that
no change was sought-to be made in the
Canadian Pacific railway contract. The
contract wil! stand now as it stood when
first laid before the house. Practically the
agreement amounted to a postponement
for five years of the guoarantee
money and loan of twenty-two
and a half millions to be repaid May,
1891, with interest. The house should not
forget that the money would be paid on
a progressive estimate. He entered ex-
haustively into the figures, showing the ex-
penditure and receipts of the company in
connection with construction, land grant
bonds, stock, &c., &c. He read the report
of Mr. Miall, inland revenue commissioner,
and Mr. Schreiber, who were sent to
Montreal to examine the company’s books
and report as to the statement made by
Mr. Stephen that the company had ex-
pendedw§17,000,000 in addition to the gov-
ernment subsidy.

BAKER PASHA . ROUTED.

TWO THOUSAND OF HIS TROOPS
CUT TO PIECES.

B

A Ragged and linar-ed/ Army Led to the
Siaughter—Escape of the Commander
and a Remnawt of his Forees.

Loxpox, Feb. 5.—Baker Pasha has met
with a serious defeat. He had 3500 men
and was advancing when attacked. His
losses in killed and wounded number 2000
men. = Baker with a remnant of his force
succeeded in reaching Trinkitat where the
gunboat Ranger is lying. = Baker intends
to proceed immediately to Suakim in the
Ranger. :

The khedive has reccived a telegram
from Baker reporting his defeat near

Tokar. His losses were 2000 men, four

Krupp camnon and two Gatlings. The

Turks and Europeans fought well.

A portion of Baker Pasha’s force left
Trinkitat on Saturday and threw up en-
trenchments on the shore of a lagoon four
miles distant.  The rest of the troops fol-
lowed on Monday. Baker Pasha intended
to advance to the well of Teba, five miles
further, and half-way to Tokar. Nothing
was heard afterward of his movements
until came the news of his defeat. The
disaster was rather expected, as the force
consisted of raw and badly equipped, poor-
ly drilled and undisciplined recruits, some
of whom were sent to the front without
arms and some with only old ‘muskets.
The gloomiest rumors have prevailed since
the start of the expedition.

Advices in regard to the defeat are con-
flicting, but the followixg details have
been received. Baker Pasha began the
advance from his entrenchments at Trin-
kitat on Sunday. The force consisted
of 3000 troops badly armed and short
of  ammunition, many of whom
showed an unwillingness to proceed. Baker
Pasha had sent from Trinkitat to Cairo an
urgent appeal for rifles to replace the old
muskets with which the members of his
troops were armed. In reply he received
orders to try to forcé his way to Tokar
without delay, and with the English offi-
cers connected with the expedition he he-
gan to march, expecting defeat. The spies
had falsely reported the roads clear with

| the exception of small bands of rebels. On

Monday forenoon a portion of the advance
encountered the body of Osman Digna’s
troops. A fight ensued, which was more
of a rout than a battle.

The English in Egypt.
M. P. Leroy-Beaulien, in the Economiste
Francais, again treats of the English in
Egypt. Hesays: ;
“The easy conquerors of Tel-el-Kebir
have in eighteen months succeeded in dis-
organizing almost completely the grand
work of Mehemet Ali, and the practical
work of the Anglo-French control. The
English have destroyed the moral author-
ity of the khedive, they have reduced him
to the most humiliating position, and all
the southern provinces have either
easily  detached themselves  from
him or revolted. Yet Egyptian rule
was very favorable to civilization in the
Soudan. It had established a kind of
order there, which enabled Enropeans to
settle ;in distant parts to trade, and grad-
nally advance southward or toward cen-
tral Africa. The Egyptian government,
though acting f eebly, did likewise con-
tribute to the diminution of the slave
trade. All this is now, however, at an
end, owinggto England’s allowing the
Egyptian government to fall into a state
of decomposition.
¢ Asregards the role of France, it is
clearly marked out for her. After having
abandoned Egypt, when she might so
easily have maintained herself there, she
can hardly prevent England from estab-
lishing an effective protectorate in the
country or even from annexing it in a more
or less overt form. It is her duty, never-
théless, to protect Frenchmen. Arrange-
ments have been made in regard to the
creditors of Egypt. England will, per-
haps, demand modifications therein. This
France must refnse. If England wants to
alter in any way whatsoever conventions
relative to the debt, let her do what France
is on the point of doing in Tunis—repur-
chase the debt and assume the charge of it.
Qusted from that rich country, France
must not, in addition, allow the rights of
Frenchmen to be encroached upon.’

FRENCH AND AMERICAN WORKING-
MEN. :

A Comparison to the Disadvantage of the
Latter.

Paris, Feb. 5.—At a meeting of me-
chanics to-day Citizen Dumay, who re-
cently visited the United States, said al-
though American workmen were better
paid, they were not better off than French
artisans, He asserted the French machine
work was better than American because
it was not so rapid. Frenchmen were
freer to come and go from shop to shop
than Americans. It was not unusual for
Amercican shops to forbid the employ-
ment of trades’ unionists. This was a
violation of personal liberty.

THE FIRST DIVISION IN THE ONTA-

The House Molds Forth Until 320 This
Morning—The Debate on the Address
Ended,

The hum drum debate on the address
was wound up at 2.20 this morning down
at the legislature, and a division of the
house landed Mr. Mowat at the top of

A completely new turn was given to the
debate by Mr. ‘Meredith, who after a lon
and vigorous speech made a motion o%
want of confidence in the government in
the form of an amendment to the address.
Its tone was strongly in favor of a peace-
ful settlement of the points at issue be-
tween the province and the dominion, and
of obtaining a conclusive opinion from the
judicial committee of the privy council as
to the limits of the liquor license jurisdic-
tion. In his speech Mr. Meredith reviewed
chiefly the speech of Mr. Pardee. He cited
Mr. Blake’s opinion as to the safety and
necessity of the veto power, and also as to
the invalidity of the boundary award.
While discussing these points he was com-
paratively tame, and there was not more
than the usual amount of interest mani-
fested by the house. Bnt when' he began
to give his version of the course of events
in connection with the Algoma election
there was at once a display of feeling on
both sides. ‘With great persistency and
ingenuity he referred to dates and events,
which he wove into a strong chain of
circumstantial evidence, tendin to
show  that the  sole object og the
so-called  occupation of Rat Portage
was not to hold the territory but to in-
fluence the election. In confirmation of
this view he read two telegrams sent from
Rat Portage to Hon. Mr. Pardee, who was
then acting attorney-general.

LORD LAN, SDOWNE AT MONTREAT.

The associated press has neglected to send
us a report of Lord Lansdowne'’s speech at
‘Montresl, and we are compelled, therefore, to
satisfy our readers with a brief outline of it,
which the governor-general when up here last
month gave to The World reporter as what he
was likely to say: “Mr. Mayor and citizens,—
I assure you from the bottom of my heart that
this i8 the biggest thing that either I or the
marchioness ever saw. It is an isothermal
phencmenon. The building I see here is quite
a nice palace, and though Frost is king this
week in Montreal, the reception of the vice-
roy has been anything but a chilling one.

[Laughter.] Ishall write homeand tell thequeen
allabout the palace and the snowshoe arch, and
the curling and skating and tobogganing. She
takes the greatest delight in games and
festivities, and told me never to miss a chance
of aspree. Thusis the glacial era pleasantly

merged into the Victorian age, so to speak.

[Applause.] For the week we shall let politics

slide, and our vice-regal jewels shall be the

precious stones that chap and lie (in this latter
respect imitating the party leaders at Ottawa).

My wife and Lady Melgund have brought
their curling irons with them, and at the ball

to-night you will have a chance to have an in-

side turn with them. Ihope myself tocuta
pretty good figure at the rink, forI used to
skate on the floods when I was at Oxford, and
we have a fine sheet of water at Bowood.

Mr. Gladstone's Egyptian Policy—Exten~
sion of the Franchise Promised—Am
Unprecedented Incident.

Loxpox, Feb. 5.—Parliament opened to-
day. The queen’s speech 'announces the
continuance of friendly relations with all
foreign powers. The corfespondence with
France relative to Madagascar has termin-
ated so as to confirm the cordial under-
standing ‘between _the two countries. In
conjunction with the president of the
United States, a commission has been ap-
pointed, and is now sitting in Paris to dis-
cuss the regulation of the Newfoundland
fisheries. An agreement with Portugal
respecting the Congo and. the adjacent
territory has been arrived at.

The speech says that the order for the

evacuation of Cairo by the English forces

was recalled as a precaution against

| the possible effects of a military re-

serve in Egypt itself. The aim of
the occupation of Egypt the same
as heretofore. Such counsels 'have been
offered to the %yptian government as &
prudent regard for its resources and con-
ditions seemed to require. Gen. Gordon
has been sent to assist in carrying out the
resolution of the khedive to withdraw from
the interior of Soudan.

A favorable issue is expected to the
negotiations with the Transvaal delegates.

Under
the usual arrangement between the gov-
ernment and the opposition whips,  the
speakers were to continue successive de-
bate until Friday, when a division was to
take place. The speaker allowed the con-
servatives a long time to marshal their
forces, and the whips scoured the lobbies
of the house, but could collect only twenty
members, The incident is unprece-
dented. in the  history of par-
liament. The  conservatives accuse
the government of trickery. Mem-
bers of the cabinet, however, state pri-
vately that there was no intention to close
the debate. In political clubs and the
lobby the conservative collapse is attributed
to imbecility of leadsrship and the absence
of an efficient whip. The liberals, while
protesting there was no trick, are congrat-
ulating themselves on the result.

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The Liquor Plebiscite.

We do not intend at present to discuss
the question of separatingthe liquor traffic
from the grocery frade by . compelling
holders of shop licenses to carry on the
sale of liquors in places where no other
business is done. During the next three
weeks this will be amply dealt with from
all points of view. It is quite appropriate,
however, at this juncture, to comment on
the action of the city council in relegating
the question to the people for their opin-
ion. In so doing we believe they have
acted wisely, whatever their individual
motives may have been, and therefore we
do not care to question those motives.

By some this method of settling the dis-
pute will be described as cowardly. No
temperance man who has faith in his cause
need take this ground, for the temperance
advocates have for a long time maintained
that such a separation is desired by the

" great majority of the people of this city.
They will now have an opportunity of test-
ing the matter, and they cannot in fairness
desire more. Why should an alderman
who has served the city well and is capable
of doing the public good service still in the
matter of finances, block pavements, fire
protection or water supply jeopardise his
position in the council by voting either for
or against the separation of the liquor
traffic from the grocery trade? If there
were no better way of getting at a solution
of the difficulty he might have to do this,
but the council have adopted what in our
opinion is the better plan of throwing upon
the people themselves the responsibility of
deciding how the traffic shall be carried on
in shops.

This impending contest will result in'an
incidental advantage too important to
be overlooked. @ Whatever any par-
ticular person may think about the ex-
pediency of prohibitory legislation, there
are few thinking men who are not ready
to admit that every one is the better for
total abstinence from intoxicating drink.
One way of promoting the movement in
favor of total abstinenee is the earnest dis-
cussion of the whole evil, which is the sure
concomitaiit of acontestliketheoneon which
we are now entering. The attempt to carry
the Dunkin act bylaw some years ago in this
city gave a great impulse to the temper-
ance movement, and we have no doubt that
the popular agitation of the shop license
question will have a similar effect. The
occasion is accidental, but wise and tem-
perate advocates of the cause will know
how to take advantage of it.

The plebiscite ordered by the city coun-
cil furnishes a hint to the legislature as to
the direction in which the Crooks act
should be amended. Why not make this
local option plan of determining issues
growing out of the traffic a permanent and
general feature of license law of the prov-
Ince. - In this respect the McCarthy act
is far ahead of the Crooks act, and of this
the temperance people are fully aware.
Suppose the privilege of saying whether
for the next three years any new licenses
should be granted in this city were to be
given to the ratepayers at the time of the
municipal elections. , If they decided in
the negative, then at the end of three years
the question might be repeated and again
voted upon. Meanwhile, by deaths, bank-
ruptcies, and other causes, the namber of
licenses in operation would gradually de-
crease until in a few years there would he
a much smaller number than now, and
from. these a very much larger revenue
might be obtained. Such a local option
plan would interfere with no vested right
and would eventunally greatly restrict the
liquor traffic. .

Water from Lake Simcoe.

We believe thereis a great deal of
truth in the statement that it would be a
good thing for Toronto to get her water
supply from Lake Simcoe. But we should
like to see the matter fully investigated
first. For the water in that lake may be
impure, or it in the course of a few years
may become impure by reason of the
country it drains becoming . more exten-

' sively occupied and polluted.

Furthermore, we would like to see the
project fathered by a private company;
for one of thc objects of such a scheme
would be to supply water to farmers,
towns and villages all the way down from
the lake to the city. Such a private
company would do this much better than
a corporation like Toronto.

The subject will at least bear discussion, |
and the columns of The World are open to
any who can throw light upon it.

Reciprocity in Coal and Iron Ore.

A week or two ago an American deputa-
tion aceompanied Ly representatives of the
Montreal board of trade, had a conference
with the minister of finance and the min-
ister of customs, on the subject of reoip.
rocity in ooal and iron ore. Our friends
from over the border were informed that
reciprocity in these and all,” or nearly all,
other raw products was already provided

for in the ;@mdﬁ statute book,
only similar action at Washington to brih
it into ‘effect. It was further -suggested
that it might be well to add salt and lum-
ber, but to this the American gentlemen
replied that their powers were limited to
inquiry with regard to, coal and iron ore
only. They left for home, pretty well con-
vinced, we fancy, that if reciprocity in
these or other natural products be unat-
tainable, the fault lies all on their own
side. :

From the Iron Age we learn that the
movement originated with coal, iron
and railway operators on the other
side, who met in New York on Dec. 27
last and organized under the name of “The
association for reciprocity in coal and iron
ore.” It was a deputation from this asso-
ciation that visited Ottawa. We see now
how it was that the deputation could not
receive any proposal regarding salt and
lumber.

The Iron Age further says that there is
reported to be a strong organization of
capitalists at Cleveland who are in favor
of having the duty on iron ore reduced,
notwithstanding the fact that they control
mines in the Lake Superior region, With-
out doubt. a bill respecting coal and iron
ore only will be brought before congress
this session, but it will be hotly opposed
by the bituminous coal interests of central
Pennsylvania, Maryland, Virginia and
West Virginia; also by eastern importers
of Spanish and other transatlantic iron
ores. :

The subject of ‘reciprocity with Canada
is discussed at some length in Bradstreet’s
but in an unfairand altogether one-sided
manner. We are astonished that a com-
mercial journal of such standing as Brad-
street’s should be at}so fmuch pains to
make the wore appear the better reason,
and to suppress the main facts in the case.
We do not object at all to the statement
that the Elgin reciprocity treaty was not
liked over the border; we well know it
was not, and we know the reason why,
too. - The old treaty provided for recipro-
city in natural products only. Nothing
else was nominated in the bond. But what
our neighbors expected all the time was
that, while buying from us the'raw pro-
ducts of the farm and the forest, they
would be able to sell to us large quantities
of manufactured goods. In 1854, when
the treaty was negotiated, the provinces
had no manufactures to speak of, and the
prospect of our having any appeared then
a very distant one. But the protectionist
agitation of 1858, led by the late Hon.
Isaac Buchanan, compelled the enact-
ment of a 20 and 25 per cent.
tariff, the operation of which quickly
changed the scene. Soon as our neigh-
bors found out that we were actually
manufacturing for ourselves they became
clamorous against the treaty, and in 1864
they gave notice to gquit, though the
treaty continued in force until March,
1866. Bradstreet’s says: ““The list of ar-
ticles to be admitted into the United
States free of duty was limited to about
thirty, and they were such as Canada
wished to sell, while the Canadians did
not admit the manufactured articles
of the United States duty free.”
Why should we, indeed, seeing that neither
did the States admit our manufactures free?
Manufactured articles were not mentioned
in the treaty at all, but our neighbors
thought themselves very shrewd in antici-
pating that, as this was only a rough
‘“ woodem country,” and not likely to have
manufactures of any account for a long
time to come, the advantage in that respéct
would be all on their side. And so it was
until Canadian manufactures made their
first vigorous start under the genial in-
fluences of the tariff of 1858. }

Again, Bradstreet’s says that reciprocfty
would open the American market to our,
products, ““while the Canadians would
still insist upon purchasing their manufac-
tured articles trom Great Britain, the
mother coumtry.” If our contemporary
had wished to state the case fairly,he woyld
have added that our duties on British
goods are precisely the same as on Ameri-
can goods, no more or no less. So good an
authority as Bradstreet’s cannot surely ‘be
ignorant of this fact. :

Had our contemporary desired to tell
the whole truth, it would have published
the fact that reciprocity, in natural pro-
ducts only, is already provided for on the
Canadian statute book by a section of the
customs act of 1879. Reeiprocity in na-
tural products can easily be worked, but in
manufactured goods it is wholly imprac-
ticable as long as Canada remains a part ef
the British empire. And this for a reason
which has been explained in these columns
before, but which we had better state
again.

Whatever articles Canada makes fiee
coming from the United States must also
be free coming from Great Britain. Now,
British export warehouses arefilled notonly
with goods of British manufacture but with
goods from France, Belgium, Germany and
in fact from everywhere. In other words,
opening our markets to American goods
means opening them to all the world be-
sides. This is the true reason why recip-
rocity is simply impracticable, but per-
haps our contemporary never thought of
it before.

Henry George’s theories may be de-
nounced as wild, but as long as he can
make two or three hundred poundsa week
by their means he is scarcely likely to
cast -them aside. KEverywhere he has
spoken in Great Britain he has had an
audience of two or three thousand. The
other day he received from steady-going
Dundee a reception that amounted to al-
most a popular demonstration. If his
opponents would defeat him the better
course would evidently be to leave Mr.
George and his theories alone. They are
as difficult to handle as red-hot iron.

Threatening Canada by Cable,
The Globe’s cable despatch yesterday
from London says:.

The terms of the Canadian government’s
proposed new arrangement with the Can-
adian Pacific rulwnT{ company have been
announced here, ey arereceiving much
attention from the press. The opinion is
expressed that the Canadian government
iltaki.ns a course likely to e the
country’s credit by linking its fortunes so
closely with the railway. It is also
thought that the groposed arrangement is,
in effect, a reach of faith towards
British capitalists who have invested in
other Canadian railways. Thesubsidizing
of the road in respect of works east of the

i main line is taken to be an act of
hostility towards investors in railways in
eastern Canada. This feeling appears to
be gaining ground, and already it is rn-
mored that steps will be taken to express
formally opposition to the scheme.

For “investors in railways in eastern
Canada,” read “‘the Grand Truank,” if you
want to get at the true meaning of the
| above. ~ Opposition to the scheme is to be
“‘formally expressed,” and what next? Is
the Grand Trunk lobby in dominion par-
liament and provincial legislatures ex-
pected to distingaish itself beyond all
former experience? Or will the London
financial magnates who control the Grand
Trunk meet the finance minister with the
intimation that he can’get no more money
there until the dominion comes to terms?
The above reads like a threat sent to Can-

ada by cable.

The London Times is of opinion that the
advocates of peace at any price have had
their day in England, and that if home
defences be not strengthened the conse-
quences may be disastrous. The property
in Liverpool alone liable to be destroyed by
a hostile fleet is estimated at four hundred
millions sterling. ‘‘ How oft the power to
do ill deeds makes ill deeds done,” says
Shakespeare. As we said recently, for a
wealthy country like England to bein a
comparatively defenceless condition is to
offer a standing temptation to attack from
all quarters. The Times’ warning is evi-
dently thrown out as a hint to Mr. Glad-
stone, upon whom a tremendous responsi-
bility now lies. ~ Surely he will not allow
the men of peace to set England drifting
into war, as they have done more than
once before.

Baker Pasha has been more fortunate
than Hicks Pasha. The latter and his
army were literally swept out. Baker has
saved his own skin and that of fifteen
hundred of his followers, two thousand
being slain. Each fresh - disaster adds to
the difficulties of the situation. Al de-
pends upon Britain’s course. With Eng-
lishmen leading the forces against him,
El Mahdi will consider he is fighting not
Egypt, nor Turkey, but England, and it is
over the latter country that he will claim
the victory. The story of Mr. Gladstone’s
foreign policy comprises a long string of
blunders. Will it continue so to the end,
or. will he for once drop the weak: vacillat-
ing course he has hitherto pursued and
adopt something hard and practical ? At
present he is merely encouraging Egypt to
commit suicide.

The Real Nature of the Crisis.

To the Editor of The World.

Sik: I would like to have some proof of
the truth of your assertion of this morning
that the refusal of a loan to the Canadian
Pacific railway company would be *‘disas-
trous,” or produce ‘‘ calamity,” or create a
gloom like that of ‘‘earthquake and
eclipse.” To me it seems perfectly clear
that the only hope of the future of the
dominjon, either politically or commner-
cially, lies just now in a recousideration of
the insane syndicate contract, and the
taking of steps to put the construction of
the Canadian Pacific railway on a business
basis.

We have been in a state of national in-
toxication on this undertaking long enough.
Let us now sober up and discuss the ques
tion rationally,. We made a mistake
when the terms of union with British Col-
umbia were agreed upon in 1870. We re-
peated that blunder in an aggrevated form
when we made the contract with Sir Hugh
Allan’s company in 1872. We made the
worst and most fatal error of all when
we made the hargain with the syndicate in
1881. We have now a chance to recover
our proper position at some loss to our
selves and without the loss of a dollar to
the company or any other party. In the
name of common sense let us avail our-
selves of this last chance of putting mat-
ters right.

If we give this so-called loan, but real
subsidy, to the company now, it will be
swallowed up in the insatiable vortex of
an undertaking which will never pay a
cent of dividend for the next hundred
years if the road is fairly ornted
throughout its whole length according to
contract. Then a demand will come for
more aid'only to be followed by still more
aid, under threats of ailowing the road te
be idle after it is built. Talk of the value
of first mortgage bonds on sueh & th

line a& the Canadian Pacific, and of ‘“‘amp
security for the loan!” You might as
well taik of the value of a first mortgage

al if any company could

Why deceive ourselves by using names?
The twenty-two and a half millions are to
be given as a subsidy, and there is neither
the expectation of receiving on the one
hand, nor the intention of giving on the
other, the slightest return in the shape of
interest.

Your reference to the Grand Trunk in
this connection is an unfortunate one for
your argumeént. That corporation was
aided, and aided, and aided by loan after
loan until its debt to Canada amounted to
something like $20,000,000. For that we
still hold security in the shape of mort-
gage bonds, but they have been so long
ectly worthless that the question of
ding them back to the company has
often been mooted. Perhaps if they had
been of any use to the railway company
they would have been delivered up long

2go.
I fail to understand your bocgy of a
New York ¢gobble” of the Canadian
Pacific. Have the owners of that road not
been for months hawking their shares
around the stock exc| es on both
sides of the Atlantic with the re-
sult of. showing. that nobody wants
them? Can a man be said to ‘‘gobble” a
morsel that is thrust under his nose and
almost down his throat? If ‘“‘that. most
gigantic financial combination ever known
in America,” of which youspeak,had wanted
the control of the Canada Pacific they could
have had it for a trifle. = What trotibles
the present holders of Canada Pacific is
that the New York financiers, and Ameri-
can railway kings, and London capitalists,
and Dutc{n bankers would not ‘‘gobble”
their stock—would not even touch it with
a forty foot pole—when it was held out to
them even with a @ per cent guarantee
thrown in.

I closewhere I began,by saying that now
is the time to sober up. If we go on using
stimulants we may postpone a collapse,
but we make it all the worse when it
comes. To add from twenty to thfrty
millions to the unproductive debt we are
already staggering under is not the way to
restore prosperity to the country. We are
discounting the future, and as sure as we
do so the bills will come back to us for
payment. If we do not pay we must re-
pudiate, and already the fearful *alterna-
tive of repudiation or ruin is staring the
dominion in the face.

Frozen poultry is being shipped in large
quantities to Montreal, in anticipation of a
big demand during the carnival.
Eastern exporters claim that there is no
money in sending butter to England. Profits
are so small that handling goods barely pays.
The cheese market continues quiet and firm.
Prices are quoted here at 13¢ to 13ic for choice
colored and white, and 1lc to 12jc for other
qualities.
The New York Bulletin advises holders of
large stocks of butter not to sacrifice.. Stocks
are light throughout the country, prices are
unchanged, but a shade tuo high for present
wholesale business.

An Encouragemient for Thieves — They
should be Licensed—About the Detecs
tives.

To the Editor of The World : ' 1 was
much gratified this morning on reading
my World to see that a second-hand store
dealer had been sent to prison for six
months for receiving stolen goods. This is
a step in the right direction, but not far
enough’ It appears to me tobea ques-
tion whether these dealers should be al-
lowed to centinue their business at all;
that is, whether any little convenience
they afford to a portion of the community
is not far outweighed by the encourage-
ment they give to sneak thieves, by the
facility with which they can get rid of
their ill-gotten booty.

_ Not to mention the burglaries at Lugs-

din’s and Dineens’ and the numerous hall

thefts that from time to time appear in
the papers, there have come under mmwn

observation, in our own circle within a

month, three annoying robberies by sneak

thieves whereby goods to the value of from
$25 to $50 were taken. These were never
made public, and no doubt there are sim-
flar ones occurring every day that the
encral public never hear about. But
ghey were “put into the hands of the de-
tectives” (with the usual result), a process
very' similar to the fyling away of ad-
dresses by Lord Lorne in the archives of
the store referred to by one of our: comic
writers—for one is not more surely the
finis than the other—for who ever heard
of our detectives ever recovering stolen
goods. ' In this connection.. it might be in-
teresting to know what{ besides smoking
cigars and reading Peek-a-boo, the detec-
tives ever accomplish for their salaries.

Second-hand dealers ought either to be
Yicensed and under stringent government
rule and supervision as in Paris
or they ought to be abolished.
1 understand that there is in
the . 8ity not a hundred miles from
Francis street, a buyer of old metal who
keeps a furnace constantly going and as
soon as any brass or copper goods come in
they are melted down. In this way valu-
able silver plated taps, cocks, etc., stolen
from incomplete or vacant buildings, and
which have cost plumbers or builders from
§2 to $5 apiece, are mercilessly consigned
to the furnace so as to be beyond recogni-
tion, the buyer having paid for them con-
siderably less than the price of -old brass.
1f this isfnot encouraging thievery I would
like to know what is? Then, again, only
those in the building trade know“how
often poor carpenters are robbed of whole
‘kit of tools, and if there were no second
hand stores of course there would be no
temptation to steal these. Let second

‘has eloeutionary defects, then specific elo-
cutionary training will be of benefit. But
he must become thoroughly acquainted
with the stage and its methods of expaes-

sion before he can be free te express his own
individual conception of a character, which
is a great thing after all. 1am not a be-
liever in ready-made actors or in any rigid
rules of expression. The beginner is told,
for example, that he should express aver-
sionthus (llustrating), but I would tell
him to study his own heart and express
aversion in accordance with that. A French
actor will express a thing in one way, a
‘German quite otherwise, and an English-
man differently from both, and yet all, it
may be, quite in harmony with their own
natures.” i

Of dramatic traditions he says: ““A
strong actor makesa telling point which is
handed down from one generation to
another, becoming weaker and weaker,
until, perhaps, the original conditions in-
spiring it have been entirely changed, and
it is quite meaningless. For example, one
of the earlier Hamlets at first sight of the
ghost threw of his hat and cloak simul-
taneously so (illustrating with an explosive
outward and upward sweep of the arms),
and I suppose fully fifty succeeding Ham-
lets have employed that gesture, though
the better lighting of the stage now secured
makes unnecessary such exaggerated ex-
expression of terror. You can readily
see that an - ever-growing aggrega-
tion of such traditions would necessarily be
the death of all originality upon the stage,
by and by.’

How well Mr. Irving’s company act to-
gether is well known, He says: “‘A play
is like a piece of concerted musie, an’ over-
ture, or symphony, in which all the parts
must fit together and move in perfect
time, now slower, now faster, to produce
the proper final effect. The stage man-
ager is the correlating force. Each actor
should study his character as a unit, but
also with reference to the whole perform-
ance and the other characters in it.

Concerning naturalness in acting and the
future of the stage he thus' expresses his
views: 2 .

«T feel assured that the time will come,”
hé said, “when Shakespere’s tragedies will
be played with the same naturalness that
his comedies are now. Hamlet is as natural
a character as Falstaff. The effects will
be heightened, of course, but they will be
alike truthful to nature. It is Shakes-
pere’s naturalness that has made his
characters death - less. There varyin,
moods, their intermingled granduer an
meanness—we do not feel the same
potential contradictions in our own hearts?
When Hamlet sees his father’s ghost he is
all exaltation and high resolve, but the
reaction comes and he calls him ‘true-
penny,’ ‘old mole.’ Macbeth iz a striking
instance of this dual nature—at once an in-
spired poet and a villain of the blackest
dye. You do not find any such contradic-
tions in the classical drama where all is
consistent, rotund, ‘stilted.
